Many young men have left Tieeds
Co. and established paying ‘businesses
and comfortable homes in the great
neighboring republie, and it is always
wiih pleasure that we chronicle Wieir
suecesses. Many have done well ; but
few if any, have prospered to the ‘ pre-
eminent degree attained by Geo. R,
Lavoders who, about fifteen years ago,
left Farmersville, his native village, to
seek his fortune in Uncle Bam’s do-
main. We lack the necessary infor-
mation to follow him in his various
enterprises, but the following clippings
from late issues of the Anthony (Kan-
sas) papers will serve to give an idea

'The electric light
plant will be a most perfect system
with every late impravement and wil

be well worth to the, people all that
the service will cost. A state charter
has been granted to the promoters of
this valuable enterprise, designing the
same a3 the Anthony Eleetric Light
and Power Company. The Anthony
Elevator Co, is also chartered by the
state, .Of both these institutions- Mr.
Landers is president, and is also pre-
sident of the Harper County Bank.
The names of the gentlemen connected
with these enterprises are sufficient to
engure their success, and an evidence
of the growing prosperity and future
development- of the  city of Anthony
and' the fair county of Harper.—
Journal.

Geo. R. Landers has one of the
largest and finest farms in this part of
the state, It lies sonthwest of Antho-
ny adjoining the Torritory line - and
consists of 21,000 acres in one body,
It is watered by two streams and is
all under fence. At present there is
about 2,600 acres in cultivation of
which 2,340 acres is in wheat on which
600 head of cattle were fatted last tall
and which is now-as fine a field of
wheat as there ig in the county. Mr.
Landers oxpects a yield of 40,000
bushels from this field and is having
built twelve large waggons capable of
holding 100 bushels each in which to
haul the grain from the thresher to the
station, Six "wagong will be hitehed
together and drawn to the railroad by
a traction engine while the others are
being filled. He fill break out 1,000
acres more this spring and put the
whole body, 3,340 aocres in wheat.

BURSTING OF A FIRE-CRACKER.

The flames epread with intense rapidity,
snd in a very fow moments the entire in-
terior of the building was burning. ~ There
were many omplogou of the Partridge conx
pll:g at work at the time,and the other floors
of the - building were sprinkled with human
beings. The usual avenues of escape were
at once cut off, and then began a soramble
for life which sickened the beholders. The
pani ioken 1 od to wind. and
roof ; some esceped by shinning down tele-
graph poles, others hy leaping into blanketa
snd nets, Several jumpad tothe pavement,
six or eight stori¢s below, and were terribly
mangled, and others—how msny cannot
now be told—Tfell back into the cauldron of
flimes, or were oveicome by the dense
black smoke, which suffocated all who did
not epeedily escape. The entire fire de-
partment of the city was speedily on the
scene, The departments of Somerville,
Cambridge, Newton, Quincy and Brockton
arrived later by train, and aid was re-
quested to be in readiness from more distant
oities.

THE WIRES SAVE A LIFE,

For the first time in Boston's fire history
the overhead wire system has proved the
means of saving & life.  When the fire in
the Drown-Durell building was at its
height the form of a man who subsequently
proved to be District Chief Egan, of East
Boston, was seen at the eighth story win-
dow. He boldly seized one of the large in-
sulated oables, which contaiu a number of
elrotric wires, and prooeeded to cross to the
opposite side hand over-hand. He had only
a few feet more to go when it became ap-
parent that he could not last long, and
grantly to the relief of the crowd he threw

oth legs over a half-inch cable, which
slightly sagged, and slowly and tediously
made his way toward the building 119
Kingston street, to which the cable ran.
A large number of life-saving nets, can-
vases and cloths were produced, and fire-
men, police and bystanders vied with each
other in holding them, while others hoarsely
shouted to the imperilled man to drop. To
have done #o seemed to court instant death.
His white, agoniacd face could be seen as
he slowly made his way over the cable.

A THRILLING SCENE,

Several times the voice of the vast crowd
was hushed as it seemed that the poor being
hanging there was lost. All at once the
crowd broke into a cheer, which seemed to
infuze new life into the lagging spirit of the
fireman. He reached midway between the
two buildings, and if he could only hang on
» few minutes more he would L saved.
Every inch of the street below was now
covered with nets, At this point the olond
of smoke cleared away and the man was
recognized as Chief John F. Egan, who had
only been out of the bomse a shorb time,
where he was confined with a broken collar
bone and other injuries received by falling
on theice. A squad of men ran up on
the building No. 119 Kingston street, and
slowly lowered the cable to which Egan was
hanging. . At the same time a hook and
lndtfer company erected a ladder to meet
the slowly descending man. The cable
was played out slowly and the exhausted
man gradually came nearer terra firma, His
body swung on close to the burning build-
ing, from which issued dense clonds of
smoke, when he was only two storys from
the ground. In a fow seconds he swung into
the arms of his comrades, released his hold,
and as weak ‘as a child was carried from the
soene, truly snatohed from the jaws of death.
A shout and applause came forth from the
throats of the vast assembly.

JUMPING TO CERTAIN DEATH.
William 8. Rumrill, of Dean, Chase &

BURSTING OF A FIRE-CRACKER.
The flames epread with intense rapidity,
and in a very fsw moments the entire in-
terior of the building was burning.

THE WIRES SAVE A LIFE,
For the first time in Boston’s fire history
the overhead wire system has proved the
means of saving a ife.  When the fire in
the Drown-Durell building was ot its
height the form of a man who subsequently
proved to be District Chief Egan, of Fast
Boston, was seen at the eighth story win-
dow. He boldly seized one of the large in-
sulated ocables, which contaizz a number of
elrotric wires, and prooeeded to oross to the
opposite side hand over hand. He had only
a few fest more to go when it became ap-
parént that he could not last long, and
grntly to the relief of the crowd he threw
oth legs over a half-inch cable, which
slightly sagged, and slowly and tediously
made his way toward the building 119
