thrown into lethargy. That would there- |

fore be one person of 1,000 taken in leth-
argy and declared dead by the physicians.
Would it not be logical to admit, that if
these four persons owe their life to the
fortunate chance of waking up before in-
terment, four others at least have come
to life too late in the grave? In assuming
the proportion to be one to 1,000 Iam
very much below the calculations of the
Drs. Bruheir and Hartmann, both of
whom have arrived at the terrible con-
clusion of one person in 200 being buried
alive.””. Therefore, the Count bhas de-
signed the ‘‘Karnice,"’ which, so far as
one can ascertain, is a tube leading down
to the coffin, and communicating with
an india-rubber ball there. If the corpse
fedls any symptoms of uneasiness, it can
without difficulty squeeze the india-rub-
ber ball. The effect will be that the cur-
rent of air forced up the tube will imme-
diately set a bell ringing, and cause & red
flag to spring to a position of attention.
By this means, to quote Count Karnice-
Karnicke's pamphlet, many fellow crea-
tures will be saved from the horrors of
the grave in which, through an error of
diagnosis, they have been interred as good
as alive. In a footnote the Count observes:
‘Qolence fixes the length of the state of
lethargy at fifteen daye’ maximum. The
appeiaius should be at the disposal of
families at the rate of 1 franc per dujy,
that is, 156 francs per burial. Thanks to
an arrangement with an insurance c¢>m-
pany the total rate of hire should not be
more than b francs for the whole period
of observation.”™

SWEDISH STATE RAILWAYS.

Director Count Cronstedt Retires in

¥Favor of Carl Nordstrom.

The director-general of the Swedish
State rallways, Count Rudolf Cronstedt,
has just resigned, having served forty-two
yoars, the past ten years; as chief of the
whole system. He has been succeeded by
the State Councillor of Commerce, Carl
Fredrik Theodor Nordstrom, a member
of the Second Chamber of the Swedish
Riksdag. Mr. Nordstrom is a prominent
man in Sweden. Soon after graduating
from Upsala College he became a mem-
ber of the Swedish Greenland expedition
in 1870. For soveral years he has been
connected with the Swedish State depart-

Annual Repert.
AtnENs, Jan, 15, 1898.
My. Editor :

Dear Sig,—I again present the
annual report of our poultry for the
benefit of my brother farmers who do
not think it pays. For the tw:lve
months of the year 1897 our 50 hens,
besides the loss of time hatching and
raising about sixty chickents, of which
I have no account, they laid 549
dozen of eggs which averaged about
10 cents per dozen, totaling $65,3%.
The average of each hen was 132 eggs.
