What to Drink in Cold
Weather,

Cold acts as a depressant on  the
humwan body, and injures in other
ways the general health, Well-fed
people, who are able to take exercise,
look upon dry, frosty weather as high-
Iy exh g— 08 to them, nodoub
it is. Thelr circulations react ad:
mirably to the primary effect of cold,
aud they experience a sense of well
being and buoyancy which they do
ngt feel at any other season. It is
very difterent, however, with the un-
derfed and underclad, and even with
the adequately nourished and fully
clothed who are debarred trom taking
active, muscular exercise, In the
case of those who do not have enough
food, or who have plenty of food of
the wrong kind, exercise cannot warm
them, because the tissues have no fuel
to burn, and the fire of life only flick-
ers inntead of burning with a steady
glow. On the other hand those who
partake readily of their three, or even
four substantial meals per day, may
suffer much from cold because lack of
exercive prevents the due buming up
of thelr ample supplies of food-fuel,

To be able to resist the liability to
disense which this season brings in
its train, the temperature of the body
must be maintained at its normal
level, Persona whose ocoupation is
of & senentary nalure must sot only
be warm, they must feel warm, it they
are to do'satisfactory work, A norm-
al temperatuie of the body does not
necessarily (mply eqial warmth fn all
its varions component parts, A man
whose feet and hands are icy cold,
and whose skin is in a perpetual
ahiver, derives no satisfaction from a
knowledge of the fact that in all proba-
bility the red corpuscles of his blood
are enjoying @ snug temperatare of
10y degrees, or thereabouts, An fu.
door oecupation that debars one from
using the muscles is sufficiently try-
ing tothose whose cireulations are
wluggie, and to whose cold
feet, and skin sucface geaerally, the
{ndolent and comfortable corpuscles
are driven only with the utmost dif-

poysess an additional value as fopd,
