As
the consideration of these matters would,
however, involve -investigations of a some-
what complicated nature, and as it is very
desirable that they should be thoroughly ex-
amined, I am directed by Lord Granville to
propose to the Government of the United
States the appointment of a joint high com-
mission, which shall be composed of members
to be named by cach Governmént, shall hold
its sessions at Washington, -and shall treat of |«
and discuss the mode of settling the different
questions which have arisen out of the fish-
eries, as well as those which affect the rela-
tions of the United Statcs towards her Maj-
esty's possessions in North America, Iam
confident that this proposal will be met by
your Government in the same cordial spirit

Cherishing
with care the cordiality of my relations with
the belligerents, I have foreborn from what-
ever might have been consérued as gratuitous
or unwarranted interference between the
powers, neither of ‘whom had shown readi-
ness to propose terms of accommodation such
a8 to bear promise of acceptance by the other.
1 have been able, on more than
one occasion, to, contribute toward
placing the representatives of the two
contending - countries in confidential com-
munication; but until famine compelled
the surrender of Paris, no further result had
been obtained. - The armistice now being
employed for the convening of an Assembly
in France, has brought about a pause in the
constant accumulation, on both sides, of hu-
man suffering, and has re-inspired the hope
of complete conciliation, I pray that this
suspension may result in a peace compatible
with two great ‘and brave nations, involved
with security and with honor, and likely,
therefore, to command the approval of Eu-
rope, and to give reasonable hope of a long
duration.® It has been with concern thatI

An orator of the name ot Blanche declares
that France requires another Robespierre,
and anust find its security in theguillotine.
The feeling between the Governments of
Paris and Bordeanx is growing intenser
and there is every danger of serious dis-
turbandes growing out of the approaching
electiona.
Thursday's despatohes :

The news from Paris_is very ummport-
ant this.morning. We have some further
reports of provisions Brrivinﬁ at the city
and fears of disturbances at the approach-
ing elections. The longing for peace at
any price is growing throughout the coun-
try, and it is likely that the present armis-
tice will be extended tor the purpose of
setthing terma of - peace. Thes German
army is to enter Puris on the 19th inst.
Saturday’s despatohes.

The returns of the elections now being
held in France are ofa'very incomplete
description, but they indicate that candi-
dates of the Orleanest party have generally
been preferred, the Bonapartists coming
next, and the Republicans last. It would,
however, be premature to ‘speculate upon
the composition of the Constituent Assem-
bly from data furnished by the telegraphic
reports ; bat it may be assumed that a
considerable majority of those elected will
favor peace. It will be observed that the
veteran statesman, M. Thiers, has been
elected by 4n immense majority. He had
the courage to denounce the declaration of |
war, and now probably -he will not be
afraid to advocate terms of peace, the a¢-
ceptance of which he considers most advis-
able under the circumstances.is
The condition of Paris 15 still most de-
plorable, and the morality 1s said to be
very large. The supply of provisions is
not sufficient despite all the contributions
that are forwarded,-and this is not surpris-
ing when the millions in the fallen city are
considered, together with the statement
that the organization for distributing food
is imperfect. The elections appear to be
passing off in & comparatively quiet man-
ver when all elements that would be likely
to arouse the passions of the people are
taken into account. The Parisiansare re-
ported to be getting reconciled to the idea
of the Prussian triumphal march through |
the principal streets of the city.

Terrible Rallway Accident---Deplor-

able Loss of Life.

(A frightful accident oceuired on Menday
night last, on the line of the Hudson
River railway about sixty miles from New
York. Anoil train having on its cars
large tauks of petroleum was proceeding
south on its proper truck and aceording to
its allotted time. While crossing a emall
bridge near New Hamburg an axle of one
of the cars broke and the train was
thirown off the rails, one of the cars being
projected accoss the up track. Just at
that momeut, before it was possible to give
any warning signal, a fast passenger train
—the “Pacific Express’’—came in sight,
advancing at a rate of more than fhirty
miles an hour.  The conseqiences were
dreadful, as may be supposed, for every
conceivable horror in connection with &
railway calamity oecurred in the short
*pace’f a quarter of an hour. ~The
Pascengertrain, which consists of baggage-
cars and sleeping-cars—the foremost filled
with pagsengers for Buffalo—dashed into
the oil train with a tremendous coneussion,
which ut once caased an .explosion of the
inflammable liguid in the tavks. The
bridge  at the same time yielded to the
enormous pressure upon it, and a portion
ot both trains fell to the frozen stream be-
{ow. The oil, freed from the tanks,
spread in every direction, and, catching
fire immediately after the explosion, en-
veloped, 1 an instant of time, in.
