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CARRYING OF 
FIRE ARMS.

Grand Jury Condemns the 
Prevalent Practice

Too

And Recommends More Severe 
Penalty For the Offense.

Criticism of Some of the Police 
Magistrate’s Sentences.

A feature of the grand jury’s present­
ment to Chief Justice Meredith at noon 
to-day was the recommendation that a 
more severe penalty be imposed for the 
carrying of firearms. A number, of other 
matters of interest were touched upon. 
The presentment was as follows.

“We desire to thank you for the clear 
and well-defined explanation of our 
duties in' your opening address. From 
the. fact that you impressed us with the 
importance of our duties, we sincerely 
believe that we have given our very best 
attention to your instructions.

We were very much pleased to find 
but one criminal case on our list, and in 
which we found a true bill.

Your jurors, in view of the many 
startling occurrences of late,- would re­
commend a much severer penalty for 
carrying firearms.

When visiting the jail we found the 
officials very courteous in giving all 
information asked for. We found the 
food to be first class, and everything 
in the cleanest condition possible. On 
questioning many of the prisoners as 
to the treatment received at the hands 
of the officials, all appeared well satis­
fied. All told 46 (males 40. females 6);
4 waiting for trial; 2 found, however, 
waiting medical examination for in­
sanity. old men who should he in a 
house of refuge instead of a jail.

We are of the opinion that some cases 
dealt with by the police Magistrate 
would stand a little more consideration, 
for instance, one old man, aged 73, for 
a very slight offence, was fined eleven 
dollars or two months in jail. We believe 
tha,. if in this case a slight sentence had 
been imposed this man would have left 
this city long ago and gone to work. 
As to your lordship’s observations on the 
confining of lunatics and untried pris­
oners, we find that owing to the limited 
accommodation it is impossible to com­
ply with the statutes. We would also 
recommend the continuation of wire 
screens on many of the windows together 
with a much higher and strong wall 
around the rear.

For the handling of the unfortunate 
condition of insanity we would recom­
mend that a, comfortable place should 
be erected''for their safe-keeping until 
they are taken to the asylum. A strong 
feeling prevailed that a ward in con­
nection with the hospital would be a 
good place.

Your jurors also visited the Asylum 
for me Insane and were very courteous­
ly received by the superintendent. He 
seems to be very much embued with the 
comforts and conveniences of his pati­
ents. From patent lavatories to fire-es­
capes, he has everything in complete 
condition, in fact each juror expressed 
to the doctor that the management of 
the institutiin was not only a credit to 
himself and medical staff, but an honor 
to the Province as well.

Your jurors found almost hte full 
number that can be accommodated, 

<bwt owing to a little strategy on 
the part of the Superintendent, a 
few more patients can be accom 
modr.vted, and just as soon n.s the two 
men now in the ja.il (one confined on the 
18th and the other on 11 le 23rd inet.) 
are recited officially, he will admit 
them. The jurors took particular pains 
to hear the patients on any matter, but 
outside of the fact, that the consensus of 
opinion was that they should not. be con­
fined in the institution, all were per 
feebly satisfied.

As to relieving the congested condition 
of the Asylum, the Superintendent gave 
us some very gor>d information, for in 
stance, there are patients who have 
quite recovered and should not be kept 
in the Asylum, but should be placed in 
such institutions as the House of Refuge 
and Homes for the Aged and Infirm. He 
also explained that some of the munici­
palities have been relieving the institu­
tion in this way, and that if all the muni 
cipaHtie-s would remove their recovered 
patients, a large number of new patients 
eouM be accommodated. ,

Dr. Borrett. of Toronto, the plaintiff 
in an action against Dr. Guesner to set 
aside a fruit farm deal, lost his case, 
Chief Justice Meridith holding that lie 
was unable to find any evidence of false 
representation on the part of the de­

ls fendant. The fact that the plaintiff re­
tained possession so long before com 
plaining, his lordship thought, indicated 
that Dr. Borrett did not think at first 
that ttyere was any misrepresentation. 
There was no evidence to show that the 
defendant had misrepresented the pro­
perty. An appeal against the decision 
will be entered.

Did Not Mean That Ihe Germarf 
Meant War.

Submarines and Wireless In Pre­
ference to Aeroplanes and Gas.

The Americans are so busy xrrth the 
affaire of their own gigantic continent 
that they have not the time to devote 
to the study of European politic*, which 
are more kaleidoscopic in their changes 
then are those)) of the l" ni ted States. 

There is an impression in this country 
that some hostility exista between the 
people of Great Britain and of united 
Germany. 1 know the Germans inti 
mately. From childhood I have travelled 
throughout most of the Germean States.
I have many German family connection*, 
and I venture to say that, outside the 
usual body of Anglophobes one meets in 
every country, there is little hostility 
to the British on the part of the Ger­
mans; and, on the other hand, there is, 
in England, no dislike of Germany. Why, 
then, if so happy a state of affairs ex­
ist» between tee two nations, should 
there be a section of people in England 
to suggest the possibility of war!

'Turn beck to 1869. Was there any 
friction between France and Prussia? 
There was no hostility on either side. 
But there was immense ..preparation on 
the part of Germany—a preparation 
that was kept secret as far as possible, 
and which, also, as far as possible, is 
being kepf secret by Germany to-day.

"As to that which is transpiring in 
the German ship building yards, 
more or less know that by 1912 Germany 
in ships of the super-Dreadnought class

ill be equal of England.
"We have to-day a superb navy. We 

have in the line of battle such warships 
as the Indomitable or the Inflexible, 

v in New York, which are as effi­
cient in their sphere an our Mauretanias 
or Lusitanias are to theirs.

GREAT STEEL 
MERGER NEAR.

A $125,000,000 Concern Will 
Soon be In Existence.

As intimated in the Times several 
days ago negotiations are under way for 
a gigantic Canadian steel merger, which 
will embrace practically all the big 
concerns in the country, including the 
Hamilton Steel A Iron Company. There 
is little doubt that the proposed merger 
is the result of the time rapidly 
approaching when the bounties paid by 
the Dominion Government will be cut 
off.

The Montreal Herald, referring to 
the merger scheme yesterday, said :

“If present negotiations are successful 
Canada will shortly have one of the 
biggest industrial corporations in the 
world. This project represents nothing 
leas than a $125,000,000 steel and coal 
consolidation.

"It is the intention of those financiers 
who recently have made several success­
ful consolidations of industrial compan­
ies to bring some of the leading Canad­
ian steel and coal companies under one 
strong controlling or holding company.”

LORENZO*GOT 
THREE YEARS.

Jury Recommended Chief Justice 
lo be Merciful.

Joseph Lorenzo, the young Italian 
who was convicted yesterday afternoon 
of shooting at Thomas White, with in­
tent to do grievous bodily harm, was 
sentenced to three years in Kingston 
Penitentiary by Chief Justice Meredith 
this morning.

The jury deliberated for over an hour 
before returning a verdict of “Guilty, 
with a recommendation to mercy.” His 
Lordship remarked that the jury should 
have reached the verdict in shorter time.

Before sentence was passed, A. W. 
Semmens, of Semmens & Evel, spoke of 
the previous good record of the pri-

Lorenzo was given an opportunity to 
make a statement, but had nothing to
say.

In pronouncing sentence, his Lordship 
said: ‘The offence is a most serious 
one. A person convicted of such an of­
fence is liable to a sentence of life. The 
verdict of the jury is right, that you 
had no excuse for the shooting, that 
you shot, not caring whether you injur­
ed the man or whether you killed him. 
In view of the circumstances just men­
tioned and the recommendation of the 
jury, I have come to the conclusion 
that I will impose a lighter sentence 
than I otherwise would have done. You 
must spend three years’ imprisonment 
In Kingston Penitentiary as a penalty 
for your crime.”

Lorenzo took his sentence quietly. 
When he was led from the romo a 
large number of his fellow-countrymen, 
who had occupied the benches while sen­
tence was being pronounced, left the 
court room.

The Technical School Committee will 
meet to-morrow night to arrange for the 
fitting up of the top floor of the new in­
stitution for the arts department.

London, Sept. 28.—Chinese advices 
from a trustworthy source gixe interest­
ing facts concerning the plans for the re- 
orgvnization of the Chinese navy, which 
have lieen approved by imperial decree 
and on which work lias already begun. 
Oil account of the vast expenditure in- 
tolved the work will be spread over sev­
en years. ’ The ntoart striking items will 
be carried out from 1911 to 1916, when 
the Government will have built eight 
first-class battleships, twenty cruisers, 
ten gunboats and three flotillas of tor­
pédo boats.

Bribery by Agenti ef Which Dt- 

feidant Had No Knowledge.

Quebec. Sept. 28.—The election of Ed­
mond Fortier, M.P. for Lothbiniere, was

Four witnesses swore to acts of brib- 
erv by agents. The defendant said such 
acts were without his knowledge, and 
judgment was given accordingly.

AN EXPERT’S YEWS.
The British Soldier ii Equal to the 

German.

London, Snpt. 28—Robert Blateh- 
ford, a well-known Socialist and him­
self an old soldier, attended both the 
German ar.d English manoeuvres. Hjs 
description and a comparison of the 
two have attracted general attention, 
foming from Wurtemberg with “full 
respect and admiration for the Ger­
man army.” he confesses that he went 
to t-xfordshire with some trepidation, 
but gives a. his impression that in 
weapons, tactics and scientific appli­
ances the British and Germans are 
about equal.

As regards the troops, he consil>rs 
that the German cavalry is superior, 
especially being better horsed, but le 
says: "Fine as is the German infaat-v.
I believe ours is quite as good." Th» 
British infantry gave him the impres­
sion that they wene keener and

What Mr. Blatchford criticises strong­
ly is the attitude of the British public 
toward the army and military matters 
generally. He says: “There are no peo­
ple in Europe who know so little about 
war and their own soldiers as the Bri­
tish, or care so little either. Our soldiers 
get plenty of criticism, but do encour­
agement. The average British citizen 
pnts a jockey, a foot racer, a football 
player, a cricketer, pugilist or music hall 
artist before a soldier.

STUFFED MUSHROOMS.
Scrape out the inside of the cups, chop 

the stems that are too long to be left 
standing, and also the mushrooms, 
which should have been arranged in a 
battered earthen dish, stems up.

Rake three-quarters of an 
hour and eat with this sauce: Two eggs 
beaten separately, one cup powdered 
sugar, butter size of an egg. melted, 
Flavor with vanilla. This is easiej* than 
a boiled pudding and extra good.?

C REAM CAKE.
One cupful sugar, two eggs, one-fourth 

cupful of butter, one-half cupful of lard, 
one cupful of sour cream, one-half tea- 
spoonful of salt, two cupfuls of flour, 
one heaping teaspoonful of baking pow­
der. a tiny bit of soda on end of ^>oon, 
and flavoring to taste.

Cream filling: One cupful of sugar, 
one egg. one and one-haIf cupfulae^fl^. 
sweet milk, one teaspoonful of vanilla, . 
one heaping teaspoonful of flour. Mix 
sugar, flour, and eggs, stir in hot milk, 
and boil until thick ; spread between 
layers and ice with two teaspoonfuls of 
sweet milk thickened with powdered

MAYONNAISE DRESSING.
Take three eggs, separate whites from 

yolks; bent white to a stiff froth; add 
one-half teaspoonful dry mustard, sug­
ar. pepper, salt, and one tablespoonful 
of oil to yolks of egg; beat well toge­
ther. and add the l>eaten whites. Then 
take one cupful of vinegar, place on fire, 
and let it l»oil : remove from stove and 
stir in the other ingredients: place hack 
on fire: let it conk slowly until It 
thickens; stirring nil the time. Then let 
it cool, and when cool add one-half cup­
ful of cream : beat all up well. This will 
keep for a week at a time if kept on the

WEARY OF SMOKE AND NOISE.

Chicago Proposes to Force Electrifica­
tion of Steam Railroads.

Chicago, Sept. 28.—An ordinance pro­
viding that all steam railroads entering 
Chicago shall he electrified after Jsnu- 
ayr, 1912, within eight miles of the City 
lîall, was introduced last night in the 
Citv Council. It was referred to the 
Committee on Local Transportation. 
The ordinance is said to have the appro­
val of the administration, and a major­
ity of aldermen are reported to favor it. 
It is said that compliance with such an 
ordinance would mean an expenditure 
of $150.000.000.
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WHICH IS THE ‘TYRANT ?"
Montreal is facing a peculiar situation 

with regard to its street lighting. When 
the city contract with the Montreal 
Light, Heat & Power Co expired last 
year, the city refused to renew it, and 
there was some difficulty over the ques­
tion of price, which, for a time, threat­
ened to leave the city in darkness.

Commenting upon the situation and 
upon the spirit in which the churlish 
tariff threat has been made by the Unit­
ed States, the Buffalo Express remarks:

The effect of this must be even more 
harmful to American interests than 
would be an export duty. The Mind 
policy of Congres» decreed a retaliatory 
duty on Canadian paper if any restric­
tions were placed on the exportation of 
wood or pulp. Canada has never burn 
able to send much paper to t.he United 
sûtes, so the retaliatory duty cannot 
restrict Canadian trade to any extent, 
but the prohibition of exports of wood 
will force American pa per-makers to 
move their plants to Canada. Their 
product mu-st then 'pay the high re­
taliatin' duty in order to enter the 
United ‘States, and the price of domes­
tic paper may be expected to advance 
proportionately. Here is a case in 
which unreasonable duties threaten to 
drive an industry out of the country 
and at the same time to impose nn ex­
traordinary tax <ni tie dome.Mir con 
sinners. And this is done in the name of 
protection!

Well, if the United States people are 
such besotted ..fools as to place their 
necks under the heels of tariff combines 
and meekly allow them to make laws 
with the intention of insulting and bull­
dozing neighbor nations, they must pay 
the penalty. Canada does not propose 
to submit to such rule, neither by our 
own combines, nor those of the Yan­
kees. Perhapt a little experience will 
do our neighbors good.

A CONTRADICTORY THEORY.

In his Winona speech President Taft

The New York Sun very 
aptly uses the President's argument to 
confound those who support the tariff on 
the plea that it gives the farmers more 
for their produce. The farmer is fooled, 
or Taft is wrong. Why the appeal to 
the farmer to fight against a reduction 
of the tariff? The Sun says:

If Louisiana produced no cane sugar 
and ihe west no beet sugar a reduction 
in cost of living^would l>e possible to 
the extent of over S 100.000.000 a year. 
If there were no duty on cattle, sheep, 
fish, wheat, potatoes, eggs, butter and 
various other commodities, it is at least 
conceivable that imports from other 
countries might to some extent affect 
prices under the operation of the law of 
supply and demand. Undeniably it is on 
the basis of such a theory that we bar 
out the products of Canadian fields and 
farms in the interest of our own agricul­
turists.

The fact of the matter is that the Un­
ited States farmer is buncoed. He is 
made to believe that the tariff is a great 
thing for him, while by it he is given 
over to be plundered by the favored in­
terests. His protection is for the most 
pari illusory; his burdens are very real.

UNCLE SAM’S LESSON.
IerThe United States tariff club will not. 
avail the pulp and paper trusts and com 
bines. Instead, the tariff mongers will 
be given an illustration of how little 
Canadians care for their envy and greed. 
A good many Yankee politicians have 
been badly in need of a le*«on, Like the 
Scriptural fool, even braying them in a 
mortar haA net been sufficient to work 
.but of them the ittiotir notion that Van 
ada is to be intimidated, coerced, made 
to abandon her policy by hostile tariff 
legislation o-n their part. The lesson is 
due now..

The new United States tariff on paper 
and pulp was, at the instance of the 
Pulp and Paper Combine, increased by 
wây of retalistion because Ontario and 
Quebec Provinces discriminated in the 
matter of the export of pulpwood cut 
on Crown Lands. The combines chuck­
led aa they thought how quickly the 
Canadians would be clubbed into submis­
sion and the Provinces would remove the 
embargo of their regulations. But Can­
ada, does not submit, not even a little 
bit; Canada just smiles and pursues her 
own policy. Not only that, but the Pro­
vinces will probably increase their «lis- 
crimination in favor of home manufac­
ture, perhaps to a prohibitory degree. 
In September, 1900, the Queliec Govern­
ment made a promise that the stum page 
rates of 60 cents per cord on wood cut 
from Crown lands would not l>e raised 
for a period of ten years. It is intended 
to carry out that pledge in good faith, 
and no increase in stumpage charges will 
be made until September, 1010, when tiro 
prohibition of export will come into 
operation.

In view of the situation created by 
the United States tariff and by Canada's 
determination not to be bulldozed, the 
interests controlling the Berlin mills pro- 
perty in.Xçw Hampshire are planning to 
install a print paper mill at Ija Tuque, 

-Quebec, and the International Paper 
j Company has prepared plans for numer­

NOT IN CANADA’S INTEREST.
It probably never enters the mind of 

the average Canadian advocate of a re­
turn to protection by Great Britain that 
in event of such a policy being adopted 
a barrier would lie erected against Can­
adian products. Short-sighted selfishness 
appears to see no farther than that 
a British duty would be imposed against 
tne goods of other nations; no notice is 
taken of the fact that the policy in­
volves the levying of duties against our 
goods, which now enter Great Britain 
untaxed. The Ixmdon Canadian Gazette, 
however, which advoeatei*»the retrogres­
sive policy say«, “it is quite certain that- 
if and when a Unionist Government 
comes into power in the United King-, 
dom. a moderate import duty will be 
imposed upon foodstuffs entering these 
islands. The primary purpose of this 
duty will b-» the production of revenue, 
hut the incidental effect must he to en­
courage British meat production. Other 
steps will, no doubt, be taken in con­
nection with the trades in hides and lea­
ther and meat offals, to give what fur­
ther encouragement is possible to the 
British meat producer. Rut it is also 
an essential pari of the Unionist policy 
to grant a preference to foodstuffs from 
Canada and the other oversea dominions, 
and the expectation is that when Can­
adian and Australian meat is given an 
entry to British markets at a duty only 
half of that imposed upon foreign meat. 
Colonial supplies will undergo a sub­
stantial development.”

In plain words this would mean that 
the new Unionist policy wotild erect a 
tariff wall against Canadian goods, but 
the Begmler reads, it would he only half 
as high as the wall erected against goods 
from foreign countries. Is it at all cer­
tain that sueh a policy would contri­
bute to “a substantial development” of 
Canadian industry. If it would be to the 
advantage of British agriculturists, it 
would lie so much of a disadvantage to 
Canadian grain and stock growers. Of 
course Canadians, who tax Great Bri­
tain s goods, crtuld not object to Great 
Britain treating their goods likewise;

Barrow the showing of bone is very 
small. Owing to the ice conditions on 
the Arctiee side the ships have been un­
able to get to the most westerly of the 
Siberian whaling grounds, but little more 
l>one ran be expected from the unvisited 
points.

The catch on the American side is es­
pecially discouraging. At Point Hope, 
where twenty-five large whales were 
taken last year, only thirteen were tak­
en this year, and most of them were 
small and of little value on the Paris 
market. At Icy Cape, where ten or 
twelve whales were killed last year and 
from which point tones of bone were 
shipped, only 400 pounds of poor bone 
was secured this year.

At Burrow, where the largest whaling 
village in the world is to be found and 
where over 600 natives are directly de­
pendent upon the industry, only eleven 
whales were captured and killed.

The Emmanuel Movement.
In the Popular Science Monthly’for 

October, Dr. Homer Gage concludes a 
discussion of the advantages and dan 
gers of the Emmanuel movement as fol­
lows: “As the movement spreads into 
the hands of those with few qualifica 
tions and with greater independence of 
sound medical counsel, it seems not un­
reasonable to predict its ultimate failure 
and general discredit. However, the 
Emmanuel movement has done good, 
just as the popular interest in hypno­
tism,, and Christian Science has done 
good. They emphasize and make clear 
the value of mental therapeutics, and 
spur the doctor and psychologist to re­
newed study of its nature, limitations 
and practical application. It will also 
serve, perhaps, to recall the practising 
physician from too cold a materialism;

It is undoubtedly true 
that there has been a strong tendency 
tc give Undue attention and attribute 
undue importance to the interesting 
pathological problem presented in each 
case, and too little attention to its hu­
manitarian aspect.

Such is the lesson to be learned—more 
real human sympathy and help from the 
doctor, but not a ‘medicalized clergy.’”

IN WEST PETERBORO’.

Witness Swears He Was Filled With Liquor and Offered Large Roll 
If He Would Make Bribery Charge Against Liberals.

Mr. Stralton Refused to Pay One Cent to Men Who Offered to 

Make Affidavits and Then Leave the Country.
Peterboro’, Sept. 38.—More extraor­

dinary evidence was offered to-day in 
the course of the hearing of the elec­
tion petition by Justices MacMahon 
and Magee to unseat Mr. J. R. Strat­
ton, member for West Peterboro*. Four 
mtn swore that on October 26th, elec­
tion day, they received $2 in the back 
room of the Liberal headquarters from 
Mr. R. H. Leary, a supporter of Mr. 
Stratton, practically without a word hav­
ing passed between them. All had made 
affidavits denying their original state­
ments. The curious part of their story 
was that all the men denied having sold 
their votes. Two declared that they had 
already voted when the money was 

| paid over, while the third, William 
| Ashley, protested that he had no 
; knowledge why the money was given 
them. It also came out in the evi­
dence that Ashley had offered to make 
an affidavit, and leave Ontario, deny­
ing that he had received any money, if 
Mr. Stratton paid him $200. while he 
implicated a man named Gates, who has 
yet to be called, by stating that he de­
manded four hundred dollars. The res­
pondent declined to pay a cent, and so 
Ashley told his story, which was remark­
able for its inconsistencies and contra­
dictions. Yet another of the petitioner's 
witnesses swore that he had been called 
to a local hotel, plied with liquor, and 
then offered a roll of bills if he would 
make a charge of bribery and cor­
ruption, which he declined to do, 
against the Liberal workers, with a 
view of unseating Mr. Stratton.

*0 MONEY TO DISBURSE.
The first witness called was Walter 

S. Davidson, whose name had in pre­
vious evidence been freely associated 
with Mr. Stratton's committee rooms, 
and, particularly with little rooms up­
stairs. He, like the previous witnesses, 
denied that he had been formally ap-

r- Dinted by anyone, but it was he who 
lad occupied the office, and when work 

began to pile up he had instructed Mr. 
Bryson, Secretary of Ward One, to get 
extra help. The telephone was placed 
in one of the smaller rooms, and that 
really accounted for the constant repair­
ing to that room.

"Were you given any money to dis­
burse?"

“Not a cent, except for work."
“How much, thirty or forty dol­

lars? Who did you pay?”
"Mr. Bryson."
“Did you get any accounts from

St. John, N. B., Sept. 28.—More than 
200 people attended the banquet given 
by the Liberals in Keith's assembly 
rooms to-night in honor of Hon. Wm. 
Pugsley. Mayor Bullock presided, with 
Mr. Pugsley and Hon. Mackenzie King 
at his right, and Hon. time. Murphy and 
Senator GHimor at his left. Regrots 
were received from Sir Wilfrid Laurier, 
Hon. Messrs. Fielding, Brodeur, Fisher, 
Graham, Ayleeworth, Paterson, Oliver, 
Sir Frederick Borden, and others.

R-?spondnig to the toast of the Gov­
ernor-General, Hon. Chao. Murphy paid 
a tribute to the guest of the evening. 
He was a big man, seeing the big future 
of Canada, and supplying for the future 
in the public works of the country. His 
work was not Provincial, but for all Can­
ada. He was popular .and could have his 
pick of twenty constituencies in the 
West. Speaking of a recent visit to 
the West, Mr. Murphy said the grain 
crop meant one hundred million dol­
lars this year. He spoke of the lum­
bering, mining and ranching prosper­
ity there, and commend?d the Govern­
ment's immigration policy. Mr. Murphy 
made passing reference to the tariff, 
laughingly saying he stood with Mr. 
Dooley, when he said, “They that the 
tariff looks after will look after the 
tariff.” The speaker went into railway 
and canal matters. He said the feeling 
in Canada to-day was for Canada, a na­
tion within the British Empire.

Hon. Mr. King spoke of the work 
ing out of a nation within the Empire, 
and referred to the federation of South 
Africa, also of India, and said these 
would be modelled after the federation 
of the Dominion of Canada. He had re­
ceived from the Transvaal Attorney Gen­
eral a letter stating that a labor act 
similar to Canada’s had been put on the 
statute books there. After touching on 
matters of varied interest he eulogized 
Dr. Pugsley.

Dr. Pugs ley waa given a big recep­
tion. He spoke in praise of the Lib­
eral members of New Brunswick, nam­
ing each. Pacing on to his recent tour 
of the West, he compared the progress 
shown in twelve years aince his last 
visit. As to Vancouver, lie saw no rea­
son why it should not reach across the 
Pacific and grasp a large share of the 
trade there. Coming back to New Bruns­
wick, however, and notwithstanding the 
progress of the West, he was prouder 
of his native Province than ever. He 
was more convinced than ever that the 
Eastern ports were to receive a greater 
impetus from Western prosperity. Some 
of Alberta’s wheat would be exported 
by the Pacific, but the East was not set 
up against the West, and the East 
would take its chance of its share of the 
business. Hitherto not all the Western 
produce for export went by Canadian 
ports, but this was being changed, and 
he was convinced that before long it 
would be so.

DECLARES WAR.
Check Agaiatt Teaching ef French 

Public School*.

Paris, Sept. 28.—The French Epis­
copate has issued a pastoral letter 
warning Catholic parents in France 
tthat the teaching in the public schois 
jeopardizes the faith of their children. 
The letter condemns especially co-edu­
cation, saying that the “mixture of the 
two sexes is contrary to morality and 
unworthy a civilized people.”

The letter forbids the use of a score 
of public school text books, principally 
histories, and appeals to parents to 
unite in protection of the faith. Con­
tinuing, the letter ahnounces that the 
sacraments of the Church will be re­
fused parents who allow their children 
to attend the interdicted schools. “God 
rather than men, must be obeyed," the 
communication declares.

The Temps to-day expresses the opin­
ion that this letter is a declaration of 
war against the principle of neutral 
instruction, and therefore a deplorable 
error which will only alienate the sym­
pathies of the friends of public educa­
tion in France, and possibly furnish a 
new weapon for the real enemies of the 
Church. ___ ______

Loudon, Sept. 28.—Speaking in the 
House of Commons to-day, Patrick 
O’Brien, member of Parliament from 
Kilkenny, drew the attention of 
Premier Asquith to the incident on 
the occasion of the reception at*. 
Castlereagh, on Sept. 18th, of Captain 
O'Meagher Condon and John O’Calla- 
ghan, delegates from the United Irish 
League of America, who have come 
to this side in response to an invita­
tion extended by John Redmond and 
other Irish leaders, when the police 
ordered a local saloonkeeper to re­
move the American flag. Mr. O’Brien 
declared that this incident was re­
garded in the United States as an insult 
to the flag, and he suggested that Am­
bassador Bryce be instructed to explain 
and apologize.

In reply, Mr. Asquith informed Mr. 
O’Brien that the display of any flag in a 
liquor saloon was illegal, and that the 
Union Jack had l»een ordered removed 
on a similar occasion. It was so obvR 
oris that no insult of the American flag 
was intended that the Government had 
no intention of communicating with 
Washington on the subject.

Winnipeg, Sept. 28.—Benjamin Robert 
Rolph, 77 years of age, residing at 208

Mrs. Atkinson, President of Centen­
ary Church Ladies’ Auxiliary, delivered 
an address of welcome to the visitors, 
which was appropriately responded to 
by Mrs. Carman, on behalf of the Board ; 
Mrs. Jackson, on behalf of the Western 
delegates, and Mrs. Coulthard, of Fred­
ericton, N. B., for those from the eastern 
Provinces.

EVENING MEETING.
At the evening session, the President 

of the conference. Rev. W. J. Smith, 
occupied the chair, and conducted the 
opening devotional service.

Then Mrs. George Kerr, of Toronto, 
read the report of the year’s work on 
the home field, and it showed the ex­
cellent results accomplished among the 
French for whose especial benefit a dea­
coness was appointed during the year. 
The report outlined the work among the 
Indians at Fort Simpson and other 
places in British Columbia, and also the 
work among the sick in that Province. 
Then she enumerated the good being 
done among the foreigners in the west, 
and also in the large cities of this Pro­
vince. Finally, she pleaded for more 
workers for the home field.

Mrs. E. S. Strachan, of Hamilton, 
read the report of the year’s work 
abroad, and it was of sufficient merit to 
dispel all doubts as to the success of 
foreign missionary work. She explained 
there were 34 Canadian women doing 
the Master's work in the foreign mission 
field, sent out by the Society. Mrs. 
Strachan intimated that the success of 
the work cf the kindergarten department 
in Japan was sufficient reply to W. T. 
R. Preston’s criticisms on the mission­
ary work in that country. She then call­
ed attention to the fact that four 
five additional teachers were wanted 
each year for some years to come in 
China. Mrs. Strachan touched on the 
work among the Japanese and Chinese 
in British Columbia, and said the work 
needed encouragement. The educational 
work among them was not neglected 
and was being pushed forward with good 
results.

LABOR’S AIMS.
Will Creek*, M. P., at tke Tereito 

Canadian Club.

Toronto, Sept. 29.—Speaking to the 
Canadian Club at Toronto, last night, 
Will Crooks, the English labor M. P-, 
said: “We are going to fight our way 
uutil the British Empire can boast, not 
of her glorious navies, or of her 
mighty army, but ot the happiness 
ami contentment of her common 
people. We were told that the ad­
justment of social inequalities was not 
within our purview. Be warned, my 
Canadian brothers and do not have any 
social inequalities.”

In his opening sentence Mr. Crooks 
paid an eloquent tribute to King Ed­
ward, “the father of us all.” “The 
Iaibor party stands for an imperial 
race,” he continued. “It is the best

Speaking 
u: the ties of empire, he said: “Don’t 
you tell me that the loyalty of Can­
ada and the other dominions depends 
or the number of postoffice orders 
that England sends out. When some 
noble lord visits Canada, and talks of 
war everybody gets the shivers, then 
somebody sees an airship and says 
‘here they come’: blit England has a 
capacity equal to anything in the 
civilized world. She is the country 
that has furnished the civilizing brains 
for the whole world. May God be 
as kind to you as He has been to the 
old land in furnishing the amount of 
brains necessary to build a country 
up.”

Mr. Crooks proceeded to show that 
In his opinion the claims of the Labor 
party were justified in every way, and 
they had Scriptural authority for all 
their demands.

A STRANGE PEOPLE.
Curious Habits of Malay Inhabi­

tants Only Partly Understood.
Away among tlie deep forests in the 

kvurt of the Malay Peninsula there 
dwelt a singular people, whose curious 
•habits are only partially understood. 
An Italian explorer found them so in­
teresting that he spent fifteen years #a 
studying their habits and customs, and 
has some wonderful stories to relate 
about the Sacai. They live in a barbar­
ous state, spending most of their time in 
gathering poisons from plants, which 
they prepare according to secrets known 
only to themselves, for protection 
against their enemies and for bringing 
down their quarry in the chase.

So accustomed are the Sacai to the 
life in the woods that the few who have 
been at various times induced to go 
down to the coast have almost invari- 

>ly returned to their native wilds on 
the first favorable occasion. There they 
hunt game and birds and gather the 
fruits on which they subsist. Though 
life has its burdens, it has also its com­
pel salions. Nature is particularly rich 
n her bounty. An abundance of berries 

and foodstuffs is found on the bushes 
and giant trees, among which fly birds 
of rare and gorgeous plumage. But wh.it 
proves most attractive to the natives is 
the great variety of poisonous plants. 
They speak about the different poisons 
as familiarly and as often as w«e speak 
a I Hint the weather, and the discovery of 
a new kind of combination is hailed as 
an event of the greatest importance. 
The reason for this is because the poi­
son is used in killing game and catching 
fish, and for the preservation of their 
independence, the various concoctions 
being mixed according to the resisting 
power of the object for which they are 
intended. Thus, for instance, the hunt­
er would never think of wasting a 
stiong poison on a small animal he con­
sidered unworthy of such an honorable 
distinction. Besides, he must study to 
bring down such game as he afterwards 
uses for food with poisons which will in 
no way effect him.

Poisons are not difficult to find. 
Growing among the rank grasses and 
on the trunks of trees, and mingling 
with creeping flowers, are so many poi­
sonous plants that th etraveler must be 
constantly on the look-out to avoid 
them Some are so deadly that even the 
odor arising from them is overpowering, 
*Aa using serious illness : others cause 
skin diseases and painful swellings of 
the body if their leaves chance to touch 
over so lightly the hands or other ex- 
pos%d parts. For this reason the orchid 
hunter cannot be too careful, since it 
is usually where these dreaded plants 
flourish most abundantly that the al­
luring white, red. purple, "blue and many 
colored orchids are found to thrive most 
luxuriantly.

In spite of his extroardinary passion 
for concocting poisons, the Sacai is a 
thorough gentleman in the chase and a 
worthy foeman to meet. He is a big- 
hearted fellow, having none of the bar­
barous methods of other inhabitants of 
the Malay Peninsula, whose greatest

C* ‘•sure is to torture a fallen foe. When 
poisons an arrow his object is to 

cause death as quickly and as painlessly 
»s possible. For this reason the Malays 
respect and fear him, and tell harrowing 
stories about his conduct in the con­
stant skirmishes between these two ir- 
leconciliaWe people. Y'et to the credit 
of the Sacai be it said that he scorns to 
send his poisoned arrow after a flying 
foe.

He seems to he particularly happy in

ill treatment is practically unknown 
among them. In the event of a mother- 
in-law upsetting the peace of the home 
by interfering with its arrangements, 
the young couple adopt the wise plan of 
pulling down their hut and building a 
new* one at a respectable distance from 
the cause of disturbance.

STUDYING THE NOISES.

Cause of Every Noise Should Be 
Sought For.

A careful study of noises, their ef­
fects and causes should be made by ev­
ery automobile owner who drives his own 
ear. The man who is not absolutely de­
void of “ear” in a short time will learn 
the true cote of his engine when it is 
running at its bets, and any deviation 
from the regular sound will serve as a 
warning that something is not just 
right. If an entirely strange noise mani­
fests itself it must have a cause, and 
in most eases the cause is a detrimental 
one. It means some derangement or bad 
adjustment, and the driver should not 
be satisfied until he Has diagnosed it. 
Every time he does so it increases his 
running at its best, and any deviation 
«saàer on the next occasion." The same

noise may be caused by worn shackle 
bolts.. Wherever the wear is it will be 
of an accumulative nature, and conse­
quently the driver should not wait un­
til it becomes excessive, but should at 
once set about finding it. Sometimes it 
is a trivial matter, due perhaps to a 
rattle in tK- side doors, faulty packing 
of the acetylene lamp generator, a loose 
wind shield or something of that sort. 
No matter what it may be, however, the 
cause should be sought for.

HEAD HUNTERS.

F. C. Cole to Make Trip for the Field 
Museum.

An expedition into the haunts of head 
hunters, ineluding those of the Mores 
who killed Dr. William F. Jones, of the 
Field Museum, will be undertaken in .1 
few weeks by F. C. Cole, of the same in­
stitution. He will be accompanied by 
Mrs. Cole during the entire journey.

What prompts Mr. Cole to undertake 
the trip is his anxiety to add to the Field 
museum the most complete exhibit of the 
Philippine Islands ever1 gathered. He 
made one trip to the northern islands, 
and brought back several tons of relics, 
which are now on exhibition. ' His next 
journey will be to the southern island.;.

Mr. Cole will leave on Oct. 4 and will 
stop first at the Palawai Island to studv 
the Pagbanuas, the first of the several 
tribes of head hunters he will visit dur­
ing his expedition. Then he will go to 
Mindoro Island, where he will pitch his 
camp among the Mangvana tribes. T.he 
Bagalos and the Moros will come into 
his circle. He will be gone about two

Mrs. Cole was asked if she did not fear 
the trip.

“Why, no,” she answered. “I accom­
pany my husband everywhere, and have 
gone to many places more dangerous 
than those we are to visit. The southern 
Philippines are no worse than the north­
ern, and we have been through the 
north.”

The expedition is being financed by 
Robert F. Cummings, who was sponsor 
also for their first one.

The first trip was n great success, ac­
cording to Mr. Cole. He has brought 
back an exhibition which is said to be by 
far the most auspicious ever collected 
on the subject. It was away in advance 
of what he expected its results to be.

As the most conspicuous feature he 
has got together a miniature reproduc­
tion of a Philippine village.

"This shows the real Filipinos,” said 
Mr. Cole. "Ft gives an excellent idea of 
their home and industriel life, showing 
their weaving and other arts. Then, too, 
I have an exhibit of four men, reproduc­
ed life sized, at a forge, and this, too, 
gives an idea of the progress being made 
among these peoples.

“The trip was a remarkable one, and I 
expect the coming one to be no les» inter­
esting.

The mighty bat- 
tlesnjps and cruisers which next to the 
little boats they escort are the glory 
of the celebration here, cannot make Hie 
trip up the river on account of their 
deep draught, but torpedo boats, sub­
marines and one cruiser, drawing not 
more than 22 feet, will steam up the 
Hudson and participate in the celebra­
tion at local points.

EUROPE’S* BUSINESS.

United States Judge Declares It to be 
Good.

Ex-Judge Elbert H. Gary, chairman 
of tiie board of directors of the United 
States Steel Corporation, and Mrs. 
Gary, were passengers by the North 
German Lloyd liner Kaiser Wilhelm 
II., in yesterday from Bremen, South­
ampton and Cherbourg. Judge Gary 
said lie had been automobiling in 
France, England and Spain and in- 
cidentaly sizing up the business and 
financial outlook of Europe.

Judge Gary said he had noticed a 
decided improvement in business con­
ditions in France. England and Ger­
many. .Foreigners generaly were man­
ifesting an increasing interest in Am­
erican securities and showed a grow­
ing desire to acquire them. This 
might be accounted for in part by 
the fact that investors, particularly 
British investors, doubtless desired to 
get good paying securities and thus 
escape taxation that might result from 
putting their money in home products.

Judge Gary said money was plenti­
ful on the other side, particularly in 
France, and intimated that, the French 
were going to put, a. lot of it in Am­
erican properties. The English 
thought their own condition financial­
ly depended much on that of America 
and ere therefore glad to see the 
U. S. improving.

Judge Gary was dined by the Cham­
ber of Commerce of Sheffield, which 
he called the Pittsburg of England, 
and said he had an opportunity to 
find out the English manufacturing 
situation from his intimacy with some 
of the leading Sheffield men. There 
was a strong feeling of friendliness 
among the English manufacturers for 
America, and he regarded this as one 
of the good signs of the times and 
of better times.

Judge Gary said that on the whole 
events in Europe indicated a general 
revival of prosperity, based in large 
measure of the great revival in all the 
great industries, including steel.

How to Weigh Without Scales.
Some so-called useful hints are amus­

ing, and here is one from a French news­
paper. It is a method of finding the 
weight of a pig without weighing it, and 
this is how you proceed. Take a tape 
or piece of string, and take the chest 
measurement; then the length of the 
animal from the shoulder to the tail. 
Multiply the chest measurement by it­
self, then by the length of the body 
and finally by 87.5. The result will give 
approximately the weight of the animal 
in kilogrammes. For example, if the 
animal is 1.30 metres around the chest 
ami 1.15 metres in length, this would 
give 1.69; multiply 1.69 by 1.15 and we 
get 1,943. Finally, multiply this num­
ber by 87.5, and we get 170 kilos. This 
will afford a pleasant pastime for coun­
try folk, especially if they try to weigh 
th‘o pig alive. It will be observed that 
the author of this plan discards some of 
his decimals.

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DETAILS OF 
FARM DEAL

Told In a Suit at the Present Fall 
Assizes.

Dr. Borrell Thinks Another 
Doctor Took Him In.

All the Jury Cases at the Assizes 
Disposed Of.

The last of the jury -vases at the Went­
worth fall assizes was disposed of yes­
terday afternoon and the pettit jurors 
discharged. The non-jury cases were 
then taken up.

The case of Barrett vs. Guesner, to set 
aside sale of a fruit farm near Grims­
by, took up the most of the afternoon.

The plaintiff claimed the farlh was 
not as represented to him at the time 
of sale. Dr. Borrett, the plaintiff, in 
an examination that lasted over An hour, 
stated ‘ that he had been in the express 
business here and later practiced as an 
electrical doctor in Toronto. He decided 
to buy a fruit farm, and negotiated with 
Mr. fchepherd, the agent for Dr. Gues­
ner. lie was taken out to Grimsby to 
see the farm and Dr. Guesner gave per­
mission to look it over. After notifying 
Dr. Guesner at that time that the house 
was satisfactory, Tie said that as he was 
unacquainted with farming, a signed 
statement in regard to the farm itself 
would be required and defendant promis­
ed to give plaintiff such a statement. 
Witness said at that time Dr. Guesner 
stated there were 1,70U fruit trees liv­
ing and bearing fruit. Of the 1,700 trees, 
1(K) were supposed to be peach, 100 
cherry, 100 pear and the rest plum. He 
and Dr. Guesner finally came to terms 
and agreed upon the price. $9,500, $6,000 
of which was to la* on mortgage, to be 
arranged by 11. Henderson. In all the 
price, including certain interest, amount 
ed to over $9,,00. The contract for the 
purchase was not signed by him for 
some days after the terms had been ar­
ranged.

“Did you receive the statement Dr. 
Guesner promised, you as to the con­
dition of the farm.’ asked S. F. Wash­
ington, K. C., counsel for plaintiff.

"Yes, but he did not send it until lie 
was forced to. When 1 received the 
statement 1 made out a cheque for $100 
to cover another cheque 1 had given him 
which could only lx* drawn after he had 
given me the statement promised.”

•When did you take possession?” i 
ed Mr. Washington.
' “On June 1.”

“Were there as many trees as you had 
been led to believe” he was asked.

“No.”
“Were there any peach trees?
“There were some little runts stick­

ing up, about a foot high, which if they 
had lived might have been peach trees.'

Mr. P. D. Crerar, counsel for defend­
ant, cross-examined the witness,

His first question was as to whether 
the plaintiff was a qualified doctor, but 
counsel for the plaintiff objected and 
Hi» Lordship upheld the objection, joeu 
lari Y remarking that he "might be both 
an electrical doctor and a quack.” When 
questioned as to whether he had made 
a statement to the effect that his ob­
jections to the farm were due to It be­
ing located too far away from the vil­
lage, said he might have done so, but 
did not think it possible.

“You muzzled me by saying you were 
paying so much a word for what I said 
when you examined me in September,” 
was the sharp reply _ of the witness 
when Mr. Crerar challenged some of the 
statements he had made at the previous 
examination.

“You say here. T wish you would 
send me a statement .’ " said Mr. ( rerar. 
whereupon witness answered, “He un­
derstood what I wanted. He could read 
that letter better than you could. Now 
that you are so particular. I suppose 1 
may as well tell you that along the 
side of the road there are four or five 
dried sticks, which at one time may 
have been cherry trees.’

“If you don't*get along faster it will 
be time for those peach trees to be in 
full hearing again.” said his lordship.

Robert Thompson, of St. Catharines.
A valuator in that district on numerous 
occasions during his forty years of 
farming, said an inspection revealed 
but 876 trees, not counting some that 
were dead. The trees were very poor, 
one-third being worthless. In his esti­
mation the farm ns it was would be 
worth about $5.500 to $6.500, at least 
$3.000 less than the price at which it 
had been sold to plaintiff. The land 
was better brick land than plum land.

James Marlow, another witness living 
In the vicinity, sul^tantiated the state­
ment of Mr. Thomson and added that 
good fruit land was worth about $500 
per acre more than hare land.

When defendant, Dr. P. H. Guesner. 
stepped into the witness' box. rather 
than use the court Bible, he puWed out 
his own with the remark. "It is a clean 
one." The judge permitted him to take 
hie oath on it.

Witness contradicted part of the evi­
dence of plaintiff, to the effect that 
at the time of sale plaintiff had not 
been told that the traps were all full­
bearing. He was told that some of the 
trees had just previously been set out.

“How many t$ees were there?” asked 
Mr. Washington.

“I cannot say."
In answer to a question as to what 

he considered a full-bearing tree, wit 
ness said, “Why, " a tree that bears 
fruit.”

“The witness must remember that he 
Is a witness and as such must answer 
the questions properly,” said his lord- 
ihip. and witness apologized.

His lordship asked a question as to 
whether witness would consider a farm, 
with one-third of the trees useless on 
account, of sun-scald, and another third 
very poor from the same cause, a full 
bearing one, and he answered that he 
"would.

“Well, doctor, if you advertise in that 
manner you had better be careful, or 
you will get into serious trouble,” said 
bin lordship.

Some repairs were needed, 
and he notified Mr. O’Neill to that 
effect, but the repairs were not made. 
As a result some of the chattels owned 
by plaintiff were damaged, and he 
sought to obtain damages. The case 
was allowed to stand until the Mercan­
tile Trust Company, who have lately 
purchased the notel from defendant, 
stated whether they would be agreeable 
to making the necessary repairs, and 
if so the matter will be dropped. Ross 
& Telford for plaintiff; G. Lynch-Staun­
ton for defendant.

ALMAS VS. HERMAN.
The case of Almas vs. Herman, for 

$600 under agreement to vacate store, 
was settled put of court for the sum of 
$450. Gibson, Osborne & O’Reilly for 
plaintiff; S. D. Biggar for defendant.

With reference 
to the two persons in the jail awaiting 
an examination for lunacy, he did not 
think the jurors’ reason for confining 
them to jail a good one. as the law says 
there must he some comfortable place 
for them, other than the jail, unless they 
are dangerous. The sheriff was the re­
sponsible person and if he could find no 
other place he shou’d take them to his 
own home and take care of them, 
f Laughter.) The suggestion of the jury 
that a place he provided for such pati­
ents was a good one. and it would fin­
ally come to that. He made reference 
to his sentence of Lorenzo for shooting 
at White, and said he was sorry if he 
hade made it too short, hut he had act­
ed to the best of his judgment.

FAIR FAKIRS.
Provincial Government Is Sending 

Out Detectives.

(Special Despatch to the Times).
Toronto, Sept. 29.—It having come to 

the knowledge of the Provincial Govern­
ment that a large number of fakirs have 
been carrying on illegal practices at 
fairs and exhibitions in different parte 
of the Province, J. Lockie Willson, sup­
erintendent of agricultural societies, has 
arranged to send a number of private 
detectives to the various fairs in On­
tario, who will see to it that the law is 
rigidly enforced. These detectives are 
being sent out by the Government with­
out the knowledge or request of the fair 
officials.

In many instances these gamblers car­
ry on their nefarious practices without 
the knowledge of the directors —having 
secured space on the grounds ostensibly 
for legitimate business.

The penalty for the infringment of 
the provisions of the agricultural socie­
ties act is not less than $20, and not 
more than $100.
