third brother, the mother and baby
were badly burned.

Mr. Dunster was a night watch-
man at a mill a mile distant, and
Mrs. and Miss Dunster were alone
with a number of young children.

They retired to bed early, leav-
ing a large fire. Mrs. Dunster was
awakened only when the flames
ourst into her room. She seized
her infant, and after much diffi-
culty found her way through the
flames where she was fcreed to

awaken the three children, and
Miss Dunster.

One of the younger boys suc-
ceeded in escaping by an upstairs
window, but was so badly burned
that his recovery is doubtful. An-

{other brother tried to follow but

was overcome before he reached
the window.

Miss Dunster and the third
brother had evidently been suffo-
cated, as the charred bodies were
found on the mattresses on which
they had been sleeping.

The skeleton of the young wo-
man was found lying with one
hand beneath the head as she had
been sleeping.

Mr. Dunster rushed to his home
only to find a smouldering mass of
hot coals, and the three charred
bodies of his children.
