He was tahen to the Royal Huotel, at
Kirkby Lonsdale, and mwmedical aid
procured, and his life was despaired ol
for sowe time, but he ix now going on
favourably. Ounly three ot the party
were able to retu.u home to Scdbergh
by vraio the same evening, the others
pot Leing rufficiently. recovered te do o,
