SCORES OF DEAD.
Collapse of a Building from some un­

known Cause, followed by a Are.

New York, Aug. 22.—This afternoon 
at 12.31 four five-story stores, Nos. 68, 70, 
72 and 74 Park place, suddenly collapsed. 
The fell was instantly followed by fire.

The four stores were the rear of the 
building 247 Greenwich street, which ex­
tends 136 feet on Park place. They were 
all occupied.

Not since the Brooklyn theatre fire has 
there been such a terrible disaster. No 
one now alive of those in the building 
heard the report of the explosion. There 
was a rumble like the roar of distant 
thunder, they say, and then the crash, as 
if some gigantic truck with wheels of 
iron laden with tons on tons of steel bare, 
had rolled over a pavement of'boulders 
and dropped its tremendous load with one 
buret of sound. Then came the fire and 
smoke.

Instantly, before the frightened people 
in the building could collect themselves 
to attempt to escape, there rolled the. 
stifling clouds of smoke and the roaring 
flames. With one accord, the people 
rushed to the main entrance on Park 
place. Already-it was impassable. Tfien, 
almost tumbling over each other, men, 
women, boys and girls climbed and fell 
down the fire escape on the Greenwich 
Street side of the building. Those who 
were on the street side say they heard

The Boom of an Explosion.
Hardly three seconds after the report a 
hundred feet of the outer wall pitched 
out into the street. It buried, in a mound 
of bricks, men retiring from their work, 
children at their play, and people passing 
along the sidewalk. It caught a horse 
hitched to a truck, and before the poor 
beast could realize where the first brick 
came from, thousands of other bricks 
pounded it to death. By one of those 
rare streaks of fortune, the driver escaped.

No one could tell accurately anything 
about the number of people in the build­
ing. Those who had escaped were too 
much excited to think of anything else 
than their own good fortune. Men bag­
ged each other and laughed hysterically ; 
women sat down on the doorsteps and 
cried.

On the ground floor was a bronze 
powder factory, a drug store and a restaur­
ant. Above them were a blank book 
manufactory, a printing shop and a litho­
graphing establishment No one could 
tell how many people were in the drug 
store. In the basement of the bronze 
powder factory there were five girls em­
ployed cutting gold leaf. All are thought 
to have been lost

The restaurant employed about fifteen 
men, most of whom are missing. There 
is no reliable information as to the num­
ber of persons in the restaurant, but as it 
was noon hour the number was probably 
large. It was said there were thirty-three 
of the lithographers’ employes in the part 
of the building which fell. About eight 
people were employed in the printing 
shop. One escaped with a miracle. In 
the blank book manufactory there were 
about fifteen, three or four of whom were 
girls. It is difficult to see how any of 
them could have escaped.

It was almost two o’clock before the 
first efforts could be made toward the

Recovery of the Bodies.
The firemen had worked with tireless 

energy. When the word was given to 
begin to dig away the wreck, they turned 
to with as good a will as they had fought 
the fire.

At 2.20 o’clock a fireman who was toss­
ing the bricks from a little heap in the 
middle of rhe street, called out : “ Here’s 
one.” In an instant a dozen firemen were 
on the spot, and bricks began to fly on all 
sides. Soon a laige hole was dug in the 
heap, and then the back of a man’s gar­
ments was exposed. Rapidly still, though 
more tenderly, each brick that covered 
the body was removed until it lay com­
paratively free. Presently a young lad, 
poorly dressed, came along and asked to 
see the body. His sleeves were rolled up, 
and his left arm bore a livid bruise. They 
uncovered the face for him, he glanced 
at it a moment and then said : “ That’s 
him.”

“ What’s his name ?” asked a policeman.
“ Michael Slattery,” replied the boy. 

“My name is John Elliott. We both 
worked for the Empire City subway com­
pany, and the men were going to fix the 
pipes in this street The watchman went 
off to get hie lunch and I took his place. 
I was sitting on the tool box near the 
curb, and Slattery came over and sat 
beside me. Suddenly there was an awful 
noise, and I jumped up and looked behind 
me.

“The front of the house was sliding 
down into the cellar and the bricks were 
tumbling into the street I scooted for 
my life, and just as I was getting on the 
other side of the street a brick hit me on 
the arm. When I looked around the 
whole house was caving and I couldn’t 
see Slattery anywhere. There he is now.’’

The lad pointed to the cloth-covered 
heap that lay motionless in the front of 
the house. While he was telling the story 
the firemen were working at the weari­
some heap that seemed never to grow less. 
There seemed to be a little excitement, 
which concentrated itself in a group of 
firemen that stood right near to whit had 
been the entrance to the restaurant. Here 
the bricks and rubbish were cleared away 
with increased rapidity. Presently there 
was a gerieral stooping, then the group 
opened and two firemen walked out 

Carrying a Limp Figure.
The legs were horribly blackened and 

the skin in many places was curled in 
sharp shreds. They placed the body in 
front of No. 60, but even before they 
could cover it the light fell on the face 
and those who saw it shuddered. The 
lips were spread wide apart, as if in a 
mocking laugh. It was the body, ap­
parently, of a young man of 22 or 23, and 
the clothing was burnt to a crisp. And, 
what was most ghastly of all, the skin of 
his right arm, was of a bright green. A 
fireman explained that this often ap­
peared in the case of men that were 
burned to death.

After this there was a lapse of more 
than a half an hour before the firemen 
came to anything beneath the ruins. The 
heat was fierce, and the dust that arose 
from the moving of the bricks parched 
their throats and made their eyes smart.

Edward S. Mulligan, of hook and lad­
der 8, stooped and gathered up a lot of 
bricks in his hands when he heard a 
faint cry.

“ Here, here,” he shouted to those 
around him. “ Quick.”

They came to him, and it was wonder- 
fill to see how they worked. The sounds 
that Mulligan had heard became more 
distant. Soon the firemen had cleared 
away a considerable pile, and a small, 
black hole was exposed, leading into

what appeared to be the cellar. In a few 
minutes, however, the firemen saw that a 
heavy iron shatter had fallen on the 
sidewalk upon two beams, and when the 
bricks showered upon it a cave-like in- 
closure had been formed.

Through the half darkness they saw 
thé agonized eyes of a little girl, across 
whose month and nose one end of a 
beam rested. She was able to moan 
faintly, but the heavy pressure against 
her mouth would .not allow her to talk. 
It was a wonderful sight to see the fire­
men work then.

Somebody ran and told an ambulance 
surgeon that a living being was beneath 
the brifcks. The surgeon quickly filled a 
small hyperdermic syringe with a solu­
tion that would send the blood coursing 
faster through the body and stimulate 
weakened nerves, and stood close by the 
feet widening aperture ready to use it as 
soon as it was possible.

Presently strong hands lifted the beam 
from the girl’s mouth and she spoke. 
Her first words were: “My little sister 
is in here.” Then she çried from her 
own: pain. Soon they were able "to seize 
her and lift her up, and when the crowd, 
thft stretched blocks on either side, saw 
hgr w*re her hands, a loud cheer went 
up anil there was>a clapping of hands. 
Fireman Mulligan took her in his arms 
and carried her to an ambulance that was 
backed to the curb near-by. She curled 
one arm around his neck and waved the 
other. Her face was bloody, and there 
was an ugly cut beside one eye and on 
the chin.

At first every one thought that she was 
waving her hand to the crowd, but as 
she was carried on the sidewalk

There was a Load Scream 
that seemed to come from the air above, 
and then the little one began to cry. 
Everybody looked up, and through an 
open window, on the top floor of the 
building opposite the fire, beheld a sad 
scene. The mother had recognized her 
daughter, and the revulsion of feeling 
after the mental torment she had gone 
through had, for the moment, deprived 
her of reason, and she was struggling in 
the clasp of her husband, and trying to 
throw herself out of the window.

He held her tight and dragged her 
back into the room, but several times she 
freed herself and ran to the window’s 
edge. Finally he pushed her into a 
room, and she did not come out for 
nearly an hour. But the little girl who 
had been waving her hands and crying 
“ mamma, mamma,” was struggling in 
the fireman’s arms and sobbing : .

“Oh don’t take me to the hospital. 
Mamma will scold me. Please,"mister,

But the fireman patted her and said 
huskily : “ Don’t cry, little girl. I’ll go 
along with you.”

Then they placed her in a Chambers 
street hospital ambulance and drove off. 
The girl’s name is Mary Heagney, and 
she is 9 .years old. Her father, Eugene 
Heagney, is a plumber, whose place was 
in the basement of No. 76, the corner 
house. He was also janitor of No. 76, on 
the top floor of which he lived with his 
wife and three children.

The three children were playing on the 
sidewalk just before the house collapsed. 
Peter, the boy, was on the corner, and so 
escaped all harm. The two girls, how­
ever, were caught in the shower of ruin 
and were imprisoned. The firemen now 
began to dig for Annie, the little sister, 
who was still buried beneath the bricks. 
A woman rushed bareheaded among 
them and cried in an agonized voice :

“Where’s Johnnie7 Have you found 
my Johnnie yet 7 Oh, God ! my Johnnie ! 
He’s killed —killed!”

The police came and dragged her away. 
She said she was Mrs. Gibbs of Green­
wich street Her ten year old son, she 
said, had been playing with the Heagney 
children, and now she could not find him 
anywhere. The firemen found him, and 
ten minutes afterward they found poor 
little Annie Heagney close by. Both 
were dead, and were wedged in with 
loose bricks so tightly that it required 
considerable work to free their bodies. 
Mrs. Heagney came, and they had to 
force her away from the spot. When 
Mrs. Gibbs saw her boy lying there dead, 
the scene was repeated.

It was 4 o’clock when the city dead- 
wagon with its load of plain coffins drove 
up. There were six bodies in waiting for 
it.

Darkness came on with half a dozen 
fire companies still pouring water into the 
ruins. The crowd outside the police lines 
increased, and in it were many who 
thought they had relatives or friends 
numbered among the victims of the dis­
aster. To these the police did not have 
the heart to refuse admission within the 
lines, and the result was that in a little 
while the crowd inside numbered nearly 
as many as those outside, and they hind­
ered the firemen in their work.

It was a quiet crowd. Its quiet betok­
ened the awfulness of the calamity. "The 
people spoke to each other in whispers. 
Those who had missing friends or re­
latives speculated with each other as to 
the chance they had of being still alive in 
that furnace of red hot bricks and mortar 
and stone. Many wrung their hands, and 
cried out in their sorrow. Others offered 
them poor comfort and sympathy.

The total loss is estimated at $195,000. 
The building was condemned 13 years 
ago by the building department. There 
are all sorts of theories as to the cause, 
the most plausible being the shaky con­
dition of the building and vibration of 
heavy presses in it. Practically there 
was no mortar between the bricks.

The total number of bodies taken from 
the ruins up to the time the men stopped 
work Sunday night was 17, of which 14 
were identified.

MANUFACTURED RAIN. S !

Sky as Clear aa a Bell Is Made Cloudy 
in Short Time, and There Is 

Water in Abundance.

Midland,Tex., August 21—Gen. Dryen- 
forth’s party of rain makers are jubilant. 
The first important experiments have 
met with great success. A rain fell for 
more than six hours, and they declare it 
was undoubtedly caused by the explosion 
ofoxy-hydrogen balloons, raekarock pow­
der, and dynamite. At three o’clock in 
the afternoon a large balloon was sent up 
at the C ranch, where the men of science 
have their headquarters. The ranch is 
about twenty-five miles from Midland. 
The balloon was sent up at about one and 
a quarter miles, and then exploded. It 
made a report like a severe clap of thun­
der. There was only a few white clouds 
floating in the blue sky at the time. The 
sun was shining, and any old farmer or 
mariner would have said that it would 
not rain in a week. The weather in­
struments showed that the air was 
remarkably dry and the barometer pointed 
at “ fair.”

Ten minutes after the balloon had 
disappeared in a peal of thunder, kites 
were set flying and attached to their tails 
was dynamite. This was exploded when 
the kites were high in the air, and then 
a great quantity of powder which was 
scattered over the ground for about two 
miles was set off by electricity. This made 
a noise like a succession of batteries of 
artillery. The smoke rose in the air for 
about 200 feet and drifted towards the 
experts headquarters. Before it reached 
there, however,it was driven to the earth 
by a torrent of rain.

The few fleecy clouds had gathered to­
gether, others had formed,the sky quickly 
had become overcast, and a storm had 
been created by man’s efforts. The bar­
ometer began falling ten minutes after 
the balloon was exploded, The rain was 
very heavy and the center of the storm 
was over the C ranch. According to the 
reports of the ranchmen and employes 
along the line of the Texas and Pacific 
railroad the storm extended over an area 
of not less than 1000 square miles. It 
is hard to get definite reports and it may 
have reached further.

The noise of the exposion was heard 
plainly at Midland, and even at ranches 
forty miles from the scene of the experi­
ments. The people thought it was 
thunder. At about 7 o’clock Wednesday 
evening several more explosions were 
heard. The sky became overcast inside 
of half an hour, and it began to rain at 
7.40 o’clock. It looks now as if it would 
rain all night.

This region as a rule, is very dry, and it 
is exceedingly unusual to have much rain 
at this season of the year. The rain­
makers are sure that they have the secret 
of Jupiter Pluvius, and say they can flood 
this country at an hour’s notice. Their 
greatest experiment, when they will ex­
plode a tremendous lot of balloons, kites 
and dynamite, will probably not take 
place until Friday next. The ranchmen 
and town weather prophets don’t believe 
the storm was made by the rain producers, 
but Gen. Dyrenforth says he will convince 
the most skeptical in a day or two.

THE COMMON FLY.

Its Metamorphosis on Explanation of 
Its Disappearance.

How many people are there whom the 
harmless but annoying little house fly 
does not only worry but sometimes drive 
to distraction, and yet how few there are 
whose entomological knowledge is of 
sufficient breadth to allow of their tracing 
it from its first existence to a full-grown 
fly.

Does not the question often arise as to 
its mysterious and sudden appearance? 
Summer after summer they present them­
selves for personal annoyance, in great 
abundance, and strangely enough appear 
always in fully-developed proportions ; 
yet with the same yearly regularity they 
as mysteriously disappear, leaving no 
trace of their existence behind.

Let us follow one of these little dip­
terous insects through its metamorphosis.

During the month of August the fly 
lays its eggs in clusters or bunches in 
decaying animal or vegetable matter of 
almost any kind, such as manure or other 
filth. The eggs remain unhatched usually 
for a period of six months, after which 
their hatching will depend upon the 
degree of heat to which they are subject­
ed.

A day or two of moderate heat will 
bring the eggs to life in larva form—a 
maggot without head, tail or legs. These 
crawl to some dry place to pupate. In 
less than two weeks, with neither food 
nor sustenance, the puparium will grow 
from its tiny shape to the size of a small 
pea, when the perfect fly emerges.

Their lives is of short duration,for they 
only thrive through warm seasons of the 
year, when they are more plentiful, and 
as the colder weather returns they die.

Fragile is their composition, which con­
tains nearly 80 per cent, of moisture, they 
greatly diminish in size when dead and 
dry,and their matter in consequence most 
brittle, easily crumbles, turns to dust and 
blows away.

ELOPES WITH TWO WOMEN.
Charles W. Windus, a barber hailing 

from Minneapolis, has thrown not] only 
Annandale, Minn., but the whole of 
Wright county into social fits. He has 
eloped with two pretty women at the 
same time, both of them’marriedjto pros­
perous men, and each of them the 
mother of three children. Both are four 
or five years older than Windus. They 
are Mrs. Samuel Wells and Mrs. Leander 
Watson. Young Windus, who sails under 
the name of Charles E. Edwards and two 
or three other aliases, came to Annandale 
a few months ago and being good looking 
got on well with the women. One day 
in July Mrs. Watson came over from 
Smith lake to visit her friends, Mrs. 
Wells, and the former was introduced to 
Windus by the latter. For several weeks 
afterwards Windus was constantly in the 
company of the two married women. 
The affair came to a climax late last week 
when the trio disappeared. The sudden 
going of the three soon became the sub­
ject of gossip. The husbands of the miss­
ing women learned that their wives had 
gone to Minneapolis and decided to fol­
low them. The runaways were, however, 
posted by some one in Annandale and 
left Minneapolis. Upon returning to 
Annandale the two men caused a warrant 
to be issued for Windus’s arrest. The 
village marshal went to Minneapolis and 
was not long in locating his man. But 
the barber managed to slip away from the 
marshal and was soon hid in St. Paul, 
where he has been living with the 
women. _______________

THE HOLY COAT.
Impressive Scenes in the Cathedral 

Where the Venerated Belie is 
Shown.

In the cathedral at Treves the holy-coat 
was exposed to view. Two knights of 
Malta,in full costume,with drawn swords, 
guarded the shrine, which was surround­
ed by tall candles and surmounted by a 
large gold cross. There was an impressive 
scene.
* The cathedral was richly decorated for 
the occasion, and was packed to the doors 
with people. The interior of the sacred 
Bishop Korum made an address to the 
edifice was a sight well worth seeing, 
assembled multitude, earnestly urging 
the faithful to unite in venerating the 
garment ffom which power and virtue 
proceeds.

The nave of the cathedral was then 
cleared so as to enable the municipal 
authorities and the parochial societies to 
march up to the shrine of the holy coat 
and venerate that relic.

The scene in the cathedral was a mot­
ley one, English tourists in light tweed 
suits ond Prussian officers in uniform, 
stubbornly refusing to kneel before the 
relic, were prominent in the crowd.

The unveiling of the relic evidently 
made a deeply devotional impression on 
the crowd of worshippers, Many were 
overpowered by their feelings. Several 
women feinted. There was a general 
move of the crowd,prompted by curiosity, 
as well as religious fervor. The procession 
past the shrine of the pilgrims most of 
whom handed a rosery or crucrfix to at­
tendant priests for contact with the relic, 
was accompanied by a low hum of pater 
noster and aves.

The first solemn exhibition of the Holy 
Coat took place in 1196, when it was 

Placed Under the New Altar.
There it rested till 1511, when the 

Emperor Maximilian urgently wished it 
to be exhibited, which was done in that 
year. Pope Leo X about this time 
promised indulgence to all who made the 
pilgrimage to Treves. Then in the years 
1531, 1545, 1553, 1585, 1594, and 1635 it 
was also shown. Toward the end of the 
seventeenth century, when the French, 
under Louis XIV, invaded Germany, the 
precious relic was hidden in the fortress 
of Ehrenbreitstein. There in 1725 the 
Elector of Cologne was allowed to see it. 
In Ehrenbreitstein the coat was kept till 
after the Seven Years’ War. After the 
last exhibition there, in 1765, it was 
brought back to Treves, but a few years 
later it had to be removed into the interior 
of Germany, when Napoleon I invaded 
the country.

At last, in 1810, another solemn exhibi­
tion took place in Treves. Napoleon I per­
mitted it,but he expressly forbade miracles 
to be performed on this occasion. He 
briefly and simply decreed. “ Il est défendu 
de faire des miracles en cet endroit.” Yet 
the report of Vicar-General Cordel about 
the exhibition in the year 1810 says that 
gouty patients who were wheeled up 
walked away alone. The rulers of 1844 
were more tolerant,and therefore numer­
ous miracles were reported. The Treves 
nswspapers of that date are full of accounts 
of miracles which took place at the ex­
hibition of 1844.

The greatest sensation was caused by 
the healing of the young Countess of 
Droste-Vischering.

The holy Coat is believed to be the 
garment worn at the crucifixion, referred 
to in this wise in St. John., XIX, 23 and 
24.

23. Then the soldiers, when they had 
crucified Jesus, took his garments, and 
made four parts, to every soldier a part, 
and also his coat. Now the coat was 
without seom,woven from the top throulit- 
out.

24. They said therefore among them­
selves. Let us not rend it, but cast lots 
for it, whose it shall be, that the scripture 
may be fulfilled, which saitb, they parted 
my raiment among them, and for my 
vesture they did cast lots. There things 
therefore the soldiers did.

AN ORTHODOX JEWISH CUSTOM.

Chicago contains between fifteen thou­
sand and twenty thousand Hebrews who 
cling to the custom requiring all meat for 
eating to be marked witha lead seal, vouch­
ing for its cleanliness. The trouble which 
has broken out among the orthodox 
Hebrews in New York city, says the 
Chicago News, is owing to this custom. 
A prominent rabbi in that city whose duty 
it was to distribute the seals is charged 
with having disposed of them in such a 
way as to make it profitable to himself. 
A prominent Hebrew of this city, speak­
ing of the matter, said : “ That custom 
is a relic of the dark ages which exists 
now only among Russian Jews of the 
most orthodox kind. Within the last 
few years there has been a great influx of 
thesç people into Chicago. They are to 
be found mostly about Canal and Halsted 
streets. They have private slaughter 
pens of their own, and persons are ap­
pointed to do the killing who have under­
gone a special examination for the pur­
pose. Some rabbi generally issues the 
seals to the examiners, the meat being 
sent to some particular butcher shop. The 
seal is a small piece of lead about an inch 
long on which is stamped the Hebrew 
letter for K, signifying ‘ kosher,’ which 
means clean.”

THE EYES OF THE CHINESE 
JUNKS.

Those of our readers who go down to 
the river in ships and boats have no 
doubt often speculated as to the meaning 
of the eyes which Chinese junks and boats 
have carved on the bows. Many suppose 
them to be a mere fanciful form of orna­
mentation. But they have a real mean­
ing, as we recently found. In going up 
the river a few days ago we were startled 
by seeing a celestial sailor on an out­
ward-bound craft seize his broad hat and 
clap it over the “ eyes ” of his junk. The 
explanation of all this was that a dead 
carcass was floating past which had the 
boat been allowed to “ see,” we are told, 
some disaster would surely have hap­
pened, either to the passengers or crew. 
—Bangkok (Siam) Times.

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KENT AFFAIR.

The remarks in the last issue of The 
Herald in regard to the Kent election, 
seem to be very comforting to the editor 
of the Gleaner. He thinks because it was 
stated that if dominion politics were in­
troduced into the contest the result would 
be more doubtful ; that the attorney gen­
eral had given up all hope of success in 
the contest It is certainly assuring to 
know that the editor of the Gleaner has 
such confidence in the remarks contained 
in The Herald. He knows perfectly 
well from past experience that were he to 
make such a remark on his own respon­
sibility that no one, however credulous, 
would put the slightest confidence in it, 
and hence he hastens to avail himself of 
the faith which the public puts in what is 
said in the columns of The Herald. 
The Gleaner man and his dear defeated 
friend have not seemingly been able to 
guage correctly the trend of public opinion 
in Kent or they would not resort to the 
opinions of others for information upon 
which to base political announcements. 
Nothing could more clearly show the 
debasement of the Gleaner in the eyes of 
the public. But then it is the natural 
result of a like course which its editor 
and those with whom he associated, have 
followed in the past. Retributive justice 
is soon to follow those who will slander 
the men by whose assistance they were 
first enabled to stand alone and gain 
public recognition.

We have not all along, nor do we now 
close our eyes to the feet that the members 
of the local opposition utterly discredited 
though they are, will make a desperate ef­
fort to carry Kent against the government. 
The columns of the opposition press now 
teem with the most scandalous charges 
against the attorney general ; maladminis­
tration, fraud, dishonesty and peculation 
of the funds are now charged, without 
the slightest hesitancy, against the gov­
ernment. The attack is being led by that 
pure and saintly character who edits the 
Moncton Times. He says, in a recent issue 
of the paper ;

“ A party in which such men as Mercier 
and Blair are shining lights, ably sup­
ported by a retinue of scamps, all un­
scrupulously robbing the country for 
personal gain. In all the history of 
Canada no greater corruptionist has held 
power than premier Mercier, and yet we 
dare to say that to the extent of ability 
and opportunity a greater than he is 
Andrew G. Blair. Do you say that 
Mercier stole one hundred thousand dol 
lars of public money to maintain his 
power in Quebec? We reply that Blair 
took one hundred thousand dollars 
of the money of the people of New 
Brunswick to buy up four members in 
Northumberland for four years ! He has 
done more ; he has sought and found ex­
cuse to pay O’Brien and Robinson extras 
for a slavish service ; he has sold a seat in 
the legislative council for money to make 
a corruption fund for Westmorland and 
York, part perhaps to go into his own 
pocket ; he has used power and patronage 
in the house and out of it. to punish his 
enemies, to recompense and reward 
friendly political scamps, and to promote 
personal interests ; but why enumerate 
this man’s raids on the treasury for cor­
rupt purposes? Like Mercier he has 
grown rich, as is believed, without oaten. 
Bible reason within a few short years, and 
to-day he is asking the people of Kent to 
help him rob them some more by electing 
a supporter—an appeal that will be sus­
tained by lots of the people’s money, but 
an appeal that we trust the virtue of Kent 
will be strong enough to resist.”

This is precious language coming from 
a man of the reputation of the editor of 
the Moncton Times.

“ Mercier and Blair, ably supported by 
a retinue of scamps.” Who supports D. 
L. Hanington ? Who led a nine months 
government and whom this very editor 
called everything but a decent man? A 
respectable retinue of followers indeed, 
among whom is to be found, occupying a 
prominent place, the editor of the Times, 
whose paper has been supported largely 
by funds from the dominion government 
which has been kept in power all these 
years by money stolen from the public 
treasury by a retinue of thieves “un­
scrupulously robbing the country for 
personal gain.”

In the respectât». ' retinue is to be found 
the allwise Stockton of the St. John build 
ing society and Anning estate feme. Of 
course the public funds would be safe in 
his hands.

There, too, is to be found the ornate 
Silas, who once upon a time went abroad, 
to recruit his health. The statute of lim­
itations did good work for him in his 
absence. He, it was, who was going to 
raise the religious cry in St. John and 
stumpage cry in the north and sweep the 
country.

And the boy candidate, what shall we 
say of him — the subject of sermons. 
Who would have thought that-he would 
have deserted his party and the principles 
which he had advocated with all the 
fervency of youth for a tory sop, but he 
did. Put him in the respectable retinue

Carleton supplies her man in the per­
son of Dr. Atkinson, elected first to sup­
port the government, and who did, until 
at Hanington’s bidding he voted against 
them, because they refused to saddle the 
country with an enormous debt. He has 
no political standing in or out of the 
house. He occupies now the honorable 
position of Gregory’s lick spittle. Take 
him by the hand dear Stevens and lead 
him to a place of honor in your respect­
able retinue.

And then we have Perley, “ I say,” of 
Sunbury who acknowledged that he 
owed the government $500 or $600 which 
had been intrusted to him to pay for 
bridges in his county, but which had a 
wonderful tendency to remain in his 
pockets and formed such an attachment 
that it did not leave him even in old age.

We must not forget Phinney, of Kent, 
who would have us believe that he stands 
on a platform of political morality, high 
above his fellows, but from which can 
come down occasionally and take a hand 
in the Hanington methods. He, it is, 
who makes appropriations out of his own 
pockets upon the roads of his county for 
his own political ends, and when the 
government do not feel disposed to recoup 
him, he makes a speech about each day 
of the session.

And what shall we say of Powell of 
Westmorland. Perhaps the least we say 
the better, for we might induce people to 
trust him. This is the respectable retinue 
led by Dan and coached by Gregory. 
Dan supplies the noise and Gregory the 
“ respectability.” This is the sort of com­
pany the editor of the Times keeps, and

genial company for him it is. It is the at­
mosphere of political scoundrel ism which 
gives him life ; out of it he would die as 
sure as dies the fish on dry land.

“ Blair took one hundred thousand dol­
lars of the money of New Brunswick to 
buy up four members in Northumberland 
for four years.” No greater falsehood 
ever was uttered and if anything could 
give force to it, as such, it would be that 
it comes from such a source.

We shall refer, however, more fully to 
this stumpage question in our next issue.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

THE WHEAT SUPPLY.

The population of British India has in 
creased at the rate of fourteen per cent 
during the last ten years. This is sur­
prising in so- densely peopled a country. 
If continued for filty years it will double 
the present population of 250,000,000. It 
is obvious that India must soon cease to 
be a source of wheat supply for England. 
C. Wood Davis has presented a series of 
very elaborate statistics, which show that 
the United States will import bread stuffs 
after 1895. European returns show that 
the annual per capita consumption of 
wheat upon that continent is increasing. 
The political sources of the wheat sup­
ply to make up the deficit in Europe and 
elsewhere are Canada, the Argentine Re­
public and Australia. It is not yet known 
with any approach to accuracy what 
either of these countries can do. It is 
possible that some large areas in Brazil 
may be found available for wheat culture, 
and, perhaps, some parts of Africa, but at 
the rate demand is crowding upon supply^ 
a series of annual deficits in wheat may 
be expected. At the beginning of the 
present year a very large shortage in the 
world’s wheat supply was noted. This 
would have been more than made up by 
the phenomenally large crop in the 
United States and Canada, if the crop 
failure in Russia, France and elsewhere in 
Europe had not been sufficient to offset the 
American surplus. It is singular that the 
cultivation of wheat is not expanding 
proportionately with the demand for the 
grain. The area sown to it has, for ex­
ample, been decreasing of late years in 
the United States. Flour probably 
reached low water mark, so far as price is 
concerned, some time ago. Speculation 
will of course cause more or less fluctua­
tion, but a steady appreciation in price is 
to be looked for, and with this a corres­
ponding increase in the price of other 
farm produce. An unsatisfied demand 
for wheat will lead to an increase in the 
acreage sown to that grain, and this will 
mean reduced acreage, and hence less 
production of other articles of ferm pro­
duce. The arable public domain of the 
United States being now practically ex­
hausted, that country can largely augment 
its supply of breadstuff's only by reducing 
its other crops. There are evidently good 
times not far ahead for the farmers of 
Canada if an enlightened trade policy 
prevails in the Dominion.

HOP CULTURE.

Among the industries for which New 
Brunswick is well adapted, hop culture 
deserves a foremost place. There is 
scarcely any soil fit for farming at all, 
which will not produce hope, and the 
rich intervals of our river valleys and the 
fertile uplands of Carleton county ought 
to yield luxuriant crops. A hop yard of 
ten acres could probably be planted, the 
poles could be set, the dry house and 
storehouse erected and the hops be tilled 
until the third year at an expense, not 
including the cost of the land, of $1,000. 
During the second year it might be well 
to pick some of the crop ; but usually the 
vines are not in fully bearing before the 
third year. So much for the outlay ; 
what of the income ? In very good 
seasons and on very good soil a yard 
will yield upwards of two tons of dried 
hops to the acre; but a ton would be 
probably a good average yield. Paying 
the pickers at the rate of $1 for every 
box — a box holds fifteen bushels — hops 
can be cultivated, picked, dried and baled 
for eight cents per pound. The price 
now for first-class last season’s hops is 
twenty-five cents, which gives a profit of 
17 cents per pound, or $240 per acre at 
the rate of one ton per acre. Sometimes 
the price reaches nearly a dollar a pound 
and then a good hop yield is a veritable 
bonanza. It is only fair to add that once 
or twice during the last fifteen years the 
price has fallen below the cost at picking, 
but during that period hop fields in good 
bearing have averaged one j'ear with 
another from $200 to $400 per acre. 
Instances could be cited where over $1,000 
an acre have been made in hops.

This is an enterprise, in which some of 
our people, who are not farmers, might 
engage with the view of setting an ex­
ample profitable to themselves and to 
those who follow it. Let the experiment 
be made in a five acre field, leased for 
the purpose, somewhere near the city, 
and The Herald can assure those who 
try it that the experiment will be both 
interesting and of pecuniary advantage. 
No great amount of skill is needed. If any 
one wants detailed instruction how to go 
to work this paper will gladly assist in 
procuring the information. Who will be 
one of five men to start a five acre hop 
yard ? There is no reason why thousands 
of tons of hope may not be shipped from 
the St. John valley every year.

THE CENSUS.

Because of the depreciation of the popu­
lation the revenue of New Brunswick 
will be $48.80 per year for the next ten 
years from the dominion government. 
This is our share of the $39,000,000 of 
tariff revenue, yearly passing through 
the hands of the ministers of the crown. 
So much the more for the McGreevys and 
the Lange vins, the Haggarts, the Con­
nollys, and the rest of the gang. Wave 
the old flag again. The “ frost is on the 
buckwheat field. “ The canker and the 
rose ” once more. New Brunswick will 
send two less representatives to Ottawa 
after the next federal election. So much 
the more power to place in the hands of 
Ontarioites, combinations, railway mag­
nates, sugar refiners and cotton kiny. 
So much the less chance we will have of 
ever gaining our rights. Just a little more 
oppression of the weak by the powerful. 
That is all it means. The value of real 
estate is declining ; our greater manufac­
tures and industries are becoming gradu­
ally crippled ; our best blood goes to swell 
the arteries which pulsate from the great 
free heart of the United States. We sell 
lees at smaller rates and buy more at 
higher prices year by year ; business is at 
a standstill in St. John and in other cities 
is rapidly stagnating ; and yet we live 
under the old flag ! Our ancestors fought 
in the Crimean war ! We are true British 
bora children, and Brittania rules the 
wave and McGreevyism rules Canada ! 1 ! 
Let the traitor die who dare breathe a 
word against the glorious N. P. ! ! What 
a complete farce it has proved to be, and 
how long will it be e’re New Brunswick 
awake to a sense of their perilous posi­
tion and realize their duty?

After considerable wirepulling and 
wrangling among the office seekers of the 
tory camp in St. John, the dominion gov- 
vernment has appointed B. Lester Peters 
judge of the St. John county court, vice 
judge Watters, deceased.

The scheme of erecting monuments, in 
all the principal cities of the dominion 
of Sir John Macdonald, has very properly 
met with that fete it deserved—aban­
doned. Is it not abont time the conser­
vative press were letting up on the many 
qualities of the grand old man ? Every 
one knows he was a thorough leader and 
able politician ; then why weary the peo­
ple with a lot of stuff that should be con­
fined to oblivion. There is too much of 
the thread-bare sameness about it that the 
American press has been trying to instil 
in the breasts of their imported emigrants 
the past twenty years about Abraham 
Lincoln. For pity sake drop't.

During the investigation of the Mc- 
Greevy, Langevin gang at Ottawa, the 
conservative press comparatively had but 
little to say, but when the Mercier matter, 
trivivial compared with the Ottawa 
scandal, came to light, they imagined the 
smell of corruption and forthwith set up 
such a howl of indignation that was in­
tended to shake Canada to its centre. 
But what a turn affaire will take. When 
it was learned the conservatives, as at 
Ottawa, were the chief boodlers and cor­
ruptionists of. the Mercier government, 
how soon the throttle of the conservative 
press was closed and the escaping steam of 
defamation against the liberal leaders in­
tended to drag them down in the gutter 
of corruption on a level with the Ottawa 
conservative boodlers, was allowed to 
escape without doing the injury intended 
to the opposition party. The Farmer may 
be considered one of that stamp, and has 
said very little about the Ottawa scandal, 
but as soon as the Mercier trouble arose, 
bold face headings were paraded before 
its readers, taking very good care to ex­
clude all blame of the conservatives who 
have figured so conspicuously in the al­
leged Mercier deal.

BOODLE, BOODLE.

How Business Men were Fleeced by 
Chaplean’s Henchman. Seneca!.

Ottawa, Ang. 27th. — There was an 
exciting meeting of the public accounts 
committee to-day when the investigation 
into the printing bureau scandal was re­
sumed. Mr. Senecal, the late superin­
tendent, was called as a witness, but did 
not respond. He sent a letter stating that 
he was obliged to go to the seaside for 
his health and that the civil service did 
not'forbid officials accepting testimonials 
from friends. The letter concluded with : 
“ My work will stand an answer to the 
caluminatore who have sought my min.”

The reading of the letter was greeted 
with ironical cheers.

Mr. Chapleau, secretary of state, pro­
duced some doctors’ certificates, stating 
that Senecal was ill. He claimed ignor­
ance of Senecal’s flight

Several liberal members expressed the 
opinion that Senecal had been spirited 
away to prevent his giving damaging tes­
timony.

Mr. Lister pointed out that Senecal had 
promised to be on hand to-day and moved 
that he be reported to the house of com­
mons for refusing to obey the orders of 
the committee. This resolution was car­
ried.

A. W. Croil, proprietor of the national 
publishing company, Toronto, testified 
that he had sold $40,000 worth of goods 
and paid Senecal $150. The money was 
given in Toronto. Senecal would come 
and say he was hard up and witness 
would give him money.

Robert L. Palmer, of Miller & Richards 
type company, sworn, said he had sold 
about $90,000 worth of type to the print­
ing bureau. The orders he received were 
unusually large. He had employed Sam 
Beatty and Alfred Smith, of Toronto, to 
help procure orders from the government. 
When the investigation into the bureau 
scandal was about to commence, Senecal 
came to witness’s office in Toronto and 
talked about the matter. Witness told 
him if he was put upon the witness stand 
he would tell the whole truth. Witness 
had paid Senecal about $5,000 altogether 
at various times. The payments were 
made chiefly in Toronto. Senecal told 
witness he was buying property and 
wanted money.

Mr. Lister — Was he always hard up?
Witness — Yes. (Laughter.) He paid 

Senecal in sums varying from ien to five 
hundred dollars. Witness had warned 
Senecal he should be careful, but Senecal 
said it was a common custom among per­
sons buying goods for the government 
He gave Senecal money because he asked 
for it and the firm wished to retain his 
good will. Presents were not usually 
given with sales, but this was a special 
case. He thought a mistake had been 
made in buying similar fonts of type from 
different firms. Over 7,000 brass galleys 
had been purchased from him.

To Mr. Wood, of Brockville, witness 
said this was not the only instance where 
he had paid commission, and Mr. Wood 
said he thought witness no better than 
Senecal.

Mz. Somerville and Mr. Lister protested 
that Mr. Wood was tryihg to shield an 
official who had blackmailed tradesmen.

Mr. Chapleau, secretary of state, asked 
some questions with the view of showing 
that the country had not lost nothing 
through Senecal.

Witness said he would not have volun­
teered any payments to Senecal had he 
not been asked for them. Sam Beatty 
was supposed to have used influence with 
Sir John Macdonald and Chapleau to 
secure orders lor type for witness.

Peter Perre tt, of Barber & Ellis, paper.' 
manufacturers, testified hejhad sold goods 
to the value of probably $20,000 to the 
printing bureau and he paid Senecal about 
$2,000, or about ten per cent upon sales. 
Witness did not think Senecal was en­
titled to this money, but as he had asked 
for money it was given him. Witness 
said his firm received large orders for sta­
tionery from the government. He had 
given Bronskill, chief of stationery office, 
$400 in three payments. His firm did not 
make such gifts when they could avoid it.

Mr. Craig was then sworn to give the 
result of a conversation his brother, a Port 
Hope tanner, had with Senecal. Witness’s 
brother sought to get an order for leather 
from Senecal. Senecal took him into his 
private room and hinted at commission. 
Craig was surprised. He paid no com­
mission and got no order from Senecal, 
who led Craig, to believe that the money 
he wanted was to be need for political 
purposes. Craig had subsequently ap­
plied to Bowell and Chapleau, and ob­
tained an order.

Mr. Somerville moved for the attend­
ance pf Talbot and Dionne, two public 
works department clerks, who are charged 
with getting their private accounts for dry 
goods paid by the department. This 
matter will be investigated at the next 
meeting on Tuesday.

James Johnson, commissioner of cus­
toms, explained the defalcation of a clerk 
named John Campbell in the Montreal 
custom house. Campbell got away with 
$5,000.

J. B. Lynch, of the agriculture depart­
ment, presented his report upon the 
charges against Tetu embezzled about 
$4,000 by means of bogus accounts for ex­
penses. _____________

THE RESULT OF THE COUNT 
MOST DISCOURAGING*

The census returns have made the tories 
despondent Many of them admit that 
their policy has been a failure and that a 
new departure must be made. New 
Brunswick and Nova Scotia tory mem­
bers refuse to talk of the prospect of a re­
duction in the representation of three 
provinces in the house of commons. They 
cannot bring themselves to realize that all 
their predictions of glorious results of the 
national policy have been falsified.

The total population of the dominion 
in 1891 is given at 4,823,344, an increase 
of 498^534 or 11 per cent., compared with 
17 per cent, in the preceding decade.

The three maritime provinces together 
only increased 1.17 per cent in the last 
10 years, compared with over 13 per cent, 
in the years between 1871 and 1881.

There were added to the population in 
last mentioned years 638,214, or 139,680 
more than in the last ten years.

The census returns have cast a gloom 
over the tories, especially those from the 
maritime provinces.

The dominion, under the high tariff 
policy, has not retained a natural increase 
of population, and has lost the whole of 
its immigration. During the 10 years 
just past the government returns show 
that 886,000 immigrants settleql it) Panada. 
The natural increase at 2 per cent, per 
year (a low estimate) upon the popula­
tion of 1871, would bring the population 
up to 5,283,044. Adding the immigrants 
(without counting natural increase among 
such), 886,000, would make a total popu­
lation of 6,169,644.

But it is only 4,800,000, showing that 
the exodus has been enormous. The 
showing for New Brunswick has silenced 
Mr, Foster. There will be no increase of 
representation in the house of commons 
as a result of the census. Manitoba will 
gain one member and New Brunswick 
will lose one or more.

Many of the rural counties of Ontario
and Quebec show a decline of population. 
The principal increases are in Algoma, 
North Essex, Kent, Lambton, Nipissing, 
Russell and suburbs of Toronto, Montreal, 
Hamilton and Ottawa, in addition to the 
cities.

A glut in the New York lemon market 
has been brought on by immense im­
portations. There are now in port three 
steamers with 50,000 boxes on board, with 
no sale for any of them.

Mrs. Mary Richardson and three little 
daughters were overtaken by a train at 
Nicholasville, Ky., while walking on a 
railway bridge. The mother and two of 
the girls were instantly killed.

Premier Greenway of Manitoba places 
tiie yield of Manitoba crops at thirty mil­
lion bushels of wheat from a hundred 
thousand acres sown and ten million 
bushels other cereals. The crop is re­
ported as the best on record.

The interior department of the United 
States, has ordered a permanent govern­
ment post to be established on rainy river, 
near Fort Francis, 150 miles northwest of 
Duluth, Minn., for the purpose of watch­
ing timber stealers from Canada.

Thirty-six bodies have been 
recovered. Rains have been heavy in 
that region.

At 7 o’clock Tuesday morning the body 
of a young sailor was discovered hanging 
from the north pillar of the Eiffel Tower, 
France. In his pocket was found a letter 
in which he bequeathed his head to the 
major of his regiment, his body to the 
Ecole de Medicine and the clothes he was 
wearing to M. Eiffel.

Men who are more weatherwise than 
otherwise, says the Bangor News, claim 
that as the full moon of August passed 
without bringing any frost there, will be 
no frost now until the full moon of Sep­
tember. This means a whole mouth for 
the corn and beans and pumpkins and 
squashes and tomatoes to ripen.

A horrible tragedy was enacted Tuesday 
at the residence of Omer Frechette in 
Montreal,where his little son was literally 
eaten to death by a ferocious dog. When 
the frantic mother of the child endeavor­
ed to drive the dog from its ghastly meal, 
he attacked her and only desisted when 
he was cut to pieces by a neighbor who 
had come to her assistance.

Twenty years ago John R. McDonald 
was the teacher of an inferior school in 
the county of Ivemess C. B. He turns up 
now as the owner of the celebrated Naomi 
gold mine in Australia, which is estimat­
ed to be worth $100,000,000. Mr. McDon­
ald studied law, but failing to succeed in 
that profession devoted himself to specu­
lation and study of minerals.

It must have been a comical sight, but 
no doubt has a serious aspect to thoBe 
immediately concerned to have seen a 
desperado enter a church and compel the 
pastor and deacons to take up a collection 
for his benefit. Such an incident happen­
ed in a church in the State of Florida 
last Sunday. After the bravo had been 
recouped he left for parts unknown and is 
still at large.

The sale of the elegant costumes of the 
late Emma Abbott took place on Tuesday 
at the Fifth Avenue auction rooms. The 
attendance was not large and the bidding 
was slow. Many of those present were 
members of the dramatic profession. 
Dresses especially elegant and worn by 
the cantatrice in the production of Anne 
Boleyn were those made by Worth, and 
cost from $3000 to $5000 each. The highest 
price realized for any costume was $350. 
The sale will probably realize $10,000.

FIVE THOUSAND SLAIN.

In a Bloody Battle at Valparaiso.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 26.—A cable­
gram from Valparaiso,dated 24th inst., was 
received in the city. The following is a 
translation : ,

The insurgents succeeded in landing 
10,000 soldiers at Bay of Quinteros, north 
of Valpariso, where they started along 
the shore toward Valparaiso, under the 
protection of six of their men-of-war and 
eight armed transports, besides all the 
boats of their fleet, provided with mit­
ral leuse, endeavering to surprise the city 
by a rear attack.

The government force of 5000 men was 
immediately detached from Valparaiso, 
succeeded in delaying the crossing of the 
Aconcagua river near its mouth, while a 
sufficient number of troops were moving 
by rail to protect Valparaiso and oppose 
the insurgents by at least 15,000, with a 
prospect of a further increase of forces 
from other quarters. The government 
forces succeeding in stopping the insur­
gents for 40 hours, with loss to the enemy 
of about 3000 of their choicest men. Not­
withstanding the fire of the insurgent 
fleet, besides that of land force, the opera­
tion enabled the government to select the 
best positions for their 12,000 arriving 
troops, although this advantage cost the 
loss of half the number of the gallant 
division of 5000 men which contested 
march of the rebels and their crossing the 
Aconcagna river. The rebel fleet had been 
kept at bay by the fire of Fort Andes, 
and the insurgent force are deprived of 
the expected protection of their men-of- 
war, while the government forces are 
constantly receiving reinforcements from 
the interior. Now the rebel forces will 
be found at any moment without possible 
wav of retreat.

A PAIR OF FAKIRS.
A Fine Exhibition of Speed-The Editor

of the Cleaner (so-called j Chimes In.

The fastest foot race, beyond a doubt, that 
has ever been run in Fredericton, took 
place at the Fredericton park association 
track, Thursday afternoon, between the 
fakirs, D. W. Sprague, alias Bowan, and a 
man who called himself Wm. Donovan of 
St. John, alias W. R. Fleming, but who is 
no other than the famous English runner 
Harry Hutchinson. The track was in a 
very bad condition, but, nevertheless, the 
time made was remarkable, the 120 yards 
being done ig 12 seconds. They made an 
excellentstart, and for the first eighty yards 
were running abreast of each other, when 
sprague shot ahead, finishing four feet 
ahead of his adversary. Hutchinson has 
been in St. John for some time, and pro­
fessed to be an amateur runner, calling 
himself." Dave Harley." He has been en­
gaged in training James Donovan for this 
race, and when Donovan discovering it was 
to be a fake, decided not to race, he came 
up himself. He struck up a friendship 
with a number of the athletes of St. John, 
and joined the Shamrock A. A. club, under 
whose colors he expected to compete, but 
the Shamrocks will not allow him to run 
this year as an amateur.

The great " fake ’’ race between Sprague 
alias Bowan, and Donovan alias Fleming, is 
a thing of the past, and beyond a doubt it 
was the greatest fake of the kind that has 
ever been witnessed in this city. In spite 
of the communication in the Gleaner, writ­
ten by the alleged editor of that paper, to 
the effect that Sprague was “ straight ” the 
public were not to be deceived by him. In 
that article, the alleged editor of that little 
paper states that “ the existence of such a 
paper as The Herald is unknown to the St- 
John sporting fraternity," which is about 
as true as the statement in the next issue of 
the paper that four hundred and fifty of the 
excursionists from Fredericton to Calais on 
Monday were intoxicated. It might be well, 
however, to let Jimmy Crocket understand, 
that it is not necessary for the proprietors 
of The Herald to depend upon the sporting 
fraternity of St. John nor politicians in that 
city either, for its support, and neither is 
it probable that they, the proprietors of The 
Herald will go to St. John to solicit adver­
tisements from the people of that place to 
damage the business of our merchants. The 
reverend Jimmy must be very hard up for 
a subject of attack upon this paper when he 
makes capital out of such trivial matters. 
It might have been well for the writer of 
that article to have finished it up, after its 
attack upon the court stenographer, the dude 
and the horseman, with this sentence, “ if I 
were the alleged editor of the Daily Sewer,I 
wouldn’t go to St. John,imbibe too freely of 
the ardent and miss the train.” If “The 
Herald and those who inspired its attack " 
are not nearly as honorable as the alleged 
editor of The Sewer,their reputation among 
the public generally stands nearly as high,to 
say the least. Perhaps,the writer of the article 
in the Gleaner can state why it was that the 
race between “ Sprague ” and “ Donovan ” 
was arranged under the name of William 
Donovan, and the articles signed J. R. 
Donovan. And also, why was it that 
“ Donovan ” first registered at the Queen 
hotel as W. R. Fleming, and afterwards 
changed it to J. R. Donovan. The truth of 
the matter is that the race was a “fake” 
from the word go, and the Gleaner was 
hard up for a subject of attack 
upon The Herald and took the opportun­
ity over Sprague’s name, to vent his spleen. 
Jimmy, you made a wide guess that time, 
but try again.

Premier Blair's Grand Reception at

Police Pencilling*.

An interesting case has been occupying 
the attention of judge Marsh for the past 
two days. It is a case of larceny, John 
Johnson a former employed of J. Edge 
combe & sons, being accused of stealing a 
waggon from them and disposing of it. 
William Edgecombe testified that after he 
imaged the waggon, in company with 
Roberts he drove down to Morrison’s mill, 
where he found it near George Peters house.

He (witness) did not 
know it was Edgecombe’s yard. Witness 
returned a short time afterwards and took 
waggon to his place at Morrison’s mill. He 
had intended to return waggon, in a couple 
of days but had neglected to do so. After 
some other evidence was taken the case was 
adjourned till Monday.

About Willow».

In the year 1854, just 37 years ago, James 
M. Chase, of Upper Sheffield, drove a wil­
low stake in the ground at the corner of 
his house. Mr. Chase is now moving 
quietly down the western hill of life, and 
the stake, now grown to large proportions, 
is keeping pace with him. The house is 
now completely covered with its wide- 
spreading branches. The tree is 14 feet 3 
inches in circumference from the ground to 
a distance of 10 feet or more up. Three 
sled loads have already been cut away from 
the tree to prevent its pushing against the 
dwelling. The verandah has been cut 
away some four feet to accommodate its 
wondrous growth. It is somewhat curious 
that from a mere stick roots should shoot 
out to such a size ; but so it is, and now 
the tree covers 55 feet of ground. At this 
part of the river (Sheffield) the bank is 
skirted with beautiful English willows to 
the extent of more than ten miles.

SERGEANT VANDINE HAS A WORD.

In Reply to the Gleaner1» Statement» 
In Regard to the Calai» Excursion.

To The Editor of The Herald.
Dear Sir,—My attention has been di­

rected to one or two items in Monday’s is­
sue of the Gleaner respecting the excursion 
of the Ancient Order of Hibernians from 
this city to Calais on Monday last. One 
of these items is “that all the trouble­
some characters went to St. Stephen Mon­
day last and the court room was deserted at 
eleven o’clock this morning. ” In the 
course of its local article on the excursion 
the statement is made for “about 450 ex­
cursionists from Fredericton were under 
the influence of liquor." I think, sir, that 
both of these statements are not only in­
correct but do a great injustice to both the 
management of the excursion and the ex­
cursionists themselves. I went on the excur­
sion and I am bound to say in all justice and 
fair play that for so large a body of people, 
principally young men, I never saw a more 
orderly one, I knew most of the excursion­
ists personally, and while I have been on 
the police force I knew of but 11 of them 
ever having been locked up or before the 
court for drunkness or misbehavior. I saw 
but four or five of the excursionists under 
the influence of liquor, and these I am in­
formed by the committee of management 
are not members of the Order of Hibernians.

THE BATTLE IN CHIU.

Two Orange Funeral».

The funeral of the late Melvyn Good, was 
held on Sunday morning last from the resi­
dence of his father, George Good of Marys­
ville. At half past nine, the funeral proces­
sion was formed, and headed by the Marys­
ville brass band and the Orange and Tem­
perance lodges to which the deceased be­
longed, filed away from the house.

Supreme Court Judgment».

WITH ONE SWOOP.

A [Church Debt Paralysed and the Con­
gregation Made Happy.

There is no longer any debt on the SL 
Mark’s Episcopal church, St George, the 
encumbrance having been removed re­
cently in a rather unexpected manner. 
It happened in this way. Some years ago, 
Mr. Jewett, then quite a lad, started from 
St George, his native place, to seek fame 
and fortune in the great world outside. 
Like many other New Brunswick lads, he 
was full of pluck and energy, and when 
he secured a situation his abilities quickly 
brought promotion and wealth. At the 
present time he is manager of a bank in 
one of the suburban towns of Boston, and 
is possessed of quite a large share of the 
world’s “gear." This summer he was 
seized with a longing to see his native 
place. A few weeks ago he arrived in St. 
George. He attended service in St. Mark’s 
chnrch, and at the close, requested an 
introduction to the rector, Rev. R. E. 
Smith. He accompanied Mr. Smith to 
his residence, and while there inquired 
if there was any indebtedness on the 
church. He was told that there was, and 
when the amount was stated, he drew ont 
his check book, and wrote a check for the 
amount. To say that the rector was 
surprised at the stranger’s generosity was 
speaking very mildly, Mr. Jewett said he 
felt impelled to do something for his 
native place,and he could think of nothing 
better than extinguishing the debt on 
the church of his childhood.—St.Andrew’s 
Beacon.

Heavy Low ef Life en Beth Sides-A 
Day’» Respite.

New York, Aug. 25.—The Herald’s 
cablegram from Valpariso says: Dark- 
new stopped the battle at Vina Del Mar 
beach, opposite this city, which raged 
hotly all day yesterday before any decisive 
result was reached, and like tired glad­
iators, the contesting armies rested to-day, 
and worked hard to get themselves in 
the best possible condition for the final 
bout1 which must soon decide the mastery 
of Chill.

Balmaceda’s line of defence yesterday 
was strongly fortified, and was under the 
range of the guns from Fort Callao. 
While many of his troops Were raw re­
cruits, there was a good leaven of veter­
ans among them. Time after time the 
rebels dashed against the lines of the 
government troops, only to be repulsed 
with great bloodshed. They were not 
the only sufferers, however, for their 
artillery played with telling effect on the 
enemy and their rifles were not useless in 
their hands. Attack and repulse were 
repeated time after time with no decided 
advantage to either side.

The most desperate valor was displayed 
by veteran and recruit, Balmacedist and 
revolutionist. There was little regret on 
either side when darkness came down 
and stopped the bloody work. Under 
cover of a flag of truce the ambulance 
hospital corps of the opposing armies 
were busy during the night searching 
the field for wounded and caring for 
them. When morning broke it was ex­
pected the fight would be resumed. 
Both armies had suffered severely, how­
ever, and neither appeared to be in a 
positioiuto assume the offensive and a 
practical truce to-day with no fighting 
has been the result Neither side has 
been idle, however, during the day. 
Scenting parties from the insurgents’ 
armies have been scouring the country 
for supplies, and one of them cut the 
railroad to Santiago at Salto. The gov­
ernment forces have been strengthening 
their linrô and manoeuvring to get into a 
position which will preclude any suc­
cessful attempt on the part of the enemy 
to get into the rear of the city of Val­
paraiso. It is generally believed ‘ that 
general Canto, the general commanding 
the rebels,will attempt a flank movement 
when he resumes operations, and this 
the Balmacedists are doing everything in 
tlieir power to frustrate.

In the lace of an army equal in valor, 
as well armed and equipped, and at least 
equal, if not superior in numbers, to force 
the line of forts with their heavy guns 
manned by expert and veteran gunners 
defending Valparaiso from the northeast, 
consisting of forts Callao, Podetto, Andes 
and Valparaiso, is a task to daunt the 
most confident general, and if by any 
means the Balmacedan army can be 
flanked and the insurgents can make 
good a position in rear of the city, they 
will, in the opinion of the foreign naval 
officers here, do it.

Insurgent general Canto is a veteran of 
the Peruvian war, where he did gallant 
and effective service. He knows the 
country, and realizes that if he can get 
his heavy guns on the hills back of the 
city he will not only have a position 
which is practically impregnable from 
the attacks of any force which can be 
brought against him, but which will 
enable him to batter down the city at his 
will. Having been unable by to-day’s 
fight to capture the village of Vina del 
Mar and isolate Fort Callao and thus 
capture it, he would naturally attempt 
this flank movement That he will be 
able to do so without harder fighting than 
even that of Friday and yesterday, if at 
all, is not to be thought of.

Valparaiso is now quiet. All the busi­
ness houses, offices and stores are now 
closed. Everybody who can do so has 
left the city and few people are seen on 
the street

While the government torpedo cruiser 
Almarante Xynch was assisting the artil 
lerymen in the forts in keeping the rebel 
cruisers at long range and thus preventing 
them from giving effective aid to the 
land forces, the breech plug of one of her 
14-pound Hotchkiss guns blew out, 
instantly killing the lieutenant in charge

Four women have been arrested at 
Szenttamas, Hungary, on a charge of 
poisoning th v husbands and selling 
poison to^ethei women for a similar pur­
pose. ^'Orders have been issued to ex­
hume the bodies of many supposed vic­
tims.

WHERE NO FEMALES LIVE.
There is one place in the world, name­

ly, the peninsula of A tho*, in the Aegean 
sea, in European Turkey, where women 
are unknown. The population, about 6,- 
000, all monks, form a kind of monastic 
republic, consisting of twenty large mona­
steries, besides numerous hermitages and 
chapels. The whole community is gov­
erned by an administrative body of four 
presidents, one styled “First Man of 
Athoe,” and a representative body called 
the holy synod, consisting of twenty 
members, one from each monastry. They 
enjoy complete autonomy, subject to pay­
ing the Turkish government an annual 
tribute of about £3,500 

The monks follow the rule of St. Basil 
and lead an ascetic life, restricting their 
diet to herbs, fruit and fish. They are 
employed in agriculture, gardening, the 
care of bees and the manufacture of amu­
lets, images, crucifixes and wooden arti­
cles of furniture, which they sell, while 
they also reap profits from the numerous 
visits of pilgrims. No female, even of 
the lower animals, is permitted to enter 
the peninsula.

THE SOAP OF THE ANCIENTS.
Philological critics have observed that 

the words translated as ‘ soap ” in the 
Old Testament and in Bohn’s “ Pliny ” 
mean properly alkali, and that the an­
cients generally used only mechanical ab­
stergents, such as bran and fine sand. 
Perfumed ointments, however, were con­
sidered an indispensable requisite of 
every civilized household, though they 
have now gone as strangely out of fashion 
as the incense of the Mediterranean 
nations. The Greeks and Romans used a 
special ointment, often mixed with 
mineral dyes, for the hair, and another 
for purposes of general inunction, and, 
after returning from a journey, even 
travelers of moderate means took a bath, 
followed by an all-over rubbing down 
with vegetable oils. Black hair dyes 
were prized by the tow-headed Visigoths,
