important parts in history. Al-
though peace has reiﬁned to a
very great extent, still the year
has not beer without its wars.
There have been wars in the east
and in the west ; nor are they yet
at an end. Spain has on her
hands, not only the long-drawn
out Cuban rebellion ; but also the
war in the Phillipine Islands.
Let us hope these will soon come
to an end, and that universal
“peace-shall "Sice "more reign. At
the end of the last year, we were
obliged to sound a note of sorrow
and regret in consequence of the
" massacres in Armenia.  These
massacres have, from time tfo
time, broken out during the pre-
sent year; nor is there any spe-
cial reason for believing that such
influences have been brought to
bear on the “ unspeakable ” Turk
as will prevent their possible're-
currence. This is deeply to be
regretted, and seems like a blot
on European civilization. At the
close of the last year, the Ven-
ezeula question loomed promin-
ently above the international hori-
zon and, in consequence of the at-
titude assumed by President
Cleveland, promised an ugly tan-
gle. Wiser counsels, have happily
prevailed, however, and diplo-
macy has been able to suggest a
solution that will remove the
question from the sphere of inter-
national agitation. In matters
political, the year’s record has
been one of unusual activity. It
is true that no general election or
extraordin political upheaval
has taken place in the Mother
Country. The same cannot be
said of the United States or Can-
ada. In the former country, a
Presidential election, one of the
most exciting in her history, has
“been held, and the Democratic
party, in power for the last four
years, has been very signally de-
feated. Great expectations are
entertained regarding the benefi-
cent effects of Republican ruie.
Time, alone will demonstrate how
far these expectations shall be
realized. In Canada a general

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AN analysis of the vote polled in
the recent Cornwall - Stormont
bye-election, doss not indicate
that the return of the Govern-
ment candidate, furnishes any
special cause for Grit rejoicing.
