rain, heavy dew, or fogs, than if there was
no clover or other grase plants growing
with it.  In England, where a good eystem
of husbandry is carried out, all their grain,
excepting oate, is sown in drills, and they
seldom have 1o complain of rust or mildew
affecting thecrop. Where sca weed is ap-
jlied as manure to the crop previous to
wheat, rust is never known to injure the
crop. The application of salt here would,
perhaps, hare the same beneficial effect.—
Rust and mildew produce immense loss in
Canada, but we are not aware that the far-
mers have ever adopted any means whatev-
er that would be likely to prevent it, with
the exception, probably, of one in forty
thousand who may have applied lime occa-
sionally. Inthe old countrics they would
pot attempt to carry on arable culture with-
out applying lime. Our own experience of
rust and mildew is, that after continued
rains and warm and misty weathy, cither ot
the latter end of July or at the beginning of
August, the disease propagates very rapid-
ly, particularly in low situations and in shel
tered places. Too great a supply of mois-
ture, under these circumstances, appeara o
be imbibed by the stems of the plants, and
with this ‘excoss of moisture it is said that
the plante take in the sporutus of a certain
fungus that are so light and minute as to
be wafted by the winds, and then grow
upon the leaves and etem as mildew.  Ano-
ther opinion is, that large doses of manure,
or moist warm weather, causes an over-
luxuriance of the crop, and supples an ex-
coes of nutriment and moisture, that clogs
the pores.of the. plants, stops the circula
tion of the sap, ahd thus produces the
disease of millew. We-have examined the
atraw affected by mildew with a powerful
magnifying glass, and could distinctly per-
ceive that all circulation of the sap or nutri
ment must have been stopped: and thie
will account fof the erop or the grain mak-
fog no improvement after the straw is at
tacked by rust or millew. It is one of the
most serivus and injurions discases to
which grain crops are liable, but we con-
ceive that the farmer has it in his power to
remedy or eheck it to a considerable extent.
Early sowing, and, as regards wheat, ob-
taining that variety that ie the most hardy
and least liable to rust, will be prudent pre-
osution.

and paying a great price, corn and oats in
the ahove proportion is next beet, but as
oats now demand generally a high price
compared in value to corn, it would proba-
bly be more profitable to scll tham, and
feed entirely with corn ground in the ear.
The Conneeticut river feeders use corn and
broom-seed, carn-in the ear ia the most
profitable for us.

Some persons think there is no value in
cobs; bo that as it may, feeders know that
cattle will bear heavier feed, by neing corn
| ground in the ear, than if the corn is shel-
led.

As to the quantity and time of feeding,
the quantity should be as groat as the ux
will eat up clean and not scour, Eight
