As already maid, Islam is Purest
theism. The fundamental principle
underlying Islam is a belief in Allah,
whom Ereviou Arabs had worshipped
under the name of Allah tahala. Ablah,
nccording to Mahomet, 18 eternal, ever-
lasting, one and indivisible, ‘“Not endued
with form, nor circumscribed by limit
of measure; comprehending all things,
but comprehended of nothing,” says Pro-
fessor Palmer. Allah’'s attribotes re-
ceived ninety-nine epithets in the Koran,
and the epithets are the various names
by which he is called, and all of them
are used in Moslem Jovotion, ahd rosar-
ies are used as the Romish church use

them.

The Koran further demands a belief in
angles. Their angels are sexless, created
of fire, and neither eat nor drink, mor
multiply the species. The archangels
are Gedbra'l—Gabriel—or Ruhel Amin,
‘““faithful spirit,” and God’s messenger
to Mahomet; Mika'il, the guardian angel
of the Jews; Israfil, who will sound the
trumpet at the resurrection, add Azra'il,
the angel of death.

Two angels are given to each person.
One stands on the right, the other on
the left, and all he does is recorded. The
angel Razwan—!‘Good Will”"—presides
over heaven, and Malik—‘‘the Ruler"—
over hell. It is believed that Malik is
identical with Molock.
Munker and Nakir are the angels who
preside as ‘‘the axamination of the
somb,” that is, they visit the dead im-
medistely after burial, and examine him
in the matter of faith. If he says there
is one Ged and Mahomet is his prophet,
he is left to rest in peace ; but if he does
not s0 s0, he is beat with iron maces
until he screams so loud that all the pow-
ers from east to west, except inns and
men can hear him. They then rreu
the earth down on the corpse, and leave
it to be devoured by serpents and drag-
ons until the resurrection day.
Heaven is divided into eight parts:
the Garden of Eternity, the Abode of
Peace, the Garden of Resort, the Gar-
den of Pleasure, the Garden of the Most
High, and the Garden of Paradise. Hell
is divided into seven parts: Gehenna,
the Flaming Fire, the Raging Fire that
splits everything to pieces, the Blaze,the

rching Fire, the %‘ieru Fire, and the
Abyss.

As to what becomes of the soul between
death and resurrection, Mahomet is si-
lent. Says Professor Palmer: ‘‘The
general opinion is that there is a limbo
somewhere or other for the souls of the
good, while the wicked are imprisoned
in some foul dungeon to await their
doom.” The duties requited by the
Keran are profession of faitk in one
God, and the mission of Mahomet,
prayer, fasting, almsgiving, pilgrimage,
Prayer must be e five times daily,
and the time is called from the minarets
of the mosques by criers. Fasting is
exacted between dawn and sunset all
through Remadah.n, the ninth month
of thé Moslemr year, and only the sick
and infirm are allowed to even drink
water at this time. Almsgiving, or
“‘poor salt,” is the gift of one-fortieth of
all property that shall have been in the
owner's possession for a year, to charity.
The pilgrimages existed long before
Mahomet's time, and it would have been
impossible for even him, great as was
his influence, to have abolished them.—
[“L. F. L.” in Cleveland Leader.

That the world reads reform-
ing socially is a fact which cannot be
gainsaid. shall refer tonight
to but one aspect of this many-sided
question, viz : Intemperance as it relates
to the use of alcoholic liquors.

(1) The popularity of strong drink. (2)

faithless are the exceptions. I speak
with reference to that large class of per-
sons, who from their relation to society
and the church, we would expect to find
temperate. Dri-king am professing
Christians prevails to an alarming de-
gree. Some claim to be moderate
drinkers. There is no difference be-
tween the moderate and the immoderate
drinker save in degree. It depends
vpon the amount of animal force and
strength of habit a man has as to the
quantity of alcohol he can stand. I
once knew a man who drank two quarts
of whiskey per day and claimed to be a
moderate drinker. Some take alcohol

Not acent of it remained on
depesit when the Act was declared inva-
lid, but that did not stand in the way of
the Tory leaders. They merely resolyed
to pile the taxesa little higher, and coolly
voted that several hundred thousand
dollars should be taken from the public
chest to replace the money squandered

_ for many months after they had nothmg
to inspect.

Whelesale Destraction of Wiae,

On Saturday in the presence of, and
assisted by, the members ‘of the High-
gate Gospel Temperance Help One
Another Society, Mr. William Green, of
Bishopwood House, Highgate, the:pre-
sident of the society, destroyed his cellar
of wine, about 2500 bottles, valued at
about £600. In a speech explaining his
reasens, he said that after mature re-
flection and earnest prayer he had come
to the conclusion that it was God's will
that he should part with the contents of
his wine cellar. Three methods were
pressed upon him from time to time.
One was to sell the wine to the trade,
knowing that they would sell wine
whether his or not; the second was to
sell it and give the money to some char-
ity; and the third was to give it as it was
to the hospitals. In pursuing the first
course he would be participating in the
sale of an article which had been proved
to militate against the physical, social,
and spiritual advancement of society.
The same reasons were 3:&% applic-
able to the secund course, and beyond
them there was in addition the incox-
sistency of causing injury to others in
order to benefit so.ne one else. The
third course was met by the success of
the London Temperance Hospital, where
it had been proved that alcohol was not
necessary in the treatment of any disease.
After this address the contents ef the
bottles were poured into the sewer.
