The above is but a bare outline of

POTATO GROWING.
The address of Professor MacPhall 

was but short. He had been recalled 
to Prince Edward Island and had to 
leave by steamer at 6 o'clock. Dr. 
MacPhall is a professor at McGill 
University and a grower of potatoes, 
and is recognized as an expert on this 
tuber. He was satisfied from an ex­
amination of the soil and the local 
conditions that Newfoundland was as 
well fitted by nature as Prince Ed­
ward Island for the growth of this 
tuber. Soil was. suitable, good ferti­
lizers and bog, "&c., were available, 
and he would consider it a “cinch’’ to 
grow potatoes for the local market 
with the duty prevailing here. With 
no better conditions in Prince Ed­
ward Island they had to compete with 
potatoes from elsewhere and without 
any protection. The potato output 
here was much the same as on the 
farms of Prince IJdward Island. He 
knew farmers generally looked upon 
professors as fools, hut It was a fact 
that he could get a much greater 
value out of his own farm than the 
farmers around him did out of theirs.

John McCarty, member of the La- 
chine Boating Club, and a former 
Montreal lacrosse player. Just before 

.the accident he had been trying to re­
pair a leak in the gasoline pipes of 
his motor launch which was tied close 
beside the wharf.

After the accident confusion pre­
vailed everywhere. The river side at 
the time was thronged with women 
and children watching the pleasure 
craft on the river, while there was an­
other big crowd on the pier. Several 
of McCarty’s friends were waiting on 
the wharf nearby for him to get his 
launch fixed before stepping into it 
for a spin on the river.

The report and the flying debris I 
made everybody instinctively turn and 
run for their lives. The deck of the 
launch was blown to pieces; the re­
mainder of the wrecked craft caught 
fire, and it took just four minutes for 
It to be burned to the water line. It 
was a well fitted launch twenty-five 
feet by five, with a torpedo stern. It 
is stated that the tank has been in 
good condition and that the leak must 
have been in the pipes.

Everybody thought that McCarty 
had been killed when they saw him 
flying through the air. He was lifted 
from the ground by Mr. Blair, of the 
Grand Trunk, and carried to the La- 
chine General Hospital where he was 
still unconscious last night. This 
morning he was in much the same 
condition, but there are hopes that he 
may ultimately recover unless there 
are serious internal injures.

The report of the explosion was 
heard at St. Onge, one mile away.

One of the witnesses of the accident 
was Mr. A. W. Jennings, who was in 
his own motor launch, right beside

l .. .
| the latter a few minutes before the
I accident. Mr. Jennings was,,just be- 
j" ginning to move away when the ex- 
I plosion occured, and he turned in 

time to sep hip friend flying through 
the air, like a ball.

“It almost made me 111,” said Mr. 
Jennings. “When you are in a motor 
beat yourself and witness an accident 
like that, it makes you think that your 
turn is coming next. I never saw 
such a wreck or such confusion in my 
life. Some of the debris fell on the 
deck of my launch and it was fortun­
ate that many people were not in­
jured."

It was also fortunate under the cir­
cumstances, that Mr. McCarty’s 
friends had not stepped into the 
launch as they had been thinking of 
doing. He had invited them aboard, 
saying he would have the launch fixed 
in a minute, but on second thought 
they decided that they might as well 
remain on the Wharf.

Fogota’s Fishery News
From Capt. Barbour of the Fogota 

we learn that the fishery around 
Fogo district still remains very poor. 
At Change Islands, Fogo, Joe Bait’s 
Arm and Tilton they only get a half 
quintal per man by “hard scraping,” 
bait being very scarce. Then men 
get on the grounds on about an av­
erage of four days out of eaqh week, 
and the average ashore for each place 
is about 30 quintals to date.

Wayward Youth 
Shoots Father & Sister

New Yor.k, Aug. 28.—Retuining to 
the home from which he had been 
sent away a week before, Frank All- 
gier, jr., eighteen years old, son of a 
hotel proprietor at No. 114 Wyckoff 
Avenue, Ridgewood, rushed last night 
into the room where, his family was 
at dinner and shot his father twice, 
inflicting wounds that prpbably will 
prove fatal. He fired two other shots, 
one bullet injuring the ankle of a lit­
tle sister. The girl had attempted to 
keep him from using the revolver. 
His mother and a younger brother 
seized and held the youth until the 
police arrived.

The boy had been wayward, accord­
ing to the other members of the fam­
ily, and had been passing much time 
back of the bar, drinking and giving 
away drinks to his companions. Then 
the father decided to act.

“Get out of here and stay away,” 
Ailgier said to his son. “I will have j 
nothing more to do with you.”

Nothing more was seen of the boy 
until last night, when he walked Into 
the dining room. The father was un­
relenting and said, “I thought I told 
you to stay away.” Then the boy 
pulled from his poc.ket a large revol­
ver, and, standing only a few feet 
away, fired two shots. One bullet took 
effect in his father’s abdomen and the 
other in the groin, and Ailgier sank 
from his chair to the floor.

Margaret Ailgier, fourteen years 
old, was the first one of the family 
to get to the side of her father. Her 
brother was swaying back and forth 
and swinging the revolver.

“Oh, Frank, see what you have 
done,” the girl cried, and she kneeled 
by the side of the wounded man. 
Don’t shoot again.”

As she spoke the youth pulled the 
trigger twice, one shot going wild and 
the other hitting the girl. She fell 
on the floor by the side of her father. 
Then Mrs. Ailgier and another son, 
Joseph, sixteen years old, ■ threw 
themselves on the frenzied young 
man.

The three fought half way around 
the room, the mother with her arms 
clasped tightly around the son, who 
was trying to release himself, while 
the other boy was doing all he could 
to make his brother surrender the 
weapon. The mother was so exhaust­
ed from Shock and the struggle that 
she could hardly stand when Police­
men Hart and Habuenrlch, of the 
Hamburg Avenue station, who had 
heard «the shots, broke into the room.

The son was taken to the Hamburg 
Avenue station. It was observed there 
that he had been drinking heavily, 
and he stood sullen and defiant. The 
only statement he would make was 
thgt bis father had been nagging him.

HOW TO WASH WINDOWS
Strange as it may seem, there is a 

right and wrong way to wash win­
dows, and as this operation is usually 
dreaded, the following method will be 
appreciated, as it saves both time and 
labor. Choose a dull day, or at least 
a time when the sun is not shining on 
the windows, for when the sun shines 
on the window it causes it to be dry 
streaked, no matter how much it is 
rubbed. Take a painter’s brush and 
dust them inside and out, washing all 
the woodwork inside before touching 
the glass.

The latter must be washed slowly

in warm water diluted with ammonia 
—do not use soap. Use a small cloth 
with a pointed stick to get the dust 
out of the corners; wipe dry with a 
spfe piece of cotton cloth—do not use 
linen, as it makes the glass linty 
when dry. Polish with tissue paper 
or old newspaper. You will find that 
this can be done in half the Time 
taken where soap is used, and the re­
sult will be bright windows— From 
the Storekeeper.
