General satisfaction is

apparent over the adop-

tion at long last of & de-

finite pension. scheme,
and the report of the Pensions Com-
mittee has evoked some of the inter-
est and attention to which its import-
ance entitles it. Under one division
of the subject the Committee were un-
able to do more than make a gemneral
recommendation that practical steps
be taken as soon as possible. This
was the very necessary task of fitting
returned soldiers for employment, of
which again the most important and
difficult branch promises to concern
those who have been disabled, but not
seriously enough entirely .to " unfit]
them for any remunerative labour. We
note that this matter will probably re-
ceive the attention of a special com-
mittee, but the suggestion has been
well made meanwhile that we should
endeavour in some way to get in touch
with Canada, so as to share in the
benefit of that country’s splendid or-
ganization for this purpose. Con-
sidering how satisfactory that organi-
zation and its work have already been,
and that we have taken a precedeht
from Canada for our whole scale and
treatment of pensions, the idea seems
a logical and valuable one.

Very thoroughly indeed the Cana-
dian Government and civic authorities
are tackling the problem of the re-
turned soldier, and no part of it more
thoroughly than the treatment and
training of those disabled. A Military
Hospitals Commission has been form-
ed, with branches in every section of
the Dominion, of which the object is
thus -suggested in its latest Bulletin.
“The Commission will not rest con-
tent, nor should Canada be satisfied,
until every soldier disabled in his
country’s service has recovered the
utmost possible degree of power and
energy for success in civilian life.” A
glance at the Bulletin discloses the
value of the work of these Military
Hospitals and their associated techni-
cal and vocational training establish-
ment. Among other good, results, it
has made strikingly clear the truth
that the great majority of crippled
soldiers are not disabled but merely
handicapped, and that their particu-
lar handicaps do not unfit them for
any but a few vocations. On the con-
trary, it has already been found that
the specialised and thorough training
it has been possible to give them has
in very many cases resulted in a
greatly improved efficiency, enabling
them to command wider opportunities
and higher salaries than before.

We think an effort should be made
not only to study fully the work of
this Commission, but, if possible, to ex-
tend its scope to Newfoundland. We
do not think political considerations
should or need stand in the way, and
if the thing could be done, its benefits
to what may prove to be many New-
foundlanders will be obvious and in-
valuable. Failing this, it has been
suggested that such of our jmen as
would be helped by it might obtain
this sort of training in Halifax, by
agreement with the proper authorities.
While this may be a good plan, it is
open to the objection that most of
them would almost invariably be en-
couraged to seek employment in Can-
ada, and thus be lost to Newfound-
land. The last thing we want to do is
to lose‘such men.

We trust the question will receive
from the authorities the proper atten-
tion. It is a question, however,
which affects everyone and in parti-
cular every employer. We cannot do
better than quote the words of Sir
Edmund Walker, President of the

Canadian Bank of Commerce: ‘““To-

day, every employer of labor, manu-
facturer, merchant, banker, or what-
ever his calling, should be considering
how he can employ a few partly dis-
abled men, and thus do something
more in*carrying the burdens of the
war. Many a machine-shop can use
a certain number of one-armed and
one-legged men with hardly any loss
of efficiency. What the
peaceful communitles at home must
bear in mind is that thése men are
not ranhergl unfit for useful work,
but that they are handicgpped of for-
c.@bym oss Ot ome limb or sense
to*put !nore ‘energy into their - .re-
ma(nh( bilities.

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INTENSE COLD ON FRENCH FRONT

British Headquarters in France
VIA LONDON, To-day.

Bitter cold continues along the en-
tire front, the ground now being froz-
en to a depth of several inches. Nine
degrees above zero was registered by
some of the army thermometers on
Sunday night, the coldest weather this
section of France has known in sev-
eral years. The cold is accompanied
by clear days and starlight nights and
the booming of the heavy guns is
heard on nearly every sector of the
British lines. Despite the low tem-
perature, especially in the upper air,
airplanes are exceedingly active in
co-operation with the artillery. is
activity entails much fighting at "al-
titudes where the mercury registers
far below zero. One British aviator
descended after a victorious duel in
the air with the instruments of his air-
plane frozen and he so numbed that
he had to be helped from his machine.:
Nevertheless he was supremely happy.
The men in the trenches are resisting
the cold wonderfully well. Many of
them frankly say that they much pre-
fer the ice and frost to the water and
mud of milder weather. Everything
possible is being done for the comfort
of the men and warm food and warm
drinks are served to them every few
hours. A diverting incident of the re-
cent operations of the Somme in
which more than 350 men were made
prisoners was the fact that the Brit-
ish troops, in their anticipatjon of
their complete success, had brought
up a large number of old London
motor busses in which -they gave the
Germans a free ride back to the pri-
son camp. g

The Times’ correspondent with the
Roumanian army, telegraphing on
January 24, says: “The general situ-
ation on this front is a stalemate for
the present. All the enemy efforts
during the last two weeks have been
checked with great losses by the Rus-
so-Roumanian armies, which are hold-
ing a fixed front on ‘the line of the
Trotug and Sereth. : The line is at
present so strong hat the eénemy
seems unable to strike another blow.
The enemy realizes that this is the
case and appears to have decided to
withdraw part of his forces from this
front, where only four or five German
divisions remain. The rest of the Ger-
man forces have been relieved by
Turkish and Austrian troops. On the
front south of Galatz and in the Tro-
tus Valley, no Bulgarian unit is left
except some artillery. The Rouman-
jan soldiers who escorted them often
lend them their own coats.”
