ery, backed up by every conceivable 
method of taxation, new and old, will 
save us unless the fishermen are pre­
pared to dig down into their pockets 
and their bank accounts and lend to 
the Government. If the Loan of six 
million dollars is to be a success, and 
it must be, the fishermen will have 
to make it so. There is no other al­
ternative, because it is they who own 
the money. The position should be 
clearly understood by everyone. 
Without a good fishery and the six 
million dollar loan the coming year, 
we cease to be an independent Do­
minion. One of two things must hap­
pen. Either we become a Crown Col­
ony again or accept Confederation 
with Canada. With regard to the lat­
ter, Mr. Morine’s views as expressed 
in your columns a few days ago do 
not appear to the writer to be either 
sound or logical. They appear more 
like the views of the politician than 
the level headed statesman. He tells 
us that his views have recently un­
dergone a change. A year or two 
ago (since the war started) he was 
a Confederate. To-day he is anti- 
Confederate. He tells us he has un­
dergone this change because he con­
siders Canada is no longer a country 
desirable to confederate with. He 
implies that Newfoundland to-day is 
in a more prosperous condition than 
Canada. Let us examine this care­
fully and see if it is so. If we suc­
ceed in floating the six million dol­
lar loan, Newfoundland’s public debt 
will amount to a little over forty mil­
lion dollars. This means about $170 
per capita, or $850 for every family 
of five persons in the country. The) 
cost of carrying this debt is about $10 
per capita, or $50 for every family of1 
five persons per annum. Against this 
we have practically nothing in the 
shape of assets. We have no popula­
tion worth while, nor is it likely af­
ter the war that emigrants will be 
attracted to our shores in preference 
to the broad and rich lands of Can­
ada, Even our raw materials, such 
as iron ore is sent to Canada to be 
manufactured.

To-day Canada is a nation, and 
since the war has taken her place 
among the nations of the world. In 

'a hundred years from now she will 
be one of the largest and wealthiest 
countries in the world. Her wheat 

1 fields are boundless as the ocean. 
She has hundreds of millions of dol­
lars invested in manufactures, min­
ing, railways, fruit growing, etc. In 
short she has a magnificent future 
before her. Although Canada, in pro­
portion to her population, has done 
much better than Newfoundland in 
man power to carry on the war, yet 
we find her public debt amounts to 
$125 per capita, or $625 per family 
of five persons. This is a much bet- 

1 ter showing than ours. Against her 
public debt she has her wheat fields, 
her mines, her cattle, her hog ranch­
es, her railways and manufactures. 
We have nothing but our uncertain 

j but profitable fisheries. I fail there­
fore to agree with the reasons set 
forth by Mr. Morine for his change 
of views. Without using vulgar flat­
tery, the writer would like to say he 
has always had a high opinion of. Mr. 
Morine’s abilities. He is looked upon 
as one of the old school, in the same 
class as Sir Robert Bond and the late 
Sir William Whiteway and Sir James 
Winter—men as high above the pres­
ent class of political pirates as the 
British are above the Germans. Mr. 
Morine’s reasons therefore do not ap­
peal to the writer as coming from his 
heart. I would rather say that gifted 
with foresight as he undoubtedly is, 
he can see into the future more than 
any other public man in our midst 
to-day. He can see what the reckless 
waste and ' borrowing of Morris mean 
to Newfoundland. He knows what 
the criminal negligence and malad­
ministration of the present Govern­
ment will lead to. If not, then I am 
greatly disappointed in him.

AWARDED THE Y.C.
LONDON, May 18.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—The 
Military Gazette states that the Vic­
toria Cross has been posthumously 
awarded to seaman J. H. Carless, 
killed in action In the Heligoland fight 
on the 17th of November, 1917. Al­
though mortally wounded In the abdo­
men he continued to serve his gun, 
acting as rammer, lifting projectiles 
and helping to clear away the other 
casualties. He collapsed once but got 
up and tried again, cheering on the 
new crew; he then fell and died, but 
set a very inspiring and memorable 
example. He continued to do effect­
ive work against the enemies of the 
King whilst mortally wounded.

GENERAL WAR REVIEW.
LONDON, May 18.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 
Lifting the veil on the operations of 
the British submarines In the Baltic 
Sea, the Admiralty relates some stir­
ring deeds of how these submarines 
were continually attacking and de­
stroying enemy warcraft. The sut>- 
marines kept a watchful eye upon 
the movements of the German fleet, 
and their work was so effective that 
finally the German ships kept In the 
harbors as soon as the British sub­
marines were reported. Unlike the 
German U-boats, not a single case 
can be alleged of a British submarine 
sinking merchant ships on sight The 
merchant vessels were Invariably stop­
ped and boarded in the orthodox man­
ner. The crews after being given 
plenty of time to abandon the ship 
were directed to the nearest port or 
escorted to a neutral vessel. The be­

The 
cruiser was apparently put out of 
control. It swung around in a large 
circle and then stopped with fire 
bursting from the decks. The escort­
ing destroyers attacked the submar­
ine, but the latter evaded and fired a 
second time. The torpedo got the 
cruiser amidship, the magazine blow­
ing up with a loud double report. 
Large masses of iron and wreckage 
fell around the submarine which, be­
fore submerging, observed the cruis­
er’s crew assembling on the poop. 
They were later rescued by a large 
German ferryboat. Regarding the 
operations against merchant vessels, 
the following account is typical: A 
submarine sighted and chased _ a 
steamer from Hamburg laden with 
wood. The vessel was signalled, 
stopped and boarded, and the crew 
ordered to leave. Subsequently the 
seacocks were opened and charge 
placed that exploded and the ship 
sank. In the meantime a Hamburg- 
Americart liner was sighted proceed­
ing without lights. The boarding 
party collected, the vessel was over­
hauled and found to be laden with ore 
for Stettin. So quickly did the crew

him strike," declared General Smuts, 
we will stand In the. breach like a wall 
of iron and allow him to knock him­
self to pieces.

The enemy was 
trying to smash the British army be- j 
cause It recognized that the army 
was the decisive factor and It it could 
be beaten the war would be over. The 
Germans knew we were the real main­
stay of the alliance and thought that 
if we could be broken, the alliance 
would break up. The enemy also 
knew we have been bearing an enor­
mous burden on the battlefield and ! 
that 1917 would remain for the Brit- ; 
ish army one of the most memorable j 
campaigns It had ever been through. 1 
(Cheers.) You have got to prove to 
the enemy, he continued, that neither 
as an army, nor as a nation is the 
British Empire ever likely to get tir­
ed. (Cheers.) Because the British 
Navy has sealed up Zeebrugge and Os- 
tend the enemy has all the more rea­
son to get Dunkirk and Calais in or­
der to possess submarine bases on the 
Channel. The results of the German 
offensive up to this time compensated 
us tor our losses, for we have secured 
unity of command, the lack of which 
previously had led to dissipation of 
our forces. We may be sure the unity 
of command will prove a most valu­
able asset. The country Is Indebted 
in the highest manner to Lloyd

Seorge for bis untiring labors to se- 
ire that unity. (Cheers.) The Pre­
mier has his faults, but they are the 

faults of genius and In this time of su­
preme crisis when a real live man 
comes forward to guide the forces of 
the nation, I claim they should not i 
look at mistakes, but at the big work. ‘ 
A year ago, General Smutts said, the 
Premier had asked him to visit the

Tag Day for Red Cross
On Thursday next, May 23rd, the 

customary annual Tag Day in con­
nection with the Empire Day Red 
Cross collection will take place. This 
year in view of the heavy require­
ments of the W.P.A., the proceeds 
of the taging process will be given 
to our local organization, because 
every dollar so appropriated can be 
made do the work of two through the 
fact that it will be used in buying 
materials to be converted into Red 
Cross requirements in the workrooms 
of the organization in this city. The 
large collection, however, an appeal on 
behalf of which is being made all over 
the country, is for the Imperial Red 
Cross organization, which, according 
to its circulars, needs assistance now 
to a greater extent than ever hereto­
fore in the progress of the war. In 
a circular recently issued by the Joint 
Committee of the Red Cross Society 
and the Order of St. John of Jerusa­
lem, it was intimated that the organ­
ization had run behind to the extent 

, of roundly one million dollars, though, 
in spite of the enormous increase in 
outlay, the administration expenses 
had declined from sevenpence to less 
than fourpence in the pound. From 
the beginning of the war until the end 
of the last financial year (October 20) 
the public had subscribed roughly 
8% million pounds for war purposes 
and last year alone the Committee 
spent over 3% million pounds more 
than the totals of the two previous 
years together. Q The Committee 
therefore appeals specially for more 
generous assistance if possible than 
ever before and we trust that the fact 
that the organization is running be­
hind in its financial activities will in­
spire our people to greater effort. Put 
briefly, the position in 1917 was that 
the income increased by one-eighth, 
while the expenditure doubled, and 
this year with the increased numbers 
of men from all parts of the Empire 
engaged in the war, a still larger out­
lay will, it is believed, become neces­
sary. Perhaps the best evidence of 
the service which the Imperial Red 
Cross organization is doing is that 
afforded by the fact that the kindred 
organization in America recently 
made a contribution of half a million 
dollars towards its funds in recogni­
tion of the service it had given and 
would continue to give to American 
soldiers on the western front.

Such a tribunal, adds the de­
spatch, might consist for example of 
the United States and the neutral 
Powers ot Europe.

Prof. Edward De Valera, President 
of the Sinn Fein, Arthur Griffiths, 
founder of the Sinn Fein, Countess 
Marklevicz, Dr. Dillon and William 
Cosgrove, Sinn Fein M.P. for Kilken­
ny, have been arrested, according to 
an Exchange Telegraph despatch from 
Dublin.

A later despatch from Dublin adds 
to the list of those arrested the names 
of H. Mellows and halt a dozen others 
who have not been identified here. 
Professor De Valera is President of 
the Sinn Fein, Mr. Griffith is Vice- 
President, Mr. Cosgrove one of the 
treasurers, Mr. Figgis one of the sec­
retaries and Dr. Dillon and Countess 
Markoviecz are members of the ex­
ecutive committee of the Sinn Fein 
organization. Several of them were 
arrested or interned in connection 
with the Dublin revolt of two years 
ago at Easter, and oddly enough, to­
day’s events occur on the occasion of 
another festival of the church, Whit­
suntide.

The arrest of the Sinn Fein leaders 
and the issuance ot Lord French’s 
proclamation came as a complete 
surprise here (Dublin). In Dublin 
the arrests were made by detectives 
acting in co-operation with the mili­
tary, while in the provinces they were 
carried out by the Royal Irish Con­
stabulary. So far as has been ascer­
tained no formal charge has yet been 
preferred against the prisoners. They 
were taken into custody on warrants 
issued under the Defence of the 
Realm Act

Although there have been many ru­
mors concerning events in Ireland 
recently, the news received from 
Dublin early this morning of the ar­
rests made in Ireland and of Lord 
French’s proclamation that certain of 
the King's subjects “have entered into 
treasonable communication with the 
German enemy," created a sensation. 
Some days ago, Sir Edward Carson, 
the Unionist leader, said in a letter to 
the Government that he knew certain 
persons in Ireland had been in com­
munication with the enemy, but it was 
generally taken to mean some unim­
portant individuals connected with the

man who was captured after landing 
recently on the Irish coast In a col­
lapsible boat The nature of the ar­
rests taken In connection with the 
posting-ot Lord French’s proclama­
tion, however, indicates that the pen- 
sons referred to are the heads of the 
Sinn Fein movement and that the 
Government possesses evidence 
against them.

The Government has adopted the 
policy of the Iron Hand in dealing 
with sedition in Ireland. All the 
leaders of the Sinn Fein party have 
been arrested by a swift comprehen­
sive dragnet drawn by the police and 
soldiers during the nigh't and early 
hours of the morning. The movement 
was apparently a complete surprise 
and most of those arrested were 
quickly and quietly placed aboard 
ships. The dargnet swept all over 
the country and there was no possi­
bility of resistance. The majority of 
those arrested were taken from their 
homes while abed, and only a few 
scuffles and a little revolver play took 
place. According to the latest reports 
hundreds ot arrests were made.

Documents of great importance 
dealing with an Irish conspiracy have 
fallen into the hands of the Govern­
ment through the arrest by coast­
guards of a man with certain evi­
dence upon him.

A considerable number of arrests 
have been made in Dublin and thro’ 
Ireland, according to a despatch to 
the Times from Dublin at two o’clock 
Saturday morning.
