Auburn. N. Y., Oct. 19.—At half-past 
one to-day Mr. Seward was seized with a 
great difficulty of breathing, caused by a 
sudden catarrhal effusion into the lungs, 
commencing with the right.lung and soon 
involving the left also,which occasioned his 
death in about two hours. He entertain­
ed no apprehension but that he should 
recover from the attack of catarrhal ague

For 
the last hour of his life :hib condition be­
came easy, and he spent the time in af­
fectionate leave-takings of his relations 
and dependants, and finally sank quietly 
to his last rest as if going to sleep.

The Civil Service Clerks and their 
Salaries.

The assertion that clerks of the Civil 
Service are in a condition of destitution, 
owing to insufficiency of pay, is sheer 
nonsense. That some of them are in ra­
ther depressing circumstances there is no 
doubt ; but it is owing to their profligacy 
and extravagance. As a rule, these gen­
tlemen are a better paid and easier worked 
class than any other portion of our citi­
zens. In the present constitution of the 
Civil Service, we should have very grave 
objections to the raising of salaries. 
Such a course would, no doubt, please 
these gentlemen, but those who have to 
pay the piper should not be too much im­
posed upon. We will not deny that 
many deserving, talented and hard-work­
ing public officers and servants, are really 
ill-paid for their labors ; . but then a great 
many more worthless attaches who have 
been flung into the “ harbor of 
refuge,” and who are about as much use 
to their respective departments as a tail 
would be to a toad, are overpaid by the 
amount of their salaries. So long as 
these persons continue to eat the bread 
of idleness at the country’s expense, we 
shall protest against any movement to 
increase the cost of their maintenance.

When the Mail's correspondent is able 
to inform the public that it is rumored in 
Ottawa that the Government are about 
to apply the pruning hook to the public 
service, and lop off all the excresences 
which have crept i*to and grown out 
upon that service, we shall be very happy 
to hear it ; and we shall then feel justi­
fied in urging that the men who are now 
really doing the work be adequately and 
generously remunerated.—Ottawa Free 
Press.

family. Nearly every house along the 
route was draped in mourning. The 
cerenqonies at the church were very im­
pressive.

How much can be accomplished by 
steady perseverance and unflagging in­
dustry 1 When M. Thiers came into 
office he had about twenty thousand Com­
munists in prison, and it might have 
been expected that they would last him 
for a long time.

The Journal of Geneva publishes a 
letter from two Cntboliq priests, who, 
invokipg the authority of the Bible, de­
clare that they will follow Father Hya­
cinthe’» example by getting married, and 
congratulating him on the reform in the 
Church which he has attempted.

Five Men Starved to Death,—News 
has come to Boston that the ship Golden 
Hind was driven on a reef near Cape 
Horn in June lost. The erew took to 
their boats, in charge of the captain and 
the two mates. The boat in charge of 
the second mate and six seamen has not 
been heard of since, and it is supposed 
was swamped. Soon after leaving the 
■hip, the Captain’s boat was capsized, and 
the compass and all their provisions and 
clothing were lost. They finally landed 
on a desolate island, about sixty miles 
from Sandy Point, where five of the crew 
died from starvation, and from which 
the remainder were rescued on the 10th 
of August by the schooner Eagle of the 
Falkland Islands. When taken off they 
were in a very weak state, hardly able to 
stand, but were safely landed on the 13th 
ot August at the point above named, and 
where there wants were attended to, and 
clothing, food, and medical attendance 
furnished.

The London Exhibition.

The attendance at the Western Fair on 
Thursday was very large. About 19,000 
Skels were sold. It is estimated 26,000 
peuple were present, and about 1,000 
jumped over the fences as the Governor 
General entered. A hailing and sprink­
ling rain prevailed daring the afternoon, 
and turned into steady showers as the * 
gates closed.

The Governer-Generat in London.
His Excellency, the Governor-General 

and the Countess of Dufferin left Toron­
to on Thursday morning for a brief visit' 
West. They wore accompanied by Col. 
and Lady Harriet Fletcher, Hon. A, Mac­
kenzie, Hon. A. McKellar,. &c. The 
party went by special train on the Great - 
Western Railway,., which stopped a few 
minutes at Hamilton, Paris and Wood- 
stock. At the latter place a large con­
course of people were gathered, and the 
station was handsomely decorated. Ad­
dresses were presented by the Town and 
County Councils.

The train amved at Lcudon at half­
past one. Here great preparations had 
been made for the reception of the Gov­
ernor-General and party,who were loudly 
cheered on their arrival. At the station 
the Mayor, read the address of the cor­
poration, and the Beard of Tradè also 
presented an address. Afterwàrds a pro­
cession was formed to convey the vice­
regal party to the fair grounds. The 
streets of thé city all bore signsof rejoic­
ing. No less than four, triumphal archts 
had to be passed before the ground was 
reached. During the procession the Loû- 
don Field Battery, under the command 
of Col. Shanly and Capt. Peters, fired a 
salute, and the bells of St.. Paul’s Cath­
edral rang out merrily. Inside the 
ground an enornmus crowd were waiting 
to welcome Her Majesty ’s Representative. 
As soon as the carriages entered the 
gates, hearty cheers rang from the mul­
titude, and it was with difficulty that any 
progress could be made through the con­
course. Their Excellencies were conduct­
ed to the Judge’s stand, in the centre of 
the ring, and the President of the West­
ern Fair Association, Mn W. Saunders, 
presented Lord Dufferin with an address.

After replying to the address the party 
again entered their carriages, and with 
great difficulty were driven round the 
ring, and then#* to the Horticultural 
Hall, which they walked through, admir­
ing greatly the beauty of the flowers and 
fruits which were displayed. They next 
drove to the carriage shed, where his Ex­
cellency inspected the magnificent ve­
hicles on exhibition with particular in­
terest. Retui ning to the ring they saw 
the prize horses trotted round, and thence 
proceeded to the Crystal Palace, which 
they entered and examined. On conclue 
ding their inspection they left the ground, 
and drove to the residence of the Hon. 
John Carling. Here, they remained a. 
short time and proceeded to Hellmuth 
College in pursuance of a promise made 
by His Excellency in one of his speeches. 
They were conducted ever’the establish­
ment, admired its situation, conversed. 
with the pupils and complimented the 
directors on the prosperous state of the 
institution and the admirable order which, 
they sawpreserved. Lady Dufferin,Lady 
Harriet Fletcher and Col. Fletcher then 
drove back to Tecumseh House, where a. 
suite of rooms for the vice-regal party 
had been secured by the city.

Lord Dufferin, accompanied by Mr 
Carling, visited the largest oil refinery in 
Canada, that of Messrs. Waterman 
Englehart & Co. They were met and 
conducted over the works by Mr. Water­
man. His Excellency evinced, a deep 
interest in the astonishing transforma­
tion which he beheld in the oil. On leav^ 
ing the refinery Hie Excellency, returned 
to the Tecumsèh to dinner.. In the even­
ing a torch light procession took place. 
The arches were illuminated* and several 
houses had Chinese lanterns displayed in 
front while others exhibited transparen­
cies. The weather, no doubt is account­
able for the fact that the illumination, 
was not so general as it might have been. 
At nine o'clock their Excellencies drove 
to the City Hall to hold a reception. A, 
very large number of ladies and gentle-, 
men were presented,, and after the re­
ception a ball took place, which was very, 
well attended.

Galt & Doon Railway.—On Thursday 
last, Mr. Hannaford, Chief Engineer of 
the Grand Trunk Railway, accompanied 
by his Assistant, Mr. Brotherhood, of 
Stratford, arrived in Galt, and accom­
panied by the Railway Committee, passed 
over the newly made road-bed between 
Galt and Doon. As far as we understand t 
Mr. H. expressed himself well-satisfied 
with the work ; but in reference to sup­
plying the ties, we regret to state that he 
could hold out but few hopes that the 
Company would be able to procure them 
this fall. It appears that the Grand 
Trunk for its own main line is short some 
immense number of ties, whisk at the 
present season of the year are very diffi­
cult to obtain, and that therefore the 
prospect for obtaining the number re­
quired for the line between Galt and 
Doon is very poor indeed. He, however, 
suggested to the Committee that if they 
could procure the ties the Grand Trunk 
would pay for them, and at once proceed 
to lay them down and iron the road. 
This, as we understand, is the position in 
which the matter rests at present : and it 
ia evident that unless the Committee 
by some means secure the ties the road 
will not be opened for travel until next 
spring at the earliest. This will be a de­
lay greatly to be deplored ; and we hope 
that by some means it may be averted,

The Chicago Board of Trade celebrated 
the anniversary of the great fire last year 
bv taking formal possession of the elegant 
new building, the Chamber of Commerce.
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Death of Mr. Wm. H. Seward.
The telegraph announces the 

death of this well-known American 
statesman, which took place at his 
residence, Auburn, N. Y., on Thurs- 
day afternoon. Deceased had only 
been ill for a few days, and his death 
was, consequently, somewhat unex­
pected. Mr. Seward was born in 
1801, and for many years took a v< 
prominent part in politics after the 
formation of the Republican party in 
the United States, and was an un- 

#compromising opponent of slavery, 
and the slave holders’ policy, which 
for years controlled the Government, 
and which was only broken up by 
the great civil war. Mr. Seward 
served for one term as Governor of 
his native State, New York, and as­
pired to be President, but was thwart­
ed in getting the nomination at the 
time Mr Lincoln first received it.

Mr. Seward, however, was ap­
pointed Secretary of State by Mr 
Lincoln, and occupied that respon­
sible position during the trying times 
of the civil war. Although some­
what arrogant in his pretensions, he 
generally acted with prudence and 
caution, and m the memorable Trent 
difficulty he had the good sense not 
to rush into a useless and unprovoked 
war with Britain.

After the election ot Grant, Mr. 
Seward retired into*private life, and 
occupied his time mainly in travelling. 
His career is closely identified with 
the history of the American Republic, 
especially during the most trying 
period of that history, and lie had a 
very narrow escape from assassination 
at the time Mr Lincoln was murdered. 
He will be remembered as an able 
and astute political!, and a true friend 
to his country.

The Elections in the States.
Judging from the State elections 

in Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana, Iowa 
and Nebraska, on Tuesday, Mr. Gree­
ley's chances of being elected Pre­
sident are very slim. These State 
elections generally indicate pretty 
correctly how the election for Pre- 
sid en twill go. The Liberal Repub­
licans—that"is the party who nomi­
nated and now support Greeley— 
were confident that they would carry 
Pennyslvania, Ohio and Indiana, but 
it* turns out that their calculations 
have been sadly astray . The Grant 
Republican majority in the former 
State Is over twenty thousand, and 
though in Indiana the Democratic 
candidate for Governor, who received 
the support of Greeley and his 
friends, was elected, yet the Grant 
men claim large majorities for the 
State officers nominated by them, 
and for their nominees to the Senate 
and Assembly.

It is strange that Pennsylvania 
should have gone against Greeley, 
seeing he is so intense a protectionist, 
and has fought so strenuously for 
years in the interest of the manu­
facturers and producers in that State. 
This may partly be accounted for by 
the vote in Philadelphia, which gave 
a yery large majority against him. 
The Tribune says there was most cor­
rupt work at the election there, and 
that hundreds of “ repeaters” went 
from New York purposely to carry 
on their nefarious work at the polls 
there. Be that as it may the election 
is now settled. The results there, 
in conjunction with the Liberal Re­
publican defeats in Ohio and Indiana, 
render it pretty conclusive that 
Greeley cannot be President, and 
that his opponentJGrantjwill be elect­
ed for a second term.

Mb. Froude, the distinguished his­
torian, will lecture next week in 
New York before the Y. M. C. Asso. 
dation. He has chosen for his sub­
ject in New York a theme to which 
he has devoted some of the most pic- 
turesque chapters of his “History of 
England.” The five lectures, of 
■which the first is to be given on the 
36th inst, treat of the Relations] be­
tween England and Ireland, the first 
considering the Norman Conquest of 
Ireland ; the second, Ireland under 
the Tudors and Stuarts ; the third,the 
Penal Laws and tlieir consequences| 
the fourth, Grattan and the Volun­
teers ; and the fifth, the Rebellion of 
?9S, the Union, and the Ireland of to­
day.

Communications to the Italian 
papers from Rome state that an emis­
sary from Cardinal Anton ©lli, acting 
under the Pope’s orders, laid before 
the Emperors of Germany, Russia 
and Austria a series of resolutions by 
the Roman Curia relating to the pre­
sent position of the Papacy, and par­
ticularly a decision that on the death 
of the present Pope the conclave for 
the election of a successor should not 
be held in Italy. It is desired to 
know what the three Emperors think 
of the matters referred to them, and 
whether they are willing to lend their 
infiuènee to secure freedom of pro­
ceeding to the above-named conclave. 
No answer has, it is said, been receiv­
ed from them as yet.

Montreal College.—At the opening 
of the Canada Presbyterian Church Col­
lege in Montreal, Dr. MoVioar said that 
the total assets of the College at this 
date amount to $70,868. This sum is 
distributed among the various funds as 
follows:—Scholarship Endowment Fund, 
$929 ; Library and Fixtures, $9,000 ; En­
dowment Fund, $23,620 ; subscription 
for an additional Professor’s Salary, ex­
tending over a period of five years, |10,- 
000 ; subscription for the erection of Col­
lege Buildings, one-third, payable on de­
mand, and the balance in March, 1874, 
$26,276. The contract for the erection 
of the buildings has been given out, and 
the work will advance as far as possible 
this fall, and be completed next summer 
so as to be ready for occupation next ses­
sion. This will greatly add to the power 
and efficiency of the College. Dr. Mc- 
Vicar in concluding his address said he 
might allude to a personal matter :—It 
was known that he had been asked to ac­
cept another position than that which he 
now holds. On purely public grounds he 
had resolved to continue .his present 
work. Had he consulted his personal in­
terests he would have yielded to the pro­
posal made to him. His principle was to 
occupy the position in which he could 
best serve God and the Church, and on 
this principle he remained in the mean­
time at his present post. The announce­
ment was received with manifestations 
of satisfaction by the meeting.

Wesleyan Missionary Report.—This 
Committee met atBroekvilleon Tuesday, 
the Rev. Dr. Punshon presiding. Among 
other business the inauguration of a 
Foreign Mission to Japan was recom­
mended by the Committee. The Rev.

Western Fair.—It gives us much plea­
sure to record the success of our enter- 
prizing townsman Mr James Massie at 
the London Exhibition, where his exhibit 
of biscuits, dec., received the very highest 
commendation it the hands of the Judges. 
One of the leading grocers in London has 
bought the exhibited biscuits, and large 
orders are un hand and in expectation 
from others in the trade, who gladly wel­
come and appreciate Mr Massie’s success­
ful enterprise ; as, hitherto, they have been 
obliged to depend on Montreal for the 
supply of certain particular kinds of bis­
cuits, but which they can now obtain 
equally as good, cheaper and on shorter 
notice in the prosperous Town of Guelph.

An immense building for the accomo­
dation of lunatics in South Yorkshire 
has just reached completion, and was 
formally opened on Saturday the 7th ult. 
It is erected in what is known as Wadsley 
park, three miles from Sheffield, and the 
cost about. £120,000. It is capable of 
accommodating 750 patients. New wings 
are to be added, should such an enlarge­
ment be required. The building is sur­
rounded-by about 136 acres of land, which 
will be devoted to farm and garden pur­
poses.

Capt. Joseph Wilson, H. M. Collector 
of Customs at Sault Ste. Marie, returned 
last week from Hudson’s Bay, where he 
has been establishing a new custom house 
at Moose Factory. This shows a disposi­
tion on the part of the Government to 
grant every facility to the increasing 
trade of that extensive territory. Capt. 
Wilson accomplished thè whole trip in a 
canoe which was carried over the various 
portages.

The British Postmaster-General has 
forbid-thè registration for transmission 
abroad of a newspaper published in Lon­
don called Bradlaugh’it Journal, and 
which, if it be a true reflex of the indi­
vidual whose name. it bears, must be a 
vehicle for atheism and every kind of po-. 
litioal heterodoxy. Its proprietor protests 
against the act as a violation of the 
liberty of the press, ignoring, as is too 
much the fashion nowadays, the maxim 
that liberty is not license.

The Scotsman is informed that signs 
are not wanting of a turn in the prosj 
ity of the malleable iron trade. Orders 
have been coming in slowly this month , 
which, combined with the high prices of 
coal and pig iron, has led two large Lan­
arkshire firms to give their workmen the 
usual fortnight’s “notice.”

There is a great lack of first-class work­
men in Paris, and that work was, in con­
sequence, going to London. A gentleman 
recently from London says that employ­
ers of first-class skill were seriously com­
plaining that, through lack of handsl 
work was passing them and going to 
Paris. This same, dearth of able work­
men seems to be found more or less 
everywhere.
