Our little settlement is once more clothed in
the bright colors of nature, and is as pretty a
place as any one could wish for. The green
fields, spotted with buttercups and clover,
bhave a lovely appearance, while in some

in great profusion.
THE BAY,

with its green banks, gently sloping to the
woods, fringed with sweet briar and young
maple, forms perhaps as beautiful a land-
scape as the eys ever rested on.

THE CROPS

are all doing well; some of the more for~
ward of the settlers having already dug new
pctatoes, whila the grain in every instance
looks exceedingly well and promises a good
yield.

FARMING.

There is about six times as much land
under cultivation this year as last ; the total
amount under crop at present being, as near
as [ can ecalculate, about 130 acres. The
number of settlers has lately been increased
by the addition of three fresh arrivals, and we
have the prospect of their families before the
fall. Some of the settlers are now busy
erecting barns for the coming harvest, while
others are breaking up fresh land for next
year.

SURVEYS.

Mr. Ralph is now surveying the secttle-
ment. . Some of the settlers bave found out
that they had taken up too much land, and
have been building, etc., ‘on land that does
not belong to them. This has arisen in some
instances in a8 mistake as to which way the
lines were to run. All will, however, I ex~
pect, be arranged so as none will lese the imn-
provemer:ts they have put on.

| tally, as implied by the Express, but a state-
ment of the affair was sent down by Marrioer
through Mr. Garrett, to the Snperintendent
of Police, leaving to him to act in the matter
as he might deem best.

3. “The house in question is built on the
Indian Reserve.” I deny this ia fofo.

4. “Macriner has also been cultivating some
of the best of the Indian’s land.” Respecting
this, I ean only say that there is as little
truth in it as in the previous statement.

COWICHAN AND ITS INDIANS.

To tHeE Eprror or THE BriTise CoronisT,
—A recent visit to Cowichao has enabled we
to make many observatious, and collect a
number of facts bearing on the conditien,
numerical strength, and disposition, of the
aboriginals in that district. I-{erward a por-
tion of tliese to you for publication, believing
that, at the present time, they will be found
both interesting and useful. “The distance,
position, and extent: of Cowiqiiyn,. may-be
readily “discovered by a slight glance at the
map. With a fair wind, aboa: four hours’

pleasant sail along the coast, in one of the.

little cloops that ply between here and that
place, will bring the voyager abreast of Cow-
ichan point, a piece of land projeeting from
the island, close to “8alt Spring”” Running
from this point, in a westerly direction, for
about three miles—varying in width from one
to two miles—bounded by hill and mountain,
from 100 to 1,000 feet in height, the eye is
pleased to discover the extensive shect of
water known as Cowichan bay. In season it
abounds with fish—is covered with wild fowl;
and if man could live on fish, fowl, clams,
and the beautiful, the far niente class of bipeds
might find here a splendid and luxurious
home. About half way along this bay, and
on its south side, the rude habitations of [n-
dians first appear—these are the dwellings of
the Kepaulis, and Klem klem-alat tribes—
their habits and macners are similar to all
the other tribes, and in describing ove, I de-
scribe all-—giving their numbers in the table
below. They do not believe in the dignity of
labor; live chiefly on fish and potatoes; have
an abhorrence of the virtues of Windsor soap;
no very delicate notions of mewm et tuum ;
and possess the horse~leech propensity in a
strong degree. Starting from this place,
across the bay in a north-westerly direction,
vou find the Comiaken tribe—their chief ha-
bitations are on the north side of the bay, and
along the mouth of the Quamichan river.—
Close by, and situated on a hill that over-
looks the whole of the bay, stands the Catho-
lic Church and the priest’s house—of these I
shall have to speak presentlys On aseending
the river for about three miles, you arrive at
the Quamichan camp, where reside, if report
speaks true, a tribe of Indians that by no
means improve by comparison with other In-
dians around them. There is oli:crvable in
their conduct a little rude independence,
which, after enquiry, I found attributable to
their beliefthat the white man had not kept
his promises—had not dealt {airly and hon-
estly with them. They caonot understand
that their land should be taken from them;
that promises made should nof be fulfilled ;
of their very means

Tail, & 70 miles’ wa p A
Somenos tribe, and truly it is & pleasant and
beautifal spot that these Indians occupy.

I now give the numbers of these Cowichan
tribes, but the reader must bear in mind that
at least two-thirds are from home on fishing,
and other expeditions, and will not return
before September. The table below shows
their numbers when all at bome :

In obtaining the above figures, I had many
prejudices and other difficalties to encounter.
In the outset I was told that the experiment
had been tried before, both by entreaty and
furce, and had failed. Nothing daunted, [
applied myself to the work, and so far as hu-
man endeavor and ingenuity could avail me,
[ determined that nothing should stand be-
tween me and success. I established an ef-
fectual check against mistake and imposition,
and can vouch for the accuracy of the num=
bers here given. On mentioning to a gentle-
man who had resided long in this district, the
result of this portion of my labors, he told me
that they had been accustomed to consider
that the Indians could muster 1,000 fighting
men in the Cowichan district. .

The paucity of children, especially in the
Samenos tribe, i3 owing to the prevalence of
dysentry which carried off nonmoers during
the last winter.

Now, what has been done for these Indians?
How are they ruled ? What conduct is to be
expected from them? What is the general
feeling towards white men?! [ ask these
questions not as one having any sentimental
sympathy with Indian character. It is
worse than useless to talk cf abstract rights.
The history of civilization tells us that where-~
ever the foot of the white man is planted
with a purpose that it never recedes. Happily,
the policy of the British Government is one of
kindness and forbearance, but resolute firm-
ness, towards inferior races and tribes. With
a noble Christian sympathy the public sends
out Ministers to preach to them a Gospel of
love and mercy—leaving to others who are
not of that high and holy calling te advocate
a doctrine of revenge, of extermination, and
a “ hanging on the spot.”

Well, these Indians must be cared for,
must be ruled. THey have rights ; violations
of the law must be treated with a punishment

-be:j8s

commeusurate with the offence. But the fact
18, this Colonial Government has no lndian
policy. I cuntend that on the lowest ground
alone, viz., that of expense, the colony cannot
afford to ignore its Indian population. In
one way or another they will compel you to
pay attention to them. Hitherto what has
been done for them has been a mistake.
Look, for instanee, at the reserve running from
Cowichan Bay on each side of the Quamichan
‘and Kokesailah rivers to a distance of four
miles, comprising 3,250 acres of rich, deep
alluvial soil. The Iudians have a few potato
patches—not 100 acres of this reserve under
caltivation. Of what use is this vast tract to
them? I do not desire to see it taken from
them—promises of ‘payment made aond never
fulfilled. Here is good grazing land—some of
the best in the colony—pBut no__one allowed
to pre-empt. “ It isiteserve’ says the
polite official. Yes, at present it is a uscless
reserve—out of all proportion to the number
of Indians, and T have ro doubt that word
“ reserve ” includes many thousands of acres
of land in Vancouver Island that would be
of infinite benefit to the eolony.

Touching 1he efforts that are being made-ta
christianise those: peopie; I bs

learn that any service for In

nor that any strong efforts were made to im~
vrove their minds in any respect. Injustice,
something should be said for the Catbolic. I
do not believe in the possibility of the spread
of Catholicism amongst enlightened com-
munities, and I have no desire to say any-
thing in favor of it as a religion, butgit ill
becomes me er anybody else to deny the good
they are doing amongst the Indians. In the
mission house before mentioned resides the
priest, Mr. Rondo, a good-natured, amiable,
and hard~working man. [ was fortunate to
be down at Cowichan on the arrival of Bishop
Demers, and I determined to sece an Indian
congregation at worship on the following
Sunday. At an early hour that day [ ob-
served numbers obeying the summons of the
church bell, and from the more than ordinary
confidence in their step, the unusual expec:
tant twinkle in the eye, and from what I
knew of the Indian character, they seemed to
me to suppose that they were going to church
the same as a soldier goes on parade duty, for
which they expected pay and arrears in the
next world. I was late in entering the edi-
fice, and found seventy Clcotchmen on the
right, with nearly the same number of
Siwashes on the left—not sitting, not stand-
ing, but each one bent up into three equal
lengths, resting on the hard floor in the real
Siwash fashion. Their behavior was quiet
—1I capnot say attentive, for that would im-
ply some knowledge of the Englishand Latin
languages. If there was any mental manifess
tation, I should say it was a profound rever-
ence for what thiey did not understand. Ad-
dresses in Chinook were delivered by the
Bishop, in one of which, outside the church,
he gave them sound and good alvice. It
speaks s great deal for the Bishop—he hav-
ing been 23 years amongst themm—when you
find these Indians placing implicit confidence
in his word.

I must not omit to mention that he is build-
ing a large school, capable of training and
educating one hundred Indian children. This
is o be conducted by three Sisters of Charity..
The building will cost upwards of $1,000,
and the Bishop thinks that in time tbis es~
tablishment will be sell-supporting. Indians
eannot “understand the d'iﬂer nce bet

of ‘armed men. _

As for the danger to the settler, except the
Indians are under the influence of whisky
(which in their sober moments they speak of
with abhorrence), I would as soon reside at
Cowichan as at Victoria, althcugh you can=
not escape from the feeling, notwithstanding
all their eivility and smiles, that there is a
large substratum of treachery. What abuses
they have to complain of (and they have
some) let them be reetified. Pupish them
swifily for any misdeeds. Let them see that
an honest and strong hand holds the sword
of punishment, and the blow will seldom
have to be delivered. For the safety of set-
tlers, for the advancement f the interests of
this colony, a thorough investigation should
take place of Indian grievances, and a care-
ful inquiry be made of the utility of so-ealled
Indian reserves.

I did intend to say something of the white
population, of the Cowichan coal mine and
other things, but I have uow only to apologise
for occupying so much space.

GeN. LEg AT TaBLE.—A Richmond cor-
respondent of the Mobile Register, ina recent
letter, tells the fullowing anecdote of the
Bayard of the South:—

In Gen. Lee’s tent meat is eaten but twice
a week, the General not allowing it oftener,
because he beliecves indulgence in meat to be
criminal, in the present straitened condition of
the country. His ordinary dinner consists of
a head of cabbage boiled in salt water, and a
pone of corn bread. In this connection, a
comic story i3 told. Having invited a number
of gentlemen to dine with him, Gen. Lee, in
a fit of extravagance, ordered a sumptuous
repast ot cabbage and middling. The dinner
wag served, and behold, a great pile of cab-
bage, aud a bit of middling about fourinches
long and two inches across. 'The guests,
with commendable politeness, unanimously
declined middling, and it remained in the
dish untouched. Next day, Gen. Lee, re-
membering the delicate bit which bad been
so providentially preserved, ordered his ser~
vant to briag that “middling.” The man
hesitated, scratched his head, and finally
owned up. “De fac is, massa Robert, dat ere
‘middlin’ was horrid ‘middlin;’ we all did’n
hab narspec, and I done paid it back to the
man whar [ got it {rom.” Gen. Lee heaved
a sigh of deep disappointment, and pitched
into his cabbage.

Emigration to the Federal States.

In the Federal House of Representatives
on Thursday fast the bill previously reported
by Mr. Washburue, of Iilinois, from the
Select Committee, to encourage immigration,
was passed. [t provides for the appointment
of a Commissioner of Immigration, who shall
not be a Bureaun efficer, but shall be subject

| to the Secretary of State.

The second section provides that contracts
may be made for the passage of emigrants
upon the pledge of their wages for repayment,
which shall be a lien on any stand they may
acquire after arrival in the country. The
third section provides that the Secretary of
the Treasury may reduce the tonnage duties
on American vessels bringing emigrants.
The fourtb section deelares that no emigrant
availing himself of the provisions ot this act
shall be liable to military duty, during the
present war. The fifth section provides for
the establishment of an office of emigration,
in New York City, to be filled by a Super-
intendent who may make coptracts for the: !
inland tramsportation of emigrants; to be paid: .
for by them, and shall protect.them. agai

Fasr Drirring Towarp War.—The news
from Europe by the Persia is of deep signifi-
cance. Following close in the track of the
Austro-Prussian squadron, which was making
its way toward the Baltic, a British frigate,
under command of Sir L. MeClintock, had
set sail, it is said, as the first cf a British
fleet which will opposc the entrance of the
German men-of-war into the Sound. The
Eaglish press, almost without exception, is
agreed that comsideration, not only for the: -
honor, but for the material interests of Eug-
land, now require that her naval power shali
be exzrted to bar the entrance of the Baltic
to the Austrian force, and to prevent any ads
ditional pressure being brought to bear upon
Denmark. The step thus tardily taken, or
about to be taken (as is allezed) by the Brit-
ish Government, has almost the effect of a
declaration -of war; it is an act of direct
hostility tawards.one of the belligerents, and
in that charaeter it will be hailed with de-
light by the whole nation;.with but one ex-
ception—that'exception the most importani
that could be named. The Queen no. longer
takes sides secretly with the German des—
poilers. The most inveterate and astate of
the prime movers in the invasion of Denmark,
the Baron Beust, is specially singled out for
the hospitalities of the Court at Oshorne ;
while the second =on of the Queen is ordered
to Berlin to Le the recipient of the hospitali=
ties of the Prussian sovercign, and to accept
the gnestionable honor of decorations at hig
hand. This defiunce by the Queen of the
public opinion of the nation has called forth
protests such as have not been heard since
the commencement of the present reigm, .
and which will assuredly bhasten a erisis- in .
the relations of the people of England and
of the empire toward the reigning sovereign.
Anocther crisis also appears to be fast ap—~
proaching.— New York Times, 19¢h.

_There is not much novelty in the sbape of
news. Everyihing onthe Creek has assumed
the almost stereotyped form of the mining
camp.  Every now and then a bnsy whisper
tells'a story of some new ‘secret discovery.—
‘The secret, however, in some respects, re-
sembles the great secret which O’Connell
whispered to an audience of five thousand--it_
is well kept because its possessors are num-
erous enough, and therefore strong enough to
keep it. Occasionally, however, * a rich
strike” in some claim which' has hitherto
made patience an absolate virjue, and pov-
erty'the owner’s -only crime, T
little hive, a buzz which gradaally subsides
and dies'away.  The miners are doing’ well,
and I have little doubt that before the season
closes, a large amount of gold will find its
way into their purses. Upon Williams Creek
the work is now general.

Tar Cornisu Co. are doing very well. A
large quantity of earth has been sluiced down,
and their hydraulic apparatus works to great
advantage. They have got up more hose,
which will stand a stronger pressure than the
present one, and the “Great Expectations” of
this claim may, in their story and results,
provea rival to the offspriug of Mr, Dickens’
genius, and “Pip” here too, may be well re-
warded. ' Mr, Kingston, of Victoria, has re«
cently purchased ioto it.

EXPLORING - EXPEDITION.
Good Diggings Found ¢

The Exploration Committee received, yos<
terday, a letter from Dr, Brown, the leader
of -the Exploring Expedition, dated frem
Great Cowichan Lake, June 23rd. The lestar
is written in 3 most encouraging strain, sed
gives a very favorable account of the resslis
of the expedition so. far as they have peas-
trated. They proceeded up Cowishan river
1o the lake, prospecting for gold in vaness
parts of the river, and finding’ everywhess
from 1{ 10 2 cents to the pan. In ewe
place they found diggings that will pay
85 per day, and Dr. Brown adds
that he bas every reason to beliews
that they are extensive, and even richer
than the figure stated ! He, however, pes«

dently abstains from stating a higher figass,
being dewirous of keeping strictly withia the
limits of trath. He writes, hbowever, that he
will make the most thorough examination «f
the di gings, and transmit s complete «nll
accurate teport at the earliest "possible me-
ment. The party also found plentifal indica-
tiogs of ‘other minerals—copper, ironstome,
coal, &e. Specimens of the gold and-ether
minerals were sent down, and will be ex-
hibited at the meeting of the committee em
Friduy.

Every individual is said to have a skeleton

gome peculiar night-mare ot evil spirit.
France bas been more or less snbject to the
porrible influettce of the red republican aud
the Bourbon, England is in ocpasional dread
of the “ great unwashed ”’ spectre appearing
in her political arena, the United States has
peen terrified into rebellion by the per~
petual pranks of the «irrepressible negro,”
and- Vancouver . [sland, not to be behind-
paod, has also its membaer of the political
chamber of borrors—the Civil List. There
used to be, in oldea times, certain periods of
the year when supernatural sprites were wont
to visit the haunts of man, and there are
gtill superstitious observances in some parts

" of the world to appease the wrath of the

demon, or conciliate the less terrible of the
snearthly visitors. The Vancouver Island
ghost has its stated visits, which are not so
much guided by periods of time as by the
cycle of occurrences. When the estimates
eome round, the Civil List stalks into our
Jegislative chamber and demands its dues.
The members, eager to get rid of its horri-
fying presence, promise to pay it wheo the
Crown Lands are made over to the eolony, and
{he spirit departs. Whether there is just now
some astronomical conjanction, that puts the
«imes out of joint,” we ‘capnot say;
but certes the appearance of his ghostship
twice in the sume session, is something not
only out of all predecent, but actually unfair
and unbeecoming. It had virtually the same
satisfaction from the House of Assembly the
present year that it bad in former years; but
when it now traverses the mighty deep, and
glides into the presence of Her Majesty's
Secretary for the colonies, it receives but a
portion of its yearly sustenance, and is
told, in & cavalier manner, to go back
to the’ Vancouver Island Assembly for the
remainder. Hence the untimely visit
of this dismal spectre. The unfortunate
Speaker, like Luther of old with another
spirit, wrestled stoutly with the thing yester:
day, and concluded, by his “ recommending”
resolution, that he had at length got'rid of it
for the session ; the members commenced to
feel relieved, and were indulging in the
dream of a respite from Parliamentary la~
bors; their legislative brows had begun to
relax ; May's Parliamentary, Pragtice, Black-
stone’s Commentaries; -and Chitty  .on Con-
tracts; were carried away under?arms weéa~
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stultify its former action, ‘and implicate the
eolony in a vole on the Civil List, when the
other part of the bargain—possession of the
Crown lands—is still in the hands of Her
Majesty’s Governmeént. ~ We are net by any
means jastifying the House in 1their refusal’
of those lands even on the grounds of an ina
creased Civil List; bul we cannot see, under
the circumstances, how it is possible: the
House should be obliged to pay a portion of
that Civil List towards which they have
never paid a farthing -before, without any
equivalent whatever.
sires that refrenchment should be made in
this part of the Government service, by dis-
pensing with a few of the officers, he is tak-
ing the proper course.‘to effect that object,
and make the Crown lands a bargain that
should not be despised. One or two of the
offices, we believe, .might advantageously be
given up. If, on the other hand, it is, as we
presume, a mistake of the Colonial ‘office, we
feel conyvinced it will be immediately recti-
fied, by His Excellency placiog the matter
before Mr. Cardwell. . The officials will only
bave to “ wait a little longer” for their
lnlarin—-lhit is all.

Epiror Britiss Coronist,—For dullness,
Williams Creek now would beat Victoria.—

“The bed rock drain not being fimished, causes

great dissatistaction, and more than a third of
the men on the Creek are unemployed. Long
faces, and woe-begone, melancholy objects
hanging about the saloons and hounses, are to
be seen from morning till night; every one

“ho‘piug that a month more will change their

luck: Still. several elaims are paying well.
' “The Aurora-Co. took out 300 oz. this morn-
ing. Wake up Jake, Steela’s, and-the Erics-
gon are takiog out good pay. Hart and Co,,
in. Marysville, pretty well. The Butcher
¢laim, on Lightning Creek, at Van Winkle,
took out one piece wcighing $511, which is

‘now’on view’at Van Doran’s, in Barkerville.

Of course, the **Butchers” are in high glee.—
The Discovery, Capt. Evans, is doing well.

On the 17th instant, G. Daniels, a_Coruaish-
man, aj work in the Prairie Flower, met with
‘iis death by the accidental falling of a pump
whicll was beiog lowered down the shaft; Lis
death _was . instantaneons. What made it
the ‘mare shocking was that every precaution
against accident had been taken, bat the Irost
prevented the ropes from “biting.”

[THE NORTH END OF VANCOUVER
ISLAND.

Its Geography—Climate—Timber—Mine-
rals—Natives, etc.

From a geotleman who has just retarned
from a lengthened residence on the northern
end of this island, we ‘obtain the following
interesting: description of th® country lying
round Koskeemo Sound:—

Koskeemo Sound issitnated on the west
coast of the island, about 16 miles-south of
Cape Scott, the nporthern'extremity. It is
divided into three main arms, one running
due east; one to the sonth~east, and one com~
mencing about 20 miles up the Scund, and
running west-nor=west. These arms are 10,
16, and 25 miles long respeectively, siarting
from the head of the main Sound. Numbers
of rivers empty into them, but are . mostly
shallow, and bloeked with fallen timbzr. At
the entrance of the Sonund, on the north side,
is Quatseeno Bay: ahout one and a-half miles
in extent, from which a narrow arm ruos back
cight miles, widening at the extremity into
another smaller bay. At the head of the east
arm, abont 30 miles from the coast, a trail
runs across to Fort Rupert, a distance of 12
miles. There is also a trail from the head of
the south-east arm; to Ki-u-kut, on the coast,
about half way between Cape Scott and
Nootka Sound. ;

FACE OF THE COUNTRY.

The country from Cape Scott, extending
down below Koskeemo Sound, is extremely
mountainous and rugged, many of the hills
being at such an altitude as 1o be covered
with snow throughout the year. The moun-
tains are deasely covered with heavy timber,
chiefly hemlock, to the tops, exceptin the
cases of the loftiest peaks, which are cov-
ered with snow. Narrow  valleys are found
along the banks of -the large rivers, but very
beavily wooded. The only level land to be
fozrd in the vicinity, is between the head of
the east arm and Fort Rupert, through which
the trail crosses. From Koskeemo, half way
across, the land rolls gently; the remaining
half i3 cedar swamps, and beaver meadows.

TIMBER,

The principal timber to be found in this
portion of the island, is hemlock, ‘which is
found in large quantities. The wood is com-
paratively useless for any other purpose than
firewood. 'Farther inland, among the moun-
tains, there are large clear cedar trees, aver-
aging between four und six feet in diamater,
and some reaching eight feet.” There are also
cypress, inland, round the lakes. White and
red pineare to be found all round the Sonnd,
interspersed through the hemlock. Some of
the pines reach a great size. Clumps of alder
and small maple are likewise to be found, but
of little value, except for firing. The natives
manufacture their wooden eating bowlsout of
the latter.

GEORGE ROBERTS' DEATH.

WirLiaMs CREEK. Cuunoo; }
18th June, 1864.

Eprror Britisa Cononist: Sir,—Io your

contemporary’s issue of the 3lst May, the,

enclosed slip directed my attention to some
facts in Telation to it:—

« Tgg Fare oF RoBERTs.—At San Juap
Island the impression prevails ‘that Roberts
was murdered by bis two companions, who
then upset the boat, and sent her adrift, after
which they were taken across to the other side
inan Indian canve. This impression arises
from the mysterions manner of the Indians in
the vicinity, who seem indisposed to talk over
the matter, when questioned by the whites.”

I was the owner of the boat he sailed from
Victoria in,up.to the day before his departare
froms that place for San Juan Island; and as
I was thoroughly acquainted with the char-
acter and abilities of the boat, having tested
her in a voyage to and from the Bentinck
Arm, and having crossed wnd re-crossed the
Gulf of Georgia, and: the: Queen. Charlolte
Sound, in very beavy weather, I have to ac-
cord my testimony in favor of the impression
"expressed ‘in the enclosed paragraph, that
foul play bas bad something to do in that sad
affair.

[ have therefore, first. to state, that the
character of the ‘mate who had commaund of
the boat for Roberts, was far from being a
good one. -

Secondly, Had the boat been capsized, her
mast would have been found standing in her,
when picked up—which was not the case —
This I know, from the fact that it was so tight
ly fitted in the -step, on which it rested, and
through the thwart, through which it passed,
that without manual aid it could not be re-
moved. - Aod lastly, the depgh of her false
keel gave her such a hold in The water, that

Qur informant who is an old miner, has
washed on most of the streams and bars for
gold, but pever got a “color.”

THE NATIVES,

The Indians residing on the Sound are a
peaceable timid race. They bave been much
ill.used by the Ki-a-kats and Fort Rupert
tribes, who have from time pounced upon
them and thinued their numbers. - There are
now only two tribes on the Sound—the Kos-
keenos and Quat-seenos, the former number-
ing about 300 in all, and the latter only 40.
There was formerly another tribe named the
Coup ‘eenos, - numbering 60 to 70, of whom
but two adults, a man aod a woman, remain.
The whole tribe was butchered a few years
ago by the Fort Ruperts and the Naas—pats
Iodians. The Kos-keeunos and Quat-seenos
live very guietly, and seldom have an oppor«
-tunity of getting intoxicated. They never
strike one another, but'if enraged they talk
loudly, and one of the party puts an end to
the dispute by jumping in‘o a canoe and pad-
dling to another camp and representing that
he is in a violent state of indignation. Their
diet is fish and roots; during sGimmer they
procure venison and bears meat. They trap
a few beaver and martia, but as a rule get
very few furs and skins, as they are afraid to
venture far from home.

MODE OF FISHING.

During the month of Aypril, when herrings
are spawning, immense ‘numbers ara se«
cured with a sort of rake, consisting of a
long rod with from 36 to 40 spikes or wires
driven into the end, about un inch.apart. ' An
{odian takes his station at the stern of the
canoe and works the rake straight down, rais-
ing it again at the bow, and shaking the fish
into the canoe. They also precure the spawn
itself by sinking hemlock branches in the
water, and so soon as they are sofficiently
covered with the spawn they are taken up
aod dried. The spawn is then rubbed off,
and after the leaves have been taken out, 1t
is washed in fresh water and eaten,
