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We have read with a considerable 
amount of regret and disappointment the 
order in council of the 20th April last, 
embodying regulations for the disposal of 
Dominion lands within the railway belt in 
the province of British Columbia. When 
the Settlement Act was passed it was ex­
pressly provided that bona fide settlers who 
bad made substantial improvements on 
any of the lands within the railway belt 
should get their lands at such prices as 
should be charged to settlers generally. 
It was, however, arranged with Sir Alex­
ander Campbell, and subsequently con­
firmed by the privy council, that the price 
at which lands should be sold to actual 
settlers should be one dollar per acre. 
This was a solemn agreement made with 
the provincial government in writing. It 
was announced by Sir Ohas. Tapper in 
the commons and by Sir Alexander Camp­
bell in the senate, and can be read in 
Bernard, that the price to settlers would

Lastly, it is found on enquiry 
that, in spite of his assertion, he ex­
perienced no difficulty in procuring regis­
tration papers, about 400 having been 
issued to him alone. Taken all in all, the 
speech of Mr. Fell did not differ ma­
terially from most of his oratorical efforts, 
which usually abound in absurd incon­
sistencies, unfounded charges and rude 
language.

Now, when 
we read the laboriously worked-out order 
in council, it is painfully manifest to us 
that the promises made have been for­
gotten, that the interests of an import­
ant class of the community who have 
been attracted to the province and in­
duced to settle and make extensive im­
provements upon railway lands on the 
faith of the Dominion government’s 
pledges, have been overlooked or wantonly 
sacrificed. 01suses 13 to 24, headed 
“homestead rights,” appear to have been 
intended to apply to the settlers already 
located upon railway lands, and we note 
that “government price,” and “such 
price as may be fixed by the governor in 
council,” are substituted for the $1 per 
acre of the agreement. Sub-section 3 of 
Clause 13 provides that homestead entry 
shall only apply to surveyed agricultural 
land. Now, as the greater portion of the 
land settled upon is unsurveyed, under 
the clause just quoted a settler in uusur- 
veyed districts would be ruled out. Sec­
tion 14, however, would seem to meet the 
requirements of the case by providing 
that whenever the survey of any town­
ship has been made, the bona fide settler 
who shall have made improvements before 
the survey shall have a prior right to ob­
tain homestead entry to the land settled 
upon for the space of three months. This 
again is followed by Clause 15, which, 
after providing for a person locating upon 
unsurveyed land, winds up by saying that 
such location shall give to no person any 
rights whatevei against the Crown. Thii 
appears to us to be not only unjust to the 
settlers on its merits but in contravention 
of the agreement embodied in the Settle­
ment Act. It is certainly a cool proposi­
tion, to say the least, to tell a man that 
he shall have permission to stake off and 
occupy and improve to any extent a piece 
of land, but that after having done so he 
shall be deemed to have no rights what­
ever to the land so occupied and im­
proved. Clause 24 and sub sections, re­
ferring as they do exclusively to Manitoba 
and the Northwest territories, are with­
out meaning, and are absurdly out of 
place. Clause 27 interpreted literally 
would stir up a hornet’s nest about 
the ears of the minister of the interior 
if he attempted to enforce its pro­
visions among the crown grantees ofm?sm
to be the earner of all minerals other than 
gold and silver which might be on, in or 
under the land conveyed to him by crown 
grant! Clause 27, however, coolly says 
that all such, whose lands are within the 
limits of the forty mile belt, shall have 
no right to any minerals whether base or 
otherwise, for none have been expressly 
conveyed. Clauses 28 to 38, referring to 
water privileges, are taken from the pro­
vincial land act without change save such 
as are necessary to put Dominion officers 
in place of provincial. Clauses 39 to 65 are 
mostly taken from the provincial timber 
act; but the changes which have been 
made both as to the regulations and the 
scale of fees are so onerous that they will 
work a complete wreck of the industry in 
the province within the limits of the ril- 
way belt. In the provincial act the price 
of a license is $10 per an bum. The Domin­
ion regulations fix the price for the same 
at $60 per annum. For every tree cut by 
the licensee the provincial act requires 
the payment of 15 cents; the Dominion 
government requires 30 cents for each 
tree, The provincial government charges 
20 cents per thousand feet board measure 
of lumber cut. The Dominion govern­
ment charge 75 cents per thousand. This 
amount, too, has to be paid before the 
logs leave the ground where they are cut, 
an officer requiring to be present at every 
camp to scale and collect. If a boom of 
logs should be caught in a gale of wind en 
rente to the mill, after having been scaled 
and paid for at the high figure provided, 
that would be the misfortune of the lum­
ber man; the Dominion revenue receipts 
would not be affected thereby. When it 
is remembered that the provincial govern­
ment and legislature, anxious as they are 
to make as much revenue out of the tim­
ber wealth of the country, and conversant 
as they are with the local timber trade, 
hare been unable to attempt to collect fees 
under the local act of more than about a 
third or a fourth of what is proposed un­
der the Dominion regulations, it may be 
safely inferred that it was felt that to do 
Be would be to paralyze she lumber trade 
of the country. It that be the case, and 
we believe it to be literally so, then to tre­
ble or quadruple the provincial rates as 
the Dominion government does, must 
mean that the trade in future is to have 
no existence on the Dominion lands of 
the province. This is a most serious out- 
ook; one which should require the gov­
ernment and people of this country to en­
ter a united protest What are our mem­
bers at Ottawa doing that they are not 
making the walls of parliament ring withr 
their remonstrances against the unjust, 
the crippling, crushing regulations, which 
the federal government are putting in op­
eration in regard to the British Columbia 
lands generally, which have passed into 
their hands, but particularly in regard to 
the timber lands ? Where is Mr. Homer 
whose constituents are more particularly 
affected by this question at this crisis ? 
Let him insist upon the lands within the 
belt being sold according to agreement to 
actual settlers at $1 per acre so that the 
hundreds of families of immigrants who 
have been induced by fair promises to set­
tle and make extensive improvements on 
these lands shall be allowed in every in­
stance to reap the fruit of their labor, and 
secure their homesteads on the same terms 
and conditions as settlers in other portions 
of the province can obtain it under provin­
cial law.

The province con­
tends that this prohibition is ultiavires 
the Dominion parliament on the ground 
that the province is exclusively entitled 
to pass laws upon^ the subject, and is, 
moreover, entitled to dérive a’ revenue

To the Editor :—It seems to me that 
the action of the local government asked 
for in an article in The Colonist is “an 
anomalous proceeding.” I am unable to 
discuss the question on its legal 
not being a lawyer, but in the 
common sense it looks strange that a 
magistrate should be removed from office 
because he has simply carried out a law. 
The Public Works Act of Canada pro­
hibits the selling of liquors by retail 
within any proclaimed district twenty 
miles alongside any public works. I do 
not understand that the constitutionality 
of this Act has ever been brought into 
question. For more than a year it has 
been known to be in force in this pro­
vince, and in numerous cases dqring the 
past six months persons have been fined 
and convicted under its provisions along 
the line of the railway. How, then, could 
Mr. Todd, acting as a Stipendiary Magis­
trate, do other than he did? Would you 
have had him establish himself as judge 
of the constitutionality of the Act and 
pronounce it i*Ztra vires of the Dominion 
parliament? Or was he to consider that 
his duty was simply to carry out the pro­
vincial laws and entirely to ignore the 
Canadian Statutes? I should think you 
might as well claim that British Columbia 
enactments supersede the common law of 
England.

I sincerely hope that the 
will not follow your suggestion and rel­

iais faithful services as a preserver of the 
peace.

fel C. P. R. RELIEF.
After weeks of weary negotiating the 

government and the C. P. R. seem to 
have come to some decision with regard 
to the relief which is to be afforded to the 
latter. At a Conservative caucus held on 
Thursday morning the proposal of the 
government was submitted, and it met 
with considerable approval from the large 
number of members present. Briefly the 
proposition is that the company shall 
issue bonds of the face value of $35,000,- 
000. At the present time it will be re­
membered the company stands indebted 
to the countty to the extent of $30,000,- 
000 for which the goverqment holds a 
lien upon the road and all its belongings. 
The government will take $25,000,000 of 
the bonds about to be issued as security 
for $20,000,000 of last year’s loan, and a 
lien on all the lands remaining to the 
loom^any from the original land subsidy 
for the remaining $10,000,000.-of that 
loan. The government will then make a 
temporary advance to the company of 
$5,000,000 to enable it to meet its press­
ing needs, taking as security $8,000,000 
worth of the issue of $35,000,000, the re­
maining two millions along with the eight 
millions to be held by the government 
and paid over to the company from time 
to time as the necessities of the road may 
demand. In this way the road will be 
released from the lien which now covers 
it, and the company will at once be able, 
its bands being untied, to realize a fair 
price fur the new bonds, and to provide 
ample resources for operating the entire 
line in the most efficient manner. The 
scheme differs materially from those pre­
viously published, and it appears, after 
all, that a cash advance will be made.

The 
latter’s evidence showed that when he ar­
rived the woman was partly unconscious, 
and though antidotes end emetics were 
administered she never rallied, and died 
as stated on Friday night, at nine o'clock.

The evidence of Bennett, the man who 
brought her hero, showed that her home 
was in Olympia, W. T., that her husband 
was alive, and that he (Bennett) wee not 
aware that she had any trouble or wrong 
that would induce her to commit suicide.

The jury returned a verdict aa follows: 
“We, the undersigned jurors, do hereby 
find that the deceased, ( Jennie Willis, 

'came to her death on the 8th day of May, 
1886, at a house on Broad street, in the 
city of Victoria, from an \ overdose of 
morphia or morphine, by Whom or how 
administered there is no evidence to show.

“We also beg to add the following rider:

The four garetest Generals produced 
by the great Civil War on the National 
side were Grant, McPherson, Sherman 
and Sheridan.

It is the highest honor that 
Grant ever received from men’s judg­
ment or admiration that these three 
able captains allwillingly and always 
looked up to him as their superior. 
McPherson fell in battle before the 
splendor of his abilities could attract 
the world’s attention, but in his death 
Grant, as he declared, lost one of the 
greatest—perhaps, the very greatest— 
of his Lieutenants. Sheridan, as in 
righ t of his Irish blood, had the fiercest 
spirit in battle; Sherman the greatest 
inqention in council, while McPherson 
could fight with the one and plan with 
the other, but they all admitted, be- 
dause they knew and fell, that “the 
silent gray-eyed man” was greater than 
they. “Why,” I asked Gen. Sherman 
once, “did you and Sheridan always ac­
knowledge Grant to be your leader!”

Briefly, 
the plan was this: Kaufmann was to 
have led an army to Oabul, almost de­
nuding Turkistan of its garrison, and 
was to have there organized the Af­
ghan forces for an attack upon India, 
while Russian emissaries stirred up the 
natives to mutiny. If the people failed 
to respond to the Russian appeal,
Kaufmann was to tie the English army 
to India by threatening it from Cabul, 
and, in the event of a rising, be was to 
push on to the frontier, and attack the 
English on one side while the 
tineers advanced and harried them on 
the other.

TRAILWAY OVERCHARGES.

Dublin, April 30.—The tour of the Prince 
of Wales having been brought to a success­
ful termination, there is a good deal of press 
speculation as to its probable effect 
Irish people.

ARE SHELLING HOUSES

Rome, April 30.—If the Prince of 
Wales makes his visit to this city it wiH 
be with two important objects in view. 
One will be to have a conference with 
King Humbert ou the q 
Anglo Italian alliance and 
obtain an interview with the Pope in re­
gard to the relation that should exist be­
tween Irish bishops and political questions. 
Signor Mancini has assured Sir J. Seville 
Lumley, the English ambassador, that the 
king will be delighted to grant the prince 
an interview, but a difficulty exists in re­
gard to the Pope. A secret agent, repre­
senting England, has had several confer­
ences with prelates at the Vatican, but, 
although warmly rerommended by Cardi­
nal Manning and other English ecclesias­
tical dignitaries, it is doubtful if he will 
succeed.

ou line Belgian steamer 
Helvetia, with a general cargo, which 
started from Antwerp April 23d for Mon­
treal, sank off Scatter ie, Cape Breton, on 
Saturday. This is the fourth steamer 
which that line has lost in as many years. 
Only thirteen months ago the Daniel 
Steinmann crashed on the rocks at Sam- 
bro Islands, and 124 lives were lost. A 
remarkable coincidence is that Captain 
Schoonhaven, who commandad the Daniel 
Steinmann, was also in command of the 
Helvetia, and this was the first passage 
across the Atlantic which he has made 
since the wreck of the Steinmann. The 
Helvetia arrived in the Gulf of St. Law­
rence over a week ago, and has been 
knocking about in the ice for seven or 
eight days. Her bows were stove in and 
she was otherwise damaged by the ice. 
She was leaking badly, and on Friday 
Capt. Schoonhaven left. Cape Ray and 
bore up for Sydney, having all he could 
do to keep the ship afloat.

and steam drill have been utilized to good 
advantage this year. For some months 
past the steam drill has been engaged at 
Marvin’s hill in getting out metal for 
macadamizing the streets. A gang of 
about fifteen men was constantly 
ployed working the engine and drill, 
removing the rock and reducing it to the 
size required by the crusher.

1,700 YARDS Or ROCK 
have been taken out and piled up, the hill 
being pretty well cut down to its proper 
grade. The cost of the rock per yard is 
$1 50, including all expenses in running 
the drilL Hand labor last year in blast­
ing rock cost $3 per yard.

The circum­
stance passed, but was recalled after he 
and his wife arrived in Victoria, the latter 
part of January. Just as the steamer left 
the dock at San Francisco a white 
and t^ro Chinese arrived. They seemed 
annoyed at not arriving in time, and 
spoke to his little daughter and also his 
niece. They told them that he (the cap­
tain) should mind his own business 
and not to interfere with others; and 
it would serve him right if he was 
killed. This greatly alarmed the tittle 
girl and niece, who wrote the captain the 
incident. He remained in Victoria for a 
week or to and proceeded home.

The evidence he gave in the case is isa­

ng in his book were by the 
person. The detective then returned to 
Barrie and laid an information against 
Mrs. Maxwell, charging her with sending 
threatening letters to Louie Dubois, 
No. 7, Revere block, Toronto, ac­
cusing him of murder, with a view and 
intent of extorting money, without any 
reasonable and probable cause, and various 
other threatening letters sent to the same 
address and with the same intent.

Dubois stated that he knew the prisoner, 
but had not heard from her since leaving 
Brentwood.

It is said 
the loss is much heavier than reported.

A Jewish Rabbi’s Suicide.—Rev. 
Dr. David Stern of New York, form­
erly a Jewish rabbi at Wilkesbarre, 
Penn., took poison at tbe Wyoming 
Valley Hotel, in Wilkesbarre, Satur­
day, and died yesterday. A number of 
paper# and letters found among hie 
effects showed that be intended taking 
his life. In one letter were found the 
names of six prominent Jewish resid­
ents of Wilkesbarre, whom he want­
ed to aet as his pall-bear.-rs. In anoth­
er he bequeathed bis valuable library 
to Rev. Dr. Felsenthal of Chicago, and 
refuted the report circulated during 
his life that he was an atheist. He also 
said: “My name ia Dr. Stern, age thirty- 
one; place of birth, Manchester, Eng­
land; occupation, Jewish rabbi. Under 
no circumstance shall any rabbi or 
clergyman officially act at my grave. 
Whatever money or jewelry I have I 
bequeath to the poor. Should any re­
ligious ceremonies by friends take 
place, I command that it shall consist 
of the third chapter of Ecclesiastes, 
from verse 9 to the end, followed by 
the fifty-third chapter of Isaiah, and 
nothing else. My curse upon him who 
disobeys, changes or modifies.” Dr. 
Stem was known throughout the States 
of New York.Illinoistand Pennsylvania 
having preached on many occasions in 
New York and Philadelphia. He was 
a remarkably, eloquent and a profound

The Russian 
explanation of the attack upon the 
Afghans is plausible. But at such a 
time, and in tbe actual situation, the 
probabilities of tbe case must de­
termine.

Why is such 
constant explanation necessary? What 
has been the Russian course in that 
country, and what is the general ob­
ject of that course?

The writer of the London cable letter 
Which we publish this morning is evidently 
A pessimist of the most decided hue. He 
does not believe in peace except at the cost 
of the British empire; and we regret to say 
that hie opinion is shared by most people 
in this part of the world.

London, May 13.—A riot occurred this 

afternoon between a mob and the police 
for the possession of the Nelson monu­
ment, in Trafalgar square. About 10,000 
men had assembled in the square to make 
a demonstration against the government 
budget proposal to increase the duty on 
spirits and beer. The crowd was very 
unruly, a large proportion of it consist­
ing of an element in search of sport. The 
police found themselves unable to main­
tain order, and the pressure on the speak­
ers and resolution readers compelled them 
to mount the pedestal of the Nelson 
monument, where from this eminence 
the speeches were resumed. They were 
rendered inaudible to the audience ad­
dressed by the uproar among the royster- 

The police interfered to secure 
silence for the orators, and then a great 
struggle ensued between the mob and 
police for possession of the monument. 
The row lasted nearly an hour, and the 
promoters of the meeting and police 
finally forced to retire, leaving the < 
singing in triumph “Rule Britannia.” 
Soon after the mob had compelled the 
speakers to leave, it surged down to the 
front of the National Club, which faces 
Trafalgar square. Every person noticed 
entering or leaving the club building was 
mobbed. The attitude of the crowd was 
so menacing that the club doors wore 
closed and a messenger dispatched to 
Scotland Yard for additional police. At 
nine o’clock the rioters were still in pos­
session of Trafalgar square and Northum­
berland avenue was also occupied by a 
mob of many thousands. The police by 
this time having been largely reinforced 
bad charged a number of times on 
the mob and had made several arrests.

THE NORTHWEST.
Batouche, via Clarke’s Crossing, May 

13 —Batouche has fallen. The rebels 
have fled, being driven from their rifle 
pits aud ambush at the point of the bayo­
net. The charge was gallantly made by 
the Grenadiers. Riel sent a messenger to 
Gen. Middleton early in the day saying: 
“If you persist in firing upon houses 
taining our women and children we will 
massacre the prisoners in our bauds.” 
The general, in reply, told him to gather 
his women and children into one house 
and it would not be fired upon. Later 
on Riel sent answer thanking Middleton 
fur his humane promise to save the wo­
men and children, but afterwards as a gen­
eral attack was just being made he sent 
another messenger, saying he did not like 
war, but unless the troops retired his 
original intention to massacre the pri­
soners would be adhered to. But it 
too late. The charge had already 
menced, and iu a few minutes the rebels 
were scattered aud the prisoners rescued.

New York, May 14.—About 8.30 to­
night an altercation occurred between 
Larry O’Brien, the well-known broker 
and politician, and George Trueman, 
a sporting character belonging to 
to Chicago. The former was probably 
fatally stabbed and the latter was shot 
twice. The affray was the outcome of a 
quarrel. To-night O’Brien met Trueman 
on the corner of Broadway and 
27th streets, and accused him of an 
attempt at blackmail. The remark 
enraged Trueman who 
some strong language, 
exasperated O’Brien that he lifted his cane 
and struck the other man a heavy blow 
on the head. Without warning Trueman 
drew a murderous looking bowie knife 
and plunged it into his opponents abdo­
men, inflicting a gash eight inches long. 
A policeman immediately arrested True­
man and while in custody of the officer a 
pistol shot was heard and the 
bullet from O’Brien’s revolver lodged in 
the prisoner’s back. He broke away 
from the officer and a second bullet from 
the same source lodged in Trueman’s left 
shoulder. Both men were taken to 29th 
precinct police station and thence re­
moved to the New York hospital. The 
excitement in the locality was intense. 
The cause of the quarrel is said to be an 
attempt on the part of Trueman to black­
mail a Wall street friend of O’Brien. The 
friend is supposed to be Mr. Kelly, of 
the firm of Kelly & Bliss, bookmakers. 
A charge of felonious assault was made 
against both men at the station house. 
The knife used has a blade a foot long 
and an inch and a quarter wide. O’Brien 
declined to take an anaesthetic while his

AFGHANISTAN.
London, May 14. —The negotiations 

which have been resumed in London be­
tween Russia and England respecting the 
Afghan frontier question, are making sat­
isfactory progress. Some further expla­
nations are still necessary from both sides, 
before a satisfaction of general agreement 
already reached can be secured, but it is 
believed this will not delay the final ad­
justment.

Lessar, chief Russian commissioner on 
the Afghanistan frontier question, ex­
pects any moment to be instructed to pro­
ceed forthwith to Asia for the work of 
delimitation of the frontier.

Dispatches from St. Petersburg say the 
basis of the Anglo-Rusaia agreement is 
in favor of a direct boundary between 
Russia and Afghanistan. Russian gov­
ernment circles think this will secure 
lasting peace, the neutral zone having 
been a constant cause of discussion.

Negotiations are proceeding with Tur 
key for the latter’s occupation of Suakim 
and the Soudan on the following basis: 
The Porte engages to assist in suppress­
ing the slave trade and in developing ex­
ternal commercial relations. Besides, for­
mal proposals have been made through 
Fehmi Pasha. If the Porte accepts, an 
English company will obtain the option 
of securing concession to construct a rail­
way to Berber and will receive other trad­
ing rights.

Two letters have appeared in an ob­
scure morning print censuring the gov­
ernment for not having awarded the con­
tract for the construction of Point Ellice 
bridge to local contractors.

This forcible and gener­
ous appeal on behalf of an oppressed 
and struggling nationality, although it 
only evoked an undeserved rebuke 
from the English Colonial Secretary, is 
cone the less sufficient evidence, apart 
from the fact that the northern Domi­
nion is largely indebted to Ireland for 
its most poshing and prosperous immi­
grants, that the sympathies of the peo­
ple of Canada are entirely enlisted on 
behalf of suffering Ireland, 
only asks to be Ireland’s friend, and 
the bond slave of the British pirate 
has not got so many friends that she 
can afford to sacrifice them wantonly 
or spurn them from her side.

The 
projector, however, says nothing of the 
dangers likely to result from numerous 
islands which stud the Seine between 
Poissy and Rouen, and which would 
render river navigation exceedingly dan­
gerous for vessels of large tonnage, 
such as those that pick their way so 
carefully from Havre to Rouen.
