A bill amending the Game act of
the province will be introduced into
the legislature by Hon. F. J. Fulton,

$50. It will be increased to $100.

The provinclal government has ré-
cently received a request from the
Berlin zoo for specimens of Rocky
Mountain sheep and goats.- Specimens
of game of all kind have been re-
quested by zoological societies in Lon-~
don, New York and various other cit-
ies. The act has made no provision
which: enables the government to sup-
ply these and the change in the act is
designed to remedy this.

Two Schooners of Victoria
Sealing Company Will -
Start in April

MARKLAND AND SIEWERD

Indian Crews Being Secured at
Clayoquot for the Two
Sealing Vessels

Two of the schooners of the Vic-
toria Sealing company will be outfit-
ted shortly to hunt sea otter and will
be despatched next month to the
North Pacific. Capt. George Heater,
of the schooner Markland, has return-
ed from Clayoquot, where he secured
a crew of Indian hunters to be ship-
ped. from that place April 1. Capt.
W. Heater, of the schooner Dora Sie-
ward, is now at Clayoquot shipping a
crew for his vessel. This is the first
time that schooners 'have been des-
patched for.‘.sea_,qttqr exclusively, al-
though last year twg.vessels were di-
i Tected to g0 -t6 the otter-hunting
- T ‘at|the close of the sealing
 season.  The schooners Casco and City
‘of San Diego were very successful the
previous season, the former getting 18
and the latter 20 skins. .

The sea otter skins are among the
most valuable pelts taken in northern
waters. At Seattle on Wednesday two
of them were sold for $275 and $287,
respectively, prices which are consid-
ered low, as a good pelt should bring
from $600 to $800 and some have been
sold for $1,000. ¢ )

(At present there are a couple ‘of
small schooners used on behalf of one
of the large northern commeércial com-
panies with agencies at Dutch harbor
. which are sent yearly after sea otter,
with Indian hunters. These have had

g0od success during the past few
years. S
Otter ean ‘be hunted only in the

calmest of weather; the slightest rip-
ple on the  water preventing = good
hunting. The method is entirely dif-
ferent from seal hunting. Three boats
.are. usually used and each takes one
point of a triangle, the hunters firing
every time the otter comies to the sur-
face to breath, eventually tiring :the
animal ‘out. « Shot after shot is fired
and gradually its breathing becomes
heavier, louder and more forced, un-
til at last the unfortunate fur-bearer
‘comes. to the surface thoroughly fa-
tigued and is despatched by the hunt-
ers. ; ‘

Willilam Ferguson, M. P. P. for Ha-
miota in the Manitoba legislature,  is
spending a few days in Victoria on a
combined business and pleasure trip,
following the close of the first session
of that house since general elections
of last year.

Mr, Ferguson says that the session
of the Manitoba house just closed has
been a most important one.

Another important
act ‘put restrictions on the operations
of the Winnipeg ' Grain Exchange,
which the farmers of the province sald
was not dealing fairly with them.

The second struck  the
ground a few feet away, and tore the
vehicle to pieces. The ‘assassins.be-
lieved thé Shah was in ‘the motor ca®
which is a :closed one, but which it
developed- carried no passengers, When
the explosion occurred the Shah’s car-
rlage was some distance in the rear
of the auto, and the ruler immediate-
ly left his carriage and took refuge in
‘a8 nearby store, where he-. remained
quietly until a detachment of troops
could be brought. As .soon as the
soldiers arrived on the scene the Shah
left the store, where he had taken
refuge. No arrests have béen made,
although the buildings in the vielnity
were carefully searched for the as-
sassins,

immediately after the explosion began
firing wildly. in all directions. Twelve
bersons are known .to have been in-
‘Jured by bullets rrom their weapons.

Hardy Annuals.

o HE, many beautiful varieties of
hardy annuals available for the
summer  decoration- of our gar,
dens are worthy of a much more
extensive growth, and a better
cultural treatment than they
.usually ' receive. When well-
grown they will produce flow-

3 : ers of a size and brilliancy that
will surprise many ‘who see only the weedy,
starved representatives of this fine class. Al-
though hardy annuals  will thrive fairly ‘in

almost any soil ‘or situation, ,some Hittle “pre- .
paration of the ground before sowing is neces- _

sary to grow them to perfection; and the first
consideration is to reduce the surface to a
fine and even tilth, carefully removing all large

. stones and clods, and if the soil be poor, work-
ing in a liberal ‘quantity of well:decayed -
manure. :

. ¢ For a general display, perhaps the best time
for sowing is about the middle of March, and
for a later : succession, April; but we have
_seen annuals sown in May, and even the early

. part of June, that have bloomed splendidly. in

- the autumn months. After sowng, the cultiva- '
tion of hardy annuals is extremely ‘simple,

-early and vigarous thinning out of the clumps

Though money goes a' good way in Persia,
this sum is not one fifth enough to maintain
the establishment on its present scale. ' All’
the office-holders stormed and the harem of
Nasr-ed-Din, grandfather of the present Shah;
went’ in ‘carriages to the Palace of Baharistan
to remonstrate. But the Parliament stood pat,”
and when the Shah contemplated dissolving it
and withdrawing the new constitiution he found
‘he would have too much trouble on. his hands,

Just how he will deal with the expense ac-
count remains to be seen; he certainly has done
‘nothing to reduce it. . The train of servants
and attendants, high and low, still number
more than 1,500 men, and there are more than
1,000 women in the anderoun, or haremy; with
their number rather increasing than diminish-
1 . .
The Shal’s palace is situated in the oldest
quarter of Teheran, called the Ark. Tt consists
