Berlin, Dec. 3.—The cause of the de­
bate on emigration in the reichstag yester­
day was an item in the home estimates of 
18,000 marks, which was ultimately passed, 
for the supervision of emigration. Von 
Botticher, secretary of State, replying to a 
deputy who lamented that the emigration 
statistics of the présent year already reached 
the unprecedented number of 200,000, stated
