Besides .the 
theatre the building contained two small 
hotels kept by Hartmann A Saehl, situated 
on either side of the main entrance to the 
theatre. All the guests escaped without 
difficulty.

The fire at 2 a.m. is still burning, and a 
row of tenement houses in the rear on 
Christie street is threatened. The theatre 
building was valued at $500,000 It was 
known for many years aa the Stadt theatre. 
It had the largest seating capacity of any 
theatre in the city.
