they purchase these slaves. A large trade i:
carried on between the Ubangi and Lulung
rivers. The people inhabiting the mouth o’
the Ubangi buy the Balolo slaves at Masan-
kusu and the other markets. They then take¢
them up the Ubangi River and exchang

*them with the natives there for ivory. These
natives buy their slaves solely for food. Hav
ing purchased slaves they feed them on ripc
bananas, fish and oil, and when they get then:
into good condition they kill them. Hun
dreds of the Balolo slaves are taken into th!
river and disposed of in this way each month.
A great many otber slaves aresold to thc
large villages on the Congo, to supply victims
for the execution ceremonies.

Much life s lost in the capturing of slaves,
and during their captivity wmany succumb tu
starvation. Of the remainder, numbers arc
sold to become victims to cannibalism and
human sacrifice ceremonies. There are fen
indeed who are allowed to live and prosper.

The outer garment is the haik,
whito, usually of wool, sometimes of silk,
often of cotton. It is frequently twenty feet
in length and nearly two yards wide. Be
neath this are precisely four articles of ap
parel, a gauge chemise, an unstiffened corsel
or bodice, froquently massively embroidered
and bejewelled, pantaloons reaching to the
feet and comprising countless yards of ma
terial, and the tantalizing adjur tied tightly
around the face, and falling about twelve
inches below, Most women not satisfled with
this retirement, or perhaps more strictly
speaking, most women whose husbands are
not satisfied with this obscuration, further
hide the face by dringing the haik down
over one side of the forehead, o that but
one eye; & dark eyebrow and a tiny patch of
the forehead are visible.

Their feet are usually encased in brown ot
yellow slippers; danglets and banglets of in
describable jewelry tinkle and chime from
wrists, ankles, and concealed portions of the
figure; and, in this swathing of ghostly baik,
with humped bodies and mincing steps, those
who are allowed upon the street at all,
wriggle, glide and scurry along, like a bevy
of escaped wraiths from among the silent
graves upon the heights. But this privilege
of waddling about like a lot of sheeted spooks
is by no means a universal one. The young
and fair see the sunlight only through the
open courts of their dwellings, or from the
white terraces for a brief hour toward sun
set. Only the aged and safe are ever per
mitted to visit the mosques, with the excep-
tion tbat on Fridays, in company with ser-
vants or elders, little excursions are allowed
to the suburban marabouts, or sacred tem-
plos, and the khoubas at the cemeteries as at
Belcour, where they were allowed the cheer
ing diversion of filling with water the little
caps resting at the heads of tombs; for the
birds drink from these and fly to heaven
with greetings from the souls at rest be
neath.

Indoors the dress of these womenis ethereal
enough for the most fervid- artist’s fancy.
They never see in their homes any
male but their busbands
The climate, like that of Cuba in winter,
and excessively hot from May until
October, bas also much to do with this.
There are really but two garments for every
day home wear. One is a gauze chemis¢
through which the olive-hued form is clearly
revealed, The other is the wide, ample trous-
ers, terminating just below the knees and
almost as fleecy and gauzy in effect. The low
lier women are bare-legged, bare-footed and
bare-headed at home. Wives of the wealthier
Arabs with don pink, yellow or blue gauzc
silk hose and daint§ yellow babouches ot
slippers.

Their hair will be coiled in a simple Grecian
knot and fastened with some huge jeweled or
nament, and perhaps a tiny skull cap, richly
embroidered, will rest coquettishly on on¢
side of the head.

But all are bedecked with jewelry. The
poorer are fond of burnished copper bands
about the arms, wrists and ankles, are brilli
ant quartz and glass cubes and crystals,
strung on pack thread, encircle their necks.

. GETTINJE'S ATTRACTIONS.'
‘A Deseription of Monienegro's Remarkable
X Capital Cley.

Cottinja is the most extraordinary capital
in Europe. It consists ‘of one long street,
with four smaller ones crossing it, and ending
vaguely in the flelds. The whole town covert
perhaps 30 or 40 acres. The principal build
ing is the hotel, which worthily ulocks the
end of the main street. Itis a bare and rickety-
looking structure, but represents the acme of
luxury at Cettinje. The other public places
are the prison, the church and the school
The first of these lies on the right hand side
and in front of the gates, or a lawn. The
prisoners amuse themselves by playing vari
ous rude games—bowls, with pieces of rock
for balls, leap frog and so on. A few of them
are engaged in odd building jobs about Cet:
tinje, and others hew wood in the mountain.
They are not chained, but appear seldom tc
dream of running away. When a case of
evasion happens, one or two fellow convicts
are dispatched to catch the runaway aund
bring him back a thief is here practised most
literally and methodically. Tbe only dis-
tinction between a condemned convict and &
free citizen is that the former is deprived of
his arms. Thisis an equal degradation to
the usual dress or brand elsewhere. Close to
the hotel is the royal palace, a whitewashed
house with green Venetian blinds, which it
popularly supposed to have cost 1,000,000
francs, owing to the expense of transporting
the materials. Over against it isa long red
building, known as the Bigliardo. It re-
ceived this nickname from an English bil
liard table having been set up there. The
carrying of this piece of furniture by 50 men
over the mountain was considered—and un-
doubtedly was—a great feat. While the
porters struggled manfully under the slate a
pilot stood astride.on high, and shouted his
directions as to how to get round awkward
corners, The Bigliardo is now used as offi-
ces for the different ministries and a parlia-
ment house.

Thereupon an order was issued that
every wheel on a train of cars should be tested

the testing of car wheels was adopted by
every railroad in the country. The accident
alsoput an end to the Ross Winans’ spoked
car wheel, and led to the introduction of the
present style of wheels.—N. Y. Sur.
