This year there are plenty of out-of-work 
and the law of supply and demand is op­
erating in the farmers’ favor. There 
seems to be no standard wage for harvest­
ers, the idea of the men being to get all 
they can and of the farmers to part with 
no more than is absolutely necessary.

In an editorial the Detroit Free 
Press says : “There are good points 
in Canada’s method of managing her 
banks, and there are points of danger 
as well. The drift towards monopoly 
is one of the latter. Another, we 
think, is the probability that a com 
munity’s deposits in branch banks 
may be diverted from the communi­
ty’s use to localities where it will 
bring returns. The eastern provin 
ces complain bitterly that their cap­
ital is often unavailable for local pur 
poses, being transferred by the Mon 
treal or Toronto management to the 
Northwest or to New York where 
higher rates of interest may be oh 
tained. This is no doubt advantage 
ous for the bank’s stockholders, but 
it is apt to result in material hard 
ship to the communities from which 
the money is taken.”

There has been published in Eng­
land recently a very complete blue 
book on the cost of living. Careful 
analysis of prices shows how the 
rising and falling markets affect the 
small householder. It is noted that 
potatoes and bacon, on which, per- 

a majority largely subsist, are 
now at high prices and are not 
likely to become cheaper. Here is 
evidence that the high cost of living 
is due, at least in part, to conven­
tion. Narrow-mindedness in house­
keeping may be as costly as an 
epicurean taste. Most people like 
rice but few think of eating it in­
stead of potatoes as a vegetable 
with their meat. Eggs and bacon 
are cooked for breakfast with sur­
prising regularity and regardless of 
market fluctuations. Fish may be 
cheaper, but it is not in the vere de 
vere class of breakfast dishes. Por­
ridge is agreeable and nourishing if 
it is properly made, but many a 
householder would not be satisfied 
with a breakfast which consisted 
only of the cereal and toast.

French women are the most 
economical caterers. They rely on 
their skill as cooks to make appetiz­
ing the most commonplace food, and 
they go to market with unbiased 
minds. The average British, and 
perhaps the average Canadian house­
keeper will decide overnight or be­
fore going out in the morning what 
there shall be for dinner. The 
French wife buys what is fresh and 
good and cheap, and then decides 
how it shall be cooked. It is true 
that we in Canada pay unnecessary 
toll to transportation, express and 
storage companies because we have 
not suitable local markets. It 
also true that the cost of living 
could be reduced and variety obtain-

ed by following the lower edge 
provision market. The success 
this plan, however, depends on 
ingenious cooking. Cheap food is 
very nasty [unless it is cleverly 
handled.

Ontario, in extent of territory, is 
now the second largest province in 
the Dominion, extending 1,200 miles 
from east to west, and north from 
the international boundary for more 
than 800 miles.

What is the safest place ? Bishop 
Hatto who thought his tower on the 
Rhine “the safest place in all Ger­
many,” was speedily undeceived, and 
so might we be in the choice of 
home—even if it is not a tower on 
the Rhine—as the safest place. Mr. 
Fred A. Bishop, the President of a 
company that has carried 60,000,000 
passengers without the loss of a life 
on a- line of steamers plying between 
New York and Coney Island during 
the past thirty years, says the safest 
place in America is the deck of a 
steamer. He quotes statistics to 
show that in the United States 
during the fiscal year ending June 
30th, 1912, 307,692,494 passengers 
were carried on steam vessels that 
are required by law to report the 
number of passengers carried. 
Taking the total number of lives lost 
as 264, it is seen that 1,165,501 pas­
sengers were carried for each life 
lost, whether of passengers or crew, 
and from all causes.

As the average of deaths by vio­
lence per annum in the United 
States is said to be 90 per 100,000 of 
the population, six of whom are mur­
dered, Mr. Bishop seems to have 
very good ground for his statement 
that the safest place is the deck of a 
steamer. Even his record of sixty 
million passengers carried without a 
fatality must give place to that of 
the British railways. Board of Trade 
figures for 1912 show that there was 
but one fatality on British railroads 
last ÿear for each 68,100,000 passen­
gers carried. A seat in a British 
passenger train is probably, therefore, 
still the safest place in the world.

A new mysterious poison was found in 
fresh pork at Montreal. It was thought 
to be ptomaine, but the chemists say it is 
not. A family nearly died from eating 
it, as did also a dog to which a piece of 
the meat had been fed. As yet the na­
ture of the poison cannot be ascertained. 
The meat looked and tasted all right, and 
came from an establishment, the propri­
etor of which is said to keep all his goods 
in the very best condition.

One Hundred Years Alter

Last month there was held the 
centenary of-the battle of Chrysler’a 
farm, one of the most decisive en­
gagements of the war of 1812 when 
a handful of Canadian militia rein­
forced a small body of regular troops 
and inflicted a severe defeat upon an 
overwhelming force of American 
invaders. The scene of the battle 
has ever since been one of the 
historic points in Canada.

The event was celebrated with 
due eclat, some of the country's 
leaders in civil and military life 
taking part in a reunion, within 
sight of the border which the in­
vaders crossed. Over on the other 
side it is different. The Americans 
have never acknowledged the exis­
tence of such a place as the famous 
farm and in their school or general 
histories, works noted for their de­
liberate "oversights and one-sided 
statement of facts, no account ap­
pears of this disaster to American 
arms. There is no grave acknowl­
edgment of a defeat by a gallant 
foe.

There is now in the United States 
an agitation in progress to revise 
the histories of that country especi­
ally for use in schools, so that the 
rising generation may no longer be 
kept in ignorance by the omission 
of important incidents or prejudiced 
against outside nation!} by partisan 
treatment of those that are recorded. 
When this is done the American 
record of the war of a century ago 
is due for a thorough revision by 
the historian. The battle, the cen­
tenary of which Canada has just 
celebrated, will after the lapse of a 
century, be given a place in Ameri­
can annuls.

A Word on Departmental Exams.

A Barrie paper laments that schol­
ars persist in writing on departmental 
examinations in spite of the advice 
of the Principal that they have little 
or no chance of passing, thus wasting 
money, causing disappointment to 
their parents, and “injuring the good 
name of the Institute.” We suspect 
that the last reason is the one that 
inspired the protest, and that comes 
directly or indirectly from the staff. 
It raises a question in school ethics 
on which it is well that there should 
be a clearer understanding. Funda­
mentally, it is the question of 
whether the schools exist for the 
pupils, or for the teachers. The 
prospect of an examination is a spur 
to the student, whether he expects 
to pass it or not. Undoubtedly also 
to write on the examination at the 
close of the term is in itself a good 
exercise, and it is an aid even to the 
one who fails. If a pupil who for 
any reason is not up to the standard 
required for passing wishes to profit 
by these advantages and is willing to 
pay the price, is there any reason 
why he should be deprived of the 
opportunity ? Even if it is only a 
matter of ‘ taking a chance,” why 
should he not be allowed to do so ? 
It may be that on that “chance” will 
depend whether or not he can pursue 
his studies to their conclusion. When 
the Principal has advised the pupil 
as to the likelihood of his passing he 
has done his duty. The final deci­
sion should be left with the pupil 
and his parents. The article in ques­
tion says the Principal has no auth­
ority to prevent students from 
writing.” It would be a great mis­
take if he had such authority. Our 
Public and High Schools are not 
competitive institutions, depending 
on their reputation to attract pupils. 
The interests of the pupils should in 
all cases be paramount over the nat

T
HERE Is a vast difference In 

the natural fertility of soils. 
Some do not produce well from 
the start unless special atten­

tion is given to making them produc­
tive, others produce large crops for a 
short time and then rapidly diminish 
In fertility, while others, known ns 
strong soils, remain productive for 
many years without attention to their 
fertility. But even the strongest soils 
will wear out in time unless they are 
intelligently managed.

Plants In their growth make use of 
thirteen chemical elements, nine of 
which they secure directly from the 
soil. These are called the mineral 
plant foods. They are phosphorus, po­
tassium, calcium, magnesium, sodium, 
iron, silicon, chlorine and sulphur.

The growing plant requires four oth­
er elements, as follows: Hydrogen, 
which it secures from wster; oxygen, 
which it secures partly from water 
and partly from the air; carbon, which 
is secured from carbonic acid gas in 
the air, and nitrogen.

Nitrogen Is in many respects the 
most important of all the plant food 
elements. It is not found in apprecia­
ble quantities in the rock particles of 
the soD. Ordinary plants depend for 
their nitrogen entirely on decaying or­
ganic matter. As decay proceeds nl-

trates are formed from the nitrogen 
contained In organic matter. The ni­
trates are exceedingly soluble, and un­
less soon made ose of by growing 
crops they are washed oat of the soil 
Nitrogen Is therefore usually the first 
element to become exhausted.

Fortunately there are certain species 
of bacteria that can use atmospheric 
nitrogen, of which there Is an inex­
haustible supply. One family of 
plants, the legumes, has learned to ex­
change work with these bacteria, and 
these plants are thus easily supplied 
with an abundance of nitrogen In a 
form they can nsa When these nitro­
gen fixing bacteria are present*!n a 
soil on which a leguminous crop is 
growing the bacteria invade the roots 
of the legume and live there." Their 
presence Is usually made manifest by 
swellings—the so called tubercles—ou 
the roots of thriftyeplants of clover, 
alfalfa, beans, peas and other legumes. 
The tissues of leguminous plants be­
come very rich in nitrogenous com­
pounds, and when they decay in the 
soil they set free large amounts of ni­
trates for the use of crops.

The cultivatlon of leguminous crops 
is one of the most Important and eco­
nomical means of maintaining a sup­
ply of nitrogenous plant food in the 
soil. Nitrates may of course be sup­
plied In commercial fertilizers, but fer­
tilizers containing nitrogen are very 
expensive, and It usually pays better 
to supply nitrogen by growing legumes 
or by the application of stable manure, 
which is rich In nitrogen when proper­
ly handled. In good farm practice 
both stable manure and leguminous 
crops are used as sources of nitrogen.

In order to produce a ton of dry hay 
on an acre of land it is necessary that 
the growing grass pomp np from that 
acre approximately BOO tons of water. 
The soil must not only be in condition 
to absorb and bold water well, bnt it 
must be norona enonch to permit wa­

ter to flow freely from eoll grain t« 
eoll grain. The presence of large quan­
tities of decaying organic matter (hu­
mas) adds enormously to the water 
holding capacity of the soil Not only 
that, but the shrinkage of the particles 
of decaying organic matter and the 
consequent loosening of soil grains 
keep the soil open and porous.

Furthermore, humus of good quality 
la exceedingly rich In both nitrogen 
and mineral plant food. The mainte­
nance of fertility may almost be said 
to consist In keeping the soil well sup­
plied with humus. The first step In 
renovating worn out soils Is to give 
them an abundant supply of humus of 
good quality. Perhaps the best eournt,
of humus la stable manure containing 
both the liquid and the solid excre­
ment, especially when the stock la 
fed on rich nitrogenous foods. Even a 
poor quality of barnyard manure 
which has had much of the plant food 
leeched out of It has a considerable 
value because of the humus it makes.

Another cheap and valuable source 
of humus, but one which must be used 
anderstandlngly, is crops grown to 
turn under as manure. The legumes 
are especially valuable for this pur­
pose because of the nitrogen they con­
tain, but other crops, such as rye and 
even corn sown thick, may sometimes 
be made to supply large quantities of 
humus of fair quality. Crops thus 
used are called green manures.

A proper circulation of air in the soil 
Is Just as Important as any other fac­
tor of plant growth. Nearly half of the 
volume of ordinary soils Is occupied 
by air spaces. Plant roots must be 
supplied with air, and the soil must be 
porous enough to permit of free circu­
lation. A good supply of humus and 
proper tillage will accomplish this re­
sult In clay soils. Sandy soils are usu­
ally too porous, needing humus to help 
them retain water.

Another reason why air must circu­
late freely In the soil is that large 
quantities of oxygen are required to In­
sure proper decay of organic matter to 
supply plant food. Also carbonic acid 
gas is produced by the decay of or­
ganic matter, and this must escape eas­
ily to make room for the atmospheric 
oxygen needed in the soil One of the 
host Important objects of plowing is 
to loosen up the soil for aeration.

Considerable evidence has been ac­
cumulated during recent years to show 
that during the growth of the plant 
certain unknown organic substances 
are given off which, when they accu­
mulate in the soil to any extent, are 
harmful to the further growth of plants 
of the kind that produced them. It is 
possible that some of the benefits 
known to arise from systematic crop 
rotation may be explained on this ba­
sis. These harmful substances seem 
to be disposed of rapidly by certain 
soils, usually those In which organic 
matte Is readily converted Into humus.

In ronnection with the study of these 
poisonous organic products it has been 
found that they may be destroyed or 
at least rendered harmless In a variety 
of ways. Barnyard manure or decay­
ing organic matter, such as a green 
crop of rye or cowpeas, turned under 
has a very marked effect in freeing the 
soil from them. Almost all of the com­
mon commercial fertilizing materials 
act more or less In the same way. 
Thorough and complete airing of the 
soil by plowing and thorough surface 
tillage will often destroy or overcome 
these poisonous substances. When the 
same crop Is not grown oftener than 
every three or four years on the same 
land the Injurions substances a crop 
throws off seem to have time to disap­
pear before the same crop is grown 
again; hence the benefit from crop ro­
tation. When the soil Is well supplied 
with humus there is seldom any trou­
ble from this source, and the same crop 
may be grown year after year with 
good yields, though continuous culti­
vation of the same crop may Invite In­
jury from certain Insects and fungous 
diseases which live over in the soil or 
in the remains of the crop.

Improper methods of tillage add very 
greatly to the evil effects that result 
from lack of humus, tn many parts 
of the country the land is plowed only 
three or four inches deep. In most 
cases work done in subsoiling is prac­
tically wasted, and it is doubtful If It 
ever pays. A much better method Is 
to plow a little deeper each year until 
a depth of eight or ten inches is reach­
ed. This gives a deep layer of good 
soil, particularly If the supply of humus 
is kept up.

When new soil or that which has 
lain undisturbed for several years Is 
broken op it Is always best to plow 
deep from the beginning, for the deep­
er layers will be about as fertile as 
any, except the top inch or two. It is 
wise, too, never to plow the same 
depth twice to succession. In general, 
fall plowing should be from seven to 
nine or ten Inches and spring plowing 
from five to seven Inches deep. There 
are special cases in which these rules 
do not apply.

We plow the soil in order to loosen 
np Its texture and get air into it; also 
to turn under stubble, manure, etc., to 
make humus. Killing weeds Is another 
ohJecLtccompIlsbsd by plfiwlng. After

a soil Las been thoroughly pulverized 
to great depths, so that there la no dan­
ger of turning np packed clay, the 
deeper the plowing the better the crops. 
But the cost also Increases with depth, 
so that ordinarily It does not psy to 
plow more than about ten Inches deep.

Some crops k,refer rather a loose seed 
bed. Other crops, such as wheat and 
nifnifn, prefer a fairly compact seed 
bed; hence frequent harrowing and 
rolling after plowing Is good practice 
before seeding to these crops. Never­
theless It pays to plow the land for 
them, even if we. have to compact it 
again before seeding.

Sandy soils are usually not injured 
by handling when wet, but the case is 
different with clay soils. The effect 
produced by working clay soils wet Is 
known as puddling. The proper time 
to plow land Is when It is Just moist 
enough to break up mellow, neither 
wet enough to leave a slick surface 
where rubbed by the moldboard nor 
dry enough to break np in large clods. 
If continued rain follows wet plowing 
little harm follows, bnt hot, dry winds 
would soon leave only a mass of un­
manageable clods. In spring and mid­
summer, plowing particularly it is of 
the utmost importance to run the har­
row immediately after the plow. This 
prevents the formation of clods. In 
late fall plowing the clods are no dis­
advantage, for they will be broken np 
by freezing and thawing.

Assimilable Immigrants

Canada is to be congratulated upon 
the character of its immigration in the 
last thirteen years. According to the 
figures just published by the Canadian 
Minister of the Interior, about 2,500,000 
immigrants have reached the Dominion 
since July 1, 1900. Of these newcomers 
by far the greater number have been 
English-speaking people. The United 
States contributed a little more than 
891,000 and the British Isles sent nearly 
874,000. From countries where English 
is not spoken the immigration all told 
was about 656 000. This means that the 
bulk of the immigrants received by 
Canada have been of the easiest assimil­
able kind. More than 1,700,000 of the 
2,500,000 newcomers spoke the language 
of the country which they entered and 
they were used to the institutions they 
found there.

Scarcity oi Baskets Hinders 
Fruit Shipping

Never in the history of the fruit-grow­
ing industry of the Niagara Peninsula 
have the f armera been so despondent as 
they are at the present time. Not on 
account of crop prospects, as there is 
every variety of fruit in abundance, es­
pecially pears and peaches. In fact, the 
peach crop promises to be a record one. 
The main trouble ia the basket situation, 
and it has now reached a crisis. Eleven- 
quart baskets, usually sold around $40 
to $45 a thousand, have already advanced- 
to $65, and none to be had even at that 
price. Six-quart baskets, usually sold at 
$24 a thousand, are now selling at $35, 
and another advance of five dollars 
to take place on Monday. What the 
growers will do when the main crop 
matures remains to be seen but unless 
something unforeseen turns up within 
the next few days, thousands of bushels 
of fruit will go waste. Matters are 
equally as bad in the Beamsville district, 
also over the river in New York State. 
At present most of the fruit is going 
forward in small baskets.

Lite of the Late Mr. A. McLachlan
Mr. Archibald McLachlan, who passed 

to his reward on the morning of briday, 
August 8th, at the age of 73 years, was 
born in Argyleshire, Scotland. At the 
age of 14 years he emigrated to Canada 
with his parents. Argyleshire is one of 
the Highland Shires of Scotland, and the 
people from that noted shire, like tlio: e 
from Ross-shire and Inverness-shire, 
spoke the Gaelic language. Soon after 
arriving in Canada, his father, the late 
Mr. Duncan McLachlan, took up land in 
Enniskillen Tp., Lambton Co. About the 
year 1868 the farm on the Townliue, then 
practically all bush, was bought, and here 
Mr. McLachlan commenced as a young 
man to hew out a home for himself. He 
pursued this course single handed for, 
about two years, in the meantime looking 
about for a helpmate, in which he was 
wisely directed. He made choice of Miss 
Elizabeth Hume, daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. Hume., ot Warwick, for a wife. The 
family consists of Alex, Arthur and Miss 
Mary at home, Captain W.H. McLachlan 
of Cleveland, and Mrs. Sproule of Vyner. 
Besides a loving wife, three sons and two 
daughters, he leaves behind four brothers 
and one sister. One brother and one 
sister (Mrs. Hume) live in Petrolea ; one 
on the twelfth line, one in Brantford, 
and Donald on the townline east, all of 
whom, like himself, command high re­
spect. Mr. McLachlan was a man of 
strong conviction and sound judgement. 
In religion he was a Presbyterian and in 
his earlier days, like many other Scotch 
boys, had memorized many Psalms and 
portions of Paul’s Epistles, and during 
his illness he spent much time repeating 
portions of God’s word and meditating 
on these portions. In prayer he had 
great freedom in the Gaelic language, 
much more than in English, and often 
during his illness he was overheard con­
versing with God, to whom he was ever 
grateful for all his mercies. Days before 
the call came he carefully arranged all 
the details of his funeral services which 
were conducted by the Rev. Mr. Pring of 
the Methodist church,and Rev. Mr. Ross 
of the Presbyterian church. The funeral 
sermon was preached by Mr. Ross, who 
spoke from the texts 2 Cor. 5:1, and Heb. 
4:9. The selections sung were the 23 
Psalm known as “The Shepherd’s 
Psalm,” and “Nearer my God to Thee.” 
The funeral was largely attended, the re­
mains being laid away in the Wyoming 
cemetery.—Wyoming Enterprise.
