Increased pay for Canadian soldiers 
on home duty has been allowed by an 
order-in-council issued Tuesday by the 
Dominion militia department.

$1.10 a day, the same as men serving in 
the trenches, but subsistence allowance 
is $13.50 a month,'compared to $20 paid 
overseas men. This allowance will now 
:be same for all.

AN exchange says : “This is the gen­
eration of the tin can.

Five cents worth of can and five cents 
worth of vegetables for a quarter of a 
dollar is enough to make poor people 
considerably poorer.

All stamped envelopes which are 
SDoiled by mistakes committed in sup­
erscribing. will be redeemed by the post- 
office department at their stamp value. 
Postage stamps damaged by sticking to­
gether in warm or damp weather or for 
other causes before using may be return­
ed to the department and their value ex­
changed for new stamps. All redeemed 
envelopes and stamps are sent by the 
postmaster who redeems them to the 
department and records of the same are 
kept. These regulations are, we think, 
not generally known at large, and their 
publication may be beneficial to a large 
number of people.

Would Save the Situation

Canada and the United States 
probably will be able to provide for 
the Allies’ requirements of cereals 
ether than wheat, during the next 
twelve months.

The Allied peoples themselves 
hive been economizing with wheat 
and wheat flour. As Lord North- 
eliffe said in Montreal, “There is no 
tBueh thing as white bread in the Old 
Country, from the King’s table down­
wards." Other cereals are being 
used but they cannot be used alone 
for bread. The Allies must add 
them to wheat flour to make the war 
bread now in universal use in Euro­
pean countries. Except in Italy, 
■where the people normally consume 
much com, there are few corn mills 
in Europe. Cornmeal, not being a 
durable commodity, cannot be ship­
ped across the ocean in great quan­

tities.
The Allies mnst have a wheat 

flour basis for their war loaf. Unless 
the people of Canada and the United 
States are willing to substitute other 
cereals for part of the wheat flour 
which they nominally consume, they 
will be denying even war bread to 
many thousands of people. Substi­
tution of at least one pound of .other 
cereals for one pound of wheat flour 
weekly, per person, would save a 
very large quantity of wheat for 
export. It would still be far short 
of meeting the normal consumption 
requirements of the Allies but it 
would save the situation.

ABOUT SOLDIERING.

Things Women May and May Not Do 
In War.

In spite of the greatly enlarged field 
in which we can work there are impos­
sibilities that should be clearly recog­
nized. One girl writes that she wants 
to Join a cavalry regiment for women 
and sees no reason why those young 
women who want to fight should be for­
bidden.

A woman's cavalry regiment would be 
a decided nuisance. There are times 
when women have fought and fought 
well. In cases of invasion, in a case 
like that of poor Servia, for Instance, 
some women fought beside their men. 
But when such a pass is reached a na­
tion is very close to extinction.

Other girls want to fly for the army, 
want to become dispatch bearers on the 
field, ask for commissions as sharp­
shooters, etc. The army is not a place 
for women in any capacity but that of 
nurse. There she can be supremely use­
ful. Whatever a woman’s capacity or 
training she should remembei* that she 
is a woman and that she would be de­
cidedly jn the way and very inuch a 
problem in a world of men such as a 
modern army must be.

Women can do their part in work that 
is opet^ to them, such as cable and tele­
graph censoring, clerical work, nursing, 
relief work, enlisting work and supply 
organization. The country needs the 
services of woman, and tells her very 
clearly bow and where it needs her. Let 
her fit herself for work she can do and 
not struggle for impossibilities, making 
a waste of her time and her energy.

NOTH AND COMMENT

Baltimore Star : A western youth 
has asked for exemption because he 
has seven cousins in the German 
army, and he does not wish to fight 
them. It would be interesting to 
know whether those seven cousins 
are reluctant to fight America be­
cause of their American cpusin.

A circular is to be issued by the 
chief press censor instructing editors 
throughout Canada to exercise great 
care in publishing comments on the 
operation of the military service act, 
even in the form of a partisan “jibe." 
It is stated that any publication 
containing objectionable matter of 
the kind will be prosecuted.

Now that the price of both wheat 
and flour have been fixed, the Food 
Controller's office is making a com­
plete investigation into the cost of 
breadmaking in various parts of 
Canada independent of the report of 
Mr. W. F. O’Conner, K. C. The 
facts gathered by him will, of course 
be used as a basis in his inquiry. As 
soon as this investigation is com­
pleted arrangements will be made for 
the fixing of the price of bread 
throughout Canada. It is expected 
this action will be taken shortly.

The entry of the United States 
into the war has caused an alter­
ation in the regulations with regard 
to the wearing of uniforms by Can­
adian officers and men when in that 
country. Canadian soldiers are 
now allowed to visit the United 
States in uniforms, whether on duty, 
leave, or furlough, as long as they 
have first secured a permit, signed 
by their district officer commanding, 
or another officer in authority. The 
list of names of those to whom such 
permit has been granted must be on 
record at district headquarters and 
in the cases of officers the names 
must be referred by wire to militia 
headquarters at Ottawa. Soldiers of 
the United States army are allowed 
to enter Canada in uniform.

The people generally appear to be 
well pleased with the Union Govern­
ment formed by Sir Robert Borden 
who, after five months' patient toil, 
has accomplished what in many 
quarters was looked upon as imposs­
ible. Only extreme partisans will 
show displeasure at the outcome and 
not much attention need be paid to 
them. Sir Robert Borden is to be 
congratulated upon the success he 
has achieved. He has surrounded 
himself with the strongest and best 
representatives of Liberalism from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific and the 
ablest Conservatives in tihe old Cab­
inet are retained in the new, which 
is based on an equality of numbers.

EXEMPTIOrS TRIBUNAL

Exemption Tribunals.
Exemption Boards have been chosen in such a way as to make them absolutely independent and 

removed from all influence. There are over 1,250 boards throughout the country, each composed of two 
men, one appointed by the county judge in the district concerned and one selected by a joint committee of 
Parliament. Being familiar with local conditions where they sit, the members are well-fitted to appreciate 
such reasons lor exemption as are put before them by men called up.

Exemption will be granted to those who can establish that it is in the national interest dial they remain 
in civilian fife. This is for the Exemption Board to decide after having received full information in each case.

The grounds on which exemption may be claimed (which are similar to the grounds recognized in 
Great Britain and the United States) are as follows

to) That It U expedient in the national interest that the man should, instead ol being employed in Military Service.be
1 engaged in other work in which he is habitually engaged.
• (6) That il I. expedient in the national interest that the man should, instead of being employed in Military Sendee, be 

engaged in other work in which he wishes to be engaged and for which he ha. «pecial guaiihcations.
(«) That it fa expedient in the national intern* that, instead ol being employed la Military Service, he should continue 

to he educated or trained for any work for which he is then being educated and trained.
(d) That aérions hardship would ensue if the man srere placed on active service, owing to his exceptional financial or 

business obligations or domestic position.
(0) Ill health or infirmity.
(/) That ha conscientiously objects to the undertaking of combatant sendee end is prohibited from doing «° hr ««net. 

■ end articles of faith, in effect on the sisth day ol July, 1917, of any organised religious denomination existing and 
i in Canada at such date, and to which he in good faith belong*.

<ff) That he should be « t because disfranchised under the War Time Election Act.

No Claim for Exemption should be put forward unless one or other of these grounds in fact exists, 
and no loyal citizen should assist in, or allow himself to be made a party to, any Claim for Exemption unless 
thoroughly satisfied that It is made in good faith.

Exemption may be applied for by the men selected themselves or by their parents, near relative or 
employers. Application for exemption must be made on printed forms to betound at every post office, 
which are to be filled in and left with the postmaster if exemption is desired. The postmaster will forward 
the form to a Registrar, who will send it to the appropriate Exemption Board. In due tune, then, the 
Applicant will get notice as to when he must present his case before the Board.

Promise For Future Good

Ottawa, Oct. 24.—Announcement that 
tbe Imperial Munitions Board will spend 
money liberally in Canada for the winter 
on munitions contracts is welcomed here 
as an assurance of industrial prosperity 
during the winter months. It also means 
that the total amount spent on munitions 
in Canada to the end of the year will be 
an imposing sum, just how large it is 
difficult to estimate at the moment.

Consideration of this question brings 
up the point that Canada has been un­
usually fortunate in the matter of obtain­
ing contracts for war material, all kinds 
of which have been exported to Europe 
since war began. One of the features of 
Canada’s participation in the war has 
been the prosperous business it has 
brought the country.

The adoption by Canada of the Military 
Service Act has vastly increased the 
national prestige as a belligerent on the 
side of the Allies and has assured the 
country of continued prosperity through 
war activities of a business nature.

Distribution of Seed Grain and 
Potatoes.

From the Dominion Experimental 
Farms, 1917-1918.

By instructions of the Hon. Min­
ister of Agriculture a free distribu­
tion of superior sorts of grain and 
potatoes will be made during the 
coming winter and spring to Cana­
dian farmers.

The samples of grain for distribu­
tion will consist of spring wheat 
(about 5 lbs.), white oats (about 4 
lbs.), barley (about 5 lbs) and field 
peas (about 5 lbs.) These will be 
sent out from the Central Experi­
mental Farm, Ottawa, by the Dom­
inion Cerealist, who will furnish the 
necessary application forms.

A MARINE 
CHASE

It Was For a Crook 
and $50,000

By WARREN MILLER

The most Interesting chase I ever had 
In all my experience as a detective offi­
cer was for Simpson, who had robbed
the ----  National bank of $50,000 in
currency. Simpson was located in New 
York by the police, or was supposed to 
be, and bis problem was to get out of 
the city with the plunder. The prob­
lem of the police was to arrest him 
with the funds on him.

My being called into the case arose 
from certain Information that came 
from Philadelphia. The chief of police 
of that city gave out information that 
a small steamer no bigger than a canal 
boat that bad been laid up for some 
time bad been purchased aud was be­
ing put Into commission. The owner 
could give no satisfactory account of 
tile sale or who was the real purchaser. 
Indeed, they had become suspicious of 
the use to which she was to be put and 
had advised the police to be on the 
lookout.

The way we got on to Simpson's con­
nection with the steamer was this: An 
anonymous letter was received at po­
lice headquarters which stated that he 
had chartered a single sticker at New 
London and was Intending to make for 
Canada In her. Had we not heard of 
the Philadelphia matter we would 
have been on the lookout in the direc­
tion of New London. As it was we In­
ferred that Simpson had written the 
anonymous letter to put us off the 
track. Bat if this were so he had not 
counted on our being in a position to 
put these two bits of information to­
gether.

As soon as I arrived at Philadelphia 
I went to the dock where the suspect 
was lying. Without appearing to be 
Interested In her I made a mental note 
of everything in her outward makeup. 
She was evidently such a boat as is 
used for carrying passengers short dis­
tances between a city and its outlying 
towns. She had a single stack, was 
moved by a propeller and was painted 
white. The name on her stem was Pe­
ter Muller.

There were no signs of her leaving 
port, and I got the idea that I was off 
the track. I employed a man to watch 
the boat and made a visit to the police 
department hoping to get some more 
information concerning her. They told 
me they thought they had traced the 
new ownership of the Muller and it 
was all right.

Had it not been for this information 
I would have watched thé boat myself 
or at least taken better measures to 
keep advised of her movements. As it 
was I went to my hotel and to bed 
early, being tired. I was awakened at 
3 o'clock In the morning by a bellboy, 
who ushered into my room the man I 
had placed on watch. He told me that 
be had gone to sleep about midnight 
and was awakened by a puffing. Open­
ing his eyes, he saw the Muller going 
out.

I chartered a tug. and, having re­
ceived information that my quarry aft­
er making the ocean had gone north­
ward, I followed in hot haste. The 
Muller must have had good motive 
power, for despite the fact that we put 
on all steam she kept ahead of us. We 
saw nothing of her, but upon inquiry 
learned that she was several hours 
ahead of us, making northward.

Before leaving Philadelphia I had 
telephoned the New York police de­
partment of what had taken place, but 
whether or not they took steps to head 
off the fugitive nothing came of my 
notification. I kept on, guided by in­
quiry alone all day, but all day gaining 
on the Muller. When night came on I 
felt that temporarily at least I had lost 
her, for at night she could go where 
she pleased without her movements 
being noted.

However, I reasoned that the Muller 
would not know that she was being 
chased and would therefore not be like­
ly to attempt to throw me off her track. 
At any rate, I determined to put into 
the first available port and try to pick 
up information of the fugitive the next 
day. This I did and in the morning 
started again northward, making in­
quiries along the way. About noon I 
got the first information. The Muller 
had been seen about five hours ahead of 
me, still pointing northward.

In this way I followed the fugitive 
for several days. The last I heard of 
her was off Cape Cod. She was then 
pointing for Portland. I now saw her 
object. She would make for Casco bay, 
in which there ere several hundred is-
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lands, among which she would have an 
excellent opportunity to lose herself. 
There would he both advantage and dis­
advantage in this to me. 1 would have 
her cooped within a limited area, for 
she could not go on with safety north­
ward. there being no harbor between 
Maine and the St. Lawrencp river. But 
to find her among the islands of Casco 
bay would be like looking for a needle 
in n haystack. At the same time I 
might hunt her down by the same proc­
ess of inquiry I had already pursued.

I made Portsmouth, where I learned 
that the Muller had been there. A 
man had come ashore to buy provi­
sions, answering to a description of

Simpson. It was evident from this 
that be did not suppose he was follow­
ed, or he would not have taken the 
risk of going ashore unless disguised. 
This theory turned out to be wrong, as 
will appear later.

I looked for a week among the is­
lands of Casco bay for the Muller with­
out getting any trace of her whatever. 
’Fhen one morning when I went up 
from below I saw a boat anchored In 
a cove that answered to her except 
that the latter was a lead color, while 
the Muller was white. It happened 
that we had for two days had one of 
those fogs that float in from the ocean 
in that region. This put me on to a 
train of thought My father had been 
In the volunteer navy during the war 
between the states, and he had told 
me that ships attempting to run the 
blockade of the Confederate ports were 
painted a light gray, this being the 
color best adapted to concealment, es­
pecially in the gray of the morning. 
This, together with the resemblance in 
all except color between the Muller 
and this boat I was looking at, sug­
gested to me that the fugitive had been 
repainted. During a two days’ fog 
there had been ample opportunity to 
do this.

I at once ran over every point I had 
noted when the Muller was lying at 
Philadelphia, and this gray boat before 
me corresponded with her in every par­
ticular. I at once gave orders to steam 
for her. We were lying at anchor at 
the time, and the fires were banked. 
Before we could get the anchor up and 
sufficient steam on the gray boat got 
off and disappeared around a point of 
the island.

She had evidently been waiting for 
the return of a boat that had gone 
ashore and started without any appear­
ance of haste as soon as it reached her. 
I did not believe—if she were the Mul­
ler—that she suspected we were after 
her. In order that she might not know 
that we were I avoided all appearance 
of haste, though I was immensely im­
patient. When we finally got off I pur­
posely went around the island on the 
other side from the suspect When we 
next saw her she was steaming along 
deliberately.

Looking eastward I saw a low bank

of fog on the horizon and feared that 
we would be caught in it before reach­
ing the suspect I ordered on full 
steam, bat the fog bank rose rapidly 
and we were soon enveloped in It

That was the last glimpse we got of 
the gray boat for another week, when 
in passing a narrow inlet In the main­
land I saw her at the further end part­
ly concealed by overhanging trees. I 
at once ordered onr course altered, and 
we entered the cove. I now felt easy, 
for she could not get out of the inlet 
without our intercepting her. As we 
sailed, on drawing closer and closer, I 
noticed that she was lying at anchor, 
but no one was on deck. No move was 
made to get away from us, and when 
we drew np within a cable’s length of 
her we saw plainly that no one was 
aboard of her. I got into a small boat, 
was pulled alongside of her and got 
aboard. Every entrance to her cabin 
was locked. There was reason to be­
lieve that those who were cruising in 
her had gone ashore and had left tier 
under lock and key to avoid losing what 
she contained.

On pulling toward her I had noticed 
the name on her stern. It was the 
Seminole of Jacksonville, Fla. My 
suspicions of her were lulled by this 
till I remembered that no such small 
craft from Florida would be likely to 
make its way up to Maine. Besides, 
the letters bad been evidently fresh 
painted.

I felt such confidence in her being 
the vessel I was looking for that I 
sent to my tug for implements, broke 
open the doors to the companionway 
end went below. Everything indicated 
that the crew had gone ashore. There 
was no steam on—indeed, no fires in 
the furnaces.

Then he 
took ont a package. I snatched It from 
him. unrolled it and exposed a large 
package c# bank bills. On being 
counted they turned out to be the 
amount 1 was after, lacking about 
$24500, which had evidently been paid 
for tbe boat and other expenses.

I asked tbe captain bow he had 
come to suspect that the money had 
been hidden in the firebox, and he said 
that when an examination had been 
made of the interned German liners at 
Hoboken at tbe time the break was 
made between the United States and 
Germany he had been on band and 
seen pieces of tbe machinery of one 
of tbe vessels taken from an unused 
furnace.

The rest of tbe story remained for 
some time a mystery. Then one of the 
Simpson’s crew, who at the time did 
not know what he was hired for, re­
vealed tbe facts. Simpson got word of 
the fact that we were inquiring for 
him and during the two days’ fog re­
painted bis boat and changed ’ her 
name. Being caught in the cove, he 
had little time for deliberation. He 
resolved to make the pretense that 
had deceived me, trusting his plunder 
to the firebox rather than taking it 
with him. There was nothing for him 
to do after we found the plunder but 
to make off without it and save him­
self a term in state prison.

Fifty Wooden Ships.
Fifty wooden steamers of a uni­

form size of twenty-five hundred tons 
will be added to the ocean-going 
tonnage of Canada within tbe next 
twelve months. The first of them 
will be launched this fall and on the 
others good progress is reported. 
The ships are those which are be­
ing built for tbe British Government 
through the agency of the Imperial 
Munitions Board. About thirty are 
in yards oo the Pacific coast, and the 
others at Atlantic or lake ports.

Simultan­
eously with ships of steel construc­
tion the various ship building plants 
are stocked with orders to their full 
capacity for the coming year.

CONTROLS PULP SITUATION.

Canada Stands as Dictator In Import­
ant Industry.

Canada is declared to be the dic­
tator in the pulp situation. Reports 
from all quarters indicate a big boom 
in the industry. As it is freely claim­
ed that the world’s supply depends 
almost entirely on the Canadian out­
put, the statement of the Forestry 
Branch at Ottawa will be of interest.

Of the five Provinces engaged in 
this industry, three greatly increas­
ed their production, and two fell be­
hind last year. Those which in­
creased in production were Quebec, 
Ontario, and British Columbia, and 
those which showed decreases were 
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. 
This change brings British Columbia 
back into third place, which it oc­
cupied in 1914.

As in the past, spruce heads the 
lis* of the different kinds of wood 
used with 68.2 per cent, of the total, 
followed by balsam fir with 24.5 per 
cent.

The Canadian pulp mills in 1916 
consumed for the manufacture of 
pulp in Canada 1,764,912 cords, 
valued at $13,104,468, while 1,06*8- 
207 cords, valued at $6,866,669, 
were exported, making a total pro­
duction of 2,833,119 cords, valued 
at $19,971,127. This represents an 
increase of 25.5 per cent, in pulp- 
wood production, and 8.1 per cent, in 
total value as compared with 1915. 
This great increase is due to the 
tremendous demand for pulp and pa­
per caused by the war conditions of 
the preceding two years. The aver­
age value of pulpwood at the mill in­
creased 71 cents per cord over that 
of 1915. All the Provinces show in­
creases in the value of pulpwood ex­
cept Ontario and British Columbia.

Approximately 1,296,084 tons of 
air-dry pulp were made in Canada in 
1916. This is on the basis that one 
cord of wood produces one ton of 
ground-wood pulp or one-half ton of 
chemical fibre. This is a total in­
crease of 20.6 per cent, over 1915. 
The increases shown by the different 
processes were: ground-wood pulp, 
11.2 per cent.; sulphite process, 54.6 
per cent. ; sulphate process, 9.3 per 
cent. ; and soda process, 13.1 per 
cent. Spruce and balsam fir are used 
in all provinces and in all processes. 
Hemlock and poplar are not reported 
from New Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia. Jack pine was used only in 
Ontario and Quebec, and most of it 
was used in the sulphate process.

In regard to the process by which 
the wood is converted into pulp, it is 
noted that while the mechanical, or 
ground-wood, process was the single 
process mçst largely used, the three 
chemical processes, for the first time 
in Canada, together consumed more 
wood than the mechanical, the totals 
being: chemical processes 937,654 
cords and mechanical -process 827,- 
258 cords. While a slight increase 
was made by the soda process and a 
considerable increase by the sulphite 
process, the notable change during 
the year was the increase made by 
the sulphite process from 470,949 
cords in 1915 to 727,045 cords in 
1916. An increased quantity of wood 
was converted into pulp by each of 
the four processes.

The exports of wood-pulp from' 
Canada show alternate increases 
and decreases practically every year 
from 1909 to 1916. The total ex­
port in 1915 decreased 14.3 per cent., 
while in 1916 it showed the remark­
able increase of 53.4 per cent. The 
exports to the United States show a 
gain, of 148,263 tons. Exports to 
Great Britain increased from 18,488 
tons to 51,072 tons, and to France 
from 18,335 tons to 31.821 tons. 
There was not much change in the 
business to other countries except 
that Spain, which was not an im­
porter of Canadian pulp in 1915, took 
1,737 tons in 1916.
