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EDUCATIONAL.

We have to hand the sixth- annual
report of the Superintendent of Edu-
eation on the Public Schools of Nova
Scotin. Dr, Allison reports thet taken
as a whole, the record of the year just
etosed is an unusually satisfactory one.
In comparison with the statistics of the
two praceeding years, there is report
ed an increase for each term in the
number of schools in operation, of
teachers employed, and of pupils in
attendance, as well as a still more
marked excess in the total registration
of the year. There bhas nlso been a
small increase in the salaries paid.

These facts must be most gratifying 151

all interested in educational matters.

“The number of Sections reported
as having no school during any portion
of the year is the smallest yet known
that this maximum expansion of the
area of education is found in conneos
tion with the minimum expansion of
the area of education is found in con
nection with the minimum issue of
epecial licenses to secure teachers far
weak localities, For the past four
years the number of sections without
schoo! either term has stood as {ollows:
J879-80, 176 ; 1880-1, 128 ; 1881.2, 133 ;

€}.) ** Directly opposed to the principle
whiek regulates the distribution of our
cducational funds in general. In respect
to these, the amount drawn within the
limits of & county depends entirely upon
the educaf®nal work done, as mensured by
the numjer and grades of the teachers em-
ployed ;—

(2.) Grossly pertial and unfair as be-
tween the scetions of & county, though hav-
ing a superficinl aspect of impartiality as
between the different counties ;—

(3.) Wasteful, in destoying the grant in
not a few cases on localities where it is
used chiefly to reduce assessments for or-
dinary school purposes, while withholding
it fromn communities already making res-
pectable provision foradvanced instruction
out of their own resources ;—

(4 ) Ineffective as & means of stimulat-
ing local effort in support of Academie
Education.”

Several reports from Inspectors en-
dorse the Course of Study prescribed
for sohools and say that work improves

|| in quality when brought uunder the

regulative influence of the provisions of
the Act. Mr. Morse's report says :
tt The ¢ Course of Study ' has been past
ed on the Register Covers of every school
within this District. In most of the grad-
ed schools it is being intelligently and suc-
cessfully followed. Many of the teachers
of the miscellaneous schools complain of
inability to adopt its entire provisions. In
many cases teachers are modifying existiog
schemes of study in the direction of the
course. Except in a few of the schools,
the Lessouns on Nature are not yet receiv-
ing that attention which the importance
demand. Many teachers are not at pre-
sent qualified to give these lessons in a
satisfactory manner, but could easily pre-
pare themselves to do so fairly well by a
little extra study.
Several Inspectors report that the
Compulsory School Act has been adopt-
ed in a number of sections, but do not
give much information in regard to its
working .
- 'The attention of the Legislature is
again drawn by Dr. Allison to the neces-
sity of making a number of alterations
in the Act relating to Public Instruc
tion, in order that the provisions may
be more clearly understood by the
people in general, notably the para-
graphs relating to the appointment or
election of Trustees to fill vacancies,
the incapacity and neglect of duty of
Trustees, the calling of special school
meetings and the sanetion of sites for
‘'school Bouses. He also recommends
that * the taxution of real estate in the
section in which it is situated irrespec-
tive of the owner’s residence be made
the governing principle of the law.,”
The superintendent conecludes his in-
teresting report by other suggestions,
which in our opinion are perfectly just
and reasonable, and would no doubt, if
adopted, be of general benefit.

Frorr 18y ExoraND.—Some idea of the
increased consumption of fruit in this
country, says the London Standard,
reay be gathered from a comparison of
the quantities imported 1871 and 1882
respectively. In the former year we
received 1,128,568 bushels,and in the
latter 4,055,602 bushels.

The principal countries from which
this supply was obtained were France,
Belgium, Holland, Germany, Spain,
Portugal, the United States and Cava-
de. In 1871, France supplied more
than a fourth of the total; but in 1882
the United States sent us twice as
mueh fruit a8 Frande, chiefly in+ the
form of apples. As it is estimated that
our home produes is only about 9,000,-
000 bushels, we impors nearly half as
much as we grow. In spite of this
large importation, the value of which
in 1882 was £1,718,907, the prices of
fine fruit continue very high, the best
sorts for dessert purposes being luxu-
ries which the wealtby alone can com-
mand.

The distribution of
the entire amount of the road grant,
tbrough the medium of the Municipal
Councils would naturally run in & groove,
Each member of the Council would take
care to secure a portion of the grant for the
district of which he happened to be the re-
presentative, and the consequence would
be that the grant would Le divided up to
such an extent that special necessities
would havé to be ignored. Under these
circumstances it ‘would sooncr or later
dawn upon the Government tlat it would
be necessary to go back to 8 certain extent
to the system ot special grants, to provide
for special nocessitics, even though the
grants to the municipal Councils Lad to
be lessened for that purpose. The facts
set out in the petition, that two hundred
dollars of public money had already been
voted and expended on the road in ques-
tion, sud thut the people themselves had

Lynchburg, Va , March 13 —A telegram
received at 9 o'clock to-night says the
whole of the East mine was s, attered by
the explosion and everything in front of
the main entrance was demolished.  Fire
can now be seen at the mouth of the Wine
and no one can enter for the house aud fan
are a total wreck. As soon as thoy can be
repaired, attempts will be made to go into
the mines. Everything possible is being
done to reach the victims,

Words conld not convey the slightest
iden of the destruction that was wrought
in a few short scconds. The signs of it
were plainly visible on every hand. The
entrance to the main shaft was entireiy
torn out and scattercd pell-mell for ban-
dreds of feet, 'The little train track was
torn and completely twisted out of place
and the shapeless timber and ties mixed
in confusion all around, 'The cars were
taken up bodily and torn in part and ‘their
iron wheels shivered, They were thrown
three and four hundred feet away. The
force of the explosion was terrific. Rocks
were thrown through the workshops and
every object that atood in the direct course
of the forced air was demolishad, Scveral
workmen in the shops were severly injur-
ed. The shops as well as the locomotive
house were levelled with the ground. Of
one hundred and fifty men who were in
the mine at the time of the explosion
not one has rturned to the surface,
and there is no probability that
a single ono of them survived
The carpenters and laborers after much
suffering and sicknesa, succeeded last even-
ing in erecting o fan, and it is hoped that
the removal of the bodies can be accom-
plished to-day, although the smell from
the mine is still sickening and suffocating.
About 35 Hungarians are among the vic-
tims.

Gen. Graham's forces at ono o’clock this
morning. The British forcus were at once
formed to repel & charge but no attack
came. The men were thereupon ordered
The fire of the rebels
continu«d all night, but the British did
not reply. An officer and two men were
wounded and one man was killed. Fight-
ing began at daybreak. The infaotry and
artillery completely routed the enemy from
their pits and trenches. The battle had
not lasted more than a half hour when the
victory of the British was made certain.
A telegraphic despatch has been received
from General Giaham, dated Oswan
Digoa’s camp, March 13, 11.40 a. m,, in
which be says : ** The camp of the enemy
has been taken after hard fighting since
8 o'clock this morning. Over seveuty of
the British were killed and a bundred
wounded

London, March 13.—A despaich from
Souakim to Reuter’s telegraph company,
says: The ememy were enabled to pene-
trate the second square and capture guns
by the movements of the black regiment
which advanced impetuously and Lreke
ranks. Numbers of rebels still hover
around the camp aad fire when the cattle
are being watered, Native guides bolted
when the squad was broken, ¥urther
fighting is improbable. Tue battle lasted
two and a half hours. The rebel loss is
eatimated at 4,000 killed and 6,000 wonod-
ed. The rebels under cover of smmoke
crept close up to the Britishlines and dash-
ed against marines, the 65th and Black
Watch regiments, throwing themselves
upon the bayonets of the British and giv-
ing and receiving fearful wounds. Groat
confusion ensued, The 65th began to re-
treat, crowding upon the marines, whea
all became inextricably mixed. Gen.
Graham and staff did their utmost to rally
the men at 800 yards to enable them to re-
form. Assistance from other brigades
prevented a severe disaster. The pluck
shown by the rebels is unexampled. It is
reported that Baker Pasha will stortly be
reinstated in the British army with the
rank of major-general. The rebels enter-
ed the sccond sqnare upon their hands and
knees bencath the muzzles of the Gatling
guns, They then commenced slasbing
with their weapous doing terrible execu-
tion. The British were no match for the
rebels at close quarters. The British will
return to Suakim to-day. Further details
of the desperate battle yesterday between
Graham’s forces and the rvcbels npear the
Tamai wells continue to arrive. During
the confusion which ensued when the
Arabs made their wild rush on the British
lines and cansed them to retreat, the news-
paper reporters and other non-combatants
took part in the fray and used the revolv-
ers freely and with deadly effect against
the enemy. After the battle Osman’s
camp and villages were burned. Among
the trophies Osman’s steadard was taken
and Tewfik Bey's was recaptured. The
British losses were considerably heavier
than at first reported. he aumber of
those killed reaches a hundred while the
wounded were one hundred and fifty. Gra-
ham’s forces are returning to Suakim, QOs-
man Digna bhas fled to the hills. The
Arabs reticed before the English slowly
and sullenly. They were defeated but not
put to rout. They walked away as if
sauntering through a bazaar with arms
folded or swinging at their sides. They
were often shot down but this did not
hasten their companion’s speed. Judges of
native character think that the Arabs are
so allied by fumily ties that the great loss
of life will appal them and break their
faith in their sheiks. A wounded Arab
killed & Britisb marine during the night.
Another aitempted to stab Colonel Stewart
while his aide-de-camp was giving the
wound«d man water. Admiral Hewitt bas
to-day sent out a frerh circular tc the
tribes warning them that if they did not
obey the summons to submit, the fate of
Arabs who fell at Teb, and Tamaniei will
overtake them.

London, March 13.—Suakim advices
state that a panic occurred last night
among the Egyptian troops under Baker
Pasba who are still in camp at Sariba.
Tbey got a notion that the rebels were ap-
proaching, became frightened and took to
their heels. Before the panic was allayed
two men that were taken for rebels were
killed.

The troops returning to Suakim cheered
greatly the personal heroism of Adams
Fraser a sergeant of the Black Watch re-
giment, Twelve Arabs were laid low by
his single bayonct. Drummond, of the
same regiment bayoneted Osman Digna’s
nepbew. Fifty men have left Chatbam to
fill the vacancies in the Black Watch re-
giment,

Zobehr Pasha is willing to take tke
place of Gen. Gordon as Governor-General
of the Soudan.

$400 a short time ago. To fllustrate what
wonderful changes of fortune are incurred
by some of these Wall Street magnates we
give an account of Stockwell’s romautic
history :—

Alden B Stockwell was one of the big-
gest operators on the stock exchange
fifteen years ago, and was called oue of the
sings of Wall street. His career was as
brilliant as it was brief, His history is
rather romantic, Twenty years ago—he
is only about forty- five mow—Mr. Stock-
weil was a poor clerk on a passenger
steamboat plying on Lake Erie. He hail-
ed from Cleveland. On one of his trips
ne fell in with Elias Howe, the inventor
of the sewing machine, and then a very
wealthy man, owiog large sewing machine
works at Bridgeport, Conn., and elsewhere.
Mr. Howe was a passenger on the boat
and was accompanied by his dauzhter, a
beantiful young girl. Young Stockwell
bappened to bave it in his power to do a
favor for Mr. Howe and his daughter, and
made their acquaintance. Stockwell was
a smart persevering fellow and he follow-
ed up the acquaintance, fell in love with
Mise Howe and married her.

IN WALL STREET.
When Mr. Howe died, not long after, the
former steamboat clerk found himself,
through bis wife, a millionaire, with an
income of $200.000. He showed consider-|
able Lusiness talent in clarge of the great|
Howe sewing machine factories, and soon |
increased his fortune to $2,000,000. Then,!
about 1865, Mr. Stockwell went into Wall
street with bis millions. He was dubbed
¢t the sewing machine operator,” and went
into stock speculations oo a gigantic scale.
He eventually concentrated his attention
wpon Pacific Mail, than an active and fa-
vorite speculative fancy. Stockwell ob-
tained entire control of the steamship
company, and put his friends inte all the
offices. He also secured the Panama rail-
way company, About 1870 SBtockwell or-
ganized the famous deal which ran up the
price of Pacific Mail from 40 to 102. He
tind lost much ef his two millions, but he
got a good deal back by this coup He
made a great display in society and as an
amature sportsman with fast horses sud
his yacht. His reckless mavagement of
the Pacific Mail company ended in bis
downfall - He disappeared from this city
a comparatively poor man, and was next
heard of as & bookmaker on the English
turf, where fortune smiled on him for a
time, Recently Mr. Stockwell has been
scen in Wall street a broken man, with
nothing left of his days of prosperity but
his atock exchange membership, He
shuffied through the crowd unnoticed,
where once the mere rumor that Stockwell
was on the floor would have played the
mischief with the market.

Agrienttural,

Sliting Hens.

As the spring advauces the hen will lay
and then want to sit. She should be ac-
commodated by giving her a nest on the
ground, with a damp sod on the bottom,
lined with clean, dry suraw cut in picces,
The advantage of the damp sod is thet it
prevents the feverish heat which a thor-
oughly dry nest induces, and which weak-
ens the chicks so much as frequently to
render them unable to leave the shell ; and
we koow (hat when a hen sits herself it is
always under & wall or about the roots of
tices, where the damp grass is the founda-
tion of ber nest. How strong aud healthy
such broods are we all know ; so, if we
would have Nature’s success, we must
imitate her proceedure as far ag we can.
When sod could not be had, we bave found
sandy earth to answer as well, Breaking
the straw in picces prevents the chipping
of the eggs during incubation, and is also
much safer for the chickena than the long
straw, which are apt te entangle -the feet,
wings and neck, and not infrequently cause
their death. Siiting boxes of wood have
been said to be uniformly too warm, dry
and close to produce healthy chickens,
and wickerwork baskets with wooden divi-
visions have been recommended. We have
no doubt snch baskets are excellent whben
they ean be bad, but, for our own part, we
have tried every way, and find nothing
Letter than a nest literaley on the ground,

and put into shape Ly means of & few
large stones, pieces of wood, or anything
that comes to hand. With a knowledge o
the principles on which to work,a very
little ingenuity will make simple materi-
als go a great way, As we said before, the
hen must be put into a quiet place ; she
does not like noise while batching, and if
digturbed is apt -to leave her eggs or to
break thuth by the sudden movements
which terror causes. When auy of tbhe
eggs are broken the shell ehould be reviov-
ed and the others carefully wiped with a
dnmp cloth; if the egyg is left on theshell,
when dry it forms such a thick coating
that the chick cannot penetrate it, and so
perishes in its dismal prison. Hens have
been accused of eating their eggs
prolabhility is that they only do.so when
the eggs are broken, hence the necessity of
taking care and endesavoring to keep them

the

entire.

Whenever the hen is set she must bhave
food once a day and a copious supply of
clean, fresh water ; she must also have ac-
cess to a heap of earth, sand or
gravel to dust ber featheis, She must not
be off ber nest more than half an bour;
generally she returns to it spontaneously,
but should this not be the case, she must
be gently driven on. Soft food, such as
has been described above, has been re-
commended, and we bave no doubt it is
excellent, providing di'_r grain be given in
addition. Oats wehave always found to be
the greatest faverite with our hens, and

Acainst Mica N Orcnarps.—The pre-
sence of meie in orchards is a very seriony
cause of destructipn in cold weather—
sometimes unsuspected, if as Mr. Luper,
of the Warsaw, Ill., Horticultural Socicty,
says they often burrow among the roots
when the ground is loose, completely girdl-
ing them out of sight. In ruch cases
winter-killing is mistakenly held respon-
sible. Another speaker declared that theé
sharp toothed rodents ¢ kill more than freez-
ing ;’ another that they ¢ kill thousands.’
Several preventions were suggested, By
burying vear the trces wheat-giaing soak-
ed or boiled in arsemic water, Mr. Ames
succeeded in driving the pests from his pre-
mises,.

HYGIENIC COOKING—HOW TO DO IT.

Sreamep Grame.~The table below gives
the proportions of grain and water by
measurement, and the time required for
cooking in & closed steamer. (A closed |
steamer, is one that adwits the steam
through fluss in the side or elsewhere, and
not through holes in the bottom.) BSome
like these grains cooked qnite dry, and
others prefer them very moist. If the
proportions here given do not suit the
taste, it will be an easy matter to correct
them, after a single trial. In steaming,
always keep the water at a fast boil ; and dish
the very moment you lift the steamser from
the fire, else the water will cellect,
GRAIN.

If you have not a steamer, cook the
above grains in » farina kettle, which is a
double boiler, or one vessel within an-
otber, the outer one containing water that
is boiling. Grains cookod 1n this kettle
(or in a covered tin bucket set in & pot of
boiling water) require a longer time by
about one-third, than if done in & closed
steamer ; hominy and pearl barley, for in-
stance, would need all of five bours. The
time cau be shortened, however, by soaks
ng (covered) over night, and cooking in
tke same water ; if soaked, they will steam
in a farine.kettle, in abont the same time
as that given in the table. But the flavor
iz rather better if the soaking is dispensed
with, These grains are sometimes cooked
in a stone or earthen crock or even in an
iron pot, on the back of the stove; the
fire must be slow or they will scorch.

CaxxgLoy or Beer.—Chop balf a pound
of lean cooked beef fine ; rub smooth in a
mortar half a pound of raw fat bacon, or
ham fat ; grate the yellow rind of one
lemon, mix all these ingredients thorough-
ly, press tnem together in form of a roll
wrap them well in  buttered paper, and
Lake it for twenty minutes in a moderate
Wiien it is done, remove the paper
without breaking the roll, and serve it
either on & bed of parsley or lettuce, or
with half a piut of brown sauce or meat
gravy.,

Mock Terrariy —Half a calfs liver
season and ry brown. Hash it, not very
fine, dust thickly with flour, a teaspoon
of mixed mnstard, as much cayenue pep-
pefas will lie on half a dime, two bard
eggs chopped fine, a lump of butter the
sizo of an egg, a teacup or water. Let it
boil together a minute or two. Cold veal
will do if liver is not liked.

Jrruiep Vear.—Take a knuckle of veal,
wash it nicely, put in a pot with water
enough to cover it, boil it slowly for two
or three hours, then take out all the bones
—be sure to pick out all the little ones—
cut the meat into small pieces, pnt it back
in the liguor, scason to taste with pepper,
salt and sage, let it stew away until pretty
dry, tarn it in an oblong dish, or one that
will mould it well to cut in slices. A nice
relish for tea.

Sweersreaps, Lixer axp Heanr.—Par-
boil them and let them get cold, then cut
them about an inch thick. Season with
salt and pepper and dip them into the
yolk of an ¢gg sud fine bread crumbs, fry
them light brown. When removed from
the frying-pan make a gravy for them, add-
ing, if you like, spices.

Saare Savce wor Bomep Meats.—Chop
fine an onivn and & sma.l quantity of mix-
ed pickles ; put these into a sauce pan
with half a gill of vinegar, a teaspoonful

Rice CroQuerres.—Take seven ounces
of rice in a Lright sauce-pan with a quart
of rich milk ; let it swell gently by the
fire ; stir ofr,cn to prevent it Dlurning,
When it is half cooked stir in five or six
ounces of pounded sugar, a few sweet
pounded almonds and & strong flavoring of
orange-water. - Simmer these ingredients
until the rice is soft and dry ; put it into
a flat dish to cool ; then roll it in small
balls, make a hole in each and fill it with
rich preserve or marmalade, close it up
and dip it in egg aud bread crumbs ; fry
these in butter, a light brown color, drain
them before the fire on a reversed bhair-
sicve covered with a soft, clean cloth.
Pile them when ready to serve on a dish
in pyramidal form.
