why ? For these reasons : his companions 
for the time being would be more likely to 
be of a better class than those coming out. 
Those going back, would most likely he 
such as had bettered tbelr condition and 
Increased the weight of their purse by 
honest labor on this side of the water, and 
were availing themselver of the cheapest 
way of psylng a visit to u the old sod." 
Then the passengers being fewer in num­
ber would be less promiscuous, and there 
would be less crowding together—or rather 
herding together, for that Is the truer 
phrase—than there Is In coming out. The 
tide of emigration Is from the old conn- 
tries, not to them ; the vast majority of 
emigrants are of the steerage class. And 
besides the fewer the passengers the more 
attention they are likely to get from the 
stewards ; if attention they need. If any 
reader of the Monitor were once to see a 
few hundreds of steerage passengers land­
ing at one of the great seaports on this side 
of the Atlantic, he would be thankful that 
he was notone of them, and that he bad 
not been compelled to mingle with them, 
day aller day, and sleep In the same de- 
pertinent with, perhaps 12 or 20 together, 
night alter night. One would like to 
choose bis room mates. I could describe 
the scene referred to ; hut I don't think I 
will try If the description were only true 
to the life—and it would be—U might 
spoil the enjoyment of the next meal, that 
is, if meal time were near. No, I don't 
think I can praise the steerage department. 
Still there are many honest, cleanly, re­
spectable people who are compelled to go 
that way, for necessity has no choice. But, 
as I have already implied, I would rather 
go steerage than come.

This 
Is better than the steerage ; but by no 
means approaches the higher class 
modation ; the table is less bountiful, and 
lees varied ; generally there are more com- 
panions in your sleeping appartments than 
you would ordinarily care for—my refer­
ence is only to human companions, I mean 
no other—though others would likely be 
found, and possible felt, particularly at 
night, among the steerage class.

Mr. Editor
Two Items have appeared in recent Issues 

of the Spectator, relative to the report of the 
Teachers' Association, which, if allowed to 
pass unnoticed, would be doing an injustice 
to the Managing Committee of the Asso­
ciation, and tend to mislead not only teach­
ers, but all readers of the Spectator. In the 
issue of Oct. 12th, I find the following :— 
“ The Secty., however, was pleased only, 
as usual, to send his report to the Monitor. ” 
It will not require a very careful analysis 
of this quotation to prove by the modifying 
terms, that the statement Is not at all flex­
ible, and that there Is but one conclusion, 
that is, the reports have been limited to 
the Monitor. I admit that this paper, with 
but one exception, has received the manu­
script first, but invariably have the others 
been authorieed to copy without giving 
credit to the paper In which the report first 
appeared. Our secty. has never been re­
quested, and is not expected to prepare 
three different copies when one of the 
printed reports can be used conveniently. 
At one of the meetings of the Association, 
soon after Its organization, a resolution 
was passed that the minutes be published 
in one of the local papers, and that the 
others be requested to copy. This applied 
to only one session, but with one exception 
the same order baa been followed. Now 
as to advantages aod disadvantages, If the 
order be changed the readers of the Specta- 
tor and Conner will gain nothing—the report 
will be before the public on the same day 
as betore,—but the readers of the Monitor 
will be obliged to wait one week longer 
than by the Ipresent arrangement. I may 
now ask which order is more regular and 
satisfactory ?

The fact that the Spectator was overlooked 
this year placed it in an awkward position 
relatively speaking : but the least it could 
have done was to ask for an explanation 
from the secty., which no doubt would have 
been readily given, thereby avoiding any 
discussion whatever. In regard to “ com­
mon courtesy " referred to, our present 
secty. is not responsible for that which be 
knew nothing about. In conclusion, I 
may say, and I think without contradic­
tion, that tree discussions on subjects ger* 
mare to the practical work of teaching 
have been invited, and eyen urged by the 
President of the Association. In no case 
when motions have been introduced relat­
ing to internal work or executive proceed­
ings has there been a disposition shown to 
■but out, or even cripple the passing of 
such resolutions. Then how can Mr. 
Magee, whose name appears in the Spectator, 
and who has always taken an active partin 
submitting motions for the advancement of 
our educational interests, be one of the 
first to complain ? Why did not he and 
the others referred to by tbe Spectator state 
their grievances and ask for a change? I 
cannot think that Mr. Magee would be 
guilty of tbe Inconsistency of suppressing 
bis feelings in the various meetings, and 
afterwards of giving expression to them in 
such a way as to appear in print, and 
thereby militate against the interests of tbe 
association ; and at present, must content 
myself by thinking there possibly was a 
misunderstanding between him and the 
Editor of tho Spectator.

GETTING TO ENGLAND.
Many a reader of tbe Monitor has said, 

««I would like to see old England, It 
must be a great place. I wouder how one 
could get there.'* Let me show Ihe 

, 11 how.” To get to England you must
take tbe steamer, or the steamer will take 
you. Of coarse, some one occasionally 
goes in a sailing vessel ; hat sailing vessels 
have long been out of date as regular bona 
fide passenger carriers. The fare, single 
trip, will cost about $20, $50, or $80, 
according to accommodation. This 
amount includes all provisions needed on 
tbe journey ; not a single meal or “ bite " 
needing to be paid for on the way ; nor 
need the passenger lay In any private sup- 
plies, unless be takes steerage passage, at 
the lowest figures just given ; then a few 
small extras might be desirable. A return 
ticket by either of the other classes may be 
obtained at a reduced rate. Oo all tbe 
octau going steamer* a good table is kept 
with all the good things of tbe season, 
soups, fresh meats, fowls, puddings, pies, 
etc., included ; fruits, figs, raisins, nuts, 
etc., coming In for desert. Yon can get 
yoor tea or coffee as you would at home, 
with tbe exception that at dinner, as in 
England, neither of these are present. 
You can have good water, to any amount, 
free ; stronger drinks you esn have ad 
libitum at ordinary land prices. ; but if you 
are a total abstainer, of coarse, yon will
abstain ; or, at lease, you will try to.

Steerage passengers have to purchase or 
hire a mattress, and a few other things, so 
that altogether the total cost, in the end, 
is not so low as at first sight it seems to be, 
and the comforts (7) are not to be bragged 
oo ; but I only write from observation and 
enq’uiry, not from experience. Still tbe 
steerage passenger would find it more 
agreeable going to the old country than he

ANNAPOLIS S.S. Cold Water Before Breaklaet.

cold water 1 might bave been in my 
grave long ago. I am a physician, or 
rather was one before 1 retired, and 
have made a study of liquids. Water, 
drunk freely before meals, has a very 
beneficial result, for it washes away the 
mucus secreted during the intervals of 
repose. The membrane thus cleansed 
is in much better condition to receive 
food and convert it into soluble com­
pounds. In the morning the accumula­
tion of mucus is specially marked when 
tbe gastric walls are covered with a 
thick, tenacious layer. Now food en 
tering tbe stomach at this time will be 
come covered with this tenacious coat­
ing. which for a time protects it from 
tbe action of gastric ferments and so 
retards digestion. Your mao with a 
tubular contracted stomach, with its 
puckered mucus lining and viscid con 
tents, a normal condition in the morn­
ing before breakfast, is not suitable to 
receive food. A glass of water washes 
out tbe stomach, gives tone, and pre­
pares the alimentary canal for the 
morning meal.’—Amo York Mail.

Subsequently be 
was with the Guards in Egypt, when 
be fought under the rank of m»jor, 
which be won by bravery on the field 
of battle, and was tbe last person of 
the English army who saw Gen. Gor­
don alive, lie traveled a great deal 
through Africa and Palestine, and met 
Stanley on the Congo. The King of 
Ztnzibar presented him with a curious 
and valuable ring which he wore when 
he went to Florida, and be received 
three medals and a decoration from 
Queen Victoria. Having served six 
y ears in the army be was retired, the 
government refusing te grant hie re­
quest to be allowed to remain in it. 
His friends, among whom were Par­
nell, O'Brien and nearly all of the 
Irish leaders, proposed to make an ef­
fort for bia restoration to tbe army, 
but he dissuaded them from it, and 
in 1886 came to this country. He oh? 
tamed appointments from Bishop 
Wigger, of New Jersey, at Newark, 
Jersey City and Plainfield. August 
30th, Bishop Moore wrote asking if 
Father O'Sullivan would be willing to 
go South and risk the yellow fever. 
Having encountered it in Egypt, and 
never having been sick in bis life, he 
cheerfully consented to go, and left 
tor Tampa on September 15th. Father 
O'Sullivan was more than six feet 
in height and powerfully built. He 
bad a dignified presence, and when 
he walked tbe streets in his priestly 
garb be always received marks ol res 
pect from stranger». He bad a host 
of friends, and was well acquainted 
with a great many of tbe English no­
bility. He was a natural linguist, and 
spoke eight languages, among them 
the Zulu.
