New Newspaper Law.

At the last session of the legislature an 
act was passed which makes some little 
change in the relationship hitherto existing 
between newspaper publishers and their 
subscribers. Under the old law the pub­
lisher could send out his paper to any one 
he chose, and if they were taken out of the 
post office by the person to whom they 
were addressed, the person so taking them 
could be held responsible for payment. 
This is now changed, 
follows : —

“ No person shall l>e liable to pay any 
sum for any newspaper, magazine, or other 
periodical sent by post to any such person 
by reason only of the fact that such person 
has taken such newspaper, mag 
other periodical so sent by post fi 
post office or way office, and kept the 
same.”

Under this act a person cannot be com 
pelled to pay for a paper unless he has 
ordered or subscribed for it. Having once 
done this the publisher can continue sending 
it and collect payment until all arrearages 
are paid and a proper notice of discontin­
uance is received.

BE THANKFUL THAT YOU DO NOT LIVE WHERE 
THESE REPTILES CRAWL.

Scientific American : Pythons are abun­
dant in the Philippines, the species being 
identical with that found in Borneo. During 

stay of ten months in these lands we 
have heard many accounts of the enormous 
size attained by these snakes, and recently 
have obtained three fine specinens. The 
smallest of these measured 19 feet 11 j 
inches in length and 18 inches in greatest 
circumference. It had evidently been with­
out food for some time and was in an ema­
ciated condition, but was still a heavy load 
for two men.

The next in size measured 22 feet 6 inches 
in length and 24 inches in greatest circum­
ference. The head was 6 inches wide at 
the angle of the jaws, and the mouth opened 
13 inches without danger of the stretching 
of the skin or displacement of the bones, of 
which it is capable. The third specimen 
measured 22 feet 8 inches in length and 22 
inches in greatest circumference. The gape 
was the same as the second specimen. In 
each case the stomach was entirely empty, 
and one familiar with such animals can 
easily form an idea of the enormous increase 
in size that would take place if gorged with 
food.

Above the length of 19 or 20 feet these 
snakes increase greatly in bulk for every 
foot in length, so that a snake 10 feet long 
looks small beside one 21 feet long. It is 

- difficult to estimate the weight of an animal 
of this kind, and we had no means of de­
termining it accurately. A quarter of it 

heavy lift for a strong man, ami it 
was all that two men could do to drag it a 
few feet along the ground, one man being 
unable to do so. The second specimen dis­
played its enormous strength by snapping 
in two by a steady pull one of its fastenings 
—a rattan between one half and three 
quarters of an in inch in diameter. The 
snake being securely fastened by rattans 
around the neck, two men and a boy who 
attempted to hold the tail were powerless 
to do so.

From the log in which the third speci­
men was caught 89 eggs were taken. They 
were white and nearly round, about the 
size of an ordinary baseball, and 
covered with a soft, leathery shell or skin. 
They adhered to each other, forming a 
large mass, which had to be literally torn 
apart to separate them. So far as observed^ 
all were fertile, each specimen examined 
containing a living embryo about 4 inches 
in length. When discovered the snake 
was coiled upon its eggs, apparently in­
cubating. Upon being removed from the 
log the eggs dried up rapidly. As the tem­
perature in the log was noticeably above 
that of the atmosphere it is probable that 
the close coils of the snake prevented eva­
poration.

A snake this size could bring down a 
medium-sized buffalo, and could crush out 
the life of a man in the fraction of a min­
ute, and we have no hesitancy in giving 
the opinion that it could swallow him. We 
know of the case of a snake about this size 
swallowing a full grown buck with antlers, 
a male deer of this species being larger 
around the belly than is a man around the 
shoulders.

If the stories told here about large snakes 
can be believed, the specimens described 
are small indeed in comparison with really 
large snakes, but we find that such snakes 
decrease greatly in size when brought into 
contact with the deadly foot rule. An 
intelligent half-caste recently told us that 
his brother-in-law had killed, Treasured and 
skinned a snake 44 feet long. We did not 
wish to question the man’s veracity, but 
heartily sympathized with the remark of a 
Spanish gentleman that 44 feet were a great 
many feet.

620Robert Fleming, Commander. use ein 
ood. I was Interesting Experiments in Butter Making.

The South Australian dairymen’s asso­
ciation has advanced a theory which may 
prove of great importance to farmers. It 
is that cream churned with black pepsin, 
which they say is perfectly harmless, will 
produce more than twice as much butter 
than when churned without it, and that 
the butter is healthier, tastes better, looks 
better, keeps better anil sells better than 
butter churned in the ordinary way. Iu 
order to establish their theory they lately 
appointed a committee to make tests and 
the committee have conducted a series of 
experiments, the results of which are cer­
tainly very interesting. These experiments 
were begun in June last and extended over 
thirty days, the milk of twenty ordinary 
cows being used. The cream in every test 
was thoroughly mixed, and one half churn 
ed with pepsin and one half without. From 
the half of the cream churued without pep­
sin during the thirty days 348 pounds and 
12 ounces of butter were made, which at 28 
cents a pound amounts to $97.65, while 
from the other half churned with black 
pepsin (of which one teaspoonful for each 
gallon of cream was added) no less than 884 
pounds and 8 ounces of butter were made, 
which at 28 cents a pound amounts to $247. - 
66. The committee used $4 worth of pep­
sin in these tests, but as will be seen it pro­
duced $150 worth more butter than could 
be made without it. This pepsin only costs 
half a cent a pound, and two and a half 
dollars’ worth will make 509 pounds of but-

The brick made by the International 
Brick & Tile Company, whose works are 
situated here, are moulded automatically in 
one of Creager’s machines driven by a forty 
horse-power engine. This company makes 
only common brick, but their brick have 
such smooth faces and square edges that 
they are being u&ed for some purposes 
instead of face brick. The clay on the 
property of this company is of a superior 
quality, entirely free from grit, and is taken 
direct from the bank to the pug mill. 
When moulded, the brick are dumped on 
ballet boards and placed in racks to dry, 
thia being the only yard in the province in 
which the bricks are dried in this way. In 
all the yards the bricks are burned in the 
old style of kiln. Wood is now used as 
fuel, and at present it is comparatively 
cheap, but the time will come when coal 
mupt take its place.

your fine and artistic brick edifices. Speed 
the day when ignorance and folly shall give 
place to the beautiful and edifying, as well 
as useful, in the construction of our resi­
dences and public buildings. Then may 
we hope to see brick predominating in our 
rural towns and settlements as the material 
of which to construct our dwellings, and 
such dwellings as shall combine art with 
utility, and which will not require constant 
repairs and the application of paint every 
now and then to keep up appearances.

To return, the Annapolis Valley, or 
“Evangeline’s land,” as it is now poetically 
known, contains vast deposits of argilla- 

clay which becomes, when burnt, of 
different shades of red, from a bright toned 
tèrra cotta to a deep cherry ; just beside 
these deposits of clay are often found beds 
of sand sharp and fine, most of which can 
be used without screening. Moulding sand 
mixed with iron pyrites can also be ob­
tained for experimenting in coloring, but 
usually with our clay it is not necessary. I 
have lately met with a description of kao­
lin which, if properly treated, can be made 
into buff brick or terra-cotta. If awaits 
only enterprise and capital to produce the 
manufactured article. We have the raw 
material, and the market will soon create 
itself. Our red clay, also, is most suitable 
for drain tiles ; being free from grit or 
atone, it can be easily worked through the 
tile machine. The market for this class of 
goods in a few years will be practically un­
limited, as underdrainiug is just coming in

Pitre Home-made Baking Powder.— 
Baking powder is a mixture of cream of 
tartar, bicarbonate of soda and arrowroot. 
The latter is put in to keep the two chemi­
cals dry, and thus prevent the slow union 
w hich would otherwise take place. Some­
times tartaric acid is used insteacf of cream 
of tartar.

The following rule may be relied upon. 
Tartaric acid, 2oz. by weight: bicarbonate 
of soda, 3 oz. by weight; arrowroot, 3 oz. 
by weight. Mix and sift thoroughly. 
Keep in a dry place in a wide-mouthed 
bottle.
