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vided by 'the growing crop, orchard, 
shrubs or even the raising of the 
house in some cases, along with this, 
artificial shade made from boughs or 
cotton screens is an advantage.

FEEDING
The feeding of a flock of chicks 

during the growing season should not 
be laborious. Though plenty of feed 
is required it may be given in such 
a way that the minmum amount of 
labour ig entailed. For this purpose, 
hopper feeding is very much to be 
recommended. A home-made hopper 
in which mixed grains and mash can 
be placed and to which the chicks 
can have access at all times insures 
plenty of feed for the chicks with 
very little labour on the part of the 
attendant. If the chicks are late and 
it is necessary to hurry in order to 
get their growth in plenty of time 
for the fall, a moist mash fed once 
a daj will help them, and milk be­
fore them at all times is a decided 
advantage.

In feeding and caring for the grow­
ing chicks it should be borne in mind 
that the chief aim is to have matur­
ed pullets so that they will com­
mence to lay before the winter sea­
son comes on. The feeder should 
keep this in mind and feed the birds 
accordingly. Early chicks may be 
fed so that they will mature too 
early for best all-round production, 
and though this is an exception, 
still it is well to keep in mind that 
the pullet that starts laying the lat­
ter part of October or the first of 
November is usually the pullet that 
gives the best yearly production and 
certainly yields a better revenue than 
the pullets that does not start lay­
ing until after the season of high 
prices for eggs is over.

The third spray or that applied

is usually regarded as being next in 
importance to the second of pink ap­
plication.

This spray is the most important 
in the control of the codling moth. 
In order to give maximum results on 
codling moth, the spray or dust 
should be applied before the calyx 
lobes close or within three or four 
days of the falling of the blossoms. 
This spray is nextt in importance to 
the second in the control of Green 
Fruit Worm and is of considerable 
importance in the control of tne bud 
moth. It is next , in importance to 
the fourth spray in the control of 
Pit or Brooks fruit spot and depend­
ing on weather conditions, it may 
or may not be the most important 
in the control of apple scab. -,

The material recommended for 
this spray is 1 lb. soluble sulphur, 
1-2 lb. arsenate of lime and 5 lbs. 
hydrated lime. If biting insects 
such as Tussock moth are numerous 
in an orchard, 3 lbs. of dry arsenate 
of lead to 40 gallons of water may 
be used and no fungicide combined 
with it. The lead arsenate is as good 
a fungicide as the soluble sulphur.

It Bordeaux is used on this appli­
cation, it will give more or less rus- 
setting of the fruit, but on account 
of it being a much better fundicide 
than soluble sulphur and effective 
over a much longer period, many 
prefer to use it. claiming that the 
slight russetting resulting from the 
use of Bordeaux is less injurious 
than having a higher percentage of 
spotted apples.

Those who prefer to use Bordeaux, 
should use the following formula:— 
2 lbs. bluesione, 10 lbs. hydrated 
lime, 1 lb. arsenate of lime to 40 
gallons of water.

v (Experimental Farms Note.) The high prices prevailing last 
fertilizers 

discouraged many farmers from 
placing their orders. Now that pric­
es have materially declined, buying 
has become quite brisk. It is quite 
probaby, under the circumstances, 
that would-be purchasers now will 
be unable to get delivery before 
planting or seeding.

The same conditions were true of 
the United States. Agricultural journ­
als there have, lately been advising 
farmers that if they are unable to 
secure supplies in time for planting 
they should go on putting in their 
crops, because, especially in the 
case of the hood crops, such as po­
tatoes and turnips, an application of 
fertilizer cultivated in between the 
rows will give as good, and some­
times even better results than if 
applied before planting.

In the case of grain and grass 
lands a top dressing of fertilizer will 
also give good results after seeding.

The main point is that time should 
not be lost in spring planting or 
seeding for lack of fertilizer, be­
cause it can be secured and applied 
with good effect later on.

Carrying out the unanimous re­
quest of the Nova Scotia Dairymen's 
Association at its last annual meet­
ing, a Bill has been introduced in 
the Provincial Legislative to amend 
the Dairy Legislation hitherto in 
force. If the amendment is passed 
it wi'l require all creameries in the 
Province to grade the cream receiv­
ed and to pay for it according to 
grade, beginning with the spring of 
1922.

Under the present system, although 
our workmanship is the very best 
and equipment in most cases cf a 
high order, the butter production 
often loses first place in competi­
tions through oft flavor. This is 
mainly due to the fact that ill kept 
or stale cream is delivered at the 
creameries by farmers. In other 
words, it is quile impossible to make 
the best butter without good cream.
