Canada, Says H. B, Co. Factor.

“The Indians are the~most fortun-
ate people in Canada to-day,’” said
A. F. Fugl, district manager of the

Hudson Bay Company at Edmonton,
Alberta. “They have fish and fuel at
their very doors and it costg them
nothing to build their houses.”

These remarks were made by Mr.
Fugl when asked if the report were
true that the Hudson Bay Company
had cut off the food supply of the In-
diang in the far north. ‘‘Absolutely
rot,” said Mr. Fugl. “These reports
that the Indians of the north are
starving are altogether untrue.”

Mr. Fugl stated that his company
would continue to buy all the furs
the Indians could supply and also
stated that the public were ffoder a
false impression when they thought
that the Indians required a large
supply of foed for the winter. “Such
is not the case,” said Mr. Fugl, “in
fact, it’s quite the reverse. It is
when the-Indian is loafing about the
towns and settlements that he re-
quires the food supply and not when
he goes on h g’winter's hunt for furs.
When the Indian leaves for his hunt,
he takes just as little food supply
and other articles as possible as be
wants as small a pack to carry as it
is possible to make. His winter’s
supply of food comes mainly from
what he shoots and from fish.”

Fur prices, according to Mr. Fugl,
have dropped 85 per cent. in the past
year, but the Indians continue to get
a very good price for their gkins. For
mink skins, where the Indians one
year ago got $5 for a good skin, to-
da, he gets but one doliar Mr. ¥ ugl
stated that as high as $15 is paid
for a good martin skin, so it would
seem that after all the Indian s! ould
be better off than many white people.

“If I were to lose my job to-mor-
row and had no means f livelihood,
I would go straight to the far north
country,” said Mr. Fugl “There I
would at least have enough to eat.”
Mr. Fugl states that he is well ac-
quainted with the Indians of all
parts of Canada, having lived among
them and dealt with them from the
Labrador coast: to the Arctic coast,
and he says that of all Indians in
Canada to-day, nene are -0 well off
and have better means of livelihood
than the -Indians of far northern
Alberta. »

The annual report of ghe Indian
Department shows that although the
Indians of ‘the northern region of
Canada who depend on hunting are
suffering from the effects of the war
on the fur market, and bave to be
aided by the Government, the In- ,
dians of the Dominion on the whole
have made considerable progress .in
the past year. They raised 400,000
bushels of grain more than ithe yeare
before, and their agricultural pro-
duects were worth $208,000 more, the

Quite recently
en epidemic in England was traced
directly to such g source. Then, too
there are the miﬁ cases where the
person is not ill enough to remain
at home or require medical aid; by
these the disease may be spread very
unexpectedly in g school.

‘These carriers either without symp-
toms or with very mild unrecogniz-
ed ones, are the great source of dan-
ger in our schools or where childrea
congregate, and not infected cloth-
ing or roo}. as is often supposed.
Within the last few years there has
occurred in HEurope  marked in-
crease of Diphtheria after gn:gbate-
ment of 5 decade or more and it is
quite Possible that our country may
have a similar recrudesence of this
scourgg of childhood. this
all cases of sore thriat seriously and
in mind, parents should look wupon
report them to the family physician
that they may be kept under proper
supervision or if they prove to be
Diphtheria they may be promptly
treated.

On,. year ago I referred:to the con-
siderable expense incurred in the
generous use of Antitoxin. I am glad

But,
on approaching the English Channel
the Tremorvah was hailed by armed
cruisers, -torpedo boat 'destroyers,
and submarines, -all geeking in’or-
mation as to ser character and des-
tination, gnd showing how close the
watech made uroa shipping passing
throu jy th:se waters. Particular rei-
ercnce was made to the life of the

- men # the submerines. These little
~craft would sometimes suddenly pop |

up from the depths, 5 little hatch
would gpen, two or three men would
come up gnd steni on the little
turret arovnd the periscope, while
the great seas dashed around gnd
over dhem, and enqﬁiries whhuld be
made, signals given, the men would
descendd again, the hatch would be
closel and again the little craft
would descend into the unseén, What
a life that must be to livé! After
calling obediently at- different ports
for grders, and peing detained for g
few days in- the vicinity of the
chalk cliffs of Dover, the Tremorvah
was ordered to proceed at once t»
Rotterdam, g coast city of Holland.
The course through the British
mines to the extreme of ithe English
Charnel, given to the Captain, was
carefully observed, and traversed
without harm. The remainder of the
voyage was of special danger be-
cause of floating mines. The Captain
seen.:‘ed' especially gnxious not to be
blown up by British Mines. To be
blown up hy other minzs, he seemed
to thinlg’ would be far more credi-
‘table. Mr. Lawscn afterwards saw
a vessel which, 5 day or two pefore,
had suffered from g floating mine on
the same waters. Her screw ‘caught
and-expisded the mine which tore off
her rudder gnd sternpost, put fortun-
ately“ rhe was towed into safety by
steamiers who saw the gccident, and
no lives were lost. The Tremorvah,
escaped all dangers and
passed  through the high Holland
dykes to her dock at Rotterdam.

The cordial reception which the
representatives of Nova Scotia met,
the meny expressicns of gratitude
to their unknown penefactors ™ which
werg again and again tendered to
ithem, the timeliness of Nova Sco-
tia’s gifts, the first to reach the
destitute Belgians {rom this sgide of

Long
afterwards when the duke was asked
what experience he had gained from
his campaign he replied, “Why I
learned what one ought not to do,
and that is always something.”
Events said the same thing.

French's Wit.

A new story of Field-Marshal Sir
John French was recently told by an
officer who served with him in the
South African war. A young officer
who was attached to Gen. French’s
staff, being fresh to actual warfare,
was very fidgety, and was always
imagining a sudden .attack by the
Boers, whom he always referred to
as “Bores.”
