A GIFT OF 40D TO MAN

The Providencoe of God, which, by
an adwirably loving design, olovated
tho human race, at the beginning, to
a participation of the Divine Nature ;
which afterwurds restored man to his
origmal dignity by delivering him
from the wmversal stain, and from con-
sequent ruin  that sameo Providenco
has bestowed upon man a most pre-
cious benefit when roevealing unto him,
by supernatural weans, the hidden
treasures of His Davinity, wisdom and
merey,  Divino  revelation includes
gotue truths which are not outside the
range of unaided reason, and which
have been rovealed to man to the end
that ¢ they may be known with ease,
and hold with most firin conviction,
all fear of ervor buing removed. Nev
ortheless, the rovelation of these truthe
cannot be said to be absolutely neces-
sary. Iv is necessary only because
Gud, in His infinite goodness, has
destined man to & supernatural ond.”
 Vatican Council). This supernatural
revelation, according to the belief of
the Universal Church, is comprised
buth 1n her unwritten traditions and
in those boohs which aro called sacred
and canonical. Those books are
sacred and canonical because, having
been written by the inspiration of the
Holy Ghust, they have God for their
nuthior, and because, being what they
are, they have been given into the
charge of the Catholic Church. Such
hus always been the behief and the
public teaching of the Church in ro
spect of the books of the Uld and the
New Testoment.  Men are in posges-
sion of documents of a venerable an-
tiquits, which show that God spoke to
the world, first by His Prophets, after-
wards by His own mouth, and then by
His Apostles. These same doouments
show lhow God gave us what we call
the canonicnl Scriptures (St. Augus-
tin, De Civitate Dei), which are the
very aracles. They form an Epistle
from our Father in Heaven to map
upon the earth wandering far from bis
eternal home, and they have been
transmitted to us by i.gpired writers.
From their origin, therefore, we ses
what 18 the excellence of the Serip-
tures. God being their author, they
declare unto us His highest mysteries,
His designs, His works.

‘¢ SEARCH THF. SCRIPTUREN,'

Henco it follows that the branch of
theological science which is concerned
with the defence and interpretation of
the Sacred Books is of the highest
importance and utility. Other sciences
which secemed to us to be-of service
for tho prometion of the glory of God
and the salvation of souls we huve
helped with willing heart. They have
been the subject of many letters and
addresaes of ours, which, under God's
blessing, have borne good fruit. For
a long time past we have cherished
the future design of giving a new im-
pulse to the noble study of the Divine
Scriptures and of giving to this study
a direction more in conformity with
the needs of our own time. The
Apostolic office which we hold calls
upon ns, and even constraing us, not
only ‘o lay open, more safely and more
abuiidantly, for the benefit of the
Christian people, the precious source
of Catholic revelation, but also to pre.
vent it from being in any way tampered
with, ecither by those who, boldly
impious, openly attack the Holy Scrip-
ture, or by those who bring in impra-
dent and erroneons innovations. We
are not igrorant, indeed, Venerable
Brethren, that a certain number of
Catholics, men of sci-nce and ability,
do devote themselves with ardour to
the defence of the Sacred Books, or to
the work of making chem more widely
koown and understood. But, whilst
wo give due meed cf praise to their
jabours and their saccess, we cannog

but exhort other schiolara to follow in-
tho snmo path and to merit the same
praise. Wo opesk of men whoso talont,
gofence, and pioty would give ground
for hope of magnificont results. 1t is
our ardeni desire that a greater num-
bor of faithful Catholizs should undor-
take the right dofenco of the Sacred .
Writings, and serve that cause with .
devotedness and onnstancy. Most ol
all do we dosire that those who, by
God's grace, have recaived Holy
Orders should becomo every day more
tall of zeal 1n readiug, meditaung, and
oxplaining the Beniptures ; for nothing
better becomes the sacred state to
which thoy havo been enlled.  Besides
tho excollonco of this srored scionce,
and tho obedionce duo to tsod's own
word, we have another particalar
mottvo for recommending the study of
the Holy Books. \\e¢ mean the many
advantages winch flow therofrom, as
the Holy Spirit Himself bears testi.
mony : **All Sonpture, mspired of
God, 18 profitable to teach, to ruprove,
to correct, to instruct in justice, that
the man of (iod mny be perfect, fur.
mshed to every good work.” It was
with such intention God gave man the
Scriptures, as we see by the oxumples
of Our Lord and His Apostles. Christ
Himsolf, Who * obtawned authorizy by
His muracles, nduced faitn by His
authority, and won over the multi.
tudes by His faith," was acoustomed
to appeal to the Holy Beriptures in
witness of His Divine mussion. Ho
makes use of S-ripture to show that
He comes froms God and is Himself
God. From Scripture He borrows
arguments for the mstruction of His
Diserples and the confirmation of His
doctrine. He mnvokes scripture tesu-
monies agawnst the calummnies of Hisg
enemies. He brmgs it tor answer to
Sadducees and Pharisees. He turns
it agsinst Satan lnmself, when the
evil spirit audaciously quotes it.  And
once more, at thoe close of His hfe,
and after His resurrection, Our Lord
makes use of the dacred Scriptures,
and expounds them to His Disciples
until the day when He ascends to the
glory of His Father,

THE APOSTLES AND THE BIBLE,

The Apostles followed the words and !
instructions of their Master. Al
though e Himself had granted unto
them that miraculous signs and won-
ders should be done by their hands,
nevertheless the Apostles mado great
use of the Holy Books in spreading
Ohristian wisdom abroad amongst the
nations, in overcoming the obstinate
unbelief of the Jews, and in putiing
down new-fangled herotical teaching.
The evidence of these things is found
in thar discourses, and especially in
thoso of St. Peter. These discourses
wero almost made up of the words of
the Old Testament, as being the
strongest support of the New Dispen-
sation. Evidence to the same effect

is in the Gospels of St. Matthew and
St. John, and 1n the Catholic Epistles, !
and especially in the testimony of him |
who, in the presence of Gamaliel,
made it his glory that he had <tudied
the law of Moses and the Prophets, to !
the end that, being furnished with
spiritual arms, he might be able to say
with confidence ¢ The weapons of
our warfare are not carnal; but the
power of God.”
THE TEACHERS TAUGIT.

Let all, then, understand, and in
particular the soldiers of the army of
the Lord, what estcem they ought to
have for Holy Scripture, and with
what zeal and respect they ought to
batake themselves to this sacred
armoury, in imitation of Cbrist and
His Apostles. Nowhere olse will those
who impart Catholic truth, either to
the learned or unlearned—nowlere
olse will they find more ample teach-
iug concerning God, the supreme of
all-perfect good, and the works which
manifest His glory nnd His love for
men. Regarding the Saviour of marn-
kind, no written words are more fruit-
ful and touchirg than those which are

found throughout the Bible, and 8t.
Joromo rightly declares that «* Ignor-
anco of the Scriptures is ignorance of
Christ.” In tho Sorintures wo look
upon the living imago of tho Son of
God . that sight ndmirably soothes all
suflorings, oxhorts to virtue, and
invites to tho lovo of God. For the
Churoh of Christ, her institutions, her
no'es, her mission, hor gifts, so many
and convincing aro the arguments
found in tho Dible that tho samo St.
Jorome las truly said: *¢ Ho who is
firmly founded upon the testimonies
of the Holy Scriptures is & bulwark of
the Chuareh.” If men of Apostolio
desites are in search of preoepts of
morals and of the condust of lite, they
stall find in tho Bible commandments
full of sanctity, oxliortations as power-
ful a8 they are gentie, examples of all
kinds of vigtue, promises of ovorlnsting
recompensge, warmpgs of suffering in
the world to come—promises and
warnmg made in the Nams of God
and sauctroned by His Word. Thir
virtue of the Divine breath, which
belongs to Scripture, it is that gives
authority to the Scripture, that in-
spires hum with Apostolic liberty of
sprech, und gives him eloquence,
vigorous and convineing, Whosoever
lms 1 lns words tho spirit and power
of the Divine Writings will speak, not
by languagoe alone, but by virtue and
by the Holy Ghost, and will speck
frutfully.  Unskilful and improvident
aro those preachors who spesk of reli-
gion, and who preach its Divine pre-
copts, almost without the invocation
of any knowledgo or any authority
except such as are merely buman,
and with a dependence upon their own
azguments rather than upon God's.
Their elogqaence may bo brilliant, but
it must be lunguid, it must be ,cold
magmuch as it is deprived of the
fire of the Word of God, and inas.
much as it is erapty of the virtue
ghining in the Divine phrase that
tells us that the \vord of God is
stronger and sharper than a two-
edged sword, and that it divideth goul
and spirtt. The learned must needs
perceive that the Holy Seriptures are
nsk in a wonderfully varied eloquence.
Se. Augustine knew it and it is part
of the experience of every sacred
speaker. Kach of these has owed his
own glory to assiduous study and
meditation of the Bible, and all have
manifested their gratitude therefor to
God. Knowing th¥3s riches through
and through, and using them largely,
the Fathers d:id not meusure their
praiges of the Holy Scripiures and of
the things that are to be gatherod
therefrom. In many a passage of
their works they call the Holy Books
a precious treasure of celastial doc.
trine, the eternal saurces of salvation ,
thyev compare them to fertile fields, the
debightful garaens whereiu the focks
of the Lord find pasture strong and
sweet. Just, indeed, were the words
of St. Jerome to the clerk Nepotian.
* tead often the Holy Scrigtures;
nay, never lay down that booh, learn
that winch thou art to teach ; fet the
words of the preacher rest upon the
readig of the Scriptures.” In the
same sense 13 the saying of St.
tiregory the Great, who, more excel.
lently than any uther, has traced out
the dutice of pastors of the Church.
* It is needful,” he says, ** that ali
men who undertake the ministry of
preaching should not cease from
studying the {loly Books.”

THE SPIRIT OF THE WORD,

Here, moreover, we will recall the
advice of St. Augustine: ¢ He ghall
not be a true preacher of the Word of
God outwardly who shall not listen to
it within Lis own soul,” St. Gregory
also counsels sacred anthors that
before they carry the Divine Word to
others they shall examine thomselvey,
and shall not in the servico of others
neglect themselves.  Indeed, this
truth bad been ably illustrated by the
words and tho example of Christ,
Who began at once to act and to

teach ; the voice of tho Apostle also
proolaimed it, addressing not only

Timothy, but tho whole clorical Order
with the procopt that each ono should
watoh over himself and his dootrine
with all care, so that the speaker and
hoarer mignt bo all saved togothor
Assurodly shall wo find, or our own
sanctifioation and for t.at of others,
most procious help in the Ioly Sorip.
tures, Abundant s it especially in
tho Pealms. And those guly will find
it who shall bring to tho study of the
Divine Word not only a docilo and
attentivo spirit, but also a perfoct good
will and a great piely. These books,
in fact, diotated by the tloly Bpirit
Himuolf, hold the most vital truths,
hidden, doubtless. sud difficult to
interpret upon mnany points. Ior
undurstanding and for oxplaining theso
wo must always need the prosence of
this same 8pirit— that is to say, His
light and His grace, which, a3 tho
Psalms constantly teach us, must be
implored by human prayer joined by
a holy lifs, In this appears [r~mifi-
cently the foresight of the <nurch.
In order that this treasurs of the
Saored Writings, the gift of the Holy
8pirit to mankind, so freely given,
should not be neglected, she has in ell
times multiplied her precepts and her,
werks.  Not only has she prescribed’
that a great part of Soripture should
be daily read by hor ministers in the
course of ber eorvices,pbuvt she has'
also crdered that this Sdripturo should
be expounded and intorproted by men
of learning in her Cathedrals, her Con-
vents, and in Monasteries of the regu-
lar Qrders, whore study is fostered.
Bhe has commanded that on Sundaya’
and Festivals the people should be fed
with the wholesome food of Scripture.
Thus, thanks to tho wisdom and
vigilance of Holy Church, the study of
the Bible goes on, flourishes, and is
fruitful for salvation, :

The Grand Duke of Baden a Convert.

Few people will be astonished in
Germany if the announcement that the
Grand Dake of Baden bas become con-
verted to the Roman Catholic church
proves to be correct. Notwithstand.
ing the fuct that he has hitherto figur-
ed as npe of the principal supporters
of the Lutheran church, it is no secrot
that both tho grand duchess and him-
self have long shown a marked inclina-
tion for the Roman Qatholic form of
wo.ship. They sre both known to
have been in entire accord, as far as
matters of fuith are concerned, with
the ducbess’ mother, the late Empress
Angosta, who is popularly believed
and reported to bave become u convert
to tho Qburch of Roms juet before her
death.

The beliof bas boon strengthened by
several remarks which have been made
by the pope and by members of his en
tourage, aud it was but recently that in
recciving Oount Kaunitz, who i3 one
of the groat feudal magnates of Prussia,
that Loo XIfI went out of his way to
specially dwell on his regard and affec
tion for the Urand Duchess of Baden
and her husband.

I verily believe that, if I were
to denounce Pope Leo as the Man of
Sin or Antichrist and the Roman
Church as the Scarlet Womun of the
Apocalypre ; if I wore to hold up her
clorgy as drunkards and lilortines,
hor Nune and S8isters of Charity as
women whose very presence is poliu
tion to a community ; if I wore to
deolare that her churohes were arsen
als where {raitors to our country were
storing arms and ammunition, just as
it hag been gravely told me that this
very St. Paul's church was during the
civil war a depnsitory for the arms of
the Sons of Liberty and the Knights
of the Golden Cirole, when in fact the
corner stone of this edifice was not laid
until fully a yearafter the surrender of
Gen. Leo; if 1 shonld say that her
monasteries were sinks of iniquity and
dens of corruption ; if I were to do all
this I should be considered by some to
be rendering my Master a better
gervice than by according honor whero
honor is due, and thus forgetting the
record of faith, love, and good works
which the annals of the Church
furnish. I am quito prepared forthe
criticism, engendered of bigotry and
ignorance, that no better things are to
be expeoted from a minister of that
Churols which is separated from Rome
by nothing firmer than a paper wall,
and it is by no means impossible that
I shall bo suspected, as other clorgy-
meu have been, of being a Jesuit in
disguise and in the hire of the Pope
to lure unsuspecting men and women
into the trap which Romeis ready to
spring upon the unwary.

Tho lLoudeat Noiso Ever Heard.

No thuador from tho akics was over
accompanied with n roar of such
vehemenco as that which issued frow
tho throat of the groat volcano in
Krakaton, sn fslot lying in tho Straits
of Bunda, botweon Sumatrn and Java,
at 10 o'cloock or. Monday morning,
Auguat 27, 1883. As that dreadful
Sunday night wore on the noivo in
oreased ir intonsity and frequen.y.
Tho explosionn succroded cach other so
eapidly that a contiauous roar seemed
to issuo from tho island. Tho critical
momont was now approaching, and the
outbreak was proparing for a mnysstic
culmination

The peoplo of Batavia did not slecp
that night. Their windows «uivered
with the thunders from Krakatoa,
which reeounded like the discharge of
artillery in their atreots. Finally at 10
o'slock on Monday morning a atupen
dous convulsion took place which far
transconded any of the shocks which
had preceded it. This supreme cffort
it was which raised the mightiest noiso
over heard on the globe. DBatavin is
ninety-five miles distant from Kra
katoa. At Carimon, Java, 355 miles
away, roports were heard on that Sun
day morning which led to the belief
that there must bo some vessel in tho
distance which was discharging its
guus as eignals of distress. The au-
thorities sent out boats to make a
search , they presontly returned, ae
nothing could be found in want of
succor.

The reports were sounds which camo
all the way from Krakatoa. At Ma.
cassar, in Celebes, loud explosions
attracted the notice of everybody. Two
steamers were hastily sent out to find
out what wes the matter. The sounds
had travelled from the Straits of
tlunda, a distance of 969 miles. But
mere hundreds of miles wiil not sutlice
to illustrate the extraordinary distance
to which the greatest noisc that ever
was heard was able to penetrate. Tho
Ggures have to be expressed in thou-
sands. This seems almost incredible,
but it is certainly true. In tho Vic
toria plains, in \Vest Australis, the
shepherds were startled by noises likae
beavy cannonading. It wassomo time
afterward before they learned that
their tranquility had been disturbed
by the grand events at hrakasos,
1,700 miles away.

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ARCHBISHOY WALSH,

Thoge who attended the impressive
cerernonies of the dedication of New
St. Jeseph's could not have failed to
have been impressed by the appear-
ance and the preaching of this prelate.
The Rt. Rev John J. Walsh, tho
preeent  Archbishop of Toronto, is
certainly one of thaae who find a place
i the eategory of atriking personages.
Standing fully six feet, if not more, in
height, and of development propor.
tionate to his height, His QGrace's
appearance is cortainly such as to
favorably impress one. His well cut
fentures denote strength of purpose
and maunliness, not of the stern and
brusque type, but a strength tempered
with a kindness that his countenance
daes not fal to show. Those who
gaw and heard hin during his short
visit to Ottawu will perbaps find it
interesting to hear of his past.

Archinshop Walsh was born on the
24th of May, 1830, in Mooncoin,
County Kilkenny, ireland. e comes
of un old and respected family. The
family dates back to 1171 when two
of its members accompanied Earl
Strongbow from Whules and settled in
Kilkeuny. The Walsh Mountains,
which derve their name from the
fanmly, were once the family property,
but during a troublrus period of Irish
history they were confiscated to tho
Crown. Some members of the family
emigrated to Franece and Austria and
won distinction in the military service
of their adopted countrivs. Two of
the family embraced the Church in
their native Igle and saffered marsyr-
dom for their fuith.  Members of the
funuly were for «enerations prosper-
ous farmers in Leipster, and it is from
this branch that 1118 Grace is descend
ed. Ho was educated at St. John's
College, Waterford, where he made a
brillinnt course standing first in bis
cluss of philosophy. After a year's
thenlogy in Waterford he emigrated to
(*anada, being filled with the holy de.
gire of enguging in mission work,
Completing his theological course in
the Grand Sewminary, Montreal, he
was ordamed to prinsthood on All
Saint’s Day, 1%31. Ontario at that
tune was poorly settled and the young
priest's duties consisted of gaing from
one mission to auother, snd tending
to the spiritual wanta of the people.
After a year thus spent, tha young
priest was appointed to the Brock
misston on Lake Simcoe. Heore was
a triul for the young levite. The
district was altogether unsettled and
his work lay among the backwoodsmen
and settlers. Shut out from city life,
and its comiorts, he devqted his ener-
gies to his by no means easy task,
\ny spare moments he had, he spent
in the company of those most genial
and profitable companions, his books ;
and as he himself has since remarked,
much of hie extensive reading was
done by the * light of the log fire and
the tallow candle.” In 1857 he was
given charge of St. Mary's Churoh,
Toronto. For two years he faithfully
discharged the duties of pastor of a
city Church. Then Bishop Lynch
removed him to St Michael’s in the
same city. That was in 1859, the
year of the Prince of Wales' visit to
Canada, with an incident of which
Father Walsh was prommently con-
nected. [7very one knows the charac-
ter of a reception a certa” portion of
Toronto’s citizens wishe s extend to
the representative of the Sovereign.
It was of such a nature that Catholics
could not, in consistency with their
principles, ecither participate in or
approve of 1t. ['ather Walsh's stand
in the matter was one to which no
fair minded person could object, and
be was mainly insirumental 1n pre-
venting the reception from assuming
an aspect such that Catholics would in
respeet to their religious convistions,
have been obliged to refrain from: ex-
tending that hearty welcome which

= =

thoy otherwise gladly would have giv-
en, and afterwards did give to the
vigiting Leir apparent to tho DBritish
throne. After two years at St. Mi.
chael 8, Father Walsh was appointed
Vicar QGeneral and sent back to St.
Mary's. During the Provineial Coun.
il in Quoteo in 1868, "athor Walsh
was theologinn to tho Biahor of
Toronto, an nppointment whieh in
itself refleots oreditably upon his
Grace’s ability as a theologinn.,  Aftor
a year spent in viiting the land of ins
birth, and the Eternal tity, Father
Walsh returned to his Cnanadian
bome. In 18/7. Dr. Pinroneanlt, the
thon Bishop of Sandwich, was in fal-
g health, so much so, that his
rotirement was rendered necessary,
and lio was succeeded n the episco-
acy by the pastor of St. Mary's.
The episcopal see was changed in
1869 from Sandwich to London.

As Dishop of london, Archbishop
Walsh did much to further the cause
of Catholicity in Ontario. Ife began
his administration by making himself
thoroughly acquainted with the condi-
tions and wants of his diocese und
then having ascortained the nature
and extent of his task, he entered
upon it with an unbounded zeal and
enthusiasm. When ho assumed charge
of the diocese thero was a debt of
$85.000 00 to be wiped out. In three
years this was all paid off. Then the
clorgy was reorganized, new parishes
and misgions were eatablished, schoois
went up, presbyteries were built, hos.
pitals. orphanages and poor-houses
were erected. In all thess commend-
able undertakings the new Bishop was
ably seconded by a zenlous clergy and
a devoted and generous laity. Nme
years after he entered on his task his
lordshnp was able to point to a quarter
of a militon dollar's worth of work that
had been done for the benefit of the
sick and poor and for the propagation
of the Faith. The crowning piece of
his grext work, was the building of
the magmficent cathedral in London.
The edifice which is described as be-
ing an excollent one, whether judged
from a standpoint of architectural
utility or of architectural beauty is a
fiting monument to both the energy
of the Bishop and clergy and the
devotedness of the laity of the liocese
of London. In 1889 his Grace was
forced to sever his conuection with
aforo-mentioned diocese. He had been
in Rome attending the Pope’s Jubilee
in 1887, and it was during his home-
ward voyage, that Archbishop Lynch
of Toronto doparted this life to receive
his reward in the heceafter of hapm-
ness. In 1889 Bishop Walsh was
appointed to the Archiepiscopal See
of Toronto, and in November of that
year the Catholics of that city culled
out 8 holiday, ** to grace the ghunoz
wheels " of the prelate who in the
years of his early ranhood had made
their homes the scene of Ins labors.
From that day to this, Archbishop
Walsh tas proved himself a worthy
guccessor of the late lamented Arch-
bishop Lynch. In a citylike Toronto,
where a majority of his fellow citizens
are of o religious persuasion differcat
from s own, the incumbent of a
position like that of his Grace is liable
at times 1o give offence to his dissent-
ing fellow citizens. Archbishop Walsk
bas, however, been able to live m
barmony with all, and this is due, not
30 much to tact but rather to the
menly stand that he takes on all
questicns, and the generous tone of
his utterances. )

His Grace did not abandon his
studies when he leit his college and
his seminary. The hours spared from
his sacerdotal and episcopal duties,
he spent in the acquisition of know-
lec.ge and in the improvement of his
mind. His pastoral letters are de
scribed as having a stylo of their own.
In 1869 though he was prevented fro,m
attending the Vatican Council, he
published & pastoral on  the magi
sterial authority of the Ohurch in

Weekly Correapondence of the Reyister,

Loxpox, Eag., Dec, 16, 1893,

What has now come to be looked
upon as tho normal condition of tho
Houso of Comwmons wns somewhat
rudely desturbed Inst night by an
acrimonious dubato over such a serious
question as tho kevping of the Christinas
holidays. From thv muster on the
Irish benches it was cloar that somo-
thing more enlivoning than Parish
Councils wus to he the topic of the
evening, and those who were attractod
to tho strangors’gallery by tais evidenco
of a treat woro not disappointed. The
Irish members bavo not been attending
very regularly lately with thoe oxcoption
of Mr Sexten, who is o financial
authority aud whoso fidelity to his
post is not eclipsed bya ny other mom-
bor. An urgent whip had boen issued
by Mr. McOuarthy to sccure their at
tendanco for this gpocial occasion: so
at queation timo they turaed up in full
forcu, soveral, amongst whom was Mr.
Henly, putting in an appearance for the
firat time this scssion.

The adjuroment of tho Houso was
moved by u Tory M. wmber in order to
discuss tho preeent position of busineas
and the threatenod doprivation of the
customary holidays. Before the Deputy
Speaker was able to put the question
ac to whethor forty members wero of
opinion that this was a matter of de-
finite and urgent publlic iwportance.
Mpr, Sexton, from his watch tower be-
low the gangway,inquired if the motion
was in order, seving that the whole
question could bo raised on the motion
of adjournment for the holidays, which
would be made in the ordinary course
of events on Friday week. Mr. Glad-
stone signified s ussent to this ob
jeotion by a deop bass hear, hear, and
Ministers genorally were of opinion that
the motion would be ruled out of order,
but Mr. Mellor, weak and vacillating
as usual, thoughtotherwise. The Tories
cheered with vigour this decision of
the Deputy Speaker, aud when M.
Mellor asked whether forty members
were of opinion, that leave should be
given, the entire opposition rose to their
feet, and for the first time on an occa-
sion like this Mr. Balfour stood up with
soveral of his colleagan; on the front
opposition bench.

It was obvious that il » wholescheme
was o preconceried one, for Mr.
Balfour bad como down to the House
fortified with an elaborate speech,
which bristled with quotations from
the utterances of Mi. Gladatone when
leader of the Upposition. The scene
was an exciting one, and when Mr.
Gladstone rose to meet the solid phal-
snx of obstruction arrayed against
him, be was hailed with thunderous
cheers from bis followors. His remarks
were brief, but they ~ore barbed with
satire, and the whole speech was a bold
declaration of defiance. The real sub-
ataotial issue involved in this resolu-
tion he said was whether the Govern-
ment should abandon their Bill after
8o wuch labour, and he emphatically
declared as the head of the Govern-
ment that they had no such iutention.
The cheers from the BMinisterialists
were loud and long when the Premier
with an sngry gesturo of the right hand
flung this answer to the Opposition
challongo across the table,

During the course of his speoch
he was subjected t> a number of
ill-mannered  interruptions by Me.
Jesso Collings, n former supporter.
For a timo he took no notico of these
yelpings from Bordesley, but they
becamo so pronouncud that at length,
to the unbounded delight of the Mia-
istorislists, he turned upon the right
hon. gentleman with all his leouine
wrath and crushed him. Mr. Balfour

was in his most combative mood. He
declared that the Bill should not go
through without discussion, let the
slave drivers flog as they like: and
then varying his metaphor he reming-
ed all whom it might concern that it

L

was impounible to got work out of an
engine whon its bearing wore lost,
Such wore tho cholce flowors culled
from the rhetoric of the Leader of
tho Opposition, whils his threata and
denunciations were uttered in the tone
of tho scold—that shrill, effominato
noto which Mer. Balfour always cff- cta
when his  indignation is at baling
point. Mr. T. P. (Connor voiced the
Irish Party, and his vigoraus cutting
donunciation of Mr. Ohamberlain'y
obstruotion tactics will, I fear, cause
that thin-skioned politician many o
slcoplesa night.

Sir Archibald Alison has an article
uron “ Armed Europe' in Blackwood's
Magazino this month which way b
studicd with advantage. Tho pith of
the article is contained in somo figures
showing tho extraordinary race for
military superiority which is now guing
on botwesn tho Great Powers of the
Continent. The nations of Lurope are
all living in a state of constant pro
paration for instant war. * Some day,"”
saye Sir Archibald, *the strain will
become unendurable, and this, if from
no other cause, will lead to war as the
only way of putting an end @) it, and
50 enabling & goneral disarmament to
tako place, These war aliiances are,
of course, Russis and France on the
one side, Germaoy, Austria and [taly
on the ather, with England neutral, but
inclined tocast inherlot with the latter.
The limit muet scon bs reached at
which these two groat Allisuces can
go on competing with ons another, and
the present localisation of the hostile
forces, Sir Archibald declares, clearly
indicates the points where and the
intention with which they will bo
thrown sooner or later into the fight.
Comring events cast their shadows
before them, and it is his opinion that
tho present state of Europe cannot
long continue. Everything conspires
to show that we are fast approaching
the moment when the aword will be
drawn. The increase in the German
Army, tho result of which will aoon
impoverish the country, may precipi-
tate the conflict, while the presence of
Russia in the Mediterranoan and the
wildly enthusiastic manner in which
ber vaval officers have lately been
received in France, show how a com-
munity of interests has bred a lasting
alliance, France cannot recover Al-
sace-Lorraine without the aid of
Russis, while Russia can never hope
to get an outlet on the Mediterranean
or on the Pacific without the aid of
France. These are the dangers which
present themselves to any student of
European politics, aod the prospect of
the great war of the future must
always have the groatest interest for
England.

The precsutions at the House of
Commons against the occurrence of any
catastrophe similar to that woich took
place in the French Chamber the other
day have not, I think, been increased.
The fact is, ever since the dynamite
outr.ges at Westminster in the last
decade, stringent restrictions with re-
apect to the admissjon of strangers
have been carried out, which leave
scarcaly a loophole for Anarchist oper-
ations. The slightest irregularity is
noted with eagle eye by the chief in-
spector and his assistants, and reportsd
instantly to the Sergeant-at-Arms.
Every stranger who seeks admission to
the outer lobhy, or contral hall, and
committee-rooms, bas to pass quite a
cordon of policemen, who question him
as to his business. The policemen
make it a rule to attach suspicion to
handbags or parcels, and the bearers
thereof have to submit to a rigorous
scrutiny. I remember once entering
tbe Houss with a friend, and baving a
small satchel in my band, Although
I bad my paes the policeman at one of
the inner doors asked more or less to
see the interior of my bay. I remon-
strated, saying, ** you need not aearch,
you will not find nothing there but a
little dypamite.”  Still he respoctfully
persisted, and after satisfying himself

as to the non-explosive character of
the contents, 1 was allowed to pro.

Transubstantiation,

Roturning to the Kmangelical Chirch
man upon Trana bstan:iation we pro
ceod to consides tho exact meaning of
tho words of consccration themselvos.

The pronoun This (hoc) ut the be
ginning of a sontenco is indefinite and
undotormined, and wo must wait
until tho Sposker has completed the
proposition. Tho pronoun cannot
gignify bread, as both in Latin and
Graek bread is masculino and tho pro-
noun I'fus is used in tho neutor gonder.
The pronoun siguifies marely the pre-
sonce of eomothing which 18 defined
and shown in the predicate. Christ's
words thorefore signify that that
which He gives 10 cat and drink—
recoive, eat, drink ye all of this—is
His Body, His Blood. This is con-
firmod by the emphatic way in which
tho predicate ic expressed by the three
Evangelists, Sts. Matthew, Mark and
Luke, with the repeated article in
Greok, so that tho senso is: ** This
which I give to cat is My very body,
the vory one which is given for you ;
and that which I give to drink 18 My
own vory Blood, the very Blood of tho
New Testameont, tho very Blood which
will be shed for you.”

This proper and immediate use of
the words is shown also by the
adjuncts both of Him Who insti
tuted the Blessed Eucharist and of
the Apostles whom He commanded
to celebrate it in His memory, It
was most fitting the wisdom, truth
and goodness of Christ that He sheuld
use these words—fow and simple as
they aro—in their proper sense.
For three years the Apostles had been
the continued witnesses of our Lord’s
omnipotonce. Scme of thom had
seen Him change sater into wine ; all
of them bad seen Him feed the
multitude on & few loaves and fishes,
and had hesrd Him call Lazarus from
the grave. They heard Him promise
that, He would give them His Body to
eat and His Blood to drink. Now
when Be was fulfilling this promise
and establishing the great rite of the
new dispensation they received his
words eccording to their natural signi-
fication, without doubt or question,
trusting the almighty power ot their
Magter to effect what He said, and
Ris divine wisdom to attain Hig
desired end. It is repugnant that
+ach & Teacher should speak so
obscurely to such disciples under the
sircumstances under which He was
addressing them, that insteud of
leaving them a pledge of His love and
a bond of union He would leave them
a snare for dissension —that they
should be deceived not on account of
the hardness of their heart and want
of faith, but on account of their
gimplicity and perfect submission to
His authoritative word, when He said:
* This is my body ; thisis my Blood.”

We pasa on to the word 7s, which The
Erangelical Churchman agsures us
should by a study of the context of the
gospels and I. Cor. x. 24, be taken
ndt literally but figuratively as in
many places of Scripture. To prove
this figurative meaning T%e Churchman
quotes the following from Seripture :
*The seed is the word of God,”
Their throat is an open sepulohre,”
* Judah is a lion's whelp,” * All flesh
is grass,” “I am the door,” “I am

the truv vine,” ** The rook was Christ."”
Qut answer to this ie that whonoverour
Lord's harvest found difficulties by
taking Hie words in tho hiteral sonse
mnstead of a figurative one Ho ox-
plamned them inmodiatoly in a figura.
tve sonso. ay. Ihis interview with
Nicodomus ; 8t, Mat. xvi., 6, whoro
lio 8aid to Hs disciples, «* Tako heod
and bowaro of tho haven of tho Phari-
seos and Sadducces”; St. John xv.,
82, and Bt. John xi,, 11, From these
passages 1t will Lo clearly soon, that
whon His hearers misunderstood His
words He explained them. When
thoy understood them right and found
fault with them Me ropeated the
very sentimont wlich gave offenco.
Wo rofer the Churchman to St Mat.
ix., 2, ef aeq., whero tho question con-
corns the man sick of palsy; also to
8t. John viir., 606.68 ; and moro par-
ticularly to tho 6th chap. of St. John,
wharo tho promise of the Blessed
Iucharist is so emphatically made.

These passagesquoted by tho Church-
man are not parallal ; for we are not
left to ourselves to conjecture that the
figurative meaning is intonded to be
convoyed—which the contoxt express-
ly informs us. Had tho Churchman
quoted the whole vorso of I. Cor. x.,
4, e would have shown better faith ;
“And all drank the same spiritual
drink (and they drank of the spiritual
rock, that followed them : and the
rozk was Christ).” Tho fact that the
verb to bs ocours in each of these pas-
sages by no means makes them par-
allel. The first and last are posi-
tively stated by their authors to be
figurative. And as to the others, the
context and the ciroumstances in
which they were uttered place them at
once under figurativo language. The
contrary is the case with the words of
the institution of tho Blessed Sacra-
ment : This is My Body, this is My
Blood. These are clearly literal.
But we deny the parallelism for an-
other rcasoa: the sontences are not
the same. In the passages quoted by
the Churchman the subjects are de-
finite and determined—-** the geed.”
‘¢ their throat,” *Judah,” ¢ all flesh,”
1" «that rock.” These are all
said to be something else; aud as
two material objects cannot be
identical, we are obliged to seek
another meaning. But there is no
necessity when the subject is vague
and is determined only by the predi-
cato, Christ did not say *¢ Bread is
my Body.” The word Tnis is nothing
but the Body and the Blood—mean-
ing nothing until, at the close of the
sentence identified with the substances
named by the predicate. We thus
come in our argument to the point
irom which we started in to-day's
issue ; and here we pause, fearing we
have already wearied our readors:
but our defence of Rome's chief truth
18 our apology.

Fathor Young takes for
his toxt an oxtract from the Congrega-
tionalist .

* Tho battle botwoeon Protestant{ism and
Romaniam (sie) is yet to bo fought ; and, if
wo do not wrongly read tho signs of the
timos, it s to bo fought on this continent
woonor, perhaps, and with more terriblo
carncatness than wo have thought.'

In accopting this ohallonge Fathor
Y. has no objootion provided tho con-
teat is to bo ** botweon roason and
reason, history and history, doctrine
and dootrine, principlo and principle.”
But ho protests against A.P.A. moth-
ods with great vigor, ¢ Lot us have,”
he says, ** no fraud, no forgery, no un-
American, scorot, skulking mothods
of the midwighv nssassin, no fircbrands
of the incendiary, no social ostracism
or political disfranchisoment of fellow-
citizens for corisoience’ sake, no viola-
tions of a froeman'y right of domicile
by Massachusetts * smelling commit-
toes,’ no combinations to affect a nulli-
fication of tho constitutional guarantee
of the freedom of religion, no setting
up of a tyranny in this free land
whioh would hamstriog the opponent
by depriving parents of their inalien-
able rights; in & word, no resost to
mothods of warfare which are damn-
able in the sight of God and of man,
and which would stain tho records of
Americau history, whether succesaful
or not, with an ineffaceable blot of
disgrace.”

These ara our sontiments. What is
the diffeconce between the two siiua-
tions, that in Ontario and that in the
United States? We are acoused of
aggression., The Mail with its *un-
mitigated misstatuments” and its five-
brand correspondents leads the van;
and never loses an opportunity of
venting its rage of political disappoint-
ment upon an unoffending minority.
Preachers like Provost Boddy wlo
declares the Roman Church to be one
of the deadlicst enemies of the Pro-
testant msjority; and like Principal
Cavan and Dr. Langtry who strive
by apecial pleading and unworthy
reasoning to justify the catablishment
of o Booiety aggressive in its aims,
cowardly in its methods, and hypo-
critical in its garb—preachers like
these are sowing thie gospel of hatred
and are perpetuating dissenaions which
every patriot would too gladly see
perish. Wherein have we offended ?
Show us our aggressive policy. True
we are not prepared to hand over the
education of our children to the state
—iathat aggression? Isit aggression
because we wish to devote our taxes to
the conscientious religious education
of souls? Is it aggression because
we call hands off to those who are
attacking our institutions in every
form, from the underhtnd attempts
upon our schools to the ayitation for
the taxation of our charities and our
churches ? Is it aggression because
we insist upon something like a chare
in the administration of the affairs of
this country ? In a word is it aggres-
sion becauss we protest against being
ostracised ? Yet leaders in Israel like
Provost Boddy, Principal Caven, Dr.,
Laugtry would have Protestants be-
lieve that Catholics are aggressive.
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And they aro all, all honorable men.
The aggression is the other way.
What means the oncourngement of
fallon, s0i disant priests through this
country by the press, the pulpit and
tho mayor'e ~iair 2  \What is that but
aggrossion when & whole country sido
turns out to hear a wrotch whose very
presence is corruption and beneath
whoso torguo is the poisou of asps?
Lot Margarot L. leoture in auy town,
and whatover be the reason all tho
country phsarisoes wag their henad in
solf rightdousness and say there must
bo something in it, else why do they not
contradict her How is it that any
man, much lces o mwan, sworn to ad-
minister the affairs of a wholo city,
can show his appreciation of one
whose shame the very Bible which he
presenta to her cannot hide, excuse or
correot ? Can Catholics oxpect jus

ticoat hishands? That is nggression-

of the worst form, poisoning the very
fountains of society. We do uot
think that the Provost of ‘Trinity
College, or the Principal of Knox
Colloge or Dr. Langtry would wish tc
be found in such company, to be
associated with tho Kultons and the
Shepherds—but they owe it to thom-
gelves and their fellow-citizens, to
common justice and Christian charity
not to talk of the Cathoiioc Church as
a deadly enamy, or justify P. P. A. by
unfounded theories of Catholic eg-
gression.

The Date of the Birth of Christ.

Whilo all good Cbristians are reo-
joicing at the coming of the God-man
into this world of ours and celebrating
with all imaginable pomp the festivals
which recall His early childhood, we
shall take advantage of this piety
which the timo excites and the devo-
tional interest which these feasts in-
spire, t0 say somathing of their origin ;
their historic relation to one another;
and their chronological authority in
presence of ancient history and modern
discovaries. The principr]l event in
the lifo of our Lord is His Nativity;
the coming of the Second Person of
the adorable Trinity into this world of
ours—a child among the childrea of
men. Historians have labored ever
gince the days of Justin to determine
exectly the year in which this great
event took place, and with so little
success, that at the present day many
of the chironologies put forward by the
more learned amongst them resemble
more the guesses of the school-boy
than the prudent calculations of the
enlightened gcientist. Of one thing at
least we may be assured with regard
to the computation of the Ohristian
era, viz., that it is in its present form
quite inexact. It is well known that
the monk Denis the Little (356 .n.)
was the first to inaugurate the new
systom of “ year of our Lord,” He
placed the date of the first Christmas
in che year 754, from the foundatior
of Rome. This he called the year
one of the Christian era. This com-
putstion was followed by all the astro-
ncler; and historians of the time;
and thus it has been universally
accepted as an acknowledged fact that
Christ was born in the year 754,
Roman time. This position is no
longer tenable, and the calculations of
Denis are now rejested by modern
chronology, which would place tho

birth of Christ in cr about the year
749 (a.v.c) that is five or six yoars
boforo tho Christian era. That our
Lord wus born during the reign of
Augustus {746 700) wo know from St.
Luko, and tho early Christian Fathers
whioch havo beon confirmed by tle
Sibylin prophecies. 8t. Luke is prc

ciso on this point. In the second
chapter of his gospel, ho telis us that
Christ was born in Bethlohom, whither
his parents had gone for onrolment
in accordance with the ediot of
Augustus. Although the rationalism
of the Fronoh capital has denied the
existonco of this enrelment in order to
bring tho naritive of St. Luke into
discredit, yot a closer study of the
contomporary histery of the period,
and still more recont discoveries of
marbles, which contain data of that
ago, sorve to covroborate the veracity
of 5t. Luke's recital.

Besidea the eorly Christian fath-
ors of tho Church we have the
famous ** Brenarium Imperii,” writ.
ten by Augustus himself in which
are onumerated all the resources
of the empire, and the various
enrolments, and the amount of taxes
lovied. It isin fact the ledger of the
Emporor. It was to thie document
that Tertullian reforred when he said
to the Maroionites 160 years after the
death of Augustus * the original docu.
ments of the eurolment of Augustus
are still preserved in the Imperial
archives. They furnish a most au-
thentic testimony relstive to tho birth
of tho Saviour,” 8t. Justin who was
born near Jerusalem wrote (188 a.v.)
* Jesus Christ wag born at Bethlehem.
You may assure vourself of it by con-
sulting the census which Quirinus
your governor, has made in Judea.
On the walls of a temple in Anoyra,
Galatea, we find an epitome of the
life of Augustus in which is remem-
bered the enrolment of Syria. The
fact then of the enrolment is certain
and that it took plage after the battlo
of Actium, 746 (a.v.c) we may rest
assured, since that was the time when
Augustusassumed the Imperial purple.
8¢. Luke then is supported by profane
history. The faot of the enrolment is
then certain, and that it took place
under Quiriruis is likewise undeniable;
starting on the supposition that the
dcereo for the enrolment of Syria and
Judea was promulgated in the
Roman senate about the year 747,
Roman time, we should be natur-
ally led to adopt, 749 as the
most probable date of its publication
in the village of Nazareth, where
Mary and Joseph then resided. Its
publication in Rome about the year
747 \a.u.c.) did not at all imply its exe-
cution in Nazareth in the same year.
We must assume that many prepaca-
tions were necessary beforehand ;
the sending of the letters to the pas.
tors and governors of the provinces—
the selection of scribes and clerks who
would preside at the census booths in
the different cities and burgs, More-
over when the edict would arrive at
the government of Quirinus, to whom
waa entrusted the enrolment of Syria
and Judea, he would not in haste
publish it. That such an enrolment
wus naturally odious to the Jewish
people, he knew fall well, ginco it
meant the first act of servitnde to the
stranger——the oath of allegiance to a

Gentilo King, on whom had devolved
the anciont scoptre of Juda., It
meant, moreover, the intimate know.
ledge wlhich he Jews would give of
thomselvea, thoir families, their houses
and lands, and all that to scrve the
Roman tax-gatherers, who would come
soon after to complete tho work of tho
censitores  Quirinug then wid not tn
Ins Roman prudence immedintely pub-
blish tho ediot, He would first of all
sond trusty officers into the various
contres of bis government to sound
the feclings of the people, and then,
aud then only would he publish the
decreo of his emperor. Agaiu, even
when the deeree had been published,
we aro not to suppose that the villagors
of Nazareth were tle first to roceive
notico of it. Nazaroth is a most out
of the way place, on the slopes of Mt.
Ihabor and about 100 miles direotly
north of Jerusalem, In such a back-
ward place, the good people would not
hear of the Roman decres until the
whole surrounding country had al-
recady been enrolled. 'Thus whole
months would have passed before
Mary and Joseph would undertake
that eventful journey from Nazaroth
to Bothlehem, where Christ was born.
Taking all these facts into considera-
tion we shall have no hesitation m
asserting that the first Christmas
took placo in the yrar 749 from the
foundation of Rome, the year 4,000
from the creation of man and five
years before the present Christian era.
We should so far bave mado but littlo
progress in exactly determining the
date did we regard only the second
chapter of St. Luke. St. Mathew
enlightened us still further. He tells
us in the second chapter of his Gospel
that Christ ** was born in Bethlehem
of Judas in the days of Herod the
king ;" Josephus tells us that Herod
reigned in Judea about 87 years,
dying about the year 751 from the
foundation of Rome. He was imme-
diately succeeded by Archelaus at
whoss accession the angel warned
Joserh to return from Egypt with the
child. Christ was therefore born be.
fore the year 761.

Following St. Mathew we find thuat
& little while after the flight of
the magi, Herod gave the infamcus
order to kill all the male children that
were in Bethlehem and in all the
borders thereof; from two years old
and under according to the time
which he had diligently enguired of
the Wisemen. These last words are
of the greatest import. Herod had
previonsly learned from the Wisemen
“ths time of the star which appeared
to them,"” and having taken into con.
sideration the great distance they had
travelled, the extensive pieparations
they were obliged to make for such a
journey, and the numerous delays
which they had en route, he judged
that Christ must bave been at that
time a ohild in his second year and
accordingly gave the imfamous order
to kill ** the male children from two
years and under,” hoping that the
young King of the Jews would perish
in the general massacre. Suppose
for a moment that our Lord at the
time of the slaughter of the Holy
Innocents were & mera babe a few
months old, the words *from tuwo

years and under " would have no sig.

nifieation, and Herod was too syste-
matic a tyrant to oxceed evon
oruclty. Taking ell theso facts then
into considoration, that let Josoph and
Mary returned from Egypt at the
death of Herod in the year 7561 a.v.c.
2nd that according to an old tradition,
our Lord's stay in Egypt was unly of
» fow menth’s duration, and conse-
quently the mussacro of the Holy
Innocents and the Flight into Egypt
must have waken place about 7HU--
761 Roman tune, 8rd that our Lord
was most probably a child in His
second year at thoe coming of the
magi, and according to the opinion

of Epihanius and St. Leo. Jud, g
from the ordor of Ilerod-- putting all
theso faots I say, together, wo shall
be very accurato in saying that the
Light of Nations was born into this
world in the year 740 from the
foundation of Rome, 1,000 years from
the creation of man, and five years
beforo the present Olristian era.

"The vote on tho Prohibition question
must bave satisfied the most ardent
enthusiasts of teetotalism.

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POLES AND THE MASONIC PRESS.

For some time past the liberal
press of Europe has been spreading the
roport that tho Pope, in order to win
the good graces of tho Cuzar, has been
sacrificing the intercsts of the Polish
Catholics to the whims of tho head of
the Russian Church. This report has
been epread unscrupulously in those

countrics which look on the Frauco-
Rugsian allinnce with sapprehension. ¢
This plan of cndeavoring to persuade a
persecuted Catholic nation that the
Holy Futherissecretly handing it over
to its oppressors is not new. In this
instaoce it has been frustrated by the
Oatholic press of Vieana and Rome.
The laterlund of Vienna made a
brilliant defence of the dealings of the
Holy Father with Russis, and it has
been quoted by nearly all the Catholic
journals of Italy.

The Vaterlund, in the first place
shows how the poor Poles have been
persecuted for the past hurdred years.
It does this, that sall may appreciate
the ditliculties the Holy Father bad to
meet, when he tried to better the sad
condition of this unfortunate poople.
Leo XII{. wished to have diplomatic
relations between the Russian Court
and the Vutican, and these were broken
oft years before in consequence of
affronts offered to Pius IX. by the
Russian Minister. For this end the
Holy Fstber made known to the Czar
his elevation in a letter written by his
own hand, in which be commended the
Catholics of the Empire to the clem-
ency of the Emperor. It may be
mentionod that the acts of Leo XIIL
in favor of the Catholics subject to the
Czar would fill five large volumes.
This valuable collection contains the
letters of the Pope to the Ozar, to the
Russian Minister, to the Apoatolic
Nuncio at Vienna, of whom the Holy
Father made use in his dealings with
Russia. This collection also containe
the instructions of the Holy Father to
the Polish Episcopate, to the repre
sentative of the Holy See at tho
Russian Court, which have for their
cpecial object the destruction of priju-
dices against the Catholic Church and
proving that she is the benefactress of
princet and peoples.

As i cxamplo of one of these acts,
the Yaterland mentions tho stipulations
of the agrcement mado between the
Pro-Nuucio at Vienus, Mgr. Jacobini,
and the Russian Ambassador, thanks
to which the urgent wants of the
QOatholics of Russia could bo at once
supplied by the filling of vacant sees.
Theso stipulations, moreover, brought
groat relicf to the Catholics of the
Caucasus, to scminaries, ecclesiastical
academies, and the Catholic College at
St. Potersburg. In 1682 a definite
convention regarding seminaries was
entered upon. mud the Government
made a declaration in which it pledged
itself to abolish, or at least modify a
lony series of severo measures dotri-
meotal to the Rusaian clergy.

When in 188§, M. Iswolski was
appointed as Russian chargo d'affairs
at the Vatican, the Holy Father at
once took messures to bave the vacant
Sees filled, and to insist on the recall
of tho Bisbop of Vilna, then in exile.
Daspite tho repeated efforts of the
Russinn Government, the Holy Father
counld never be induced to permit the
uso of tho Russian language in tho
s0 - called supplementary worship
(Litanics, Bencdictiors, and similar
sacred ceremonies).

There are twenty-fonr
parishes in the Eastern Province, which
includes Canada, as follows: Balti-
wmore, Annapolis, Now York, Roches-
ter, Brooklyp, Toronto, Seattle, Phila-
delphbia, St. Jobn's, New Brunswick,
Buffulo, Pittsburg, Ilchester, Howard
county. St. Louis, Mo., is the scat of
the Western Province.

Selected Recelpts.

Browkp Mutrox Cuors —Loin of
mutton, pepper and salt, a small piece
of butter. Cut the chops from a well-
hung, tender loin of mutton, remove a
portion of the fat and trim them into
a nice sbape ; slightly beat and level
them : place the gridiron over a bright,
clear fire, rab the bars with a little fat
and lay on the chops. While broiling
frequently turn them, and in abont
cight minutes they will be done. Sea-
son with pepper and salt, dish them oa
a very hot disb, rub a small piece of
butter on each chop and serve very hot
and expeditiously.

SaLan Dressing.—-Yolks of three
hard-boiled eggs, une tablespoonful of
vinegar ; one-half teaspoonful of salt,
yolk of one raw cgg, one gill of olive
oil, dash of cayenne. Mash the cooked
solks until porfectly smooth, then add
the raw one, work witb an olastic bladed
knife for five minutes, then add the
salt and cayenne, mix agsin and add
the oil drop by drop, stirring rapidly
and steadily all the whils; thon add
the vinegar by degrces and it is fin-
ished. Moroe oil and vinegar may be
added to this if a greater quantity of
dressing is required.

Broiep Sarr MackerEr.—Wash
aud scrape all the thin black skin from
the inside. Soak the fish in a large
paoful of cold water over night. In
the morning wash it in fresh water and
wipe it. Brush it with welted butter,
dredge lightly with peppor, lay it on a
greased broiler and broil with the fesh
side down over a clear fire ; then turn
and broil the skin side. Be careful or
it will burn very quickly on this side.
When dope lay it on a hot dish spread
with butter or servo with maitre d'hotel
sauce.

Pota100r0QUETTES.—Beat the yolks
of four egge light and add to fivo cups
mashod potato. Mix well, then add
two tablespoonfuls of chopped parsloy,
one-fourth of a cup croam, one teaspoon-
ful of ouion juice, salt and pepper to
taste. Mix well stir over the firc ina
saucepan until the potato is heated
through. Cool, form intoa cork-shaped
croquettes, cover with egg and bread
crumbs, and fry in smoking-hot pan.

Makin6 Buckwniar Cakes —Tho
batter should bo mix- d thoroughly over
night, and the same precautions should
be taken that are necessary to bo ob-
served in making bread, nsmoly, that
the water should never bo so hot as to
scald either yeast or flour, nor should
tho spongo boset where_itwill bo chilled

or whore it will ferment 8o rapidly as to
become sour, Make the batter with a
small cake of yeast dissolved in luke.
warm water, using a saltspoonful of
salt. When first mixed tho batter
should be about tho thickness of
molasses, or 8o that it will pour readily.
In the morning add & tablespoonful of
molasges 80 that the cakes may brown
properiy. In order to have light pan-
cakes, it is abzolutely essential to have
a quick fire and the griddle or pan
smoking bot. For those who have
many cakes to cook at a time, & high,
narrow tin pail with a long spout and
a handle . the back near the bLottom
is convr uient ; but one can manage
with a pitcher that has a good lip. It
is not wise to try to mix the batter in
tbe pitchor, for it cannot be done
thoroughly.

Ho seems turning to stone. A vague
fear paralyses him that he too will be-
come one of those granite masses to
stand there motionless during eternity.
His heart stops beating within him,
aud the tranformation seems about to
be completed, when lo!a warlike peal
of trumpets breaks the spell, and he
shakes his spear aloft and leaps gladly
from the earth, exulting in the sense of
lifo and motion once more.

Again thedream changes. Frenzied
priestand Druidical stonehave vanished
like the mist that encircled them. It
is & beautiful balmy night in June.
The woods are black and silver in the
moonlight. Not a breath of air stirs
the topmost twigs of the lofty elw cut
clear and distinct against the sky, Not
a ripple blurs the surface of the lake,
spread out and glesming like a sheet
of polished steel. The bittera calls at
intervals from the sdjacent marsh, and
the nightiogale carols in the copse.
All iz peaceful and beautiful, and
suggeative of enjoyment or repose.

QOnce more the trumpets peal; the
only sound to be heard 1u that array
of tents, drawn up with such order and
precision, behind the works, except tho
footfail of the Roman guard, firm and
regular, a3 if it rolioves the provious
watch. In a short space that duty
will be performed ; and then, if ever,
must the attack te made wity any pro-
bability of success. Youthis inpatient
of delay—the young warrior's pulse
beats audibly, and he fcels the edge of
his blado and the point of his short-
haundled javehin, with an iotensity of
looging that is absolutely paioful. At
length the word is passed from rank to
rank, Like the creat of a soa-wave

The tribunes,
with thoeir golden crests, take up their
appointed posts in tho four corners of
the camp; while the Prwstor himself
gives hia orders calm and unmoved
from the centre.

Over the roar of the swarming
Britons, sounds the clear trumpet note
pealing out its directions, concise and
intelligible as a loud voice, and heard
by the combatants far and wide, in
spiring courage and confidence, and
order in the confusion.

Brandishing their long swords, the
white clad-warriors of Britain rush
tumultuously to the attack.

Already, they have filled the ditch
and scaled the earthwork, but once
aod again they recoil from the steady
front and rigid discipline of the invader,
while the short stabbing sword of the
Rowman soldier, covered as he is by bis
ample shield, does fearful execution at
close quarters. Bat still fresh assail-
ants pour io, aud tbe cuwp is carried
and overrun. The young warrior
rushes exulting to and fro, and the
enemy falls in heaps before bhim,
Such moments are worth whole years
of peaceful life.

They
bear bhim to a war chariot, they lash
the wild galloping steed, the roll of
the wheels tbunders in his ears as they
dash tamultuously across the plain,
and then * the pentle mission
is fulfilled, the doves fly down agsin
in Proserpine, and the young, joyous,
trinmphant warrior of Britain wakes
up a Roman slave.

CHAPTER 11.
THR MARBLE PORCH.

It was the sound of u chariot, truly
enough, that roused the dreamer from
his slumbers; but how differont the
scene on which his drowsy eyes unclos-
ed, from that which fancy bad conjured
up in the shadowy realms of sleep !

A beantiful portico, supported on
slender columns of smooth white
marble, procezted hun from the rays
of the morning sun, elready pouring
down with the intensity ~f Italian
heat. Garlards of leaves and flowers,
cool and fi- .« in their contrast with
tuo snowy surface of these dainty
pillars, were wreathed around their

need nover want for anything akill
produces, or genius creates, or gold
can buy, 8o it is no marvel that the
masterpieces and treasures of the
nations sho subdued found their way
to tho Iwporial Oity, wistress of the
world. Even where tho sloeper lay
reclined upon a couch of curiously
carved wood from the forests that
clothe Mount Hymettus, an owl o
beautifully chiseled that its very
broast plumagoe seemed to ruffle in the
breeze, looked down upon him from a
niche where it had been placed at a
cost that might have bought & dozen
such human chattols as himself ; for it
bad been brought from Athons as the
most successful effort of a sculptor;
who bad devoted it to the honour of
Minerva in his zeal. Reficement,
luxury, nay profusion, reigned para-
mount even hero outside the sumptu-
ous dwelling of a Rowman lady; and
the very ground in her porch over
which she was borne, for she seldom
touched it with her feot, was freeh
swept and sanded as often aa it had
been disturbed by the tread of her
litter-beater or the wheels of her
chariot.

Many a time was this ceremony
performed in the twenty-four hours;
for Valeria was a woman of noble
rank, great posseseions and the highest
fushion. Not a vanity of her sex, not
a folly was there of her class, in which
she scrupled to indulge ; and then, as
now, ladies were prone to rush into
oxtremes, and frivolity, when it took
the garb of a female, assumed prepos-
terous dimensions, and & thirst for
amusement, incompatible with reason
or gelf-control,

There is always a certain hash, and,
as it were, 8 pompous stillness, about
the houses of the great, even long after
inferior mortals are astir in pursait of
their pleasure or their business. To-
day was Valeria's birthday, and as
such was duly obsurved by the bang-
ing of garlands on the pillars of her
porca ; but after the completion of this
greceful ceremony, silence seomed to
have sunk once more upon the house-
hold, and the slave whose dream we
have recorded, coming into her gates
with an offering from bhis lord, and
finding no domestics in the way, had
sat him down to wait in the graceful
shade, and, overcome with heat, might
have slept on till noon had he not been
roused by the grinding chariot.-wheels,
which miogled so confusedly with his
dream.

It was no plebeian vehicle that now
rolled into the colonnade, driven st a
furious pace, and stopping so abruptly
as Lo crcate considerable confusion and
insubordination amongst the mnoble
animals that drew it. Tho car, mount
ed on two whoels, was constructed of a
highly polished wood, cut from the wild
fig-treo, elaborately inlaid with ivory
and gold, the very spokes and felloes
of the wheels were carved in patterns
of vine-leavea and flowers, whilst the
extremities of the pole, the axle, and
the yoke, were wrought into exquisite
representations of the wolt's head, an
animal, from historical reasons, ever
dear to tho fancy of the Roman. There
was but one person beside the driver
in the carriage, and so light a draught
might indeed command any rate of
speed, which whirled along by four such
borses as now plunged and reared and
bit each other’s crests in the portico of
Valeria’s mansion. Thess were of a
wilky white, with dark muzzles, and a
bluish tinge under the coat, denoting
its soft texture, and the Eastern origin
of tho animals. Somewhat thick of
neck and shoulders, with semicircular
jowl, it was the broad and tapering
bead, the small quivering car, the wide
red wnostril, that demonstrated the
pority of their blood, and argued extra-
ordinary powers of speod aud endur-
ance; while their short, round backs,
prowinent muscles, flat legs, and daioty
feot, promised an amount of strength

and activity only to be attained by the
production of perfect symmetry.

Theso beautifu! animals were har-
nessed four abresst — the inper pair
somowhat in the fashion of our modern
ourricle, being yoked to the pole, of
which tho very fastening pins were
ateel overlaid with gold, whilst the
outer horses, drawing only from a traco
attached respeotively on the inper side
of each to the axle of the chariot, were
frce to wheel their quarters outwards
in every direction, and kick to their
heart’s content—a liberty of which, in
the present instance, thoy seomed well
disposed to avail themselves.

Tho slave started to his feet as the
nearest horse winced and swerved aside
from his unexpected figure, snorting
the while in mingled wantonaess and
foar. The axlo grazed his tunic, while
it passed, and the driver, irritated at
his horaca’ unsteadiness, or perbaps in
the mere insolence of a great man's
favourite, struck at him heavily with
his whip as he went by. The Briton's
blood boiled at the indignity; but his
sinewy armn was up like lightning to
parry the blow, and as the lash curled
round his wrist he drew the weapon
quickly from the driver's bad{, and
would have returned the insult with
interest, had he not been deterred from
his purpose by the youthful effominate
appearance of the aggressor.

‘T cannot strike a girl’ exclaimed
the slave, contemptuously, throwing
the whip at the same time into the
floor of the chariot, where it lit at the
feot of the other occupant, a sumptu
ously-dressed nobleman, who enjoyed
the discomfiture of his charioteer, with
the loud frank glee of a master jeering
a dependant.

“Well said, my hero!” laughed the
patrician, adding in good humoured,
though haughty tones,“Not that I would
give much for the cbance of man or
woman in a grasp like yours, By
Jupiter ! you've got the arms and
shoulders of Anteus! Whoowns you,
wy good fellow? and what do youn
here §"

“ Nay, I would strike him again to
some purpose if I were on the ground
with him,” interrupted the chariotecr,
a handeome, petulant youth of some
sixteen summers, waose long flowing
curls and rich scarlet mantle denoted
a pampered and favourito slave.
“ Gently, Scipiol So-hu, Jugurtha!
The horses will fret for an hour now
they have becn scared by bie ugly face.”

¢« Botter let himalone, Automedon '’
observed his mastor, again shaking bis
sides at the obvious discomfiture por-
trayed on the flushed face of his
favourite. - Throngb your life keep
clear of & man when he shuts his
mouth like that, as you would of an ox.
with a wisp of bay oa his horns. You
silly boy ! why he would swullow such
a slender frame as yours ata gulp ; and
nobody but a fool ever strikes at a
man unless he knows he can reach him,
ay, and punish bim too, without hurt-
ing his own knuckles ip return! But
what do you here, good fellow ¥ he re
peated, addressing himself vace more
to the slave, who stood erect, scanning
his questioner with a fearless, though
respectful eye.

« My master is your friend,” was the
outspoken answer. * You supped with
him ouly the night before last. But a
wan need not bo in the houshold of
Licining, nor have spent his best years
at Rome, to know the face of Julius
Placidus, the Tribune.”

A smilo of gratified vanity stole over
the patrician’s countenance while he
listoned ; a swmile that had the effect of
imparting to its lineaments an ex-
pression at onco mocking, crafty, and
malicious. In repose, and such was its
usual condition, tho face was almost
handsome, perfect inits regularity, and
of a fixed, sedate composurs which
bordered on vacuity, but when dis-
turbed, a8 it sometimes, though rarely,
was, by a passing emotion, the smile
that pasead over it like a lurid glram,
\>came truly diabolical

The slave was right. Amongst all
the notorions pereonages who crowded
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and jostled each other iu the stroots of
Rome at that stormy puried, noi:e was
better known, noune more courted,
flattored, honoured, hated, and mis-
trusted, than the occupant of the gilded
chariot. It was wo time for men to
wear their hearte in their hands—it
wss no time to make an additional
enomy, or to lose a possiblo friend.
Since the death of Tiberius, emperor
had succeoded emperor with alarming
rapidity. Nerohad indeed died by bis
own hand, to avoid the just retribution
of unexampled vices and crimes; but
the poisoned mushroom had carried off
his predecessor, and the old man who
succeeded him fell by the weapons of
tho very guards he kad onlisted to pro-
tect bis grey head from violence.
Since then anothor sunicide had indued
Vitelliuve with the purple; but the
throne of the Owmsars was fast becoming
synonymous with a gcaffold, and the
sword of Damooles quivered wmore
menacingly, and on a slenderor hair
than ever, over the diadem.

When great political convulsions
agitate a State, alroady scething with
gooeral vice and luxury, the moral
scum seems, by o law of nature, to float
invariably to the surface—the charac-
ters most destitute of principle, the
readiest to oboy the instincts of self-
aggrandisement and expediency, achieve
a kind of spurious fame, a doubtful and
temporary success. Under the rule of
Nero, perbaps, there was but one path
to Court favour, and that lay in the
disgraceful attempt to vie with this
Emperor's brutalities and crimes. The
palace of Orsar was then indeed a sink
of foul iniquity and utter degradation.
The sycophant who could most readily

reduce himself to the level of a beast,

in gross sensuality, while he boasted a
demon's refinement of cruelty, and
morbid depravity of heart, became the
first favourite for the time with his Im-
perial master. To be fat, slothful,
weak, gluttonous, and effemivate, while
the brow was crowned with roses, and
the braia wasdrenched with wine, and
the hands were steeped in blood—this
it was to be a friend and counsellor of
Casar. Men waited and wondered in
stupefied awe when they marked the
mouster reeling from a debauch to some
fresh feast of horrors, some ingenious
oxhibition of the complicated tortures
that may te iaflicted on & human be-
ing, some devilish experiment of all the
body can bear, ere the soul takes wing
from its ghastly, mutilated tenewent,
and this not on one, but a thousand
victims. They waited and wondered
what the gods were about, that Divine
vengeance should slumber througa such
provocations as these.

But retribution overtook him at last.
The heart which a slaughtered mother’s
spertre could not soften, which remorse
for a pregnant wife’s fate, kicked to
death by her bYrutal lord, failed to
wring, quailed at the approach of afew
exasperated soldiers; and the tyrant
who had s0 often smiled to see blood
flow like wster in the amphitheatre,
died by his own hend —died as he bad
lived, a coward and a murderer to the
last,

Sinco then, the Court wss a sphero
in which any bold unscrupulous man
might be pretty sure of attaining suc-
cess. The present emperos wag a good-
humoured glutton, one whosn faculties,
originally vigoroas, had been warped
avd deadened by excess, just as his
bgdy had bécome blosted, his eyo
dimmed, his strength palsied, and his
courage destroyed by the same course.
The scheming statesman, the pliant
vourtier, L' successful soldier had but
one passion no<v, one only object for
the exercise of iis energics, both of
miod and body—to eat enormously, to
drink to excess, to study every art by
which fresh appetite could be stimulated
when gorged to repletion—and thon—
to eat and drink again.

With such a patron, any man who
united to o tendency for the pleasures
of the table, a strong brain, a cold head,
aod an sptitade for business, wight be

sare of considerable influence. Tho
Ewperor thercughly appreciated one
who would take trouble off his haunds,
whilo at tho same time he encourayed
his master, by precept and example, 1n
his swinieh propeunsities. It was no
slight servioe to Vilellius, to rise from
a debauch and give those necessary
orders in an unforeseen emorgency
which Cresar'’s sodden brain was power
less to originate or to understand.

Ere Placidus had been a month about
the Court, he had 1usinuated hrwself
thoroughly into the good graces of the
Ewmperor.

This man’s had been a strange and

rank, he had used hig family nfluence
to advance him in the military service,
and already, whilst. still in the flower
of youth, had attained the grade of
Tribune in Vespasian’s army, then oc-
cupyingJ udwxcaunderthat distinguished
genaral.  Althongh no wan yielded so
willingly, or gave himself up &o entire.
1y to the indolent enjoywents of Asia-
tic lifs, Placidas possessed many of the
qualities which aroesteemed osseutial to
the character of a soldier. Personal bra-
very, or we should rather say, insensibil-
ity to danger, was one of his peculiar
advantages. Perhaps this i s quality
inseparable from such an orgenisation
as his, in which, while tho system
seoms to contain a wealth of energy
and vitality, the nerves are extremely
callous to irritation, and completely
under control. The Tribune never
cawe out in more favorable colors tkan
when every one about him was ina
state of alarm and confusion. On ono
occasion, at the siege of Jotapata, where
the Jews were defending themselves
with the desperate energy of their race,
Placidus won golden opinions from
Vespasian by the cool dexterity with
which he saved from destruction a
whole company of soldiers and their
conturion, under the very eye of his
general.

A maniple, or, ia the military lau-
guage of to-day, a wiug of the cobort
led by Placidus was advancing to the
attack, and the first centurion, with
the company under his command, was
already beneath the wall, bristling as
it was with defenders, who hurled
down on their assailants darts, javelins,
huge stones, every description of wea-
pon or missile, including molten lead
and boiling oil. Under cover of a
moveable pent-house, which protected
thew, tho hoad of the column had ad
vanced their battering-ram to the very
wall, and were swinging the huge
engine back, by tho ropes and pulleys
which goveraed it, for an increased
impulse of destruction, when the Jews,
who had been watching their oppor-
{unity, succeeded in balancing an
enormous mass of grapite mmmediately
above the pent-house and the materials
of offence, apimate and inanimate,
which it contsined. A Jewixh warrior
clad in shining armour had taken a
lever in his hand, and was in the act
of applsing that instrument to the im-
pending totlering mass ; 3n atother im.
stant it must have crashed down upon
their beads, and buried the whole band
beneath its weight. At his appointed
-station by the Eagle, the Tribune was
watching the movements of his men
with his usual air of sleepy. indolent
approval. And even in this critical
moment his eye nover brightened, bis
color never deepened a shade. Tho
voice was calm, low, and perfectly
modulated in which he bade the trum-
peter at his right hand sound the re-
call , nor, though its husiness.like
rapidity could scarce bave besn exceed-
ed by the most practised archer, was
the movement the least hurried with
which he snatched tae bow from a dead
Partbian auxiliary at bis feet and fitted
an arrow to its string. In the twink-
ling of an eye, while the granite vibrat-
ed on the very parapet, the arrow was
quivering betwcen the joints of the
warrior’s harness who held the lever,
and he had fallen with his head over
the wall in the throes of death. Before

another of the defonders could take his
place tho assaulting party had retired,
bringing along with them, in their cool
and rigid disupline, the battering-ram
and wooden covering which protected
it, while the Tr ibune quietly observed,
as he replaced the bow into the fallen
Parthian's hand, * A company saved is
a bundred men gained. A dead bar-
burian is exactly worth my tallest cen-
turion, and the smartest troop I have
in the maniple I’

Vespasion wos not the man to forget
such an instance of cool prowptitude,
and Juliue Placidus was marked out
for promotion from that day forth.

But with its courage, tho Tribune
posseased the canning of the tiger, not
without something also of that fierce
antal's outward beauty, and much of
its watchful, pitiless, and untiring na.
ture. A brave soldior should have
considered it a degradation, undoer any
circumstances, to play a double part;
but with Placidus every step was es-
teemed bonorable so long as it was on
tho ascent. The successful winner had
no scruple in deceiving all about him
at Rome, by the eagerness with which
ho assumed the character of a mere
man of pleasure, while he lost no op-
portunity the while of ipgratiating
himself with the many desparate spirits
who were to be found in the imperial
city, ready and willing to asaist in any
enterprise which should tend to anar-
chy and confusion. hile he rushed
into every extravagance and pleasure
of that luxurious Court—while he vied
with Cicsar bimself in his profusion,
and surpassed him in his orgies—he
suffered no symptoms to escape bim of
a higher ambition than that of excel-
lence io trifling—of deeper projects
than those which affected the wine-cap,
the pageant, and the passing follies of
tho hour. Yet all the while, within
that dainty reveller’s brain, schemes
were forming and thoughts burning
that should bave withered the very
roges on his brow.

It wight have been the strain of
Greek blood which filtered through his
veins, that tempered his Roman cour
age and endurance with the pliancy
essential to conspiracy and intrigue—
a strain that was apparent in his
sculptured regularity of feature, and
general symmetry of form. His char-
acter has always been compared to the
tiger’s, and his movements had all the
pliant case and stealthy frecdom of
that graceful animal. His stature was
little above the average of hie country-
men, but his frame was cast in that
mould of exact proportion which pro
wises the extreme of strength combined
with agility and endurance. Had he
been caught like Milo, be would have
writhed bimstlf out of the trap, with
the sinuous persistency of a snake.
There was something snake like, too, in
his small glittering oye, and the clear
smoothness of hig'skin. With all its
brightness no woman worthy of the
name but would have winced with
womanly instincts of aversion and re
pugnance before his glance. With all
its beauty no child would have looked
up frankly and confidingly. in his face.
Men turned, indeed, to scan him ap-
provingly as he passed ; but the brave
owned no sympathy with that smooth
set trow, that crafty and walicious
smile, wbile the timid or the super-
stitious shuddered and shrank away,
averting their own gaze from what they
felt to be the influence of the evil eye.

He
has accepted and the date will soon be
announced.

There is trouble in the A. P. A. camp
of Fall River, Mass. Ono of its mem-
bers was expelled from the order, be-
cause he dared support a Catholic for a
political office,

The Indian papers announce the dis-
appearance of one of the last vestiges
of the Goaness schism. ‘The little
group of Christians at Duwa, in Ceylon,
who for some years had refused to
recognize their legitimate pastors have
happily made their submission and been
received back into commuanion with the
Cutholic Charch.

Bishop Dunne is not going empty
handed to his diocese, for which he
will leave Chicago some time during
January. The pressuts made to him
on the occasion of his consecration last
month amounted to 822 000, of which
som $5.000 was donated by the priests
of the Chicago archdiocsse, and the re-
mainder by the friends of the new pre-
late, 3r. Cudahy, the well-kaown
Obicago Catholic, giving $5,000 as his
personal donation. As the Dallas dio-
ceae is financially a poor one, these gifts
come in very haady for the good bishop
who will, doubtless, expend the most
of the money on bis flock.

Mr. Howard Mortimer, a student at
the Princeton Theological Sewinary,
called upon Father Young, of the Paul-
ist Fathers, recently, and told him that
he desired to espouse the Catholic faith
and enter the order. Father Young is
a graduate of Princeton College, having
been a member of the class of '48. Mr.

He also
said that another student was desirous
of following his example.

Mgr. Casenova, theexiled Archbishop
of Guatemals, is on bis way to Costa
Rica. Ho was driven from his See in
Guatemala by the Masonicgovernment
of that state in 1887, because he object.
ed to the irreligions text books which
were being forced upon the pupile of
the public schools. Despairing of ses:
ing him <oon restored to his Arch-
bishopric, the Holy Father hasdirectod
bim to take charge of the government
of the church in Costa Rics, and the
Archbishop bopes while residing there
to be able also to succor and direct
his clergy and people in the neighbor-
ing state of Guatemala

William T. Coleman’s will, filed De-
comber 7, st San Fravcisco, msde
provision for tho distribation of his
eatate in case his sons should die child-
less. Iu that event one tenth of the
estate, or $60,000, goes to the presi-
dent, and board of directors of the St.
Louis University, whero Mr. Colemen
received his education. With this
money the directors arc enjoined to
create a fund, to be styled the * Car-

“rell” fund, or the * Coleman-Carrall”
fund, to be devoted to the education of
poor orpban boys The fund is so
named in remembranco of Father
George A. Carrell, S. J., to whom the
testator wss indebted for much kipd-

ness and consideration during his
early struggles in life.

A quiet but romantic royal wedding
was colebrated in Genon by Archbishop
Reggio. The brido was the tho grand-
daughter both of the Emperor of
Austria and the Princo Regent of
Bavaria. Tho contracting partics wore
Beron Secfried, son of Chamberlain
Soclried von Baltenheim, a handsome
young subaltern io tho Royal Guards,
and Priocess Elizabeth, daughter of
Prince Leopold, inspector of the Bav.
arian Army. At first the relatives of
the bride firmly declined to give con-
sent, and Baron Secfried was sent in
disgrace to Metz, but during the sum-
mer Princess Elizaboth pleaded his
causo 80 effectively with the Emperor
at Ischl that his approbation was won.
Both her parents, as well as Princess
Gisela, were present at tho ceremony.
