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COMMERCE AND WAR.

"T'he ramifications of British commerce have now become so extensive
and numerous, and the necessity for new markets so urgent, that pcu{ wars
with African chielains and Asi.dc despots, have come to be regarded as
the natural outcome of growing trade. “Lhus it 3 that to-day Brtain {cels
herself called upon to chastise the cruel Burmese monarch who thought to
cnrich himself at the expense of the British trader, and at the same tinwo
secure the friendly support of Britain's Gallic rival.  The Bombay aud
Burmah Trading Company, who have for many years held large forest
leases in King Thebaw’s domain, have by a corrupt process of law been
condemned to pay into the Burmese treasury the sum of $1,500,000.

1t is generally supposed that this action egainst them was investigated
by the French, but no confirmation of the suspicions being well founded
has yet leaked out.  In a few years the great south-western provinces of
China, soon to be intersected by a net-work of railways, will have to scek
an outlet for their surplus products through the valley of the Irrawaddy, or
that of the Red river, Inasmuch as the contiguity of Upper Burmah to
the Chinese Provinces, and to the British and French settlements at the
miouths of the Irrawaddy and Red rivers, is such as to give King ‘Thebaw the
key to this important trade, Britain cannot nfford to be supplanted by
France, and it is therefore probable that Burmah will be annexed forthwith,
To the people of that unfortunate country such a transfer of allégiance
would indeed be a happy -clease, and with this salve to her conscience,
Britannia need not hesitate in planting her flag upon the fortifications ot
* Mandalay.

THE HARVEST OI' THE SEA.

“ That there are as good fish in the sea as ever came out of it,” is a
saying which tne British fishermen are beginning to question, and no
wonder.  For years the cruel, not to say barbaric, methods of gathering
the harvest of the sea round the Brijjsh Isles has been slowly but surely
destroying the fisheries, and yet, so far, the Dritish economists have taken
no steps to prevent the entire destruction of thix important source of food
supply.  Asun instance of the wanton injury to Dritish fisheries may be
cited the haddock fishermen of Ryemouth. Eng.  During eight months,
twenty-eight boats were engaged in this fishery, cmnploying as bait 620 tons
of mussles-—about 47,000,000 mussles—in the capture of haddock.

In Canada and the United States the fish supply is at present so far in
excess of the demand that no persistent effort "has yet been made for its
preservation, but the question is one which must before long be dealt with
10t a practical Wiy, In the production of harvests upen land, skiil, prudence
.and forethought are acknowledged to be requisite elements of success ; but
io the harvest of the sea, owing to the bounty of nature, the important factors
of prudence and forethought, are neglected unul all too late 1t 1s found out
that the supply of fish was by no meaans inexhaustible, and that the inexor-
able law of nature that punishes waste with want, holds good ahke on sea
and’land.

A DOWNTRODDEN PEOPLE.

Away in the sunny South under the full glare of the tropical sun lies
the fertile Island of Cuba, with its mixed population of Castilan office-
holders, Creole land-owners, free and enslaved negros snd Chinese serfs,
a heterogeneous family, disturbed by an:rchy at home mul ruthlessly
oppressed by the iron heel of shameless tyinnny. Little wonder is it that the
people of this fair isle turn their eyes longingly towards the domain of the
complacent.Uncle Sam.  Little wonder is it that they endeavour by -diplo-
matic intrigue to create a breach between the United States and their mother
land. To these overtaxed and downtrodden people, a war between Spamn
and the American Republic would mucan hberty and freedom, and the 100
miles whick separate the islaud fiom the mainland, brndged as it now 1s by
steam and clectricity, would be no impediment to having the Cuban State
placed side by side with those of Florida and Alabama. With such a Umion,
each free family in Cuba would no lunger be called upun to pay annually
for its freedom the sum of $500. As a state, the inhabitants of Cuba would
no longer have yeatrly wrung from their pockets the ¢normous sum of
§26,000,000. ‘Irue, the 50,000 officials who now live upon the taxes taken
from the people would find their occupation gone, the titled nobility might
find their rank count for nothing, the brigands who now infest the island
would have to turn their attention 1o a somewhat more peacable calling,
The wholesale and retail business houses would be relicved from the yearly
tax of 8300 for the right to transact business. The slaves would be set freo
and the Chinese would probably have to go, but these changes, radical as
they may be, would make Cuba what God and nature intended her to be,
a veritable Garden of Eden. IBut the change is not yet, Spain is not impe-
cunious, and Uncle Sam who appears to have a drop of Jewish blood in his
veins, hesilates to give his cheque for the $100,0c0,000 for the cost of the
transfer, He remembers that California, Arizona, New Mexico and a
portion of Texas once belouged to an independant Spanish colony, and he
has, faith enough to believe that Cuba will, ike Northern Mexico, eventually
become a portion of his great domain.

APOLITION OF SLAVERY.

The new world, the Americas. is the boasted home of frecdom, and yet
the serfdom in Russia, and slavery under the Musselmans, sinks into com-
parative insignificance as compared with the legalized and cruel traffic in
human beings, carricd on by the pioneer sctilers of this continent, and
perpetuated for scores of years by their less cruel but more avaricious des-
cendants, The dark.cloud of slavery which, for so many ycars made the
vaunted frecdom of the United States but a hollow mockery, was swept
away by a whirlwind of civil war, and the negro of the South is now “as

free as nature first made man, cre the base laws of servitude began” In

the British West Indics, thanks to the genius of Wilberforce, slavery was

abolished by peaceful and just means, but in the Spanish West Indies, and

in Brazil, it still iemains. In Brazil, a movement is now on foot to secure

the gradual abolition of slavery, In 1871 1t was decreed by the Brazilian

Legislature that all persous born of slave parents subscquent to that date

should be free, and it was further enacted that all persons then in bondage

should, at the expirtion of twenty-one yeas, be entitled to their freedom. |
A liberation fund was at the same time started, to which both the Govern.

ment and privaie individuals liberally subscribed, aud immediate steps were

taken fo purchase and set free many of the younger slaves upon the planta.

tions. Upwards of 500,000 slaves have so far been liberated, and it is

thoaght, befure the expiration of the term of servitude, 1892, there will be

but few of the 1,000,000 persons, now remaining in bondage, that will then

for the first time enjoy the charms of freedom. Ere long, we may hope, the

boasted freedom of the new world will be a reality rather than a mere

empty, meaningless expression.  Serfdom, bondage, and slavery are relics
of barbarism, and should not Le permitted a foothold in the broader
civilization which the Americas promise to the world.

IRELAND, TIE LEAGUE,. AND THE LANDLORDS.

In the last days of October, the  Irish Patriotic Union ” issued a long
manifesto denouncing the Irish National League and the Land Leaguo for
having, during the past four or five years, “ embittered Irish home life,”
coerced individual liberty, extorted hard-carned money from the people,
and permitted the perpetration of outrages.” It furthermore calls upon
Irish electors to vote ““against -the tyranny of Parnell, and the cliques of
bankrupt farmers, impecunious traders, ard idle loungers who form the.
Land League."

Now, il is well to understand that this ¢ Patriotic Union" is merely a
Landlerd Association. It is nothing surprising to find lhem, with the
keenest bitierness, denouncing an organization having for its object the
amelioration and elevation of the present unhappy state of the people of
Ireland. With equal bitterness aud with almost equal. impotence, they de-
nounced the old ITome Rule movement, the British Land League, and the
local self-government schemes.

It is amusing to hear an orgaization vepresenting Irish landlords nccus-
ing any other combination of “ embittering home life.” !a this regard, the
man that throws the first stonc ought himself to have inaccent hands.  Have
the majority of Irish landlords done anything notable during the current
century that did not tend to embitter home life? If they have done any-
thing calculated to make Irish home life comfortable and happy, they must
have done it by stealth. By rack-rents, by extortionate exactions, by cruel
evictions in times of distress, by demaunding the entire profits of honest
labor in times of prosperity, and by using their influence (which has often
been great, greater than now, and greater than it is ever likely to be again)
to thwart remediary legislation, the landlords embittered the home life of
thousands of honest, industrious families for long years, beforc the League
they accuse had even an existence.

One would suppose, from the language of the manifesto, tl:=t before the
League wag formed there was not in Ireland any “coercion of individual
liberty.” But, unfortunately, it is an indisputable fact that befote then
landlord influence had put into force i Ireland infamous Coercion Acts,
whose whole cffect consisted in flagrant interference with * individual li-
berty.” The few instances given of coercion of individual liberty by the
aggravated opponents of landlordism, cannot properly be charged to the
[eague, one of whose watchwords is, “ Reform by peaceful and constiw-
tional means,” and whose leaders have repeatedly stated that agrarian out-
rages are not committed by men whom they can control, but by men too
exasperated by landlords to be controlled’ by any person counselling peace.
Indeed the results of the Coercion Acts, and the defiant attitude frequent-
ly asssumed by many landlords, might reasonably be taken as an explanation
of all the so-called ugrarian outrages that are charged to the Irish Home Rulers.

Coercion Acts in Ireland have repeatedly suspended ali constitutional
guarantees of individual liberty, Lave set at .defiance the most sacred per-
sonal rights, have introduced a degrading system of espionage, have taken
thousands of men away from their homes and families upon. the merest
suspicion,. have thrown them into prison and kept them there for months
without a hearing before commitment, and even without making against
them a distinct accusation. Twus and thus only have the promoters of the
“ Patriotic Union" been instrumental in protecting individual liberty §

The “Patriotic Union” must be sadly in need of a charge against the
League, when the latter has to be accused of ¢ extorting hard-carned money
from the people.” It is well known that nearly all the funds of the League
come from voluntary contributions. At all events the charge against the
Leaguers of being extortioners falls to the ground when it is remembered
that the League is an association of the people, by the pcople, and solely
for the people. In many Irish towns the membership of branches of the
League has become inconveniently large. We doubt that the same can
ever be said regarding branches of the * Patriotic Union.” It is not, cer

-| tainly, very encouraging for the latter to see that since October ist, seven

prominent landowners have identified themselves with the League,—one of
theee, Sir Henry Grattan Esmondé, a man of much influence and.of marked
ability. The more sensible and Luinane among the landlords will probably

POETS AND PRONUNCIATION.

Tho exigencios of rhymo somectimes make vorsifiors transgress othor rules
than those of pronunciation :
“Tow, T, the piper's son,
Stole a pig, and away he riun,
Tho pig was eat and "Tom was beat
‘TN ke ran, roaring, down the atreet.”

In this etanza aro direct incentives to two—perhaps I should say threo—
barbarisms more or less prevalent among, and dangerous lo, the rank and
file cf tho rising goneration. But then Mother Goose is a frequont offender
against the proprieties of language. It 1s, howovor, matter for surpriso a8 |
woll as regret that Byron, whoso * woll of Enghsh ' 1s generally so * unde-
filed,” should have closed his glorious apostrophe to tho sea with so objec-
tionable a phrase as ** There let him /ey /" Possibly it may have amused
him to shock the grammatical as well as the mornl sense of the * guntle
reader " by unoxpected rhymes! Another noble poet (Owen Meredith) has
the following questionable idivw in his saucy Jittle ** See-saw :*

* % When they asked me about it, I told thewm plair,
Luve it was that had turned my brain.”
And in his_fine dedication to lus * Wanderer ' the same writer has mado
this still crueller sacaifico at the altar of rhyme:
*“ But now the star of eve hath stale
Thro’ the deep sunset, and the whole,” ete.

The participle ** broke,” which ocenrs in Gray's * Progress of Poosy,”

was possibly still admissible when Sir Walter Scott wrote :
“To the Lords of Convention 'twas Claverhouse spoke.
Ere the kiug's crown go down, there are crowns to bo broke,”

But I fear this forin had become hopoelessly ¢ colloquial and vulgar,”
when Mr. Lovgfellow gave his countenacco to it in his lines :

“ Lang, lons after, in tho heart of an vak
R I found the arrow, still unbmie®

But these pootical peccadillos are foreign to my thema.

Though rhythm coaxes juveuils spouters of pogtry to murder the elucu
tion of whole lines, and Iay cruel weight on puny little and’s and a's and |
the's, its power is limited to affecting the accent. Yet, within its_own
domain, it has its victories over cortect prouunciation no less renowned’ than
thoso of rhyme. ‘¢ On Susquehanna’s side fair Wyumany,” Campbell began
hie ““Gortrudo of Wyoming,” (placing thoaccent on the first syllable) ;
and as a consequence of his false quantity, ninety-nino Englishmen out
of a hundred—though Englishmen no longer deem it a puint of
breeding to pronounce Amcrican names differently from tho natives
—misaccentuate tho word. By laying the accent on the last ayllable
of Albar in his “Lalla Rookh,” Moore has doubtless made a com-
mon error more univorsal than it was hefore. It was probably a result of
his “littlo Latin and less Greek " that Shakespearo has laid tho stress on the '
socond instead of tho third ayllable of Andrenicus, throughout his * Titus
Audronicus,” and forced aclurs and readers to do the same. His fmniliar'
antithesis, *“ Hyperion to a Satyr,” has led oven reluctant scholars to follow
tho multitude to do evil. His lizne in Troilus and Cressida, (* Perséverance,
dear my lord, ete. Act 3, Scene 3), may have helped to extond the exis-
tonco of the moribund pronunciation yerséverunce , but not so powerfully,
perhaps, as tho popular distich :

* Patienco and persererance
. Gat a wifo for His Reyertnco.”
The classic and corroct Millon was doubtless using a conscious licenso
when ho wrote “ Belus and Sérapis, their gods ;" but thero is «n unfortunate

l and,

Among theso I find Tounyson. throughout his ** Princess,” Mrs, Biowning
I and Owon Moredith,

Adolnido I’roctor cmphasizes /fier preforonce in the

linea :
“There was Pilncesa May, and 1rinceas Alice,
And the youngest Princess, Gwendoline ;"

t while Cowpor showed A probably to bo the samo in his oft-recited

* Boadicea :°
<* Princess. if.our aged eyes
Weep to ace thy inatchless wrangs."
Byroh struggled gallantly agninet tho pronunciation of * Trafalgar* in

his hines : .
" Actium, Lepanto, fatal Crafalydr ,

¢ Aliko the Armada's pride and spoilz of Trafalgdr.”
That his protests woro ineffuctual is duoe partly to the countervailing influenco
of other popular poets, bt mostly, perhaps, to the fact that many voiced
London decided to nccontuate Trafalgir Square inaceuratoly.

Should the American probunciation Aityusteen gain ground or hold its

own .gninst the English proncusintion Augnstine, this will surely be in somo

part due to Longfellow’s beautiful poom which bogius :
** St Adguatine, well hast thou satd
That of our vices wo cau frame
A ladder, if wa only tread
Beneath our feet oach decd of shame.”

“If a man-weto pormitted to mako all the ballade, ho need not caro who
should make a nation’s laws—of pronunciation,” old Fletchor of Saltoun
said—all but the last two words, which I have added by an unpoetical
license, . '

: AN INDIAN SUMMER PICNIC.

It was ono of those sereno days which sometimes come to Acadia in
November, wheu tho mellow warmth, pleasantly murmuring south-west wind
and occasional songs of robin, sparrow or chickadee, scomed almost to
indicate that Mr. Timo had taken to walking backwards, and would presontly
find himsolf among the green fiolds ana fragrant flowera of blushing sum-
mer.

CANADA'S MILITARY STATUS.
No. L

In overy state, whether supremo or dopendent, it is considered necessary
in the nineteenth century, to have some methodieal means of suppressing
internecine conflicts, should they at any time arise, aud of repelling poessible
invasions. As yet univorsal peaco is a theory of the most visionary kind.
Theologians tell us it will be ushered in on the golden wings of the millen-
ium. This period of purity, however, has not yet dawned upon the world in
common overy-day life, and, until 1t docs, a well dofined system of dofonce
must, be adopted for sclf-preservation by every commovwealth. With the
youthful and rapidly doveloping country the perplexing question presonts
itself, what shall this economic arrangement bo? In old monarchies and
republics, the problem does not arise, as centuries of haploss war haverettled
tho lines to bo followed for au indefinite time. In Iurope, Asia, Africa,
whether tho dynasty Dbo batbarous or refined, standing armies have beon
almost universally suppurted frown pativnal infancy. If wo turn over the
pages of history, woe will discover that such a course has been imperatively
demanded by what might, in truth, bo called the erudity of civilization
Tho safety of a pcople has always, up tu the last quarter of acentury, de-
pended upon tho strength of its arms. In this era, a slight change has como
about. Now war is uccusionerd almost imvariably by good reasons only. Somo-
thing moro than a Himsy pretext is required to plungo great nations into tho
horrors of modern military crusrdes.  But when principles, and not notions
are involved, the sword still champione the cause.  And, tu-day, no rational
man would assent {0 the advisability of arny single European power laying
aside its armor, * On this continont, the caso is sumewhat differont.  Between
it and tho surging tides of old wurld diplomacy lies a vast expanse of track-
less ocvan. T'ho dangor of America being drawn into tho whirlpool of Laro-
pean complications is thus roduced to a minimum, although- not wholly dis-

pelled. Horo an alion reign has been inaugurated. Far removed from tho
political ontanglements of Europe, thia continont is not likely to bo menaced
by any of the autocrats who rido rough-shod over the peoplo of that great
territorial division. Outside of Lngland, the United States is not likely to
be drawn into a fureign war for somo Lime to como, unless it b with Cinada,
whiel, however, would be n natural outcomg of a conflict with Groat Britain,
ro long, at lenst, 33 tho Dominion romains . crown possession. On the
other hand, Canada has no nation to fear but the United States, and in view
of the vory clusu rolations which exist butweunh tho twe countrics, and the phy-
sical unity of the whole continent, it might bo well (0 onyuire ite Canada's
roal cundition from a strategical standpoint, anid discover, it wo can, huw sho
would fare with hor great Ropubliswn neighbor in the role of an onewy in
arms,

In vogard to military maltters, British Notth America holds a poouliar
position.  Since tho final cession of Nova Scotin to Greal Britain, in 1713,
a British protectorata has been establishoed in the province, aml—sinco the
alogo of tho sovon yenrs' war, in 1763 —ovor the wholo of Canada, All tho
way down the history of the culony, Iuglish redcoats have upheid the dig-
nity of tho country by their presence. Canadiaus have thuas learued to
reposo a confidunce in the imperial troops which- would mako it extremely hard
for them to fuol tho rosponsibility which would be thrust upon thein by a
severnuco of the tie that binds them to their parent country. Canadinn
waters, tvo, arv nover without a detachmeont of the British fleet. DBut what
avail, may woll be asked, will tho British army or navy Lo to Canada when
tho waternal bond is snepped and British America takes hor stand among
the nations of thecarth? ** This is promatare,” says the reader, * it is a poor
policy to Lo crussing bridges bofore thoy are reached.” I'ruo, tho time is not
s far distant, huwover, to provent us from seving tho birth of the Canadian
nation as the hinetventh morges into tho twentioth contury. A fow years
of spirited agitation, now on the thresholl of its carcor, will float the Cana-
dian flag over one of tho largest natious —territorinlly—on tho earth. Cannda
will thon havo no England to fight her fouds, to rock hor iuto a sense of
security whon her dominions are threatened by a foo, or to boar on her
broad shouldoera tho brunt of a national struggle. In the hour of need, n
reasounblo amount of assistance might be expected, but not that fill flavor
of British mulitary ardor which would charactoriza Fngland's actions woero
Cauada still a child of Downing street. We may be assured, then, that no
ono will bo likely to dispute the necessity of Canada coutinuing tho present
military arrangemonts, or of adopting some hettor means of defonce than
that afforded by the oxisting state of affsirs. Canada ‘focls that within hor-
self are about all the roquinitv vlemonts for puttiug down local insurrections.
Of her ability to cope successfully with a foreign onemy, it would not requirs
a test to determine.  Without tho.nid of Great Britain, sho would be a more
bauble in the hands of the only onemy she is likely to havo—tho United
States, at least under her present military regime. And just hore comes up
tho query, would England take the struggling infunt under her protocting
wgis]  We have only to glanco at tho history of the American revolution
to nssuro us that Canada would have to work out her destiny single-handed.
Of courso the circumstances of tho two cases are widely dissimilar, and an
cqually wido dissimilarity of sosult might Lo expected to onsuo, Were
George LII wielding the sceptre of tho empire and the power of the throne
still in its zenith, it might be a dark duy for Canada whon sho struck for
indopendence. But under Victorin’s bonign rule, no' Washington will bo
required (o draw up s declaration of indepenrance, and defond it 4t tho bay-
onet’s point. Tho transition will be peacefur -ud imperceptible. Aftor it,
Canada may expect to individually settle her own disputes to nake her
name a byword or & powor. C. P M.

Tho Crow's Nest and Cochrun Gold Mines in Guysboro County are, in
tho opinivn of exports, coneidered valunble properties. ‘'Tho present facili-
ties for working theso mines are poor, and we understand, that unless new
rorchinory bo purchased, and the oo which is of low grade, worked in largo
quontities, no handsoma returns can ba expected. The lode in the first mine
named is romarkably wide, and in the hands of skillful miners, with capital
at their back, could bo made to pay well.

Ono hundred tons of quarlz, which was taken ont from the old Recves
mino, Yarmouth, hag heun sent to the Cosvan mine to be crushed. It is
expeeted that a good: roturn will bo mude.

Wo hear that tho Coxheath copper mine, Cape Breton, which good
Judges believe to be worth many millious, iz, before long, to bo energetically
developed.  The Eastern Development Co. may well be covgratulated on
their prospects of making **a pile.”

. Work at the Spring Hill. Mine coal mines continues brisk, but the roports
from other sections of the I’ravince ave far from encouraging. ‘Lhe outlook
for our coal miners for the cuming winter is exceedingly blue, and unless
large orders are 1cceived, the miners will have to live upon prospective
carnings:  With coal in abundance, and an unlimited supply of iron, it does
seem ‘hard to have this important industry languish. Some day, Nova Scotia
will bo a great manufacturing country. Its untold mineral wealth is a cer-
tuin guaranteo of this, but whether or not the present generation are to
derive any direct benefit from the immenso stores of minoeral wealth which
nature has lavished upon us, is a question more easily asked than answered.

Mr. R. Belloni wasrecently interviewed by an enterprising representative
of the Noith Sydney. Herald. According to 2r. Belloni, about £8,000,000
has been invested in the dollerics of Cape Breton and in the buildiug of rail-
ways, wharves, etc., for shipping purposes. Saoveral of tho mines havy, in
their palmy days, paid handsume dividends to their owners, Little Glaco Bay
having, upon more than ono occasion, declared a dividend of 40 per ceut.
Mr. Belloni strougly tecommends the amalgamation of the several Cape
Breton Companics, or failing this, that an arrangement be entered 15 pool the
sales ; this, ho believes, would be advantageous to all concerned. Recipro-
city would, Mr. Belloni thiuks, increase tho salo of Nova Scotian coal. The
present output is about 1,200,000 tons per annum, while the known

capabilities of the mines indicates that an output of 3,600,000 tons per yoar
cotld bo accomplished without difficulty.

The Chignecto mino has, eays the Post, been offered for silo by tho Steel
Company for £40,000. It cust, with impiovements, about $100,000. The
elate .in the coal detracts from its serviceableness for smelting purposes.

Not a fow wore surprised to
find that Nova Scotia has a known coal area of 700 square miles or mearly
twice the arca of the Pennsylvania anthmcite fields, and that somo of the
Nova Scotia fields have a greater thickness of workablo coal than probably
cxists anywhere else iz the world. The coal, too, is of good quality.
though, when ot washed, the slack and coke contain generally very largo
percentages of azh and of sulphur.

The iron ore deposit of Londonderry is one of the fincat in the world,
and greatly surprised many experts.”

Oa the Trans Caucasian Railway the locomotives use, for the most part,
o other fuel hut oil, and hundieds of cngines have recently been adapted
to tho consumption of oil on the lines of South-east Russia,

In various parts of Russin thero are altogether not less than 1,000 sta-
tionery engines fed with o1 alone, and the number is yearly increasing.

In the Caspian Sea there aro hundreds of steamers burning nothing but

oil, and some of them have been runming by the aid of liquid fuel for the
last fifteen years.

A rich find was discovered threo miles north of Sparta, a few days ago,
by Mrs. Ainsworth, the wife o a2 well-known miver there.  Tho pay strip
has been uncovered for two huudred feet, and is fifteen inches wide. Keyond
etripping no development has been made  Gen. Tarnaitl examined the discov-
ery, and reports that he was unablo lo secure a pieco of rock, inside of tho
fifteen inches, that did not contain free gold that could be plainly scen with
the mked eye —DBaker City Tribune.

Tre Avery Savr Mixg, Louisiava.—A recont press despateh says that
“in a fow weeks, the first salt shaft in America will be finished, and two salt
beds of twenty-two aud fifty-cight feet thickunoss respectivoly, the lower ono
ovor 991 feet bolow the surface, will be ready for mining.” The locality is
in New York Stats, sbout forty miles south-west of Roohester, on the oppo-
sito side of the Geneseo Valley from Mount Morris, ata hamlet callod Piffar-
dinia. The work of sinking the shaft was begun September 1, 1884, and
has since been carried forward day and night until now, ata cost of # quarter
of a million dollars, tho salt bdd has beon punctrated at the depth of a thou-
sand feet. New York capitaliste are backing the venture.

In carefully analyziog tho Official Raports on tho gold mining progress of
this Province, wo are fully convinced that 1t ouly requires skill and capital
to pruduce such results a3 will-lead to a moro extensivo and profitable dovo-
lopment.

Accordiog to the Hant's Junrnal, there is much excitement in Rawdon
over the discovery of a new gold mine. Jacob Coon, the exploring Iadinn,
who has bben so successful in the past, found a lead which runs directly
under tho Methodist Mosting House. It is thought to be very rich in
doposit. Soveral claims havo been takon up. Tho fiest was by Mr. Moxon,
B. M. Davidson, and the MacLarons havoe also secured claims.

Somo very fine specimens of gold-bearing quarlz have recently been
uncarthed betwoen Beaver Bauk Statioir and the Springfield farm.  Our cor-
respondeut, who paid a-visit to the locality on Thanksgiving Day, reports a
number of men at work dilligently soarching for tho precious metal. It is
said somo of oar capitalists have tikon the matter in hand, and already
invested somo $10,000 in the undertaking.—Iecordeér.

The Chignecto Colliary .at Maccan, which cost the Steel Compiny of

obtained some mnotoriety, and I would bo glad of some of his expericnes in
the mapagement of apple trees. :

“ Hold on, Lsaid, dont fly your jib yot, the trutli won't hurt you; let
that crowd get out -of the way, and n the mean time, tell us about the
colcoptera that plays hooky with the treos.” ]

He went on to say, that he found, in his experience, ono of the most
important.things connected with tho orchard is to bo able to kuow and con-
trol the insect tribe that infest ourtrees. The mcet dangerous, and one-that
requires the closest looking after, is the apple-troe-lover.  This insect fliasat
night, and is very destructive to apple troes. The quites is also laid under
contribution, Tho female deposits one egg in a place, gonerally low down
on the stem of the trees ; this hatches and entors tho tissuo of the bark, where
it feods for sume timo, a footless grub ; as it jucreases in size, it burrows
deeper and upwards until it reaches the sap wood, pursuing a lateral zigaag
course, severing the conunection betwoeen the upper and lower sections of the

inceptiun stock -of

sap wood. To remedy the evil, it i necossary to inspect the bark of young

trees during the suimmor, to discover any casiings thrown out by the insect,
or discoloured and dopressed portions of tho bark, If such indicatious are
observed, cut.into them, and get at the insect. If it has penotrated the solid
wood, follow it up with a flexible probe, kill it, if possible, otherwise the
chances are that it will kill'the treo.  Provention is better than cure. As a

. prevention, cont the stom of tho tres from the limbs down to the grouud

with a wash of clay, ashes and salt, dissolve as much salt as water wiil hold
in solution, mix clay to the consistency of thin wash with the brine,.add
sufficiont wood ashes to bring it to tho consistency of thick cream, apply.
with a brush or mop two coats, or sufficient to protect the bark from all
iusoct dopredations. 'To be cfiicacious, it should be-applied in May, or ay
soon a3 the insecct tribe is on tho move. I have found it buneficial to dust
treos with ashes, it is preferable to scraping the rough surface, rotains the
ash, the potash i3 leached out by the rains, and finds its way into secret
places of shelter for insects; a bag or pocket, made out of coarse sirainer
cloth, that will hold a half-peck, attached to the end of a stick, will bo the
safest application. Common sult is Loneficial as a manure, espocially on light
porous soils in good- condition ; it is fatal to insects that seck sholtor in tho
ground ; coarsesalt is proferable to fine, it dissolves more slowly. Thero isa
diversity of opinion among farmers in rogard to-tho management of fruit
treos,—whon and how to prune thom, the varieties to grow for warket, whe-
ther succossive culture, varicd, or no cultivation. Theso adverse views are
embarrassing to the beginuer. Iam not sure, but my views dro at variance
with most fruit-growers, Iam in favour of close planting, it affords: protec-
tion while the trees are young. Romove as spacoe is required ; largo stock is
required.  Large stock is in demand, but scarce ; people can't afford now to

labor ten to fifteen years to get a paying orchard ; mulch with any material |

that will bo soitable ; mulch heavily, 3 to 4 feet out from tho tree, regulats
the growth with tho ‘mulch, if too mpid, remove- to adwit air and light.
Mulching has a tendency to harbour insccts, a sprinkling of mild limo will
disperso them ; the growth shiould bo moderate, oxcessive growth is liable to
winter-kill,, smooth bark trees aro injured whou frozen, by what is known as
