"Our pious ancestors grenerallv e-
rected in the chiurchyard a stone cross,
probably both to serve as a significant
mnorial of the faithi and hope of the de-
parted, and to designate that the ground
wvas consecrateti."

Let us give orne more extract on this
subject froin anothea- writer of the saine
class-"l Among the first Christians the
instrument of God's suffering and
man 's redemptioný the Cross, was made
the chief embleni of their faith., the
chief mark of their community, their
standard and their watehword. It was
carefully imprinted alike on the habi-
tations of the living and the receptacle
of the dead. It ivas frequensly coin-
posed of foliage or ornamnented wa.h
geins."-Hope's Histc#ry of Archmitec-
ture.

I1f this be done with a. sincere spirit of
enquiry, an humble diffdence in thein-
selves, and an eiîtire reliance on the
direction of the Holy Ghost, they wifi
assuredly discover that the Catholic
religion is vcry different indeed from
wbat it has been represented, ai that
in other respects as well as in the usi&
anîd proper veneration of the Cross they
iili leara to admire and love the Faith

of their Fathers-that Faith which
tauglit even the Christian warrior not
to biush at the syrabol of atonement,
adi by inscribing it on bis arms, mitiga-
ted, by tis memorial of mercy, the
dreadful horrors of war:

It-- A bloody croPs lie bore,
Ti'e dc'ar reme..ibrance of his dying Lord,
For whose sweet salie uhat glorious badge hff

wore,
Anid dezd, as livince cieer him ador'd,
tjpon bis shield the like was ftlso scor'd.*

which thce have produced by quoting
agrain froîn W'ordsworth an affleeting ap-
peal, w'hich if listened to would produce
the most blessed resuits of Christian u-
nion and love amongst us.

But we must bring, these hurried re-
marks to a close. Stinday the 17th of

delight, and future generations will
pray over the sulent dust of those who
wvere then so full of life and i igour, and]
ivili obtain, WC trust, eternal repose for
the souls of those who so nobly perfec-
ted this giorious îvork.

The Bridge at the entrance of the
Cernetery ivas cailed Anne's Bridge,in
memnory of the Blessed Virgin's saint-
eà niother, on whose Feast, the 26th
of JuIy last, it was so rapid;y buit.

The laige entrance Gate was named
St. Joseph's Gate, after the hol>' foster-
fz..heir of our Lord, the faitbiul gýuar-
diati of the niysteries of the Incarnation,
the virgi nity of the Mother of God, and
the safety, of the Divine Infant. The
e.hildren of the Church are wont to
pray for the grace of a happy death
through the intercession of St. Joseph,
as it is piously beiieved that he him-
self wvas assisted in bis last moments by
Jesus and -Mary.

The beautiful well at the e,,,tremity
of the hallowed ground, has been called
Patrick's Weii, after the great Apostie
of lreland, whose spirituial chiidren
have clung îvith such hieroie tenacity
to ' the Faith once delivered to the
Saints.'

In a word, to see yourself, if God
should so permnit, despised, aban-
doned, and humbled frcm that state
of prosperity to which he lias, been
plezised to rai*se you. Ti-his is what

call the' blessed detachnient to
which you should aspire, aidwhich
the corisideration of death should
produce in your soul. Without this,
no miter bow detached you may
be, or seem wo be, from the world,

you should never imagine you are
perfect according to God. You wiII
find this reflection of great use for
the discernment of your interior dis-
positions.

ý 1. Be very caireful that this de--
tacliment fromn the ivorld, caused by
the thouglit of death, should not
turn into rneiancholy indifférence,,
or make you dis gusted with thincrs
to which it is God's will you should
apply yourseWf and which are your
duties in the order of Providence;
