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TIIE GRAND TRUNK( REPORT.
The results achieved by the Grand

Trunk system during the last half of the
past year show conclusively that the bright
anticipations of the first three months of
that periodi were not fulfilled in the latter
half. This was indeed expected, since it
was evident that the deficient harvest ii
Onîtario must of necessity diminish the
qiutity of freight soeking the seaboard
over the Grand Trunk system ; but when
we consider that in spite of Ibis unex-
pected drawback the trailie returns for the
hialf year etill show an increase of $260,000
oyer those of the corresponding period of
18S6, there certainly sems very little
grond citlier for discouragempt over the



T
results or for gloomy anticipations for the
future.

The net receipts of the Grand Trunk
proper were in round figures $3,239,000, an
increase of $261,300 over those of ]ast year.
After deducting pre-preference charges of
$2,166,000 and interest on the bonds ôf the
controlled and subsidiary lines acquired
by the company amounting to $119,750,
the net-balance added to that brought
forward from the last half-year amounts
ta $1,204,200. This sun bas been ex-
pended in the payment of a full dividend
of four per cent. for the year on the guar-
anteed andcfirEt preference stock (together
with the.arrears of dividend on the latter)
and the payment of dividend of 6s Sd per
cent, on the second preference stocknaking
the total dividend on this stock 13a 4d per
cent. for the year, or two-thirds of one per
cent. Itmigbtpossibly be considered hard-
ly worth while ta declare such a trifling div-
lend as this, but it must be remnembered

that the directors have no option in the mat-
ter, inasmuch as by carrying forward any
material divisible balance they might
possibly deprive second preference holders
of monies absolutely due ta then but
which, if nt then paid, might at a future
period be allotted ta other interests.

Comparing the passenger and freight
returns we find an increase of 190,88 in
the number of passengers carried .and
48,507 tons in the quantity of freight, over
those of the previous half-year; but the
gain in receipts of $217,000 thus made la
more than offset by an increase of $220,000
in the working- expenses, although the
cost of working bas absolutely been re-
duced. The trafill over the line bas been
largely increased as we see, but as tho
rates obtained have beeu lower all round
it bas not resulted in any tangible gain to
the company. The increase in the work-
ing expenses la caused by the exception-
ally large amount expended upon the
roadway for ballasting and on the rebuild-
ing 'and repairing of fences destroyed by
fire or gradual decay. These are items
which will proi>ably not appear again for
some time and hence, although they de-
crease the gain on the half-year in which
they occur, they will improve that of the
coming months.

Taken as a whole the report cannot be
called au unsatisfactory one when we take
into consideration the muany drawbacks
under which the road bas labored. The
delicient harvest l Ontario vas in itself
a serions cause of loss in traffie and it
must be remembered that short crops
ruled also in sane of the western states
from whictî the Grand Trunk are accus-
tomed to draw a considerable quantity of
freight. The loss of the dressed beef
traflic, together with the:severe competi-
tion of American railroads, the gen ial
-tit ting of through rates to European ports,

and the expenditure necessary to clear the
track of snow and carry on unavoid-
able repaire and improvements, are all
important factors on the debit side,.and
thus we may fairly say that the fact that
the directors have been able ta pay full
dividende and arrears on the guaranteed
and first preference stocks and a dividend,
however small, on the second preference
stock, is one on which they may fairly be
congratulated. The scheme for the con-
version of the various securities scheduled
in the acte of 1SS4 and 1SS7 into perpetual
four per cent. consolidated debenture stock
is being carried out steadily, and when
complote will lift a great portion of the
interest burden which now absorbe too
large a proportion of the receipts.

It is gratifying.on the whole ta note that
the keen competition to wh'ich the greater
portion of the Grand Trunk system has
been subject of late, has not wholly hinder-
ed the results steadily kept in view by the
General Manager since lie undertook ta
evolve order out of the condition of other
years.

THE METAL TRADE.,
The heavy metal trade eau hardly be

looked upon as satisfactory. Prices in every
brancb, save one or two artificially upheld
by speculative manipulation, are low; in
somte instances lower than for a long time
past; and there la very littli prospect of
any general advance in the near future.
The extremely higli duties now imposed
have tended to check importation and are
gradually forcing the weaker bouses out of
the trade owing to the amount of, capital
they require for their payment. Daties
now average in this trade ut least 50 per
cent. of the value, and in individual cases
are still higher. For instance, the duty
on iron pipe now amounts to 67 per cent.
of the value. :make an importation of the
value of $50,000-no uncommon figure with
some of our large houses-and it is easy ta
see the amount of capital required ta meet
the duty anj freight alone. Owing to this
fact the trade is gradually centering itself
in the hands of a few large wealthy bouses
upon vhbm the-.present tariff is actually
forcing a monopoly, and who in conse-
quence are doing a safe and lucrative
trade, simply because they are in a posi.
tion ta inake the lieavy payments required
and can afford ta wait until they cau be
collected from the consumer, who eventu-
ally is compelled ta pay thein.
. Iron of course is the great basis of the
metal trade, and in this important staple
prices are low, and thore la a scant hope of
any advance ut present. Stocks on hand
in Great Britain are larger than ever h-
fore known, and the graduai cutting off of
outside markets by tle ligh protective
tariffs now ruling all over the world pre-
'cliles the ebssibility of much improve-

ment· in the situation. Germany, whici
was formerly a large consumer, li vow
closed against Blritish iron, and in Canada
the duty of $4.48 per ton and the bounty of
$1.67, leave very little opening for foreign
pig iron, except it be of very superior
quality. We regret to state in this con-
nection that bnyers are by no menus
pleased with the Canadian pig iron turned
out in Nova Scotia. Merchauts declare
that it is growing very much poorer in
quality, owing, it la explained, ta the
furnaces being out of order; but, bc this
as it may, founders who have hitherto
purchased Canadian iron solely are now
driven ta use Scotch, owing ta the uarked
inferiority of the domestie product. Of
course for such high-class castings as sew-
ing machine parts and other articles
where a soft, clean, fluid yet strong iron la
required, imported pig iron la always used,
and for this purpose Coltness usually lias
the preference.

Canada plates are now only $2.50 per
box, a price that will hardly pay the cost
to the makers. This la not the lowest
price ever reached, as we have bad $2.25
quoted before now, but as the average
price may be placed at $2.75 the present
figure la not remunerative, and as prices
never romain long under cost, we may
look for an advance li this line at all
events. T'.l'plates are also very low, and
we can quote $4.25 per box for I. C. char-
coal, a price that would be slhaded ta a
large customer.

Both tin and copper are lu a very uncer-
tain condition, and buyers are only satis-
fying immediate needs. ;In fact one of the
largest copper consumera in this city la
purchasing old stock for his requirements,
and fears to buy this metal in the market.
Tin Is now in fair demand at 38 cents, spot
delivery, and 35 cents May delivery, but so
little reliance la placed li its future that
tin bas been sold at long date for 26 cents,
and spot tin, which la quoted li London at
£166, can be purchased for three months
delivery at £115. There ls more belief li
the permanency of the advance in copper
than iu tin, and this matal is now selling
in a cautious way ut 18 cents, but no
large lots are changing bande. Lead la
weaker, and ve may quote ?4 per 100 lbsa.
for pig and $4.75 for sheets.

Bar iron, sa far as importing bouses are
concerned, is in an unsatisfacto'y condi-
tion. The increase in duty from 17J per
cent. to the equivalent of 50 per cent. bas
put iL out of the question to inport s0 long
as the two mill making it in this Country
continue to keep their places just under
the point at which it becomes profitable.
Unfortunately these mille have allowed
their stock to become poorly assorted, and
in consequence are now loaded with orders
for all that can be turned out during the
next twelv mnthsi. As a result, althioulgh
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thoir prico is S'1.90 (which is below im-

portiig cost) it is extremlely dillicult to
obnitaln delivery, and i1rade has sufiered
solinewhiat li consequence.

A\ll the leadinig houses agrec tha. re-
minttances are now extrenely hal, partic-
ilarly in \We'ostern Ciada. It ieeis

alhnost, impossible to extract any mnoney
fromn On tario, ain iaturally, owing to the

abniormnal extensioni of the thnie of pay-
m:ent, this is anlother point in wihthe
wealthy firius8 have a treiendous advant-
age over their weakler rivals, as they are
ablu to grant their debtors greater' indulg-
ences than woul Ie posible in the case of
a lirn working upon a sinall mnargin. Bad
debts o ar iuncmi1fortably miiiierouis ; a
fact tiat h.1 e sateient i recently presenteid

by a sispended firii in this city pointed
ot ii a s.rikIiing iiiannor. ]in this instance
nO loss thain 25 per cent. of tihe sales made
dluring the pasi season iiined out to le
bail debts, and this experience was corrob-
orated by soin of the creditors present.
'l'his iatirally hias notn. icrcased confidence,
aind altlbough nio dfoiit the opening of nav-
igation will briiig about soine iiprove-
ment, fn long as prices colti nue ait their
presunt level we cannot look upon the con-
dit,ioi ofi the heavy lietal trade ias satis-
factory, in spite of lie fact Lhat a fuir pro-
portion of ordirs aire now beinîg booked for
the spring trade.

T111E DRY GOOD01S OUTJLOO.K.

S'3loe data as to 1110 actual position of
the dry goods hrale ind the prospects for
ils uiiuru woild aI, the preseit nonent
le of peculiar vailuein to the retail traders
in L.his important, branch of commerce.

Wei nlow stand on tho threshold of the
seasoni's trado, peering soic what, ldoubt-
ful ly into Ubo future, and consuqepitly
Ihe opinlions14 of leadling mnerclaials ihisllis
Iline s to the probable course of the dry
goods trade are eagerly canivassed. In-
deduil any information as ta Ile oitlook,
witovor tho authority, commands a
certain valio at, a time like this, whenl the
volumo of the s»un>unier's business an>d the
p îossibhl bont of popilar fainy aro still un-
certain factors. tnfoitunutely thera lias
selidomIi h>en a soason when the opinions
of' ienî ro:i ly talified t jidge were
morc ait variance. Each reasons lroi the
basis oif his actlU» I experience, and lence
w» find oftei opinions diameictrically op-
posod in charcier gi 'eni by meibers of the
samie trade an.1 in posiession of equ 1
facilities for forming a judgmiiont. Unîder
thlese ciumstances the only course possi-
blo las heen to consilt a larger nuinber
than ias hithert.o been considered necess-
ary and to give ani approximation of the
opinions of the whole inmber, oven if it
ilisagres with the inidividuîal experience
of oach.

t inust. be remenbered that t1e spring
weather we have experenced has been
peculiarly unfahvorable to he dry goods
trade. Up to the present week the ordi-
nary brilliant spring days have beei
conspicious by teirir absence, and the
steps hy which t.e gradual freeing of our
strecels fromn their winter covering of snow
has becn arrived at have been so gradual
aind steady ihat ibntending custoifers have
delayed their purchases until such time as
they need tiemi for actual wear. The warm
brilliant days which ordinarily fill the
stores with customers have been altogether
wanting. Spring lias not yet made itself
felt, and uniitil such time as a warm speli
shall supervene it is hopeless to expect
any in>îiglike a vigorous revival. Nothing
keeps trade baick so mich as a slow and
gradual transition fromi winter ta spring,
and yet these are preocisely the climatie
influences under whiel we are at present
working in this province, while in the
west the w'eather has partalken somewhat
of the sane character..

Still, uipon the whole, the volume of
trade already done is satisfactory and the
general consensus of opinion is decidedly
hopefuîl. A, one of aur leading wholesale
houses so large lias beei the volume of
sales Lhat they lave been conpelled te
transforn one of their upper flats inîto ail
extra packing room, tihe spiaee ordinarily
devoted to that branch being utterly in-
adequate te ieet the rush. At others we
lean that the spring trade lias fully met
anticipations, and even tha. the volume of
trado has exceedod the figures of the
siiiilar iionthis of last year ; but there are
again bouses whose experience h'as lo.
been so satisfactory, and who hold that tie
stocks in the hands of retailers are still
coiparatively intact, and that tleir
travellers' orders are of only a retail char-
acier. i seems to be pretty generally
adimitted-tha. the stocks carried by the
wiolesale trade are (ils a whIole) iuch
larger than is usual, a result due partly to
the extreme caution with which retailers
have been piurchasing and partly te the
lack of confidence engendered by the
multiiplicity of siall failures throughiont
the West; but it is hioped that when
oren summor110' shall set hi in cariest the
publie -will enter the market with more
spirit thani ai. prescnt, and thiat then the
circulation of goods will assume its proper
Volume.

The increasing enso of the mon'ey mar-
ket, with its corresponding reduction in
th rate of commercial discouits ; and the
weeding out of the weaker houses by the
period of depression throngli which we
have just past, will both prove powerful
assistants in briîging aboit an ilmprove-
ment iln rade in the future, and with the
grad al eliiiiination of the uinfair competi-
tion of baik ruipt stocks frol the field (0w

that failures are becoming less numerous),
the prospects of the retailers are cortainly
brighftening. Payments, we grant, are not
good, and renewals, either in part or full,
are far too numerous to be pleasazit; but,
on the other liand, the list of commercial
disasters is steadily lesseninig, ani there
is no doubt but that the April paper was
far botter met than that of any of the pre-
ceding months of this year. Altogether, we
think that the outlook for the dry goods
trade is decidedly promising and, al-
though the situation still requires the ut-
iost caution, it is felt that the tide lias

turnîed and that; trade may be fairly con-
sidered te be improving slowly but surely.

INSURANCE 1NVESTMENTS.

The question of the soundness and
profitable nature of insurance investments
is of the utimost importance ta the com-
munity. A life insurance policy frequent-
ly represents the entire provision for the
support of a man's family after his death
anîd, now that a poliey is a iegotiable
secuirity, the standing of the company is-
suing i is as important ho the lender
who accepts it as collateral as to the
insurer who relies upon it for the protec-
tion of his leirs from want. Owing te
the cosiopolitan character of modern
iisurance we are net alone interested in
the %tability of Canadian companies, but to
an equally large extent in those of the
mather country doing business within our
bordera, and therefore a consideration of
the latest official details as to the invest-
ments of English companies will be valu-
able ta those whose interests they protect.

Excluding the paid-up capital of tie
varions Britisl comnpanies we find tliat the
life assurance and annuity fonds, now in-
vested, amount ta $725,000,000, of which
68) per cent. belongs te English companies
and 31J te Scotch. Blt although these
figures show hlie preponderating strength
of Bnglish conpanies it muist b borne in
minid that since the passage of the Life
Assurance Act the business of the Scotch
companies has increased by no less than
1114 per cent. against an advance of 50per
cent. only of their English rivals, and that
their unflagging energy is day by day
lessening the desparity in the figures we
have just quoted.

In view of the extremely low :rates of
interest now ruling in the Loidon financial
markets it seeims somîewhat astonishig
tlat the average rate of interest obtained
by British companies upon- their invest-
monts should be as high as 41 pe:- cent.,
aind were not this assertion backed by
official data, whose correctness it is im-
possible te doubt, we migIt well be
pardoned for expressing incredelity. The
average rate of interest secured by A mer-
ca comrpanies, enabled by their position
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to profit by the higher rates of interest
ruling on this side of the Atlantic, ouly
reaches fron 4h to 4:7 per cent., and there-
fore we can no longer entertain the
postulate that it is owing to the larger
rate of interest accruing upon their invest-
ments thiat Americai comnpanies are en-
abled to offer so muli more ad vantageous
ternis to English insurers as to attract a
growing share of Britislh business. It la
evident that an advantage of è per cent.
per annum is not nuch more than a com-
pensation for the established position and
reputation of the companies whose field of
operations they have invaded, and hence
we eau only conclude that their growing
popularity in Great Britain is due more to
the energy and enterprise of their manage-
ment than to any preponderating gain
from interest which miglt enable them to
underbid their opponents vith security.

One feature of the report is especially re-
assuring, and that is tiat before auy real
danger could arise that wouild affect bhe
stability of British oflices, a fall of at least
d0 per cent. in the value of mcrtgages must
take place, a considerable reduction in the
average rate of interest would have to be
experienced, and there must be no further
profit realized on investments. As none
of these thce contingencies are ever like-
ly to arise, policy-holders in British
companies have a right to trust in their
absolute security and can feel confident
that neither the depreciation in the value
of agricultural land, nor the difliculty and
danger present in realizing a large rate of
interest, will affect to any perceptible
eXtent either the current of life insurance
or the prospects of those who profit by fhe
development of the system. The margin
insistedi upon by insurance managers is
evidently ample to protect the companies
and the policy-holders against any finetua-
tion in the value of the securities they
hold, and nothing short of a financial
cataclysm, such as we may fairly look
upon as an utter impossibility, could in
any' way affect the strength of their
pos5'tion.

• SPRING FANCIES.
The bright, warm weather which

ushered in the commencement of this
week lias made a remarkable change in
the appearance of our streets. The hot,
brighlt sun is now rapidly converting the
remains of the snow into that greasy, ad-
hesive mud which the Road Conmittee
consider the proper covering for our
thorouglhfares, and lias encouraged shop-
pers to lay aside their wraps and exhibit
upon the street those spring novelties
which have hitherto been visible ouly in
the showrooms of the large dry goods
stores.

The favorite spring jacket is made tailor
fashion, tight-fitting at the back but with

loose fronts. The material is left largely
to the wearer's teste ; but it is usually of
clotlh or fancy woollen to match the rest of
the costume. The jacket has a small
velvet collar which is fastened at the neck,
but from tlis point the fronts remain
open with revers, either of velvet or of the
same material. A row of three or five
very large fancy metal buttons la placed
on each aide, but these arn merely put for
ornament and are never intended to be
fastened.

IL is evident that the fashion for braided,
beaded or otherwise adorned corsages is as
prevalent as ever. No matter how plainly
madle or draped the skirt muay be, the
bodice must be trimmed in some manner,
and a plain corsage is now soinewhat of a
rarity. Even for stout figures, wlere it
would seei imperative to have a plain
waist, the modiste niakes use of various
devices to give a draped efl'ect, sucli as a
plastron, velvet revers, a lace fall or per-
haps a fichu of unequal lengtlh crossing the
body diagonally. Black toilets continue
to meet with great favor and are cou-
sidered stylish for all occasions. For
evening wear they eau be lit up with gold,
silver, or other metal passementeries and
braids, and black toilets embroidered with
gold and combined with gold-colored
moire are decidedly in vogue. One elegant
model toilet of this description lias a skirt
of black tulle with a panel of gold ei-
broidery, a corsage deini-colletté with a
gold embroidered plastron, a fiaring collar-
ette spreading to the shoulders and long
sleeves slashed from the shioulders to the
wrist decorated witli insertions of gold
embroidery.

A feature of the fashion in fanicy jewel-
lery this spring la the nuiber of different
wfays in whilcl the watch is now carried by
ladies. Thus we have the bangle watch,
worn on the w'rist, the girdle timepiece,
innumerable new devices in chatelaine
watclies, and we are promised even ladies
parasols and umbrellas with tiny watches
in the handles. Of course these will only
be worn by ultra devotees of fashion wlio
have money to spend upon their caprices,
but as they form pretfy and appropriate
presents they will probably meet with a
fair amount of patronage, aud wu must not
forget that the indulgence of these quaint
tastes gives employment to hndreds of
skilled workmen and thus causes a healthy
circulation of money from the purchaser
to the producer.

The new French polonaise promises to
be in high favor ail sumner as it is very
graceful and admits of the addition of a
wide sïsh of watered ribbon at the back.
IL is eut and finished in plain tailor style
and la preferably made of silk warp len-
rietta cloth or Indian cashmere, although
pilot cloth and even corded silk may be
used. The underskirt should be of moiré,

but is sometimes of the cloth or cashmee,
and is richly braided in a straight border.
The fronts of the polonaise fit the form as
closely as a cuirass hodice, and bilk bodice
linings should be used in order Io secure
the perfection of fit. If the figure be stout
very little fulnaess over the hips is·allowed,
For slender forms the drapery should bc
cirried high at each side in soft folds. The
skirt portion of the polonaise is wholly
untrimmed and finished siiply with a
deep hein, but if tile skirt is braided, a
braided revers can he placed on one side
of the bodice withi surplice fulds of the
dress mnaterial, on ith other. If desired, the
costume may be finished with a Figaro
vest of white faille or surah, richly en-
broidered, wlich eau be clasped and belted
at ftle waist or extonded in a V shape
below it.

A NEW CO.MPETITOR.

Tihe scarcity of ximaekerel ini the United
States market, and ic higlh prices consequent-
ly riuling for this fislh, have developed coin-
petition fromi an unexpected quarter. For
soie timie past it has been suspected that
supplies were arriving in New York froin
soue unusial source, since ftle limited amuuount
of nackerel reinaining in the liands of fisher-
inc and jobbers at tli commnencement of hie
year muiist long siice have been exliausted
had lnot fishl been available fron somic cx-
trancous quarter. The stock now existiig
and offerecd for sale is altogether ont of pro-
portion witl that reaching New York frorn
Miritimne Province ports, and until it becane
known that lrish muacikerel were reaching
New York ini steadily inucreasing Iiuantity,
dealers were it a loss to inagline wlere hie
stock came from.

It now appears tihat in the course of last
year over fifteen thlousand barrels of lrisi
mackerel werc shipped to the Unlitedl States
fron hiverpool and that ili this iackerel
which is uow offerel as a substitute for
Canadian isli. Silice the coimenceient of
the ycir over tive thoisanidi barila have
already arrived, a significant iidication of the
progress being made and of their growiing
popilarity Vith thi trade. At first Irish
mackerel were looked upon withu great dis-
favor. The meat was coarse and poorly
placked and the fact that the Irish firsilernvu
split the fislh along the ieliy, inisteaîd of along
he back n preparing then for the market,
cauised a prejudice against flicin but iow
hit the Irislh dualers gure udiscovering what a
profitable iirket can be had for tlieir fisli on
tlis side Of the markiet tLhey are perfectly
ready to abandon local nethods and to adap t
their product to the requiremenîts Of the
Anerican consumer. Anîotlher iiproveient
is that they nu longer ship tlheir fil uînculled
but grade thlm into two sizes, wliicl seli in
New Yorlk, duty paid, at $14 to S1. 1in fiet
they are in every way eidaivorinîg to illeet

The original homte of the phyrethrun
Ilower wtas li Perslit and for a long tite
Persiat insect powder was considered superior
to any f.ier, but after i while il was dis-
covered that hlie Dalmatian species was the
stronger and owing to its much greater
proximîity to Euroîpeanî shipping ports il
it speedily drove It Persiai originator froin
hlie Eturopean and Auerican markets and now

the latter finls very little sale outside of Orient-
tl countries. Of course, like every other article
of coneurce, insect poler bas not escaped
adulteration i and it is known that sone of
the less scrupulîuoust Austrian pulverimers htave
resoretl to coloring their product by lte
admixtire of ciraper plant resembling ft
phyrehlirutmî flower but in Aierica, fortun-
ately, this practice ias not yet obtained and
hetnce insect powder puIverized in this country
ias lte adivautage of superior puîrity over the
Etropein product.

Tiue dluration of lie demand for insct
powder et, tiis continent Pxtends only frot
April to September. This year Lte volumte of
business already transactud las beau large,
andul in, spite of tie higher prices ruling il
stettms certain that the demantd will be filly
as good as that of tlie p reccding twolve
monis, if not btter. ite short croit will
undoubtedly lead te an uînsual amouitnt of
adulteration on fl e part of Atustrian puulver-
izers and ience wei wouild recomnend large
dealers to imlport the flower itelf, tus in thtis
case sophistication impossible.

THE WESTERN BANK.

The sixth annutl report of the Western
Baik of Caida (whici will b found in full
li another portion of this issue) denotes a
very prosperouts year s busi ness. The net
profits of thlie year,.after reserving interent due
et deposits, amotuint t over $38,000, or nearly
12 lier cent. tupon tlia paid-up capital of
$329,UŠ4, and after payintg dividends at the
rate of i par cent. to li shareiolders, the
lirectors have beu enabled to add the suma of

$15,000 ta te reserve fund, whici iow
reachus $50,000. It is satisfactory te note
thatt itn spite of the pectiinrly utnfavorable
finanucial conditions of the past year, lie de-
pression lin Ontario, and the utusual nuiber
of cottmtercial disasters, the bank hias done a
profitable and steadily inicreasing business,
andi looks forward to t still botter report at
tha close of the preserit year.

M ut. FITzOEULD, Sutperiitentdenlt Of Iur-
ancoe, who wtis appollinttl , liquidator of the

affnirs of the ill-fated Briton Medical and
Generai Life Association in this country
states liat the delay which -has
takon place in declaring a dividend
arises from the fact tat two judicial orders
hava been made in connection with the
assets of the company, da by the Ontario
court appointing Mr. Fitzgerald assignea to
lie insolvent company, the other liy the Que-
bec court appointing him liquidator. There
ls thus a confliet of jurisdiction, vhich bas
been aggravated by a lawsuit instituted in
England by Ontario policy-holders which haid
been lost there in appeal. There was a de-
mand nowi for hlie paynent of the costs Of
those unseccessful proceclings/, wlichcosts
wvere deemed net legal, and in any case excess-
ive by the Quebec shareholders. He had just
received an account of the proceedings of the
meeting presided over by Mr. Strachan
Bethune, Q o., protesting against the pay-
ment of tiecse costa as illegal and excessive.
These contentions caused delay, Mr. Fitz-
gerald said, but as an offer was made to pay
al moderate bill of costa the affair would lilkely
be settled amicably, and then there would be
no longer anything ta prevent the distribution
of the Canadian assets.

A mt, in relation to life insurance is about
to become law in Newfoundland whicl it
may b presumerd will not be conducive to
the benefit of the people at large. It provides
thut froum let November next no company
shall b entitled ta transact any new business
without having previously obtained a license
from the Receiver-General of the Island.
Preuimiums on policies previously issued nay,
iowever, continue ta bo collected. 'The
license is to bc procured by the deposit of
$50,000. The bill provides also for annual
statemeuts under oatih to be made by the
liceised companies. It may be doubted
whether ic high amount of the deposit vill
warrant many companies in holding the fieldi,
and lte premniuns charged by those that re-
main are not likely ta suetr front the keen-
ness of coipetition which prevails in more

populois places. The agents also will be
likely ta suffer in the rates of their commis-
sions. Had lte legislature bet n content to
exact a deposit of say ten, twenty or aven
twenty-five thousand dollars, it would have
served ail the purposes of a safeguard and
beet more promotive of the interests of the
people.

In accordance witl flic Customes duties cet
clause of 1878 a proclamation bas been issued
miakintg free of duties fron April 4th, when
imported front anuy part of the world, the fol-
lowing articles : Green fruit and entable
berries in the natural condition, viz., apples,
apricots, bananas, cherries, olives, peeches,
plantains, plums, pomuegranates, quinces and
shadocks. blac-berries, gooseberries, rasp-
berries and strawberries. Seeds, viz., elover,

grand and flower, êunary, chia, cotton, jute,
ntlard (brown and white), sesae, sugar
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beet, sugar caune seed and sods of fruit and
forest trees nt eatable; aromatic seeds, which
are not eatable and are in a crude state and
not advanced lu value or condition by refining
or grinding, or by any other process or manu-
facure, (in addition to those already on the
frce list), viz, anise, star, caroway, cinnpmon
seed, tonquin beans. Trocs, sbrubs and plants,
viz. :-Apple, cherry, peach, pear, plum,
quince and all other fruit trecs, and the seed-
ling. stock of the same, blackberry, cnrrant,
gooseberry, raspberry and rose bushes, grape
and strawberry vines, shades, lawn and orna-
mental trocs, slrubs and plants. Vegetables
-Citrons, mangoes, melons and yarns. The
proclamation of the Gth inst. le cancelled.

M. AnAîr BowN, M. P. for Hamilton, Ont.
has given notice of a motion which ho intends
te submnit to parlianent at an early day, for
the purpose of devising sote remedy for the
evit practices of which farmers have becu the
victims for several years past, and which ail
the efforts of the press do not appear to have
been sutilcient to suppress "The frauds com-
plained ,of are varied, but the popular media
are expensive seed, agricultural implements
and other goods, many of which are of the
conumonest sort, although sold for enormous
prices, while otlers are nover delivered, the
object of the swindlers being accomplished
whcn thcy have obtaiied the promissory note
of the unsuspecting farner. Hamilton, as the
centre of a very Important agricultural dis-
trict, je deeply interested in any measure
leading to a reform of these abuses, and Mr.
Brown, whose practical parliamentary career
is worthy of the constituency lie represents,
deserves the thanks of the people of Went-
worth anid neigibring counties for the stops
already taiken.

AT the present date there is overy reason to
hope thlat the Newfoundland seal fishory will
turn out vell. The long continued easterly
winds forced the ice close to the shores and
filled tlie baye. Large bodies of seals were
carried within reach of the people on the
shore, and iL le pretty certain that in Notre
Dame bay and Wliite bay net less than
100,000 seals have beo taken by the peoIe
on shore. This is a great boon te thorn, for
thley get the whole proceeds of the 1 take,"
while men on board steiners only getone-third
the value. Fron the steamers which bave
gone north excellent accounts have, been
recîIvei. Most of the steamers are loaded.
Seven of the steamers went to the Gulf. Of
them we have no account as yet, but, on the
whole there will be a much better seal fishery
than we have hiad for several years. Seal cil,
however, le only half iLs former value In the
market, owing to clcaper oil displacing it.

*TuE Minister of Agriculture bas received
notice tlnt a question bas arisen in the English:
louse of Commons respecting the sale of

Canadian and.Anerioen meat in England as

Englishl ment. The practice, it secens, lias
prevailed and lias led to a question in the
House of Commons which has been replied to
by Sir M. H. Beach, who stated that he
believed that the sale of any ment in the
English market as English, which was not
really English ment, was an offence under the
sixth section of the Sale of Feod and Products
net of 1885 Re said aise that hc did net
consider that any further legislation on tei
subject was required. This answer bas sone
interest for Canada and exporteis, and it
shows how generally the clauses of the now
act are being applied, the object being to
have everything which is sold called by its
proper name.

SEvEriAL of the Pacifie coast fruit packers

are in the field to accept contracts for future
doliveries of the various kinds, but there lias
beenl no generai isovement as yet, buyers
to await more general action in tue naming
of prices. The price this season wiill show an
advance over the openiug rates of lest ycar of
about ton cents per dozen, this rise being
influencced by higher tin, sugar, etc. The
crops on the Pacific are very promising at
present, and the indications all point to a
good yield and full pack - hence the situation
is looked upon as very favorable to tlhe pace-
ing interest. California goods have sold well
during the entire season, and stocks today
are greatly reduced ; thus leading to the
belief tlat no important quantities will be
carried over when new packs couae on the
market. Prices have been well sustained
upîon all descriptions, and the feeling among
holders at present je firm,

Tins plans and specifications of the new In-
perial Fire Insurance company building, to b
erected on the site of the present Catadian
Pacifie offices, as drawn up under the super.
vision of the local commi ttee and published
in these columne in September Inat, have been
fully adopted by the English directors. Yester-
day the contracts for the various works were
lot. The total cost of the whole will be in
tle neighborhood uf $150,000. An innova.
tion in the interior fittings, due to recent
achievements of cectric science, is thnt it
will be wired througluut for electric lighting,
and occupants of the offices will be able to
use cither gas or electricity for illuminating
purposes. The building will be seven storcys
high, from the baisement, and will b a marked
addition to the fine buildings of the historie
Place d'Armaes,

NowrrnsTN,'Dmio the wish expressed by
customers of La Banque Nati -nal in Montrent
to have the local manager, Mr. Vallee,'re-
tained in hie position, that gentleman bas
eventually left the service of the bank, bis
place being filled by Mr. Alfred Brunet, for-
mer secrctary-treasurer of the Metropolitan
Building Society. Mr. Vallee will not leave
Montreal, hIoweyer, but will open a general

brokerage and banklug agency l the Ex-
change Bank buildings, in pnrtnership with
Mr. George Roy, bis former accountant in La
Banque Nationale, who has resigned hie
position Mr. Vallee has purchased the sent
on the Stock Exchange formerly belonging to
Mr. MecIver for $4,500 and will apply for nd-
mission to that body.

Ax influential deputation, representing the
Allan, Dominion, Temperley, Donaldson,
Thomson and Furness lines, waited on Sir
Charles Tupper at Ottawa in reference to the
granting of subsidies to continental lines, and
asking him to discontinu> these subsidies un-
less theso linos are forced to trade directly be-
tween the continent of Europe and Canada.
Tliey object to their stopping nt anu English
port cither coming or going, inagmuch as they
become rivals to unsubsidized linos owned
largely by Canadians. Sir Charles Tupper, lu
replying, said tliat IL seemed to be unjust that
subsidized linos should cone into competition
with those thnt were not subsidized. He
would look caiefully into the contracts and
submit to his colleagnes the figures that had
bcen furnislied te him by the gentlemen form-
ing the deputation.

TuuosE desirous of consolidating the city's
debt could hardly have chosen a more op-
portune time than the present, as is shown
by the following statement: The intereston
British consola lins been reduccd to 21 per
cent., a saving off per cent. to the Govern-
ment on a debt of $800,000,000. Ail holders
of the 3 per cent. consola had flic opportunity
of selling te the Government at par. The
new consols have been dealt in for the past
woek and are quoted above par, about j pcr
cent., tius proving thiat the change bas been
favorably accepted. Consols selling at 100h,
with interest at 21 per cent., are equal to 3
per cent. consols selling at 109,a figure which
these latter probably never reachîed.

Co. it is ascertained that $148,086.23

The
Nortiern Light, which lias been stuck in the
ice at Souris, P. E. I., succeecded in getting
clear of the içe, reaching Pictou, and will re-
tur to Souris to-imtorrow. She reports that
the ice off Georgetown extended ten miles
out.

TuE ex port cattle trade bids fuir to be lively.
One Montreal shipper bas, it is said,- already
purchased between five and six thousand ltetad
througiout Ontario. The principal purchases
of prime heef were made at Prescott and
Walkerville. Fewer cattlie than usual have
been fattened this year owing to lte shortuge
in the crops throughout Ontario last season.
Recent cable advices say Canadian cattle have
advanced to 6d, or 13 cents per. lb. dead
weight.

Tiîatt consiguments of cotton goods bave
been sent by lie Stari Manufacturing Co. to
China since lte change was made l shipping
over the Candian Pacifie Railroad to Van-
couver, and thence te destination by steaumer,
instead of by the Suez Canal. A fourth con-
signrient is now nearly ready te start on
iLs journey. By this route there is a great
saving of ime with about lte same expense
for transportation.

BitAxuoN advices state tiat tLere is very
little te report as to the state of Lite mariet.
