Common ta medium grades hav e beau mostr ln
demaud. Stocks have become much reduced, and prices have,
advanced $1 to $2 per picul. The total settlements of the season
to date amount to 193.170 piculs against 222,920 picauls at the cor-
responding date last year.

-TE current Rio and Santos coffee crops are estimated at a
minimum of 8,000,000 bage, and the outside crops together at say
6,000,000 baga (the latter about 500,000 bags) above the average
of the past three years. This estimate is consldered conservative
in face of the glowing rAports of the Mexican and Central Am-
erican crops, and the increase of Bahia and Victoria. With a pro-
duction of 14,000,000 bags, and calculating the deliveries at 11,-
500,000 baga (or 500,000 bags above the average), it l lkely that
about 2,500,000 will be carried over from this crop into the
next.

-ADVIcEs from Washington note that the American Secretary
of Agriculture officially announces that a conservative estimate
of the amount received by the farmers for their wheat up to the
21st inst., when wheat reached its highest point, is $28,688,000
over and above what they would have recajved at the prices rul-
ing st September. Not less than 45 per cent of this year's crop
is still in the farmers' hands, on which it is estimated that there
will be a further gain of nearly $80,000,000, over the value based
on the prices ruling lst September, making a total gain of $58,-

688,000.

-ADYIcEs from Havana say-that thousands of Spanish troops
häv-e-se-n iianded there, and that Gen. Weyler has promised to
send a suflcient number of them to a Vuelta Abajo district ta
make it possible to grow a crop of tobacco there this year.
There are many obstacles in the way of securing it, even if the
pronised protection is given ta the growers. A large number
of the tobacco planters have migrated ta other parts of the island
or left the country altogether, and unless those who have re-
mained can get to work immediately ta prepare their fields, it
will be too late ta grow a crop this year. There is an abundance
of tobacco plants to be liad on the Isle of -Pines.

-Tn duties collected in the United States on leaf tobacco
suitable for wrapper purposes during the fiscal year ended June,
30 amounted to $2,286,523, averaging au ad valorem rate of 124.29
per cent. The duties collected during the same period on filler
tobacco amounted ta $5,555,548, averaging au ad valorem rate of
93.61 per cent. And the duties collected on cigars, cigarettes,
and cheroots amounted to $2,279,710, averaging an ad valorem
rate of 112.69. The total of duties on foreign leaf and ilts manu-
factures during the fiscal year amounted therefore ta $14,121,781.
The Tobacco Jounal says that in the entire list of Importe there
s not one article that pays snc a high ad valorem rate as tobacco.

The memorandum states that serions injury is donc to the repu-
tation of genuine Dutch cocoa by the prevailing practice of offer-
ing for sale as cocoa powder a mixture of ground cocoa and
flour. Parliament l asked to make it an offense to sell anything
except pure cocoa under the name of cocoa, and ta decree that
ail parcels containing mixtures shall bear in plain figures an in-
dication of the percentage of the adulterants. It le said that the
great majority of the Dutch cocoa manufacturera have signed
the memorandum, which is about ta be laid before the States-
General.

-TE importation of sulphate of copper into Italy is increas-
ing year by year, as the advantages of the article, in combina-
tion with lime, as a vine dressing, are becoming better known.
In 1895 the Importe into Brindisi amounted ta 220 tons only, but
during the first five months of 18906 no fewer than 600 tons were
importeil into that place. It le said that the practical results ob-
served last year have caused those vineyard owners who have
been incredulous of the virtue of the article to become converted
ta its use. The proportion of sulphate in the wash is 1 per cent.
for prevention ; and from 3 per cent ta 5 per cent. for càrative
purposes.

-A 'cu-nous method o! producing platinum le practised by
the inhabitants of the villages on the Tura River in the Russian
Government district of Tomsk in Siberia. They call this method
" ploughing the water." A raft is constructed and an inclined
cutter of boards fastened to it, which at its lower end is provided
with. an iron plough. While fioating down the river they scrape
or plough its bottom. The sand scraped out falls into the cutter
and passes into a tub filled with pine boughs, upon which the
platinum ls deposited. The sand of the Tura River and its tribu-
taries ie so rich in platinum and its primitive production so pro-
fitable that the peasants are abandoning agriculture and devoting
themselves ta " ploughiug the water."

-PArynoL1TH, the invention of Otto Kraner, of Chemnitz,
Germany, Ls a novelty in flooring material, being a special pre-
paration of paper pulp which la sold as a dry powder. When
mixed with water, it may be spread like mortar over stone,
cement or wood, where it dries quickly and may be smoothly
planed. It may be tinted almost any color, adapting it for par-
quetry with variegated borders, or for panels and mosiacs.
Among the advantages claimed are freedom from crevices, dead-
ening of noise, poor conduction of heat, considerable elasticity,
safety from fire, and remarkable durability. It may be used for
wainscoting and other architectural purposes, as well as for floor-

in harmony with those expressed by Republican insti-
tutions than those which are the controlling and
moulding forces in the motier country. When a man
like the Professor bas devoted so much time, talent and
money to labors on behalf of the Republic, and in bis
zeal has done so much to alienate the respect of his
own countrymenr-when such an one predicts grave
troubles ahead threatening the land of bis adoption,
and of bis sympathies, we must pay more respect to bis
prophecies than to the vaticinations of mere party
politicians.

He considers the American commonwealth to be
passing through a serious crisis which will hardly conme
to airend in-November, whoever is elected. An emi-
nent Anerican, ho says, told him, "not without
reason," that the present situation is more frauglit
with danger than that of 1861, when prolonged civil
war was looming up. The words "not without
reason" are Professor Smith's endorsement of the above
gloomy forecaste, and what the reason is we find thus
stated: " Any shock of force, even so tremendous a
shock as Secession, is less dangerous than a fall of
national character, or a failure of allegiance to the
principles on which the Republic is founded." A fall in
the national character would be made manifest by the
victory of the free silver party, whose ruling motive is
to secure legislation enabling them to legally discharge
lebts at the rate of 50 cents on the dollar. It would
also be shown by the abolition of the Supreme Court of
the States, which the Democratic platform deniands, as
that Court is the palladium cf the Constitution, and
the barrier which keeps back the forces of anarchy
from destroying the Republic. The U. S. Supreme
Court is the only Court ia.America which is free fron
the influence of popular passions and ignorance. Hence
the threat to " take these rascally judges by the throat
and teach them. that there is some liberty left in the
land," " liberty" in the Democratic sense being, liberty
to wreck the property of any corporations obnoxious to
alarchists.

Certainly if the Democrats so far vitiate the currency
as to reduce the dollar to a value of 50 cents while
mnade a legal tender for a dollar, there will be a finan-
cial convulsion more disastrous than the Civil War,
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probably indeed it would provoke insurrectionary out-
breaks. Certainly also, if the Supreme Court, which
keeps President, Senate, Congress, and all the State
Assemblies, along with all other Courts, within the
lines of the Constitution, were abolished, the keystone
of the Republie will be removed, and political disrup-
tion would be inevitable.

Yet, at this moment, there is a chance of these dis-
ruptive, revolutionary changes being made in America.
The crisis has in it sucli possibilities as cannot be view-
ed without alarm. Professor Smith enumerates a num-
ber of causes that have brought the States into sueh
danger. These are, distress of the farmers-this how-
ever is now being relieved,-next, "the hot and restless
temper of the newly settled West ; the antagonisn be-
tween mechanie and employer ; gambling speculation ;
fraudulent dealing with stocks ; railway mismanage-
ment ;,disorder in the national finances ; the cupidity of
mine owners who wish to force the country to give
more for silver than it ,is worth." The professor lays
most stress upon " the ostentations luxury of the rich
and their neglect of social duty." He warns them
that, they have to alter their habits "if they mean
henceforth to live and enjoy their wealth with safety."
In this we are unable to wholly agree with the modern
male Cassandra. He does not tell us what he wants
the rich to do. They are in a dilenma out of which
he ought to help theni by practical advice, and not rest
satisfied wîth merely crying, "Woe to you, rich man. '
The rich men of America must either hoard their
money, or spend it. Which policy is the more condu-
cive to the public welfare ? We believe the spending
policy is the better by all' odds, as thereby the people
at large participate in the advantages of accumulated
wealth by having some share in its distribution', It
would be more dangerous for rich men to be known as
misers than as ostentatious spenders. Large expendi-
tures cannot be made in secret. A large house, with
an establishment of servants, carriages, horses, and en-
tertainments must be " ostentatious," for ostentation
simply means a shewing forth, or display, and whoever
spends wealth must show it, or display it. Of course
the display may be vulgar, or otherwise, and Arnericans
are somewhat prone to show their money by spending
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itwith scant refineieniit, or modesty, or respect for the

feelings of others. They have no monopoly in this re-

spect, vulgar ostentation is not unknown in the most

civilized cou ntries of Europe. It seems to us that of

all places in the worjd, the rich ought to be safe in Am-

erica, because there, as One man is the equal of every
other, the pauper is on an equality with the million-

aire. That is a fuidaiiental principle of the American

Republic.
Unless then somie systeni of communism is establish-

ed by whichi no inan would be allowed to be rich, there
will be men of weahfl in the States, and wealth will,
very visely and nlecessarily, be spent in luxury, for
wealth cannot bc epent in necessities. What then

nmust the.rich do to stave off their threatened doom ?
They canno.t all be public men ; they are elbowed out

of active public life by mnen of the Tami)many stamp ;
their wealth excites ;uch jealousy that a rich citizen is

snubbed if he tries to secure promiînence in public life.

As Professor Smith points out, it is the " men without

collars," or even ceots, or stockings, wlo are popular
favorites at political conventions.

We confess to beiing puzzled in al) attempts to sug-
gest how a nation ean have an enorious commerce

without sone men becoiiug wealthy, and stili more so

in trying to suggest soime plan by which wealth can be

distributed by its owners wvithout ostentation. The

source of the grave (langer threatening the States is the

utter falsehood of the idea there prevalent that every
m an is tie equal of every other. This theory is seen to

be contrary to fact, and the vhole socialistie and an-

archic novenient is nothiîng more than an agitation to

brmng Hie facts of American life into harmony with the

falsehood of equality, upon whiich the people of An-

erica so pride thenselves. -

WIIEAT AND COTTON IN INDIA.
The unfavourable reports which have been received

by cable respecting the condition of the wheat and cot-

ton crops of India have now been fully confirmed by
advices received by pOs.t during the last few days. One
of the conitributing caises of the rather sharp advance
whicl occurred in the English wheat markets during
the inddle of bite cerrent muonth was the prospect that
India must for somc time to come fall out of the ranks
as a source of supply for the world's inarkets. The ad-
vance vas justilied so far as India is concerned. Bon-
bay'miierclants writiig inder date of 25th uilt., say that
in the Pu njab, Khandeish, and parts of the Berars
serious dainage has been donc to the plants, which
were ithering for want of mnoisture. Otier districts
were suffering to an equal extent, and unless rain soon
fell over a very large area the cotton crop would be
a failure as vell as the wheat crop.

'The Manchester correspondent of The Commerci
and inial Chwnicle renarks that probably this is

the first tinte that India has becomne an importer of
wheat, at all events froI Europe or Ainerica, and in
quantity, froin anywhere. Ton years ago India ex-

ported 41,558,764 bilslels cf whbeat. During the. three
mnonths ended June 30th last lier exports werc only
1,800,145 bushels, 4althoughL the shipping season had
thèn begun. and it s not likely that the exports during
the 'ole of thle current year will exceed, even if they
reach, 3,000,000 ipishels. Tliero has been an ap-

preciable decline in the exports since 1887 from varqus
causes, but the enormous falling off now apparent is
due to the very poor crops of last winter.

Wheat is grown in appreciable quantities only in the
northérn and central portions of the country-in the
Punjab, the Northwest Provinces, Oude, Bombay,,
Scinde, the Central Provinces, Bengal, and Berar. It
is everywhere a " cold weather" crop. The land is pre-
pared after the summer monsoon rains have well moist-
ened the soif, froin the niddle of September to the end
of October, earlier in the southern and later in the
northern districts. Sometimes it succeeds maize or
other quickly growing crops and sometimes it is sown
on sumner fallow land. The seed is planted fron
the middle of October to th-- middle of November,
and the grain is reaped in March and April.
Owing to the scanty .rainfall of the north-
east, or cold weather, moonsoon last winter the grain
harvests of the north were deficient, and the prices of
nearly all descriptions have been rising slowly for
months past. To that iisfortune a partial failure of
the summer rains-the southwest monsoon-which
began in June last, bas succeeded in the Northern
Provinces.

If the seeding time, which. began a fortnight ago,
should prove as unfavourable as it seenied likely to be,
according to our advices, the shipment of wheat to the
Dependency will probably continue. For several
months to corne, therefore, India must be reckoned
rather as a buyer than a seller in the external. wheat
markets. Advices fron Simla, dated the 5th inst.,
say that owing to the prospect of serious scarcity in
Northern India the necessity of providing employment
inI " relief works"-railway building in this case-were
then under consideration. Further advices by cable
froin Simla dated the 28th, note that the famine out-
look in India is increasing in gloomness. Large im-
ports of foreign grain are expected. Prices have risen
rapidly.

The effect of dear food in the northern portions of
India is being realized, it is reported, in the slackness
with, which preparations are being made by distributors
of goods for the coming season's trade. Leading India
merchants in Manchester are said to believe, however,
that the scareity of food will check the sale only of the
lower qualities of goods. Among tlhese the productions
of the Indian mills stand prominent, but it is likely
also tlaý, the cheapest kinds of prints and brown cloths
exported froi bngland will be in dimninished demand.
In short, the prospects of the Indian department of the
Manchester coton goods market appear to be at present
not particularly bright. Stocks in Calcutta, w½ich
have been very heavy, are now reduced but still abun-
daàt. If India's misfortune, is an indirect benefit ý,to
the wheat growers of this country it is not likely to be
a benefit to the Manchestei cotton industries.

TRY AG AIN.
Whien so many failures occur in business that the

nuinber of prizes bears but a very small percentage to
the blanls, men sbould not despair if their first or even
second and third efforts fail to bring theu success.
Business men frequently.niake mistakes, and it is those
who commit the fewest that succeed. Men often fail
by the faults of others ; and a great many.of those re-
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poitéd in Our colunns from week to week cone unde
this category. It is not évery buëiness man who can
corne through the ordeal with the undaunted front of
James M. Waterbury, late chief of the Cordage Trust
in the United States, whose millions dwindled until lie
recently testified in Court-that his wife vas supporting-
him, and wlio has no\vbegan life anew at an àffice i
Brooklyn for the handling of commercial affairs of a
smnall ropewalkin the vicinity. Thete were not many to
synipathize vith Mr. Waterbury in his loss, but people
cannot fail to admire his pluck. Another instance of
determination of purpose is seen in the life of a certain
James Good, the son of a poor washerwoman, who in-
vented a valuable rope-walk machine. The members
of a Trust, who advan.ced him money, got the profits.
Good went into Court, and thon his mother died pre-
dicting·the poverty of lier son's enemies and his future
wealth. Good won his suit, the Trust failed, and lie is
now a millionaire.

There are in Montreal to-day,hanging about the hotels
-" chair-boarders" they are called-men who in days
gone by h.eld prominent positions in this and other
cities of the Dominion, but are now objects of pity and
charity,in whoni all spirit seems to be crushed and
whose interest in life lias fled. Why do they not rouse
themselves from this ignoble lethîargy and-encou raged
by the plucky examples to be found so frequently. in
the United States-and occasionally in Canada-deter-
mine ta begin life anew no matter in how humble a
way? A lazy man is of no more use than a dend man,
and lie takes up more room. These unfortunate mon
who are " down on their luck," as it is called, should
seize common occasions and make use of themn as, a
means for attaining something better by-and-by,

One word more. The first aindmost obvious cause of
the failures of business men is the lack of business
talents. It is a well-ascertained fact tbat insolvency is
alnost invariably accomipanied by bad book-keeping.
There is hardly one bankrupt in five who can tell with
any exactness what lias becoine f the property whichhe
has had in bis possession, wIat he bas lost in his trade,
and what lie bas spent on his fânily-inshort,whoseac-
counts are not in a muddle. The first step for one who is
about to begin life anew is to keep a sharp look out
on his book-keeping. There are, of course, men whose
business is so limited that they canint afford to keep a
bookceeper, who require the necessary salary for their
own family ; but every man can keep a bâok oftsales
and expenses, and can find time for a half-yearly bal-
ance however confined his trade may be. Many a man
is inclined to "tlirow up the sponge" at tMe first fail-
n re, but te should.know best wbether it was «aused
by somîething which lie could control and possibly
avoid againi. It was well said that

"Tiere le a oesdjny that shiame Our endsuoiigbI-hiew' thein 11ow y.ve wVl
And it lias frequently been experienced that what
seeied the beaviest misfortune that could befall a man
lias turped out to be the very best thing that could
lappen to him. We are not believers generally in
w'hmat is termed l Luck," contending as we Jo tlàt en-
terprse guided by wisdom and prudence-with confid-
ence in onue's ain ability-and a large degree of hope,-

waiting and working"-as Senator Drunmmond once
expressed it,-will make of the business man the one

I -

fittest to survive among the crowds who will persist in
entering a business for which they are not fitted by;
native ability and the knowledge which cores of early
training or experience.

INTEREST ON DAILY -BALANCES.
One of the questions for discussion by the Aiùerican

Bankers' Association at the St. Louis. Convention just
held wvas,-" Is it legitimate banking to pay interest on
daily balances ?" The short discussion oni this matter
which took place brouglit out that a remarkably wide-
divergence of views exists amongst American bankers
New York banks pay two per cent on balances, the of
feet being to flood them with deposits of a very tempo-
rary nature when money cannot be loaned botter than
one per cent. " Thank you for nothing," the New
York bankers might well say to their depositors _at
such timés, for directly money becomes worth over two
per cent there is a stampede to withdraw it, so ont of
such funds the New York banks net no profits; indeed
they involve some loss in the extra wyork of handling
them. The President of the Association justly re-'
mîarked that, " paying interest at two per cent, consid-
ering the reserve a banker bas to keep, is equivalent to
two and a half per cent."_ A Cincinnati banker con-
demned the payment of any interest on deposits by

small banks" as "wrong," as they would get the
money anyway, interest or no interest. This is a re-
markable stateient, iudicating a totally different fin-
ancial condition in the States to what exists in Canada,
wliere, nost certainly, banks 'would lose their deposits
unless they paid interest on them. The sanie view as
to deposit interest was expressed by a banker fron the
Stateof Mississippi, who said,-"It is questionable
whether it is good banking ta pay interest on deposits,
especially where the bank is engaged in business as a
bank of discount and Jepošit. In country banks it is
very imipr.oper..,

We fear some Anerican bankers stand in need of,
enlightenment as to the objects and fu nctions of bank-
ing. One of these surely is, the economic utilisation
of the capital of a country by the. transference of the
funds of those who have no profitable use for them
to another class who can profitably use money in their
enterprises. The banking system is one of financial
irrigation, the spreading over. a 'parched area of -that
which is necessary for its becoming productive, of.
what, but for sucb distribution, would have no, utility.
American bankers who hold that, depositors ought not
to be paid interest by a discount bank, bave minuch to
learn about their business, which could be well . ex-
pressed by describing it as,, a buying and, selling of,.
credit. Bankers.buy deposits and sell discounts, anJd-
their profits come from thèdifference between the cost
price and selling price of what tbey deal, ilu; The
whole question about interest on daily balances re-
solves itself into, whether bankers can make a profit,
out of using such balances after. paying interest .on.
them. If they-cannot, they: are foolish to pay. interest.;,.>
if they can make a profit out of them it is mnostlegiti- 1
mate and good banking to secure such balances . Oue.
banker at the Convention was frank and unwise enough»
to say that; " accounts upon whoseebalances no interest,;
was paid, were entitled to special;consideration.y This.
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was another very unbankerlike utterance, such as no
Canadian banker would have made. "Special consid-
eration" ouglt not to be influenced by any such matter
as a customer requiring, or waiving his claim to, in-
terest on his daily balance. We should feel disposed
to incline rather the other way from the American
banker, because he who insists upon interest on his de-
posit, obviously is a stronger man than the one who
does not ask for interest because lie expects to get
some "special consideration" from his banker.

We repeat, the whole question as to interest on daily
balances turns upon the value of the funds such bal-
ances represent. It is nanifestly not much, as they
are liable to be withdrawn any moment, and reserves
have to be kept in the Till to meet such possible de-
mands. One U.S. banker "let the cat out of the bag"
by stating that batiks which give no interest on de-
posits have a " side show" Savings Bank attached, or-
ganized under a different name, which "loans money
on real estate." It comes then to this,-many of the
American banks do not allow interest on deposits to
get funds for legitimate banking, but do allow interest
on mioney for nost illegitimate business. The discus-
sion on deposit interest has not impressed us with the
wisdom, or skill, of the bank'ers of the United States.

THE EVOLUTION OF THE GROCERY TRADE,

Of ail the changes which have taken place in the trade and
commerce of Montreal and our other large cities since the
birth of the Dominion, none is more remarkable than the ev-
olttion of the grocery trade. Not only has the inerchant of
olden days passed away but the broker lias arisen in his
stead, and the wholesale houses rarely sell to one another
but chiefly to the retailers. So greatly has the business
of these bouses fallein into other bands and into other and
very different channels that their number lias declined by
ncarly two-thirds. in Toronto twenty-five years ago there
were twen ty-thiree wiolesale grocery houses; today there
are only eight. A siimilar difference is noticed in lamilton
and in Quebec and Montreal. lere the change lias been so
great that the business of the whole country lias been prac-
tically revolutionized.

Up to the early seventies, Montreal was the distributing
centre of the grocery trade for both Quebue and Ontario, and
the business with the Maritime Provinces was considerable..
in those days the Montreal lieuses woild import cargoes di-
rect from the markets of the world and dispose by auction.
of th surplus to their confréres. Many of our older citizens
iwill still reinenber the popular auctioneer, John Leeming.
Many cargoes did lie sell in his day often amounting to be-
twecn $200,000 and $300,000 in value. Wholesalers from all
over the country would corme ta these cargo auctions, and
the house at wlichi the auction was hecld would entertain
royally the visiting nerchants. Luinclicons and dinners the
best to be had would be served, and the auction would pro-
ced froi early morning intil lato at nighît. But it was nat
at all uncommnon for $300,000.cargoes ta bc sold in five hours
so active was the biddiig and se citerprising were the mer-
chants. The firms of that time onjoyed sa fair a name that
business transactions wcre scldon comnitted te paper. One
merchant would tell another that lie wiuld sell at such a

price, and that was sufficient. Ticir names are writ large
in the business history of the communuity. Gillespie, Moffat
& Co.; Isaac Buchanan & Co.; Maitland, Tylie & Co.;
Thomas Ryan & Co.; Law, Young & Co.;. David Torrance &
Co.; Kinloch, Lindsay & Co.; Alex. Urquhart & Co.; Thomas
Tiffin & Co.; Henry Chapnan & Co.; Converse, Colson &
Lamb; Robertson, Beattie & Co.; Moore, Semple & Hat-
chette; Sinclair, Jack & Co.; Douglas, Kirk & Co.; Joseph

Tiff in & Co.; and Leckie, Matthews & Co., used to7' be
he great wholesale grocery firms of Montreal. In Toronto
prominent among the old firms were Frank Smith & Co.;
Boyd & Arthurs; Thomas Griffith & Co.; Smith'& Keighley;
John Griffith; J. C. Fitch & Co.; James Austin & Co.; R.
Davis & Co.; Richard Dunbar & Co.; James Burns; Mickie
& Co.; William Ramsay & Co.; and Charles Moore & Co.;
in Kingston there was the old and well known firm of James
Carruthers & Co.; and in Quebec the leading hoiuses were
James Ross & Co.; M. G. Mountain & Co.; Lane, Gibb &
Co.; and James Rlossack & Co. "There are only a few
of us left," recently remarked a member of one of
the old firms. One or two of those mentioned here still
survive but the character of their business bas changed or
their successors have allowed the old name te disappear.

The passing away of these houses lias been graduai but
complete and is the result of those changes in the methodi
of conducting the business of the country now so common
that they seldom excite a remark. Direct importing which
vas formerly confmned to a few great merchants, is now car-

ried on more or less extensively by all concerned in the bus-
iness save the small retailer who cannot purchase enough
goods at a time ta make it worth while for the broker 'ta
accept his order. Nearly all the large English and foreign
bouses have their brokers bere, and through them the im-
pàrting is donc in such quantities and at such times as the
state of the markets dictate. The rise of the broker has
been the doom of the old time merchant and of importing
by cargoes as well. It is useless now for a merchant te im-
port large stocks withî the intention of reselling them ta
other wholesale lieuses or ta the jobbers, ag cverybody in
the business in these days knows the price at which any com-
modity can be laid down in Montreal. The commission paid
ta brokers is as nothing compared with the profit which used
ta be made on importing in the good old days. Prices are
lower in consequence, and the community gains, but at the
expense of a class of men who were for the most part con-
spicnous for thcir public spirit, their high personal honor,
and the integrity with which they conducted their business
transactions. The dignity of direct cargo importing was
great, and keenly appreciated by the merchant. That dig-
nity is well nigli gone.

Though the imports today exceed in bulk and value those
of tw'enty to thirty years ago, the amount of storeroom re-
quired is net se great as formerly. The irregular vessel
with its cargo for one house lias now given place ta the dai-
ly steamer witlh its cargo made up of innumerable parecls for
innumerable dealers. Montreal and Quebec, Halifax and
St. Joln are in constant and regular steamer communication
with the mother country and many continental ports,
Goods do not arrive in great quantities and at long intervals
as heretofore, but each day lias its allowance of shipments.
lence maiy of the wholesale buildings whose capacities were
taxed ta the utmost ta hold the cargoes of former days are
now tdo numerous. for the present requirements of the trade
and for the purposes of those firms who are no longer mer-
chants but manufacturers agents, and who carry little or no
stock ta speak of. These large buildings are now difficult to
rent, and several are without tenants, being too commodious
for the samples which serve in lieu of stock. Some of these
buildings whiclh used to rent at from. $2500 ta $3000 per an-
num are now rented with difficuilty at from $500 ta $1000,
These facts are eloquent of the decline and fall of direct
cargo importing and the change . wrought in the business
conditions of the country througi the rise and progress 9f
the broker and the commission agent.

Among other changes in the trade which may be noted is
the fact tiat country dealers were formcrly in the habit of
buying for the spring and fall trades only, and seldom bought
between seasons. Now they buy in smaller quantities but at
much shorter intervals the object being ta secure freshness
of stock and to avoid being 'stocked up too heavily. An ad-
vantage which soie wholesale bouses have over others is in
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carrying wines and liquors as well as groceries, thus making
two profits and at not muich further expense with respect
to travellers. This combination.of lines was no doubt sug-
gested by the fact that many family grocers carry a wine
and spirit stock and that one bouse miglit as well supply
theni as two. But the wholesale houses who prefer to ad-
lere to their own particular business are certainly handicap-
ped ini the fierce competition for trade which now prevails.
Another trouble which disturbs the peace of those old firms
who continue in the business is what they term the reckless
competition of the new bouses with limited capital that have
recently sprung up which have utterly discardedthe more
conservative Methods of doing 6usiness.. The customers of
those long established firms are approached by the repre-
sentatives of the new concerna who offer certain goods at
prices distinctly below cost. Some of them make a leader
of sugar. Receiftly a country dealer was offered sugar at a
price lower by ',4½ cent than that of the refinery itself. It is
to be presumed that what they lose in one way they make up
in another-after the manner of the departmental stores to
which attention was called in a very effective manner last
week by a correspondent.

SPARKLING WINES.
Champagne, which for so long has maintained its ascendancy

as the wine of the wealthy, lias deterlorated of late.years to an
extent as to largely banish it from private stocks. This wine,
we lnfer, bas consequently-that is, to a considarable degree-
been more in demand at evening or nocturnal sacrifices than
aven at dinner parties. Its sparkle and consequent reputation
have of late years been so much imitated in mineral waters as to
materially lessen the importation, and to render sparkling mix-
tures more popular. The following figures from the govern-
ment returns confirm the statement as to the decrease in the de-
mand for champagne :-

He was formerly of the.firm of Fer-
guson & Saunders, who dissolved a few months ago, whien ha
started up. on bis own account, but only lu a smaIl way, carrying
a limited stock, also adding sone furnishings, which line of
business he bad no experience in. The liabilities are believed.
to b about $1,200-Arthur Leggat, general.store, Rainham Cen-
tre, Ont., has assigned to C. B. Armstrong, after having been in
business since the fali of 1894, at which time ha succeeded A. B.
Miller. Previous to that he liad beau a clerk in Cayuga, but was
not credited with having any means, buying his stock almost al-
together on credit. He had outside assistance and was under
chattel mirtgage; Wm. Leggat being secured in that way for
$3,500. He lias all along carried a stock which la more than

double the amount required, and apparently was not able to re-
duce it, and with his limited means it was found impossible to
make the business pay. He probably owes $5,000, his assets are
$3,000 or $4,000-J. G. Campbell, blacksmith, Aylmer, Ont., has
assigned to Wm. Warneck. Ha bas been in Aylmer for nearly 25
years but bas only had a moderato trade, and at best bas never
made more than a living, nis liabilities are not more than
$1,000. The assets are probably about the same amount-Jas
Ireland, cheese factory, Beachville, Ont., bas assigned to Jas
Brady. No particulars-Zoager & Co., general store, Beeton.
Ont., have assigned to G. T. Somers. The partuer in this con-'
cern la Mrs. Zoeger, wife of Peter. He8 had formerly been in
the fnrniture business for a number of years at Newton. He
sold out there, coming to Beeton in May, 1895, starting as general
storekeeper. He was not successful, and assigned laist January
with liabilities of $7,000. He offered 40 cents in the dollar, but
the offer was not accepted. The stock was sold, and bought in
for the wife. The business bas been allowed to run down con-
siderably, and the èapital is very limited. 'He was promised out-
side belp, which it la not thought he received. Statement of
present failure has not yet been prepared.

A. clicap and confortable means of getting to the
Park is a public necnssity-to euiable all whether rich or poor
and especially the latter, to reach the mountain top; and if the
City Council et the time this contract was given had not sui-
ciently safe-guarded the public interest as te secure such an im-
portant service for the people, all I can say is the sooner it
makes an arrangement to that end the better; for nothing is more
conducive te liealth than the change, if only for a short time,
froin tho conflined air of the city to the invigorating atmos-
phere of our grand mountain park. Mr. Clendinneng and Mr.
Wilson-who were moeimbers of the City Council when the con-
tr act was passed contend that the railway conipany, stipulated
for this service, and they should be probably as competent te
judge of the intention of the Council-when granting this fran-
chiso as Mr. Cunningham who-I understand, was neither a
miember of the Council or the Company et the time. In any
event this service should be had elther by the company or the
city.

OLD RAILS AS CONDÙCTORS.
A new use of old rails has recently been

made by the Buffalo Street Railway Co,
in employing them in place of copper
cables to increase the carrying capacity of
the returù circuit of the road formed by
the tracks, which experience proved to be
inadequate to carry the large current
necessary during hours of heavy travel.
It was found that serious electrolytic cor-
rosion of water and gas pipes within a
radius of half a mile of the power house
was .resulting fromn this fact. Careful
measurement showed that it would require
two copper cables, one containing 8.55
square inches of copper and 1,500. feet
long, and the other 12.48 square Inches
of copper 1,800 feet long to overcome this
corrosion. The cost of this amount of,
copper cable ls $12,852. It occurred to
the engineer of the road that thore werè
some 800 tous of old car rails on hand
which might be employed, their scrap

The total veight of
rails employed In the two linos was 260
tone, valuied at about $400._ The total ex-
penditure for laying, bonding, etc., did not
exceed $2,500, securing results whicl are
lte equivalent of a $15,000 copper cablo,
including tise expenses of laying.
