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ECCLESIASTICAL NOTES-

CrurcE Growrzm IN INDIANA.—Within the
last four years covering the Episcopate of
Bishop Knickerbacker, the number of working
clergy has been doubled, nearly all the vacant
parishes supplied, and the people have taken
new heart in the work. A healthful interest
in Christian education is developing. Schools
have been established in Indianapolis, Michi-
gan City, Vinceunes, LaFayette, which are
prospering. The contributions for diocesan
wmissions have rigen from an annual average
for the four years previous to 1883 of $699, to
an aveiage of $2,057 for the last four years.
The offerings for the infirm clergy have trob-
led. The value of Church property has in-
creased $80,578. The anpual contribntions
have increased $ 23,145, being now $111,463.
Twelve mission churches have been built in
fields formerly unoccupied. Leots have been
gecured at- several other points and churches
projected. A hospital has been established at
Richmond. A sum of money has been secured
for an Orphanage snd Home for the aged.
$22 000 bas been pledged for diocesan endow-
ment and $6,000 of it paid in. The diocese is
divided into three convocations, which arouse
netive interest and greatly stimulate one an-
other 1o zeal. Several rectories have been
built, and several churches rebuilt or repaired.
Taking all around Indiana is steadily advancing
in every good -direction.

Afinnesota.—The rapid growth of the city of
Minneapolis, has been greatly helpful to the
Church there, and the natural increase has
been backed up by vigorous parish work. St.
Marks, St. Pauls, and Gethsemane, tho princi-
pal parishes have all prospered. Gethsemane
church for cxample has risen from a register of
274 communicants in 1883, to 751 in 1887.

ArosT.Li0  SocoessioN  Coxtinuep.—The
consecration of the Rev. Mr. Johnstone as
missionary Bishop of Western Texas, will
teke place on Fr.day, Japuary 6, 1888, in
Trinity Church, Mobife. Bishops Dadley of
Kentucky, and Harries, of Michigan, who will
tuke part in the consecration, will, during that
week, preach a conrse of sormons at Trinity
Church, at night.

New Yorg, Sr. GEorgE's.—Rev. W. 5. Rains-
ford, D.D., reator. A very large congregation
was present at the morning service on Adveut
Sunday, and in the evening it was nocessary
to throw open the galleries, the crowded build-
ing appearing much as it did in the time of
the Advent mission two years ago. The ser-
vice was full choral, and four anthems were .d-
mirably rendered by the full choir, “Love di-
vine all love excelling” being given by a quar-
totte of male voices unaccompunied.

. Many-roNGUED Bissor.—The Right Rev. Dr,
Thomas Valpy French, the Bishop of Lahore,
in British India, who resigns his bishopric at
the close of the year, is one of the most
scholarly as well as one of the most saintly
Bishops of the Anglican Communion. Dr.

. French took a first-class in classics at Oxford,

' 88 well as the gold medal for Latin, and he

' was Fellow and Tutor of his college (Univer-

gity) before he engaged in missionary work.
In India he is known as the “many-tongued
man of Lahore,” for he is able to preach io at
Jeast eight or nine langnages. Tt is believed
that Dr. French will still remain in his diocese
to engage in missionary work at his own
charges. Upon resigning his see he recom-
mendedhis Archdeacon, Dr. Matthews, ashis
successor, and the Secretary of State made the
nomination. Dr. Matthews is a popular
Government chaplain.

OrpINATIONS,—At the last Michaelmas Or-
dination it appears thcre were 232 candidates,
of whom 124 were deacons, and 108 priests.
Of this number no less than 151, or 65 per
cont., were graduates of Oxford or Cambiidge.
This is a much larger percentage than usnal,

Wise CrAnGEs.—Bishop Cramer Raberts,
the new Vicar of Blackburn, has introduced
maveral changes in the frequency and manner
of conducting divine sertice in his parich
Church. In introducing daily serv’ces, he ob-
gerved, ‘‘by these slterations I trust that many
will be able to gather themselves together
daily in God's house for united prayer . . .
Half an hour in God's house will be halt an
bour well spent, and will conduce to grow in
grace.”

Trures.—The Bishop of Canterbury lately

presided at & crowded moeting hold at Croyden
for the purpose of forming a local branch of
the Church Readirg Society, which hae for its
object the promotion of higher religious edu-
cation. The Archbishop, who was warmly ro-
ceived, said that if he had come there knowing
but little of the subject he would certainly
have felt that, as a matter of common gense,
it was his duty to understand auny great institu
tion to which he belonged, in which he be-
lioved, and which be was at least disposed to
defend agaiust attacks, and he thought he
could not mtate their love for the Church in
drier or plainer terms than that. The inatitu-
tion he belonged to was the greafest society in
the iworld, and he believed that it touched the
vory depth of his own being, that it touched
his "life, his conduct, his faith in the present,
and his hope in the future. Xnglish Church-
man as a rule did not understand their Church,
and the attacks which had been made upon the
Church of England never would have been
made, if our people had poseessed the know-
ledge which he felt it his duty to obtain, and
that knowledge which he theught would bring
with it so much interest. There was undoubt-
edly a common impression Lhat the property of
tbe Church of England was taken away frem a
certain body of religionists called Roman
Catholics, and that they were left to shift for
themselves, while their possessions were hand.
ed over to another sort of people who were
called Protestants. If they would determine
to understand the history of the Church of
England they would know that the Reformation
waas no such sudden thing at all, but the culmin-
ation of a very long period of struggle, during
which the whole nation, from the highest to
tho lowest, was always shaking with anger and
endeaveuring to throw off that insupportable

yoke, its greatest and most thoughtful leaders

being determined to have the truth, the whole
truth, and nothing but the truth., They would
ascertain, too, that there was no body of people
who- were called Roman Catholics, and that
there wera no Protestants; and as they looked
through the lists they would see that from
point to point, as the Reformation went on,
there was no chango of personnel at all, that
there was ne taking away from the possession
of one body of people and handing it to an-
other, but that the whole nation, with one body
and one soul, so completely followed tho great
teaching and fortified it for themselves that
out of 15,000 clergy there were not 400 who
did not retain their places and pursue their
teachings. When they had ascertained those
things tor themselves they would see what be-
came of ihe cluims of those who in the present
day, forsooth, were sending an Indian mission
ariong us 1o try to bring us back to the old
bondage which we had left. It had been said
that the study of Church history was an excel-
lent cordial for drooping courage, and so it
wus, and an excellent answer to nine-tenths
of the most subtle objections poured out on our
Christian Church. Ho need not rofer tothe
success which the Church Reading Society had
already bad in other places 1o impress upon
them that it bhad a function before it at Croy-
don. He bad heen thoroughly into the prospec-
tus, and =as an old schoolmaster and examiner
he was perfoctly satisfied thatthey were pro-
coeding 1n the right course,

ConakcRATION—WHAT 18 1T?—I question
whether there is any single rite of Christ’s
Church which is more misunderstood than
Consecration—the consecration of & church, for
example. You would hardly belicve " the
things that are said by thoughtless or ignor-
ant peoplo about it. Aund yot there is no rite
which is more eminently Christian. The mis-
take arises ontirely from the misunderstanding
of the word ‘*‘consecrate.”  People have got
an idea that it means to “‘make holy,” whereas
its true meuning is to ‘‘weparate,” to ret apart
from profane and common uses to the service
of God. Thus the coensecration of a Chureh
is just ite dedication to the service of tho Most
High. Wae declare thoreby thut it is hencoforth
to be Hia: is not to bo used for politieal or
secular purpnses of any kind, but is to be a
‘“‘place of worship,” a “houso of God.” The
stones, the beicks, the mortar, are just what
they were before, bat the place is not. Bsfore
it bad not been rolemnly given to God ; now it
bas been.—The Vicar of St. Austellin the Parish
Magazine.

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INFANT CLASS TEACHING.

[A Paper read before the Sunday-School Asso-
ciation for the Diocese of Montreal on the
19th December, 1887. by Miss Evans.)

———

Wanted a Christian lady able to play and
lead the singing, one who can interest children
—possersed of an nnfailing stock of patience,
one who alwaya looks bright and cheerful, yet
has sufficient dignity to control the unruly.
One who in spite of provocation never gets
cross, and has snfficient strength of body and
mind to brave all weathers. Sie¢h T 'once heard
a clergyman give as his idea of a person fit to
take charge of a elass of young children, and I
thonght where will he find ruch a prodigy. I
do not thinlkt humanly speaking such an one
can be found, hut it is possible to teach an in-
fant-class succersfnlly withont pnssessing all or
even many of these very advantageous quali-
fications. Two qnalifications, however, are ne-
cersary ; and any one propnsing to take a class
shonld carofully consider theso two things :—
First and most important, are yon a Christian ?
I do not mean one in the general acceptation of
the term, but, do yon know yonreelf a8 by na-
tore and de-erts a guilty, los«t, hell deserv-
ing sinner? And do you know Jesus an
the Oxg Dran Lowp, who has died in your
stead, and bnrne tho punirhment of your sina?
Second, has Gnd called you to the work ? Per-
baps by special request to take the class, or
perhaps God shows you the need of the class ;
+here ir no ono who can, or will take it, and

you feel you ought to oo, If this i the case.
although von may possess no apparent gualifi-
oation for the work, go forward in faith, and
you will suceeed.

An infant clags is not the mraat diffienlt class
to teach ; it barita awn peculiar diffcalties; bat
what we noed i8 to nse onr God given. practiral
common ronse, and a groat many of these diffl-
cultios will dirnppoenr,

The infant class is perhaps the most impor
tant clasa in the school, capeciallvy if it 18 a
large ono; an unaatirfnetory one to the teacher.
who does not often ree the frnit of her wark ;
but if it ir faithfally done “as to the Liord.”
the promine atands suro “ Cast thy bread upon
the watera. and thou shalt find it after manv
dave” Wo may not ree the reed springing np,
but the foundation of faith, love and all true
religion may and onght {0 bo laid in this class
Tho Roman Catholic Chnrch say that, if she
have the training of the little ones, till they are
seven yeara old, then sho is sure of them; this
gshows us the importance thoy attach to early
assaciations and cur own conscinusness roiter-
ates the fact that the earliest impressions are
the strongeat. To ure our time to best advan.
tage, and to obtain the vest results, three things
olaim our special attention, and on each I de-
pire to say a few words :—1st, The schome;
2nd. The Preparation and Helps; 3rd. Class
Order.

Firat, the Schemo. This is & very important
matter, in fact the success of the class so
largely depends on the mu-ic and the Lesson
Schome, that thev reqnire very careful relec-
tion, and it is never a good plan to tie the in-
fant elass down to the eame scheme of lessons
as the senior school—though that the unity of
the rehool may be maintained the two schemes
should be as much alike as possible, and when-

aver the elder scholar’s lesson can be taught
with advantage it ought to be taken in prefer-
encre to any other.

For many reasons, hawever, it seems well to
have a special rcheme for the infant class; 1st,
the lessons lenrned by the little ones ara a'ways
the most lasting, the young minds are easily im-

pressed, and an impression once maiis einnot
entirely be eff wcod, therefore, it is wall to en-
deavor to give them a3 comprehen ive ar idea
an possible of the whnle Word of G»d ; beside-
with some children it is the ounly religious in

struction they receive; their parents never read
the Bible, they do not go to Charch; but they
are glad to send the children to school to secure
a qniet afternoon; perhaps when the little one«
grow older they leave the Sanday-school and
«pend Sanday afternoon on the mountain, the
river, or in some place of amusement; so while
we have them, let us make our lessons as inter-
esting and comprehensive as possible, that the
little ones may enjny them. and that the seet
may be sown ; for God's word shall bear fruit,
it shall not return to Him void. 2nd. You can-
not teach the children abonut a doctrine such a~
the depravity of the human heart, faith, substi:
tation, the love of Gud ; they would not under-
atand the words used, and would soon beacome
weary and tronblesome; but let us take God’s
plan when the human race was in its infancy.
He taught man by types and pictares, and now
we have His own picture stories, written by
His Spirit for onr learning ; preserved through
the ages by His will; sometimes Jews. some-
timer Gentiles, sometimes friends, sometime:
foes. being called up as custodians of thix Sacred
hook given now to us by God for our guidance;
think you He has not had care farthe avrange
ment too ? That there i8 a Divine harmony
which begins in Genesia, God with the sinles-
man in the garden of Eden, and ends in Reva-
lation, sinfal, but blood-washed forgiven man

with God in His Kingdom of Heaven. Ani
where God begins I think He means us to be-
gin too. Although the little ones cannot un-
derstand what temptation mean=, the history
f the Fall will teach them the personality ot
Satan, the fact that temptation is not sin,
that the desire was not sin, the mereeating wis
not sin, but that sin was the unbelief tha:
thought we shall notsurely die, the pride that
sajd we shall be as Gnd, and which onded
in disohedience and the breaking of God’s law.

Cain’s life will teach, how the small begin-
nings of sin if unconfessed and unpardoned lead
to utter ruin, also God’s loving kindness and
mercy to save, In the flood we have clearly
taught God's hatred of sin, His justice, Hi-
mercy, and His eternal, unchanging, faithfal-
ners. While Babel teaches the utter impossi-
bility for man to reach heaven by His own
works There is no doctrine necessary to sal
vation, which may not thus be tanght, overand
over again, out of the Biblestories, for the New
Toxtament is hid in the Old, while the O!d lies
c¢lesrly revealed in the New. Let us, therefore,
try and illustrate our lessons largely with Bible
atories. endeavoring in all things to hold up
Jeaug Christ a8 the great, the central fisruro.
nsing the Bible, the whole Bible, and a3 far as
possible nothing but the Bible.

Good pictares and a black board are great
helps, very materially lightening the teacher’s
work and often impressing what could in no
other way be taught, and in selecting a scheme
these important helpsshould not be overlooked.

Crass OrDER.

Never go to class without prayer; bo early
in class, first if possible, to welcome each child
with a smile and pleasant word. Your pres-
ence will act as a wholesome check on the
children, who, if the teacher is not present, are
apt to run riot; and order once lost is very
hard to restore. Try and get each child in front
of you, so that not only you can see them, butl
that they can see you, A little study of the
childish characteristics will soon enabie you to
place the littlo onesad vantagenusly ; sometimes
two boys placed together, will so excite each
other that the whole order and barmony of the
class will be destroyed, whereas those same
boys if well placed might be efficient helpers in
the maintenance of order and discipline. Make
your rules few and clear, but iet each child feel
that your word is law, that y-es moans yee—

sothing more and nothing less ; this once estab-
lished you have little to fear. Sometimes, how-
swver, & child will prove refractory; then.oh | be
careful, remember. the nearest way to eash

child’s beart is round by God's throne. Jesus
is at your side, and a momeunt's pause, while
vour heart cries, God nelp me. is the most pow-
erful weapon you can use. There very child-
ren whose strong wills, restless temperament
and sunny infections amiles. make their naughty
times 80 trying, will, if won for Christ, make
leaders in all good things; but to win them
you must know them, and to know them vou
must visit them in their own houses, und yon
nust know them nnt only in school. bat o1t of
school ; better smile and bow to twenty wrong
children than pass one who knows you a3
oacher.

If the children seem to he an restless yon
cannct control them, sing & hymn; thnse that
hava a simple refrain arve best. Ina hymn like
*The whole world was 1nst in the darkness of
sin; the Light of the world is Jeans" ; evory
child, even the yonngest, can jrin, and brizht
earnest wringing often proves a great safely
valve. Annther great help ia tn ask a qnestion,
and tell all to rire and answer together; if done
hy word of command, they will sonn rise in an
orderly manner and taka plensure in doing 8o,
As T said hefors, atand sn that every child ran
gaa you, and occasionally ask them to tnrn anli
lonk at you ; vou can thua sacare undivided at-
tention, or if one child &till rontinues to lnnk
away, ask some pointed poculiar question ; but
axcept as a last resort don’t speak to a ¢hild by
name, or every litile head will he turned. and
all the little brains wondering what Johnnv or
Mary is doing. Do not reprove a child before
t e whole class, exsapt in extrema caa03; walk
hame with the naurhty nne, tell him his gond
pointa; how his nanchty arcts grieve Jeans,
and please Satan. Use plain words that there
may be no misunderstanding; then ask him to
try and help vou noxt Sunday; most children
will gladly promise and will faithfully endeav-
our to keep tho promice tno. Bat if the class
is a large one, one teacher is not sufficiont, and
it is well to try and make the Infant class a
training class for yoang teachaers. which can
oncily be done by bringing snme of the elder
achnlare in A assistants; thov can each he
made reapnnsible for a small numbar of ehild-
ren, and can do various parts of the wamrk, eg.,
let the questioning on last Sundav’'s lesson be
takon by each in turn; this should alwavs be
dono before the lesson for the dav is given,
Lot ono or more take charge of the roll, which
shounld be quietly chocked, not called nver. as
the latter ylan takes ton mnch vaiuable time,
and the order islost; also let them teach the
selocted Bible verss, or hymn, not aimnly by
note but explaining as they en along ; this will
oblige them to study God's word carefully,
mnrh more &0 than if they were acholars ; so it
will be no disadvantage to a girl tn be brought
dnwn as an assistant, while we will have the ad-
v ntize of the warm first-love of our young
Christians ; thev will be a living link between
the elder head and the juvenile member.
Yung penple like to ba asked to help. and if
atarted early will work from the firat without
the disadvantace of self-conscionsneta which is
the greatest stumbling-stone (o older Christians,

Try and use short words, and occasionally
question and see if the words used ave under-
stood. Never think anything too simple, it is
best, to toach with they underatanding the child-
ren know nothing; if they do know they will
like to hear it over again, and often times they
psy most attention to those things they know
best. Ifa word is diffirult to explain, tell the
little ones a story which will shew what it
means, and choose if possible a Bible one; for
example in Mtt.v, 5 wehave the word< Blessed
are the meek; a child finds it hard to understand
what the word meek. means; kut turnto 1 Kinegs
xiii, 1-0 ~-+ shew them the prophet fromJus
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dah, praying God to heal the king’s hand,
stretched out to injure him; or turn to Numbers
xii and see Moses praying for Miriam and
‘Asron who bad raiced sedition against him, and
they see the act caused by meekness of apirit,
and areable fully to understand. But perhaps a

revions lesson will explain the word, then
question and see what the children themeselves
can tell you; remember, what they tell you is
more firmly fixed in their minds than anything
you caan tell them, for they see it and make it
their own; therefore question and often carefully
Here I would like to say ; 8o much depends on
the questioning that it is well to write out the
quesions at home, not for usein class, but to im-
press them on your own mind,

Try and make your questions as simple as
possible ; if no one answers, don't tell the an-
swer yourself; change the question. Try to so
word your questions that only the right answer
is possible. 1f the first two or three questions are
very easy and can be answered yes, or no, the
children gain confidence,nothing preventsachild
answoring like muking & mistake. N.vertella
child its answer is stupid, perhaps your question
may be the stupid thing, so ambiguonsiy word
ed that the answer is in & certain sense right
Repeat each right auswer clearly, that every

child may hear; thus you retain the interest of

the cluss; if you getitwo or three correct, yet
different answers, repeustall,shewing where each
is correct.

Son etimes you will find it an advantage, if
you reccive decidedly contradictory answers, to
repeat firat one cleurly and ask for all hands up
who think this answer right; then repeat the
other and all hands up who ugree with this;
then ssk the who children hold each opinion
to tell you why they hold it ; ufter which
stato your own opinion, and your reasons fur
holding it; thus you muke the little ones think,
and reason fur themeelves, which is an immense
advantage Lo both yon and thom.

And now to turn to our last subject, Prepar-
ations and Helpy’, and in this connection [ would
say, reud your lesson over carefully and pray-
ertully on Sunduy night; you will buve the
whole week to think it over—vurious everyduy
occurrences will illustrute it and enable you to
make it practicul and detinite, Sce whut is the
special tesching of the lesson. Try always to
teach three things: the sinfulness of cuch child
personally in God's sight ; that God loves the
sinner, while bating the sin; God'sloving kind-
ness in sending Josus to die for our sins. Try
to make each child foel that their nanghty acus
deserve death, but Jorus bure that death in
their stead ; don’t be ufraid to repeat there
things over avd over aguin—God's way i» line
upou lino, line upon live, precept upon precept,
precept upon precept, hore a livde and there u
little, 1t I should ask a carpenter how muny
biows would rend a naii hume, he would ray a
great deul depeuds on the xizo of both ham mer
and nail; a big nail will tuke a greut muny
blows, especially it the hummer is small, Now
this is 2 tremendous nuil; the child's roul’s ral-
vation must hang on 1t; your hammer is smull,
one hoar out of 168. Oh, hit oiten and hit
hard, Seek God's help by prayer. Ho knows
the children, and He knows you too.  Without
H m we can do nothing. Don’t use commen-
taries till the very lust. Your own ideas arc
the clearest, and tho most nteresting, And, 1
think, the greatest holp we have is 10 the fuct
that the work is not ours; 1t is God's WOJk;’
weo ure not 1e~pousible tor the success. We are
onlyjresponsible tor the suithful use of the
means aud opportunities Gud gives. * Who
goeth to wartare of his own cost 2" No Suu-
duy-school teacher working for Jesus; for our
Kl_ng, will meet expences. Qur Caprain will
guive and direct us, and we huave ouly a van-
quished ¢nemy to fight.

Banday-school work is concerned, Snuday time -

is not our own ; we have no rightto it, it i
God’s own day, therefore, that mus . be leit out
of the question. The week days God gives 1o
mun ; but Christians aro bought with a price
that they may glorfy God, and God offers those
who will work For Him the glorious privilege
of being woreers together with Him. Now it
we are working with God, und God is working
in us, where is the difficulty about time; one
day is in Iis sight as 1,000 years, and 1,000
yeurs as one duy.

Strength our King provides, for He says,
“ They that wait on the Lord shall r.uew thuir
strength as the eagle,” * My grace is sufficient
tor thee, for my.strength is mude perfoct in
wenknoss,” apd this means not only epiritual
strength, but physicul strength. as all those who
work tor and with God can estify, His strength
is Almigbty, and ‘‘as thy day so shail thy
strength bhe.”

Wisdom—if any man lack wisdom let him
ask, for Jesus Christ is of God made into us wis-
dom and righteousness. In Him we huve all
and abound ; He secms t> have provided against
every difficulty. It we don't know how 1o suit
ourselves to the capacity of children, Josus suys,
¢ Settle it in your own minds, not to meditute
before hand what ye shall say, acd what yo
shall speak, for I will give you a mouth and
wisdom, which all your adversaries shali not
be uble to gainsuy nor resist.” Get everything
you can to bear upon the lessop, let your mind
ba tull ot the subject, go in faith and you will
succeed. But perhaps you say, my memory 13
s0 bud; torn w Jubn xiv, 26, Jesus suys, “'when
He the Spirit ot truth is come He shall teuch
you ali things, and bring all thiogs to your re-
membrance whutever L have suid unto you.”
Are you u Christian, then this indwelling Spirit
is for you; oh claim Christ’s promire, live as
those who konow that they are the children ot
God, and go forward to the work, kuowing
that it God 13 on our side,we have un overwhelm

The Arch-
dexcon sent a tolegram stuting that it would
be illogal to give such a gunranteo, Lut that it
was genoraily nderstood ut the last meeting of
the Synod that the nominco of the Bishops
would be accepted. The Archdeicon also re-
torred to the fact that the Synod had adjrurned
to tho first day of February, and it would be &
great disappointment if & nomipation was not
made on that day.—Recorder.

A Bishop's work here is not parochial
but diocesan, and anything that tends to make
the work in any way parochial injures the
whole Diocese at the expense of one parish.
A Rector must nocessarily assume rectorial ro-
sponsibility, and this with such an extensive
parish as St, Luke's will certainly detach from
ihe general work of the Diocess. No parish or
mission of the Diocese should be without a
yeac-ly visitation from the Bishop. The push
and conflict of the times demand it. Let St.
Luke’s supply, if it will, a Coadjutor Bishop
and thus give the Diocese more help, which it
sorely needs, The earnest prayer of the Churckh
outside Halifax (by far the great majority) is
that the parishes may be annually visited and
new life stired up outside Halifax,

SprINGEILL,—The Church here had a narrow
escape from fire last Sunday. Soon after esrly

Barrursr.—The deepest gloom has been cast
over our town by the terrible railroad accident,
by which eight poor men were initantly kilied.
Among the dead is numbered one of our choir
men, Frank Miller. Returning home, in order
thnt he might be in his place on Sanday, he
was suddenly ocalled to the higher worship of
the great choir in Paradise. Though better
fit to go hence, apparently, than many of his
age, we are ill-prepared to do without him.

A volunteer in his work, willing, patient, re-
gular, loving and kind to his priest, he leaves
a gap not easily filled ameng the Churoh’s faith-
ful children here. May God grant him rest
and light in Paradise! On the Suaday pre-
ceding his funeral, special services were held,
and hymnus used, his surplice and cassock lying
in his place in the choir until they weant on
Monday to be put upon him for barial. On
Tusday he was laid to rest. There was a &0-
lemn requiem celebration of the Holy Commu
nion 8% 10-30, at which some of the family and
many friends were prosent,

At three o'clock the body was met at the
Church gate by the choir and priest, and as the
last sentence of the chant died away at the
porch, the choir began and passed into Church
singing, ‘‘Let Saints on earth in Concert sing.”
The office of the dead followed, and the proces-
wion reformed. the choir taking up the Nunc
Dimittis, as they moeved dvwn the aisle, and
“ As now the Sun's declining rays,” at the door.
At the grave the choristers formed a line on
either side—the oross-bearver standisg at the
foot, holding the sacred symbol over the grave
throughout the service. After the body had
boen lowered, * Through the night of doubt
and Sorrow ” was sung. Few will ever forget
the intense solemnity of the scene, the touch-
ing words of the hymn, and the bright cross
shining in the san’s last rays, contrasticg with
the howling of winds, and shroud-like gloom of
the snow, and telling of hope and faith which
look beyond the storms and the sorrows of
earth.

We are deeply thankful that our dear lad
was brought home with hardly a mark upon
him, and that he was spared the terrible muti-
lation soms of his fellow victims received.

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

Belween them
in particular there ure no suffiient differencen
to justify separation at this day. Io all the
fundumeutals they are agreed and similar.
They bave the sume service, and the same or-
dingtion in their ministry. Their theological
and governmontal ditferonres form no real bar
If they wore united today but little change
would” be needed for either of them, but smul!
concessions to be made by eitber. There ap
pesrs nothing to keep them apart but the
gpirit of pure and pet y sectarianism. And all

' this applies in a very lurge degree to all the
Evangelical Protestants.

After ull is said the burning question in
this great concern is the question of the minix
try. Between our Church and the Evangelical
Protestaits there is radical ditference in the
fupdamental matter of what constitutes ordin

ation,

ABOUT VILLAGE PARSONS.

“The captain of a great ocean steamship
may wulk all over it without being mindful or
cureful where he steps, but a man travelling in
u kiff must bo very prudent as to the steps he
may take lest he turn his little craft over.”
“Aud,” said a clerical friend ot ours, not very
long ago, “That in just the ditfereuce between
‘urgo parishes aund smull ones, us to the pru-
dence und tact demauded for their suce.sstul
governmeut,”

Qur friend is right, and yot not many people
recognize the trutb of his statement.

The rector of a great city church is very far
removed from his people, too fur for him to
kuow ntimaiely their concoerps, aod tor them
to¢ knuow hiw, Tney don't know every new
garment in his household, or what his tamily
'have for diuner on any particular day. If a
'kinsman seuds his daughier a handsome pre-
‘seut, they ure not ailstirred inw wu euvions
ragoe, which will quickly decide that the meagre
sulury should be furtwer 1educed. They are
ignoraut or careless what is the color uf the
rivaud on his wile's bonnset, and there would
not be a wumult caused if rhe were even dis-
covered 1o bo weuring feathers. The relation,
'in & word, bulween the rector of & great church
'aud his people, is entirely different from that
'exisling belweon Lhe sume parties i a country
| villuge, aud therefore the dunger of conflict
“and disaster, is by uo means the same.

Proximity, intimale knowledge, these make
differences nud dissensious more probuble, »d
beuce they require giester grace for their pre-
‘veulion, ur thelr cure.

The village purson needs tact above all men ;
and tact is 4 grace bestowed. Ho wanis wisdom
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to discover the rore places on the people of his
ohaige, that he may touch them genily; ibat
is tact. And, remember, becanse he comes in-
to closer relations with all his people than the
city recter can possibly do, therefvie his need
of greater tact. There is perhaps, nay, almost
certainly, & lay pope, m.le or female, in his
parish, who for years has, as 18 thought, man-
aged, the parish. How shall he treat this ip-
dividuai? My brother parson, you can't afford
to drive thal person out of the parish, becuuse
of the annoyance you feel at the unwarranted
and unwarrauntable interferences he mukes with
your work. He is too valuable, nouyil.hstand-
ing his crankiness, for you to lose him. You
must try to win him; you mast handle his
peculiarities with tenderness; you must rule
him, while you let him think, it necessury, that
he is ruling you. Then, too, very pelly causes
will produce complaint: You have not visited
this lady or that for a long time; have not
been always at the Sunday-school; the choir
would like to see you at its rehearsals, and you
never cume. Yes; all these aud a thousand
other stings ure borme by this hydra-hea.ed
parist-fly ; and you must bear them putieatly
for the Lord's suke, sud musl slrive Lo remove
the.sling by your wact in hundling the stivger,
Dou’t argue, tor you will not convince, ano wall
probably anger your adversary. Doun't make
issues when you can possibly avoid them. Try
pot to bear tne epiritual things which are said
of yourselt or anotber. Beur all things, be-
lieve aull things, hope all things for tbe Lord’s
sake. Be diligent, even burdensome in your
visiting of the people, for George Herbert 1s
right, “A home going parson mukes u church-
going people,” Study hard, aund pray hurd.
Don't be discouraged ; yours is the hurd place ;
you are in the frout of the batlie, sud must
oxpect wounds. In God’s own time He will
give you your reward in the upbuiluing of
your church. And be sure tbat yuu can not
be rid of your troubles by changing your
patisih. There are no ideal purishes, und the
great city church bas its drawbucks, other but
noune less veal than thore you now fret sguiust.
You are doing the Loid's bardest work, there-
fore bo patieut, be prayerful, be diligent, for it
is the Lord's work.—Zhe Church Chrouwcle,
Louisvilte, Ky.

LETTERS FROM CALIFORNIA.

No. 2,

December 1st, 1887.

The first typical California town we reach is
Trucker, where we breakfast, and about 10
a.m., on the second day after leaving Salt
Lake are on the summit, we pass through in
reacbing it aud after nearly 40 miles of snow
sheds, after this experience the bare and rocky
hill-sides give pluce to tree clad slopes as we
descend towuard the Sacrameanto valley ; we
are entering unother climate, Having climbed
the oy Sierras we are now coming in*o semi-
trophical regious, hill-side furms, fine trees and
villages appear nestling in the hillsides; the
first sight of 1ores and geraniumsin the open
gurdens is greeted with entbusiasm and, as we
pear Sacramento fruit of all kinus is brought
into the cars und eugerly purchased ; it is near-
ly 5 p.m., when we enter the city and gladly
muake our way to a hotel to get rid of the
dust of travel. The city is novel enough to
ope from the North; the business atrcets all
arcaded from end to end; the abundance cf
fruit and flowers everywhere at the end of
Nuvembsr; the walk along the rosidencestreets
where in the front luwns are growing palm,
lemon, and orange trees with muny others
sirangers tO Oour eyes; roses anu gersuiums in
every guarden and were it not that a few rees
show aontumn tints, wo mught fancy it atill
summer; tho streets are wide and well shaded,
with muby hundsome houres. Sucramentu i8
the capitul of California, has 30,000 inhubitants
aund is situated at the confluence of tho Suacra-
mento und American rivers in the great Sucra-
mento valley ; it is the chief shppiog port for
fiuit in the state, and is convected by the river
with Sun Fraucisco Bay and the Pacitic, Tne
capitol is built of stove and iron paiuted pure
white, ard cost $3,000,000. 1t stands in the
midst of extensive grounds planted with many
beautiful trees and shrubs. Kvery visitor to
Sacramento goes to seo the Crocker Art Gul-
lery, & vory handsome building finely ~ituaied
auu costing $250 000 The Jate Judge Crocker
of Sacrumeuntu, purchased un extsusive cullge-
tion of paintings in many ditferent couatries,
and a suiluble gallery was needed to exhibit
them in : for this aud also for a private cabiuvet
und museum, the building was erected which
now belongs to the city. The grouuds are
beautifully kept with rare shrubbery and flow-
'ing plants in profusion. The buildivg sits
well back from thesireet and adjuining 1t con-
nected by a corridor is the mausion; in front
iis a large balcony with hundsome columns sud
| beveath ave he entrance to the Art Assuci-
"ation lecture-rcom and State Mineral Cubinet.
Nothing could be finer in its wuy thun the in-
terior ot this beautiful building ; an inlaid flvor
of colored marble is placed 1o the main hall,
the ceilings are richly trescoed, and the galler-
ien throughout are laid with the richest curpets.
Tne height of the walls js 51 teet on the sides,
and the deck arrunged to properly light the
gullery is 10 teet above the rvof. The outoide
dimeusions of the building are 62 x 122 feet.

In 1884 the Sacramento School of Design was
formed, and the association considered tbat the
Crocker At Gatlery which had been eutrusted
to it through the terms of transfer of the pro-
perty o the city by Mrs. Crocker, was the piace
adapted for the schoul proposed. Eoough muney
wus subscribed in Sucrameuto to thoroughly
equip the rovms in the basement floor, sv well
acapted for the purpose; and so was formed the

Sacramento School of Design which hus prov-
od to be a murked sucoess. There are in all 700
paintings in the galleries ; many of there a8 one
would be led 0 vxpect ure by Culitornin Artists,
and represent Califurnia sceuery; the most con~
spicuous of them is Hull's grand Curry on ot the
Suiras, Yosemite valley, shewing the course of
the Morced river through the Curry on;Sooday
in Muning Camp by Nabel; also his Fuudango
at the Mines. There ure several fiue puintings
by Vundyck, the most striking und beautiful in
thought was Christ healiug the blind; avother
scripture pieco by Gorme of Dresden, wan Christ
raisiug Juirus' daughter; the beauuful face of
the muiden hus & death-like pallor, aud hat of
the Christ is considered admirable in the sublime
digoity .ot iis. expression, There are many
other beauntiful piciures by Flemish, Duich, Ger.
mun and Spauish artists, but very tfew by those
ot Briwain. The fivest piece of statuary m
California is said to be thegroup in the Rulauda
of the Cupitol representing Columbus befure
leabelia, presented to the S.ate by D. O. Miils,

After a stuy of three days iu the pleasunt
city,we lett 1n the eveninyg train for the South
of Csliforniu, and our next letter wiil be from
Los Apgelos.

The skied are still clondless,and we are told
no rain has fullon in this part of the couuntry
ginco May. The dust and dryness of the grouud
is the greatest druw buck belore the winter
rains sot in, us it gives u parched louk to much
of the tulinge, thuugh some species of wees re-
tan their bright green in spite of all such ss,
the palms aud vucalyptus.

* but more fully so in respect of their spiritmal
life, through the indwelling power of the Holy
Spirit, and the more fully recognized presence
of the InmmaNueL, Gop with us. The close of
the secular year awakens many questionings in
the thoughtful mind as it looks back and recalls
the hopes and schemes which marked its com-
mencemont. How many not realised! How
many apparently fruitless! How many disap-
pointing! And yet if the work has becn done
truly and with pure motive, though the results
appesr not, God knows, and He is the Rewarder.
And sll is noted in His Book.

Many are the points to which the mind will
turn in its review of the past; but an cxchange,
the Pacific Churchman, suggests the following
queries, of grave importansce :

* What proportion of the much or little
which God has given you do you, in the course
of every year, offer buck to him and lis Church
in the way of alms ? 1lave you any fixcd sum
be it much or little, which, year by year, you
give for the love of Him who died for you?
And what proportion does that sum bear to
your entire income, interest or salury ? Look-
ing baek at your alms-.deeds during the past
year, for insiance, can you honestly say tbat
you have made any such surrender to God as
ihat you have felt the loss and want of what
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you have given up ? or have you only offered
to Him such things as have cost you nothing,
such as you could spare without missing them ?
“Love is the fuilfilment of the law.” Remem-
ber that is not love which is grudging, or nig-
gardly, or self seeking or slothful; that is not
love which could do more, and yet leaves it
andone; that is not love which leaves others to
do what it might and ought to do itself. When
alms-deeds emanate from love, they will be as
large as love can make them. God alone knows
what opportunities you have had of learning
the extent of His claims upon you, what is the
willingness of your hearts, and what bave been
the impediments in your way. You are mem-
bers of Christ. All you are and all you have
belong to Him. Give yourselves and yours,
then, to Him who surrendered ail for you.
‘Frooly ye have received, froely give.’ ”

INDIVIDUALISM AND CHURCH
UNITY.

The Bishop of London's Sermon at the Opening of
Truro Cathedral.

*“ He gave some, apostles; and wome, pro-
pbets ; and some, evangelists; and some, pas-
tors and teachers; for the perfecting of the
saints, for the work ot the ministry, for the edi-
fying of the body of Christ ; till we all ceme in
the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of
the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the
measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ.”
—Ephesians iv, 11-13,

This Epistle of the Ephesians makes up n us
as we read a wcnderful impression of the dig-
nity and majesty, of the reality and power of
the Holy Catholic Church. And there can be
no doubt that this was St, Paul's intention. The
Epistle was written,as you know, just about the
same time as the Epistle to the Colossians, aud
throughout the Epistle we find the same phrace
ology com'ng to his lips, and the main thought
—the personality of our Lord Jesus Christ—is
the same in both. Bat there is this romarkable
contrast between them, that here in the Epistle
to the Ephes ians St, Paul seems quite unable to
keep out of his mind the thought of the Charch
of Christ, Here in the first chapter of the Hpis-
tlo, after he bhas been speaking of all that exalts
our Lord and Suviour Jesus Christ, of a1l which
our Heavenly Father wrougbt in Him, he seems,
as it were, te wind it all up as if the highest
thing that could be said was that He ‘“ hath put
all things under His feet, snd gave Him to be
the head over all things to the Church, which
is His body, tho fulness of Him that filleth all
in all.” And so, again, in the second chapter,
where he is tracing what we were, and what we
are—what we were by nature, and what weare
by grace, he winds it up with that well-known
clause, *“ Now therefore ye are no more strang-
ers and foreigners, but fellow-citizens with the
saints, and ot the household of God: and are
built upon the fuundation of the Apostles and
Prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being the chief
corner-stone, in whom all the building fild
framed together, groweth unto an holy temple
in the Lord. In whom ye also sre builded to
gether for ar habitation of God through the
Spirit.” And yet again, in the third chapter,
where ho is speaking of the commission that
was given to himself to make known the won-
derful mystery not revealed before, that all man-
kind alike ave to share in the priviloge of the
chosen people of God, he still could not get the
thought of the Chureh away, and he speaks as
the purpose of all his preaching: ‘“To theiun-
tent that now unto the principalities and pow-

o8 in heavenly places might be known by the
Church the manifest wisdom of God.” And
lastly, in this fourth chapter when he is passing,
aceording to his usual practice, from doctrine
to precept, he makes the foundation of all his
teaching of that kind the wunity and love of the
Church of Christ. *‘To keep the unity of the
spirit in the bond of peace,” is the first that
they were to do ‘‘There is one body,” he says,
“and ene spirit,” and after pointing. out the
unities that run through all the Gospel, he goes
on to speak of this Church created by the gifts
which the Liord Jesus Christ after IHis ascension
had sent down. He sent apostles, prophets,
evangelists, pastors, and teachers  for the per-
fecting of the saints, for the work of the min-
istry, for the edifying of the body of Christ.”
And their work was to go on until we all come
‘‘unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the
stature of the fulness of Christ.”

Now, the doctrine which is thus put before us
in such glowing language is ore that we parti-
cunlarly peed in these modern days, in the pre-
sent crisis through which the Church of Christ
has been passing now for somecenturies,through
which it appears to have yet to pass. For we
know that there is a strong current which is
running counter to all this teaching, what I
may call the current of individualism. We
know that there is a strong feeling in men’s
minds that religion belongs to every mun by
himself. That nothing can come between him
and his Saviour, and but his Saviour between
him and his God. That we are all, as it were,
separate units in His sight, that each man must
stand alone before Him—alone to be guided,
and alone eventuully to be judged, each mun by
himaself and for himself. And this individual-
ism of which I apeak cannot be put aside as if
it had not any truth whatever, or as if there
were no recognition of it in the word of God.
Oa the contrary,we find it a8 far back as the Old
Testament. It comes out clearly, fully, distinct-
ly in Ezekiel's declaration that he is charged to
reprove the children of Israel for their scuffing
proverb, ‘‘The fathers have eaten sour grapes
and the children’s teeth are set on edge,” The
prophet declares in the name of God that every
man shall answer for himself, thut the son shall
uot suffer for the iniquity of the father, norshall
the son be justified by the father's righteous-
ness. REach mun before God is to be judged for
his own individual life, and this principle thus
strikingly put before the chosen people still
lives in the New Testament and in fuller strength
than over. It is the aame that St. Paul asserts
when he te:ls us that whatever s not of faith is
of sin, Itis the same that St. Paul teaches
when he perpetually appeals to the individual
conscience. [t is a truth which cannot be dc-
nied, nay, which must be cherished always.
We ure responsible before God each for himself;
sud in the last resort the guide of our lives must
be individua! conscience, which is God's mes-
senger to the soul.

There must bs—if there is tobe real personal
religion—this sense of having to anawer tfor car
own lives; this sense of knowing nothing that
is suprome over us and over our owa condao?,
which is to set aside our own conscience, But
it does not stop there. We know that this is
perpetually pushed on and on. We ave callsd
upon to sanction private judgement. We do it
gladiy and readily within its limits, We are
called upen to remember always that nothing
must come between man and his God, and we
do it readiiy. The truth bas its place ; aboat
that there can be no question ; but ic is some-
timos pushed so far as to distort the trae pro-
portious of the revelation made to us, and we
are sometimes asked to declare that this doctrine
sets aside the great truth of the communion of
saints. We are sometimes asked to think that
the Church only exists in the union of men's
consciences, aud has no reality of its own. New,
it is perfootly clear, that in the New Testament
the idea of the Church is not that. We talk
sometimes as if 8 Church could be constituted

simply by Christians coming together and unit
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ing themeolves, as it were, into one body for
the purpose. We speak as if the origin of the
Church was in the will of the individual Chris-
tian. But, on the contrary, throughout the
teaching of the apostles wo see that itisthe
Ghurch that comes first and the rembers of it
alterwards. Men we e not brought to Christ ;
and then determined that they would live ia a
community. Men were not brought to Christ
to believe in Him—to believe in Him and His
Cross—and to recogunize the duty of worahip-
ping the Heavenly Father in His name, and
then decided that it woald be a great help to
their religion that they should join in that wor-
ship and that they shouid be unpited in the
bonds of fellowship for that purpose. In the
New Testament, on the contrary, the Church
comes jirst and the members afterwards. The
Church takes its origin not in the will of man,
but in the will of the Lord Jesus Christ. He
gent furth His apostles, the apostles roceived
their commissions from Him; they were not
organs of creation, they were the ministers of
the Lord Himself. He sent them forth to g.ther
all the thousands that they could reach within
His fold, but they came first and the mem bers
came afterwards, and the Church in all its dig-
nity and glory was quite independent of the
members that were brought within it. Every-
where men are called in, and they did not come
in and make the Church by coming. They are
called in to that which already exists, they are
recognized us members who they are within, but
their membeiship depends upon their admission and
not upon their comstilutivg themselves into a
body in the sight of the Lord.

Now, here we see this current of individaal-
ism of which [ speak running counter to what
is taught us about the Church in the New Tes-
tament, and it runs so counter that somelimes
men epeak as if the New Testament laid dowan
no doctrine concerning the Church atall, It
is the bo.y of which Christ is the Head, and
this is made into so mere a figure that it seems
as if people supposed that simply by their own
union they could demand that the Lord should
be their Head. In the New Testament the Church
flows out from the Lord, not flows into Him. In
the New Testnment the lifo and power which
constltutes the Chuarch begins above, and not
here on earth. In the New Testament the
mivisters ave sent forth to bring the children of
men within the fold, and ure not simply select-
ed by the members of the Church to heip them
in their spiritual life,. The two ideas run
counter, and there will be yet a long time of
antagonism between them before it will be
possible to suy that they have been really re-
conciled,

What is the true answer to individualism ?
Catholicity. Catholicity there ought to bo with-
in the Church, something that corresponds to
the higher impulse in the soul of man. Some-
thing there ought to ba that shall recognize
every variety of desire to serve God. Every
variety of impluse towards Him, whatever
men have aud can use in the service of the
Lord, ought to find its place inthe Cathol.e
Church of Christ. All these things that we
offer unto Him to-day we offer in the name of
that homapity which our Lord first created and
then shured. These are human things—the
joy of beauty, the delight of musie, the glory
of form apd colonr—these are things which
teach tbe souls of men, and because they do so
we consecrate them to the service of the Lord.
If there be those who desire greater severity
and would rather be without these helps, if
there be those who say that they do not tind
the mosic draw them heavenwards, and that
they find a distraction in that which is so mach
orpament, so much elaboration, they, too, must
find their place in the worship of the Catholic
Church. Yor them, too, there shall be full re-
cognition; they, 100, shall be acknowledged in
their place. If there be those who find that
one kind of worship suits them best, they shall
not be able to say that they cannot fiud it in
the Church of Christ. It is the duty of the

Church to provide for all the spiritual needs of
man. It is an imperfection in the Church
when there is any appearance of failare so to
provide. As time goes on surely we shall
learn the lesson, and the Church shall become
in that sense more and more Catholic than ever
she was before, fuller and more varied, richer,
and deeper, answering more exactly to every
spiritual chord, until there sball not he a
Chriatian soul thsat will not find in some form
or other comfort in his trouble, and warning in
his temptation, and help in his struggle, and
the uplitting of the soul and the puritying of
the man. It is the lesson which the Church
has to learn; and when we have learnt it to the
full then shall the two principles be reconciled,
and in that, religion shall find a faller develop-
ment for all its Lest impulses than it ean find
in its own solitary worship and life. Ever on-
ward shall the Church move in this direction.
Bat as last there still will be, as St. Paul has
told us, heresies. There are things in the homan
character for which the Church cannot provide.
The Church cannot provide the means of
gratifying self will, and if self will cannot be
altogether excluded, thore will be heresies.
The word heresy carries the notion of self-will
within it. There will be this, and nothing
that the Church can do can so change human
nature as to make that impossible. But this,
nevertheless, lies before usas the great problem
that the Chuwich has to solve for those that
have heard the name of Jesus. How toinake
everything so large, so full, that there sball be
nothing in human nature capable of consecra-
tion to God which shall not fiud its place in the
Church’s aystem.

But while this is undeniably the problem be-
fore us, to be worked out by patience and long
suffering, by ready toleration of all those who
are doinvg their best for the same object, it is
clear thot as things now are it is of the highest
importance that the idea of the Church asa
whole should be kept living before men’s eyes.

It is for this reason that we rejoice whenever
the organization of the Chmich is made more
perfect in the sight of man, whenever wo see
anything done which shall make the Church
more complete for the tusk which it has to do,
Everything which contributes to its visible unity
to the completeness of its system ; everything
which holds up before men's eyes, as a great
Cathedral does, that sense of a Church into
which men shall be called, and called yet again
and again—a Church of which the Lord Him-
self is the head, which exists for men to enter
into it, which exists that it may guide and help
those that have entered. All the activities of
the Church are needed now moro than ever be-
fore. This individualism of which I spoke has
too much trath in it to fail in strength. It
cannot be counterbalanced by anything but
insisting on what the Churoh of the New Tes-
tament really is. Making raen everywhere
understand that- the Church is a body which
grows from day to day, adapting itself to all
times and all circumstanees, finding s; iritual
life for all characters, supplying the means of
grace for every variety of bumanity. For
this it is that we insist upon the succession
of the ministry, because we find that the Church
from the very begionniog flowed out of the
ministry. He distorts that conception of the
sense of the ministry; who allows it to be the
means of separating clergy from laity, snd

wonld be with us always to the end of the

werld; more sense of that undying life which :
shall still, until He comes again, unite those’

who love Him with Himself, and spread the
knowledge of His name throughout the human
race.

HABITUAL ALMSGIVING.

By THEBIsSHOP O F LIoBRFIRLD,

—

We must look for more vigorons effort to call
forth the generosity and to increa-e the offerings
of our people, The great defect in all our alms.
giving is this—that it is not sufficiently system-
atic, It is not done by .rule or mothod. It is
uncertain and spasmodic. We seem {0 have for.
gotten the close association of alms with pray-
ors which is so conspicuous in Holy Scripture.
There are many among us who would be asham-
ed to think that they neglected their prayers,
but who have no scruple in stinting their alms-
They scarcely regurd their almsgiving as a re-
ligious daty, or as a sacrifice offered to God.
They think of it rather as an act of kindness on
their part towards some work or society in
which they happen to take a special interest.
Bat surely this arises in some degree from our

defective teaching. We do not sufficiently im-
press upon our people tho imp irtance and blest-
edness of this great Christian duty. We do not
urge upon them the question “How much vwest
thou unto my ILord ?” Sometimes we are
afraid to make our appeal lest wo should offend
them, and 80 ‘*woe have not because we ask
not.” O, again, we look too much to those
whe are accustomed to give; and when we
have received their contributions we are tempt-
ed to think that we have done what is neces-

sary. Bat I wish to impress upon you very

enrnestly the duty of appealing to those who
are not customary givers, and this as much for
their own sake us the good of the Church. They
are failing in their Christinn duty ; they are
losing the blessedness by our Lord to those who
give. Whatevor else they may be doing in their
Christian life, this one thing is lacking; God
has somewhat against thom, 2nd we must not
be afraid to tell them so. But there is one
other respect in which this part of our work is
defective ; we do not sufficiently regard the
smaller contributions of the poor, This has
long been & characteristic of the Church of Eng-
land, and it is a very serious mistako. Almost
every parish would furnish a sufficiont stuff of
trustworthy collectors, to oach of whom might
be assigned a manageable district where once a
week every house might be visited—or at least
the houses of the Church people—to collect ifit
were only one half-penny from esch family. In
the great majority of instances this would be
readily given, and the more readily when once
the custom was fuirly estublished. The Church
halfpenny, or, better still, the Church penny,
might do great things, aud not the least of them
would be the definite attachment of the givers
to the Chureh, and their feeling that they had,
as they themselves would regard it, a share in
the concern. I have calculated that the amount
which would be raised by a contribution of one
halfpenny & week from every Church family in

making men think that the great body of the
laity consists of the clergy only, or that the,
clergy only are the life of the body. The,
purpose of that succeesion is to link the € 'hurch;
from generation to generation by steps that can-
not be mistaken, from the first appointment of
the Apostles by our Lord. Thepurpose of’
that snccession i to make men feel the unity of
the body as it comes down the stream of his-

tory, and, if possibte, to touch their hearts with !
some sense of that power which the Lord be-

queathed when he sscended up om high and!.
gave gifts to men—more sense of that grace .
which He promised when He said that He

England would raise no less than £100,000 a
year. I8 it too much to hope that every one of
the clergy will make this experiment with what-
ever modifications they may think desirable ?
One-half of the amount might be retained, if
nece:sary, for parochial neod, and the rest given
10 a diocesan fand for assisting the various
works which are carried on.

It was because he
(the Birhop) bolieved thut this So
ciely bused its whole temperance
work upon the fonndation of the
Christian religion, that he wus so
rirepuous a nupportar of it—and it
war only by basing their work upon
n religious foundation that they
could nvoid that vicious onc-sided-
ners 1o which his friend had diawn
attention. They could not make
a pertect refurmation of & man's
charabter by simply irducing him
