DBut
surely visions more bright mever intoxicated the
bewildered brain of an insurance stockbolder than
those which must bave floated before the excited
fancies of the Provincial stockholdera as they list-
ened to the mellow eloquence of their chairman.
But after all these beatific visions had been played
out, came the practical part of the speech. The
Company must go on, It must do o safe business.
Ocenn marive and all that sort of nasty vnsafo bu-
siness must be lelt alone, and a different s'yle of
things brought about. The question natueally
arises, aa to how this olher state of things so dif-
ferent from ocean marive business, was to be
brought about. Iere it isin the chairmaun's own
words :—

 His belicf was that if they set an example of
confidence in the Compauy by insuring themselves,
that at the end of next year there would be a far
different state of things.”

Of courso the chairman was right. Who would
Le afraid to insure their lives in a Compnny which
had previously insured the lives of all its officers
and stockbolders from the President dowa to the
messenger? No body would bo nfraid to ride on o
train which carried the whole body of directors ;
and why sbould the public hesitate to insure their
lives in & company which did not hesitate to insure
the lives of all its own members. Surely if ever
there was o safe compeny, the Provincial Insuranco
compony, i the one.

What member, officer, or stockbolder of this com-
pany would, after jasuring his life in it, be so spite-
ful as to make away with Limself solely in order to
break down the company ? No stockholder would
be willing to allow twelve men to git on his corpse
for tbe mere purpose of killing off a compavy in
which be was a holder. No officer would sur-
reptitiously bring about bis own decenss, to busten
the dissolution of the Provincial, Therefore, in
cage the chairmaun’s hint is carried out, tho Provin-
cial ought to go ohead,

Besides, what & noble exnmple of confidence in
the Provincial would it not be, *hat the directors—
even tho directors of the Company—did not hesi-
tate to insure tho'r own valuable lives in it. It
would almost lead one to conjecture that the Pro-
vincial was euch a capital Insuravce Company, that
it beld out inducements to insurers to kill taem-
gelves immediately after tho roceipt of their poli-
cies, in order that their disconsolate relatione and
friends might have an opporluvily of expressing
their gratitude to the Company for the prompt aad
baundsome manner in which they would pay the
insurance money.
