nary Articles; and is it not notorious that
the §paniards have infifted, and do yet in-
fift, that their Pretenfions, founded upon a
Promife under the Hand of his late Majefty,
in the Year 1721, is confirmed by the faid
Pfcliminaries? And as they infilt to have
this presended Promife cleared and adjufted
in the Congrefs in thetr Favour ; fo as wé
maintain, on the other Hand, that tbefe Pre-
tenfions to Gibraliar, however founded, are
given up by this fecoind Article, it is equally
incumbent upon us to infift that the Pre-
Lminaries fhould be {0 explained in our Fa-
zour, as to exciude all Doubts and Quefti-
ons upon them for the futurce; for as this is
the moft tmportant Point with Relation to
Grear-Britaii, itis rcatonable that it fhould
be fccured to us, in this Treaty, by a parti-
cular Article to explain it, as fome other
Thingsof lefs Confequence have found,which
cem to require no Explanation, and are as
fully and clearly provided for, in the fecond
Article of this Treaty.

It muft be foviher obferved, fays the
Pamphleteer, that byihis Article, and by

We had his Excellency Mr. Ifaac
Lebenp’s vigorous Remonftrances at the Diet
" of Ratisbon, in the very Teeth of the Em-
peror, concurring in and affirming the fame

Charge. Nay, we had ftill much greater Au-
thority, even Authority from the Throne ; for
did not his late Majefty declarc that * he had
certain and undoubred Intelligence that it
was refolved to attempt-an Juoafion of thefe
Kingdoms, in Confequence of a fecret Ar-
ticle to this Purpofc, and was not the Zinpe-
vial Minifler ordered to depart the Kingdom,
in a very abrupt Manner, for denying aay
fuch Engagement or Defign in his Mafler’s
Name?

Yt this King, at the latter End of his
Rcign, was drawnin by Buckingbam to make
a falfc Reprefentation of the Spauih Affair
to his Parliament; which had its Effet fo
far, as to make Buckiugham a little popular
for the prefent,at his Majefty’s Expence ; but
as foon as'the Peoplc found themfelves im-
pofed upon, they gave no Credit to the A4/~
fertions and Affurauces of this lying Min-
fler any more.
Nay, we have a much later and more
remarkable Inftance of the Effet of any fup-~
( pofed Endeayoursto proffitute the Honour g:

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the Crown ; for it cannot be forgot thata cei~

tain Gentleman thought fit to make it an 4r-
ticle of Impeachient againft the late Earl of
Oxford,that he had corvaptedibe facred Foune
tainof Trushyand putﬁt{/}:oodJ into theMouth
of Majefty, in Order to obrain the Saiition
of Parliazient to bis traiterons Proceedings.

BuT,toconclude ; ifitis really true, thac
the Emperor and the King of Spain did en-
ter into alf, or any of thefe dangerous En-
gagements, Lcould with to fee them formal-
Uy renounced and anuibilated; for ] fill
think zhat a folemn-Caflation of the Trea-
ties of Vienna, would fecure thefe our moft
smportant Interefts more effectually than is
done by the fore mentioned Articles, which
leave them upon the precarious Foot of for-
mer Treaties, which we have already found
ineffeélual to thefe Ends.

F oRr, when different Interpretations have
been put upon the fame Treaties by different
Powers ; when Objedtions haye been ftarted
on both Sides; when contrary Claims and
Pretenfions have been made, and embroiled
Eurgpe for {everal Years; what other effcctual
Method can be ufcd to fecure us againft the
like Difputes and Difturbances for the future,
than finally to adjuft the Senfe of fuch

A~p if the Powers, with whom we are
concerned, do really underftand zbefe Ar-
 #¢/esin the fame Scxgk, which the Pampbie-

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teer hath put upon them, why fhould they
refufe to make useafy by a particilvr Fx
planation?  Or, if they do wctually refufe
this, 15 there any Room to doubt, that they
have fome Reafons for preferiing dark and
ambigsous Lerms?

BuT it may be objelied, fays the Pam-
phleteer, That Ihace mifpent my Tinie and
Labosr, in endeazonring to filence 1he Cla-
mours which bace been raifed apairft that
particslar Form of a Peace, which hath
been the Objett of our lare Negotiations,
fuce it does not appear that the King of
Spain is difpofed to accepr eveir of Locje
7¥rm'. Why truly that is a very maternal
Objellion, and may arifc pcerhaps from a
determined Refolution, not to come to
any Terms with us, after what hath p./fed,
without obtaining bis facourite Ends.

He tellsus indeed, butrwo Liues befure,
in his ufual felf-contradicting Stile, th.2t noi:e
of the Powers concerned hace hitherto gicen
guft Caufe 1o conclude 1hat they will rejeft
iz.

Lastry, Let us examine this Affarr
with refpect to the Time we have been about
it.
