| Teething Disorders

! Teething time has long been dread-
ed by young mothers; and while, of
course, every new thing that happens
{ to the baby is an ordeal to the mother
Tantil it is safely over, tHere is never
any cause for alarm in the perform-
ance of a natural function where the
child has been well and carefully pre-
pared for it. The well baby cuts his
i teeth easily and naturally, with no
!signs of any unusual happening ex-
cept perhaps a slight temperature or
scme- fretting over sore gums.

Many babies who have died might
have been saved if all their baby ills
had not been laid to “only:teething,”
and if a doctor had Been-ealled-instead
of trying various remedies advised by
neighbers. There is something wrong
ibesides teething when baby becomes
| very ill
| Disorders that may really be at-
Firfbuted to teothing are some fever,
| restlessness and fretting, ‘loss of ap-
| petite for 4 few days, and some tem-
{ porary indigestion shown by occasional
[vumiting, curds in the bowel move-
|

ments or green passages. If the dls-
turbance or symptoms continue for
more than a day or two some other
cause should be sought or at least a
doctor be consulted.

When there is fever or indigestion
the c¢hild should be given a dose of
castor oll at once, and his food weaken-
ed by adding more water or gruel to
the formula; or If he I8 a breast-fed
baby by giving water or barley
water just before nursing and then
shortening the length of time given to
nursing. Plenty of pure boiled water
must be given between meals,

Some babiés have a strong tendency
to constipation when they are cutting
teeth; in such cases more orange juice,
oatmeal gruel or milk of magnesia may
be needed for a few days,

Earache is ancther trouble. Dry
heat in the shape of a hot flannel or
the hot water bag should be applied,

Many babies have running at the
nose as if they had cold in the head.
{ The nasal passages should be Kept
clear by cleansing with boracic or
dropping up a little pure olive oil

Convulsions during teething are not
very common: bhut if /they should oc-
eur thru some complication a hot
bath and a dose of oll make the best
immediate treatment, Sometimes it
| is sufficient to put the feet and legs in
i Hot mustard water and keep the head
eonl with wet compresses, A doctor
| should be @alled at once, But let me
i repeat for the bhenefit of young mo-
thers convulsions caused by teething
are not nearly so common as many
nervous people would lead one to ex-
pect.

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WATER GARDENS

The Egyptian Lotus. Nol‘ﬁmbium.

Here we have one of the truest of
aquatics known, and ancient as the
dawn of Time.

Everyone knows that the Nelumbo
or sacred bean was adored by the
ancient Egyptians, but perhaps not so
many know that to the true natives
uf India the sacred ‘bean was even
more to he worshipped than the holy
woters of the River Ganges. 5

While the true Egyptlan has almost
entirely. bécome extinct. as a native
plant along the reaches of the River
Nile, it is still to be found in vast num-
bers among, the sacred waters of India.
The Egyptian lotus is understood by
most peoplé to mean the great 1%.k,
flowering plant so eommonly cultivat-
ed in large water gardens today. But
the true lotus was as snowy white as
cur own native water lily.

However, the plant has been culti-
vated and improved so assiduously by
amateurs and professionals that now
one can have pinks and yellows and
whites ad infinftum..

The great circular leaves of the
various lotus plants do not lie floating
upon the waters as those of the nym-
phaes do, but as a rule, stand well up
otrit of the water, from two to four
feet. These immensce leaves are de-
cldedly tinged often with a soft bluish
green, a splendid foil for the blos-
soms.

Towards the end cf June, and for
long weeks afterwards, the fragrant
flowers, often six to ten Inches across,
are- freely produced and are beyond
description.

All the lotus plants. are perfectly
hardy, if the tubers are planted deep
encugh to escape bheing frozen. This
means that here the lotus cannot be
grown in very shallow ponds without
some adequate winter protection.

You wlill have to send to the aquatic
mwan for your lotus roots, and he will
not send you roots very early, because
these roots cannot be very easily
handled before the growing season.
Therefore, you will need to plant these
roots at once in thé permanent place
you have prepared for them.

There should be no difficuity in
growing these fine aquatics since the
one great necessity is protection from
frost, and also the absolute need for
a very deep rooting spot. 4

HOW COAL GAS I8 MADE.

An interesting lecture on the history,
manufacture and uses of coal gas was
given before the first and senior classes
in chemistry of the Toronto Technical
High School, Wednesday night, by Mr.
George W. Allen of the Consumers’
Gas Company.

Before entering upon his . subject
proper, the lecturer briefly glanced at
the means eniployed for artificial’ light-
ing—chiefly oil lamps and candles—be-
fore the possibility of lighting by gas
was discovered. This, like the other
portions of.the discourse, was illustrat—
ed by lantern views, of which some~
thing like ninety in all were presented.
With preliminary chat of this kind
the lecturer led up to the first branch
of his subject, “The History of Coal
Gas,” showing that there are three
claimants for the honor of first discov-—
€ering that the distillation of coal yield-
ed a luminous gas, but to Murdoch, a
Scotchman, is due the credit of having
put the invention to practical and com..
mercial use. At Redruth, in Cornwall,

4 in the year 1792, he carried out a num-

ber of experiments upon the distilla-
tion of different classes of coal, and
lighted his house and office with gas
derived therefrom. Nowadays we are
all interested in motor cars, either as
users of them or as grumblers at the
reckless way in which other people use
them, and it is interesting to learn
that Murdoch—in this as in other re-
spects long before his time—was a pio-
neen In this method of locomotion. He
constructed an engine, which ran on
wheels, and, much to the alarm of the
natives, used to drive home on this
when his day’s work was done,

A description was next given of the
numerous processes involved in the
manufacture of gas. Here the lantern
proved useful in the way of making
clear technical descriptions which ft
would otherwise have been difficult to
follow. Explanations were also given
regarding numerous residential pro-
ducts which are derived in the manu-
facture of gas. These, at one time
thrown away as of no use,
turned to valuable account,

'Ma.ny fine views of the Toronto Gas
Works were shown and ably described.

GOLD HOLDINGS OF THE WORLD.

According to the estimate made by
the director of the mint, in his. latest’
report, the world's stock of gold as at
Dec, 81, 1912, showed an increase of 75
per cent. as compared with the estimat-
ed amount on the corresponding -date
in 1899, thirteen years before, The
figures are $8,480,700,000 and $4,841,-
000,000, the increase being $3,639,700,-
000, of which $859,800,000, or nearly
oneé-quarter, was seoured by the Unitf-
ed States. The next greatest increase
was made by France, which up to 1909
had added $389,400,000 to her stock,
whlle Indla, at the end of 1912, mwde
a galn of $851,800,000 upon a stoek of
only $22,200,000 in 1900, This is by far
the largest proportional ‘anroue,' and
sufficiently illustrates the phemomenal
absorption of gold by the great Bri.
tish dependency, Argentina, which
had practically mo stock of gold In
1900, by Jan. 1, 1918. had accurhulated
no ' less than $281,400,000, a striking
proof of the volume of its production.
Canada, during the same period, raised
her gold stock from $20,000,000 to
$147,800,000, or more than seven times.
The United Kingdom {increaded from
§486,700,000 to $730,900,000, but as the
creditor of the world has a large re-
serve repregented in the hoardings of
other countries.

This large increase in the world’s
stock of gold has no 'doubt been an
element in the rise of prices which
has been so marked during the year
covered by the report of the director of
the mint, Yet, as compared with the
even vaster development in the world's
business, it has proved none top much
for the needs of tpday. Little of the
vellow metal taken by India and Egypt
has beéen returned, and this withdraw-
al has been serious enough to become
an important factor in exchange., The
future, too, is not without its elements
of uncertalnty, The Rand mines, for
s0 long the principal contributor to the
world's gold supply, have apparently
passed their zenith and so far no ogher
source promises to flll their place. But
during the years when their produc-
tion decreages other deposits may be
discovered sufficlent to redress the
balance. British Guiana, for example,
where only the coastal fringe has been
explored, is saild to possess valuable
potentialities, and the wonder is why
this obscure British possession lhas
not been more thoroly prospected. In
the immediate future attention wlll be
concentrated on the operation of the
new banking and currency law in the
United States, which, some authorities
hold, may result in a release of part at
least of the $1,879,500,000 standing at
credit of our neighbors’ goid account.

The Soclalist
candidate ingreased his vote from 134 in
December, 1010, to 816, a much less
considerable gain than was anticipated.
While Mr. Masterman's defeat entails
® loss of two votes on.a division, the
figures do not {ndicate any marked re-
volt against the policies of Mr. As-
quith s government. It is significant,
too. that the lssue was mainly fought
by the Unionist tandidate on the In-
surance Act, which has not yet been
sufficiently long in operation to bring
its benefits home to the mass of work-
€rs. TS

COMFORTS FOR THE IMMIGRANT.

The steerage accommodations on
many ocean liners today are superior
to those of the first cabins at the time
Charles Dickens visited America. Bath-
rooms were then unknown at sea, and
Dickens was obliged to bathe seated in
his stateroom with his feet in a foot-
tub in the outer passage. The steerage
passenger, at present, has the use not
only of private staterooms and bath-
rgoms, but of special laundries. The
comforts enjoyed by immigrant pas-
sengers on the S8. Imperator and S8.
Vaterland of the Hamburg-American
Line establish a high standard for
steerage accommodations, In place of
the large sleeping room provided for
immigrants, the steerage has been ar-
ranged with private rooms holding two,
four or six passengers. A spacious din-
ing-room, well lighted and ventilated,
is also provided, while the meals are
served by special stewards, speaking
all the languages of the cosmopolitan
passengers, The innovation has proved
80 successful that similar steérage ac-
commodations have been installed on
other ships of the line—the Amerika,
Kaiserin Auguste Victoria, President
Lincoln and President Grant.

Yesterday the debate on the address
from the throne was begun in earnest
and the Liberal orators laid on to the
onslaught, with N. W. Rowell well in
the van.

A survey in London had shown
that a family could not live on less
than $597, and yet the average income
of many was only $445. It was good to
help men in prisons, but it was better
to help them when out.

IN.GREAT STORM?.

Terrific Gale of Five Days
Preceded Discovery of
Life Belt.

OTTAWA, Feb. 19.—~An explanation
't of the finding of a life preserver from
Stefansson’'s Arctic ship;, the Karluk,
at' Kivaline, Alaska, last October, is
given in a letter received by George
J. Desbarats, deputy minister of naval
affairs, from the department of the
interior at Washington. This letter ex-
plains that shortly before Oct. 10, the
date G, H. Maguire, an official of the
department of education for the United
Btates ‘at Kivalina, found the life-pre—
server, there was one of the worst
storms ever recorded in that part of the
country.
An extract from Maguire's letter
reads: “We have just passed thru per-
haps the very worst storm that has
n kiown here for years. It con#
tinued. for five days and flooded the
back lands as far as the foothills.
“After the storm passed, a native
brought me a life-preser¥gr which had
‘ﬂoated in marked Karluk, and if that
8 the name of one of Stefansson’s boats
it may signify trouble.”
The . last authentie word received
about the Karluk stated that she had
ken away .from the ice on Sept. 25
at a.point about 70 miles east of Point
OW. The distance from Kivalina
t Point Barrow is 150 miles.
Mr. Desbarats explains that it would
be impossible for a life preserver to
come down to Kivalina from near Point
OW, because the current runs north-
Ward.

Beef prices are, and have been so high,
that the public cannot afford to use as
large a quantity.

Then again the quality of fully two.
third of the cattle oftered as fat is only
that of good feeders in a thriving con-
dition, for which the dyover has paid
the farmer the price that ‘well-finished
animals shouid be bought for.

The drover brings these half fat cattle
on the market expecting the packers and
wholesale butchers to pay him an ad-
vance upon what he paid the farmer,

The prices at the present time on the
Toronto market are higher than on any
other market on the continent for the
same oclass of cattle, and in the coun-
try from which this market receives its
supplies they are still higher.

A good many people got it into their
heads that there was going to be a
scarcity of cattle, which up to the pre-
sent there has not been, and from what
we can gather from farmers and drovers
there is not likely to be, and on the
other hand there will be plenty to sup-
ply all demands, but the drover ought
to give the farmer ample time to finish
and make good quality beef out of his
cattle.

CATTLE IN ARGENTINA,

The board of agriculture have rececived,
thru the foreign office, from H. M. min-
ister of Buenos Ayres, Sir R: Tower, on
the cattle show.at that town in 1913.

Sir R. Tower states that the animals
exhibited show the evolution which has
taken -place during the last decade in
the herds and flocks of Argentina. Until
a few yearsfago a certain number of
fine specimens were exhibited at the an-
nual shows, but the animals generally
were lacking in uniformity of type, and
had, in addition, many otner faults. The
exhibits in' 1913, however, demonstrated
the efficacy of the work done to improve
the stock of the republic, and the abil-
ity of the native farms to produce ani-
mals equal to, if not surpassing, those
imported from abroad.

Some hundreds of animals are annually
imported into Argentina, and it is esti-
mated that the average dead-weight of
cattle has been increased by about 260
ibs. per head as a result of this policy.

Shorthorns and Herefords are most In
favor in the Argentine, Aberdeen Angus
ranking third in the public estimation.
The record price of £7000 was realized
at the show in 1918 for the champion
Shorthorn local-bred bull, while the ‘‘re-
served’’ champion realized £3900, and the
“¢irst prize, third class,” £3700. The
nighest prices wnich have been paid for
