“If there is one thing more than an-
other that appeals to me .as an ab-
solute essential necessity,” said Mr.

SIXTY CROWN WITNESSES
INJARDINE MUBDER GASE

Comes Up for Trial Tuesday—Re-
port That Prisoner is in Failing
Health Denied,

GODERICH, April 6.—Crown Attor-
ney Seager has announced that there
will be 60 crown witnesses called to tesy
tify against Edward Jardine, When, on
Tuesday next, he comes up for trial,
charged with the murder of Lizzie An-
derson. Only about 35 witnesses gave
evidence at the various sessions of the
inquest, and the increased number
shows that the crown has not been idle
in the interval.

A recent report stated that Jardine
was in failing health, since his alleged
confession a few weeks ago, and that
he was losing flesh. On the contrary,
he is gaining steadily in health, and
the jail officlals state that they see no
change in his conduct. Neither his re-
ported confession, nor the approach-
ing trial seem to affect him in any way.

RADIUM ORES AND SAPPHIRE.

At the Apstrallan Science Congress .

recently-h in 8ydney, Douglis Maw-
son, one of the scientists who accom-
panied thle Shackleton expedition to
the Soutl/ Polar reglons, made the fol-
lowing statement regarding the recent
discoveries of radium-bearing miner-
als in the Mt. Paintér field {n South
Australia: i

“It's a wonderful area for the oc-
currence of rare minerals. Among the
more important we have found there
are radium ores, monazite and sap-
phire. The sapphire is not of gem
quality, but it has been quoted at $340
per tom. ‘There is an enormous lode
carrying it—one of the biggest in. the
world. The radium lode, too, is & re-
markable formation. There Is an out-
‘crop for three miles at a helght of
1000 feet above the valley adjolning.
In this outcrop there is maneanifer-
ous iron ore containing scattered crys-
stals of the radium-bearing minerals,
tobernite and altunite.

“A small company has been formed
to open up this formation and see ex-
actly what is there. The encroachment
of the ore as sinking proceeds is al-
ready reported, but operations have
only just started. We expect to get
down to pitchblends. The company is
called the Radium Extraction Company
of South Australia, and we intend to
erect extraction works at Port Pirle,

which is an ideal place for such an -

BIG LINER STRANDED
 ON'LONG [SLAND GOST

Has Suffered No Damage as Yet—
1720 Passengers on Board—
Attempt Release To-day.

NEW ' YORK, April 6.—Seventeen
hundred and twenty passengers, with-
in sight of the first of the big lights
which marked the finish of their trans-
Atlam!c voyage, spent a sleepless night,
to-night on the great steamship Prin-
zess lrene of the North German Liloyd
Line,fast in the sands off the seaward
coast of Long Island, on the edge ut the
“Graveyard of the Atlantic,” and less
than 50 miles from the harbor of New
York. As night fell, a high ground
swell was battering the. full height of
the vessel's superstructure.

After running her big nose in the
sand during the fog early this morning,
the liner lay helpless thruout the day,
surrounded by tugs and revenue cut-
ters; efforts to pull her free at amer-
noon high tide failed and because of a
rough sea no transfer of passengers

reached to leave all hands on board
vending renewed attempts to drag her
clear early to-morrow morning. 1t
these fall, transfer will be made to the
Prinz Friedrich Wilhelm of the same
line, which will be sent to the ecene
from her dock here soon after day-
break.

At low water this evening,the strand-
ed liner lay with her length of 525 feet
broadside to the beach.on the one
hand and the sea and wind on the
other. The incoming tide urged on
With a wind which increased during the
evening to nearly 20 miles an hour,
rocked the vessel visibly, as seen from
the shore and’ every other swell roi.sl
up her black sides and spat about her
whité superstructure. The fog of the
morning had been blown away and a
wisp of moon lighted the scene.

Life Guards Patrolled Beach.

As the night wore on, lifeguards pa-
trolled the beach with surf boats and
buoys, in readiness for any emergen-
cles and pinned uttle faith in the
s.turdy efforts of the tugs to pull the |
liner off. They recalled the grounding
of the St. Paul some yvears ago, and
how she was stuck fast for ten days
in just such a sandy bed. Two big
wrecking tugs, however, kept their lines
to the stern of the ship and reinforced
by the derelict destroyer Seneca, walit-
ed for the' further aid of the tide after
midnight. The scene of the grounding
is about ten miles east of Fire Islana,
approximately 46 miles from the bat-
tery and 1000 feet from the beach of
treacherous sand pit, which ekirts the
outer edge of Long Island. Creeping
carefully in the murky weather, the
Prjinzess Irene did not strike hurd.

Captain- Goddard and six veterans
from the Lone Hill Life Saving Station,
who went out to'the Prinzess when they
sighted her in fog this morning, ae-
cided to remain aboard all night to do
what they might to reassure the more
nervous passengers. On the beach
Capt. Chas. W. Baker, feasoned with
25 years’ experlence with the treacher-
ous sand bars, remained in his. oil skins
all night, and with him, six men were
ready to put out a life boat or shoot a
breeches buoy line if the wind assumed
the proportions of a storm. He said it
wouid be easy to cast a line to the
stranded vessel in case of necessity, as
she was so near the beach.

First Big Task of Winter,

Tho the Teteran life-savers have seen
many a worse night than this, Capt.
Baker said this was their first big task
this winter. He felt of the weather
and noted the increasing breeze, which
came from the most undesirable quar-
ter—the southwest—but doubted if it
would develop into a real storm. But to
the small crowd of spectators who ven-
tured to cross the bay from Sayville,
Long Island, to catch a glimpse of the
liner, it lodked more threatening, altho
Capt. Baker assured the onlookers that
the liner’'s watertight . compartments
would keep her dry, evem if some of
her plates were eprung by the strain.

In the eighteen hours the steamer
had been stuck, up to midnight, she
had suffered no apparent damage, altho
during the early hours of the night
she was moved a point by the sweiling
seas. From bow to amidships her hull
was caught in the grip of the sands,
but the incoming tide swung her from
north-northwest to due northwest,
where she rocked with considerable list
to port. \ ’

Meanwhile, a number of boats man-
oeuvred about the Prinzess, but no o#e
attempted to board her on account of
the treachevous ground swell. A visit-
ing card was cast up on the beach
bearing the name of “Mrs. Monroe F.
Ellis” and written on the back were
the names of Mrs. Anna Wey and Miss
Taft.

A& to potatoes, the resultant alcohol
possésses an oily flavor which would be
particularly unpleasant if not ergdic_ated
by rectification.—Chicago News.

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Wheat Has an Early Advance
- Suddenly Turns Weak Again

Chicago Market Leses More Than

Their Contncts‘——Wiuipgg Options Easier.

'CHICAGO, April 6.—After showing
a good advance, wheat to-day closed-
weak at 5-8 to 3-4 decline compared
with 24 Lours before. One reason for
the setback was a widely: circulated
private crop report, declaring that
winter wheat has gained 2.6 per cent.
on condition since December. Comm
finished a shade to 1-4 down; oats off
1-8 to 1-4, and bog products 7 1-2 to
17 1-2 loss.. In connection with the
improvement said to have taken place
in fall sown wheat, the assertion was
made that for.the corresponding period
during the last five years there was an
average *decline of 5 per cent. The
coming yield was estimated at 516,000,-
000 bushels against 473,000,000 bushels
for the season previous. Quite a lot of
new crop whedt was sold here to-day
by elevator concerns, and had a de-
pressing effect on the market. At the
same time cash business dwindled al-
most to nothing, the total amount of
eales being exactly one car. Early in
the day prices were bearishly affected
by rain on sections of thé spring wheat
belt, and because of signs that ship-
ments would heavily increase from the
Shérts, * however,” grew
nervous, in view of despatches telling
about big sales of flour at Minneapolis,
alleging a revival of spot demand there
for wheat.

A sudden bulge followed in the pit
hére, but a still sharper reaction oc-
curred whem attempts were made to
sell on a large scale at the advance.
In consequence, the figures of the ses-
sion came in the last 15 minues before
the gong. May ranged from 85 3-8 to
1-2 to 87 1-8, and closed weak 5-8 to 3-4
down at 85 1-2 to 5-8.

Country selling of cash corn late in
the day more than offset the influence
of wet weather, which up to that time
had acted as a buoy for prices. Ship-

fluctuated between 47 5-8 to 3-4 and
48 3-8, closing steady at 47 8-4, a net
loss of 1-8. Cash grades were steady.

It wasa tame day in the oats crowd;
prices followed the action of corn. May
varied from 30 1-4 to 30 3-8 to 3-4, and
in the end was 1-8°to 1-4 off at 30 1-4 to
8+8. Free selling by packers explained
a. decline all around in provisions. The
result of the day’'s trading was to cut
down pork: by 12 1-2 to 17 1:2: lard 10

JPECIAL PROTEGTION

Taft Writes Redmond That He Wil
Bring Matter Before Next
Regular Coﬁgress.

LONDON, April 6.—John E. Red-
mond, leader of the Irish parliamen-
tary party, has glven out the corre-
spondence between himself and Presi-
dent Taft concerning a proposition to
secure by special legislation protection
in the United States of the Irish na-
tional trade mark. .

In a letter dated March 11, Mr. Red-
mond calls attention to the increase of
exports from  Ireland to the United
States, and says that an attempt was
recently made by an American citi-
zen to procure the registration of a
mark identical in design with the Irish
mark. In view of the injurious effect
such an attempt, if successful, would
have on the export of Irish goods, and
because the American law has no pro-

on by which the national trade

'k of Ireland can be registered, as |

the’ United Kingdom, Mr. Redmond
asks the president to use his “powerful
influence in securing the passage of a
special act recognizing the Irish na-
tional trade mark,” so that it may ob-
tain registration in the United States.

Replying to this letter on March 20,
President Taft writes: ‘I think such a
provision would be a fair and equitable
one.” The president admits that he is
getting opinions on the subject from
the secretary of the interior and the
commissioner of patents.

In a letter date dMarch 27, the pre-
sident states that he is' forwarding
copies of- letters from the secretary and
the commission which had not been
glven put, concerning the proposition
to amend the law by making provision
for. national trade marks. The presi-
dent, in concluding, says: ;

‘“I am very doubtful whether this is
likely to be considered at the extra
session, but I shall certainly bring it to
the attention of congress at the regu-
lar session in December.”

WICHICAN ANTI-SHLODN
EIUE TS SETBIK

Superintendent of League Admits
Not Ready Yet For State-
wide Prohibition,

LANSING, Mich., April 6.—(Special)
—Eighteen of Michigan’'s counties,
eleven dry and seven wet, have voted
on the ptrohibition ‘question this week
and their electors have given the anti-
saloon league the greatest setback
it has yet received in Michigan.

Three years ago tHat organization
carried ten counties. | The Hquor in-
terests looked on passively. Two
years ago 18 more counties went dry.
The liquor interests began to take
notice. In 1910, 36 counties voted.
‘When the election was over 40 countles

had been adopted. The liquor dealers
organized and began a campaign of
education.

This week came the test of the sani-
ty and reasoning powers of the citi-
zens. The results were not comsoling
to the anti-saloon league’s prosperous
agitators. Only 38 counties now have
the prohibitery law, and Superintend-
ant George W. Morrow, of the anti-
saloon league announces that Michi-
gan is not yet ready for state wide
prohibition. Michigan tried prohibi-
tion from 1853 to 1873, and then re-
jected it. In this week's election the
anti-gsaloon league lost three big coun-
ties, which had tried prohibition for
two years, and gained only one hith-
erto wet county. Contests are in pro-
gress which are likely to reduce the
total of wet counties to 36.
