T WRECK OF HE STELA

Inhuman Conduct Charged Against
People Connected With the
Rescuing Vessel.

SURVIVORS: WERE MADE T0 PAY

For Refreshments After Being
Picked Up From the Icy Waters
' “by the Vera.

New York, April 16.—The London cor-
respondeént of The Herald cables the fol-
lowing:

The horror caused by the wreck of the ex-
cursion steamer Stella on the Casket Rocks
off the Guernsey coast at Easter has far
from subsided. In fact, sympathy has now
glven place to a feeling of indignation, the
cause of which will require a deal of ex-
plaining away to the coroners enquiry,
which is to be held next week,

Burvivors were invited to attend, if they

conld throw any light on the speed of the
vessel at the time of the disaster, as it had
been suggested that the Stella was going at
full speea turough rog, but some unéxpected
information was forincoming in anotuer di-
rection,

Castaways Badly Treated.

It had been rumored that when two boat
loads of castaways from the BStella were
rescued and taken on board the Vera, also
belonging to the London and Southwestern
Rallway Company, they had to pay for
such food as they required. Evidence at the
t¢-l_r‘|lc,|nh'y has proved that this is ounly too

When, after being afloat all night in the
cold and fog In open boats, they were taken
on board the Vera, they were offered noth-
ing in the shape of stimulant or food, not
heing helped to even a cup of coffee, and
from those who did go into the saloon pay-
ment for whatever they got was demanded,
Had it not been for assistance from some
of the Vern's passengers, the shipwrecked
ones would have fared badly. *

Was Driving Too Fast,

Rome, April 16.—The thanksgiving mass at
8t. Peter's Cathedral, which was postpou-
ed, on account of the fliness of His Holl-
ners, from the anniversary of the corona-
tion, was celebrated to-day in the Basilica,
which was thronged with diplomats, repre-
sentatives of the Eastern patriarchates and
foreign notables. The Pope entered by an
interlor staircase, communicating with the
‘Chapel of the Holy Sacrament, at half-
past 10 this morning.

GERMAN CHUISER CORMORANT

On the Way to Strengthen the Ger~
man Forces at Samoa—She
Had a Mishap.

Berlin, April 16.—The protected crulser
Cormorant, according to relluble fnforma-
tlon obtained by the Assoclated Press, 1%
just now the only German .vessel on her
way to strengthen the German force at
Apla, Samoan lslands, The gunboat Moewe
has arrived at Matupl, New Britain, off
the coast of Kalser V\Hhehnnlund, the Ger-
man protectorate in southeast Fapua, from
which point she may be ordered to Apla
speedily, if the situvation should demand.
Both the Cormorant (1640 tons displace-
ment), and the Moewe (848 tons displace-
ment), are much smaller and of less tight-
ing power than the protected cruiser
Hertha (5650 tons displacement), which is
now on the way to Asian waters, where,
on her arrival, the total German squadron
will have a displacement of 40,000 tons and
an equipment of 3400 men. ‘The protected
eruiser Geler (1776 tons displacement) is
now beginning a cruise along the Pacific
coast of the United States.

Cormorant Had an Accident,
Brisbane, Queensland, April 16.—The Ger-
man protected cruiser Corimporant, en route
for Samoa from China, has arrived here.
She reports that on March 25 she struck
a_reef in the Bismarck archipelago,between
Kaiser Whilhelms!land and New Ireland,
where she remaiped fast for six days.

International COyclists’ Association
Refuse to Recognize the
Outlaws.

New York, April 16.—George 1. McCarthy
of the L.A.W. Press Committee, In speak-
ing of the action taken by the Interna-
tional Cyclists’ Assoclation at Paris on
the request of the Canadian Wheelmen's
Association, that N.C.A. riders be allowed
to compete In the world’s championship
at Montreal in August, says:

“The report sent out from N,C.A. head-

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BAD BLAZE IN CLEVELAND.

Hundreds of Girls in the Building
When the Fire Broke Out—
Several Injured,

LNSSSAIDTO BE ABOUT $700,000

Comey & Johnsomn and Hart &
Co.,, Hat Manufacturers, Lose
!’helr Stocks.

Cleveland, O., April 15.—The Iimmense
wholesale millinery establishment of Hart
& Company, occupying an entire block,
from Bank to Academy-streets, 18 burning
and will probably be entirely destroyed.
The third alarm has been sent in. Ambu-
lances have also been called, and it 1s re-
perted that a number of llves have been
Jost. :

_ Later it was sald by the firemen that
no liwes had been lost, but that several
persons had been injured. The flames are
spreading. Twenty engines, a water tower
and two fire hoats are throwing a perfect
deluge of water into the burming bullding.

The fire originated in the four-storey
brick building occupled by Comey and
Johnson, hat manufacturers, and spread
with lightning rapidity throughout the
entire structure, and to the adjoining brick
block occupled by Hart & Company, whole-
sale milliners, and several other firms.
Both buildings are doomed. The loss so
far is roughly estimated at a hailf
million dollars. Both bulldings were crowd-
ed with hundreds of girls. Many of them
were carried down the fire escapes by the
firemen.

About a dozen men were cut off from
escape in the Hart building, and ran to
the roof and began crying for assistance.
The crowd below looked on, begging the
unfortunates to wait for the ladders. The
firemen eventually succeeded In getting all
safely to the ground. The Injured so far
as known at this hour are: ;

DIVORCE IN ENGLAND.

The London Law Courts Have a
,Great Batch of Matrimonial
Suits on Their Hands,
London, April 16.—The list of cases set
down for forthcoming trial when the law
courts re-assemble after any vacation is al-
ways full of Interest. The London law
conrts re-opened after the Easter vacation
on Tuesday, with a list of matrimonial cases
and divorces of umprecedented bulk. At
present there are 221 matrimonial petitions

awalting trial. of which 152 are undefended.
One hundred and fourteen of these are hus-
bands’ petitions for dissolution of marriage,
and in 77 cases wives are petitioning for
divorce. The others are for judicial sepa-
ration and nullity suits.

An Englishman Won.

Paris, April 16.—The first great bicycle
match of the season came off to-day at the
Parc des Princes.

A Little Fusilade Inaugurated by Re-

bellious Villagers in China,
Near Hong Kong.

BRITISH RETURNED THE FIRE.

Some Chinamen Were Killed and
the Disturbers Scattered to
the Hills,

Hong-Kong, April 17.—The villagers of
Tai-Poo-Su, one of the mnewly-acquired
places in the British territory on the Hong-
Kong mainland, who broke out in rebel-
lion on Friday, burned some of the British
matsheds and then retired to the hills,
fired upon the British troops who were sent
to quell the disturbances. The British

returned the fire, scattering the Chinese
and killing some, The British suffered no
casualties.

The, Chinese
headmen sent a deputation to apolbgize for
the disorders.

PHONE USERS- MUST PAY.

Bell Company Decide That the Use
of Telephones by Borrow-
ers Must Cease,

MUST PAY THE SLOT MACHINE

New Instrument to Bring Income
T From a New Source Not Like-
1y to be Popular.

For the purpose of preventing the free
use of the telephone by persons who are
not entitled to the privilege of communi-
cation, the Bell Telephone Company have
adopted the nickel-in-the-slot machine to
open up a new source of revenue. The
company gomplaln that their telephones
are very improperly used by a large num-
ber-f persons, especially their instruments
in drug stores, grocery establishments, and
hotels—who pay nothing whatever for ser-
vice, which in many cases must be of
great valde. Business people who have
telephones in their estabiishments are us-
ually willing to oblige apy person who
politely asks for the iavor, and they are
in a measure repaid for their courtesy by
the popularity which attaches to a kind-
ly act which costs them nothing. In fact,
some subscribers go so far as to provide
an extra ‘“phone” with a switch for the
use of their customers and the public
generally. The company’s regulations state
that in some semi-public places as many
as a hundred people a day use the instru-
ments promiscuously, and thus entail a
large amount of work upon their staff, for
which they receive no remuneration what-
ever. "The five-cent-in-the-slot instrument
is to be distinet from the ordinary tele-
phone in the office or store. Some of them
are already iu operation, but as yet ihey

are not very eagerly sought after. It may
be doubted if the new device will ever
become popular with the public. This is

not because the system is difficult to un-
derstand. The person desirous of using
the instrument calls up the .central, who
respond by request to put five cents In
the slot. If this is done an indicator be-
fore the central operator signals that the
money has been duly deposited. The num-
ber required is then cailed, and the user
can proceed with his business; but if no
money is put into the slot there is no ser-
vice so far as the central is concerned.
It is the intention of the company to keep
a strict watch on all private ‘‘phones”
where there is a slot instrument available,
to see that the former are not put to an
improper use. The young ladies in the
exchange become so well acquainted with
the voices of those who ordinarily operate
the telephone that it will be no difficult
matter to detect the use of it by-a stran-
ger. Many subscribers have already ex-
pressed their dislike for the lnnovatlog.
which, théy say, is likely to prove an lu-
convenience and a nuisance. They say
that the advantage they derive from the
use of the telephone will be materially re-
dvoeed in this way. A man who has an
office in the city equipped with an instru-
Fment may be in another part of the town
and anxious to communicate with those in
his employ. For this purpose he uses a
friend’s telephone, but under the new ar-
rangement he will be prohibited from doing
so, and to him the five-cents-in-the-slot
arrangement will be a distasteful impost,
which he ought not to be called upon to

pay.

| tool, Chambers, succeeded in Inducing Eng-
lish and American officials to intimidate the
people.

ONEELECTION AGENT MURDERED

The Duke of Arcos Goes to Wash-
ington, and There is a Shuffle
of Diplomats,

JOINED THE GREAT MAJORITY.

Remains of John J, Madden, Who
Died in Rochester, Interred in
St. Michael’s Cemetery.

The remains of the late John J. Madden,
who died in Rochester, were brought to the
city and conveyed to his late home at 68
Wellington-avenue. The funeral took place
on Saturday to St. Mary’s Church, where
high mass was celebrated by Rev. Father
Sherldan, and thence to 8t. Michael’s Ceme-
tery.

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GREAT BRITAIN AND THE UNITED
S STATES, : e
The so-called alliance, or entente cordiale,
between the United States,and Great Britain
ought to be as satisfactory to the former
country as we know it is to the latter. While
the British are slobbering over their new
ally, the Americans are attending strictly
to business, and pushing out their tentacles
into every country where there is business
to. be done. John Bull need not fear that
Uncle Bam will ever declare war aga'nst
him. Uncle 8am is quietly but surely cut-
ting the ground from under his feet. An
industrial war has already been declared,
and unless Great Britain soon realizes the
strength of the forces that are
opposed to her she will wake
up some fine morning and find herself, if
not a second-rate power, at least the inferior
by long odds of the United States. Her
stubborn adherence to free trade is one of
the economic fallacles that handieap Great
Britain in the fight for commercial suprem-
acy, but it is not her only weakness. Great
Britain is now face-to-face with a rival that
is fired with the enthusiasm and zrabition
of youth. Great Britain is set ‘n her ways,
and her'ways are ancient, The United States
is always on the alert to cast aside the old
and adopt the new. Her conservatism and
adherence to custom is what is hampering
Great Britain more than anything else. She
Is too slow to adopt nmew methods. Jt Is
almost impossible for us to belleve that
Scotland Yard, the great police headquar-
ters of London, is without a telephone, yet
such Is the fact. The United States made
as much headway in Introducing the tele-
phone in five years as Great Dritain has
made in twenty. Great Britain is simply
not in it with the United States in the
manufacture of electric machinery, and it is
only during the past year or two that the
people of Great Britain have recognized the
advantage of electric street cars. Great
Britaln is as badly in-need of a shaking up,
commercially, as some of the decadent ra-
tions are politically. Only a few years ago—
less than filve—Great Britain was recognized
as the greatest producer of Iron and steel
in the world. The United States now enjoys
that proud distinction. The Americans are
taking away the trade of the British in the
latter’'s own territory. The British bridge-
builders failed to secure the contract for the
now-famous bridge in the Sondan because
they required twice as long to complete it
as the Philadelphia firm, and the latter's
quotation was about one-half that of “the
lowest English tenderer. The same disparity
exists between the two countries In the
manufacture of locomotives, steam cngines,
electric and a1 other kinds of machinery.
Another illustration of the success that is
being attained by American meznufacturers
in competing with Great Britain in foreign

business is the announcement that the Mary-
land Steel Company has been awarded a con-
tract to supply the Chinese Eastern Rallroad

with 75,000 tons of steel ralls. It was only
a short time #dgo that the same company
received an order for 60,000 tons of steel
rails for the Russian transcontinental Iine.
If Great Britain Is to hold her own against
her vigorous American rival, there will have
to be some kind of a regeneration or revolu-
tion among her people. We in Canada are
in many ways much more progressive than
the people of the Motherland. We Lave, in
addition, the raw materials, without which
great industries are impossible. Within it-
self Great Britain has not the ghost of a
show to hold its own with the United States
in the markets of the world. But If the
Little England ided#® were called in, and an
Imperial policy substituted, an Indastrial

revolution might be effected. A true Imperial

policy would attract British capital to what-
ever part of the Empire it would be most
effective. In a large number of industries,
the best field for British capital is right here
in Canada. British iron manufacturers will
lose their trade if they stay where they are.
By coming to Canada and taking advantage
of our unequalled facilities, they may yet
hold their own with the Americans, £nd per-
haps again surpass them,

If it is good policy to have
a gap of a quarter of a mile between the
eity and suburban lines on Avenue-road, jt
should be equally good policy to have a
similar gap at all other points where the
two systems come together. Why doesn’t
Ald. Lamb move to prevent the Metropoli-
tan Rallway from using that portion of their
tracks within the city limits? The company
has no franchise to use electricity on this

move to secure a quarter of a mile gap
between the tracks of the Toronto Raiflway
Company and those of the Metropolitan? It
would be just as reasonable to have this
break In the Yonge-street electric service
as to refuse the extension up Avenue-road.
Ald. Laml’s argument that thé extension
of the Toronto system to the city limits on
Avenue-road would benefit the residents of
the Township of York applies to every part
of the city system that extends to the
municipal limits. Following out his theory,
it would be impossible to have a radial rail-
way system with Toronto as the hub. Ex-
tension would be impossible, because in
every case the township is benefited. There
Is no doubt that a big majority of the
citizens of Toronto disapprove of Ald.
Lamb’s dog-in-the-manger policy. The city
will be benefited as much as the township
by the extension of the line to Mouqt
Pleasant, Ald. Lamb’s statement that the
number of visitors to the cemetery does not
average more than fifty per day is ridicn-
Jous. Even if the statement were true, it
would only prove that the absence of proper
communication with the cemetery prevents
people from visiting it. As for the argu-
ment that the extension should not be sanc-
tioned unless the part of the township bene-
fited consents to become incorporated in the
city, there is nothing in this.

The Hundred Year Club is the name of a
soclety that has just been started in the
United States, with headquarters ‘n New
York., The object of the club is to study
longevity in all its phases, mental, physical,

founders of the club that the life of man, as
compared with other animals, by the time re-
quired to reach maturity, should be normal-
ly from 120 to 180 years. That we do not
attain these years of happy activity and use-
fulness is because of our ignorance, or ne-
glect of the laws of nature, It may take
three or four generations of right living to
overcome heredity,‘‘the sins of the parents,”
which are merely violations of these laws;
and, though few may serlously undertake
and accomplish this—what seems to us ex?
cessive longevity—yet the general average of
life ‘may bé rapidly increased:by the @&ffu-
slon of knowledge regarding a few of the
fundamental laws, compliance with which is
not at all odious or Inconvenient, but a
pleasure; and, as we realize this, that great-
er truth will develop, viz., that real pleasure
and happiness come from the greatest know-
ledge of and compliance with the laws of
nature.

The Hundred Year Club starts out with a
large and representative list of New York
citizens, including many well-known busi-
ness men, lawyers and scientists, It is pro-
posed to form branch clubs in any part of
the United States or Canada, where five or
more individuals are sufficiently interested

Cars to Mount Pleasant,

Editor World: 1 have been written and
spoken to by several gentlemen with re-
gard to my opposition to the proposed ex-
tension of the street raillway along Avenue-
road to the Deer Park neighborhood.  For
this reason I should like, with your kind
permission, to avall myseif of your ecol-
umns to explain my position on this ques-
tion. Neither the number of boys attend-
ing Upper Canada College, nor the number
of visitors to Mount Pleasant Cemetery
is large enough to warrant us In making
the sacrifice of the interests of the pro-
perty-owners of the city which the pro-
posed extension would involve, The num-
ber of visitors to Mount Pleasant Ceme-

tery probably does not average more than
50 per day, except on holidays, but the
Metropolitan Rallway 1is always available
at 2¢ fare. The principal objection Is that
the opening of the proposed line would
bring into the real estate market a large
tract of building land free from city taxes,
in competition with the vacant land within
the city limits, now bearing its share of
taxation for city purposes. For years past
the ratepayers have been paying into the
city treasury upwards of $2,000,000 per
annum for the malntenance of our ‘civie
government, and the large proportion of
$900,000 of this sum Is required for In-
terest and sinking fund on ‘the general
debt incurred In making Toronto what it is
to-day. Then the local improvement debt
requires the payment by the ratepayers
of $468,000 per annum at the present time
for interest and sinking fund. The net
general and local improvement debt
amounts to about $16,000,000, which Is a
llnbﬂig upon the property of the eitizens,
and 'the Interest and sinking fund are a
heavy charge upon the ratepayers, We
are now emerging from a severe and pro-
longed perfod of businegs depression, dur-
ing which the payment of taxes has beea
a strain upon many of our citizens, and the
returns from real property small, while
many properties have not yielded a profit.
If we open the proposed line we will bring
into competition with property which s
bearing its share of city taxes about 500
acres of land at Deer Park, which will be !
free from city taxes. This large fract will
increase in value to perhaps $4000 per
acre, or $2,000,000, diverted from Toronto
to an outside municipality, Add another
$2,000,000 for buildings and you have $4,-
000,000 worth of property brought by us
within reach of the advantages of the eity,
but free from city taxation. I shall oppose
the proposed extension unless the section
to be benefited will come Iin and bear its
falr share of our burden of taxes.

Let me add that I am a strong advocate
of the construction of radial railways to
extend outwards 50 miles or more, for the
purpose of building up the surrounding

Some*Thirty Men Go Out of the
Grand Trunk Sheds on Saturday
and Refused to Work

THEY ARE ALL AFTER MORE WAGES,

Mr. Nelles Says Their Demands Will
Not Be Granted—The Fro~
. bable Result.

Grand Trunk sheds lald down their trucks
Saturday and refused to work unless their
wages were increased. The action of the
men came rather as a surprise to the local
officials, as the step was unexpected.

A deputation was appointed to wait upon
Freight Agent Robert Nelles and advocate
their demands. It was pointed out that

they were only reclvin, % cents per hour,
a as rents were going up and the cost
of living was increasing, an additional one
cent per hour was asked. The working
hours, they say, are unusually long, runn-
ning from 12 to 14 and even 17 hours per
day, and sometimes extending into Sunday
morning. The men also claim that they
often work for 25 minutes or even longer
and get nothlnr for it.

The bandits then
rode Into Calmito, where they plundered
two dwellings, and then went to u third
where a dance was in progress. A captain,
a sergeant and two Cuban soldiers were
resent at the dance and went out of the
Kouse to see what was the matter,and other
persons present erowded to the doors and
windows. The raiders fired a volley at close
range, killing the captain and one poldier
and one man in the house,and wounding the
sergeant and another soldier, and two other
men, who were also Inside the building.
The bandits then galloped away.

THROUGH A MILE OF SPACE.
Successful Test of the Marconi

Wireless Telegraphy at Wash-
ington—Col. Allen Satisfled.

Washington, April 15.—The first thorough
test here of the Marconi system of wireless
telegraphy wasconducted to-day under the
snperyigion of Col. James Allen and Col.
George O. 8quier, of the Signal Corps. Com-
munieation was established between the
State, War and Navy Departments building

and the Naval Observatory. The distance
traveled by the waves was more than a
mile,

No attempt was made to send formal mes-
sages, but words were flashed through
space, which demonstrated that messages
can be transmitted between the two points
without the use of wires. The day was
perfect and the conditions were. all favor-
able.

Col, Allen, with the assistance of Signal
Corps men, was in charge of the trans-
mitter, which was placed on ‘top of the
State, War and Navy Departments building,
while Col. Squier was in charge of the re-
celying instrument on top of the Naval Ob-

ratory.
”elrt‘.took all of the forenoon to adjust the
instruments and to perfect the connection.
When this was done words were ticked off
by Col. Allen, which were reproduced by
the receiver and read by Col, Squier. Not
all of the words were guccessfully reprodue-
ed, but enough to demonstrate that, with
more perfect adjustment, messages conld
he ' transmitted. Col. Allen said the test
was quite satisfactory for that distance, fle
expects to be even more successful in subse-

quent operations.

PURSUT OF T HILIPNDS

Proves a Dangerous Business, and
the U.S. Soldiers Continue
to Suffer Losses.

ENEMY  GENERALLY IN AMBUSH,

And the Trouble is That the Ameri-
cans Cannot Get Them Out
to Fight.

Manila, Apri] 15.—(8.30 a.m.)—Starting in
an easterly dirtetion along the road of I’ag-
sanghan, a party of 60 sharpshooters, under
Lieut. Southern of the Washington Regl-
ment, came upon a trench across the road
about a mile out of Santa Cruz. Lieut.
Southern was wounded. .

The Americans then advanced, with the
mountain guns and the 14th Infantry Bat-
talion In the centre; Linck's battalion of the
First Idaho Infantry on the right, and

Fraine’s battalion of the first North Dakota
Infantry on the left, both flanking. The
trench was carried without loss to the Am-
ericans.

Pansanghan was found deserted. Four
monuments on the border of the village cele-
brate the proclamation of Filipino indepen-
dence, issued last year, and glority “Agui
naldo, the Liberator.”” 'The troops on enter-
ing the abandoned houses found them in
perfect order. .

The Dakotans Suflered,

One Filipino was killed and flve were
wounded in the encounter beyond Longas,
This was an ambush. BEight men of the
North Dakota Kegiment, moving In single-
file through the woods, reccived a volley
from a clump of bushes about 50 feet away.
Only one 7ot off unhurt. He dragged a
comrade with four bullets in his bodg to
the main force, and then led the troops back
to the spot ot’ attack, The FKilipinos were
caslly scattered,

Additional Filipino dead found north of
fanta Cruz swell the number of the enemy
killed on Mondni to 150, including Paolo
Aguirro, one of the leaders, and 12 officers.

Spanish Prisoners Driven In.

According to the statement of some of
the prisoners, the Filipinos drove a hundred
apnnluh prisoners and 12 priests Info Santa
Cruz at the point of the bayonet on Sunday |
night., Four other priests dled of starva-
tion. It appears that the Filipino force at
santa Cruz consisted of 300 ritles and 1000
bolos. As he lacks sufficlent troops for gar-
risoning, General Lawton will withdraw
from the towns entered. Not a house has
been burned, the only confiscation heing of
plgs and chickens. It Is hoped that this
respect for property will convince the na-
tives of the good intention of the Americans,

The Invitation From the British Was
Declined, for Reasons Which
Are Obvious. :

SQUADBbN T0 SAIL TO NEWPORT.

No Desire to Show Increasing Cor-
dial Relations Between the
Two Countries, -

Montreal, April 15.—(8pecial,)~The Her-
ald publishes the foliowing :

Washington, April 15.—The authoritative,
although personal, statement has been made
by a high official of the Navy Department
that the American squadron under Reur-
Admiral William I. Safupson will not visit

England in response to the invitation ex-
tended by the British naval auothoritles.
1bere is in this decision a meaning of n-
ternational significance which the Navy De-
gartment and the Administration do not
care to exploit, The objection is made that
such a proceeding would be seized upon b{
European powers as a rather patent evi-
dence of the Increasingly tordial relations
of the United States and Creat Britain,
The American squadron immediately under
the command of Rear-Admiral Sampson,
which is composed of the best ships now on
the North Atlantie station, has been order-
ed to New York preparatory to being seot
to Newport to engage in the execution of
roblems in sea strategy devised by <¢he

Vaval War College. The ships are due to
arrive In New York from the Caribbean Sea,
where they have been practising evolutions,
on May 5. After the several vessels have
undergone some slight overhauling, the
squadron will dproceed ifmmedlately to the
practice grounds off the Rbode Island coast
and will probably arrive there before the
first of June.

This program is in Itself a sufficlent nn-
nouncement to the public that Sampson's
ships will not go to England to pay calls
of courtesy at the several British ports, and
r'nrtlcum to meet the British fleet on
the oc n of its evolutions at Ports-
mouth. It is of interest, however, to know
what brought about the decision of the
Navy Department not to send the squad-
ron across the Atlantic. The invitation
from the British naval authorities was re-
cefved with a high appreciation of the spirit
of international good-will which is mani-
fested, and there was some discussion in
official circles favorable to com lylm{, with
the cordial suggestion of the “‘English cou-
sins”’ of the United States. A little de-
liberation, however, led to the decision to
decline the invitation and to the issuanze
of orders for the American squadron to pro-
ceed to Newport instead.

Accord-
ing to the plans of the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer the cheapest clarets will pay as
much as the highest priced hocks and
sherries.

A TERRIBLE AFFAIR

Wife Dies ’i‘ryln‘ to Save Husband
From the Flames, and Both
Are Dead.

Chicago,  April 15.—At Highwood, a town
several miles north of this .city, Mr. and
Mrs. Isanc Becker were fatally burned
by a gasoline stove explosion. Mrs. Beck-
er was outdoors when she heard the ex-
plosion and rushed into the kitchen and
found it in flames. Her husband lay un-
conscious on the floor with his clothes on
fire. Bravely rushing into the flames she
dragged the man outdoors, her own clothes
catching fire in doing so. The house was
practically ruined by the fire. The couple
were about 33 years old and had three
small children, who, frantfc with fright,
gtood helplessly by while their parents bat-
tled vainly against the flames that envelop-
ed them from head to foot.  The victims,
yelling with pain, were carrfed to a neigh-
boring House, where they lingered until

death stopped their sufferings.

One attempt was made
in Columbus by an alleged agent of the
Standard Oil Company, who asked Homn,
D. J. Ryan to approach the Attorney-Gen-

eral and offer $75,000 in cash, which Ryan

Attorney-General Monnet then says that
on Jan, 10, 1809, he was called Dby tele-
phone from Cleveland and asked to do no-
thing until the Cleveland man saw him and
afterwards received the same message by
telegraph whbile in Washington. On his ve-
turn to Columbus on Jan. 25 the Cleveland
man asked a private interview at his office
during which he related a conversation had
with a stockholder of the Standard Oil
Company in person, in which offers begin-
ning at $100,000 aAnd reaching $500,000 we’e
made to secure the ltofplng of the prose-
cution of the cases pending in court against
the compaany.

WAS IT MURDER OR SUICIDE?

A Sensational Discovery Made at
Rochester, N.Y.,, on Satur-
day Morning.

fected with tuberculosis: 43 calves, 42
sheep, 33 hogs, besides 2755 pounds of bad
meat. ‘The whole was put in the rendering
tanks and destroyed, by order of Dr. Lo-
berg, the City Medical Health Officer.
From this return it can be Imagined what
a great danger is run by allowing meat
which has been subjected to no official
inspection to be placed upon the market.

GERMANY SCORES FIRST BLOOD

In the Samoan Negotiations at the
Expense of Great Britain, and
the Latter is Angry.

London, April 15.—Germany has drawn
the first blood in the Samoan negotiations
at the expense of Great Britain In/‘secur-
fng the important point of unanimity in
the decisions of the commission agalnst
which the Marquis of Salisbury held out.
Therefore, the German Koreign Minister,
at the same time that he announced Great
Pritain’s acceptance of unanimity, an-
pounced a distinct score for German di-

plomacy.
Self-Satisfactory Note.

The note of self-satisfaction ringing
throughout the German Koreign Minister's
announcement that Great Britain had
yielded, caused irritation here, which is
reflected in the comments of the newspa-
pers this morning.

The Morning Post speaks caustically of
Baron Von Buelow’s ‘‘misplaced parade of
firmness”’ in reference to the maintenance
of German right, and complains that he
announced the agreement as to unanimity
“in the tone of a Minister who had achiev-
:d a great and glorious diplomatic vie-
ory.” ”

All the English papers were opposed to
unanimity, declaring that the commission
could mnever, under such circumstances,
come to an agreement. ‘I'he speaker says:
“The rule of unanimity on any point 18
hardly reasonable, but the rule of abso-
lute upanimity is unworkable.”

A Group of Beporters.

The Spectator exprésses the bellef that
the rule of unanimity appears to be in-
tended to reduce the commission to a
mere group of reporters.
