It
Is a month since the Minister of Germany
was assassinated by Boxers and strict
ofders have been given for the arrest of
the murdercers.

According to the Shanghal correspondent
of The Times, 14 Hung Chang is resiaing
at the residence of Liu, who was the envoy
of the Empress Dowager in the secret mis-
sion to Japan. He has received secret In-
structions to remain at Shanghal and to
endeavor to open negotiations with a view
of -preventing the European advance.

CONGER MESSAGE DOCTORED.

The Washington Government
Last Begins to See the Chinese
| Perfidy.

Washington, July 25.—The receipt at'I'ien
Tsin of an undoubtedly genuine and auto-
graphic message from Minister Conger has
done nothing to dissipate the doubt as to
the situation at Pekin. The message,
which was forwarded by the naval ofricers
at Tien Tsin, Taku and Che Koo, has In-
deed served only to deepen the darkest and
saddest mystery of the century. The offi-
clal conclusion remains umchanged, of
course, but It Is admitted that a careful
écrutlny of the autograph message in com-
parison with the famous cipher message
from Minister Conger admits of the be-
llef that the two messages were indited
by Minister Conger at about the same

time. HERE) 1)

Rellef Must Be Quick.

The situation at the British Legation 18
represented to be the_ same in each case,
and, as Mr. Conger declares that relef
must come quickly, if at all, there is room
for the supposition that condlitions could
not long have remained unchanged in such

a crisis.
Admit It Was Redated,

The assumption that this reasoning Is cor-
rect involves the further conclusion that
Mr. Conger's clpher message, if genuine,
was re-dated as of the 18th of July, twof
weeks later than the date of actual writ-
ing, and, of course, if re-dated at all, that
was done by Chinese officlals. On the
other hand, and In support of the State De-
partment’s position, came a message to-
day from another of the great Chinese, Vice-
roy Tak at Canton, he who took charge
after LI Hung Chang's departure.

A Pessimistie View.

A STRIKE AT CHAMBERLAIN.

.| Sir Wilfrid Lawson Moved to Strike
Out His Salary, But It Was
Voted Down,

London, July ‘25.—Discussion of the Col-
ontal Eﬂﬂce vote led to a spirited debate
ih the House of Commons to-day, in the
course of which Liberals again alred most
of the old charges agalnst the Colonial See-
retary, Mr. Joseph Chamberiain, and in-
dulged In criticisms of the war in South
Africa.

Our immigration policy has hitherto con-

Great Britain has no pulp
wood, no nickel, few water powers, « Can-
ada has Iron, coal, pulp wood and nickel
in  unlimited quantities, Our only short-
age appears to be In ecapital to develop
them. What we want is immigrants who
have capital and manufacturing and min-
ing experience. If we secure one paper
manufacturer to put up a mill in this coun-
try we accomplish/as much as if we bring
over a ship load of steerage immigrants
If we set the wheeld of Industry going im-
migrants come tt)'fus‘ without solicitation,
The Governmenf {§ spending too much
time and money among the penniiess class-
es of Europe and too lttle among the
capitalists and:.. manufacturers, Why
shouldn’t the Government put itself In
touch with some English firm with a view
to having it establish a. plant in, this
eountry to roll steel rails? Why shouldn't
the Government interest English capital-
ists and refiners in our nickel wealth with
a view to securing a reflnery for Canada?
The best way to encourage immigration
is to Influence capital, and the best way
to encourage capital in Canada is to give
manufacturers who locate here effective
protection within' the country.

They Rus ek for the Coping.
There were 23 girls working for the col-
lar company when a terrlﬂepxploslon oc-
curred, which blew the glass of the front
windows across Dearborn-street. A sheet
of flame followed Instantiy ana the terror-
stricken~ girls with their clothing afire

(éoping running along the front of ' the
building. “The coping extended 80 feet to

which were througed with men shouting
encouragement. 8 fast as they reached
the adjoining ding' the girls were drawn
into safety.
The Four Who Met Death.

Just as Mrs, McLaughlin wés about to be
kplpe‘ thru a window the ﬂrl behind, in
er haste, gave a push and Mrs, McLaugh-
lin lost her balance and fell to the pave-
ment. She died instantly. The two Mun-
sell girls jumped from rear windows. One
was pfcked up dead and the other dled at
the hospital, Grace Peterson also died at
the hospital.

~ LATE GONDUCTOR  FURNESS

Had Some Very Thrilling Exper-
iences During His Forty Years’
Service—Once ChoPped Out
of a Wreek.

In thé eventful life of Conductor Rich-
ard Furhess, the truth is confirmed that
age Is not so much to be reckoned by the
years 'm man Mves as by the Incidents
thru which he passes, Furness began his
railroad ecareer on the Great Western, in
18563, then under the general manager-
ship of the late Mr. C. J. Brydges. He
began as a‘fnrakelmnn, @and at the time
of his retirement, some two years ago, in

consequence of 1ll-health, had been a con-
ductor for 40 years. £ =

Went Thru Accidents.

During that 40 years he passed thru ac-
cidents and injuries that wouid bhave killed
a half dozen ordinary men, Once, near
Harrisburg, while endeavoring to stop a
portion of his freight train that had be-
come detached, with a piece of timber,
the end flew up, broke his jaw and knock-
ed ally his teeth out; again, coming in
contact with overhead bridges and falling
between freight cars Un motion across
couplings.

A Peculiar Mishap.

On one ocecasion, when taking his train
south, from Guelph, was on the top
of a car, and where Great Western
Intersects the Grand Trunk Railway at
Guelph Copductor Furness ¢ame in con-
tact with the telegraph wires and was
violently /earried over three or four cars,
When the train reached Hespeler he "was
found. In ap Jinsensible condition on the
top of a car.

"Hin Last Serious’ Accident.

The last serfous accldent ‘that he had
was in 18720 Theee of the Pullman cars
attached ‘to ks train  became deralled and
rolled over in the ditch.  He was In a
standing position: at the time attending to
his duty, In tMe wreck he was complete-
ly locked, and had to be cut out, Seri-
ous cOncussion of the brain was the re-
sult, entailing six months’ dbsence from
duty, But for these serious accidents
Conductor Furness' splendid constitution
would have served him for 100 instead of
65 years.

AlwayssGot the, Worst of It,

Invarviably, when accident occurred
to his train, he camé¢ in for the worst of
it.. Heewas known from the Atlantic to
the Pacific as a conductor worthy of re-
spect and confidence. Mr, Joseph Price,
the present vice-président of the Grand
Trunk, had the kindliest regard for Con-
ductor Furness, and will learn of his
death with sympathy and regret, He had
no family. His wife, who pre-deceased
him in August, 1808, had been an In-
valid for seven years.

Lived at Cliftoy,

His home was at Cliftod, Niagara Falls,
where hfs remains are to be conveyed this,
Thursdo;, morning, for burial, - For the
past four months and thruout his long il
ness, he has been nursed by his sister,
Mrs. Davis, *at 112 Pembroke-street,
Never dld a brother recelve kindlier, more
devoted and loving solicitude from a sister,

He is survived by three sisters and a
brother, Mrs. Peters, Detroit; Mrs. Davis
and Miss Furness, Toronto, and Mr. W. C.
Furness, London, Ont, Mr, Robert Cuth-
bert of H.M. Customs, Montreal, is a
brother-in-law, The Masonic fraternity at
Clifton will take charge of the remains on
their arrival there this morning. To any
man in Cénductor Furness’ age and condi-
tion death must _be regarded as a bene-
volent méssenger, a happy release and a
manifestation of Divine mercy and wis-
dom.

An Offensive Institution.

Continuing, Mr, Ritchle said the institu.
tion was plainly offensive according to the
ordinary cons¢ruction of the term., ‘L'he
patients re In full view on the lawn,
expectorating upon little bits of rag, and
at other times ‘might" B¢ “hedrd coughing in
a distressing manner night dnd day. Every
witness ' agreed s that, these - wepe ‘Offensive
things, and no one wanted .them near ns
house. But it depended upon whose ox
was gored. He was quite prepared that
this case should be interpreted as his learn-
ed friend desired in the spirit of the law.

A It is Unwholesome,

Then, too, the institution was noxious In
the gense of being harmful and unwhole-
some. - Did pot every medical man agree
that there was danger from the sputum of
consumptives for several weeks after ex-
pectoration?
