SPRINGFIELD, Iils., Aug. 30.—The
big express companies of the country
were dealt the most severe blow of
their existence Saturday afternoon
when the Illinois raflroad and ware-

house commission -promulgated an
order cutting in haif many of the rates
now charged by the companies and
raaking -sweeping reductions ail along
the line. The state commission orders
that the echedule of rates fixed by it
shall become effective on Oct. 15.

This is the first attempt ever made
in Illinots to control the rates
by the express companies and the
companies already have announced
their intention to fight it thru the
court of last resort. Tie commission’s
action is based upon an opinion given
by Attorney-General Stead over a year
ago to the effect that the express
companies are common ,carriers and
that the IMinois statutes give the rail-
rcad and warehouse commission au-
thority to control them.

From the investigation and the re-
cord the commission draws the fol-
lewing conclusions :

First—That the- returns from the
capital employed in the operation of -
express sgervice by the express come-
panies in the state is excessive.

Second—That the rates and charges
made by the express companies,
which yield these excessive returns
upon the capital actually and neces-
sarily employed in the express busi-
ness, should be reduced to a basis
which should bring a fair remunera-
tion on a fair value of the actual pro-
rerty employed in the business.

Third—That the present basis of
rates, besides being excessive, i5 in
many instances discriminatory, as it
imposes varying charges for the same
services.
