Those who wish to study politics in
the raw should head the article in The
October Century by S8, K. Ratcliffe, of
The Manchester Guardian, on “Lloyd
George—Conservative?’ Few ever come
to the birth of fame without infinite
travail and pangs, and the record of
the fifty-three years of the Welsh
statesman 4s no exception to the gen-
eral rule. But it is not this phase of
his career that calls for so much com-
ment as the period after he had
léearned to breath and walk dn the
atmosphere of the famous,

Mr. Ratcliffe 18 not at all tender
towards the former idol of the Liberal
party in England. He says “there
never was any nonsense about the
temper in which Lloyd George fol-
lowed the pursuit of politics. He was
en unabashed careerist” That is to
say he had ambitionsif not aspirations.
There would be no force in this, how-
ever, unless he worked solely for Lloyd
George, and not at all for the people
of England. The small critics, the
jealous-eyed. the unconstructive, the
bitter partisans, can never BSee any-
thing in a public man who does mot
do _something which pleases them, but
follows his own judgment and does
something better,

They accuse him of the dreadful
crime of doing what the people want
done, for, after all, in a democracy it
is what the people want that is done,
and the man who does it gets their
applause. How would it be if he re-
fused to interpret the popular will?
Somebody else would do so and he
would never be heard of. This is
something the partisan politician never
can get into his head. Nor does it
injure the genuine statesman whp truly
interprets the popular will to have
partisans of any stripe denounce him,
Since party government is a British
system it follows that sometimes one
party is right and sometimes anothcr,

If one party kept on always doing
the right thing for the people the
other party could only sit still and say
“we, t0o.” Politiclans - stagnate and
fossilize accordingly as their brains
run to water or wood. and then the
other party has a chance. Occasional-
ly there comes a statesman like Lloyd
George, whose brains are neither wood
nor water, who refuses to stay with
a party which declines to go forward.
He is not willing to sacrifice his sense
of vight and duty to a false sense of
loyalty or in fear of the shallow taunts
of the dullard partisan critics. Nor
oan he yield to the bitterer words of
former friends, themselves wafraid to
part company with outworn shib-
boleths or ineffective organizations.

Mr. Rateliffe’'s accusations are not
that Mr. Lloyd George has changed his
policy, but that another class of men
are willing to support him and to fol-
fow him farther than former colleagues
would accompany him, The indictment
of Lloyd George by Mr. Ratcliffe s
gpeally an indictment, in many points,
of the ldberal party in England.

FRENCH SPOKEN IN RUSSIA.

Editor World: My attentlon was
drawn upon the different reports pub-
lished lately by the papers, and again
in today’s World, upon the proposal to
have the Russian language taught in
our schools, and do away with the
‘German language. This would be n
worthy reprisal on the doings of the
Germans in the past, as in Alsace-
Lorraine, by the German eculture in
1870, doing awiy altogether with the
French language at school and in the
press,

Now, concerning the Russian lan-
guage, may I be permitted, as a lin-
guist, now 27 years in Toronto, to in-
form your readers that I have been for
over 20 years in close bhusiness and
literary intercourse with some relations
in Mcspcow (Russia). Having at dif-
ferent times enquired about learning;
the Russian language, I was informed
that the Russian language was useless
for a gentleman or a lady, in business;
as well as in socisty. The )
in use in Russia is French; it does not
matter whether it 1s for general in-
lercourse, commerclal correspondencs,
or bookkeeping. Moreover, my cor-
respondent in Moscow asserted that
Russian was only spoken generally to
servants, coachmen, policemen and
otber common people.

Now, a Russian would not admire
any stranger speaking, or rathér try-
ing to speak, Russian. It would sim-
ply appear to him that the speakap
originated frcm some lower human
strata, like the poor Moujik.

French is the language that ought
to benefit by the doing away of Ger-
man, It would also appear to the Rus-
sians far more patriotic and compli-
mentary if the Canadians are well
acquainied with the French language
—the adopted tongus of all educated
and well-brought-up Russians. France
and Russia are the closest friends, but
for all that, the French do not learn
Russian. The Russians are well awarse
of the tremendous difficulties for a
stranger to learn their language, so
they do not expect any other nation
to learn their language.

Trusting that this statement may
bring more light on the subject so im-
portant for our schools.
