The announcement of the acceptance
of Hon. J. R. Stratton's resignation
indicates that Premier Ross will prob-
ably meet the .Liberal convenfion to
be held this month with his recon-
structed cabinet.

When the startled residents from the
nearby houses reached the street all
was quiet. There was no moaning nor
other sounds of distress,but the smash-
ed gates, the car-trailer turned gide-
ways on the track, the jarring of the
freight train as it was being brought
to a sharp stop, told the beginning of
the tale of tragedy. Then as those
who ran to the rescue turned northward
from Queen-street up to the station
platform they came upon the pile of
‘broken wreckage that made the strong-
est shudder with an apprehension that
was fortunately not altogether fulfilled.
When the car left the rails the Mghts
were of course extinguished, and
there was only the eleetric light Aon'the
far opposite corner and the glare from
the windows of the corner drug store.

Beneath the Wreckage.

Thrown
platform, with the rear platform point-
ing north, was the greater portion of
the body of \the car. Only one side of
it remainéd, There was not“a ves-
tige of glass and the trucks from
which it had been dismauntled were to
one side. This portion of the wreck
was some thirty feet from the street
car track. A few yards beyond lay |
the roof of the car and other remnants
of broken wood and twisted iron. and
it was from these two heaps of debris
that nearly a score of persons were
taken out alive.

The conductor, McKay, was beneath
the wreckage with ‘his head protrud-
ing and blood streaming from his
wounds. Four men were found in 8
heap stunned and bruigsed and bleed-
ing. They had been standing on the
rear platform apparently. None were |
very seriously hurt. But no very in-,
telligible recopd af the location of those ;
hurt gvas kepf. The news of the dis- ;|
aster spread -like wild fire thru the
neighborhood, and men and women as
they hurried to the spot joined in the
work of removing the injured to places
where they could be attended to.

Temporary Hospitals.

In less than ten minutes, Mitchell’s
pharmacy, at the corner of DeGrassi
and Queen-street, and within a few
feet of the place where the injured
jay, and Findlay’'s store adjoining were
turned into temporary hospitals. Dr.l
Rowan, from just across the road, was |
soon joined by other physicians, and'
the women in the various households
became willing attendants in providing
what assistance and material they
could.

A Scene of Excitement.

Inside half an hour there were fully
s thousand people arouad the crossing
and surrounding the plae2s where the
sufferers were being attended. The
galloping of the ambulances and the
coming and going of the patrol wagons,
which were fitted with stretchers, in-
tersified the excitement. All the tele-
phones in the vicinity were soon being
called upon from up town by people

| fortunates. The rumors as to the
number of dead reached a dozen. The
police reserves from thrze divisions
were given difficult work to handle the
erowd, which persisted in crowding
with morbid curiosity to catch a pass-
|ing glin'pse of the bandaged up un-
{fortunates as they were carried into the
ambulances to be hurried away for
more careful attention. The shattered
woodwork of the trolley proved B
fruitful ground for the souvenir hunt-
er.

Struck Car in Glancing Direction.

In discussing the probable course of
events it was said that the trolley was
likely divertzd to one side by striking
the “dogs” which, with the gates, are
30 feet from the railway tracks, and
that the loocmetive caught it in a
elancing rather than head-on direction.
Trere were barely half a dozen pas-
gengers in the trailer which was sep-
arated from the forward car by the jolt
and which was turned crosswise. The

INEVE-MITRESS TELLS TALE

‘SN THE TERRIBLE MPAGT
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Car Never Stopped, But Went Crash-
ing Thra the' Gates That Were
Down: Against It.

John Fieldhouse, fruit merchant, 801
East Queen-strect, lives only a few
yards away from the Queen-street level
crossing. He was standing at the store
Joor about 6.25, whén the accident oc-
curred. Car No. 642, with a trailer at-
‘achéd, came along, eastward bound,
\nd slowed down as usual when it ap-

proached the crossing.

“Phe bars were down,” said Mr.

“About 13 years ago—there was no
semaphore then— a car stuck on the
track. The car was coming from the
east, and 1 saw what was the matter.
I fan away down the track to stop the
train and we got all the people out
safely, but the engine, tho it was nearly
stopped in time, ‘carried the car a full
wen yvards, but did not injure it.”

Mere recently, about five years ago, a
car had a very narrow shave, the train
just grazing the rear end of the car as
it passed across.

$500,000 Lost by Shoplifting.

New York, Nov. 17.—Losses of a half
a million dollarg thru shoplifting have
been suffered during the past year by
21 department stores in this city,whose
proprietors, because of such losses,
have formed an alliance to fight petty
pilfering.

FISCAL ISSUE IN BRITAIN.
Not much netice has been taken here
of Lord Rosebery’s speech at Trow-
| bridge, which was entirely devoted to a

criticism of Mr. Chamberlain and his
fiscal policy. Needless to say it was
characterized by all the ex-premier’s
attractive persflage and was- besides
inspired by a warmth of imperial sen-
timent not so patent in the utterances
of representative orators of that sec-
tion of the LAberat party to which Mr,
Morley and Prof. Bryce belong. For
no one doubts Lord Rosebery’'s strong
imperialism. He has given many proofs
of it, and much as he may differ from
Mr. Chamberlain’s method of strength-
ening the bond which unites the em-
pire, it is admitted that the difference
between the two statesmen relate only
to the means and not to the end.

Much that Lord Rosebery saw had
interest chiefly for the citizens of Bri-
tain, and he found a good whetstone
for his wit in the anomalous rela-
tions between Premier Balfour and the
ex-secretary for the colonies, and what
he described as the engaging ameni-
ties which characterize thelr refer-
ences to their respective policles and
positions. But when he passed from
this to review the political situation in
Britain as it has recently @eveloped, it
is significant that he laid stress on pre-
cisely that point which The World has
repeatedly emphasized. After declar-
ing the fiscal policy of the country will
be the great supreme issue at the next
general election—an assertion which is
certainly open to question—he con-
tinued: “No one can doubt after what
took place at Southampton yesterday
that the Tory party will soon be inti-
mately and closely allied with the fiscal
policy of Mr. Chamberlain. If you
fight the government you are fighting
the policy of Mr. Chamberlain because
knowingly or unknowingly they will
have to be-both its victims and its ad-
vocates.”

This identification of Mr. Chamber-
lain's policy with the Conservative
party of the United Kingdomy is the
absolute result of his agitation and the
question of greatest importance to the
empire at large is. What does it mean
and involve? Just here there s an
interesting and instructive contrast be-
tween the premier and Mr. Chamber-
lain. The latter, if he had his way,
would willingly meet his opponents on
the line they crave. Premier Balfour
steadily adheres to his contention that
it is not to be the test Issue at the
next appeal to the country, and as
jeader of the Conservative party it is
his province to set forth the plafform
on which the verdict of the people
will be taken. That it will bulk large-
ly in the contest is undoubted, and
there are weighty reasons, from the
point of view of British trade and com-
merce, for not keeping proposals s0
revolutionary in their character any
longer in suspense than is actually
necessary. On the other hand as a mat-
ter of political tactics the cause of fis-
cal reform would probably be better
served ultimately by leaving it an open
question until a public judgment has
been delivered on the educational, li-
quor and South African measures pass-
ed by the Unionist government. If the
verdict be adverse—and of that both
Mr. Morley and Mr. Bryce seemed con-
fident—fiscal reform would not be di-
rectly involved and the way would be
opened for a subsequent appeal to the
country at which it would be pre-
sented as the exclusive issue, and to
this its supreme importance justly en-

titles it.

Sutcliffe forgot to ask them their names,
and when reminded of the omission a
few minutes afterwards it was discovered
that the boys had distppeared. However,
Charlie Wakefield, an elder brother of the
boy who was shot, will be able to identify
the three boys, as he saw them when they
came up to the gate and enquired about
a doctor, Dr, Macnamara dressed the
wound and does not anticipate any serious
results, unless blood-poisoning should set in,
Chief of Police Royce was notified.

Eight Shipwrecked Sailors Picked Up
0ff Cape Henry and Brought
to Shore.

New York, Nov, 17—Eight shipwreck-
ed sailors, the captain and crew of
the three-masted schooner Islesboro,
who wele rescued from thgir storm-
battered, waterlogged craft, after a
terrible experiencg in the hurricane
which slwept the Atlantic seaboard
early in the week, were brought here
to-day on the British steamer Atholl,
which arrived from Yokohoma, .and
other eastern ports. The rescue was
made in the dangerous seas off Cape
Henry, north of Hatteras, whijle the
waves were breaking over the helpless
craft fore and aft,

Huddled on the narrow roof of the
after house, where they had bzen driv-
en as the schooner settled, until her

.decks were awash and swept by every

wave, the crew of the Islesboro had
nearly abandoned hope when the steam-
er hove in sight, and in answer to their
signal of distress, sent a boat to their
assistance. Once on the Atholl the m=n
were given food and warm clothing
and made so comfortable that they
showed little of the effects of their ter-
rible experience when they arriveq to-
day.

According to the story told by Capt.
Trim of the Islesboro, he sailed from
Savannah, Ga., Nov. 9, bound for New
Bedford, Mass., with a cargo of yel-
low pine. Sunday, Nov. 13, the wind
assumed hurricane ' proportions, The
vessel's sails were blown away and she
was scudded under bdre poles in a
tremendous sea for 12 hours. At mid-
night some of the ends of the planks
started and She soon became water-
logged, Capt. Trim and his'crew
sought safety on the deck of the after
house. For 18 hours the men clung to
their precarious positions on the nar-
row roof while the Islesboro was pound=
ed by the sea, until taken off by the
Atholl.

All the attacks on Noy, /8, the an-
niversary of the emperor's accession
to the throne was cclebrated, were te-
pulsed.Gen.Stoessel yas slightly wound-
ed in the head during one of the latest
assaults on Port Arthur. Gen, Kuro-
patkin reports that in an ambuscade
Nov, 15, near Sinchinpu, 32 Japanesec
dragoons were killed or wounded,

The text of Gen. Stoessel’s despatches
of Oct. 28, is as follows: “We have the
honor to report to your majesty that
the Japanese bombarded very vigorous-
1y on Oct.25 our forts and entréenchments
north and northeast. The following Jday
they also attacked one of the forts on
the north side, but our heavy artillety
and shrapnel fire dispersed their re-
scrves and the assault was repulsed.
Our losses were one officer and about
70 men killed and 400 wounded. Engi-;
neer Capt. Sakharoff, formerly gover-
nor of Port Dalny, died Oct. 27 of ty-
phus fever. It is difficult to single out
individuals for special mention among
the heroic defenders.”

In a telegram dateq Oct. 30, Gen.
Stoessel. says: “Since my' despatch of
Oct. 28, the bombardment continues
with great fierceness.” Under date of
Nov. 3 Gen., Stoesse] telegraphed: “We
greet the emperor. This day is a sol-
emn one for our country; we offer
prayers to God and send to our eI
peror felicitations in the shape of re-
verbérating hurrahs. On bended knees

RUSSIA AND THE HAGUE.

I wished to. do. my duty.so
faithfully that the interest of the pro-
vince would be well served, and that
there should be no cause of eomplaint,
,and I think I may safely say not'in the
i way of boast. but as a simple “state-
{ment of fact, justified by the condi-
{tions, that the work has been satisfac-
| torily done. and that so far as the pub-
| lie institutions-of the province are con-
| cerned, as well as other interests en-
| trusted to me. there has been no-ne-
|g1ect, but that everything has been, as
was aimed at, carefully and honestly
administered.

Leaves Work Behind.

Perhaps it is fitting that at this time
I should do 8o to a small degree, I
leave the public institutions of the
| province in -a much better condition
than they were*in 1899, when I as-
|sumed charge. They are better furn-
ished, better equipped for their work.
and better supplied. They are also |
more efficiently officered and better
results are obtained from .the work
done..

TORONTO HUMANE SOCIETY.

Annunl Meeting Will Be Held Nov.
2% in Normal Scheol.

The Toronto Humane Soclety for the pre-
vention of cruelty and the diffusion of a
hnmane public gentiment will hold its an-
nual meeting in the Normal School Build-
ing on Nov. 25.

During the past 10 years the soclety has
béen the means of preventing untold. suf-
fering to thousands of animals—by dif-
fusing information concerning them; by
advice and warning to drivers, ete.; by se-
curing the erection of numerous drinking
fountains, and by the education of the
young.

Iundreds of persons who wilfully " and
grossly ill-treated animals have been pun-
ished im the courts by fine and imprison-
ment, the amount annunally collected by
the city in fines being more than sufficieut
to defray the expense of an officer.

Admitting the necessity for annually put-
ting away the surplus dogs of the city, the
society purchased in London, England, at
an expense of over $400, fhe best koown
system In the world for painlessly destroy-
ing these animals. The free use of this
lethal chamber was presented to the eity,
and 1s now satisfactorily - managed by one
of the ecity departments.

Recognizing the importance of ‘humane
literature, the society has issued and dis-
tributed broadcast  over 75,000 coples of
valuable books, pamphlets and eireulars.

Teachers and others have heen alded and
encournged to organize Bouds of Mervy
among children. and many of those who
received thelr firet Instruction In these bands
are now nctive promoters of humane work.
The pledge is: “1 will try to be kind to
all harmless lving ecreatures and will try
to protect them from cruel usage.”

EX-PREMIER WILSON’S POSITION.

WOMAN AT PORT ARTHUE:

Enlisted in Her Husband’s Regiment !

But Meets Desth.

Chefoo, Nov. 17.—~The Novikrai of No-

| vember 12 containg a romantic story of

Paritena Koretiewieh; who, dltho a wo-

man, served valorously in many fights
at Port Arthur. uatil death-closed her
strange career. Her husband was serv-
ing in Port Arthur. In endeavoring to
Join him she was stopped at Harbin
and not allowed to procveed further, ow:
ing to her sex. She then donned mas-
culine attire and succeeded in reéaching
Port Arthur shortly before the landing
of the Japanese on the Peninsula of
Liaotung.

Finding her husband's regiment, she
enlisted in it. She participated in nu-
merous sorties and in the defence of the
ferts, and altho her sex was soon dis-
covered, her record for bravery, tireless-
ness and attention to the wounded and
the excellent moral influence she exeri-
e over the soldiers, who never swore
in her presence, won her permission to

‘remain in the ranks.

While fighting side by side with her
husband the latter was wounded. His
wife nursed him until the crisis in his
case was passed. when she returned to
the front, where she became messeuger
to Capt. Gouzakofiky of the Thirteenth
In the performance of het
duties as a messenger she was often
seen riding furiously from one position
to another, seemingly unaffected by the
bursting of shells or the din of battle,

On Oct. 13 she visited the trenches
with despatches when shells from the
Japanese guns struck and destroyed the
Russian position., Paritena Korofie
wich and eight others were instantly
killed, They were buried in one grave
with the Russian flag wrapped about
her body. The Novikrai concludes its
story by saying: Paritena Korotiewich
had won the respect and admiration,
uot only of the soldiers, but of the
higher officers, and had shown all how
to die nobly.

The four issues of The Novikrai
brought by the Rastoropny show evi-
dence of a merciless censorship.  Two

of them contain no war news, and not|

one publishes a single explicit statement
having réference to the fighting on land.

around the old mill about 11,15, and a
dontinuous fusilade was kept up until
12.30. The Highlanders, with field bat-
tery and quick-firing guns, were sta-
tioned on Baby's Point. The Grenadiers
sought cover in the long undergrowth
and bridges along the old belt line rail-
way. The enemy made known their
presence by scouts of the Toronto
Light Horse firing from the old mill
race north of the Bloor-street bridge.
Cannon were placed in position on the
'hills near Hyrabervale cemetery in an
lattempt to search the lines of tHe ‘le-
ifence and to enable the cavalry to
cross the river; but the guns on Baby’s
Point soon silenced their battery,which
was greatly exposed. The Light Horse
made several sallies across the Hum-
ber: but were routed from three sides
by infantry fire from the Highland>rs
and Grenadiers. Once they crossed the
river and tied their horses in an or-
chard, while they crept up the hilt to
attack the Highlanders; but the men
and the horses never got back again.
The whole company was either annihi-
lated or capfured. While the Light

their efforts to storm Baby's Point, the
engineers, pontoons and infantry of the
attacking party came in full view and
were an easy mark for the Grenadiers,
concealed on the last bank of the
river, They first sought cover in an
orchard. then they ran into the pld
tall race of the mill and after firing
from the shelter it afforded, they cross-
ed the road into an old dam and were
given a hail of shot en raute. The
pontoons came slowly down the hill.
The corps with them were picked off.
Eventually -they were brought to the
river's edge, a strong guard having
arrived, which kept up a constant fusi-
lade on the defence party on the hill-
side. When the deferiders had been
driven off, the pontoons, three in num-
ber. were launched on the river and a
bridge was formed which carried the
whole regiment across. The bridge
would never have been built, had not
support to the attacking party come at
a critical moment,
Over the Bridge. ¢

The 91st Highlanders and Queen's
Own crossed the bridge at Humber Bay
without oppositicn. soon after 11.30.
The Queen’s Own Tilted and detach-
ments were sent up Windermere-
avenue, Jane-street and Ellis-avenue,
northward. B. Company and F. Comp-
aany of the Queen’'s Own Wwere Sup-
ported by two companies of the 91st,
and these companies worked northward
taking the Grenadiers, who were at-
tacking the pontoons, in the rear.
