OODEN SHIP BUILDING

He Says That Since the De—
cay of this Famed Industry
None Other Has Taken Its
Place—-Prospect for Steel

Ship Building and Dry Dock
=

Edward Porritt, a special commissioner
of the Boston Tramecript, has been  tour-
ing Canada studying the steel ship build-
ing industry in the interests of his paper.
In a very interesting article published in
Thursday’s Transeript Mr. Porritt thus
deals with the shipbuilding and other in-
dustijes in the port of St. John:

“I will begin with the Maritime Prow-
inces; and at St. John. In 1899, when I
was last at St. John, New Brunswick, the
municipality was moving for the construe~
tion of a dry dock at St. John. ~What
was. ‘desired was a dock sufficiently large
to accommodate any of the transatlantie
steamers in the grain and lumber trade
from St. John; so that when any of theas
vessels was in nieed of repairs to hull or
machinery, the work coiild be done at St.
John, instead of the vessels having to go
round to Halifax, where there is a large
dock, in which the Imperial Governmen?
the governments of the Province of Nova
Seotia and the city of Halifax all have an
interest, as all three contributed to the
outlay for its consruction and equipment.

“In the days of wooden shipbuilding
more tonnage was built at St. Jehn than
at any other port on the Canadian sea-
board, and/sajling craft, built, owned and
managed in St. Johm, were in service in
all parts of the world. St. Johu's prox-
imity to unlimited supplies of shipbuild-
ing timber gave it this preeminence; and
in these days there were at tines as many
as sixteen or seventeen large sailing ves-
sels building on the #outh s'de of St. John
harbor. But thirty yvears ago, with the
gradual supersession «f eailing ‘vessels by
tramp steamers, the industry began to de-
cay. ‘The decay has been continuous;. and
today but few large vessels are built at
this once famous port for wooden ships,
or in fact at any of the old-time shipbuild-
ing ports in the maritime provinces.

“There is always some repair work; but
wooden ehipbuilding as an industry has:

Much important work has of
late been done on the harbor; principally
in the building of railway lines, deep wa-
ter piers and freight warehouses and ele-
vators; for St. John eagerly welcomed the
establishment a few years ago of the win-
ter transatlantic steamer services—services
‘which are subsidized by the dominion gov-
ernment—and the city has certainly done
ite part towards developing this new busi-

AL. ADAMS’ NEW HOTEL WILL
BREAK NEW YORK RECORDS

Policy King Will Create the Newest Marvel of the Metropolis
---Will be Forty-Nine Stories High and Accommodate

Over Two Thousand Guests.

NEW YORK, Sept. 2.—As soon as the
working drawings are completed, ground
will be broken for the erection in the
heart of the Tenderloin district of what
is intemded to be the largest hotel in the
world. It is to occupy a plot of ground
125x200 ‘fect, running through from Thirty-
gscond to Thirty-third street at a point
175 feet west.of Sixth avenue, and if the
present plans of its projector, Al. Adams,
go through it will be 49 stories high, or
about 500 feet. Mortimer €. Merritt of
No. 58 West Thirty-firet street, is the
architect who has been commissioned by
Mr. Adams to furnish the plans for this
mammoth hdstelry, which is to be com-
pleted at about the same time that the
new Pannsylvamnia station is finished.

Mr. Adams said yesterday that it had
been his ambition for years to build the
biggest hotel in New York, and to that
end he began buying lots in the quarter
mentioned some 15 years ago. He has just
succeeded in getting the last ones. " A
gyndicate with a capital of $5,000,000 has
been orgamized, and the work is to pro-
cezd at once.

The hotel is to have accommedations for
2,200 guests, and 500 of its single rooms
are to be equipped with baths, ~‘There
will also be a Turkish bath in the base-
ment, with a plunge 75 feet long. A din-
ing room on the top floor, with a roof gar-
den above it, is also among the features
of this new sky-scraper.

Tts Toom capacity will be one and one
half times greater tham that of the Anm-
somia, the largest apartment house in the
world. In every suite of parlor, bedroom
and bath there will be a refrigerating cab-
inet. All the beds will be of brass, and all
the furniture of mahogany. By means of
a system of pipes, ice water will be sup-
plied to every room. The latest electrical
appliances will be installed.

Mr. Merritt, who has had charge of the
erection and alteration of many buildings
for Mr. Adams, said that recent borings
of the plot upon which the hotel is to be
erected ehow that good rock foundations
are found within 30 feet of the. present
surface, and that such a skyscraper as
contemplated can be built with perfect
safety at this point.

Mr. Merritt says that the “cage,” or
interior, will be of steel and the outside
of brick and terra cotta. The architects
have tried to discourage the construction
of a building more than 40 stories high.

SAKHALIN MAY
CAUSE HITCH

Expected Treaty May Be Fin-
ished Today, but Alt is Not
Yet Settled.

Porftsmouth, N. H., Sept. 1.—The only
possible hitch on the horizon of the peace
conference according to reports which,
however, are mot ' officially confirmed,
arises out of an evident misunderstanding
over the question of the neutralization of
Sakhalin. According to the Japanese the
understanding reached 'l'uesday  contem-
plated & mutual obligation on the part of
the two countries mot to fortify their re-
spective possessions on the island.

At St. Petersburg, however, there seems
to have been an assumption that the
agreement involved freedom of action upon
the part of Russia in this respect in the
north of Sakahlin with an obligation on
the part of Japan not to fortify or use
for strategic purposes the portion owned
by her before 1875, which is to be retro-
caded in the present treaty.

It is expected on both sides, however,
that the hitch, if it really exists, will
soon be straightened out and it is be-
lieved one of the eubjects of tonight’s con-
ference related to this point.

Portsmouth, N. H., Sept. 1—As a result
of the reports tonight by Mr. DeMartens
and Mr. Dennison upon their work this
afternoon drafting the treaty of peace, Mr.

: Board of Works Decides to Charge Them An Annual Rental
| for New Sidings---The Ludlow Officially Taken Over and |*

Registered.

The street railway will be asked to pay

| $50 a year rental for a siding at Indian-

town. This result was arrived at after an
animated discussion by the board -of
works yesterday--other street railway mat-
ters were discussed and held over.

At the time of the separation the
clergyman in charge was Rev. G. Stewart,
who also taught in the grammar school,
where he had a reputation for severe ris-
cipline, long remembered by his pupils.
It is understood that he aspired to the
rectorship,
given to Rev. G. M. Armstrong, who
held the rectorship for 84 years. Mr.
Armstrong’s family filled an important
place in the church history of the ecity.
The Rev. John Armstrong, and his two
sons, who were also clergymen, came
from South America, and occupied the
parishes of St. John’s, St. James’, and
St. Jude’s for many years. All were
men: of high character ‘and culture, and
of strongly defined evangelical tenets,
but  always mitigating the. sternness of
controversy by the demeanor of Chris-
tian gentlemen, and the education of
scholars.

Rev. G. M. Armstrong was most dis-

tinguished as a preacher, his reputation
in this respect. extending over Canada.
He erected the district ‘church of St.
;Mary’s for ‘the distant part of his par-
ish. ring the various visitations of
epidemics both of cholera and smallpox,
he displayed heroic courage in constant-
ly visiting the sick.” His relations to
Bishop Medley were marked by mutual
rggard and respect, although not a few
times they came into conflict. The story
is told that after one sermon in St.
John’s church by the bishop, Mr. Arm-
strong told his diocesan that he “had
not preached Christ.” Bishop Medley
accepted the rebuke without animosity,
and on the occasion of his next visit
to England, appointed Mr.  Armstrong
his commissary during his absence.
. In the year 1872 certain alteraticms and
improvements were made in the edifice. A
chancel .was added and the organ moved
from the south gallery. A stained glass
wmdm'{ of costly material, but very un-
attractive pattern, was placed in the end
of the chancel, where it remained until
t.hIe ﬁl;la] restoration in 1895.

n the year 1886 Mr. Armstrong’s health
bég_ai\ to fail, and in the followinz year he
resigned e charge which  for thirty-four
years he had exercised with exemplary
power and devotion. After a considerable
period of search, the rectorship was offer-
ed to and refused by Rev. Hartley Car-
michael, brother of the present Bishop
coadjutor of Montreal, -

There is mo diminution in the prestige
of the eeparate waist.

If any-
thing, it may be eaid to have achieved a
. more enviable position, for nowadays the

* odd bodice which is merely an odd bodice,
is scarcely counted on the calendar of
faghiop. The waist, different from the
ekirt, strives for a modigh individuality,
and the finer hand-made sorts, even in
lingerie, might almost appear at court with-
out challenge.

would become of us in this life if there
were fot some to repair the harm done by
others, to cleanse what-has been- soiled-by

It is the action of a brave kmight to re-
pair the evil done by others. But if you
are willing to pay the .debts of others|
and do not pay vour own debts, if you|
wipe away the tears that are shed through |
the fault .of others and ‘abandon thone‘l
whose tears are shed because of you, then
what can be said of you?

Are you mot like those knights who con-
cealed a deadly wound under the steel of
their armour? Are you not eaten away
in seeret? Does not the paller of your
face show that there is a hidden disease
destroying you? Pay your debts and then
pay the debts of others. Repair the harm
you have done, and’ then repair the harm
done by others. Remember Zaccheus, the]
chief of the publicans.

Nothing is more difficult for 2 man than
to acknowledge that he has done wrong
and then to humbly endeavor to repair it
in the very place where he has committed
it. !

It is a strange thing to eee to what anl
extent we resemble those great kings
whom the eight of their victims annoys

with these simple and clear duties. One,

would think that it was a matter of climb-
ing up to the stars. We cannot be/spared
that effort: it is to the assault of such
practical and almest petty obstacles that
the gospel leads us, first of all.

This story is great and magnificent, as
well ‘as natural and eimple.  There is
nothing impoesible in it, nothing that be-
Jongs to a domain to which any age can-
not be initiated. We cannot say, we, the
men of today, that our way of thinking
refuses to assimilate these facts.

The Juminous and flaming honesty that
devours darkness and dishonesty, as fire
devours all impurities, had eprung forth
from that man's heart, because it was
brought into contact with Christ. When
the paeserby’s gaze fell on him, his eyes
that had taken pleasure din counting out
gold, and perhaps: even ill-gotten gold,
were filled with shadows. Theyv could no
longer bear the idea of enjoying theee
riches alcne, and. above all the thought

of retaining anything that was not worthy |

of the definite goodness of the gazé that
rested upon him. As eoon as Christ had
ehown  him the greatnees of true life;
“calvation came to his house.”

We are all etrayed souls seeking 'our
galvation in, certain compromises and
wretchedly trivial combinations that might
at ‘times be compared with the ruses o
animals.

{ The development of the srobation
!syscem during the past quarter of a cen-
tury is an interesting ove.  Its growth
| was slow, at first, but for the past four+
teemny years it has been rapid. Even after
| the present law went into effect, compel-
| ling the appointment nf probation offic-
|ers, some of the courts made almost no
use of them, insisting -that the only thing
to do to a criminal was to punish him.
Some of the courts still hold thiz view,
{and put few on probation, but the use
iof the officers has steadily' ncreased, un-
| il the number placed on probation ie al-
‘ most as large as the nmnber sentenced
to terms of imprisonment. The superior
! court has its probation officers, and pro-
| bation, instead of being used merely for
| petty misdemeanants, is now applied suc-
| cessfully to eriminals who bave commit-
| ted serious offences.

| That the probation werk has won publie
confidence has been shown by the latest
legislation, which greatly enlarges the
powers and responsibilities of the officers.
Many years ago the state, in its legislation,
committed itself to the proposition that
the man who was arrested. for drunken-
ness need not be punished by the courts,

¢ | unless it was shown that he was a habitual

offcnder. In 1891 it put into the hands
of the police the power of releasing those
who came only occasionally. This did not
worlk’ satisfactorily, and . the power was
transferred to the gourts, which were
authorized to release without arraignment.
The prisoner is not even told what charge
is made against him, but is allowed to
Jeave the court if the judge is satisfied
that he has not been in the habit of com-
ng.

This power to release .the occasional
offender .has not been used by all the
courts, but nearly 16,000 were released
under it last year, and with good results
—go good that the legislature has pro-
vided for its enlarged application, and
for an administration which will more
fully remedy the evils which the law of
1803 was designed to remove—the loss of
employment by the arrested person and
| the disgrace which comes from public
exposure in court. Most of those arrest-
ed for drunkenness are mechanics and
| laborers. Situations .are easily lest. If
| 2 mah does not appear for work in the
| morning another man is put in his place.

duce harvest hands to go to Minnesota and
the Dakotas. It is estimated that 50,000
harvest hands will be needed within two
weeks in the Northwest.

The National Association of Letter Car-
riers will hold ‘a convention next month
at Portland, Ore. It is understood that
many of the delegates are in favor of affil-
iating with the American Federation of
Jabor. For the past- ten years or more
the U. 8. letter carriers have been striv-
ing in vain for an imcrease of wages.

The strike of several hundred men at
the Black Creek mines of the Hazel
Mountain Coal Compamy, mear Hazelton,
Pa., has been declared off. ns
weere made to the miners.

The political lJabor organizations of the
Australian states met recently in. con-
vention in Melbourne, and had a very ex-
tensive programme to ‘dispose of. Their
deliberations will have an important in-
fluence upon the future policy of the fed-
eral labor party.

At the recent conference of the National
Union of Shop Assistants, Warehousemen
and Clerks of Great Britain, which has 15,-
527 members, a resolwtion was carried ex-
pressing the convietion that adult suffrage,
male and female, was the only franchise
reform which merited support from the
labor party in parliament.

The Chicago Stereotypers’ ization
affiliated with the Internaftional Typo-
graphical Union, voted vecently for a de-
fense fund. .

The Pittsburg officers of the Brick-
YJayers’ and Stonemasons’ International
* Association have received mnotice from the
national officials, giving ithe local union
instructions to resume work for the
United States Steel Corporation and
throwing open every plant operated by
the combine- The action ends a strike
of three years.

In 1868 Minneapolis coopers tried to
establish a large co-operative shop, which
failed.

The U. S. Brotherhood of Painters
and the Amalgamated Painters’ Society,
which have been trying for over a year
to amalgamate, have failed to come to
an agreement and stopped all negotia-
tions. Strikes of members of the one
unjon against the other, which had been
suspended during the peace megotiations,
are to be resumed.

A PROGRESSIVE POPE

(Boston Transeript.)
ROME, Aug. 26—One of the most im-
portant reforms yet ‘inétituted in the

_ churer by Pope Pius X is trat contained

in an apostolic letter which he has re-
cently addressed to all the bishops of
Spain and Sounth “America. In this docu-
ment the pope absolutely forbids the sale
in future of any privilege, dispensation or
faculty by the bishops and clergy for a

. money consideration, and abolishes par-

ticularly the custom which has prevailed
for centuries of furnishing Catholics with
the special list of dispensations and fac-
ulties commonly called the “Bulla Cruci-
ata” It was during the time of the
Crusades, when the popes were organizing
expeditions against the Mohammedans
who were threatening the invasion of
Christian Europe, that funds were col-
Jected all over the world for the purpose.
To aid in the collection of these funds, a
special list of dispensations and faculties
was edited and given to. those who con-
tributed certain sums towards the expedi-
tions against the Turks. Among the dis-
pensations there. . are several regarding
fasting and abstinence, and others grant-
ing a certain number of indulgences to
the Yaithful who receive a copy of the
“Bulla.”

After the Crusades had ended with the
battle of Lepanto, succeeding popes sought
to abolish the issuance of dispensations
for money consideration, but the kings
of Spain, as well as many of the bishops,
resisted the attempts of the Holy See to
deprive them of the privileges that had
been granted and the removal of a source
of revenue which was not insignificant.
Gradually the issuance of the Bulla be-
came a custom in all the ancient Spanish
and Portuguese possessions in South Am-
erica, and there the custom holds to this
day. It is this abuse that Pius X has
now decided by a stroke of his pen to
end, and it is altogether likely that he
will succeed, for the papal document just
jssued declares that even those who are
in possession of a copy of the Bulla Cru-
ciata are not to consider themselves ex-
empt from any obligation imposed by the
church, and that all dispensations cover-
ed by it are now null and void.

1t is reported that recently the pope
complained that too many apply. to the
Vatican for financial assistance connected
with the work of churches or religious
ordefs: The superior of one of the latter,
who came recently to the pope with a
request for financial help, was convinced
that the application was of no avail only
when the pope opened one by one all the
drawers of his writing desk and showed
that not one of them contained the
smallest sum of money. A .newly ap-
pointed bishop came to Rome a few
days ago and told Pius X that he found
his diocese to be very poor and that he
did not know how he was to obtain a
living. “You have just had the same
trouble T had two years ago,” was the
pope’s reply in his Venetian dialect,

“when they elected me pope and I found
that the expemses of the Vatican were
much Jlarger than its income. Do as I
have done; make the strictest economies
all along the line.” :

But the prospect for the Vatican finan-
ces is brighter just now because for the
first time in thirty-five years the Italian
.clergy have got together and have de-
cided to send an annual contribution to
the pope. Of. all the Catholic' countries
of Europe, Italy has been the one that
hds probably contributed the least to the
Peter’'s Pence fund. since the. ocou-
pation of Rome by the government.
This is accounted for by the fach
that the contention of the popes for the
rights of the temporal power had caused a
friction between the better elements of
Ttalian society and the head of the church.
Of late, however, the liberal trend of the
policy of the present pope and the per-
misesion he has granted- Italian Catholics
to take part in political elections of their
country have tended to make the Italians
more favorably disposed towards the
church authorities., All the canoms of the
many chapters of Italy, headed by Canon
Cerrato of Sarno, have just sent to Rome
a Jange contributign from the benifices held
by them This they intend to renew every
year. Accompanying the contribution, for
ipresentation to the pope, was an album
containing the names of all the contribu-
tors.

Following this precedent, g parih priest
in the diocese of Pistoja has just issued a
circular letter to all the parish priests of
Ttaly, asking that in view of the fact that
the present pope had been for many years
one of their number, they should all con-
tribute from the income of their parishes
an annual sum to be yearly presented to
the pope under the name of the parish
priests of Italy. There is no doubt that
the plan will succeed, as many priests have
already responded favorably. ;

Since the guppression ¢f the theological
faculty of the Vatican Seminary for rea-
sons of economy, Pius X. has been paying
his attention to the need of similar reforms
in many of the Italian dioceses, which be-
cause of their poverty are not in position
to maintain an individual eeminary euf-
ficiently equipped for the efficient educa-
tion of their clergy. It is the intention of
the pope that in the digecesan seminaries
there ghal be in future imparted only the
classical education, and that for theology
and the higher studies several dioceses
should be grouped together to maintain a
common institution of learning to which
all their clerical students can be sent,
and which would not involve such a large
expense of maintenance for each individual
diocese.

By direct order of Pius X. the conten-
tion of the Vatican administration with
the company which furnishes water to
nearly all the city of Rome, has been end-
ed by the refusal of the Vatican authori-
ties donger to use the water in question in
the papal residence. It is known, and
just now it is a burning question here,
that the company has for years been
charging exorbitant rates to its customers.
The Vatican administration, with an ele-
ven-thousand-room establishment to care
for, has been a principal sufferer and has
had to pay enormous monthly water bills.
This is now ended, as Pius X. has been
able to secure for the Vatican palace the

PROBATION SYSTEM

(Continued from page 10.)

Compelled, under the present law, to
wait until court orders his release, he
finds himself out of work, with all that
that involves. Public exposure in court
“is another serious matter for a mian who
has a good reputation, \ahome:and fam-
ily and a situation. All'his hopes for the
future may be shattered by the telling of
the story by one who sees him in the
dock and spreads the news. If this can
be avoided, many a man can be saved. If
he can be released without this exposure
and feel that nobody knows of his mis-
hap, he is likely to leave the path which
led him to the station house,

To remedy these evils the legislature
has provided that occasional offenders
may be released by the probation officers,
who can allow them to go earlier than
the courts can and without public ex-
posure. The courts which mow release
without arraignment do eo solely on the
information given -hy: the .probation offi-
cer as to previous offences. The legisla-
tion is in line with the established policy
of the state, which aims to discriminate
between occasional and habitual offend-
ers. The transfer of the power of release
from the Court, which acts upon the
information of the probation officer, to
that officer himself, is a wise one. If
probation officers can ‘be trusted with the
custodial supervision of thousands of con-
victed men, many of/whom have been
found guilty of eemious offences, they can
surely be permitted to release from cus;
tody men who have committed a petty
misdemeanor, so petty that under the
present law they . are _released “by “the
courts. They know the habitual offend-
ers, and with their records and the aid
of the police are well able to discriminate
between them and the accidental.

The legislature, after careful considera-
tion, has decided to vest in the probation
officers this power of release, and the
courts, whose agents the probation offi-
cers are, will without doubt be able to
work out a system by which the intent
and purpose of the legislature may be
accomplished. ‘

TENNESSEE LIQUOR LAWS

(From the Washington Post.)

There are only eight towns in the'State
of Tennessee where spirituous liquors can
be legally retailed. This is because the law
forbids the sale of intoxicants in any town
that has a population of less than 5000.
One might naturally think that under this
system intemperance would be greatly ‘re-
duced in our state, but that is not the
case at-all, As a matter of fact, the effect
is just the reverse. Citizens living in the
smaller towns simply send to the cities
for their supply and buy their liquor by
wholesale. A man who has a jug of whis-
key will invite his 'neighbors in, and of-
ten ere the party disperses every member
will drink to intoxication. Amother bad
result is that while the drinking of whis-
key is mot diminished, the communities
into which it is imported get no revenue,
as they would were the license system in
vogue.

The
public accounts last year showed 2 deficit
of over $40,000, due to a decrease in reve-
nue ‘and increase in the cost of the ad-
ministration of the government and in
the carrying on of the nedésgary public ser-
vioe,) Unlike other provinces, the Ieland
has to depend on her revenue from the
dominion subsidy and Jocal taxation. There
are not only taxes on land, but also on
income, incorporated companies, commer-
cial travellers, banks, etc. “An education
is practically carried on at the govern-
ment expense and’ for this item alone &
very large proportion of the revenue is ex-
pended, and the salaries of -the teachers
are mot mnearly so large as they ought to
be. The other departments of the public
service have to be Tun along very economi-
cal lines and an increase of Jocal taxa-
tion would be a measure that any govern-
ment would hesitate to take. The im-
ports of the Island have greatly increased
gince confederation, in a greater propor-
tion it is claimed than other provinces,
because our people manufacture but little.
We not only contribute largely to the do-
minion treasury in the form of custom
duties on goods that are entered first -in
other Canadian ports—duties which do not
appear to the credit of the Jsland—but we
buy largely of the manufactured goods of
the upper provinces which take a very
gmall percentage of our products. Our
aims for increased subsidies are admit-
tedly strong. At econfederation every-
thing was carried on much more cheaply
than at present, legislation, civil govern-
ment and the admihistration of justice
were far lees expensive than they are now.
1f the resolutions passed at the Quebec
Conference are carried out by the domin-
ion government the island should receive
for the one item of legislation ‘and civil
government alone one hu thousand
dollars instead’of thirty thousand dollars
as at present. ’
