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ANNOUNCEMENT,

IN issuing to the Profession and public the announcement of the
Twentieth Winter Session of the Toronto School of Medicine, the
Faculty have much pleasure in congratulating the friends of the
[nstitution on its continued prosperity—a prosperity indicated not
only by a large increase of pupils annually, but by the more
general existence among them of those higher preliminary qualifica-

tions so very desirable in gentlemen entering upon the study of

medicine.

After the close of the last Leeture Season, Dr. Barrett—who for
the past ten years had proved himself both a popular lecturer and
successful teacher—found that engagements altogether outside of
the School necessitated his resignation of the Chair of Institutes of
Medicine—a step regretted alike by himself, his colleagues, and the
pupils.

As a tribute of respect to his personal worth and scientifie attain-
ments, as well as a mark of continued esteem, the Corporation have
elected him to the honorary position of Emeritus Lecturer on the
Institutes of Medicine.

As future incumbent of the Chair thus vacant, the Corpora-
tion has had the good fortune to securc the services of James
Bovell, M.D., and L.R.C.P., Eng., a gentleman of more than Provin-
cial reputation, who has devoted many years of studious observation to
microscopical anatomy and its important bearings, and is already
well known as a favourite teacher in this department.

Lectures will commence on Wednesday the 1st of October next.
They will be delivered in the Medical School Building of the
Toronto University, situated in University Park.

Students of the Toronto School of Medicine will thus be enabled,
from their proximity, to avail themselves of the advantages afforded
by the University Library and Museum.

During the past year the Corporation, at great expense, procured
an extensive and valuable assortment of anatomical and pathological
models and preparations made in Paris. These, together with the
previously existing Museum, and which is yearly increasing in value
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from additions thereto, and the Medical Museum of the Toronto
University (which has been placed in charge of this School) form,
in the total, a collection of great value for the purposes of illustra-

tion.

Tug CHEMICAL LECTURE RooM AND LABORATORY OF UNIVER-
sty CoLLEGE are provided with every modern improvement, and the
arcatest facilities are offered for the study both of Theoretical and
Practical Chemistry, under the able direction of Professor Croft.

The arrangements in reference to the study of Anatomy, it is
believed, are such as to afford the student in this department greater
advantages than exist in any other school in British America.

The DissectiNg Rood, well lighted and ventilated, is amply
furnished with material, and under the immediate control of Dr.
Lizars, formerly Demonstrator of Anatomy in the University of
Edinburgh.

SCHOLARSHIPS.
Four Scholarships will be ahnually offered for competition, viz.:—
One for Matriculants.
One for Students of one year's standing.
One for Students of two years' standing.
One for Students of three years' standing.

No Scholarship will be awarded to any Candidate unless he shall
have been classed in Honors in at least two-thirds of the Depart-
ments comprised in the Examination. Fach Scholarship is of the
value of thirty pounds a year. Kach Scholarship is tenable for one
year only, but the Scholars of one yenr are eligible for the Scholar
ships of the succeeding year.

Students who have not previously Matriculated in any of the
Faculties, may compete for the Scholarships cf the first, second, or
third years, by taking, along with the subjects preseribed for that
year, the subjects appointed for Matriculation.

Every Student taking a Scholarship is required to sign a declara-
tion that it is his intention to pursue his Medical Studies one, two,
or three years, according to the year in which he has taken such

Scholarship, and proceed to a Degree in the University of Toronto.
