They knew he would 
wait until he thought the allies had 
reached the highest point of efficiency 
and then throw in enormous masses at 
reserves to catch them on the down 
grade.

Reports indicate that the Germans al­
ready have used two-thirds of their re­
serve forces without gaining a single ob­
jective. At this rate their force will be 
spent in futile counter-attacks before the 
allies reach the mightiest force of their 
arms. The British have already a wide 
front on which to deploy, and this soon 
will be extended.

I have always held that bad housing 
conditions, density and congestion of 
population with unsanitary surroundings 
and all that this means, had more to do 
with the death-rate of a city than the 
milk supply.

The editorial itself is a summary of 
a report of Dr. M. Williamson, health 
officer for the city of Edinburgh. It 
should set those who are interested in 
securing better houses for the poor and 
“laboring class,” thinking. Every good 
citizen is interested, I have no doubt, in 
this important subject.

I desire to point to a few salient facts 
in this editorial, viz.:—

((1)) How density of population af­
fects the death-rate of a city.

(a) In Edinburgh in the residential 
(Merchiston) district with 811 small 
houses—death rate per 1,00Q—12.2.

(b) In the St. Giles district with 2.918 
houses of one and two rooms—death- 
rate per 1,000—21.2.

That is nine more persons die out of 
every 1,000 in the St. Giles than in the 
Merchiston district in every year.

Housing on Health’ was recently raised 
by the medical officer of health for Ed­
inburgh in a paper read at Glasgow. 
The full significance of the facts brought 
out by Dr. Maxwell Williamson can only 
be appreciated by a study of the statis­
tical tables given in his paper, which we 
cannot. here produce. Some of the gen­
eral deductions, however, are sufficiently 
striking. Thus it is found that the pro­
portion of the population spending their 
lives in houses consisting of one or two 
rooms in Paisley is 64.9 per cent. ; in 
Dundee it is 63 per cent. ; in Glasgow, 
62 per cent.; in Greenock, 58 per cent.;

- and in Edinburgh, 37.2 per cent.
In the city of Edinburgh nearly 100,- 

000 people live more than two in a 
room; 40,000 more than three in a room; 
and over 12,000 more than four in a 
room.

rate of a community increases with the 
density of the population. Dr. William­
son has found, from an investigation 
carried out in the different wards of 
the city of Edinburgh, that the death- 
rate increases almost exactly in propor­
tion to the number of one and two-room­
ed houses in the district, ranging from
12.2 in the resldental district of Mer­
chiston, with its 811 small houses, to
21.2 in St. Giles, where 2913 houses are 
of one an dtwo rooms. If congested dis­
tricts are taken in place of the muni­
cipal wards the influence of the density 
of the population on the death-rate is 
further shown. The average density in 
the city is 28 persons to the acre, and 
the general death-rate 16.4 per thousand. 
In the densely populated Canongate dis­
trict the density of persons to the acre 
is 202, with a death-rate of 22.5 per 
thousand. Figures are given to prove 
that the incidence of sickness—e. g. fe­
vers, phthisis, etc.—also varies directly 
with the density of the population and 
the number of smaller houses. In 1912, 
of the cases of phthisis notified to the 
medical officer of health, 6.9 per thousand 
occurred in houses of one room; 5.6 per 
thousand of two rooms; 3.5 per thou­
sand of three rooms ; and only 1.4 per 
thousand in houses of four rooms and 
over. The figures for 1910 and 19Hj-re 
also given with similar results. The 
tremendous significance of this conclu­
sion, if a correct one, lies in the fact 
that, meantime, untold sums pf money 
are being spent on sanitorium and in­
structional treatment in an attempt to 
cure a disease one at least of the main 
causes of which is receiving the scanti­
est possible attention.”

The advocates of the dominion-wide 
plan for daylight saving have won. The 
common council today voted to repeal the 
by-law under which the system was au­
thorized for local use, and St. John will 
continue to use the same time as the 
rest of the province this summer. The 
resolution providing for the repeal of the 
by-law also provided for memorials to 
the dominion and provincial govern­
ments announcing the desire of the peo­
ple of this city for the adoption of the 
plan throughout the dominion.

Mayor Hayes presided and Commis­
sioners Wigmore, Russell and Fisher 

present at the adjourned meeting 
of the council held at noon today to deal 
with the petitions.

Before taking up the daylight saving 
matter, a letter from Patrick McHale, a 
teamster in the public works depart­
ment, who has been in the city employ for 
twenty-seven years, asking for full pay 
while sick, was referred to the commis­
sioner of his department.

Daylight Saving
The common clerk then presented the 

opinion of the city solicitor in reply to 
the question regarding the legality of a 
plebiscite on the daylight saving matter. 
The city solicitor said that the time of 
the 60th meridian was fixed law for use 
litre, and the city had no authority to j 
make any other time legal, although it 
could arrange any hours of work for its 

employes and officials as it wished 
and change the city clocks if it wished. 
Under the circumstances, even a plebis­
cite would not give the city authority 
to effect a legal change in the time, 
this was a matter n,oc in the jurisdiction J 
of the city. While there might be no 
objection to the council securing the 
opinion of the citizens by means of a 
plebiscite, there was no provision for 
administering the oath or for other safe­
guards to ensure a fair vote and, under 
these circumstances, a plebiscite might 
not be satisfactory.

Commissioner Wigmore said that, as 
the legal opinion seemed to be that there 
was no authority for the enforcement of 
caylight time, it would not be worth 
while to take a plebsicite. He moved 
that the by-law be repealed.

Commissioner Fisher, in seconding the 
motion, said he did not see what else 
could be done. He said that the petitions 
of protest all voiced entire approval of 
the plan if nation-wide, and lie asked 
that the motion include provision for 
memorializing the government and bring­
ing this to their attention. The amend- 
ment was accepted.

Commissioner Russell agreed that the 
by-law should be repealed and support­
ed the idea of the dominion-wide plan.

Mayor Hayes agreed that a plebiscite 
would be unnecessary in view of the 
solicitor’s opinion. He also said that 
the vote of those opposed to its local 
adoption might be taken as opposition to 
the idea. He added that Commissioner 
McLellan had been prevented from be­
ing present, but that he was in accord 
with the attitude of the other commis-

That the Serbian camp at Sussex is 
to be removed to Levis, Quebec, was the 
information received in the city today. 
This camp is in command of Major 
Hamilton, who was assisted by Major 
Markham prior to his receiving appoint­
ment as director of the pension board 
for the maritime provinces. As yet no 
officer has been named to succeed Major 
Markham. It is understood that the 
vacancy will be filled by a returned offi­
cer, one well up In training, as this 
branch of the work comes under the 
supervision of the second in command.

The change, it is understood, is due to 
the fact that so soon as 100 or more 
Serbians are secured they are sent direct 
overseas in command of their own offi­
cers and now that navigation is opening 
on the St. Lawrence, Levis would be 
nearer to the point of embarkation than 
Sussex.

The greater proportion of those enlist­
ing are from upper Canada and the mid­
dle west and thus a camp at Levis will 
prove less expense. The change, it is 
understood, will be made in the course 
of a few days.
