Concerning "crimes of violence," 
Commissioner Norwood prints in his 
report:

“Twenty-seven cases of alleged 
murder of persons above one year 
of age were recorded (in 1923) as 
•gainst 28 in 1922, two cases of 
murder; by abortion being Included 
In the tigures of 1922. One murder 
ds included in the-figures of 1923, 
which was presumed to have been 
Oommitted in April, 1922, but was 
not known to the police until Oc­
tober, 1923.
' "In 17 cases, sixteen persons (one 
In respect to two murders), 
arrested. Nine were convicted and 
Sentenced to death—including a 
double murderer, four were found to 
be insane at the time of committing 
the offence, one was acquitted on 
the ground that the act was com­
mitted in self-defence, one died 
while awaiting trial, and one Is yet 
to be dealt with. In the other ten 
cases, three of which were double 

\ murderers, the murderers committed 
suicide. It may be pointed out that 
no case of unsolved murder occurred 
during the year.”

Nine were sentenced to death of 
the 27 London murderers in 1923; 
nine were sentenced to death of the 
270 Chicago murderers In that same 
year. In London only one was set 
free, while in Chicago 45 were found 
not guilty.

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So many mistaken and wrong statements have been published recently 
concerning me that it has become necessary to defend myself through the press 
and for this purpose I have engaged space in a morning and evening news­
paper, and am paying for same at the regular rate for such service.

One newspaper a few days ago refused to publish a letter I sent their 
editor, in which I set forth my position and called attention to the Inaccuracy 
of a despatch which appeared in that paper, but with this exception the press 
has been very liberal and fair in circulating any articles which I have sub­
mitted. However, in view of the personal character which the controversy 
is now assuming, I cafinot expect them to continue this service, which costs 
considerable money, free of charge.

This is the first attempt of mine to put before the public the true facte 
of the present campaign, and I would like it distinctly understood that in do­
ing so I am stating strictly my own views and am not attempting to speak 
for the lumbermen, Doctor Baxter’s party or the so-called “Big Interests."

Let me say at once that I am in no way interested in or associated with, 
nor have I any knowledge of, any party, group or clique engaged in attempt­
ing to obtain illicit control of the resources of this province, either as to Crown 
lands, water power rights or any other asset belonging to the Crown or the 
people.

Next let me say that I have no knowledge as to how, in Doctor Baxter’s 
opinion, the Grand Falls power should be developed that is whether under 
public or private ownership. I do believe, however, that his position on this 
question as set forth in newspaper accounts is a sound one, when he states that 
there is not sufficient information given on which to form a judgment; that 
this information should be secured; signed contracts secured for the bulk of 
the power to be developed and the authority of the people secured, before con­
struction is proceeded with.

Now my own personal opinion has always been in favor of private devel­
opment and I have on frequent occasions so informed the Premier. I stated 
that in my qpinion if the power was to be developed under public ownership 
full and complete information should be obtained, to which the Premier agreed, 
he further agreeing that a commission composed of the best business talent of 
the province be appointed to pass upon the project before proceeding. This 
promise has not been kept. When it was announced last winter that the 
Premier intended proceeding without the proper yafe-guards a number of his 
supporters, as well as myself remonstrated. A meeting was held on the 4th 
or 5th day of March last and has been referred to by the Premier in some of 
his addresses. Among others present at the meeting were Messrs. J. D. Mc­
Kenna, Magee, Dysert, McMannus and J. J. McCaffrey. These gentlemen all 
know whether the promises made by the Premier at that meeting were kept 
I was not the only one to remonstrate and every man present agreed that it 

necessary to appoint a proper commission, obtain additional expert advice 
and the whole project should be proceeded with in a businesslike way.

The men appointed to the board to handle this large expenditure of the 
people’s money should in my opinion be experts in that particular line and 
should have extensive experience and training in süch work. The people 
should decide whether or not the present members qualify.

I understand it was at this meeting the Premier states I urged him to go 
on the board. The truth is he announced that he was going on the board 
and would take the chairmanship. He further stated the board would be 

/ composed of five members, three of whom would be first class business men, 
and that the appointments would be made forthwith and their advice taken 
about procedure.

Has this been done? The membership of the board has been increased 
to seven, the final appointments were not made until after the tenders were 
called for and apparently all the Premier desired the board for was to “rubber 
stamp” what he had done. If ever there was a case of “locking the barn after 
the horse was stolen” this, in my opinion, is one.

In addition to the Grand Falls project the lumber sitiiation In the prov­
ince was also discussed. I informed the Premier at that time, and on many 
other occasions, that the lumbermen could not continue paying the heavy dues 
being charged, that they were opposed to him then and would likely come out 
openly against him unless relief was given. Their stand on this matter is not 
new to the Premier or his Cabinet and cannot be designated as “taking him 
by the throat.”

When the government refused relief they not only refused to accept the 
judgment of the lumbermen as to their needs but they also ignored the advice 
of the different boards of tràde of this province who joined the lumbermen in 
their petition to the Veniot government. The following resolution adopted 
by the Bathurst Board of Trade on May 16th last and which was sent to the 
Premier and his Minister of Lands and Mines at that time, is typical of resolu­
tions adopted by other boards of trade throughout the province and sets forth 
very clearly the grounds upon which the lumbermen asked relief and the hard­
ships necessarily imposed upon them, their employees and their families if such 
relief was refused:—

“WHEREAS it has been brought to the attention of this Board that the 
Lumber Industry of New Brunswick is now, and has for some years past, been 
suffering acute depression resulting in lack of profit to the operators, lower 
wages to employees and a consequent decrease in the buying power of the 
interested communities; and

.. WHEREAS there is no prospect of relief by way of increase in the selling 
price of lumber owing to European and Pacific Coast competition, which is 
becoming keener every year, as is evidenced by the fact that the qtiantity trans­
ported from the Pacific Coast through the Panama Canal and sold in Eastern 
United States has increased during the past five years over eight hundred per 
cent.; and

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BALDWIN AND RHODE^ BRITISH RUBBER. “Two Hard-Boiled Eggs”
Ramsay MacDonald joins Lloyd 

George in denouncing Mr. Baldwin’s 
plan by which the great coal strike 
was averted, characterizing it as a sur­
render to the coal miners. He agrees 
tjict it was a great thing to prevent 
industrial paralysis, but he objects very 
strongly to the method by which the 
end was achieved, and says that the 
Government has handed over at least 
the appearance of a victory “to the 

*vtry forces that sane socialism felt to 
be probably its greatest enemy,” and 
that the Ministry “in fact and in sub- 
stance by its general policy has sided 
with the wildest Bolshevik.”

Mr. MacDonald, when he was 
Premier, was far more successful in 
his foreign policy than he was in deal­
ing with the domestic evils which 
plagued Britain no less in his day than 
at present. He does not say by what 
other means Mr. Baldwin could have 
won for the country the breathing spell 
necessary to seek another solution of 

■—- the trouble.
As a matter of fact, the real test of 

the Baldwin plan is to come. The 
Prime Minister, it is quite true, has 
purchased a truce, and he and his 
associates fully recognize that the 
situation six months hence may be 
worse rather than better unless in the 
meantime there is gradually worked 
out a plan which will prevent the 
nation from being held up perlodcally 
either by the mlnerâ or the mine 

■ owners, or by both.
The situation In Nova Scotia Is 

somewhat similar. Mr. Rhodes is de­
termined that coal mining shall be 
resumed, and he Is willing to sacrifice 
a substantial portion of the coal royal­
ties for twelve months in order that a 
thorough Inquiry may reveal the basis 
fbr something better than a compromise 

*- settlement which, at best, can only be 
temporary.

It is manifestly out of the question 
to contemplate continued conditions 
under which the public would be com­
pelled from time to time to bribe 
either the operators or the miners “to 
be good.” In the end both must stand 
•t the bar of public opinion. Mr. 
Rhodes, like Mr. Baldwin, will have 
the strongest public support In any 
Step he may take to vindicate the 
publie Interest. Fuel, like food, is a 
necessity, and the state cannot tamely 
permit unreasonable end selfish forces 
to dislocate industry from time to time 
end subject the whole population to 
Joss and hardship.

Those who are making an outcry 
over Britain’s system of control of the 
export of rubber apparently forget 
that the price paid for this commodity 
by British subjects is the same as that 
paid by foreigners. The price has un­
dergone spectacular changes. A little 
more than a year ago it was only sev­
enteen cents a pound. Not long ago 
it was as high as a dollar and twenty- 
five cents and only recently it fell 
below the dollar mark again.
' Interest in the British method of 

control is easy to understand when it 
is considered that out of every one 
hundred tons of crude rubber marketed 
lu 1924 the British plantations 
plied 79.9 tons. Most of the balance 
came from the Dutch East Indies and 
Brazil, the latter supplying six tons 
out of every hundred tons available. 
The British plan does not involve dis­
crimination against anyone, but the 
high prices have affected the United 
States greatly because it is the largest 
user of rubber.

(The Bystander in Toronto Globe.)
A wireless story in which an early 

celebrity in that wonderful field played 
a part is told by William Le Queux in 
a new book, ‘Things I Know.”

They 
took his secret message for the Admir­
alty, and replied:

“ ‘O.K. I Two hard-boiled eggs.’

In 1920 the producers of rubber were 

suffering most severe depression and 
it was feared that the industry 
threatened with very grave disaster. 
The result was the appointment of a 
British committee, headed by Sir 
James Stevenson, to‘investigate the 
situation and suggest ways of better­
ment The committee advised the in­
troduction of a graded export tax, and 
that plan was carried into effect in 
British plantations in 1922, the British 
Government having arranged for the 
requisite legislation in Ceylon, the 
Malay States, and the Gold Coast. 
The price in 1912 was ruinously low. 
The new measure limited the exports 
until a profitable price was estabUshed, 
and the amount exported is increased 
periodically. Beginning with August 
1, the arrangement permits of the 
export of seventy-five per cent, of the 
standard output This will be increased 
to eighty-five per cent, on November 
1, and to ninety-five per cent on 
February I of next year, and it is 
thought that the exports will soon be 
large enough to prevent the manipula­
tion of prices by speculators.

It is suggested by the Toronto Star 
that the American protest against the 
high price of rubber brought about to 
a large extent by the British plan is 
hard to reconcile with some American 
policies. The United States does not 
hesitate to protect its own economic 
interests by what it deems to be effec­
tive methods.

a year from now is no good as we cannot carry on that long under present 
conditions.

In the resolution of theXBathurst Board of Trade reference is made to the 
fact that the lumbermen, by rigid economy and increased efficiency, were able 
to reduce their costs of production approximately 40 per cent, during the past 
five years. A considerable portion of this saving was necessarily affected by 
a reduction in men’s wages. The men engaged in our industry realized the 
situation and accepted the reduced wage, otherwise it would have been an 
absolute impossibility to continue to operate the saw mills. While the pro­
duction cost during the period mentioned has been reduced by 40 per cent, the 
sales price during the same period declined approximately 55 per cent, and 
there was no prospect of any improvement. As a result, and notwithstanding 
the co-operation between operators and employees a large number of the mills 
have been uqable to sqrvive and approximately 50 per cent, of the mills oper­
ating five years ago are now out of business.

I contend that the present government taxes and regulations regarding 
stumpage dues, scaling and high compensation rates, the latter being unduly 
high owing to the lack of business methods in administration/ are largely 
responsible for the failures above mentioned and also for the low rate of wages 

being paid the men in the lumber industry, the lack of employment and 
the exodus of our young men from the province to find work abroad.

If the Premier has not been again misquoted he said at Shediac “It is an 
outrage, a robbery of the rights of the working man. It also gives the lie 
direct to those lumbermen who are risking for reduced stumpage and refuse to 
give a corresponding increase of wages to the men, because compensation is 
costing too much. How can it cost too much to the lumbermen if they make 
the workmen pay it? It is another way of robbing the poor man." I would 
like to ask the public who are the robbers who are depriving the workingman 
of his rights? Is it the lumbermen who have continued to pay their em­
ployees to the Ihtolts of their ability or the government who are responsible for 
the condition of the lumber industry? I make the direct charge and can prove 
that the government Is the guilty party . The conditions imposed by them 
have deprived the lumbermen of their opportunities for making a profit and 
this has been reflected right down the line, not only in the condition of the 
lumber industry itself but in the wages of the men employed, the merchant 
and the general public who heretofore have done business in this province at 
a profit largely owing to the prosperity that existed in the lumber industry. 
There is how no more prosperity in the lumber industry, either for the oper­
ators, their employees or the general public, and further there is no prospect 
of any prosperity tinless the present government is replaced by a government 
that will show justice.

This fight is no longer a party one. It Is a fight for relief from the

•- aged and bungled from beginning to
MR. ROSS SPEAKS.

W. A. Ross’s theme was progres­
sive legislation placed on the statute 
books by the present administration 
since 1917. He said that this legis­
lation had been enacted for the bene­
fit of the masses rather than for any 
class. He said the new vocation 
school In Saint John was not only 
for the benefit ot the people of Saint 
John, but that any person residing in 
the parish, of Saint Martins or any 
other part o fthe province could send 
either a boy or a girl to the school 
without paying any fee, but a charge 
would be made against the county, 
and the Government would maka a 
grant fro mthe revenues of the prov­
ince; this withoue increasing the 
taxation of the people In any way.

CHARGES EFFORT TO CONFUSE.

Mr. Ross stated that when Mayor 
Potts and Mr. Baxter said that people 
were being drlvèn from this country 
because of taxation, they were at­
tempting to confuse the people. The 
Provincial Government levied no di­
rect tax, other than the amusement 
tax, and that portion of the county 
tax bill which is set forth under the 
heading, “For Highway Purposes.” 
In 1918 the Government Increased the 
road tax from 25 cents on the hun­
dred dollars, to 40 cents. This had 
the approval of both sides of the 
house, and every cent raised in this 
way was spent on the roads in the 
county, he declared. The only othei 
tax that the people pay was the 
tomoblle license fee.

All dealt 
with some aspect or aspects of the 
work of the Government.

At St. Vincent’s auditorium, Cliff 
street, Hon. Dr. W. F. Roberts, Minis­
ter of Health, was accompanied by Dr. 
J. R. Nugent and Mrs. J. W. V. Law- 
lor. Miss Amelia Haley presided.

Dr. Roberts asked his aiidience to 
contrast what had been accomplished 
by the Opposition, when in power, with 
what the Government bad done. He 
classed as penitence the last minute 
appointing of a commission to prepare 
for the Workmen’s Compensation Act, 
and the passing of the prohibition act 
and declared that the party had sad­
dled the province with the Valley Rail­
way, which had proved a $500,000 mill­
stone about the neck of the people.

GOOD ROADS.
He declared the present administra­

tion had given the province good roads, 
had been responsible for vocational 
education, had saved the people of Saint 
John a great deal In cutting the cost 
of electric light by the Musquash hydro 
plant and was Intending to give the 
province cheap power through the de­
velopment of Grand Falls.

In speaking of the Public Health Act, 
he declared that the compulsory pas­
teurisation of milk had saved $27,500 
annually in the costs of typhoid fever 
averted, ihat the Government had pro­
vided clinics for all diseases and had 
in all ways endeavored to carry on a 
crusade against sickness.

Dr. Nugent spoke on the meaning 
and practise of public-health. He told 
of the instruments used everywhere to 
forward the cause of general health and 
declared that the regulations in force 
In New Brunswick were not purely local 
but had been adopted from the best 
authorities in medical practise in all 
parts of the world.

He paid especial attention to the pro­
vincial laboratory service, declaring R 
to be the greatest aid to the Public 
Health Department

MRS LAWLOR.
Mrs. J. W. V. Lawlor gave an edu­

cational talk for women, speaking of 
the form of government and of the 
duties and powers of each minister. She 
advised all women to attend the meet­
ings of both parties and not to prove 
themselves hide-bound politicians on 
either side but to use their own judg­
ment

She declared that when a government 
gave as good an administration as was 
humanly possible, it deserved to be re­
turned to power and, when its policies 
were not consistent with the feminine 
ideas of right it should be turned out 
whatever party it happened to be.

^JHEN can a fielder properly ad­
vance on a fly ball that is 

caught?. Must he wait until the 
ball is firmly held by the fielder 
making the play or can he advance 
the moment the ball strikes the 
hands of the fielder? If a ball 
strikes the hands of one player, 
bounds cut and is caught by an­
other before it touches the ground, 
does it make any difference fn the 
advancement of the runner?

A baserunner has the right to ad­
vance on a fly ball that is caught the 
moment it strikes the hands of the 
fielder, provided he returns to his hase 
and holds it until such a thing hap­
pens.

- If it was necessary for the baserun­
ner to hold his base until the ball was 
firmly held, players would make a 
practice of purposely juggling the ball 
and running in with it at the same 
time, in order to lessen the runners’ 
chance to advance-

This would place the runner at the 
mercy of the fielder. Thus the rule 
gives the runner the right to advance 
the moment the ball strikes the hands 
of the fielder making the play.

It makes no difference in the play 
if the ball bounds from the hands of 
one fielder and is recovered by the 
other before touching the ground.

The runner is within his rights ,’n 
advancing the moment the ball strikes 
the hands of the ' first player making 
the play.

While at times it may seem that the 
runner should be made to hold his base 
until the actual execution of the play, 
such a procedure would offer him no 
protection and make him an easy 
victim for trickery on the Aart of the 
fielder.
