some particulars and the raising of the
taxation to a certain extent.

There is
also a nimber of other items of vary-
ing amounts which raise the total of
the difference between the estimated
revenue and the demands upon the
civic exchequer to $70,000,

It is pointed out that if the differ-
#nce were only a matter of a few thou-
sand dollars there weuld be litttle diffi-
culty, for the council might feel safe
In taking a chance in the expectation
that the revenue might be increased
during the year or the cost of portions
of the work mot run up to the figure
estimated, but to take any such action
when the difference 'is so large, it is
felt, would be altogether impossible.
Hence the difficulty the council is try-
ing to solve of meeting all reasonable
demands and at the same time not

untduly, at least, increasing the tax
rate.

The next item of news which leaked
through here was that the wife had
been deserted at a railway station in
the New England city, She had at the
time, but a few dollars in her posses-
sion, but her faculty for dressmaking
stood her in good stead, and she suc-
ceeded 'in finding employment. 8

Beven more years passed away, and
the wife had saved sufficient money to
come back to friends, whom,, when
living with her husband, she made on
this island, ' She finally settled down
again at Duncan, where she is now liv-
ing.

A few months ago what was her sur-
prise to see her husband again appear
on the scene, and, accompanied by a
woman whom he called his housekeep-
er, he settied down on the part of his
former ranch which he had left unsold.
His wife at once set about tracing his
history during the ten years since he
had deserted her, and the result has
been that she has obtained a copy of
the certificate of his second marriage
as well as a letter from a clergyman
who performed the ceremony. The
story, unearthed after am = exhaustive
search, is as follows: g

After deserting his wife in Boston the
man went to South Africa, where he
fought on the side of the British in the
Boer war, After peace was daclared he
determined to settle down In South
Africa, and about that time he mar-
ried a woman, who bore him g -child.
A period of depression setting in he
determined to retrace his steps to Can-
ada;*where he still held property, but
evidently being unwilling to be encum-
bered with a wife he left her behing as
well as her little child.

VIEWS ON SUBJECT

He Points Out the Great Asset
Which Victoria Possesses
in Climate.

“By judicious boulevarding and Iim-
provement work the city of Victoria

could be made a most beautiful place,”
said E. A. James, formerly general
manager of ihe western line of the
Canadian Northern railway, to a Times
reporter yesterday.

“What I am particularly interested
in,” continued Mr. James js the im-
provement of the roads. I like driving
an automobile, and the roads in the
suburbs and in the surrounding coun-
try are better than any others in the
world, but within the city they are
wretched. Take for instance Oak Bay
avenue. It is almost impossible to stay
in the car while going down that road
until one comes to the outside of the
city. Then at once the road is per-
fect.

“If it was a difficult matter to keep
the rpads in shape here one would not
complain so much. All that is needed
in many cases is a few loads of gravel
which has not to be hauled very far. In
many of the prairie cities the roads
were nothing but soft mud and it was
a very difficult task converting, them
into good macadamized thoroughfares.
Here it is quite different.

“It is my opinion that those people
who keep automobiles are good people
to have around. They usually spend a

good ‘deal of money and it is worth;

while ‘catering to them. If the main
thoroughfares were in good condition
this ‘would be an “ideal spot for ths
sport of motoring.

“On this matter of roads. I know
‘what I am ta.lking about. I am an
old railway man and have made roads
for years. I should like to repeat that
it is comparatively easy to make roads
here and also to keep them in shape
after they are made. For this reason
it should be worth whlle keeping them
in good sha.pe.

““This matter of roads and boule¥rads
is a necessity if Victoria is to become
the great tourist resort that it should.
Los Angeles has been. almost wholly
built up by the tourist trade. During
my visit to that city there were 25,000
tourists in -the city and.it was ecalcu-
lated that each of them was worth to
the city no less than ten dollars a day.
There is no reason whatever why Vie-
toria should not be a greater resort

~than Los Angeles. She has two strings |
to her bow, while the California city

has only one, There they have noth-
ing but the winter business. Here it is
unneécessary to say anything about the
summer attractions of this city. They
are now becoming generally recog-
nized. It should be the great summer
resort from the south, Enough is not
however said about the winter attrac-
tions of Viectoria. This should be the
winter resort for people in the east .and
would' be so if it were well enough
known.

“I have beén 16 Mexico, California,
Florida, and Great Britain in the win-
ter time,” continued - the . railway
man,” and Victoria has the best win-
ter climate of them all.

“Yes, T know the prairies pretty
well and T am certain that if there is

a8 good crop this season there will be
a wonderful influx imto this city. The
people there recognize that the prairie
is a good place to make money, but
they will come here just as fast as cirz
cumstances will permit. The charmsg
of Victoria are now recognized where
she is known and thousands will come
here as soon as possible.”

Edmonton, March 18.—Frank V. An-
derson, an old Hudson's Bay company
trader, who has recently been trad-
ing in horses in the Peace River dis-
trict, has arrived in the city.

Mr. Anderson declares the Indians in
the north country are in sore straits
as a result of the scarcity of fur and
the ravages of wolves.

He tells an interesting story con-
firming the reported gold strike on
Finlay river. He says: “The Indians
are in very hard circumstances this
year, and will be for two years more
at least. There are so many wolves in
the country that they are killing off
the fur-bearing animals, and at the
same time they are killing the Indians’
horses. The most of the Indians are
on foot now.

There is no doubt that the gold
strike in the Finlay river district is
real, and there will probably be a tre-
mendous rush there. Mr. Fox told of
grubstaking a man last fall who took
out $40,000 before the season closed.”

The excitemient which has prevailed
over the recent finds on the Findlay
River goldfields is reported as having
acted as an incentive for many seek-
ers after the golden treasure to set
out in haste across the perilous trails
which lead to the alluring  land.

The immediate hurry to reach the
land where the golden treasure lies
buried is not being experienced by
those who know the conditions under
which running operations are conduct-
ed at the present time of year and
under the conditions at present exist=
ing in the Findlay River district.

To the uninitiated, from whose ranks
it is reported the desire {
1o face the perilg of
emanates, it is apparently & tion
that “far flelds seem greenest) Be,
however, ‘will do well to make {hem=
selves ~ fully acquainted
awaits them before théy reach thelr
proposed  destination without consider=
ing the arduous -work upoen arrival.

Miners and others at present in Viec-
toria who possess a thorough know-
ledge of the conditions, and some of
whom have recently returned from the
Skeena River district and Port Essing-
ton, which is the nearest route to the
new flelds, reported this morning that
any attempt to get through before
navigation opens would be but a fool-
hardy and dangerous undertaking. At
Fort Graham from where the provis-
ioning of the new fleld is operated
there is reported to be just sufficient
provisions to last over the cold weather
so that ingoers depending on obtain-
ing supplies at first hand on_arrival
at the fields would in all probability
face a very serious calamity.

The Skeena River is at the present
time unnavigable. Last season the
supplies taken in by water met with
several imterruptions as will be remem-
bered, owing to the steamer’s meeting
with accidents. There was therefore
not an over supply of food taken into
the interior.

Supplies taken in via the Frazer river
over what is known as the Cariboo
road by pack train during last season
have consequently been put to sup-
ply heavy demands through the fail-
ure of all the Skeena river supplies to
reach their destination.

I'ort Graham which gets its sup-
plies over the trails via Hazelton and
Ashcroft has had to meet the-situation
single-handed and cannot more than
meet the demands of those already in
the distriet. The same conditions are
said to exist on both trails through
there being barely sufficient provisions
for the needs of those who are already
wintering there.

The only other means of accomplish-
ing the journey prior to the opening
of navigation is by packing provi-
sions along for the journey which is
said to amount to a physical impos-
sibility added to which is the neces-
sity to take in a sufficient supply for
maintainence until after the first in-
ward trips have been made by the reg-
ular supply trains at the latter end of
June. “Therefore” say those who
know and have returned from Pt. Es-
sington rather than continue beyond
that point, “any persons who attempt
reaching the Findlay River gold fields
prior to the opening of navigation will
be .facing a very serious undertaking
which may end in failure and ecarry
with it the chances of starvation.”

LOCAL COMPANY HAS
IMPORTANT SCHEME

Nursery Stock and Vegetables
Will Be Raised in Vicinity
of City.

(From “Wednesday's Daily.) \

One of the first duties which a citi-
zen should fulfil is the duty which is
incumbent upon him of doing evary-
thing which he can for the advance-
ment of the city in which he lives and
moves and has his being and—incident-
ally—makes his money. One of the best
moves which a citizen can make in this
connection is to support home indus-
trits to the best of his ability and to see
that all monies which can be spent in
the city are not allowed to be spent
elsewhere. Ever since the day when
Victoria became a city up to the pres-
ent she has been purchasing over 80 per
cent. of her vegetables and her flowers
from different parts of the United
States, and by that means thousands of
dollars have gone out of the city which
should have gone to assist the develop-
ment of the town.

But in future this lamentable state of
things will be remedied to some extent.

A company has been formed which
will devote its energies and its capital
o the cultivation of all kinds of vege-
tables and flowers. The genera] man-
ager of the company which has been
incorporated very recently, is Mr, Jas.
Simpson, a nurseryman of world-wide
reputation, whoshalls from Forfarshire,
Scotland. During thé last few years
Mr. Simpson has practically taken all
the prizes which have been awarded at
the best English shows for flowers,
more especially for roses. and carna-
tions.

Finance Minister Proposes Ex-
tensive Changes in Duties
Now in Force.

Ottawa, March 17.—The Finance
Ministeér’s proposed changes in the ex-
cise duties on tobacco are on chewing
and smoking tobacco, b5.cents per
pound. insteod of 25 cents. Cigars from
the imported leaf, $2 on the thousand
instead of $6; cigars from the native
tobacco, $2 per thousand instead of
$3; cigars in packages less than ten,
$3 instead of $7; cigarettes from the
domestic leaf, $2.40 per thousand in-
stead of $1.50; cigarettes from the for-
eign leaf, $2.40 instead of $3. On
cigarettes from either foreign or na-
tive leaf weighing over 3 pounds, $7
per thousand instead of $8; on foreign
leaf tobacco unstemmed, 25 cents per
pound instead of 10 cents; on foreign
leaf tobacco, stemmed, 42 cents per
pound instead of 14 cents.

OF PRISONERS

MAINLAND CRIMINALS
TO BE LIBERATED HERE

Attorney General Bowser Re-
turns Emphatic Answer to
Council’s Request.

The paternal solicitude of Hon. W. J.
Bowser for the interests of Victoria
was evidenced by a letter read at last
night’s meeting of the city council rela-
tive to the iiberating inm . Victoria c¢f
mainland prisoners, confined in the
Jocal jail, and also to the sale of liquor
on Sunday in the districts surrounding
the city. Both matters were brought
to the attention of the attorney-general
by the city council, following reports
from the health and moralg committee.

In connection with the liberation of
prisoners it has been pointed out that
these people are being brought over
from New Westminster to the local
jall, owing to the overcrowding of the
former institution, and on the comple-
tior ¢” thelr terms are turned loose in
this city. Victoria is thus, it is fealt
by many, being made a dumping ground
for mainland prisoners. And according
to Mr. Bowser this is to be continued.

Relative to tne sale of liquor on Sun=-
day in the districts surrounding  the
city, Mr. Bowser was more willing to
meet {he wishes of the council. e
had, he said, given instructions to the
superintendent of provincial police to
strictly enforce the law as far as lles
in his power. For the past two San-
days a special constable has been de-
tailed to see to it that laws were ob-
served in the districts concerning which
complaint had been made,

Mr Bowser's ietter was as follows:

Dear ;Sir—I am in receipt of your
Jetter of the 25th ultimo, conveying me
two resolutions passed at your  clty
council, in-connection with the release
of prisoners from the Victoria goal,
and, also, the enforcement of the Sun-
day closing law-in hotels in the sur-
rounding districts, but, owing to the
rush- of legislative work, I have been
unable to answer this letter before.

I may say that, as far as releasing
the prisoners in:Victoria who wcre
sentenced in other portions of the
province- i8 concerned, and owing 'to
the congestion of * the goal at New
Westminster, it has been found necec-
sary to bring several of the prisoners

As soon as
their .termis up, of course, they. are
entitled to their release and it is op-
tional whether they stay here or go te
some other portion of the province or
leave it altogether, and 'the same ap-

cean at-once proceed to Victoria.
I regret, -therefore, that I cannot do

anything' in reference to having them’

released in‘the place at which they
were convicted; as this would mean in
some cases a great expense, as, for in-
stance, the New Westminster goal is
the goal for a large portion of the
mainland and it would simply be out
of the question for me to have prison-
ers returned to the place where they
were convicted’ on the expiration of
their term.

So far as the observance of the
Sunday closing law in hotels is con-
cerned, I may say that thls matier

TWENTY SEVEN
MEN EXECUTED

AWFUL RAPACITY OF
HAYTIEN SOLDIERY

Critical Situation for Foreign-
ers—Powers Dispatch
Warships to Scene.

Paris, March 17.—Official dispatches
received here from Hayti indicate that
the situation there is still critical for
foreigners. Mr, Carteron, the French
minister, reports that fresh executions
occurred last night, but he does not
give the number. He says that previ-
ous to last night 27 men had been
executed. He described M. Lecomte,
the new minister of the interior, as
“blood-thirsty.” Further reprisals are
feared, and there is still danger of an
attack on the foreign legations and
consulates. The French cruiser Dis-
tress ‘is expected at Port au Prince mo-
mentarily, and it is reported there that
a warship has already arrived at
Gonaives.

M. Carteron says ncthing about any
change in the attitude of the Haytien
government regarding the delivery of
the Haytien revolutionists who have
taken asylum at the consulates, and it
is presumed that Lecomte will insist

| shar-they, be.turned over to him at once.

The French government, however, will
never consent to the delivery of Gen.
Firmin, M. Madrau, or the other
Haytiens who sought asylum at the
French legation on Sunday.

The French government does not an-
ticipate ‘the slightest friction with the
United States over the situation in the
Haytien republic. The Monroe doctrine
is in' no sense involved, and there is
no question of intervention. The sole
purpose of = France, Germany, Great
Britain, and presumably the TUnited
States, is the protection of foreign sub-
jects against the rapacity of the Hay-
tien soldiery should the latter throw
off the control of the authorities.

Massacre Feared,

Paris, March 17.—A dispatch frem
Port au Prince says that President
Nord Alexis has consented to allow
the refugées in the French legation to
leave the island, but that henceforth
rebels taking refuge in the consulates
will be removed by force if they are
not surrenderzd, The dispatch gays that
it appears that the situation is likely
to be still further complicated by the
caste hatred between the blacks and
mulattos. Everyone dreads the possi-
bility of a massacre of the Europeans
by the Haytien troops on the arrival
of the warships.

The dispatch declares that it is un-
derstood there that Germany will take
action if the government executes more
rebels. President Nord Alexis, however,
seems quite unmoved at the prospect
of a naval demonstration. The total
number of men executed is not given.

Cruiser Creates Panic,

Port au Pirnce, March 17.—Two for-
eign cruisers have arrived here, the
British cruiser Indefatigible and the
German cruiser Bremen, The Indefalig-
ible came in last night and the Ger-
man vessel arrived this morning. Their
coming was a surprise to the people.
The lives of foreigners are not con-
sidered to be in danger, and to-day the
situation is tranquil,

The cruiser Indefatigible announced
her-arrivel last night by three cannon
shots; These detonations createl a
amall panic in Port au Prince, but calm
was quickly restored as soon as the
reason of the firing was known.

TIED UP BY C. P. R.
CAR SHORTAGE

Export Grain Cannot Move
From Fort William Until
Navigation Opens.

(Special to The Times.)

Fort William, May 17.—The inability of
the C. P. R. to supply cars here is caus-
ing a big tie-up of the export grain, and
the attention of the railway commission-
ers will be called to the situation.

Iquique, Chile, March 17.—The Brit-
ish sloop of war Shearwater has ar-
rived here from Victoria to search for
possible survivors of the missing Brit-
ish barque Silberhorn, reported as hav-
ing been ‘burned at sea last August off
the Chilean coast. H. M, S. Shearwater
was ordered from Esquimalt by the

British government to prosecute the

search among the islands of Chile.

The vessel, which reported the loss
of the Silberhorn, stated that she had
been burned in the South Pacific about
150 miles from Valparaiso.

THE WONDERFUL

A. J. DAWSON GIVES
FACTS ABOUT NEW PAPER

Standard of England Will Give
This Country. Important
Place.

A. J. Dawson, of the London Stand-
ard, traveler and prolific writer on
Canadian interests, who -was among
the guests of Sir Thomas Shaughnessy
Jast summer, arrived once -more in
\V-(ctoria from Vancouver and the East
last night on the C. P. R. steamship
Princess Victoria, accompanied by
Charles .E. Stoer, the business man-
ager of the Standard of Empire, the
new imperial sixteen page W eekly
paper of Great Britain of which Mr.
Dawson is the editor. The publica-
tion of sixteen articles on Canadian
affairs written by Mr. Dawson, in the
Standard after his return -‘last sum-
mer, will be remembered as having
made a deep impression, and have
since opened up a large controversy on
Canadian affairs between the old and
the new worlds. i

These facts, together with the en-
thusiasm and unboiinded faith in Can-
ada’s resources, developed by Mr.
Dawson during his last trip have led
tc his coming here a second time with
all preparations in good working shape
for the issue.of the new imperial
paper, with the initial arrangements
fixed and thg date for the first issue
of the publxcatiou announced.

Convlncedl fbeyond doubt that the ln-
sistent deménds of Canada for public-
ity were tHe outcome of her natural
resources, Mr. Dawson on his return
set to work with the proprietors of
the Standard and propounded plans
for . the issuance of the new  publica-
tion. The date named for the initial
issue is Empire Day, May 24th, on
which date 200,000 copies of the journal,
setting forth the latest cable fiéws and
correspondent’s letters from Canada,
Australia and all the British posses-
sions will be cir¢ulated in England.

Ten days later 35,000 copies of - the
new publication will have penetrated
to the far corners of Canada. '

Mr. Dawson, speaking in an inter-
view at the Empress this morning,
said that during his last visit heré he
was compelled to realize the undoubted
future of the great land which he
crossed from St. John to Victoria.

“In its relations to the Mother Coun~
try,” said Mr. Dawson, “I look upon
it as a sturdy son who cannot. afford
to bréak away from home and as a
son whom the Mother Country most
certainly’ cannot afford to lose.

“Faor her future protection, perhaps,
and for a home ground for her future
sons, England needs this great coun-
try which can uprear many.. sturdy
sons to corie to' her in her hour of
need should such an hour ever arise.

“Apart from mutual protection of
each other, Canada is a far better fleld
to-day for investment than = South
Africa. At the present time, however,
the proportion of .'British capital in-
\aested here in relation to. American is
not what it should be, and it is with
this important fact in view that I pro-
pounded the plans which have result-
ed in ' the Standard of Empire being
published.

“I want to say particularly that the
Standard of Empire is not a. magagzine.

“It is a paper, a newspeapér distinet-
ly, to be issued weekly on Saturday
with the London Standard. The con~
tents will be obtained by cable and
from special correspondents who will
submit articles regarding investments,
mining, lumber, and other matters of
wide interest. 'The cables will all be
fresh up-to-the-minute matter received
right up to the time of going to press.

“Canada, for the first issue, has been
allotted one-third of the space, but I
think at a later stage it will be neces-
sary to award Canadian matters more
than that. The circulation you may
state,-will be at least 200,000 in Eng-
land, while at the present time we have
arranged for an oversea circulation of
35,000 to 40,000 copies,

*“Australia and South Africa will also
have representation, but I think .the
growing needs of Canada will demand
for her the larger share of attention
and space in the weekly.

“Regarding the financial side of the
undertaking, I have found splendid
support all along the line, and let it be
said that the undertaking is being
conducted absolutely without subsidy
from anybody.

“The advertising columns will re-
turn a sufficient income to make the
new venture a big success, Of this we
are assured.

“Distributed as it is to be in oon -
junction with the Standard it will
reach into spots and homes where the
present immigration machinery can-
not touch. In many ways will new in-
terests be awakened in new places and
‘Canada the wonderful,’ be brought be-
fore the notice of the great masses
more and more prominently and per-
sistently each and every week.”

In conclusion, Mr. Dawson remarked,
that support had been accorded the
new paper by all the largest corpora-
tions, boards of trade and transporta-
tion companies of Canada, the influen-
tial heads of which look upon the pro-
ject ‘with extreme favor.
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AFTER THIRTY YEARS.

The Vancouver New-Advertiser, not-
withstanding its solemnity of de-
meanor, gets off a good one occasion-
ally. It admits the extraordinary pros-
perity the country has enjoyed under
the Laurier government and the Field-
ing tariff, but contends it ig all due to
the system adopted in 1878—thirty yvears
ago! It says the seed sown then has
just begun to germinate. If that be the
case, what will the harvest be when
the seed has ripened? Might we be
permitted to point out that if the seed
has only begun to germinate now, it
remained. in the ground a long time—
eighteen years—and to all appearances
dead, until the present  government
came in and made it instinct with life.
We presume it would also be logical
to argue that if the Laurier govern-
ment has succeeded in bringing the
seed through the ground, it can justly
claim the privilege of guarding it until
maturity is reached and the period for
gathering begins., If there were. a
change of government, such a change
might bring with it the old frost and
the loss of ‘the harvest just as it was
about due to be garnered. To be seri-
ous, is not the old claim that the Na-
tional Policy ought to. be credited with
'the prosperity of < Canada somewhat
mildewéd? If the' News-Advertiser’ did
not in 1897 join in the cry that the
changes propgsed in the fiscal system
would prove the ruin of Canada, .then
it was a most exceptional Congervative
newspaper, . because, the wail raisegd by
Sir Charles Tupper, who was then the
leader of the Conservative party, was
echoed from one end of the country te
the other. Fapa

Our Vancouver contemporary also in-
quires why with such large surpluses
the taxation has not been materially
reduced. Hasn’t the taxation been re-
duced, hasn’t every reduction been met
with opposition from the Conservative
party in the House, and hasn’t every
reduction been followed by -increased
trade and larger revenues? It is the
reduction of *axation that has pro-
duced the prosperity and the surpluses
and enabled the Finance Minister’ to
make substantial reductions in the
debt, notwithstanding 'the ‘great cost
of construction of the new transconti-
nental railway.. The News-Advertiser
has never opposed'the construction of
that road. It admits it is a necessary
work. Does it believe that any govern-
ment could build it without adding to
the national debt? And does it contend
that the asset the country will have
after the line is built will not more
than offset any increase there may he
in the debt? Quibbling, we submit, is
not becoming in a journal of the stand-
ard of the News-Advertiser, Neither
should it make itself ridiculous with
statements that the, National Policy
seed only began to germinate thirty
years after it was sown.

THE PLAINS OF ABRAHAM.

In parliament and in the newspapers
an interesting discussion has been pro-
ceeding for some time about the cele-
bration of the tercentenuary of the
city of Quebec. The subject was
opened by His Excellency Earl Grey,
our Governor-General. Lord Grey’s
idea is to have the historic battlefield
on the Plains of Abraham, where the
conflict took place which determined
the future of Canada as a British pos-
session, where Wolfe and Montcalm
received their death wounds, ¢leared of
all industrial énterprises and perman-
ently set apart as one of the nation's
sacred places. The Dominion govern-
ment has warmly approved of this:pro-
ject and has voted the sum of three
hundred thpugand{d__olls.rs towards the
initiation of it. The first ‘step
in the movenfent will be marked “dur-
ing the coming summer by a grand cel-
ebration, in which the Prince of Wales,
making a special trip to 'thi§ tountry,
convoyed by a fteet of v;s'arsh{ps, will be
the principal figure. It is expected
that the governmenhts: .of--some of rthe
other provinces ' will‘ eontribute ‘oI
the  public funds tov»"a_rds this dem-
onstration. There Is no question that
the province of-Quebec will give as-
 sistance in a substantial’ vote. The
movement is a significant one princi-
rally because of the. light it throws:on
the unity of .Canada at the presént
day. A few years ago any suggestion
of the kind, even if initiated by a gov-
ernor-general, would have given rise ‘to
an acrimonious débdte ‘in pariament.

IThe fires of sectionalism, of race pre-
judice and of religious intolerancs,
would have been kindled, and the el-
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fect would have been baneful rather
than beneficent. As it was, scarcely a
voice was raised in the House of Com-
mons in criticism of ‘the idea. There
is every probability that the celebra-
tion will be followed by practical steps
for the regeneration of the historic
plains and their permanent “'mainten-
ance as a monument to the unity and
concord of the two proud races form-
ing the young Canadian nation.

British Columbia, as is probably only
natural, considering the remoteness of
the province from the scene and tha
circumstances under which it entered
the union, has not displayed a great
deal of interest in the celebration or
the project which “is to follow. Eail
Grey’s idea -is that the funds to be
provided by governments should be
augmented by contributions from the
scholars in all the schools of the
country. That conception, we fear, is
not likely to meet with much favor in
Canada, for reasons which are obvious
and need not be enlarged upon. But
it is somewhat significant that one of
the great public schools of England
has been inspired by the spirit of the
conception and has aiready contributed
a substantial sum towards it. A press
dispatch from Ottawa to the London
Standard, whose editor was a guest of
the Victoria Canadian Club yesterday,
says: Dr. Wood, headmaster of Har-
row, in enclosing a cheque to Earl
Grey for f82 on behalf of the fund for
the preservation of the Anglo-French
battleflelds in Canada, .says: “Every
bey in the school has given his mite,
and I could doubtless get a good deal
more, but I thought it fair to restrain
their generous young impulses and to
iimit the amount that
give.”

CANADA’S FINANCES.
The finances of Canada are in a
flourishing condition, according to the
annual budget speech delivered by
Finance Minister Fielding. The rev-
enue continueés to grow, and but for
the extraordinary expenditures entailed
by the construction of the National

Transcontinental Railway the surplus

of revenue over expenditure
past finanecial term of nine
would have been the largest on rec-
ord—and there have been some mag-
nifieent. surpluses” during Mr. Field-
‘ing's  tenure of the position of Fin-
ance ‘Minister. It is gratifying to note,
however, .that the net debt of the
country has been reduced during the
term by a very substantial amount
indeed. " The expenditures on capital
account must necessarily ‘be large un-
til the work of building the new na-
tional railway is completed. When it
is done, to offset the increase in the
debt Canada will have a magnificent
asset in the form of a line ‘of railway
from the Atlantic seaboard te the
prairies, connecting with a line from
Winnipeg to the Pacific. This enter-
prise will not only open a new Can-
ada to settlement and to industries of
all kinds, thus increasing the revenues
of the country to an extent beyond
present-day conception, but in a few
vears the operating company will
meet the interest on the cost of con-
struction, and the national exchequer
will be relieved of the burden tem-
porarily entailed. It is significant that
already the re¥énue has increased to
an extent not anticipated at the time
the idea of the new transcontinental
road was first broached. That it will
continue to expand, although a slight
temporary decline is anticipated by
the Finance Minister owing to the
passing depression, there is no rea-
son to doubt. On the whole, the pros-
pects of t}_xe country were never
brighter, and Hon. W. 8. Fielding is
again to be congratulated upon the
brilliant success which has attended
his administration of Canada’s
finances.

STEAMER POMONA
IS TOTAL LOSS

CRASHED ON REEF OFF
EUREKA LAST NIGHT

Passengers and Crew of Paci-
“fic Coast Vessel Were
Rescued.

Eureka, March 17.—Steamer Po-
mona of the Pacific Coast Steamship
company ran on a rock off the fort-
ress near here to-night. All her pas-
sengers and crew were saved.

No Lives Lost.

Eureka, March 18.—Developments
this morning show that,the wrecked
steamer Pomona which struck a rock
last night off the fortress will be a to-
tal loss. Bighty-four passengers and
sixty-two members of the crew were
saved. There was no loss of life. The
City of Topeka is bringing the passen-
gers here.

The Pomona was bound from San
Francisco to Eureka. She got off the
first reef and attempted to run ashore
when she struck again. She was a
sister ship of the Corona, wrecked at
the entrance to Humboldt bay a year
ago.

The Wrecked Vessel.

The Pomona is a single screw wood-
en steamer of 1,246 tons. She is 225
feet long, has a beam of 33 feet, and
a depth of 16 feet.

The Pomona is one of the older
steamers of the Pacific Coast Steam-
ship company and is of that com-
pany’s middle class steamers, generally
being used for thé shorter runs. She
has been operated on the San Fran-
cisco-Bureka (Humboldt Bay) route
for a considerable length of time, and
was considered one of the best steam-
ers ever placed in that service on ac-
count of the difficulties encountered in
crossing the bar and making the en-
trance to the harbor under varying
conditions.

The Pomona was well fitted and ar-
ranged for passengers, with state-
rooms.on two decks. The upper deck
accommodated 28 two-berth state-
rooms, while the saloon deck had 11,
39 staterooms in all. In a good many
ways she resembled the Cottage City,
a steamer of the same line well known
in this port. Th€ hull of the Pomona
was divided «off!into six watertight
bulkheads.

DIVORCE GRANTED
IN VANCOUVER

Chief Justice Hunter Gives
First Decree Since Recent
Adverse Decision.

Vancouver, March 19.—Chief Justice
Hunter to-day granted the first divorce
decree since the question of the juris-
diction of the province was raised by
an adverse decision of Mr, Justice
Clement some months ago.

This divorce suit was not opposed hy
Mrs. Rosina Simmons, wife of Jas. W.
Simmons, a Vancouver painter. Even
had it been opposed it is likely that
the chief justice would have heard it,
for he held that he was not bound by
a decision of Mr, Justice Clement and
would not refuse to hear any divorce
case untiil bound by the decision of a
higher court.

The chief justice takes the view that
the decision of his brother judge of
eo-ordinate jurisdiction is merely - an
opinion of the latter, and that if coun-
sel desires o press a héaring of a di-
vorce case it is at least his duty to
hear it.

MANY DEPORTED.
A Number of Japanese Went Out on
the Shinano Maru.
(From Wednesday’'s Daily).

The. Nippon Yusen Xaisha liner
Shinano Maru, Capt. Kawahara, call-
ed at the outer wharf at 11 yesterday
morning outward bound. The Shinano
had a full passenger list, and had a
number of deportations. Twenty Jap-
anese and five Hindus were under lock
and key on the vessel ordered deport-
ed for several reasons. Eleven Japanese
were survivors of the wrecked Jap-
anese steamer Satsuma Maru, who had
been rescued and brought down to Se-
attle by the revenue cutter Thetis. It
is the usual custom to send survivors
back to their native land. Two Jap-
snese were stowaways on the last trip
and four Japanese were undesirables,
while the rest were Hindus and Jap-
anese who had been caught by the
boundary guards crossing from Canada
into Alaska.

The Shinano Maru took on six pas-
sengers at the outer wharf, one. first
ciass, a wealthy Japanese named H,
Nishihira, of London, England; one
second eclass, E, C. Fowler, who is
Looked to Shanghai, and four Japan-
ese steerage. The Shinano Maru clear-
ed at 1.30 p.m.

BURNS’ WIN WAS
RIDICULOUSLY EASY

Half a Round Sufficient to
Knock Out Irish Boxing
Champion.

Dublin, March 17.—Tommy Burns,
the Canadian heavyweight, made short
work of Jem Roche, the Irish cham-
pion in their contest this evening at
the Theatre Royal for the world’s
heavyweight championship. Practical-
ly only one blow was struck, Burns
knocking Roche out when hardly more
than a minute of the first round had
been completed by a short hook to the
Jjaw.

So quickly did the end come that the
great crowd that filled the theatre in
expectation of seeing Roche put up 2a
good fight for the title, hardly realized
what had happened. .

‘When the men entered the ring it was
evident that the sluggish Roche was
no match for the more experienced
Burns. They sparred for less than a
minute, the Irishman acting altogether
on the defensive, and the Canadian en-
deavoring to find an opening. Then
Burns feinted and quickly put a short
sharp right to the jaw and Roche went
down. He was badly dazed -and al-
though he struggled to regaln his feet
was unable to do so before \the fatal
ten was counted.

Immediately after the coynt, Roche
got to his feet, but staggered about the
stage. When he had recovered himself
he went over and smilingly congratulat-
ed the winner.

The fight to-night was for a purse of
$7,500 which was put up by a syndi-
cate of which Richard Croker, former-
ly Tammany Hall leader, was a mem-
ber, and a side bet of $2,500. In addi-
tion Burns’ had $7,000 on himself. at
odds of 3 to 1. The ringside betting
was 7 to 2 on Burns.

The blow which decided the flght was
the only one of consequence during the
minute and 38 seconds the men were
in the ring. The-crowd which shortly
before had cheered Roche to the echo
and greeted him with “From Wexford,”
were so taken back that after a few
angry hisses they walked out of the
theatre.

Burns said the fight was the easiest
he had ever had. He went in, he added,
to make it as short as possible, as he
had too much money at stake at long
odds to take any chances. He had ex-
pected, however, that the fight would
Bo a few rounds, although he was never
in doubt as to the final result.

Burns stated he was willing to glve
Roche another chance if sufficient in-
ducements were forthcoming. He Iis
now considering an offer provisionally
made by the Dublin syndicate for a
match with “Bill” Squires under the
same terms as those with Roche.

The scene at the theatre was a re-
markable one. There were seats for
5,000, and every one was occupied. It
was a most enthusiastic crowd and
Roche received a great ovation when he
entered, smiling, and with a confident
alr. The orchestra struck up ‘“The
Boys of Wexford,” the spectators join-
ing in the chorus. Burns, who had
been watching the preliminary bouts,
strolled casually to the ring to the air
of “The Star Spangled Banner.” He
also was well received, but the recep-
tion of the fighters wag insignificant
compared with that of Richard Croker,
when the master of ceremonies an-
nounced that it was largely through the
efforts of the former Tammany leader
that Roche was able to enter the con-
test.

Mr. Croker, who was in a box at the
ringside, had to acknowledge the tu-
multuous applause that greeted him.
Before the audience had quieted, the
two heavyweights came into the ring in
their street clothes and a quarter hour
was occupied in making preparations
for the fight.

On the stroke of the gong Burns
jumped to the centre of the ring which
was a 16-foot affair, and started his
usnal tactics of trying to draw out his
opponent. This seemed to annoy Roche
who angrily struck down Burns’ arm
and then covered his face with both
gloves to protect it from a threatened
blow. Burns, however, was looking for
a better chance, and a moment later he
feinted with his left and shot his right
over to the jaw, which was entirely un-
protected.

FATHER CAINE
ON THE IRISK

INTERESTING ADDRESS
GIVEN LAST EVENING

St. Patrick’s Day Suitably Ob-
served by Entertainment
in Institute Hall.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

Institute hall-was crowded last night
when Father Caine delivered an address
on the “Characteristics of the Irish.”
{ The address, which was listened to with
| the utmost- attention by the audience,
and which was interrupted by frequent
outbursts of applause, was prefaced by
a concert, congisting entirely of Irish
music and songs. Theé programme was
as follows:

Male quartette “Killarney,”’” Messrs.
Kinnaird, J. Morrison and R. Morrison;
Miss Nyland,, “Dear Little Shamrock’;
J. G. Brown, baritone solo; Miss Emma
Sehl, song, “Come Back to Erin,” with
harp accompaniment; Mrs. F. 8Sehl,
harp solo.

All the numbers were rendered in a
most excellent manner and the audi-
efice appreciated the entertainment
which had been provided for them to
such an extent that they encored every
song and ' selection.

A. E. McPhillips, M. P. P., who pre-
sided, made a short speech in the course
of which he referred to the concert in
eulogistic terms. He s=aid that he was
glad that the various itemg which made
up the entertainment had 'not contain-
ed any travesties on the appearance or
ihe character of the Irish.

The speaker referred to the fact that
Father Caine had been one of the chap-
lains to the forces during the Boer war.
The Irish had held their own through-
out the British Empire.

Father Caine commenged hig address
by saying that he was sorry that he
had not been born in Ireland, but he
hought that he might be excused on
this point, as both his father and his
mother had been born in Tipperary.
The county of Tipperary was a fighting
county. He knew that it was strange
to some people for a Catholic priest to
wear a medal, He had obtained per-
mission from Cardinal Moran to &0
with the New South Wales Bushmen
to South Africa. He was a Home Ruler
to his heart’s core, but still at the same
time he would fight for the Empire to
ithe last drop of his blood. These two
positions were perfectly compatible.
The subject of his lecture wgs “The
Characteristics of the Irish Race,” and
the ground that he intended to take was
the ground of the Shamrock.

“I learnt to love Ireland at my moth-
er's knee,” said Father Caine. “It, is
true that I did not see Ireland until I
was 20 years of age, but her history,
her struggles, her faith and her patriot-
ism made me love her. President
Roosevelt had said, and said well, that
reople should be proud of the stocks
from which they sprung. It was in-
cumbent on all the British subjects to
band themselves together in the com-
mon cause, which. cause was the cause
of the Empire and this applied more es-
pecially to the Canadian nation. The
three virtues which the Irish nation
possessed were the virtues of love,
valor and wit.

‘“The papers of Victoria had both
made mistakes with reference to the
birthplace of St. Patrick. One of the
papers in the city had stated that St.
Patrick was an Englishman and the
cther paper had stated that he was a
Scotchman. Neither of, these state-
ments were correet, and both of them
were in the nature of injustices to Ire-
land. Both Cardinal Moran and Arch-
bishop Healy, who were two of the
greatest historians which the Catholic
church had yet produced, were agreed
that St. Patrick was born in Brittany
and was carried over to Ireland as &
slave by the Danes,

“If Scotland and England had a right
to claim St. Patrick as a native then
the city of Victoria had a claim also.
Ireland was the home of scholars and
of saints and this was something which
the detractors of the country would do
well not to forget. Had not Ireland
kept the faith during the time of perse-
cution during the 4th, 5th, 6th, 7th and
8th centuries and had she not fought
for it during that period? The people
of Ireland were fighters and there were
three things for which they had al-
ways fought ever since the beginning of
things. The three principles for which
the Irish nation battled were land,
language and liberty. For the last 1,100
years the Irish had been true to the
faith and for no less than 800 years
they had fought the Danes and the
Saxons, although the differences be-
tween the Saxons and the Irish were
not a question which it was suitable to
discuss at a lecture of this mnature.
Above all things, an Irishman was
proud of his country. The story of the
Frenchman and the Irishman illustrat-
ed this point well. A Frenchman met
an Irishman and with the politeness
for which the French are noted, he said
to the Irishman:

‘“Pat, if I was not a Frenchman, I
would rather be an Irishman than any-
thing else that I know.” ™

“To which the Irishman replied:

¢“ If I was not an Irishman I should
be ashamed of myself."”

One of the saddest sights in the
world was the sight of the Irish emi-
grants leaving their native country for
the United States. Over 95 per cent.
of the emigrants were between the
ages of 13 and 45. It was only the old
and the helpless who were left at home.
Among the 80,000 people who
leave Ireland for the United
States there were numbers of
laborers who did not earn. more
than $2 per week. The Catholic
church was doing its best to discourage
emigration and were prepared to con-
tinue this policy. The love of the
Irishman for his country had been im-
mortalised by the poet Campbell in his
poem Erin-go-Bragh, which was one of
the most beautiful poems which had
ever been written. People $aid that
Ireland was disloyal and that assertion
might b& true. But if Ireland was dis-

[

loyal it was only because she was not ,‘

fret.a. One of the most famous speeches
which any Irishman had ever mads
was the speech which was delivered by
Shamus O’Brien in the year 1798 when
he was charged with treason. Some of
the greatest generals in the British
army were Irish. Lord Kitchener was
:}n Irishman, Lord Roberts wag an
Jrfshman and General French was an
Irishman. :

People who said that Irishmen were
cowards should remember the remark
of Queen Victoria after the bat-tln of
Cole.nso, when she said: “My poor Ii"is“l
solf‘hers.“ One of the vilest insinuations
whlph had been made against the Irish
nation was that they were “Aliens.”
How could the people be Aliens who
had fought the battles of the Empire?

Thve death of the stage Irishman was
& thing for which the speaker was sin-
cerely thankful. The Irish were not
e\\:en allowed to use their own brogue
without comment. A Victoria paper,
of which the speaker held a cutting in
his hand, had stated in a sarcastic
manner that Irish was spoken “as a
man’s mother spoke it.” If the Eng-
ish wanted to hear their own language
they should go to Dublin and hear the
Irish speak it,

The post-cards which were published
cpncerning the Irishman were insult-
Ing to the nation and even in the town
of Victoria there were post-cards which
were on sale in one of the principal
stores of the city and he had also in-
structed the Knights of Columbus to
use. all their efforts to repress things of
this nature. Passing from this ques-
tion Father Caine emphasized the
point of the wittiness of the Irish and
mentioned the writings and sayings of
Burke, Sheridan, Dan O’Connell and
Swift.

After relating a number of humorous
stories Father Caine concluded his ad-
dress with a passionate defence of
Home Rule.

The address of Father Caine was 11-
lustrated“with many anecdotes which
kept the audience in roars of laughter.

The concert concluded with a very
pretty tableaux “Kathleen Mavour-
neen.””

“It has now been decided,” said
Mr. Walinwright, “to call for tenders
immediately for another two hundred
miles of the mountain section, east of
the first hundred mils from Prince Ru-
pert, for which tenders had been re-
ceived..

“This could not have been dong with-
out the settlement, for our hands were
tied and we could do nothing with the
disputed title, involving the claim of
the reversionary ownership by the gov-
ernment hanging over our heads. With
the, two mountain sections in British
Columbia we will' have this summeor
half of the transcontinental system
from the Pacific to the Atlantic coast
under construction.,

“So far as Prince Rupert itself is
concerned surveyors are now at work
laying out the townsite. The matter of
laying out is just a little bit compli-
cated by reason of the fact that every
fourth section under the new arrange-
ment belongs to the government, ouf

there is not the slightest doubt that
everything will go along smoothly.
Parties who want four sections, and
also acquire three from us, will have
difficulty in getting the title for che
fourth from the government. Two thou-
sand acres, that is, three square miles,
will be parcelled up in readiness for the
first sale which will take place in Sep-
tember,

“Everybody tells me that the rtush
for townsites in our terminal city will
be far greater than in Vancouver. I am
informed by persons who are consiler-
ed most competent to form an opinion
that Prince Rupert will start with a
population of 20,000, and I believe that
the estimate will not be far wide of the
mark, There ig considerable activily
there now. There are two hotels and a
number of places of business, but the
sites are only temporary. Nothing will
be permanent before September.

GEORGE L. COURTENAY
VISITED THE NORTH

——— et .

Tells of Conditions Prevailing
on Queen Charlotte Islands
and Elsewhere.

George L. Courtney, passenger agent
of the C. P. R., has just returned from
a trip to the Queen Charlotte Islands.

Interviewed by one of the representa-
tives of the Times this morning, Mr.
Courtney had some very interesting
things to say.

“The old gold mines of the Moresby
Island are,” said Mr. Courtney, “being
developed during the last few months
to a very great extent, The principal
mine which is being worked to the
greatest advantage to-day contains
copper and gold. It is the Ikeda mines,
in the hands of a Japanése company,
and is situated on-the shores of Iquique
bay. The company which have control
of the mine evidently are not in lack
of funds. So far they have been ham-
pered to a certain extent owing to the
fact that all the machinery which they
require has to be transported from
Eastern Canada, and therefore they
have not been able to exploit their
property to the best advantage. They
have bored no less than five tunnels.
The mine contains copper to the extent
of 13 or 14 per cent.,, and gold to the
value of $6 To $10 per ton.‘No less than
150 tons of ore have already been ship-
ped to Ladysmith, as there is no smelt-
er in the neighborhood of the mine. T
may tell you that a company has been
formed, which is principally composed
of Victoria capitalists, in order to in-
vestigate the resources of the Island
with regard to mining.

“During the course of my trip,” con-
tinued Mr. Courtney, ‘I visited Swan-
son bay. -

“There have been recent discoveries
of coal in that region, and within a
few weeks a company will have been
formed' which will obtzin some wvalu-
able concessions,

“In fact wherever I have been I have
been impressed by the fact that the
majority of the enterprises which are
in progress ‘of development in the
North are controlled by the capitalists
of Victaria.”

PERPETUITY PLAN
FOR THE CEMETERY

.

Meeting Will Be Held To-mor-
row.to Discuss New Sys-
tem for Ross Bay.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

A meeting of all those interested in
Ross Bay cemetery will be held to-
morrow evening to discuss the advisa-
bility of the adoption of the perpetuity
plan for the maintenance of the plots.
At present each plot is maintained by
those particularly interested in its up-
keep. The idea of the perpetuity plan
is to charge a little more for the lots,
but in return for this the city will un-
dertake to maintain the whole ceme-
tery for all time. This ig the plan fol-
lowed in most American cities,

At the meeting to-morrow night the
proposed new system will be explained
at length and plans submitted by Ald.
Meston, chairman of the civic cemetery
committee, for its adoption and appli-
cation to the whole cemetery, It is said
that the scheme would not mean a very
large increase in the price of the lots,
as the city would be able to look after
the cemetery much more cheaply than
can private individuals, each looking
after one particular plot, so that the in-
creased price would really be saving to
those burying friends there rather than
an extra expense. Added to this is the
guarantee that the graves will be look-
ed after for all time to come. It is also
pointed out that the present cemetery
at the present rate of deaths in the city
will be -completely filled inside of ten
yvears. The adoption of the scheme as
proposed would prevent the Palling into
neglect of the cemetery in years to
come, as happened in the case of the
Quadra street cemetery, which is now
being fixed up by the city after having
been an eyesore to the citizens for
years.

INTERESTING DEBATE
ON FREE TEXTBOOKS

Speakers From the Different
Churches Held a Contest
Last Night.

(From Wednesday’s Daily).

The Jecture-room of §St. Andrew’s
Presbyterian church was crowded to
the doors on Monday evening, over 200
people attending, to hear the joint de-
bate between St. Andrew’s Young Peo-
ple’s Society and the First Presbyterian
Club. This had been a long looked for
event between the two clubs, and at-
tracted great interest. The subject was
“Resolved that the introduction of free
text books into the public schools would
not be in the interests of education.”
Every speaker spoke well, and the
judges found it hard to decide, at last
awarding it to the First Presbyterian
Club.

Rising to open the debate, A. B.
Fraser, of St. Andrew’s church; en-
deavored to show that the cost of gov-
ernment publishing the books would be
and has been proved to be greater than
if a company published them. What
made them so expensive was the graft
of the publishers. The government in-
stead of supplying free text books,
might regulate when selecting books,
the prices of them. He showed also
ihat the argument for free text books
in certain cities did not hold in Vie-
toria. From a practical standpoint he
showed that free text books have
proven detrimental to the health of
children. From a sentimental stand-
books and learnt many lessons In after
years from them that they had not
learnt when young. Many lessons in
cleanliness etc., would be lost. All was
included in education.

Mr. McDonald, of the First Presby-
terian Club, tried to show that the gov-
ernment could supply books without
any great increase in taxation. . The
teacher, he said, would have more au-
thority over the children if the books
were owned by the school. Education
would be brought to a more efficient
basis. The books could be changed In
a line with the most modern improve-
ments without cost to the parents. The
question, he thought, should not be lim-
ited to British Columbia. Many people
who had large families and who had to
work hard, could not educate their chil-
dren properly without free text books.
Many of our well-known people com-
menced life poor. Lincoln and Garfield
were handicapped by not having books.

Mr. Browh, speaking for St. An-
drew’s church, showed that education
did not alone include cramming in facts
but also included training the character
of the child. Free text books would not
teach the children the lessonsg In the
training of character which they would
learn had they had to struggle them-
selves for their books as Lincoln and
Garfield had to. He gave instances
where they had been tried and failed.
The cost at present was outrageous
but could be reduced by the govern-
ment. In Ontario the government had
reduced the price of ihe publishers 60
per cent. In California free books had
Leen tried and the cost-of production by
the government was greater than by the
nublishers. He ably showed that those
who fought for a living and for their
books learnt more from them. Discip-
line of character is the greatest aim of
education. i

Mr. Van Munster, the last sveaker for
the First Presbyterian church. showed
ably that if people wished free educa-
tion they must have free text books.
The very foundation of free education
must be free text books. Because some
can pay for them it does not follow that
the average cost for each puvil per year
was only 10%c. for his books. In Man-
itoba it had also been a success. He
iried to show that the books were no
more detrimental to health than the
clothing. The government had no right
to interfere with the vrice that a pub-
lisher put on his books. If it could it
might as well try and cut down the
price of hats.

In reply A. B. Fraser summed up well
and endeavored to show that the nega-
iive had not introduced any new argu-
ments.

The judges then retired and while
they were out, a short musical\ pro-
gramme was given. Mr. Taylor and
Mr. Marsh sang in their usual good
style, while Mr. Hughes captivated his
audience with his comic recitations.
The judges. who were Rev. Dr. Camp-
bell, Rev. G. W. Dean and P, Riddell,
then retw*ned and announced the First
Presbyterian Club the winners of the
debate.

The evening closed with refreshments,
and a vote of thanks to the judges. A
return debate on Woman’s Suffrage is
looked forward to for next month at
the First Presbyterian church.

There are .a large number of
small islands in that neighborhood, and
the tide runs very fast between the
islands.

A little later the Egeria will proceed
north to continue work off the entrance
to Prince Rupert harbor,

Chief Langley’s Demand for
More Men Has Been Met
in Entirety.

Chief Langley’s request for addition-
a] men for the police force has been met
in full by the appointment by the police
commissioners, at a meeting held yes-
terday, of the number asked for. In all
ten new men have been appointed and
two detectives have been added to that
force from among the old patrolmen.
Two men have been substituting for
some time and last week six men were
put on the force temporarily, Yester-
day all these appointments were made
permanent and two more were added,
completing the complement. Last week
Harry O'Leary was made a detective
and yesterday William H. Clayards
was also advanced to that department.

The commissioners spent some time
in making the selection of the two men
to -complete the quota. In all about a
score of applicants were present and
these were lined up in the police court
room and inspected, the appointment
eventually going to Edward Woods and
John Ireland. The names  of the men
whose appointment was conflrmed by
the commissioners are John G. Foster,
J. W. Hutchinson, Robert Duncan, H.
B. Dawbey, James Farant, D. Steel,
while Constables McLennan and Webb,
who have been temporarily on the fores.
because of the illness of Jailer Allen
and the absence from the city o6f De-
tective George Perdue, were perma-
nently engaged.

The question of uniform for the force
also came up for discussion and the re-
sult may be the adoption of the Bri-
tish military style, such as in-general
use in other Canadian cities, instead of
American type that is now being worn
Dy the Victoria force. Recommenda-
tions in favor of the change were made
last year by both the Canadian Club
and the board of trade, but as the uni-
forms for the: year had already been
ordered, nothing could be done. The
matter, however, is now being taken
up before the uniforms for the present
year are purchased.

It was decided that Chief Langley
should go to Vancouver to talk over
the matter of uniforms with Chief

.Chamberlain of that city. Chief Cham-

herlain has at his hand a lot of infor-
matiQgn about police uniforms that is
‘not avaflable in Victoria, but Chief
Langley will be given access to it and
the result of his visit will be submitted
to a special meeting of the commission-
ers to be held next Tuesday. 3

Another matter that came up was the
securing of better boxes for the patrol
system. The wooden boxes now in use,
it has been found, do not last long and
it is probable that they will be re-
placed with boxes of some other ma-
terial. ’

Chief Langley will likely leave for
Vancouver to-night, and while there
will take advantage of the occasion to
discuss with Chief Chamberlain of that
city, several matters relating to police
work affecting both cities.

Yesterday aftermoon the members of
the provincial government resumed
their investigation |into the rights of
the city in regard tq the claim made for
legislation confirming. their water and
power rights. After hearing the gtate—
ment of the case of W. E. Oliver for
the Oak Bay municipality, and E. V.
Bodwell, K. C,, on [behalf of the B. C.
Electric Railway Company, Hon; Rich-
ard McBride expressed the opinion that
a way out of the difficulty would be
by bringing the Esquimalt Waterworks
Company and the| city together. He
cross-examined both of the parties con-
cerned as to what, had already taken
‘place, what offers had beén made, and
what likellhood there was of a settle-
ment. At fhe close of the discussion
Mr, McBride expressed the opinion that
there was nothing so far as he could
see to prevent bringing the two parties
together to arbitrate their differences.

The government in view of this, de-
ferred any answer until two  weeks’
time, when the parties concerned may
have an opportunity to reach an agree-
ment,

On. resuming in the afternoon A. P.
Luxton, K. C.. continued his argument
on beha.l of the Esquimalt company.
He said he thought it very wrong that
in order to give the city power to go to
Sooke that the rights of the Esquimalt
company should be set aside.

The  premier- asked - for a memo. of
the total expenditures of the Esquimalt
company.

Mr. Luxton said that the company
had expended in all some seven or eight
hundred thousand dollars, and it must
be expected that they ghould -get some
revenue on this;

The city of Victoria was at one time
asked to subscribe $200,000 worth of
shares in his company. At that time it
was said that -the waterworks - were
valueless.  He accused the  city reore-
sentatives of trying to introduce clauses
in the legislation which would give the

Reeve . Oliver ot Oak Bay, 'said the
municipality had never opposed any-
thing the city proposed to do.

Hgation. ;

Mr. Taylor admitted the right of the
municipality to enter into dan obligation.

Mr. Oliver said that if the city had
to continue taking from Elk Lake it
was expected that the supply would be
poor and the quality bad. If, however,
the city got Sooke water the municipal-
ity he represented should get Sooke
water too, and nét water which was of
poor quality.

V. Bodwell, K. C., cn behalf of the
British Columbia

Electric Railway Company,
said they regretted that this should be
in the form of a contest, for the rights
of the city and the B. C. Electric Com-
pany were one,

To suggest the unhmlted 'rlght to go
into the power supply business was not
a business proposition. The only one
that would-be profitable would. be the
one at present accupied- by the B. C.
Electric Company. - This company had
already~invested $2.000,000 in plant and
this would have to be duplicated,. and
could not pay, for they would have to
enter inte competition. 1

The only reason for the city doing
anything of this sort would be the mat-
ter of disposing of their surplus water.
The .company were willing to.take .this
over, bringing it from the city and
making profit for them.

In Van-
couver the city had benefited consider-
ably by the rights that had becn given
them. If Victoria was only wise enough
to come in and give the Electric Com-
pany this right they would throw a
whole lot of money into the city.

If, however, the city proposed to hold
the whip hand over the company, as
was proposed, the company could not
borrow money. The people in London
would not invest in such a proposition.
Mr. Bodwell referred to what he call-
ed failure in municipal ownership In
London and Glasgow. The pendulum
was now swinging in the opposite di-
rection. Municipal trading he char-
acterized as a. mere fancy.

Mr, Bodwell appealed to the city to
go in with them. They were consider-

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE.

Police Wateh -Vancouverite’'s Rash
Deed Powerless to Interfere.
Vancouver, March 17,—Almest in full
view of‘his father and a number of
friends, Thomas Simpson, son of Mr.
Simpson, of the firm of Greene &
Simpson, undertakers, pressed a re-
volver to his head and fired. The shot
glanced off the right side of the skull,
but did not enter the skull, and it is to
this fact that the young man owes his

life.

The attempted suicide occurred in the
undertaking parlors of Greene &
Simpson last evening shortly after 7
o’clock, and the victim is now lying in
St. Paul’s hospital. He will recover.
The motive for the rash deed can be
attributed to nothing else than de-
spondency arising out of unsatisfactory
conditions.

Mrs. Simpson, mother of the young
man, first learned that her son had se-
cured a.revolver, and fearing that he
would do some harm advised her hus-
band. The police were called in for
the purpose of getting the gun away
from him. In this they failed, and as
he was pressing the gun against his
head they stood back, fearing to ad-
vance for fear that the young man
would shoot. It was while they were
running around to the back door in an
effort to come in behind him that the
shot was fired. A first shot was fired
into the air. The young man said
nothing before he shot. He fell to the
floor with a deep moan.

Thomas Simpson is about 25 years
of age and married. He has had trou-
ble of a domestic nature of late, and
this too has tended to intensify the
dissatisfaction under which he was
laboring.
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FUTURE OF COPPER
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The future of copper or a probability
of glut in the world’s market for cop-
per making the industry of mining this
metal an unproductive one is the sub-
ject of an article by John T. Morrow,
of New York, in a recent issue of the
Engineering and Mining Journal. Mr.
Morrow investigates his data at long
range, going back to 1879 when the an-
nual production was 160,310 tons and
looking ahead to 1928, when on the
same basis of increase as has prevailed
in the period from 1879 to 1906 (5.84 per
cent, per annum), the annual produc-
tion will be 2,748,622 short tons. The
percentage increase in the production
of copper has not been as rapid as pig
iron for the last 20 or 30 years, yet iron
is found to be much more sensitive to
the periodic convulsions of trade than
copper.

Mr. Morrow’s conclusions are most
hopeful for the copper industry. He
says: '“For those who have interests in
the copper production, either as owners,
producers or investors, I call atten-
tion to the two following. points:

1. The world wantg copper at a rap-
idly increasing rate as is unquestion-
ably shown by the preceding data, We
may confidently expect that the world
will continue to absorb the production
of copper at an increase of at least 5.84
per cent. This is enough for the pro-
ducer and consumer as far as output
ig. concerned.

2. Though the price will vary from
time to time, owing to periodic market
conditions, yet knowing that the world
is going to take copper in the future
even faster than it has in the past, we
also know that the world is going to
pay for this copper and of necessity
at a price which will enable the pro-
ducers to make a profit.

% GRANBY’S OUTLOOK %
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Referring, to the Granby Company’s
operations, the Boston News Bureau, of
a recent date says:

The company is now operating to full
capacity, treating an average of about
3,200 tons of ore per day, which gives it
a production at the rate of about 2,-
400,000 pounds per month. This is at
the rate of about 28,000,000 pounds per
annum, yet for the 12 months ended
December 31, 1907, the company pro-
duced only 15,514,000 pounds.

The company has passed through the
winter, always a time of unsettled pro-
duction in a country like British Colum-
bia; it has succeeded in getting wages
reduced from a $4 to a $3.50 per day
basis, so that it is now producing its
copper for a fraction under 10 cents per
pound.

Upon a maximum output of $8,400,-
000 pounds of copper per month and
12%-cent copper, the company cannot
continue the payment of 3 per cent.
quarterly dividends, for its earnings
would be but $60,000 per month, or $180,-
000 cuarterly, whereas 3 per cent. quar-
terly dividends, which the company has
paid since the begininng of 1906 (2 per
cent, regular and 1 per cent. extra) call
for the payment of $405,000 every three
months.

It is very evident, therefore, that un-
less there is an improvement in the
price of copper the Granby Company
cannot continue the payment of 3 per
cent. quarterly dividends or even 2 per
cent. quarterly.

The management, however, is plan-
ning to increase its reduction capacity
the coming summer to permit it to
handle 4,500 tong of ore daily.

FURTHER ADVANCED

Contract Will Be Let To-mor-
row—Park Superintendent
Presents Resignation.

(From Tuesday’s Daily).
The city council got through a lot of
business in a short time at their meet-
ing held last night.

All the members of the council were
present. The meeting started shortly
after 8 o'clock and ‘was through by
10 o’clock.

The minutes of the last meeting were
taken as read.

The resignatton of J. G. Thompson,
for 16 years superintendent of city
parks was the cause of some discus-
sion, Mr. Thompson, it appears, has
taken. umbrage at some criticism
directed toward him by members of the
parks board.

Piping Tenders.
Tenders were opened for the 112,500
feet of piping required for the new dis-
tribution system for the waterworks.
The lowest tepder was that of W. B.
Beverly Robinson of Montreal, whose
figure was $100,187. The others ranged
from six to twelve thousand dollars
higher. All the tenderers were Can-
adian firms, a number of them being,
however, agents of manufacturers.
Finale on Store Street.

A létter was read from A. D. Cart-
wright, secretary of the Dominion
Railway Cemmission, enclosing a cer-
tified copy of an order of that body
regarding the use of Store street by
the *Canadian Pacific rilway in order
to get to the site of the new terminals
it is proposed to construct on the site
of the old Albion Iron Works. The
order for the use 0f the street was
passed March 6th, giving effect to the
agreement entered into between the
city council and the railway company..
Hon. M. E. Bernier and Dy Mills were
the commissioners who granted the
order. The communication was filed.

Rock Bay Grant.

A letter from Hon., H. E. Young, pro-
vincial secretary, saying that the mat-
ter of the transfer of the property on
Rock Bay given to the city by an act,
passed at the session of the legislature
just closed, was now in the hands of
the chief commissioner of lands and
works, was .also ordered filed.

Block Paving Asked For.

T. R. Smith, vice-president of Rob-
ert Ward & Go., Limited, wrote ask-
ing the roadway in front of the firm’s
warehouse on Erie street be paved with
bloeks on the local improvement plan.
His letter was referred to the streets,
bridges and sewers committee.

Wanted Time Extended.

A letter from Pearson, Rodding &
Ce., Pacific - Coast Selling agents,
brought forth K considerable discussion.
The letter which was dated from Vic~
toria yesterday complained that they
had not been treated with proper con-
sideration in regard to the tenders for
the waterworks pipes required by the
city for the new distribution system,
insomuch as neither they nor their
rrincipals, whose place of business is
at Birmingham, Alabama, had been
favored with the specifications of the
pipes required as they said had been
done with other manufacturers. The
firm ‘had learned only on Saturday that
the city was advertising for pipes. The
communication stated that Birming-
ham concern was in a position to put
in the pipes at a figure lower than
anyone else. In view of these facts
they asked that they be given three
days in which to tender and secure a
marked check to cover the necessary
deposit, the other tenders in the mean-
time not to be opened.

Ald. Hall said that he had talked
with a representative of the firm, who
said that he had been in Vancouver
when he heard of the city calling for
tenders for the pipe and had wired.
Mr. Raymur had sent plans and speci-
fication to the Empress hotel addressed
to them as soon as notified. It ap-
peared to himx almost a pity that the
firm should not be given an oppor-
tunity to tender. The city should have
all the tenders possible in order that
the best bargain possible be secured.

Ald. MacKeown said he had heard of
such letters as the one in question be-
fore. It was not fair to those who had
tendered according to the advertise-
ments to grant the delay asked for.
The council should adhere to the prin-
ciple of refusing all tenders that were
not in on the date specified. He moved,
seconded by Ald. Fullerton, that the
writer of the letter be informed that
it was impossible to grant his request.

Ald. Henderson—How long have the
advertisements calling for tenders been
in the papers?

Mr. Northcott, city purchasing agent
—8ix weeks. Since Feb. 1st.

Ald. Mable—Long enough.

Ald. MacKeown’s motion then was
declared carried.

Complain of Bill.

Heisterman & Co. wrote complaining
of a bill for burning rubbish, the re-
mains of a building they had torn down
on orders from the sanitary inspector.

In connection with this a report was
read from the sanitary inspector say-
ing that, as the rubbish had not been
removed in the time given by the city,
it had been burned by officials of the
department, It was ordered that a
copy of this report be sent to Heister-
man & Co.

City Sells Lot.

John Dean wrote offering the city
$200 for lot 1, block 60, Pembroke street.

Ald. Gleason remarked that there
was an old building on the property
but that Mr. Dean’s offer was a fair
one.

Mr, Northcott said he had discussed
the matter with Mr. Dean, who had
suggested $250 as the price but he had
told him he could. not recommend the
council to sell at that figure, but he
would recommend the acceptance of an
offer of $300. He advised -the council

tc sell at that figure.
Om motion of Ald. Gleason, seconded

by Ald. Henderson, Mr. Dean’s offer
was accepted and the city officials au-
thorized to take all steps necessary to
carry the deal through.

Roadhouse’s Licenses.

J. R. Carmichael, clerk of South
Saanich, wrote saying that the muni-
cipal eouncil had referred the city’s
letter regarding roadhouses to the li-
cense commissioners of the municipal-
ity.

Humboldt Street.

A. O. Roy informed the council by
letter that if the offer he had made
to Mr. Northcott to remove the build-
ings that encroach on Humboldt street
were not accepted by. noon. to-day h2
would not be able to undertake the
work for four weeks. As the matter
was dealt with in the report of the
streets, bridges and sewers committee
the letter was filed.

Objects to Double Taxation.

Ernest Etherly, of South Saanich, but
who works in Victoria, wrote asking if
the tax collector had the right to col-
lect revenue and poll taxes from him
through his employer, while he also
had to pay the similar taxes again as
a resident of South Saanich. It was
vointed out that the city had nothing
to do with the revenue tax but the let-
ter in so far as it related to the city
tax was referred to the city solicitors.

Fire Appliances.

A letter from the Canadian General
Electrical Company, enclosing a pam-
phlet describing the merits of their
fire escapes was received and filed.

Application Received.

An application from Margaret Cam-
eron for the position of assistant in
the public library was left over to
be dealt with when the matter of an ap-
peintment comes up. She enclosed tes-
timonials from Thomas Wood of Oak
Bay by whom she was employed as
governess and also from E. B. Paul
and Rev. H. S. J. Payne, rector of St.
Paul’'s church, Esquimalt.

Complains of Shacks.

H. Stadthagen complained bitterly of
the fact that the “implorable’” shacks
adioining Sylvester's feed store on
Yates street were allowed to stand, al-
though ordered destroyed by the coun-
cil. Mr. Stadthagen .dilated upon the
eye sore they were and expressed the
opinion that the council would be wise
to-spend some of the money that was
being devoted to boulevards in' re-
moving| other unsightly buildings. The
boulevards were not half as attractive
ag the sight of shacks, such as were
allowed to exist in the city, were detri-
mental to the city from the standpoint
of the city’s interest as a tourist re-
sort.

Ald. MacKeown moved, seconded by
Ald. Cameron, that Mr. Stadthagen be
informed that the council was taking
steps to have the two buildings he re-
ferred to destroyed.

Present Resignation,

J. G. Thompson, superintendent of
city parks, wrote resigning his posi-
tion, the resignation to ' take effect
April 5th, He said that his relations
with the council had been harmonious
in the past but that he feared the
same condition would not continue in
the future.

Ald. Cameron said that Mr. Thomp-
son felt that he was being unduly
criticized by the parks board. He was
an old employee of the- city, having
held his present position for sixteen
vears. He thought the resignation
should be left on the table and the
trouble investigated, but by whom
whether the parks board or a commit-
tee of the council, he was not pre-
pared to say. The parks board and
the council were not working well to-
gether.

Ald. Mable said he had heard more
or less talk around town about this
matter.

Ald. MacKeown asked whether Mr,
Thompson was paid by the city., He
was informed that he was an employee
of the council.

Mayor Hall explained that the trou-
ble arose over Mr. Thompson having
been instructed by the late mayor to
put on a certain number of men whom
he had not since been told to dismiss,
with the result that they continued at
work.

Ald. MacKeown was anxious that no
injustice should be done and advised
leaving the matter over.

Ald. Meston pointed out that the
city had three representatives on the
park board, so that the council was
represented in action taken by that
body.

Ald. Henderson said this was a mat-
ter belonging entirely to the parks
board.

Ald. Cameron said that there was
clearly a conflict between the city coun-
cil and the parks board’s jurisdiction,
owing to the plan for the latter body
not having been properly worked out.
He moved, seconded by Ald. Hall, that
the resignation be laid on the table
and that the parks board be asked to
report on the matter. The motion
carried unanimously.

and construct a permanent / sidewalk
on the west side of the same between
Fairfield road and Richardson street,
the work to be done by day labor under
the local improvement general by-law,

Ald. Cameron remarked that there
was no provision in this for unkeep of
the boulevard. There were many peo-
prle who did not understand that they
would have to pay for the maintenance
of the boulevard in front of thelr prop-
erty. This should be clearly under-
stood by all, otherwise they would come
to the council complaining of the front-
age tax when levied.

Ald. Henderson explained that this
condition would be made plain in the
advertisement and also in the by-law
when introduced. He agreed with Ald.
Cameron that the people should under-
stand that they would have to pay for
the maintenamca of the boulevard. Ald.
Henderson also explained that provision
had already been made for boulevard-
ing Fernwood road up to King’s road
and the extension of one block was be-
ing made at the request of the prop-
crty-owners affected. This was in the
new sub-division being offered by
Gray, - Hamilton, Johnson & Donald,
and would soon be built  upon, several
residences being -already projected.

Business Concluded.

This concluded the business before
the council and as it was only 10 o’clock
Ald. Gleason suggested that the ooun-
cil spend some time considering the
estimates.

Ald. Norman—*“It's a long day since
10 o’clock this morning."”

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UNION MEN IN
INTEx OLONIAL

OPPOSITION LOOKS ON
MATTER IN STRANGE LIGHT

———

Mr. Haggard Says Government
Should Retain and Dis-
miss Employees.

(Special Correspondence.)

Ottawa, March, 10th.—A debate of pe-
culiar interest to workingmen general-
ly and to trades unionists. particularly,
took place in the house here a few days
ago, when Hon, Geo, P. Graham, minis-
ter of railways an& canals, brought
down his annuai railway “budget.” His
principal critic was Hon. John Hag-
gart. Now, Mr. Haggart was minister
of railways and canals during the Con-
servative regime, and is, consequently,
the chief railway authority in the op-
position ranks. If he lives long enough
to see hig friends returned to power he
will probably again preside over the
department of railways and canals.
His views on the question under discus-
gion may be regarded as the sentiment
of his party.

During the lucid presentation of the
statistics of the Intercolonial railway
by Hon. Mr. Graham, whose adminis-
tration of the department, by way, has
already won golden opinions, he found
occasfon to refute the charge that poli-
tice entered into the management of the
Intercolonial. He then went on ‘to say:

Let me point out that 63 per cent. of
the employees of the Intercolonial rail-
way are members of unions and their
advancement is in the hands of the
unions and cannot be meddled with by
any political party. They are subject
to the laws of the union, they get their
advancement and their increase of pay
as the union laws direct, if the men be
competent. And, the manager himself
does not interfere with that arrange-
ment with the unions. Every one knows
what would happen if that arrange-
ment was not carried out. We have the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers,
the Brotherhood of Firemen, the Bro-
therhood of Trainmen, the Brotherhood
of Railway Telegraphers, all these men
have their organizations, and thése
matters are regulated under arrange-
ments made by the organizations with
the management of the raillway, and
the. promotions of the men are made
according to the rules of the union, the
men being qualified, and no political in-
fluence can interfere with the bargain
or with the keeping back of any one
of this 63+ per cent of the employees.
It ‘may bé-daidr’ But iwhy do" you em-
ploy men belonging-to these unions. I
have been approached on this matter
by several men who have said to me:
You are. allowing the Intercolonial to
be run by unions. I say ne. This is the
age of organization and the empldyees
of the Intercolonial railway or of any
other railway have as much right to
ﬁrm a combination for the protection
f their own interests as . has the

nufacturer’s association or any other
o ization,
/Mr. Sam Hughes:
that?

Mr. Graham: If my hon. friend had
listened to me he would have heard
me state that I have been asked why I
allow..the unions to control the Inter-
colonial railway. The unions may make
mistakes; they do; sometimes they are
unreasonable; sometimes other people
are unreasonable as well as trades
unions. Sometimes they ask for things
that I think they should not have, and
they do not get them if I can prevent
it if I think they are unreasonable.
But take them all in all the labor or-
ganizations so far as the Intercolonial
railway is concerned have not been un-
reasonable,. When I have met their of-
ficals or representatives in any capa-
city whatever, they have sat down and
reasoned things out with me in g very
intelligent manner, and up to date we
have been able to come to conclusions
with perhaps a little give and take on
bpth sides, and always these conclu-
sion have been in the interests of the
proper running of the road. I have
come to the conclusion that the pre-
sence of labor organizations such as I
have mentioned is a benefit to the
management of the road rather than
a detriment. I think this is an answer
to some critics who have suggested
that the Intercolonial, being a govern-
ment road, should not recognize labor
unions. While it is§ & government road
it has to be run on these lines like any
other road.

Now let us hear what Mr Haggart
has to say on this subject, on behalf of
the opposition:

My hon, friend denied the charge
that his department was subject to
political influence. He denfed that men
were promoted and kept on owing to
the recommendations of certain mem-
bers of parliament, political supporters
of the government. He said that the
minister of railways had no political
influence at all over his department in
that respect, that all the influence
was in the hands of the wunion to
which 63 per cent. of the employee's on
the Intercolonial railway belonged. He
said that the promotions and the sal-
aries were dictated by the union. That
was a most extraordinary statement.
Just fancy the absolute control over the
employees on the Intercolonial railway
being, not in the department at all, but
in the hands of a union which is con-
trolled by these very employees. If
that be the case, then the minister has
no control over the expenditure or the
running of the road. He cannot dis-
miss or promote a man except with the
consent of the union., That i{s a most
extraordinary position. Why, a govern-
ment railway, under the control of the
People of this country, should not have
a union on it «t all, The employees on
the governmént railway have parlia-
ment to look to, if the minister does
not do them justice. The absolute con-
trol over the Intercolonial railway
shou'q be in the hands of the minister
and his officers subjéct to the authority
of parliament. The retention of a man or
his dismissal or promotion should be in
the hands of the governmen: officers;
and until it is, you cannet expect any
different results than those you have
at present.

GAME LAWS ARE
NOT ENFORCED

ILLEGAL DESTRUCTION
OF ISLAND ANIMALS

]

Phil Oberlander Says Big Game
Will Soon Be Exterminated
in B. C.

Vancouver, March 16.—For the sec-
ond time since his visit to British Co-
lumbia, Phil Oberlander, the Bohe-
mian big game hunter, has raised his
voice in angry protest against the
flagrant manner in which the provin-
cial game laws are being violated. He
saw enough during a hunting trip to
Lillooet district last fall to repox"t the
wholesale infringements to the game
wardens, Now after a hunting expe-
dition at Campbell river on Vancou-
ver Island, Mr. Oberlander has con-
cluded that unless wholesale and
wanton slaughter is stopped and the
offenders severely punished the big
game of the province will soon be ex-
terminated.

“From observation .and hearsay, I
am convinced that there is a great
deal of illegal destruction of game go-
ing on throughout the province,” said
Mr. Oberlander. ‘“During my recent
visit to Campbell river a well known
trapper had the audacity to tell me
that he had shot a bull and three cow
elk simply for the purpose of securing
bait for poisoning wolves, for which
the government offers a bounty of $15
per head. ‘These animals are protected
by law. I was glad to hear the trapper
admit that he had been unsuccessful in
securing any wolves, Other cases where
does with young were recklessly
slaughtered for the same purpose were
brought to my attention. It is an out-
rage and, although a stranger here, I
think ‘it my duty to draw the matter
to the attention of the proper authori-
ties. I think there is a strong necessity
for the appointment of additional game
wardens entrusted with a strict -en-
forcement of the game laws. In its big
game British Columbia has a valuable
asset for the benefit of its people and
for legitimate non-residents who .be-
ing men of means are quite. prepared
to pay for the privilege. Incidentally
the visitors from abroad leave a good
deal of money in the country.”

On his recent expedition Mr. Ober-
lander was accompanied by ‘Cougar”
Smith, a local hunter of renown. He
was successful in shooting two bears,
three cougars, several racoons, a num-
ber of eagles and small game.
Oberlander also'captured a cub, which,
however, died a few days later. The
pelts will be forwarded ‘to his castle in
Bohemia.

Mr. Oberlander, who has hunted in
nearly every part ‘of the world, will
sail on the Empress this week for the
Orient. After enjoying a hunt for
wild boar in Japan he will return
home via Siberia. Dr. Oberlander
has planned to revisit British Colum-
bia_ in August next, when he will as-
cend the Skeena river in order to have
a try at the sheep, cariboo and moose.

MAGISTRATE WARNS
AUTOMOBILE DRIVER

Says Offenders ‘Against the
* Law Will Be Severely
Dealt With.

Magistrate Jay gave warning to-day
to the automobilists of the city that
he will deal severely with any drivers
found guilty of violating the law, eith-
er by over-speeding or by turning the
street corners too rapidly.

DOMINION HAS
LARGE SURPLU

PUBLIC DEBT REDUCED
BY THREE MILLIONS

W. S. Fielding Says
Budget Has Exceeded
Expectation.

Hon.

(Special to The Times.)

Ottawa, March 17.—Hon. W, 8. Field-
ing in the House to-day delivered his
final address on the budget. Hs
explained that the surplus for
the nine months ending March
31st, 1907, was . sixteen mililons,
a -sum greater than he expected.

Thig was the largest surplus ever re-
ceived, and for the twelve months
would have been, of course, larger,

In the samé nine months the public
debt was reduced by three millions, the
net debt was $42.84 per head of the
population, as against $50.82 in 1906. For
the current year ending March 31st,
Fielding prophesied a surplus of nine-
teen million dollars. The revenue for
the current year was $96,500,000, and the
expenditure in consolidated funds $77,-
50u,..v, leaving a surplus of $19,000,000.
However, there was ag large an ex-
penditure on the Transcontinental,
making a total capital expenditure of
$33,000,uuv,

For the net result of the year’s ac-
count this would add to the public debt
for the year $12,000,000. But for the
expenditure on the Transcontinental it
would have reduced the public debt by
a quarter of a million dollars.

For the year ending March, 1907, Mr.
Fielding said that the revenue wouid
not be so large. Instead of $94,000,000 it
would be probably less than $90,000,000,
but before the close of the year the
finances would more than have re-
covered. For the year the finances
would be sufficient to meet all the
(xpenditures on the consolidated ac-
count, and leave -something.for a sur-
plus.

MONEY FOR MISSIONS.
Vancouver Wesleyans Come Forward
With Large Sum.

Vancouver, March 16,—Wesley Methodist
church yesterday raised upwards of $3,000
in missionary givings. An additional $700
will come through private sources, and
there is every assurance that the aggre-
gate of $5,000 will be reached.

—The local police have received in-
quiries from Joshua Hutton, of New-
1and, Hull, England, for information as
to the whereabout of his son, Thomas
Hodsman Hutton, last heard from at
San Francisco, from where he mailed
home a picture post card taken in Vic-
toria, between October and December

of last year.

HISTORY OF STUMPING MACHINE.

Kaslo, March 16.—Jim Spiers’ big
stumping machine is being put in shape
for this year’'s stumping' operations.
This machine has quite a history. The
original parts were constructed in Cal-
gary in 1894, It was shipped to Na-
naimo, Vancouver Island. There it was
l?ept busy for a couple of seasons clear-
ing land. Compared with that section
of Vancouver Island, land clearing
around here is an easy matter., Stumps
six feet in diameter were the average
there. The first thing was to give them
the hoist with a case or so of stumping
powder. This operation shattered them
so that they could be yanked out in
sections by the machine. Ten years ago
J. W. Power brought the stump-puller
to Kaslo and with it cleared a portion
of-the hill-townsite, then owned by the
Kalso-Kootenay Land Company. It
was subsequently sold to Spiers, who
has been making good use of it lately,
first on one side of the creek and then
on the other.

HEAVY SENTENCE FOR
VANCOUVER THIEF

“Too Much of This Thing Going
On,” Said Crown Prose-
cutor Kennedy.

Vancquver., March 17.—Convicted on two
charges of theft, John Anthill was sent
to jail for twelve months by Magistrate
Williams yesterday. The sentence on
each count was twelve months, but the
terms run concurrently. Anthill was ar-
rested by Detectives Jackson and Mec-
Leod at 3 o’clock on Sunday morning.
He carried a bundle of clothes under his
arm, and things looked so suspicious that
the officers investigated. They found that
the clothes had been stolen from John
Shannon at the Columbia hotel. It was
later found that Anthill had also stolen
a watch from George McKenzie at the
Spokane rooming house, and had sold it
to a second-hand dealer.

“There is too much of this thing going
on,” said Crown Prosecutor Kennedy.
Anthill admitted both thefts. He told the
police that he walked to Vancouver from
Kamloops, and had been in the city but
three days. Stephen Speight, a young
man arrested 'with Anthill, was allowed
to go, there being no evidence against
him.

HAS JUST RETURNED
FROM THE FOOTHILLS

Arthur Manson of the' North-
west 0il Company is Back
. to City.

(From Tuesday’s Daily).

Arthur Manson, president of the North-
west-0il Company, in which a large num-
ber of local capitalists are interested, has
just returned from a trip to Southern Al-
berta, where hic company is boring for
oil at Pincher Creek, just in the foothills
of the Rocky Mountains.

Mr. Manson when seen yesterday said
that his company had expended fifteen
thousand dollars in putting in a plant for
boring. - This was being worked by a
number of experienced oilmen from Ohio.
They are already down 400 feet, and ex-
pect to go down nearly two thousand
feet.

The prospects are very good. At 17
feet from the surface a seepage of oil
was struck, and'the whole formation of
the soil resembles that of Ohio, the oil
country from which large supplies of the
Rockefeller juice is taken. The country
there is a wonderful one, according to the
reports Mr. Manson brings. Speaking of
that country he says:

“When I arrived on March 3rd the ther-
mometer registered fifteen degrees below
zero, but before I left the thaw had set
in. There is in the immediate neighbor-
hood” of our camp plenty of fishing and
shooting. Trappers are able to catch
mink, marten and other small game, and
there are also many wild horses in the
neighborhood.”

“There is a sawmill fifteen miles from
the camp, and at a point about twenty
miles distant from the same place, at a
place called Mountain Mill, twenty men
are engsged in digging coal from a vein
in the mountain side, and hauling it away
on sleighs on the frozen river.”

Mr. Manson will have a favorable re-
port to present to his board of directors
when they meet. i

J. F. ANNETTE’S BODY
HAS NOT BEEN FOUND

Diligent Search is Being Pros-

ecuted but Without
Success.

Further search was continued yester-
day for the body of J. F. Annette, who
was drowned in Saanich Inlet on Sun-
day afternoon last, by J. P. Elford, who
was of the original party in the wreck-
ed boat, and Larry Hagen.

Mr. Hagen put his rowboat into ser-
vice and with Mr. Elford made an all-
day search along the shores and upon
the island.

They were assisted by several Indians
with canoes from' the reservation,

The search proved futile beyond the
discovery of an oar, the boat's rudder
and the missing man’s hat. During the
day 'Mr. Elford identified the boat
washed ashore on.the Indian reserva-
tion. It is thought that the body of
the unfortunate man has been carried
out to sea and very little hope of its
recovery is entertained.

TOMMY BURNS
1S VICTORIOUS

JEM ROCHE DEFEATED
IN FIRST ROUND

e e

Canadian Easily Retains Title
of World’s Heavyweight
Boxing Champion.

Dublin, March 17.—At the Theatre
Royal here to-night Tommy Burns
(Canada) defeated Jem Roche (Ire-
land) in a match for the heavyweight
championship of the world: Burns won
in the first round.

Dublin, March 17.—(Earlier dis-
patch.)—Ireland has never taken a
greater interest in any sporting event
than it is manifesting in the fight to-
day between Tommy Burns and Jem
Roche for the heavyweight champion-
ship of the world, It has practicaly
overshadowed the other St. Patrick’s
day celebration in Dublin at least.

This intense interest arises mainly
because this is the first time in years
that an Irishman has fought in his
country for the championship.

Roche mostly declines to discuss
his prospects of winning, but great
confidence is felt in his camp. On
the other hand, Burns says he can see
no chance of being defeated. Burns
will enter the ring at 168 pounds and
Roche will be a few pounds heavier.
Otherwise there is little difference be-
tween them. Burns’ advantage . in
reach amounts to only one inch; while
Roche’s chest and leg measurements
are slightly in excess of Burns’. E. P.
Watson will referee the fight."Burns
will be seconded by Billy Neill, Pat
O’Keefe and Ben Jordan, while
Roche’s seconds are Bill Squires, J.
Clark and J. Kelly. The ring will be
16 foot square and this Roche’s back-
ers claim will be to his advantage. This
is taken to indicate that the Irishman’s
battle will be a defensive one. Burns
since his arrival over here has devel-
oped a most useful short left-whir® he
will use considerably if there is any
in-fighting.

After the fighit the Canadian will re-
turn to London, where he goes to Paris
to referee on March %lst the fight be-
tween ‘“W. Stanton of California and
Jack Costello of England.”

BRITISH INTEREST.

Martin Burrill, of Grand Forks, Speaks
of His Lecture Tour,

Martin Burrill, editor of the Grand
Forks Gazette, late mayor of Grand
Forks, fruit grower and lecturer on the
science of fruit growing, came in last
night in readiness for the statutory
meeting of the provincial board of hor-
ticulture which commenced this morn-
ing.

Mr. Burrill, referring to his recent
lecture tour in England, =aid that
everywhere he went he was heard with
much interest. He found the’' English
people always anxious for reliable in-
formation about this country. At all of
his lectures he used a lantern to show
views of the country, its scenery, home
life and particularly its orchards and
fruit exhibits. Many of the people he
met were surprised at the development
of the sections of the country illus-
trated, and it is almost a ¢ertainty that

Speaking of British Columbia, his
favorite subject, Mr, Burrill said that
the great development in the fruit
growing industry of the province neces-
sitatsd many changes in the general
regulation regarding the same, con-
sequently the meetings of the board of
horticulture assumed greater import-
ance. As he, however, had to take part
in the meeting of that board he would
not anticipate the meeting, as doubt-
jess the Times would receive a report
of the work done there.

Mr. Chairman, and Gentlemen of the

Canadian Club in Victoria, -

Five minutes after my arrival at Ed-
monton, last Friday morning, I re-
celved 4 telegraphic invitation from
your president to take lunch with you
to-day. It is'thé custom to say of such
matters that one is sensible of being
deeply honored, and so forth. Well,
Gentlemen, for my part I hesitate to
say that—for the simple reason that I
really mean it from the bottom of my
heart, and so am loath to give ‘the
stereotyped expression to my feelings.
There is no other kind of "invitation
which 1 appreciate so highly as one
from 3 branch of the Canadian Club,
and tl)ére' is no other place in all your
broad Dominion in which I would rath-
er be the Canadian Club’s guest than
just right here, in beautiful Victoria—
the jeweled gate of the British Em-
pire’s Pacific frontier—the capital and
crown of the most beautiful province
in Brifish North - America—the * far-
thest ‘Shore of the Empire’s premier
Dominion, and yet in certain ways
more vital than the geographical, the
nearest and dearest, the most intimate
end homely.

I take the Canadian Club to be the
corporate embodiment of the greatest
and most notable force in Canada, the!
country’s wonderfully virile, national
spirit. Believing that, it follows that
your president’s invitation would be
appreciated by me as a high honor,
and an opportunity for which I was and
am, sincérely grateful—too  grateful,
tco appreciative to give you many
stock phases about it. And yet, gen-
tlemen, had I ‘appreciated the privi-
Jege less, 1 think I might have been
able to accept it with a lighter heart,
for theére is mo privilege which may
justly be enjoyed, failing recognition
of its own particular duties and obli-
gations—a . truism, “Mr. Chairman,
which communities and. nations. are
apt to'forget or ignore ‘at times, as
well as individuals; and always under
penalty. * Accepting your kindly invi-

is . not. exactly. my .long suit.

Yeur Canadian hospitality is apt to en-

dow your -guest with most . things you

jpossess, including even your desire
for self-expression: but, in my’ case at
all events; it has not yet gone far
enough' to-enrich- me with even a pale
reflection of your own. mational gift of
eloquence.. . . True,. .you have gone as
far as-mortal hosts. could .in this di-
rection,; You have filled me-with won-
dering .. admiration for your country,
and with deep: respect for your spien-
did work in its.development; you have
given me many most favorable open-
ings for. the display of any germ of
oratory’ that might have -lain hidden
within me  till now. You have even
sent amazingly fluent newspaper men
to interview -me, who have, sometimes,
transformed my lame and halting con-
versational. periods . into journalistic
prose, poems, the vivid eloquence . of
which would have made me—well, any-
how, the mest surprised man.in Can-
ada if it had borne even a faint re-
semblance .to anything I ever said or
thought. But in. spite of all this gen-
erosity, you- will. have -perceived that
I am still the rankest kind of an out-
sider in the silver-tongued-orator bus-
iness. -In some form or another, these
facts, were present in my mind in Ed-

monton, .on Friday, when your presi-

dent’s hospitable message reached me.
That is, what T meant when I said that
a less keen and sober appreciation of
the honor you did me might have

. made my response more light-hearted.

I am of .opinion, you see, that in the
case of an _opportunity of addressing
this unigue association, the Canadian
. Club, the, man who happens to be a
writer and no speaker, should call his
one art to his aid apd, after long and
carefnl..thought. write his message to
the hosts whose hospitality does him
#o much honor. That is the view which
respect for Canada’s National Club
gives me. .But, . Mr. Chairman, the
widlh of your magnificent country, the
number of my engagements in it, the
hospitality of your people, and the cx-
treme grandeur of your scencry here in
British Columbia, have all been against
me. I am a confirmed slave of the
tobacco pipe, but I have hardly had
leisure in which to fill and light a pipe,
since I received that telegram in Ed-
monton.. One night in Edmonton, one
in Calgary, one, in chaste, if somewhat
stuffy retirement, behind the green cur-
tains of. a C. P. R. sleoping ecar, and
one only here, in your lovely and lov-
able capital—in the finest hotel in the
Dominion—have I had since then—and
so far as sleep went, the hours of those
nights have been few. It is little more
than three weeks since I left those
little islands across. the water, where
the Abbey is “that makes us, we’; the
crowded, ancient land which cradled
thoze dear men and women from whom
al] our race has been drawn, from Vic-
toria. in the west to Victoria in the
South Pacific;- from Sidney, British
Columbia, to Sydney, New South Wales,
Since then I have renewed scores of
friendsghips between .Atlantic and Pa-
cific, and risked the inspiration of feel-
ings other than friendly by the pertin-
acity with which I have. sought the
connsels of every government ‘n the
Dominion. :It has been a stirring ard
instructive time since I landed, 18
days ago, but not; I -do assure you, a

"l time of leisure or mediative ease—suit-
/
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ed 1o .the composition of addresses, such.
as you are wont to receive from the
more deserving among your guests. Ard
yet, gentlemen, thefe are some things
I want tostell you that are just as real
ag the theme of the most polished ad-
dress could contain to its writer. May
I tell you these things just in my own
way—the way I would tell'them along-
side the camp-fire, or in a smoking
room? Have I your permission, Mr.
Chairman, to tell a true story for what
it is worth, and just in straight, solid
story fashion? “You may rely on me
to mske a short story.

Once upon.a time—it was about three
and twenty years ago—there was a
13-year-old boy over in England, who
had @ consuming desire for travel, and
to sight strange lands over-sea. He
had been brought up in the average
hum-drum way, this boy, within a
dozen miles of the sound of Bow Bells,
and he ought to have taken to the
hum-drum round of responsible Lon-
don life, and entered an office, or bank,
or government service, or one of the
orthodox professions. But he did not
seem to be built that way. At school
he was famous only as a crafty and
persistent truant, and a leader In out-
of-door rule-breaking and mischief. He
was no great hand at games, and seem-
ed to miss the usual boyish friendship.
He had made friends in turn with a
dairyman, and a farrier and black-
smith, and the little opportunity he
could steal time to take in their work
was his most fascinating form of play.
His greatest chum, however, was an
old navy man, who had spent the later
years of his life in the merchant ser-
vice and in the Pacific Islands. The
boy loved this old fellow, and acquired
the most curious, out-of-the-way in-
formation from him regarding the
world’s far beaches, and the ways of
sailor folk. In his dreams rakish top-
sail schooners figured, and  barques
whose tracks cut heiroglyphic paiterns
in star-dusted skies, while their prows
sent phosphorescent ripples glittering,
over-seas swept by the perfumed
breezes of mysteriously romantic lands.
The inevitable happened pretty soon,
and on his 14th birthday. The boy was
apprenticed to a Glasgow shipping com-
pany and started sea-faring by join-
ing a four-masted- iron barque of 2,000
tons, bound for Colombo-with coal. That
voyage introduced the boy to Ceylon,
Mauritius, Calcutta and some other
easlern places. His second voyage took
him to other parts of the world,
and presently—after trouble with a
hard-case second mate from Peter-
head, trouble which ended in a bro-
ken head for the boy—he ran away
from his ship in the Yarra, and took
to the bush, a score or two' of miles
from Port Melbourne. He learned
a good deal from his three and one-
half years at sea; and the upshot of
it was, a8 he saw it, this: That life
was a pretty tough proposition and
that his old ideals of romance and ad-
venture did not cut much ice when
you got down to actual realities. For
some little time now-the boy grew
and basked in the hot Australian sun-
shine, a healthy young animal, earn-
ing his living by the work of his
hands—an ideal life it seemed to him,
after the four hours on and four hours
off of ship drudgery, under a hard-
case second mate. Plentiful food and
sleep presented very solid attractions
to the boy at this stage, and for the
rest, he smoked his cutty of an even-
ing with working men of twice and
thrice his age, and imbibed #their sim-
ple philosophy at his ease. But there
came a change. An accidental meet-
ing with a travelling relative pro-
duced a kind of awakening in the boy,
and he suddenly propounded to him-
self the serious question of what he
was going to do with his life—
whether he was to be always a hewer
of wood and a drawer of water, or to
be of those who make their minds to
serve them rather than their hands,
and earn greater rewards thereby—
or think they do. Long evenings were
given to thinking, and then the boy,
whose schooling had left him nothing
that was of any practicul value, took
to the study of shorthand. Nightly for,
it may be, half-a year, the boy would
fall asleep over the task of copying
out newspaper articles in the medium
he desired to master. He subsequently
wrote many hundreds of newspaper
articles himself, and very often with
a vivid recollection of the surprising
failings which had struck him as the
chief characteristic of newspaper ar-
ticles during these summer evenings
in Viectoria—the Victoria of the An-
tipodes, when he had been gardener
by day and student by night. Some
interesting things happened to the boy
about this time, but as this is to'be
a short story I will skip them, and
only tell you that the boy proceeded
in due course from - correspondence’
clerking to newspaper work, and in
the last named branch of activity had
what for so young a lad might be
called a remarkable measure of suc-
cess. His twentieth year found the
boy editing a daily newspaper in the
city of Bathurst, N. 8. W. His liter-
ary staff consisted of three men, fully
old enough to have begotten him, and
the boy himself was in the habit of
working from nine o’clock in the
morning to between three and four
o’clock the next morning. At this
time the boy had no other aim in life
than that of materal success. He pres-
ently identified himself with the busi-
ness side of his work, and began to
make money feverishly. He as he him-
self would have said, wasted no time
on any forms of amusement. ' Life in
the new country had so far taught
him that material profit and success
was the one thing worth while. He
gave no thought to anything .else.
Even when his time came for love-
making, he did it, so to speak, on
schedule time, and with as little delay
in the race for money as passible.. Of
larger matters he thought not at all.
And then camé the inevitable change
for him. It was in the early '90s, and
Australia was smitten with a devasta-
ting financial depression: which saw
the doors of three-fourths of the
banks close. . In one day the boy
learned of the death of his sweet-
heart, and the closing of the bank in
which his feverishly earned savings of
quite a number of thousands of pounds
had been deposited. This debacle
brought about something of a revolu-
tion in the boy’s keenly material and
utilitarian point of view. It would be
too long a story to explain the whole
mental process to you, but having
salvaged all he could from the financial
wreck, the. boy drifted out of Aus-
tralia, a forlorn sort of -~wanderer
among the South Sea Islands, through
New Zealand, to South = America,

through South and West Africa, and
parts o; Europe, finally turning up in

the Port of London with a vague feel-
ing that home must be the right place
for wounded creatures, evan if that
home had been almost forgotten in the
strenuous years between boyhood and
hanhood. The boy found that if he had
almost forgotten home, home had quite
forgotten him, His mental outlook, such
as it was, belonged to the larger places
over sea, rather than to the little old
storied islands he had aiways called
home. There ensued a sort of fallow
time, during which the boy disposed of
all that was left of hig earnings, while
gradually assimilating new. points of
view. Then came a few months more
of wanderings in Africa, and the sud-
denly 'a settling down to literady work,
in which the boy threw himself with
even more than all the keenness he had
previously devoted to the pursuit of
money. Art was not the ruling pas-
sion, and the boy forgot that any other
had ever existed for him. While this
phase endured he cared nothing for
money, or for any other consideration
than literary art, for its own sake. But
if he was not conscious of it, the boy
was doubtless being touched and mould-
ed by the associations and traditions
which perhaps may be said to represent
the greatest part of Britain’s wealth
to-day.

Then came a great national crisis.
The Empire’s safety swayed in the
balance in: Africa, ‘ thrilling the men
of our race through all the world, and
the boy awake to the realization. not
cnly that th3re were greater things
than money making, but that there
were greater interests than art, which
a man might serve—that his country
and his race had a greater claim upon
hig gifts; whatever they might be, than
art, either for art’s sake or any other
sake. And moved by this awakening,
the boy forsook his books and turned
again to the literary side of newspaper
work, with a mind full of messages for
his fellow countrymen. And his mes-
sages were all from the over sea lands,
which he knew better than his own,
for it did seem to him that his country-
men were in need of much that could
be given to them by their kinsmen of
the wider lands outside. So time went
on, until the middle of last year, when
the invitation of a patriotic leader of
Canadian enterprise, brought the boy—
now three and twenty years older than
when he went to sea—here to Canada.
The hospitality of his host took the
grown up boy all threugh the Domin-
ion, from ocean to ocean, and then left
him to return to the Old Country, full
to the very throat of the deep and last-
ing impressions which this great coun-
try had made upon him, It was not
only that the greatness of this country
and its development had impressed
him, but he stated more than once or
twice that the question of the Old
Country’s recognition -and understand-
ing of Canada’s status -in the world
seemed to him something upon which
the Old Country’s own future and that
of the Empire must largely hinge.
Having seen Canada, with eyes to some
extent trained by travel and over sea
life, he: returned to England, possessed
by the determination to effect some
practical movement in the direction of
making the Dominion more nearly un-
derstood in-the eover-burdened little:
islands from which the pioneers of this
great young nation originally ¢ame.

Now, knowing well what faced him
there in England, I want to tell you
something of his difficulties. He found,
for example, that a journal deveted to
the richness-of Canada in England
would be read only by those who had
some stake here. Such people might be
relied upon to keep themselves posted
as to Camada’s progress and place in
the world. The need as he saw it was
to reach the huge majority of the re-
sponsible, the influential and the
investing classes in the Old Land,
who were conscious of no
present stake 0. interest in
ir. this country. How to achieve this
end was his problem. The solution
that came to him was the production
of a weekly newspaper, a 16-page
journal, which could be made an inte-
gral part of a great, existing daily
paper, which already reached a great
majority among those classes men-
tioned. This brought him into con-
tact with those who control a great
English daily he had in mind, and
their not unnatural comment was that
however admirable his project might
be editorially, from a patriotic or po-
litical standpoint, it was commercially
impossible, since it involved giving
scmething, and a very costly, compli-
cated something, to an enormous num-
ber of people, for nothing. But you
will remember that he was full to the
throat with the impressions that this
country had made upon him, and the
assurances its leaders had given him,
and the conviction that the future
safety of the Empire absolutely de-
manded Britain’s understanding of
these things. Accordingly, he set to
work to convince those in control that
the shrewd, far-seeing men who shape
Canada’s destiny would see far enough
into the aims behind this project and
the immense possibilities .for good
which it contained, to give it sufficient
of their support to guard its promot-
ers from actual loss. He pledged him-
self to this, and in due time his pledges
were accepted. Then came the task of
making this pledge good, and of bring-
ing into being a new power which
should give the younger peoples of “the
Empire their medium of communica-
tion with the great majority of the
people who count in the Old Land.

Gentlemen, there is very much more
that I would like to tell you about this
project and the man/ behind it, if I
had not trespassed too far already. I
knew them both well, for the project
is my own, and so is the life regard-
ing which I trust I have not bored you
unduly. I believe that Canada will not
turn me down in Canada’s own ser-
vice. T have already the best of good
reasons for believing that Canada will
enable me to make good. And I be-
lieve that, when next I visit this beau-
tiful Pacific frontier of the Empire,
which I -hope will be within a year,
Canada will see that her interests
have been thoroughly served and well,
in the making good. If I might add
just another word, it would be this—
that much as the new lands have to
teach us, great as the need is for the
people of the old lands to receive some
of their teaching, there are also some
vital things which, it may be, can be
acquired more thoroughly in the crowd-
ed old lands than in the new. And
chief among these I would place the
truism that material profit is not the
only end worth serving, nor even per-
haps the highest end to serve. Can-
ada’s march forward is a natural force
which I‘believe no power on earth will
ever seriously check, but yet to the

Ca:nadian Club I would say that you'

———

have higher than even national ends
to serve here in Canada. You have
in hand the building, not alone of a
ration, but of the centre-piece and
basis of the greatest empire the world
has ever seen. and I Verily believe, of
the future site of the government and
control of that empire. With such, a
destiny before you, your work involves
something more than merely material
prosperity, While the Standard of
Empire is playing its part in giving the
old folk at home 'a better knowledge
of this country, I trust that the peo-
ple of Canada, with the untiring pa-
tience which is the basis of all great
enterprises, will be impressing upon
their children, not alone the national,
but the great imperial duties and re-
sponsibilities which are part and par-
cel of the splendid destiny lying before
this great Dominion.

At the conclusion of the speech a
vete of thanks was moved by Clive
Phillipps Wolley in his usual inimita-
ble style and seconded by Charles H.
Lugrin. On being put to the club it
was carried unanimously and with
great enthusiasm, after which the
members dispersed.

MUST LEAVE UNDER
FEDERAL ORDER

C. P. R. Will Have to Re-Trans-
port 184 Hindus to the
Orient.

(Special to The Times.)

Vancouver, March 17.—The Dominion
government showed to-day that it is
determined to deal rigidly with the im-
migration situation. One hundred and
eighty-four Hindus who arrived from
Hongkong by the C, P. R. steamer
Monteagle, and who have been in quar-

antine for two weeks, were at noon
ordered deported to the Orient, They
had all been practically passed on Sun-

day afternoon by Dr. Monro, federal

inspector, but were held temporarily in
the detention shed awaiting positive
instructions from Ottawa.

To-day the Hindus and the federal
and steamship offlicals were greatly
surprised to receive an order for de-

portation. All are sent back because_

they fail to meet the requirements of
the federal order which denies admis-
sion to all immigrants except they ar-
rive by continuous passage from the
lJand of their birth or adoption.

WILL ROYAL CITY GO
AFJER MINTO CUP?

Matter Depends Upon Shaping
of Lacrosse Team During
Summer.

New Westminster, March 17.—Accord-
ing to local patrons of lacrosse, there is
more gossip about the alleged intentions
of the New Westminster team to go
after the Minto cup in the East than
right here at home.

H. Ryall, secretary of the New
Westminster Club, said that he had
heard nothing of plans to go East, and
so far as he was personally concerned,
he would be absolutely opposed to such
a programme, unless there was reason-
able certainty of the team’s success.
New Westminster people were not wait-
ing for an opportunity of shelling out
money to send the team East. The trip
would cost at least $2,600, which would
have to be raised by subscrintion from
the loyal patrons of the game, and re-
membering the lasu occasion on which
they subscribed good money to send
a losing team East, they would natur-
ally not be laying in wait for the col-
lector this summer. However, if the
team started the season in good form
and developed a high slate of effictency,
the financiers ight become interested.
Mr. Ryall pointed out the folly of bank-
ing on a good team for the coming
season, by'recalling the poor condition
in which the local aggregation entered
the 1907 season. They, of course, im-
proved as the summer advanced, but
there would have to be more than a
probability of the team’s improving be-
fore a sufficient numper of persons
could be found to make up the neces-
sary sum.

CHARGUER REUNIS
LINER AT NANAIMO

Malte Will Load 2,300 Tons of
Coal—Titania in
Port.

e .

Nanaimo, March 17.—The arrival of
steamers in port for coal is a mat-
ter of more importance than  usual
during these times of the congested
ccal market on the coast.

This morning two big steamers were
lying in the harbor, the Titania, from
San Francisco and the Malte from the
same port. The Malte will take on 2,-
30C tons of bunker coal before sailing
for Seattle. The Titania will take a
cargo of coal for San Francisco.

The Titania reports that she was
delayed at San Francisco owing to the
continuance of the blockade there ow-
ing to the arrival of such a large
amount of coal from Australia. The
warehouses are still full to overflow,
disengaged steamers are being utilized
as floating warehouses, vacant lots
rented to have coal heaped upon them,
and all shipping bringing coal is hav-
ing much difficulty in getting their
cargoes landed. The situation has re-
sulted in many of the smaller sSecu-
lators losing heavily. Despite the sit-
uation, the importers have managed to
effect an arrangement to keep up the
price of coal, and, although the mar-
ket is so overstocked, the price is
maintained at $16 per ton.

According to report the Gymeric is
due from San Francisco to load bun-
ker coal for her voyage to North China
ports from Puget Sound.

CAPI. WOLLEY'S
POETIC SPEECH

HIS COMPLIMENT TO
GUEST OF YESTERDAY

Ruler of Pier Island Gave
Clever Address Before Ca-
nadian Club.

Yesterday the spsech of the guest of the
day, A. J. Dawson, at the Canadian Club
luncheon was reported in full in this
paper, but owing to the pressure it was
found impossible to find room for the
short, pithy, poetic speech of Clive Phil-
lipps-Wolley in moving a vote of thanks,
The following is what Mr. Wolley said:

“I consider it a great privilege to be
rermitted to move a vote of thanks to the
wandering Englishman, who is our guest
to-day, and to whose eloquent speech we
have just listened with so much pleasure.
I had at first determined zo treat him as
something exceptional, but now that I
have heard him speak I know that he is
absolutely normal.

“Touched by the wandering spirit of his
race, he went out into the lands beyond
the seas, and like a normal Englishman
made a success from a commercial stand-
point. Later, the true English spirit
seized him and he realized that there were
greater and higher things in life—but he
has told us his story.
Victoria and we caught him here in a
fairy bower, cobwebbed with sparkling
lights and littered with rose leaves. His
sweetheart, Victoria, was awaking from
her sleep with her arms outstretched to
the Englishman, and he fell in love. Thére
never was an Englishman yet but fell in
love with Victoria. Something may hap-
pen to annoy him and he may go saying
he will never return, but he always buys
a return ticket. I, myself, on occasion,
have sworn to cast the dust of the place
from my feet, but I never overlooked the
return ticket. (Laughter and applause).

“This business he is on is really a
matrimonial affair. He goes back home to
his mother and tells about the girl he has
seen, and she must have thought well of
her. For here he is back again with a
proposal of marriage. He wants to go
into business with her for life and for all
time to come. We are the trustees of
this lady, and he comes to us for our
consent, Are you going to turn him
down? As is proper, he shows us his re-
cord and qualifications. He has proved
his courage and he has put before us the
chances of success. We kngw something
of him, and his articles have shown his
appreciation of our country. 'His courage
he has shown by taking up the position
of a prophet who does' not always say
pleasant things. Kipling made himself
unpopular by his famous lines anent ‘The
flannelled fools at the wicket, and mud-
dled oafs at the goal,” and our guest has
done much the same in his ‘Message,’
when he told them that all was not well,
that the material things of life were not
everything. His warning that if we wish
for peace we must prepare for war went
through all England. And the news he
brings us here is that he intends to keep
England posted on what we are doing in
Canada, and no one knows better than I
do how badly it is needed.

“If one sends an article, say, on-the
Asiatic immigration question, it comes
promptly back. The editor says he likes
one’s style and the way one writes, but
would prefer something with a love story
running through it, with scene laid prefer-
ably in, say, Tooting. Now, we don't live
in Tooting, we don’t know anything about
Tooting, and what happens there is not
of interest to us. (Laughter and cheers).

“Now, for one small instance, may I
take the Asiatic question? There is not a
journal in England that realizes what
that means to us, what is the real spirit
in which we look at it. They say it is
merely a matter of money and wages. It
is more than that. Fundamentally that
has nothing to do with it. There is a
very big thing at the bottom of it. We
are citizens of an Empire, and we want
to build up a white Empire which is fit to
compete with the best.

“In his ‘Message’ our guest taught the
people of England to prepare for war if
they wanted peace. But I ask you how
we can do that if we fill the country with
a race of bachelors who neither breed nor
fight and can never be assimilated by us?
If it is necessary to pay more for a beef-
eating race than for a rice-eating one, let
us pay it. We may lack for servants and
have to ‘do things for ourselves, but in
the long run the dominant race does
things for itself.

“If I have read history aright, we have
a great future, and one that should be
like that of the Mother Country. She
won her position because she was the
great carrier on the Atlantic, and we
must win ours because we must be the
great carriers on the Pacific. Here there
will be a greater carrying trade than the
Atlantic ever had, when the East has
fully awakened.

‘“We have rivals, the keen Yankees just
across the line at Seattle, who are the
best business men in the world, except,
perhaps, our own. (Cheers). Our coal
and iron isibetter than their’s, our timber
is as good; but, apart from that, they
have an advantage. They have numer-
ous transcontinental lines, and they have
eighty millions of people to our six. What
we want is men. For God’s sake, give us
men, and British men.”

The vote of thanks was seconded by C.
H. Lugrin, and then Mr. Dawson replied
as follows:

“I don’t want to keep you more than a
minute, especially after the speeches we
have listened to. As you may have no-
ticed, I am no orator. A writer's work,
training him as it does to express him-
self through a certain medium, is the
worst possible training for a speaker.
But you have said some very kind things
and I must say how deeply they have
touched me. They are the kindest words
I have heard in Canada, although a
friendly hand has been extended to me
all through my trip, from the Governor-
General and the ministers at Ottawa
down.

“This Asgiatic question 1Is one which
brings with it complexities and difficulties
at which one stands aghast, but I feel
that it is one which no outsider has any
right to talk to you about, except to ex-
press a general wish that so beautiful a
country should remain a white man's, if
only because it is the most important part
of the country which I believe will some
day be the governing section of the Em-
pire, and it would be terrible that it
should be dominated by a mongrel popu-
lation. But the matter is in the hands of
the young democracies who have express-
ed themselves pretty strongly. Still I
would remind you of the need of patience,
because of the complications and perplexi-
ties to which I hayve referred. I have
said that no outsider should talk to you
on the subject, and I am not going to
now. When I was in Australia the same
question came up, and I felt very strong-
ly on the subject. So I can sympathize
with your feelings.

“Once again I must thank you for the
very kind way in which you have listened
to me.”

BUILDING IN VANCOUVER.
Permits Issued During One Morning
Totalled $40,000.

Vancouver, March 17.—The total re-
presented by the building permits
granted yesterday by Inspector Jarrett
nearly reached the figure of $40,000.

SUFFERING CAUSED
BY RAGING FLOODS

Rivers Transformed Into Roar-
ing Torrents in Pacific
Northwest.

Portland, Ore., March 16.—Not in
many a year have so many points in
the Pacific northwest, all at the same
time, faced sugh serious damage from
floods as they do to-day. From last
Friday until now heavy rains have
fallen over the whole of the northwest
and every rivulet is a roaring torrent
and every river a lake. Bridges have
been washed out or dynamited, railroad
tracks are under water, and when traf-
fic is not delayed by ihese disasters,
huge landslides block the way.

The most serious reports came from
Walla Walla. In the Lewiston, Idaho
country railroad tracks are deep under
water, bridges washed out, and fears
are entertained that the water works
which supplies that city will be flooded
and the supply of drinking water shut
off. Many families. have been driven
from the lowlands. The Touchet and
Petit rivers have washed out the city
dyke at Sayton, Washington. In west-
ern Washington the rivers around Se-
attle and Tacoma are still rising but
little damage has resulted so far. The
Williamette river and its tributaries
are running like a mill race above
Salem but no damage has resulted.

As is usual during the flood condi-
tions ' the railroads are numbered
among the principal sufferers. The
worst® of these is the Oregon railroad
and navigation company which hag'not'
been able to send a train through, for
the past 36 hours. This road is blocked
principally by heavy landslides east
and west of Pendleton. Train service
in the neighborhood of Walla Walla
and from Lewiston north is at astand-
still.

BIG BEN RICH IN
MICA CRYSTALS

Hundred Men Will Be Employ-
ed Working Claims—
Ready Market.

Revelstoke, March 17.—J. F. Moodie,
of Moodie Brothers, Calgary, was in
the city on Thursday completing the
final arrangements for the incorpora-
tion of the Big Bend Mica Mines Com-
pany, Limited, which cempany intends
to commence operations in the Big
Bend almost immediately. In an in-
terview with Mr. Moodie the Mail-
Herald representative was informed
that the new company has secured
twenty-six mica claims in the Bend in
the vicinity of Big Mouth creek, north-
west from Kinbasket lake and directly
south'from where Canoe and Wood riv-
ers enter the Columbia.

Between 80 and 100 men will be at
work on these claims this year, and
supplies will be transported up the
Columbia from Beaver just as soon as
the ice allows. Later on in the spring
when the steamship Revelstoke com-
mences running, supplies, etc., will be
taken up from. Revelstoke, which will
be the headquarters for the carrying
on of the work. Mr. Moodie stated
that the company hoped to bring out
somewhere about $800,000 worth of
mica this year.

Arrangements will be made for the
establishmerit' of a winter camp during
the fall of this year. The claims cover
an area af nearly 1,400 acres and are
rich in mica crystals. The company
will go into the venture with their
capital fully paid up, and the prospects
of a profitable year are very promis-
ing.

There will be a ready market for all
the mica _produced, the Canadian
Westinghouse Company - and others
being the largest consumers.

FRAE AULD BRIG O’ AYR

Nanaimo, March ‘17.—Charles Gra-
ham, an arrival of a few months back
from Scotland, has just received an in-
teresting souvenir that will be of de-
cided interest to all Scotia’s sons and
daughters who will remember the
“Auld Brig O’ Ayr” mentioned by Bob-
bie Burns. Mr. Graham has just re-
ceived a handsome little snuff box
made of oak taken from this bridge
which was built in 1252, and which
a few months ago underwent repairs.
The oak was taken from the original
oak placed at the bottom of the bridge
and on which the stone work is con-
structed.

MAROONED SAILOR MAY
HAVE BEEN RESCUED

Yankton’s Crew Believe He Has
Been Picked Up by Pass-
ing Steamer.

Magdalena Bay, March 17.—Mueh dis-
appointment is expressed throughout
the fleet over the failure of the exps-
dition to rescue the sailor, Frederick
Jeffs from Indefatigible Island. The
fleet passed within 40 miles of the
island and the tender Yankton was
sent in to make a search.

The landing party from the tender
searched all habitable portions of the
island for two days. Remains of the
camp first were found, but no trace of
the sailor discovered.

In one place a razor was found with
Jeffs’ initials on it. It is the belief of
the men on the Yankton that. the ma-
rooned sailor has been rescued by some
passing vessel. Search was made of
every possible place where a man could
have concealed himself but without re-
sult.

He stood up as though to impress
upon me the dramatic nature of this
adrisiseion; and, in truth, I was impress-
ed.

I have
seen few pageants in my own country—
the Englishman has but lately mastered
their secrets, and his color schemes are
apt to be as substantial as his beef—
but this religious pageant in the streets
of Antwerp is certainly to be named as
the finest thing of its kind I have ever
seen. Mediaeval if you will, cowls out-
numbering the.cassacks, soldiers at the
head of it, cavalry to whip it in, monks
and nuns, priests and bishops, all the
cathedral dignitaries, the municipality,
the gib wigs of the town looking as
though plety were the chief business of
their lives—truly a heterogenoug com-
pany which linked the centuries to the
point of marvel. And remember that
it passed slowly through streets which
were a blaze of triumphant color; of
color stolen from the very bowels of’
the sun; & heaven and earth of coler,
all embracing and all victorious. Not
a house, I say, that did not contribute
its quota of flags and tapestirieg and
glorious blooms; not & window ¢that
should be named a lack-lustre; but
everywhere a vast wall of clinging
stuffs, primitive and satisfying and
worthy of the day. Upon the pave-
ments, it is true, there might be some
complaint. Many of the women wore
black veils; the tones were altogether
more sombre, the religious note mors
pronounced. But against this, it shouild
be said-that we were present for an
act of worship, not of joyaunce. These
people had kept their faith; even a ¢y-
nic ¢ould not have denied it.

I remember that the procession was
headed—when the soldiers had gone by
—by a hundred little children in dres-
ses .of spotless white each scattering
roses in her path.” They were followed
by the bearer. of an immense banfer,
symbolical heaven knows of what, but
gloriously blue., .At the banner-bgarer's '
heels came sisters of mercy uplifting
lighted tapers; and then a thurifer,
and again cowled monks each with a
lantern upon a pole; thén other thuri-
fers and aedlyfes and abbots in copes,
and bishops In mitres—a great gold
snake colling its way through the city’'s
streets to the cathedral doors thrown
wide open to receive it. Solemn music,
tender and-: plaintive, lltanies as “the
Gregorians ‘knew them,  the dwelling
chants you might have heard the Bene-
dictines sing in Italy before the gentle~
men from over the meountains came
‘down, these we had from trumpets and
horns and trombenes. The drums roi-
led majestically; the voices rose and
fell in harmonic cadence ag though Mel-
ancholy sat in the sunlight and the
heaven was hid frem her.. But such, to
my mind, is ever the mental. response
to the liturgy as monks will chant it;
and emotionally it. is far superior to
Anglican intricacies.

They ' were very slow -afoot, these
good monks and fathers, and they: well
understood that ‘haste “and dignity
rarely go arm in arm. To me the nov-
elty of the spectacle and the people’s
attitude towards 4t stood for more
than any mere merit of its own. I
shall say frankly that I-had; for the
moment; clean forgotten thé Chevalier's
monitions, and Mr. Cavanagh's {li-
defined anxieties. That which passed
in the street, the reverent attitude of
very humble folk, the jaunty bearing
of the scoffer, the little human asides
between lover and mistress, the mater=
nal anxieties shared by devotion, and
the natural assumption that Master
Pierre or young Juan would dirty his
new frock—thdt, I say, éngrossed me
completely.  When I looked up, I think
an exclamation from Mr. Cavanagh
recalled my attention. I ‘can ’only tell
you that our eyes met for an instant,
and that, upon this, I was hurled back-
ward against the stone wall as though
socme great rushing wind of heaven
had struck me down-and blackest night
had come upon me. This, I say is all
that I can tell you' “of the cirfdum=~
stance.

Now
8 pit’ vomiting smoke and cries of
human agony; theh houses above the
wraith, bunting, tapestries, the balcon-
ies of flowers; and so down to the very
ground, whence the black cloud is
drifting and the figures of the people
are to be seen, and there are soldiers
with quaint helmets, and hussars and
gendarmes; but not the dead I had ex~
pected to see, nor any sign of that
human woe of which - the  walling
voices speak.

This is to come after, when the peo-
ple are driven back, and the officers
dismount, arid little groups are formed,
and that which, 4n" instant gone, was
a living man'is a dead something over
which a sergeant’s cloak is thrown,
and that which was a child is lifted in
strong arms, and carried by one, who
sobg "as he goes, to a friendly house
near by.

For the moment there is nothing to
tell me that the glory of the summer's
day has been assailed by this mad out-"
rage. The people dre so many stricken
animals, ‘bending abjectly to the come
ing storm. Many of the women have
fainted; the children cling to theif
skirts and wonder that they dre noS
answered. Those who race to and fro
apon excited horses are officials at
their wits’ ends; masters of the tape
which has been trodden underfoot; love
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ers of rotund phase and portly docu-
ment; Mttle: tyrants whose_cheeks tigve.
been slapped by a hand of fire. I can
hear their frantic cries as I write.
Once more.the pompiers come. thun-
dering down their Place; they uncoil.
their hoses, and=set-thé pretty brass
engines to work. There is no fire, how-
ever. The very smoke has drifted
away; and but for that great cavity
in the wall of the restaurant next door,
the powdered mortar and sagging
beam, you would have laughed to hear
that a bomb had been thrown at all.
Whoever had done this damnable
thing had done it from above.. If I
had not guessed as much for myself,
the searching glance Mr. Cavanagh
turned upon the upper storeys of the
restaurant, the words he spoke to the
Chevalier—in English this time—would
have been suggestion enough.

HEADED GANG
OF MURDERERS

COMMERCIAL TRAVELLER
FOULLY DONE TO DEATH

Gruesome Recital From Bor-
deaux, France—Inn Spat-
tered With Blood.

The landlord of a small inn at Lan-
gon, his wife, his servant, and a man
named Parrot were placed on. trial at
the assize court of Bordeaux recently
for the murder of a commercial travel-
ler named Monget, who went to stay
at the mn on February 6th of last year.

It was alleged that this was only one
of many crimes traceable to these ban-
dits, and the whole story reads more
like a transcript from Charles Reade’s
romance, “The Cloister and the
Hearth,” than an episode of present-
day life.

Langdon is a little ‘town near Bor-
deaux. Close to the station was - the
inn in question, the Cafe de 1a Gare, a
place of evil repute, and known to be
the . rendezvous of smugglers and
thieves. The cafe was kept by M. and
Mme. Branchery. The man was a glant,
an ex-baker; the woman was as dimin-
utive as her husband was sturdy. Both

~fhe and the servant, Henrletta Cour-

reges, were women without morals.

On February 6th, 1907, M. Monget
went to the inn, left his blecycle there
while -he went to collect an account in
the village, and returned. He was
never seen again alive,

The Brancherys had reason to believe
that Monget would have a large sum of
money in his possession, and it is said
that while drinking a cup of coffee he
began to count his money.

The woman saw him through a glass
door, and called her husband and a
waliter. The three, it is alleged, sprang
upon the wretched mian, and battered
his head with a coal hammer,

They carried their victim to the cellar,
and, as he was still alive, strangled
kim. They took about $400 in money
and a gold watch from his pockets.
The two men divided the spolls, and
the inkeeper's wife, Mme, Branchery,
at once went ta Bordeaux, where she
raid some bills and bought an astra-
chan coat. '

‘With the help of a smuggier named
Gazol, Brancheéry and Parrott put Mon-~
get’s body into a blanket the same
night, &hd t0ok it away in a wheel-
barrow to the Garonne. Parrot walked
ahead withw~a- revolver in his hand,
ready to shpot down anybody who
should seethem, "They threw the body
into the river. 8

They buirnt the napkin, Monget’s um-
brella, and Branchery's cap and waist-
coat, which were stained with tell-tale
spots of blood. They also broke up the
victim’s watch and bibycle, throwing
the pieces info the river near the rail-
way bridge.

Eight months later the body was re-
covered,

Betrayed by a Girl.

‘It was the servant who betrayed the
gang. Henrietta Courreges had a sweet-
heart named Joseph Gazol, who was ar-
rested for robbery at the same time as
the two Brancherys. Henriette wag fre-
quently ill-treated by her lover, and
she probably was glad of an opportun-
ity to get rid of him. This is the tale
she told the juge d’instruction.

“Monget, on his return to the Cafe de
la Gare from collecting his money, had
gone into the back parlor, where Lucia
Branchery poured him out a cup of
coffee. All at once Branchery and Par-'
rot, one of the landlord’s bosom friends,
stole into the parlor, Parrot armed with
a hammer, while Branchery held in his
hands a napkin twisted like a chord:
Parrot dealt Monget a fearful blow on
the back of the head. Monget fell, and
Brancherry, passing the twisted nap-
kin round his neck, slung him behind
his back and carried him to the cellar,
where the two men strangled their vie-
tim.”

Before the court, Branchery asserted
that Monget; whom he did not know,
had insulted his wife. Some words pass-
ed between them, and he went out.
‘When he returned he found Monget
covered with blood and unconscious.
Panic-stricken, he took a .napkin,
placed it round the man’s neck, and
dragged him to the cellar. He discov-
ered to his horror that the insurance
agent was dead. He protested that he
was drunk and did not remember guite
well what happened.

As for Gazol, he made no attempt to
conceal the fact that he and Branchery
decided to kill M. Monget, but he af-
firmed that it was Branchery alone who
struck the fatal blow,
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WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.
Victoria Meteorological Office,
11th to 17th March, 1908.

The weather during this week was for
the most part unsettled and rainy, with
high winds upon several occasions on
Vancouver Island, the Lower Mainland
and along the Coast northward to Port
Simpson. In Cariboo an abnormal amount
of snow has fallen, which has impeded
traffic to a large extent. These conditions
were caused by the eastward movement
of severalo cean storm areas across this
province to Alberta and Montana. On
the morning of March 13th a heavy south-
erly gale prevailed on the coasts of this
Island, the states of Washington and
Oregon, and at the mouth of the Colum-
bia river an hourly wind velocity of 68
miles occurred. On the Straits of Fuca
and Georgia and Puget Sound a moderate
southerly to westerly gale was reported.

On Sunday, the 15th, another ocean
storm approached the Coast and during
the day spread inland across this pro-
vince. On Tuesday, 17th, a cyclonic dis-
turbance crossed this province accom-
panied by a westerly gale on the Straits
and Sound, which lasted for some hours.

The weather in Atlin and the Yukon
was abnormiglly cold. Zero temperatures
were general throughout the greater por-
tion of the week, and from Northern Al-
berta to Manitoba the same conditions

Australia Enthusiastic Over

ANTI POOL LAW PASSED.

Frankfort, Ky., March 18.—With the
passing of the anti-pool-law whieh pro-
vides a heavy penalty for operating a
pool room except as bookmaking on
the race tracks during the race meet-
ings, the 1908 session of the Kentucky
legislature adjourned early  to-day.
Only by the most heroic methods were
friends of+the bill able to bring it out
to be voted on. The precedent of years
was overthrown when an unfavorable
committee on rules was ousted from
the control of the floor. The bill ‘'was
passed by a vote of 58 to 4.

WILL STAMP oUT
OPIUM EVIL IN ORIENT

Chinese Government Accepts
Proposals of Great Britain
—India’s Position.

e

An important White Paper was issued
by the British government recently,
giving correspondence on the opium
question in China, from which it {s evi-
dent that there is to be a serious effort
to put an end to the evil by progres-
slve action. On January 25th last Sie
J. Jordan telegraphed from Pekin to
Sir Edward Grey, reporting that the
Chinese government had accepted tha
reduction of the total export of opium
from India by 5100 chests, yearly, be-
ginning with 1908,

On the 11th inst. Sir Arthur Godley
(permanent under-secretary for India)
stated that the Indian govérnment
would be duly informed of this, and
would be instructed to enforce the re-
strictive measures without insisting on
the prior fulfilment of the conditions
that similar restrictions would be sim-
ultaneously enforced in respect of the
import of non-Indian opium.

The Chinese government’s views are
set out in a dispatch of December Tth
last. In that communication 8ir J. Jor-
dan informed Sir Edward Grey that
“the Chinese government assent to the
proposal of the British government for
a progressive diminution in the export
of opium from India for a period of
three years from the 1st January, 1908,
on the understanding that it during this
period the Chinese government shall
have duly carried out the arrangements
on their part for reducing the produc-
tion and consumption of oplum in
China, His Majesty's government un-
dertakes to continue in the same propor-
tion the annual diminution of the ex-
port after the expiration of the three
years’ period of trial. The import of
Persian and other foreign oplum will,
they add, be correspondingly diminish-
ed.

“The board agreed to the proposal of
His Majesty’'s government for the pro-
hibition of import and export of pre-
pared opium between Hongkong and
China, and in pursuance of the under-
standing that each government should
take measures to prevent smuggling in-
to its own territories, they intimate
that regulations are being drawn up to
prevent the smuggling of boiled opium
in China. His Majesty’s government
agreed that if effective steps have been
taken by the Chinese authorities for the
prohibition of opium shops, etc., outside
the limits of foreign settlements or con-
cessions the- municipal authorities of
these localities should also take effect-
ive steps on their own initiative before
being approached by the Chinese au-
thoritieg on the subject.

“With regard to the prohibition of the
importation of morphia and instru-
ments for its injection the Wai-wu Pu
state that they have secured -the co-
operation of all the powers with the ex-
ception of Japan, whose reply will be
communicated as soon as it is recelved.
In conclusion, the board affirm-that it is
their earnest hope, with the assistance
of Great Britain, to effect the complete
eradication of the opium habit.”

UNEMPLOYED CRUX
~ IN ISLAND CITY

Settlement Said to Have Been
Effected by Provincial
Government,

Nanaimo, March 18— ‘A decision as
to the basis upon which the unemploy-
ed at Nanaimo will be given work has
been arrived at by Hon. F. J. Fulton,
chief commissioner of lands' ~ and
works, it is understocd. William Man-
son, formerly of Nanaimo, has recent-
ly reporied upon conditions there, and
‘he present decision has no doubt been
inspired by his report.

The work undertaken is.of a special
nature and would not have been un-
dertaken for the present but for the
purpose of relieving the unemployed.
The question has as a consequence to
be dealt with as a relief work, and, up-
on that ground, statements in the form
of statutory declarations were taken
froru the men, and a specified ‘number
of days’ work has been apportioned to
each man according to his need and
taking into consideration the family
or relatives dependent upon him, as
well as the other features as disclosed
by his statement.

Instructions have been forwarded to
B. Marshall Bray, government agent at
Nanaimo, in detail, showing the num-
ber of days' work to be given to each
man. The men' who had been work-
ing on the cemetery site, who struck,
were allowed to continue work this
morning on the basis settled upon. The
maximum number of days allowed is
25, which will conclude the work in
one month. A large number of men
working at Oyster district refused to
give'any statement or make declara-
tions as to their circumstances. On
this account they cannot be continued
on the work afier Saturday of this
week, owing to the fact .that it is im-
possible to tell, comparatively -speak-
ing, how much work these men should
be given and what their needs are.
Those now on the pay list there will
be allowed to make declarations, yet
should they desire to do so, and in the
event of their doing so, they will be
considered on the same basis asg those
who made statements in the first
place,

WILL BE A BIG FRUIT -
PRODUCING SECTION

Possibilities_ -~ of = Untouched
Acreage in Neighborhood -
of Grand Forks.

Grand Forks, March 17.—Some valu-
able information has just.béen gathered
from a local authority on fruit lands,
respecting the probable acréage of good
orchard lands on the north fork of Ket-
tle river, between Grand Forks and
Franklin camp, exclusive of the Kettle
valley proper; lying south, west and
east of Grand Forks.

It is stated that on the North Fork
river from Grand Forks to Bannock
City, a distance of some thirteen miles,
there are at least 5,000 acres of orchard
lands lying in fertile valleys and on low
bench lands. From- Bannock City to
Lynch creek, a distance of six miles,
fully 2,000 acres of good fruit lands can
be found, while from Lynch creek to
‘the forks of the river, a distance of ten
miles, no less than 3,000 acres of virgin
soil is just waiting for the fruit grower,
and then from the forks of the river to
Franklin camp, a distance of some: 16
miles, there are fully 10,000 acres of land
ideal for the growing of fruit trees,
making in all at least 20,000 acres of
orchard land lying between Grand
Forks and Franklin camp.

This large acreage of land, allowing
the regulation number of seventy trees
to the acre, can grow 1,400,000 fruit trees
which, when eight years of age, should
produce $10 worth of fruit per tree each
year, which would amount to an enor-
mous sum of money.

Most of these lands above described
are in fertile valleys and on.low bench
lands. These bench lands alone might
need irrigation, while the valley lands
have sufficient sub-irrigation for all
practical purposes. It is also stated
that this season seyeral thousand acres
of these lands will be cleared of timber
and put in shape to plant in trees, so
that it can readily be seen that the
North Fork of Kettle river will in the
near future be one of the largest fruit
producing sections tributary to Grand
Forks.

I
saw the splendid snow-capped moun-
taing in the distance and the beautiful
undulating greensward of the golf links,
perfect in their naturalness and the
whole scene one of such splendid har-
mony and so satisfying and restful.
Victoria is the place to come for a rest.
Yes, sir, indeed it is.

“As to the improvements you can
make, well, as I said before, you can-
not paint the rose, and I don’t want
my name to go down as having made
suggestions, after making that state-
ment, but I will say that I notice one
improvement that can be effected with-
out interfering with nature, which here
simply needs leaving ‘alone, and that
is, why not continue the sea-wgll
around your little bay out there. 2

“If that were done and the roadway
laid the whole could be turned into a
handsome boulevard, that couldn’t find
an equal on the west coast. It would
make a splendid driving, riding and
automobile drive, and it has the ad-
vantages nature gave it, which the sea-
wall would improve. If the whole
length of James Bay were. turned into
a boulevard, ag I have ssid; it would
be an attraction to your city for tour-
ists, and the more tourist trade you get
the better, I think. Well, of course,
tree planting in the streets would be an
improvement, but ‘ag for outside the
city that will take care of itself, for
there is nothing better on the coast, and
I have seen it all.”

VANCOUVER HORSE
SHOW OPENED TO-DAY

A Similar Event May Be Ar-
ranged for Victoria in
Near Future.

The Vancouver horse ohow, the great
scciety event of the season, .opened this
afternoon at two o’clock. Practically all
the kings and queens of fashion were pre-
sent and the spectacular effect bafflcs
description. Among those who were in
attendance were the Premier and Mrs.
McBride, Hon. J. W. and Mrs. Bowser
and Mayor Hall. These went in their offi-
cial eapacity, but besides these were num-
bers of private citizens, attracted both
by their love for horses and also by the
smartness of the occasion.
