FIGHTERS OF OLDEN "rngpg.

Prehistoric Skeletons of Men Be}!gﬁed to
Have Died in Battle Centuries 5_30.

Wichita, Kan., Dec. 5.—The greafest pre-
historic battle and burylng ground y€t dis-
covered in the United States has just been
found near the little town of Redlands,
Indian territory. It lies on the northern
border of the Choctaw Indian reservation
and near the Arkansas river.,

Professor Edwin Walters, an archaeolo-
gist, who discovered the ground, staes
that from extensive evacuations be mdde
he believes that nearly 100,000 warsigrs
met death at that point, and that the bat-

tle_oceurred, 2,000, vears ago.. ML aiie i b agierat-
lares that the battle” was foug%i b’etﬁ‘ 3

the mound-bullders and the Maya Toltec
race, the latter having come from Yucatan
and striven to wrest the Mississippi valley
from the mound-builders.

The battle ground is 30 acres in area,
and by a series of evacuations:Professor
Walters has satisfied himself that there are
nearly 3,000 skeletons to every square acre.
His estimate as to the remoteness of this
prehistoric conflict is formed by a study of
the geologic structure of the formation in
which the skeletons are found.. The bones
are buried near the -top of a deep stratum
of sand and covered first with a sort of
adobe, a formation of the quarternary
period, and then with an alluvial top soil.

The remains have been dug out by the
carload, and almost every skull has from
one to five arrow points and javelins are
also found imbedded in other bones of the
body, and the great number of these in-
struments of warfare that have been un-
earthed leaves no doubt in the mind of
Professor Walters that he has found what
was once a field of carnage. The skulls
have narrow, retreating foreheads and pro-
jecting chins, and the skeletons vary great-
Iy in length, some seeming to be those of
dwarfs and others of glants.

The bodies are burled im a circle, the
feet toward the centre, and most of them
are in a sitting posture. At the side of
each is found a clay vessel thtt was evi-
dently filled with food to stay the soul
of the departed warrior on his way to the
spirit land.

Government Supporters Stiongly Urge
the Necessity for More
‘Warships.

Berlin, Dec. 6 —The reichstag tn-day
legan the debate upon the first reading
of the government naval bill, the im-
perial chancellor, Prince Hchenlche,
making a statement on the subject, in
which he said:

“We absolutely require an efficient
navy to maintain the position ecreated
for us by the army. This conviction has
gained groupd with very large seotigns
| save g}wﬂa o, and-F-deciare, in the
s U the ™ federated  -governmonts,
that they comsider as an imperative ne-
cessity $hat the navy should be strength-
ened, amd that its strength should be
nxed by legislative enactment. The bill,
it is true,“demands a certain sacrifice
from - the . reichetag, but by iis adoption
the hands of the government will also
be ticd. The adoption of a-policy cf ad-
venture is far from the thouzhts of the
government, as is any intention of rival-
ry with the great maritime powers. As
we desire to secure a-position .in the
coneert of powers. which we must have,
a fleet of modest dimensions will be ade-
gnate, I ask you to adopt the bill for
the welfare of the fatherland. (Cheers
from the right.)

Admiral von Tirpits, the secretary of
the navy, then - addressed the house,
exploining in detail the recessity for in-
troducing the bill to  straagthen  the
German navy. He pointed out that the
: proposed new  ships would establish a
| basis which, for a long time:to come,
would ‘meet the requirements of the
country. By ‘the adoption of ‘the bill,
the secretary of the mavy continued,
the next reichstag would be debarred
from retarding the rate of comstruction,
but he insisted that no further restrie-
tions would be imposed upon parliament,

The secretary of the mavy said that,
in connection with the completion of the
Kaiser Withelm canal, tactical caleula-
tions were made in regard to the neces-
sary strength of the fleet in order to
render offensive action, even on the part
of the strongest naval power, impos-
sible. He added:

“In the demand for two squadrons of
eight ships each we are supported by the
whole corps of naval officers. I am
prepared to give more detailed explana-
tions, in committee, regarding the mili-
tary points imvolved.

“Qur active flect is a fleet for defense.
What we ask is the minimum necessary
to enable us to throw a heavy rweight
into the seales on the side of peace. In
! 1904 our fleet will no longer be a ‘quan-
| tite megligeable,’ and German mari-
| time interests will have been increased.
i To underestimate the importance of
this would endanger the interests of th
! empire generally.” 2

In conclugion Admiral von Tirpits.de-
clared that the present system of ¥vot-
ing naval supplies must be changed, and
. he appealed to the reichstag  ta faver-

ably consider the: goverfiment's measure.”

The admiral’s remarks were greeted
with cheers from several factions.

‘At Least Five ‘Lives and M&!\lfbut—
fits' Lost 'in the Treacher-
ous; Waters.

Ice to Form. - :

Mr. John: Hepburn arrived in the city
to-day from ~White Horse
around which he has been engaged
in; building a tramway, and through
wihich for two months he has ‘ben pilot-
Ju# miners’ boats. There have been at
4ot five lives and twice as many .out-
‘%:s Jost, in this dangerous part ;of the
#.owis river during the last couple of
Shonths, but even to Mr. Hepburp, who
4has been on the spot, the names éf' the
victims are unknown. One morning last
month Mr. Hepburn found & boat on the
bar below the rapids. A search was
made, but no trace could be found of
the men who had attempted to pilot’ the
wrecked craft through that death. trap:
The attempt had evidently. been made
at night, and no one survived to tell of
it. ‘The boat was a Lake Linderman
built boat, and had been built for four
or sixt‘men.  Who they were or: ‘how
many Wwill probably never:be - known.

“Bvery time a man runs those rapids
he takes. his life in his hands,” said ‘Mr.
Hepburn. , Even ' the speaker, -who had,
as previously .stated, ‘been-engaged in pi-
loting boats: through for two  months
past, lost zone: boat;a poorly "built® one;
and ome of the: owners, a man “named
Anthony was drowned. Further than

‘A party ef four Cali-
fornians lost every pound. of goods they
had, but, escaping. with their lives, push-

The tramway that Mr. Hepburn. is
building .is_nearly completed, but on ac-
count of snow and frost work had te be
suspended muntil spring. It *will. then
take about three weeks to have it'in
running order. With this tramway rua-
ning, the dangers of the "White. Horse
rapids will be overcome. Boats will be
placed on cars at the head of the ra-
pids, and hauled to the foot of them by
horses: - There wil be no ‘unleading: of
boats, as*the erafts and their cargees
and pasengers tov, if they desire, can
be placed on the cars and taken aroand
the boiling waters. 2

Mr. Hepburn' left White Horse.on No-
vember 23. Up to that time a very large
number of inen- had passed on ‘their way
tec Dawson. They had on the average,
he says, supplies for six months, some
being very w-:l ¢atfitted and others very
poorly. - Between the rapids and Skag-
way he met another thousand nien,” who
wereToving  alony “Slowly Seith their
sleighs, being frequently interrupted by
oren- water. The White Horse rapids
were frozen when Mr. Hepburn'left, and
from ther> to Dawson the river must
alos be frozen but in the canyon and
for twenty miles above it the water ‘was
stiil open when he eame up, in some plac-
es there being even on-edge ice. Lake
Labarge is open, ‘and then there came
another six miles of open water between
that lake and Lake Tagish, the latter
body of water being frozen. There
was about fifteen .miles of open ‘watee
on  Lake Bennett.

*The thermometor registered 26 degrees
below zero at White Horse, but bad
fallen ‘to 46 below at Liake Tagish. Ma-
jor Walsh and party reached White
Horse about November 16, but just be-
low there met float ice and had to go
into eamp until the partially open space
froze over, giving them a clear run to
Dawson. Inspector Strickland was at
Lake Bennett, one of his men having
been very badly frozen. The rear guara
of the police party were busy transport-
nig- provisions -across: the passes and
would'be ready to start down as soon as
all theiwaters 'were frozen over and the
few bare-spots on the ‘trails were cov-
ered tvith show. Many men who hid
started in beats were busy transportiig
their outfits on sleighs.

On Lake Bemnnett Mr. Hepburn met
a woman drawing a sleigh loaded with
a 600 pound outfit, and she seemed to
be making as good progress as the men.

Mr. Hepburn came out over the Skag-
way trail, and says he was able to make
very good time.

The Rosalie (she reached Nanaimo yes-
terday)  had 35 passengers from. the
north, They report work is being push:

completéd for a distance of about five
miles, ~ They also say that for a winter
trail Skagway is much the best ‘route
to the lakes. The Mounted Police are
moving.- their stuff over this road. Four
aerial tramways are in course of con-
struction over the Dyea: trail, and ‘the
promoters expect to have them ready for
business by the end of January, and they
will be able to handle any quantity of
business that may come to them.

T0. PUSH THE BILL

Amerié%ns Extremely Anxious to
Hagsten Legislation Prohibiting
All Sealing.

Though. Final Passage May Be Secur-
ed Before Holidays—The

W”ifsﬁngton, D. C.,.Dec, 9.—The com-
mittee, on forgjgn gelations in the house
held their first meeting to-day and owut-
lined work on several important foreign*
questions now pending. The committee
determined to report &t once the bill pro-
hibiting American citizens from conduct-
ing peiagic sealing in Behring Sea, and
an undefstanding was reached that the
bill would be pushed to the final stage
before ¢he holidays.

The first section of the bill is as fol-
lows: (Fhat po citizen of the United
States, nor person owing duoty or obedi-
ence to the laws or treaties of the Unit-
ed States, nor any person belonging to or
on board of a vessel of the United States
shall kill or hunt at any time or in. any
manner whatever any fur seal in the
waterssof the Pacific Ocefn north of
thé 35th. degree of north latitude, and
including Behring Sea and the Sea eof
Okhotsk.” - R

The bill also prohibits any citizen of
the United ‘States from equipping, using
or cmpioying or furnishing supplies to
any vessels engaged in killing or hunting
fur seals, and declares that no United
Statés vessel shall .be employed in” this
work. "Thepenalty for violation of this
proposed law . is“imprisonment. for not
more than seven months or a fine of
not less than $200 o more’than $2,000.
or both,” and. the forfeiture of vessels so
gaged. * ’

The fourth section ofthe ‘hill is as
followst “If any vessel of the United
States shall be found within the waters
to which this act applies, baving o
board fur seal skins or bodies of seals,.
or apparatus or implements for killing
or taking seals, it shall be presumed that
such vessel was used or employed im the
killing of seals, or that said apparatus
or implements were used in violation ef
this act, until the contrary is proved to:
the satisfaction of the court. The Unit-
ed 'States Courts of Alaska, Califermis,
Washington and ‘Oregon are grven juris-
diction over cases arising under this
aMr s e

It is especially provided that the act
is not to interfere with the privileges of
coast Indians nor with  the taking of
seals .om the Pribyloff islands. Officers
of the mavy and the revenmue eutter ser-
vice are empowered to search suspected
vessels.

SAGASTA: VIEWS THE MESSAGE.

Madrid, Dec. 8.—Premier Sagasta, in
an interview referring te McKinley’s
message to congress, is queted as saying
he thinks the message satisfactory be-
cause the threat to interveme in Cuba
was made only to give satisfaction to a
portion of American opinion,  without
the intention of executing it.

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 HARRISVS. DUNSHUIR

- Mr. Justice McColl Directs the Jury
to Give a Verdict in Favor for
the Defendant.

'He Holds That Hairis Never Con-
cluded. an Agreement for
& : . the Sale.

From' Tuesday's Daily.

Yesterday morning the case of Harris
vs. Dunsmuir came on for hearing be-
fore Mr. Justice McColl and a special
jury, being a new trial granted by the
¥ull Court. Mr. E. V. Bodwell and Mr.
L. P. Duff appeared for the plaintiff,
Mr. D. R. Harris. Hon. C. E. Pooley,
Q.C. and Chas. Wilson, Q.C., appeared
for the defendant. !

The jury was composed of R. 8. Day,
foreman; Robert Mason, Thomas Cat-
terall, John Earsman, Louis Stemler,
W. H. Mason, Arthur A. Holmes and R.
Bennett, = ;

The action arose out of the attempted
sale by Mr. Harris, under instructions
from Mrs. Dunsmuir, of the Wellington
collieries. The plaintiff claims that in
the year 1891 he received mstructions to
sell the above callieries, he to ‘receive
five per ecnt. commission for his ser-
vices, From tine*to - time the original
proposal was modified as to the details
of the sale, until finally a deal was al-
most consummated by the plaintiff,
who appealed to the law to sustain his
contention that he was entitled to a
commission on the amount involved in
the deal, which deal be claimed would
have ben completed but for the defend-
aut’s wilful delay in not sending a
prompt reply to an important question
dealing with the disposition of  some
£64,000with which the original instruc-
tions to him did not deal, and otherwise
obstructing his progress in the mattes.
Upon the last trial the jury found for
the plaintiff in the sam of $18,377,
whereupon defendant’s - counsel moved

. for non-suit on technical grounds, and
. the Full Court granted a new tmial
Yesterday morning Mr. Harris = was
' called and examined by Mr. Bodwell. It
* appears that upon Mr. Harris reeeiving
“ the instructions to sell the collieries, he
" immediately set to work toobtain‘'data
upon which to proceed, in the way of
plans, surveys, etc., and then went to
Ingland. Arrriving there, he found the
money market somewhat dull, and also
discovered that matters would be ex-
yedited if Mrs. Dunsmuir would accept
s‘ock in the purchasing compauny for a
portion of the consideration to be paid
over. Upon his return he interviewed
Mrs. Dunsmuir, and he was informed
that Mr. Pooley would be instructed in
regard to the taking of stock, and short-
ly afterwards both Mr. Pooley and Mr.
Harris left for England. Mr. Harris
had arranged for an expert’'s report on
the property, but this report valued the
property at a lower figure than that set
upon it by the owners, and when Mr.
Harris telgraphed Mrs Dunsmuir that
he could not get any more for the pro-
perty, he was telgraphed in reply: “Will
npt take less than offered.’”” Finding it
.useless to remain longér in England un-
der these circumstances,  the plaintiff
says he returned to Victoria, after ar--
ranging with Mr. Brodie, of Findlay,
Durham & Brodie, to handle any further
negotiations he might have in connec-
tion with the proposed sale. When he
arrived here. it was suggested by Mrs.
Dunsmuir that matters be allowed to
rest a while—until her sons came back
at (‘hristmas, and that < perhaps times
would improve. 17 3ok

Subsequently negotiations for the sale
were reopened, and ‘the exhibits, of
which there are guite a number, consit
of various letters which passed between
the plaintiff and Mr. Brodie and Mr.
M. T. Jehnston, of the firm of Findlay,
Durham & Brodie, and the defendant.

Mr. Wilson’s objections to these let-
ters, on the ground that Mr. Johnston
had net been produced to show that he
had received them, were overruled.

Upon the temdering by Mr. Bodwell
of a letter fromy Mr. Harris to Mr. John-
ston, dated 22nd of February, 1892, re-
lating to the matter of returns being
made for goods sold from the stores,
Mr. Wilson objected that ne agency had
been showm between Mrs. Dunsmuir
and her sons. The plaintiff testified that
he had frequently gone to ‘her sons in
the matter with her concurrence.

It appears that it was Mrs. Duns-
muir’s desire that the property should
not be hawked about, and Mr. Brodie's
letter, stating that the deal swas being
worked up amongst his own friends,
and would not ‘hurt the property -any,
vas here put in.

On the 9th of March Mr. Johnston
wrote the plaintiff, asking for a balance
.sheet, which he said had been asked
for, and asking for a further extension
of time to complete the deal, as there
appeared to be business in sight as a re-
sult of all the ¢correspondence. The plain-
tiff secured a statement for the year
4891, 'This it appears showed a cer-
tain number of stons of coal as the out-
put, but the account of the disposition
of this showed. a discrépancy, and the
intending purchasers asked for further
information and an_ explanation of the
shortage thus shown.

Abont this time the negotiators ask-
ed that the steamers Costa Rica and
San Mateo be included in the purchase
price, and ‘the plaintiff says that upon
speaking to Mrs, Dunsmuir on the sub-
ject, he was referred do her son, who
agreed to put them in, whereupon Mr.
Johnson was duly notified.

The question then arose as to a local
board of managemenf, and the plaintiff
wrote to Mr, Bryden asking if he would
continue as.manager ‘of the collieries,
and he algo saw Mr, Alex. Dunsmuir
wth respect to his‘taking a seat on the
board to réprésent the mother’s inter-
¢st, which, under the proposed arrange-
wment, was to have heen some 08,0000
preference shares. ~The object of these
communications from Mr. Brodie on the
snhject seenis o have been. according to
the plaintiff, for the purpose of putting
the company on a good basis. The plain-

On the 25th of April, 1802 Mr. Johns- |

ton informed the plaiutiff by letter that
Mr. Brodie regretted that owing to the
‘dull state of the market he counld not
secure an offer of ‘more than - £350,000

that asked by the owners would very
likely be too ‘great for the matter to
come to business, The plajntiff inter-
viewed Mrs, ‘Dunsmuir, who refused to
reduce the price, and Mr. Johnston was
so notified that the price was £430,000
and nothing less would be aceept. Af-
terward Mr. Johnston told the plaintiff
he might posibly get £375,000, and final-
Iy imstructed ‘him  verbally to make an
offer of, £400,000. This the plaintiff did:

price obtainable, after a great deal of
trouble. To this he rectived a reply
from the defendant’s son, stating #hat
she would net accept less than the
amount offered. To facilitate matters
and: bring about a sale; the - plaintiff
then offered to relinquish his commis-
sion except such amount as he
actually expended in attempt'nz to
float the property, together with a rea-
sonable amount. for his time and trouble
in the matter. To this letter ajreply
was sent from Mrs. Dunsmuir by Alex.
‘Dunsmauir, saying that no further con-
cesstons would be gruauted than those
contained in her letter of 19th January,
1892.

From Wednesday’s Daily.

Mr. Justice McColl this morning de-
livered his wgitten judgment on the mo-
tion for a non-suit in Harris vs. Duns-
muir, which was argued yesterday after-
noon. His judgment was. that the
plaintiffs should be non-suited, but Mr.
Bodwell stated that they declined to
accept a non-suit, so his londship directed
the jury to enter a verdict for the de-
fence, which they did. In so doing he
told the jury that he took the whole re-
sponsibility and if he were wrong the
full court would set it right. The case
will be appealed. Below is given the
judgment in full:

It was contended for the plaintiffs—

(1.) That Harris found a purchaser in
accordance with the agreement between
him and'the defendant and that the non-
completion of a sale was owing to her

. President Hobart in the Senate—drop-
‘ped ‘their gavels and called to order the

bodies over which they = preside. As‘
asual on such occasions, the reserved
galleries were carefully guarded, ‘ad-
mission being only by oartjl, and .the
public had great difficulty in wedging
$tself into the Lmited space set aside for
it.
IN THE SENATE.

The senate chamber at the opening of
the session to-day was a veritable con-
servatory. The floral display was beau-
tiful. Precisely at 12 o'clock the gavel
of Vice-President Hobart fell and the
senate was called to order, The invoca-
tion was delivered by Rev. Millburn,
the blind chaplain: Seventy-seven sen-
ators responded on the roll eall. - The
venerable Mr. Morris, of Ve‘rx:r\ont, was
first recognized by Vice-President Ho-
bart. He offered a resolution, which
was passed in the usual form, that the
senate was in session and ready to pro-
ceed to business. :

Altison of Iowa presented a resolu-
tion that a committee of two senators
be appointed to join a like committe
from the house to inform the president
that congress was in sessidu,_ and pre-
pared to receive any communication he
might desire to make. 3 3

The resolution was passed and Vice-
President Hobart named Allison and
Gorman as the senate eommittee,

By resolution of Cullom of Illinois the
time of the daily meetings of the sen-
ate will be fixed at moon. ;

On motion of Hale of Maine a recess
was taken until 1 o’clock.

At 1:30 the senate re-assembled and a
committee headed by Mr. Gorman re-
ported. © The president’s message was
presented by Mr. Pruden at 1:30 o'clock,
and was laid before the senate and read.

IN THE HOUSE.

‘Washington, Dec. 6.—The house of re-
presentatives presented an animated ap-
pearance long before noon. As ° the
hands of the clock peinted to 12 o’clock,
Speaker Reed, attired in a black cut-
away coat and wearing a red tie, as-
cended the rostrum. On the crack of
the gavel the din on the floor and con-
versation in the galleries subsided.  In
the 'deep silence which followed  the
calling of the assemblage ‘to order was
offered the prayer by \’qhejymingnt di-,
vine, Rev. Chas. A. Bonry, of England,
who delivered the dnvoecation, solemn
and impressive. The speaker then de-
clared the house in.session. The roll
©all showed the presence of 301 mem-
bers. There were fifty-three wvacancies
from death or resignition during the
recess, and the credentials of members-
elect were read by the dirvection of the
speaker, who administered the oath of
office to them. On motion of Dingley, a
resolution was adopted for the appoint-
ment of a:committee of three to join
the senate committee to wait upon the
president and’inform him that congress
was ready to receive any communica-
tion that he desired to make.

The speaker selected Dingley, Gros-
venor and Bailev for this honor. On mo-
tion of Henderson, of Iowa, the daily
sessivns to begin at nocn each day was
ordered.  The house then took a short
recess.

When the house reasembled the com-
mittee appoirtad (o wait ugon the presi-
dent reported having perfected its mis-
sion.

Mr. Pruden, who had followed -the
comuittee into the hall, immediately
presented the message, which, by diree-
tion of (the speaker, was read at the
clerk’s desk.

revolt, - KFor no enduring period -since’
the: enfranchisement. of ‘the continental
Dossessions of Spain in the western con-
tinent has the condition ‘0f Cuba or the
policy of Snain towards Cuba not caused
concern to the United States.
The ‘prospecc from time to time that
the weakness of Spain’s hold upon the

embarrassments of the home governuient
might lead to the transfer of Cuba to a
continental power called forth between
1823 'and 1860 various emphatic declara-
tions of the policy of the United States
to permit fo disturbances of Cuba’s con-
neetion with Spain unléss in the direction
of - independence or acquisition hy the
United States through purchase; nor has
there been any change of this declared
policy since ‘upon the part of the govern®
ment.

A Ten Year: Revolution,

The revolution which began 'in* 1868
lasted for ten years despite the strenn-
ous efforts of the successive peninsular
governments to suppress it. Then, as
now, the government of the United
States testified its grave concern and
offered its aid to put an end to bloodshed
in Cuba. The overtures made by Gen.
Grant were refused and the war dragged
on, eatailing gréat loss of life and treas-
ure and increased injury to American in-
terests, besides throwing enhanced bur-
dens of neutrality upon this government.
In 1878 peace was brought about by the
truce of Zanjon, aobtained by negotia-
tions between the Spanish commander,
Martinin: de Campos, and the insurgent
leaders.

Some Important Historical Facts.

The present insurrection broke out in
February, 1895. It is not my purpose
at this t'me to recall its remarkable in-
crease or to characterize its tenacious
resistance .against the enormous forces
amassed ggamst it by Spain. The re-
volt and the efforts to subdue it carried
destruction to every quarter of the isl-
and, déveloping wide proportions and{
defying ‘the efforts ¢f Spain for its sup- !
pression.  The civilized code of war has
been disregarded, no less so by the Span-
iards than by the Cubans. The exist-
ing conditicns cennot but fill this gov-
ernment and the American people with
the gravest apprehension.” There is no
desire on the part of our people to profit
by the misTortunes of Spain. We have
only the desire to see the Cubans pros-
perous and contented, enjoying that mea-
sure of self-coatrol which is the inaliena-
ble right of m.an, protected in sAkeir right |
to reap the benefit of the exhaustless
treasures of their country.

The cruel policy of concentration was
initiated February 16, 1896. The pro-
ductive districts, controlled by the Span-
ish armiesfwere depopulated and the ag-

about the garrison towns, their lands laid 1
waste and their dwellings destroyed. This |
policy the late cabinet of Spain justified,
as a necessary measure of war and as a

means of cutting off supplies from the

insurgents. It has utterly failed as a

war measure. It was not civilized war-

fare, it was extermination.

Against the abuse of the rights of war |
I have felt constrained on repeated occa-
sions to. enter the firm and earnest pro-
test ‘of this government. 'There was
much of public condemnation of the
treatment of Ameriean citizens by alleg-
ed illegal arrests and long imprisonment
awaiting trial or pending protracted ju-
dicial procedures. I felt it my first
duty to make instant demand for the re-
lease or speedy trial of all American
citizens under arrest. Before the change
of the Spanish cabinet in Oectober-twen-
ty-two/prisoners. citizens of the  United
Stateg/had been given their freedom.

\Relief For Our Citizens.

For the relief of our own citizens, suf-
fering because of the conflict, the aid of
congress was songht in a special message
and under the @bpropriation of April 4,

American ¢ifizeps in Coba, and many of
tbem at their ovn request have been re-
tirned. to the ;United States.

A BUSY FACTORY.

At no time during a human life is the
whole.body- at rest. . From the moment
“the first blood eorpuscle begins to os-
cillate in the primary blood vossel nntil
the last sigh dies away in the stillness
of death, there is no such thing as com-
plete rest. ;

We are so made,”however, as to get
rest enough to go on with; but we take
it by piecemeal and variation, We stand
on one foot and rest the other; look with
one eye while the other is loafing; lis-
ten with one ear and then with the
other; talk till our torgues are tired
and then step to think what to : say
next.

So we go on, throwing one set of
wheels out of gear to let them cool off
and get oiled up, while another set is
put in motion. HEven while we sleep
there are laborers inside of us at work
repa‘ring the whole oachinery, replacing
a worn out ecog here amd there, and
sweeping out the dust and debris caused
by the friction. For the: body, man-
aged by the mind within it, may be
likened to a great factory turning out
thoughts, ‘words and deéeds.

But there must be more or less ex~
tended rest all the time; the most im-
portant means of restoring it being tired
Nature’s sweet restorer, balmy sleep.
“Somebody- has said, “Six hours for a
woman, seven for a man and eight for
a fool.” The writer of these lines is
supposed to be a man, but confesses his
love for the fool’s share of sleep.

The following-is the bishop’s address
to the synod of the Angliean diocese of
Eritish Columbia, which met yesterday
in Christ Church Cathedral Sunday
school:

My keverend Brethren'and Brethren of
the Laity: ;

1 have already publicly in the cathedral
this morning read tb you the encyclica1
letter which was dssued by the arch-
bishops and bishops who attended the
Lambeth conferenée in July; but you
will expect from me some few words at
least of commentgbefore we pass to the
consideration of diocesan guestions. '

Thirty years ago, in 1867, the. Arch-
bishop of Canterbury (Dr. Longley), at
the instigation of the bishops of Kastern
Canada, consented to call together the
bishops in full communion with the
Church ‘of England for conference at
Lambeth. One huyndred and forty-four
invitations were senft, .and ‘76 bishops
assembled, of whom 29 held seas in
Great Britain afid Ireland. The move-
ment was criticized severely, as all new
movements are,; ‘but the result was so
manifestly blesséd by God that in 1878
the experimeént “was repeated by Axrch-
bishop Tait, in 1888 by-Archbisnop Ben-
son, with constantly increasing numbers
and interest, until this year, under the
presidency of Archbishop Temple, out of
the 250 bishops to whom invitations
were sent 194 were able to be present,
including 57 from England, 7 from
Scotland, 10 from Ireland, 69 from the
colonies and missionary spheres, and 49
from the United States of America; and
from a personal point of view I have no
hesitation.in saying that I shall always
consider it one of the great privileges
of my life to have been allowed to take
part in this conference of 1897. The
opening service at Canterbury cathedral,
where, from the chair of St., Augustine,
we were welcomed, and the closing ser-
vice at St. Paul’s cathedral in Londen,
can never be effaced from my memory.
The” conference met daily at:Lambeth
Palace for the first week in July, then
resolved itself into committees for the
next fortnight, during which rtéports
were prepared and preesnted to the con-
ference during the last week of its ses-
sion. Throughout all of the debates, in
spite of, perhaps because of, free discus-
‘sion, a. very real spirit of unity prevailed
and in almost all cases the resolutions
were adopted unanimously.
