Are the British Forces Equal
, to the National
Needs?

The London Spectator on Sir

Wolfe Barry’s Proposad
Increase.

Sir Wolfe Barry, in his letter to the
London Times raises a question which
has beén in many men’s minds during the
last few days—the question whether our
army is equal to the national needs. He
asseits that, from the military point of
view, we are trading with insufficient
capital,acd he suggests that we ought to
add at once an extra hundred thousand
men to the British army. - Without en-
dorsing this specific proposal, we are cer-
tain that Sir Wolfe Barry has raised a

“most important problem; and that there-
is need for a very careful stocktaking In
the military = departmemt, Again, we
agree with him that the military prob-
lem should be tackled not omly by the
government and soldiers, but by the out-
side ‘publie; and especially business men
with cl~ar heads ani a fixed determina-
tion to'‘forée the mdtion to comsider the
army in the light of our lmperial re-
sponsibilities, and of the animosities and
jealousies created by our world-wide em-
pire. For this purpose nothing could be
betber than the formatirn of a league or
committec—eall it what you will—of ci-
viliansg ‘who. without attempting to dic-
tate to the so'diers in regard to their
own sp-cial business. shovld contrive to
‘Educate Public Opinion

in rezard to our miltairy requirements.

Panding, however, action of this kind; |

it is by, mo means out of place for the
‘spress to'-discuss the iessons taught by
the war and by the dispatch of the army
corps to South Africa. That events have
shown ‘that our military strength is not
great enough for our needs must, we
hold, be'taken for granted. The problem
is—what is the best way of increasing it
with the least pecuniary sacrifice to the

We may take it,
then, that we will always need to keep
a considerable military force in an et-
ficient condition within these islands.

We have
not mountains like the Boers, but we
have our labyrinths of enclosed fields,
and behind these our men might learn to
fight as effectively as if they were rocks
and kopjes. Given that these two things
are done and that we mrake our artillery
the most numerous and effective in the
world, the bulk of our regular army may
be quite safely left to its essemtial duties
of Imperial police.—London’ Spectator.
